Martin City Council is not crazy
about the idea of handing over man-
agementof thecity’s waterand sewer
department 1o the Big Sandy Area
Development District.

At a special meeting Wednesday,
council reacted negatively o a pro-
posal from Big Sandy ADD to man-
age the office and field work of the
two problem-plagued departments.

Councilman Rodney Hulchinson
told ADD representative Eric Ratliff
up front that he would not make any
decision on the issue until he con-
sulted with city attorney Keith
Bartley.

“Idon’t know anything that’s go-

partment,” Hutchinson said, “I'm
completelyin thedark.I'veonly been
(on the council) for four months and
I want to find out what's going on.”

Hutchinson then made a motion
that Mayor Raymond Griffith com-
pilea financial accounting of the water
and sewer departments which would
include any monies the department
owed.

Councilwoman Hazel Robinson
seconded Hutchinson’s motionand it
passed 3-1.

Councilman “Hoss"” Halbert voted
against the motion because he said
council receives the reports monthly.

Hutchinson said accounts payable
for the two departments are not in-
cluded on the monthly handouts.

plant.

Ordinance
would give
public a say

Proposed waste
law requires
public hearing
on rate hikes

Floyd County’s besieged solid
wasie commission would be elimi-
rarled and replaced with asingie solid
waste coordinator who would answer
directly to the fiscal court under an
ordinance proposed by the court-ap-
pointed custodian of the solid waste
agency.

The ordinance, drafted by custo-
dian Bob Meyer, would clarify the
county’s intent to establish manda-
tory participation in'the program and
would provide the fiscal court exclu-
sive authority to setrates and oversee
the waste disposal system. It would
also allow for public input before rate
increases could be enacted.

Inareportissued earlier this month,
Meyer suggested that the ordinance
was necessary to replace one adopted
in 1980 because of widespread con-
fusion over the requirements of the
existing solid waste law.

“Public perception that the (cur-
rent) systerm is not mandatory is sup-
ported by the large volume of cus-
tomers' whoelaim that they have never
received garbage services and conse-
quently refuse 1w pay their bill...,"
Meyer wrote in a March 9 report o
Circuit Judge John David Caudill.
His solution to that problem was a
recommendation that the county adopt
a new ordinance.

Like the existing ordinance, the
proposed law would allow the issu-
ance of franchises for solid waste
services to private companies that
meetstringentrequirements. It would
also permit the development of waste
transfer stations; set standards for

+ collection vehicles; and prohibit the

unregulated disposal or bumning of
garbage.

The proposed ordinance requires
the implementation of a system for
recycling and proposes a system of
collection points for residents whose
homes cannot be serviced individu-
ally.

Other than re-emphasizing and
clarifying the mandatory provisions
of the county’s solid waste plan, the
most noticeable difference between
the existing law and the nroposed

ordinance is in the management area.

The existing program was estab-
lished as a quasi-governmental cor-
poration, operated by a board of di-
rectors known as the Floyd County
Solid Waste Commission. That board
has authority under the 1980 ordi-
nance to set rates and regulations for
operation of the agency.

The proposed ordinance would re-
place the solid waste commission with
a solid waste coordinator who would
be appointed by the fiscal court, which
would determine the coordinator’s
specific duties. The coordinator would
be responsible for the day-to-day
management of the county’s solid

wasle program.
The new ordinance would also ad-

dress one of the most volatile issues
currently plaguing the county’s solid
waste program by establishing a
method for public discussion on rate
changes.

The proposed law would require a
public hearing at least two wecks
prior to the effective date of any sig-
nificant change in system rules and
regulations, or wheneveraratechange
is to be proposed to the fiscal court.

Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo said Wednesday that
the fiscal court had received a copy of
the proposed ordinance, but he did
not know if the issue would be dis-
cussed today, Friday, at the regular
monthly meeting of the court.

An ordinance which proposes
to revamp the way the Floyd
County solid waste program
operates merits comprehensive
review by the fiscal court for a
couple of reasons.

First, the proposal would re-
move a layer of bureaucracy by
eliminating the solid wastecom-
mission and it would put the
responsibility for running the
program where it belongs...with
the fiscal court.

A single solid waste coordina-
tor would be appointed by the
court to handle day-to-day op-
erations with duties prescribed
by the court.

The second and most impor-
tant reason for considering the
new law is a provision that re-
quires public hearings on any
and all changes in the rules and
the rates that apply to waste dis-
posal.

As the court has undoubtedly
learned from the recent rate de-
bate, the public has a keen inter-
est in matters that affect their
pocketbooks.

In the past thirty days, we have
learned more about the condi-

tion of the county's solid waste
program than we have since it
was initiated in 1980.

Weowe our new-found knowl-
edge to court-appointed custo-
dian Bob Meyer, who has waded
around the politics and to the
heart of the matter.

We knew going in that what
Meyer would find would not be
all good news.

But any news is better than
none when taxpayer dollars are
at stake.

The county attorney, mean-
while, has taken issue with
Meyer's appointment as custo-
dian and, legally, he probably
has the ammo to void that ap-
pointment.

If he succeeds, we'll probably
be right back in the dark on is-
sues concerning garbage dis-
posal.

But the court has another op-
tion. They can enact Meyer's
proposed ordinance and appoint
him or another with his high
standards to the post of coordi-
nator.

And, they can open the door
for public discussion on rates
and regulations.

It's their move.

Legal battle over broad-form
deeds comes to a quiet
and just end

A 40-year legal battle over the se of broad-form

deeds to mine coal came 1o a quiet, just end when the
U.S. Supreme Court let stand a Kentucky constitu-

tional amendment.

The amendment, overwhelmingly approved by
Kentucky voters in November 1988, strikes a balance
between those who own.mineral rights and those who
own the property on which those rights are located. The
amendment came after decades of unsuccessful legal
efforts 1o end an injustice that allowed owners of
mineral rights through broad-form deeds to use any
means necessary 1o recover those minerals—even if it

. meantdamaging or destroying surface property owned

by others.

The legal battle began in 1956 when the state’s
highest court ruled that broad-form deeds gave owners
of mineral rights the authority to stripmine for coal
over the objections of surface owners. During the next
three decades, the Kentucky General Assembly ap-
proved several laws restricting the rights of mineral
owners, only to have those laws declared unconstitu-
tional by state courts,

Legislators finally concluded that the only way to
restrict mining through broad-form deeds without vio-
lating the state constitution was to change the constitu-
tion; however, approval of the amendment did not end
the legal challenge. Mineral owners claimed it violated
their property rights. The U.S. Supreme Court’s rejec-
tion without comment of theirappeal apparently brings
an end to the long court battle. Good.

The amendment does not deny holders of broad-
form deeds the right to claim their minerals, It simply
says that they must use mining practices in use at the
time the deeds we-e signed to recover those minerals—
or get the approval of surface owners to use other
methods. That's fair, reasonable and just.

The majority of these projects included renovations
at state parks, These projects were laken away from the
Republicans and the money was given to other projects
in districis represented by Democrats who voted for the
health care bill,

Democratic leaders can be a little hasty sometimes,
but they are quick to correct themselves. For instance,
when money was taken away from Ashland Commu-

nity College because Republican Rep. Don Farley of

Ashland voted against the bill, the Democrats suddenly
realized that Democratic Rep. Rocky Adkins of Sandy
Hook also represents a portion of Boyd, where ACCis
Jocated. The next day the funding was restored because

Adkins supported the health care bill.

The same maneuvering occurred in 1990 when
Republicans and some Democrats who voted against
the now-infamous Kentucky Education Reform Act
lost funding for similar building projects.

Democratic leaders don't deny playing politics.
“I's the name of the game,” said Rep. Marshall Long,
the Democratic chairman of the House budget commit-
ee.

Kentuckians, though, should tell their lawmakers
that they don't like this game. Wouldn'titbe nice o see
the General Assembly act in a courteous, respectful
way. Doesn'ta lawmaker have the right to vote the way
he or she wants, and then not be chastised for doing so?

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The story of St. Patrick
by Rev. David Powers, Sch.P.

On Thursday many people wore
green, ate comnbeef and cabbage, and
talked about the great potato famine
that brought their ancestors over to
this country in the middle of the last
century. Yesterday was St. Patrick's
Day, a national holiday in Ireland,
and a much-celebrated feasting day
in the United States, But there are still
people inadivided Ireland seeking to
destroy the very unity St. Patrick
spent his life trying to build. So, just
who was the man for whom the day is
named?

Ironically, the patron saint of Ire-
land was born about 389 in Great
Britain, most probably in a village in
Wales called Bannavem, and was the
son of Calpurnius Sucatus, a Roman-
British municipal official, and
Conchessa. At the age of sixteen he
was kidnapped by pirates and sold
into slavery in Ireland, where for six
years he was assigned to care for a
flock of sheep as its shepherd, prob-
ably in Antrim or Mayo. It was there
that he leamed the Celtic language,
leammed the science of prayér and
contemplation, and was converted to
the Catholic faith. Later he fled to
France, where he became a disciple
of St. Germain of Auxerre and visited
his monastery on the island of Lerins,
near Cannes.

He spent the next fifteen years of
his life in Auxerre and was ordained
a priest there about 417 AD. Pope
Celestine 1 sent the venerable
Palladius as a missionary (o Ireland,
but he died there within a year, Con-
sequently, St. Germain ordained
Patrick a bishop so that he could pick
up the work started by Palladius.
Patrick arrived in Ireland in 432. He
traveled the length and breadth of
Ireland meeting fierce opposition
from hostile chieftains and Druids,
whom he repeatedly overcame by
miraculous means. One legend thatis
probably true says that he was once
poisoned by jealous, Druid priests,
but the poison had no effect; while
another story that is probably not so
true says that the Druids used ser-
pents in their worship ceremonies,
and to prove that there was only one,
true God, Patrick took his stalf and
drove all the snakes in Ircland into
the sea.

But the truth remains that he soon
converted some of the chieftains, and
he was very successful in adapting
the gospel message to the Irish cul-
ture. For example, he is quite well-
known to have used the common,
Irish shamrock as a means of ex-
plaining themystery of the Holy Trin-
ity, the unity between the three divine
persons that are the one, true God.
Again, it is ironic that in this day and
age of northern and southemn Irish
terrorism, Ireland was the only coun-
try in Western Europe in which the
early Church was established with-
out martyrdom.

He visited Rome in 442, and in
444 founded the cathedral church of
Armaugh, and it soon became the
center of the Church’s activities in
Ireland. In the ensuing centuries Irish
monks carried the Faith to England,
France, and Switzerland,

A few years before his death,
Patrick convoked a synod and turned
over the government of the church to
other bishops. It is believed that he
died on March 17, 461, and was bur-

ied at Saul on Strangford Lough in
Down in Ulster, where he had built
his first church.

During his three decades in Ire-
land, he raised the standards of schol-
arship, encouraged the study of Latin,
brought Ireland into closer relation-
ship with the rest of the Western
Church, and converted the Irish to the
faith that they have so fiercely fought
over and defended through the centu-
rics. Although he was venerated in
Ireland and England for many centu-
ries, his feast was not listed in the
Roman Calendar until 1632,

St. Patrick himself wrote in his
Confession: *How did so great and
salutary a gift come to me, the gift of
knowing and loving God, though at
the cost of homeland and family? 1
came to the Irish peoples to preach
the gospel and to endure the taunts of
unbelievers, putting up with re-
proaches about my earthly pilgrim-
age, suffering many persecutions,
even bondage, and losing my birth-
right of freedom, for the benelit of
others."

Like Saint Patrick, we should be
grateful for our Christian heritage
and strive not to harm, but to share
with others the joy and the peace of
our faith,

The motion by attorneys for Larry Hunt, presi-
dent of Pikeville-based Deveo Energy Inc,, seeks
to prevent Pike Circuit Judge Charles E. Lowe Ir.

Hunt in contempt.

Lowe ruled that Hunt violated an August 2
agreed order to place the money in escrow pend-
ing the settlement of a lawsuit. The lawsuit, filed
in 1992, by Devco founder Ray Carlson, accused
Hunt and others of illegally stripping Carlson of
his interest in the company.

Former 7th District U.S. Rep. Chris Perkins,
an attorney for Devco, was ordered to appear
today, Friday, before Lowe (o explain why he
shouldn't be held in contempt for allegedly lying
to the judge about the case.

Hunt’s whereabouts are unknown, and he has
not yet been served with the order.

Devco's assels were sold last year to Global
Environmental Industries Inc. of Austin, Texas,
for 3 million shares of that firm’s stock. Hunt was
supposed to deposit 887,754 of those shares — or
the equivalent of $1,2 million — with the Pike
Circuit Clerk’s office,

Perkins told Lowe during a hearing December
6 that Devco had not yet received the GEI stock.
But records show Perkins had received 125,000
shares from Deveo in October. — The Courier-
Journal

It was the best game of the season
for senior center Phillip Patton, who
had aseason-high21 points and pulled
down 13 rebounds. Patton dominated
in the middle and took several Jer-
emy Hall passes for easy layups.

Hall finished with 19 points but
dished off 15 assists. Senior forward
Steve Tumer turned in solid perfor-
mance with eight rebounds and nine
points,

It was a big moment in the coach-
ing career of Johnny Martin.

"A big moment for mz and a big
moment foreverybodyon Right Bea-
ver Creek," he said.
