A Floyd County student and three 
men were injured Friday afternoon 
when an auto collided with a school 
bus at Spurlock on Left Beaver. 

A car driven by Ronnie G. Stumbo, 
32, of Eastern, apparently hit the 
schoolbusdrivenbyDavidB.Salyers, 
44, of Eastern, at approximately 5 
p.m. Friday, Kentucky State Police 
trooper Les Stapleton said Monday. 

Stumbo's vehicle was traveling 
west on KY 2030 and apparently 
crossedthecenteroftheroadwayand 
struck the bus bead-on which was 
heading east 

Witnesses told Earl Ousley, trans­
portation director for the school sys­
tem, that the bus bad come to a com­
plete stop when Stumbo's vehicle 
collided with it 

Twenty-one students were on the 
school bus at the time of the accident, 
Stapleton said. 

One female student was taken to 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital in 
Martin. 

James B. Dingus, 27, and Bill 
Jones, 29, both of Eastern, were pas­
sengers in Stumbo's vehicle and all 
three men were also taken to Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital. The extent 
of their injures were not known Moo­
day. 

The accident is under investiga­
tion by trooper Stapleton. 

Man acquitted 
of attempted 
murder by jury 

A Floyd County man was acquit­
ted of attempted murder and con­
victed of one count of first degree 
wanton endangerment Friday for 
pointing a gun at a Wheelwright po­
liceman during a city commission 
meeting last January. 

A jury deliberated for over four 
hours Friday afternoon after the two­
day trial and found Rodney 
Thornsberry, 39, of Wheelwright, 
guilty of the one charge. Thornsberry 
pointed a gun at then Wheelwright 
Police Chief Bob Moore during an 
altercation in the meeting hall. 

The jury recommended a one-year 
jail term for Thornsberry and that his 
sentence be probated on the condi­
tion thathecontinue psychiatric treat­
ment for one year. 

Harwell Smith, a psychologist, 
testified Thursday afternoon that 
Thornsberry suffered from several 
mental disabilities, including depres­
sion and schiwpbrenia. 

Thornsberry bad been indicted on 
13 counts of first degree wanton en­
dangerment because of the citizens 
present during the January 23, 1993, 
city commission meeting. 

All but two of the 13 wanton en­
dangerment counts were dismissed 
after witnesses testified that they did 
not see the gun pointed directly at 
them during the altercation between 
ThornsberryandMoore.1bejurydid 
not return a guilty verdict on the two 
remaining counts offlrst degree wan­
ton endangerment.

The proposal, submitted by 
County Attorney Jim Hammond, 
would turn over garbage collection 
and disposal toRumpkeofKentucky, 
a Cincinnati, Ohio, company with 
similar contracts in other parts of the 
state. 

Hammond indicated Tuesday that 
he had negotiated the deal with 
Rumpke prior to the opening Mon­
day of proposals from companies in­
terested in providing solid waste ser­
vices in Floyd and eight other East-

em Kentucky counties. 
As noted by Hammond, Rumpke' s 

proposal would include household 
collection- at a price of S 10 per 
month. Other companies apparently 
had not been given the opportunity to 
bid collection services under specifi­
cations advertised in a request for 
proposals. 

Rumpke, in fact, did not include a 
bid for household collections in the 
company's proposal opened Mon­
day, indicating that those services 
had apparently been negotiated out­
side the bid specifications. 

Judge-Executive Stumbo said 
Tuesday that he and Hammond had 
negotiated the proposal withRumpke 
and that magistrates were informed 
during the entire process. 

Stumbo added that the $10 per 
month fee could be in jeopardy be­
cause the court did not approve the 
proposal Tuesday. He explained that 
Rumpke officials had ordered ap­
proximately a half million dollars 
worthofequipmentpriortoTuesday's 
meeting and that the equipment order 
was canceled Tuesday afternoon. The

Council issues warning to parking violators : 

Pay us now or pay us later

Beginning next month, Prestons­
burg city officials will be cracking 
down on parking violators who ig­
nore paying their tickets. 

At Monday's city council meet­
ing, council voted to have vehicles 
towed whose owners have received a 
fourth parking ticket without paying 
the first three. 

Traffic committee chairman 
Danny Hamilton told council that 
city policemen can now keep up with 
the number of tickets issued to an 
individual by computer and. once the 
fourth ticket bas been issued without 

settlement of the previous three, it 
will be flagged. 

Hamilton also said that the com­
mittee recommended that violators 
be given until June 1 to dispose of 
prior tickets before vehicles will be 
towed. 

Councilman Billy Ray Collins 
asked what the tow charge would be 
and asked that the city's new policy 
be advertised so that "people will 
know what's going to happen." 

Councilman Estill Carter esti­
mated that towing fees could be be­
tween $30 and $35 depending on 
where the vehicle is located. 

Council voted unanimously to 
approve the new policy. 

In a related issue, Hamilton rec­
ommended that the city hold traffic 
court on Mondays from 10 a.m. until 
noon for citizens to come in and try to 
dispose of their tickets. 

Council took no action or;t the is­
sue. 

Also Monday: 
• council held second reading of a 

tree ordinance; 
• Councilman Carter gave an up­

date on the downtown beautification 
project; and 

• council authorized the fJ..re de­
partment to hold a fJteworks display 
after Prestonsburg High School's 
graduation ceremonies.

started collections in Floyd County, 
under the proposal, on June 1. 

That point drew the attention of 
Magistrate Jackie Owens who noted 
that"everyone should bid on the same 
specs. Shouldn't other companies 
have the same chance to offer the 
same benefits?" 

The proposal pushed by Hammond 
Tuesday suggested Rumpke would 
not increase the $10 rate for house­
hold collections for the five-year term 
of the agreement. After that period 
any rate increase would be tied to the 
Consumer Price Index. 

During Tuesday's discussions, 
Hammond chided court-appointed 
solid waste custodian Bob Meyer for 
not agreeing that Rumpke offered the 
best proposal for garbage disposal 
for the county. 

Meyer explained that he could not 
say that Rumpke offered the best 
proposal, only that all the proposals 
opened Monday afternoon have not 
be analyzed. 

Hammond remarked that "it

Two inspectors 
from Floyd are 
named by feds 

U.S. Labor Secretary Robert Reich 
has endorsed a federal probe that re­
sulted this week in indictments against 
four mine inspectors, including two 
from Floyd County. 

Three federal mine inspectors and 
a former state official were named 
Monday in indictments returned 
Thursday by a federal grand jury sit­
ting in Lexington. 

Those charged included John 
Banks, 44, of Myra in Pike County, 
an inspector with the federal Mine 
Safety ancf Health Administration 
(MSHA) for 17 years. 

Banks was charged with taking 
$2,000, a shotgun, an outboard motor 
and a CB radio from operators of 
several coal mines in Pike County. 

Also charged was Edward 
Kendrick, 56, of Melvin, a 25-year 
employee of MSHA. 

Kendrick is charged with four 
counts of extortion that allege he took 
$800 from Old South Mining in Pike 
County in 1993 and another $500 
from an unnamed company earlier 
this year. 

Clifford Crum, 58, of Allen, a 17-
year employee of MSHA, was in­
dicted on a single count of ~xtortion 
for allegedly accepting $200 in return 
for agreeing not to properly inspect 
Ace Collieries in Pike County. 

The former state official, James 
Morgan, 49, of Ermine in Letcher 
County, was charged with extortion 
for allegedly promising not to cite a 
Pike County mine if he was paid $500 
every two weeks. 

The defendants were arraigned 
Monday in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville. 

Labor Secretary Reich, in a news 

release issued Monday, said he sup­
ported the federal probe which re­
sulted in the indictments, adding that 
"Any situation that appears to com­
promise the integrity of the federal 
service must be vigorously and im­
partially investigated. Appropriate 
action must be taken based on the 
facts at hand. That was done in this 
case." 

An indictment is not an indication 
of guilt, but a determination by a 
grand jury that criminal charges 
warrant further review.

Indictment against 
superintendent is 
called "a sick joke"

Hours after being charged with 
theft by the local grand jury last Fri­
day, Johnson County Schools Super­
intendentFrankHamiltonheldapress 
conference to deny the charges and 
ask for an attorney general's investi­
gation into the process that led to the 
22-count indictment. 

"This is a sick joke," said C.K. 
Belhasen, Hamilton's attorney. 

Hamilton, wboannouncedin April 
that be would step down as superin­
tendent May 31 to take another job, 
was not the only school official 
charged by the grand jury. Former 
Johnson Central Higb School Princi­
pal Steve Butcher was named in a 
separate theft indictment in cormec­
tion with the missing sporting goods 
equipment. 

The owners of a Pikeville sporting 
goods store-David and Sherry 
Collier-werealsocharged with theft 
in the B utcber case. 

The Hamilton and Butcher indict­
ments involve different investiga-

lions. Hamilton is accused of theft by 
unlawful taking for using $8,189.90 
in scbool funds to help pay college 
expenses for eight Johnson County 
teachers. He has admitted paying for 
tuition and books for teachers to ob­
tain certification in specialty fields, 
particularly special education. 

A policy allowing such an arrange­
ment was authorized by the local 
school board when be became super­
intendent in 1985, Hamilton said. 
Under the policy, teachers would have 
to repay the money if they didn't 
receive certification or teach in the 
local school district for a certain pe· 
riod of time. 

"Right now, every teacher in our 
school system is certified," Hamilton 
said during his press conference Fri­
day. "And I attribute that to the fact 
that we were able to get people to 
sacrifice going back to school ... to do 
that. 

"So, this amazes us that this is 
worthyofagrandjuryconsideration.1'

Johnson counties-where accidents 
and safety problems are highest -
will make up the group. 

A preliminary meeting was held 
about a month ago, but no decisions 
were made about a formal group. 

Local statistics were presented 
then that were alarming, to say the 
least 

Among Highway District 12's 
seven counties, two percent of all 
crashes from 1990lhroughJune 1993 
were fatal. Forty-three percent were 
injury accidents and 55 percent were 
only property damage. 

Among all crashes in District 12, 
87 percent of the fatal and injury 
accidents occurred on U.S. 23. 

Pike County had the majority of 
the crashes on that route with 39 
percent, while Aoyd had 35 percent 
and Johnson had 13 percent 

The group's effort is aimed at 
making people more aware of those 
statistics and coming up with solu­
tions. 

Keith Damron, of the local high­
way district office, is serving as over­
all coordinator of that effort. 

'The group is already on the go," 

he said. "We've got twice as many 
interested as there was before. And, 
we have many commitments to par­
ticipate." 

Damron and others have been busy 
letting agencies, interested people and 
schools know what the planning com­
mittee is tenatively planning. 

On Wednesday, May 25, a cara­
van oflaw enforcement, traffic safety 
engineers, educators and any other 
interested people will start two cara­
vans along U.S. 23. 

One will begin at the end of the 
four-lane section at Dorton and move 
toward Prestonsburg. The other will 
begin at the Johnson/Lawrence 
County line. 

"People who want to show sup­
port (for traffic safety along the acci­
dent-high roadway) can join in any­
where," Damron said. 

"The sole purpose for it is to get 
attention and get people to ask what's 
going on," he said. 

"Then we can get things going 
with generating interest about safety, 
seat belts, speeding, drunk driving 
and other factors."

paid a total of $2,974.23 between 
1989 and 1992 as reimbursement for 
teachec Homer Lafferty's tuition and 
books, the indictment claims. 

The other seven teachers were re­
imbursed directly, according to the 
indictment Those teachers and the 
amount they received were:

Belbasen questioned the legality 

of the indictment, saying that it 
stemmed from an investigation by 
the grand jury into the Butcher case. 

"My client bas been wrongfully 
indicted," Belbasen said, "and I be­
lieve this indictment will not stand. 

Hamilton said be was called to 
testify before the grand jury in the 
Butcbercaseand suddenly found him­
self a target of the investigation. 

"I walked in that morning and felt 
afull frontal assault on the part of the 
prosecuting attorney on myself per­
sonally regarding this," Hamilton 
said. "I just sat there and shook my 
bead. I could not believe that this is a 
consideration." 

Breathitt County Common­
wealth's Attorney Mike Stidham was 
appointed special prosecutor in the 
Butcbec case after local prosecutor 
Anna Melvin withdrew because of a 
conflict. He said the allegations 
against Hamilton surfaced during the 
grand jury probe into Butcher and the 
Colliers. 

"It became apparent that there are 
other criminal violations at the 
Johnson County BoardofEducation," 
Stidham said. 

Belbasen, meanwhile, said be 
wants Attorney General Chris 
Gorman to investigate the grand jury 
proceedings. 

"We are asking that the attorney 
general to come here with the best 
Iawyecs that they have and investi­
gate this whole stinking mess," 
Belhasen said. "We're not afraid of 

investigation; we encourage it." 
Belbasen, the brother of Johnson 

County school board chairman 
Franklen K. Belhasen, said Hamilton 
was denied due process. He said a 
subpoena requesting documents in 
Hamilton's case was issued after 
Hamilton was indicted. 

"All I want someone to answer for 
me is, why this subpoena was served 
on Mr. Hamilton today, after be was 
indicted, rather than a week ago so be 
would have bad an opportunity to 
present much of the information to 
the grand jury," Belhasen said, add-, 
ing that be will ask the attorney gen­
eral to remove Stidham from the case 
and appoint a new prosecutor. 

Stidham said be bas contacted the 
state Department of Education and 
the General Assembly's Office of 
Education Accountability, both of 
which will conduct investigations into 
the matter. 

Hamilton said he will not step 
down as superintendent before May 
31. He added, bowever1 that the in­
dictment could affect his job pros­
pects. 

Hamilton, a close friend of Gov. 
Brereton Jones, bas been mentioned 
as a successor to state Justice Secre­
tary Billy Wellman. 

The superintendent bas declined 
to say what his new position will be.

and see that Rumpke was the low 
bidder." 

Meyer disagreed saying that 
Rumpke was not the company that 
submitted the low bid. Meyer said 
that he needed to "look at the raw 
numbers" as they related to the nine 
counties which sought the proposals. 

"The numbers don't tell the whole 
picture," Meyer said. 

Magistrate Owens asked Meyer 
how much time he needed to review 
the proposals. 

"I need a litlle bit of time to ana­
lyze the situation," Meyer said. "I'm 
trying to put this on a fast-track and 
deliver it to (fiscal) courts in time for 
their meetings this month." 

Magistrate Tommy Neil Adams' 
decision towaitforareviewby Meyer 
of other proposals was the deciding 
factor in tabling the issue. 

Magistrate Gerald DeRossett was 
absent and with Owens wanting to 
wait until next Friday's regular court 
meeting to discuss the proposal fur­
thcr,that left the court in a 2-2 dead­
lock. 

Magistrate Ermal Tackett said he 
saw nothing wrong with Rwnpke's 
contract and Judge-Executive John 
M: Stumbo appeared to be lobbying 
for approval of the proposal. 

Magistrate Adams said the court 
was about to malce a major decision 

that would affect thousands of people 
and that "a week and a half' would 
not be too far out of sight for Meyer 
to review all the proposals.

The fiscal court declined to ap­
point Bob Meyer, solid waste custo­
dian, whose name was also submit­
ted. 

Magistrate Owens voted against 
the appointees saying he felt Meyer 
should be appointed to the commis­
sion. 

at Prestonsburg at the Holiday Inn 
and start long-range work on the com­
mittee.

Editor: 
This month's celebration of Law 

Day makes it vital to reflect on the 
contributions our civil justice system 
has made to consumer health and 
safety-and indeed to our quality of 
life generally. For more than 200 
years, the American justice system 
has shone brightly as the vehicle of 
positive social change. Men and 
women across the country-regard­
less of wealth or social standing­
know that if they or loved ones are 
injured by another, they can hold the 
wrongdoer accountable. 

Our justice system, imbued with 
democratic principles such as the right 
to trial by jury, gives the unique 
ability to improve consumer safety 
and health by changing wrongful con­
duct. 

Last year, for example, a case 
brought by a St Louis, Missouri, 
woman ultimately forced the world's 
largest pizza delivery company, with 
sales of more than $2 billion in 1992, 
to drop a policy that encouraged its 
drivers to take unnecessary risks. The 
woman had been seriously injured 
when a deli very driver ran a red light 
and crashed into her car. Several other 
drivers were not so fortunate; they 
were killed by negligent company 
drivers speeding to make a delivery. 

After the verdict in St. Louis, the 
woman's attorney commented: "Re­
ally, whatthejurywassayingis, 'We 
want the policy to stop."' Today, our 
rvads are safer due to the plaintiffs 
perseverance and the opportunity for 
justice afforded by our system. 

Other examples further document 
the improvements to consumer health 
and safety achieved through our jus­
tice system: 

*defective medical devices such 
as jaw implants are no longer im­
planted due in part, to claims brought 
by injured consumers; these devices 
have been offered off the market by 
the Food and Drug Administration; 

*automobile fuel systems have 
been strengthened and are less likely 
to explode in collisions; 

*flammable children's pajamas 
are no longer on the market. and 
federal law now regulates the fabric 
in children's sleepwear; 

*cancer-causing asbestos has been 
strictly regulated and removed from 
many schools, workplaces and house­
hold products, after years of deceit 
and coverup by manufact\Jrers. 

As the result of cases brought in 
our justice system, trucks now have 
back-up beepers. Farm tractors have 
roll bars. Machines that amputated 
fmgers, toes, hands and feet now have 
safety guards. 

These changes have been won by 
brave and determined plaintiffs and 
attorneys who represent consumers. 
Together they have forced the negli­
gent and reckless-and sometimes 
even the malicious-to account for 
their acts. Juries acting as the con­
science of the community have sent 
defendants the message that their 
behavior must change. 

Yet, our justice system is continu­
ally attacked by critics who chastise 
it as inefficient and too indulgent of 
"frivolous" claims. They push for 
"reforms" to limit citizens' rights to 
bring claims. But what these critics 
really seek is special treatment for 
defendants whose negligence has in­
jured someone. American manufac­
turers even state that liability insur­
ance accounts for less than 1 percent 
of the price of products. Is this too 
high a price to pay for safety? As for 
medical malpractice, studies have 
found that medical liability contrib­
utes less than 1 percent to overall 
health care costs. Again, is this too 
high a price to pay for safety? 

The civil justice system has been 
the touchstone for our democratic 
ideals throughout history. Americans 
demand that wrongdoers be held ac­
countable for their acl'i. We look to 

men and women sitting as jurors­
not government-to force wrongdo­
ers to mend their ways, in the pro­
cess, America has amassed an envi­
able record for the consumer health 
and safety, prompting Japan and Eu­
ropean countries to adopt consumer 
protections that resemble ours. As 
we reflect on our justice system, we 
can take pride in our accomplish­
ments but must remain vigilant to 
protect this vehicle for positive social 
changes.

Jenny Wiley has too few 
lodges to be profitable 

Jenny Wiley State Resort Park is among 
Kentucky's state resort parks that have too few 
lodge rooms and cabins to be profitable, accord­
ing to a report that a legislative panel discussed 
Monday. 

It prompted the committee to question whether 
Gov. Brereton Jones should have included lodge 
expansions in his $100 million list of proposed 
park projects. 

There are 71 projects on the list. and the first 54 
are for repairs and renovations. Tourism Secre-­
tary Crit Luallen said the administration wanted 
to spur private development of hotels and motels 
around the resort parks. 

Luallen said after the meeting that discussions 
of the parks system usually return to an ancient 
debate: Should the parks pay their way? Or should 
they draw people to an area promoting economic 
development? 

In the hotel industry, it takes an average of 100 
rooms to be profitable, according to the report 
prepared by the committee's staff. 

Only Lake Barkley, Lake Cumberland and 
Kentucky Dam Village state resort parks have 
that many. Therestrangefrom 32 to82rooms.­

The celebration comes at a time 
when Kentucky nursing homes are in 
the midst of !lle most important de­
bate about their future. 

"Kentucky Nursing Home Week 
is a perfect time to talk about the 
dramatic, exciting changes that will 
soon affect every nursing home in the 
Commonwealth, and in turn, may 
affect every elderly Kentuckian," said 
Gary Marsh, chairman of the board 
of the Kentucky Association of Health 
Care Facilities, the trade association 
which represents 288 nursing homes 
in Kentucky. 

The dramatic changes in nursing 
homes include: 

• a move towards new levels of 
care. 

Nursing homes will continue to 
care for patients who are sicker, re-

Testimony involving the missing 
sporting goods had just begun when 
Butcher's bearing came to an abrupt 
halt. Administrative charges against 
Butcher were dropped, Dutcher re­
gained his teacher tenure and received 
a $45,000 settlement. 

Last Friday the missing athletic 
equipment resurfaced in an 18-count 
criminal indictment accusing Butcher 
of theft by unlawful taking and filing 
a false financial statement. The in­
dictment claims Butcher paid for 
$49,000 worth of sporting goods with 
JCI IS funds even though he knew 
only $21,466 of the equipment was 
delivered. 

David and Sherry Collier, the 
owners of the TO Sporting Goods of 
Pikeville, tlle store from which the 
equipment was purchased, were also 
indicted on 17 counts of theft by 
unlawful taking. The grand jury 
claims the Colliers failed to deliver 
some of tlle sporting good with the 
"intent to benefit U1emselves with 
monetary gain." 

Although Dutcher and the Colliers 
were named in separate indictments, 
the charges are related. Among the 
allegations: 

• A $1,064.55 check was issued 
by Dutcher on January 28, 1993, for 
physical education equipment or­
dered but never delivered by the store. 
. • TO Sporting Goods was paid 

$6,450.25onNovember4, 1992. The 
bill included $2,520.20 in items that 
were not delivered. 

• Dutcherissueda$4,019.44check 
on0ctober7, 1992,forfootballequip­
ment onlcred from the store. Only 
$541 of the order was filled by the 
store.

There are a lot of possiblities to 
consider and a lot of changes that 
may occur, but with some detailed 
attention you can que into what's 
happening in the environment of the 
ftsh.

BASS MAY MOVE QUICKLY 
AS THE WEATHER CHANGES 

It's early rooming with overcast 
skies, and tlle bass are biting actively. 
An hour later tlle sky is clear, the sun 
is bright, ru1d the bass are nowhere to 
be found. 

A few hours later, a calm, bright 
day changes abruptly witJ1 clouds and 
a slight wind t11at puts a ripple on the 
water. The bass suddenly begin bit­
ing again. 

"If you fish for bass very long, 
you 'II experience sudden changes like 
U1isagain and again," laughs Johnson 
Outboards Pro Staff angler Jerry 
Rhyne. "Bass seem to change their 
moods as quickly as the weather 
changes." 

111ere are just two things to re­
member about bass and weather says 
Rhyne. When the weatller is bright 
and calm, Ule fish normally hold tight 
to cover and shade; and when sides 
are cloudy or overcast or tlle water's 
surface is broken by waves, bass are 
more active. 

"I believe it's as much a survival 
instinct as anyU1ing," says Rhyne, a 
veteran angler who has been catching 
bass for more tllail40 years. "In calm, 
clear water, the bass are visible to 
tlleir enemies, such as birds or even 
fishcnnen. 

"They're also visible to the prey 
they're trying to catch, so they move 
back into t11e shadows where tlley 
can hide. They don't chase lures very 
far when conditions are like this, so 
you have to really concentrate on 
presenting a lure back into the cover 
with them. '11lat's why flipping and 
pitching wonns and jigs are usually 
productive under t11cse conditions." 

Just the opposite is true when tlle 
wcatller is cloudy or if tlle water's 
surface is broken by waves. Bass 
can't be seen nearly as easily under 

such conditions, says the Johnson 
pro, so they tend to move away from 
tlle cover and roam more. 

"When conditions are like this, 
you can fish faster-moving lures like 
spinnerbaitsandcrankbaitsandcatcb 
bass much easier because they're 
more active," be explains. "Bright, 
sunny days may be nice times to be 
on tlle water, but serious fishermen 
always prefer conditions with clouds 
or wind." 

Now in the autumn months, 
weather changes not only tend to 
come quickly, says Rhyne, but also 
are usually more severe. 

"When warm weather is followed 
by a sudden cold front, bass often 
head to deeper water," he explains, 
"but if there is heavy cover in shallow 
water, bass may also use it. Vegeta­
tion is an excellent place to flsb for 
cold front bass. 

"If you fish deeper water, simply 
move from shallow flats or points out 
toward tlle first significant depth 
change, like a ditch or creek channel, 
and try slow-rolling a spinner bait 
right over the drop," be continues. 

"Normally, the key to catching 
cold front bass this time of year is 
working lures more slowly and around 
heavier cover. You can still catch 
fish, but you have to understand what 
tlley do when the weather changes so 
quickly."

A part of the Kentucky Education Refonn 
Act (KERA) is referred to as "Outcome­
Based Learning." Unless you'vejust 

arrived from the Twilight Zone, you know that, like 
almost everything about KERA, "Outcome-Based 
Learning" is nothing, if it's not controversial. Critics 
rank it right up there with jumbo shrimp and rap 
music as being one of the world's most obvious 
oxymorons, while those who support it think it's the 
only way to go and will surely be the salvation of our 
children's educational future. 

Perhaps it was someone in the latter group who 
was so sold on the plan that they thought it should be 
broadened; that it should be applied not only to trivial 
things like reading and writing and learning basic 
skills, but also to the most sacred of our social 
institutions: high school sports. Then again, maybe it 
wasn't. Maybe it was a critic, tongue planted flrmly in 
cheek, who penned the new proposal. 

Regardless of from whence it came, however, I 
found the following plan, which (as far as I can tell) 
parallels very closely the one currently being used in 
Kentucky's classrooms--especially in the lower

Anyway, here it is. It's titled "Outcome-Based 
Basketball" and reads as follows: 

"All high school basketball teams must use Out­
come-Based Basketball beginning next season. To 
ensure that all teams feels successful, we will not keep 

score. It is more important that the team learn the 
process and finish the game at the skill level deter­
mined by the coach rather than be winners. 

"To make sure everyone meets all the outcomes, 
poor players must be given more practice time and 
coaching. No scores will be kept and no winners will 
be announced. During games, anyone who fails to 
make goals, double dribbles, fouls or displays an 
uncooperative attitude toward the process, will be 
remediated during time-outs. The better players must 
sit on the bench, help coach the others until they 
demonstrate the right moves, or engage in enrichment 
activities such as playing tag. These games will last 
much longer, so be prepared to stay. 

"All teams will complete 12 games and will 
receive the same trophy. No records will be kept, no 
statistics will be needed, nor will we need any play­
offs, all-star teams or recognition banquets. Trophies 
will be meaningless, but everyone will get one.

The Prestonsburg Woman's Club 
bas begun its annual spring clean up 
drive, and along with it comes the 
monthly selection of the Garden of 
lhe Month.

Garden or the Month 
The landscape of Lois and Tim 

Howard at 261 North Highlands Av­
enue is the Prestonsburg Woman's 
ClubselectionasMay"Gardenofthe 
Month." Although the Howard's cot­
tagebousesitsona50by lOOfootlot, 
lhe couple bas managed to make to 
every inch of the landscape count, 
but without overdoing it. 

The Woman's Club judges lilced 
the "velvety-looking" manicured 
lawn and the plantings scaled to size. 
The foundation planting of azaleas 
accented with pink geraniums are a 
"very suitable size and color. Not 
overpowering," one judge wrote. 

Profusely blooming pink gerani­
ums take center stage and serve as 
accents in the two front window boxes 
and in the shrub border winding 
around the front of the house. Purple 
pansies cascading from a pot on the 

front porch adds an additional splash 
of color. 

Lois Howard bas such a knack at 
growing perfect-looking geraniums 
that "people call me and ask me where 
I got my pretty artificial geraniums," 
she said. Her secrets are quite simple. 
She said she feeds her flowers 
"Miracle Grow" once a week, and "I 
pick off dead blooms as soon as they 
start to die."

CAL AND HEENAN 
FLEMING SHOOT 

IT OUT WITH Tim LAW 
Many man-hours went into the 

search for Cal and Heenan Fleming 
who were wanted for the ambush­
murder of Bad Ira Mullins and four 
others at Pound Gap, on May 14, 
1892. 

Word finally came that they were 
back in Virginia terrorizing their 
neighbors near the head of Pound 
River. 

The brothers escaped detection 
until their own dastardly deeds 
brought the posse to their door. Dr. 
M. B. Taylor, The Red Fox of the 
Mountains, bad already paid for his 
part in the ambush-hanged at Wise, 
Virginia, on October 27, 1893. 

A large posse left no stone 
untumcd in searching for Cal and 
Heenan Fleming following the am­
bush-murder at Pound Gap, but the 
brothers had fled to West Virginia. 

Cal and Heenan returned to the 
mountains, near Pound. in the spring 
of 1894 and took up hiding in a cave. 
Dressed in women's clothes, the 
brothers helped the family in the fields 
without being detected but after 
awhile they began lounging openly. 
They sat on the porch of their parents 
home and whittled on the road nearby. 

Soon the Flemings returned to their 
former ways, harassing and stealing 
from their neighbors. They mocked 
the lawmen who guarded the jail and 
streets during the trial and incarcera­
tion of Talt Hall, tying red strips of 
flannel to their Winchesters and 
parroting the lawmen' s drills 

Cal and Heenan had the audacity 
to show up in Pound to vote in the 
countywide election for sheriff and 
county judge. Local authorities chose 
not to confront them but they took 
notice. 

They notified authorities in Wise 
and the sheriff gathered a posse to go 
after the fugitives. The police-guard 
at Big Stone Gap was also called in. 
Everyone knew Cal and Heenan 
wouldn't give up easy.

The Flemings heard about the 
posse coming after them and took off 
acrossBlackMountainandwentback 
into biding. The captain and ftrst lieu­
tenant of the police-guard followed 
to find their location. He found them 
in a bitter confrontation with other 
outlaws in Kentucky. The lawmen 
decided to bide their time until things 
settled down. They surmised that they 
may be able to catch Cal and Heenan 
off guard later on, if they survived the 
predicament they were in. 

Two weeks later, operating on a 
tip, the posse stormed the Fleming 
cabin at daybreak but found only a 
bouse full of screaming women and 
children. The Flemings beard about 
the raid and ran off an hour before. 

The lawmen stayed and left scouts 
in the area in hopes of discovering the 
two brothers whereabouts. After a 
few days it started to pay off when 
they saw Ma Fleming carry a bag of 
provisions into a brushy area. She 
stood there tossing stones into the 
bushes, obviously trying to attract 
Cal and Heenan's attention. 

When one of the rocks clinked 
against the Winchester which was 
held by one of the members of the 
posse, the old woman walked di­
rectly into their midst thinking it was 
her sons. The lawmen kept her pris­
oner throughout the night so she 
wouldn't warn Cal and Heenan of 
their presence. 

As the posse closed in on the fugi­
tivcsatdawnsheburstfromtheposse, 
yelling, "Run down the holler boys! 
Run down the ... !" The sheriff sprang 
forward and, with hands firmly 
around her throat, stifled her warn­
ing. 

WithinminutestheFlemingswere 
spotted in the bushes. Gooseneck 
Branham, Doc Swindall, Ed Hall and 
the others opened fire, forcing the 
two men to take shelter behind trees. 

For nearly half an hour Cal and 
Heenan Fleming waged fierce com­
bat, exchanging gunflre with the 22 
members of the posse. 

The end of the battle came when

Branham shot Heenan in the shoul­
der.Itknockedthegunfromhishands 
and shook the bat from his bead. 
Heenan fled the scene and signaled to 
Cal who followed close behind. B ul­
lets from the posse whizzed by and 
one found its mark in Cal's back as 
lhe brothers vanished into the brush. 

The members of the posse chose 
to stop and cook breakfast during the 
lull, instead of pursuing the wounded 
Flemings. They relished talking about 
the battle and took time to collect 
mementos such as Heenan's hat and 
gun which were found under a nearby 
tree. 

The tree that shielded the brothers 
during the battle was rifled with bul­
lets. The fugitive's dog, which had 
lain at Heenan's feet throughout the 
shooting, was caught and tethered to 
a tree. 

Meanwhile the wounded Flemings 
paused to inspect their wounds at a

nearby cabin. 
"What'll we do?" Heenan asked, 

chomping on a biscuit despite the 
pain in his shouJdcr. "Will you be 
able to run for it? I don't wanna give 
up. They' 11 either band us or shoot us, 
for shor." 

"Weain'tgivenup,"Calgroaned. 
"But I can't make a run for it eilher. 
It's a'paining me to death." 
. "Let's take what we can and go 
intohiding,"Heenandecided. ''We'll 
go to the old hideout we had as kids, 
Cal. They'll never fmd us there."
