Hal Rogers writes history
with win in Floyd County

Rogers sweeps Floyd..,

U.S. Congressman Harold “Hal”
Rogers rewrote Floyd County’s po-
litical history books Tuesday, riding
an unprecedented 3 tol voie margin
to an equally unprecedented win.

Rogers, a Somerset Republican,
apparently became the first GOP can-
didate ever to carry heavily Demo-
cratic Floyd County in a congres-
sional election. He is the first Repub-
lican to win any general election race
in the county since the mid-1950s,
when Gorman Collins Sr. was elected
sheriff.

Depending on the outcome of other
national races, Rogers re-election in
Kentucky’s 5th Congressional Dis-
trictconld prove to be a double bless-
ing for his Eastern Kentucky con-
stituents, The win guarantees Rogers

Principal must be
reinstated to post

AFloyd County Circuit Judge has
ruled that a former school principal
demoted to a homebound teacher
should be reinstated to his position
and receive back pay and benefits,

Judge Paul Burchett ruled last
week that former Adams Middle
School principal Thomas Tackett was
wrongfully demoted to a teacher and
should be reinstated as an adminis-
trator in the school system.

Cliff Latta, attorney for the Floyd
County Board of Education, said
Tuesday that he will recommend to
board members that the decision be
appealed.

Tackett was demoted Lo a
homebound teacher two years ago by
interim Floyd superintendent Eldon
Smith on grounds that Tackelt's “ef-

fectiveness in managing the schoolis
detrimental to the system."

Smith decided on May 14,1992 to
demote Tackett, one day before the
May 15 deadline established by state
law for demoting a tenured teacher.
State law also requires that specific
reasons be given for a demotion.

Judge Burchett ruled that Smith’s
reasons for demoting Tackett were
not specific and that Smith did not
notify Tackett by the May 15 dead-
line. Smith sent the demotion letter to
Tackett by certified mail on May 15,
but it was not received by Tackett
until May 16.

Burchett ruled that Tackett be re-
instated as an administrator but notat
Adams Middle School because there
is a principal in place at that school.
Tackett is to also receive any lost
fringe benefits and retirement ben-
efits since the demotion.

will retain his seat on a powerful
House appropriations committee and
the possibility of a Republican ma-
jority in the House after Tuesday’s
vote could mean a chairmanship of
that committee for Rogers.

In Floyd County Tuesday, voters
gave Rogers a plurality in all of the
county’s41 precincts. He beat Demo-
cratic challenger Walter “Doc”
Blevins, of West Liberty, by a 7,036
10 2,729 vote total,

District-wide, Rogers was declared
the winner by news organizations
shortly after the polls closed at 6 p.m.

The 1994 vote was the second for
Rogers in the realigned 5th District,
which was created when the state’s
7th Congressional District was elimi-
nated, the victim of population de-
clines statewide.

Floyd County and other parts of the
old 7th district were combined with
old parts of the state’s 5th District to
form the new Sth. Rogers lost the
Floyd County vote in the 1992 race to
Democrat John Doug Hays, a
Pikeville lawyer, but won the seat in
a district-wide tally.

Just 10,724 of Floyd County’s
29,205 registered voters cast ballots
Tuesday.

Constitutional Question

Floyd County volers also gave their
approval Tuesday to a constitutional
amendment which requires local gov-
emments to operate under balanced
budgets.

The question drew 3,312 "yes"
votes and 2,359 "no" votes to pass in
the county by a 58 percent to 42
percent margin,

Fewer than half of the voters cast-
ing ballots Tuesday voted on the con-
stitutional question.

Statewide, the amendment ap-
peared headed toward adoption late
Tuesday by a slight masgin.

With 91 percent of the state's pre-
cincts counted, "yes" votes held a
37,000 vote margin.

Caudill takes race for
judge; Combs does too

District Judge Danny Caudill will
take a step up the judicial ladder in
Floyd County after posting a decisive
victory Tuesday in a race for circuit
judge.

Caudill will serve out the five
yearsremaining in the unexpired term
of the late Judge Harold Stumbo, who
died in January. Caudill beat chal-
lenger Paul Burchettin balloting Tues-
day.

Burchett was appointed (o the scat
carlier this yearby Governor Brereton
Jones.

In Tuesday’s vote, Caudill drew 65
percent of the votes cast in the judi-
cial race, outdistancing Burchett by a
6,508 10 3,537 vote total.

Caudill's election Tuesday will cre-
ate a vacancy on the district court
bench. That vacancy will likely be
filled by an appointee, who will serve
until another special election can be
held next November.

In another judicial contest, this one

County ethics code gets
first look by fiscal court

Floyd County may enact an ethics
code soon, but Floyd Countians may
never know if its provisions are en-
forced.

Under the county's proposed eth-
ics code—unveiled for the first time
Friday, less than two months before
the January 1995 deadline—calls for
all allegations made against county
officials or employees to be kept se-
cret. The accused, the accuser or the
county's ethics commission cannot
disclose the existence of a prelimi-
nary investigation into any allega-
tions of violations of the code. Also,
there is no provision o make a public

disclosure of the disposition of acom-
plaint.

The county’s ethics code was pre-
sented at a special fiscal court meet-
ing Friday and there was no discus-
sion on the contents of the document.

Earlier this year, state legislators
passed a law that requires county and
city officials to enact an ethics code
by January 1995, but lawmakers left
the specifics of such a code up to
elected officials.

Floyd County's code calls for a
seven-member ethics commission to
be made up of persons recommended
by the county-judge executive and
approved by the fiscal court.

There is no criteria for selecting
commission members other than only

one member may be a public official.

- Also, members may not serve more

than four years on the commission.

The commission will be respon-
sible for investigating alleged viola-
tions of the ethics code, but the code
doesnotoutline any specific timeline
formaking a final determination con-
cerning the alleged violations.

After the commission receives a
complaint, it has 10 days to initiate a
preliminary inguiry into the alleged
violation. Within 30 days afler the
beginning of the inguiry, commis-
sioners shall notify the person ac-
cused of a violation,

After that, the commission, if it

Jail time approved;
new courthouse is
back on the agenda

Floyd County's Fiscal Court voted
Friday to adopt an ordinance which
allows jail time for people who donot
pay their garbagebills. The courtalso
voted to proceed with plans to build a
new courthouse.

Magistrates approved second read-
ing of an ordinance requiring manda-
tory participation in the county's solid
wasie program which calls for crimi-
nal charges and penalties, including
up to 90 days in jail, for those who do
not pay their monthly bills.

Magistrate Tommy Neil Adams
said it was not the court's intention o
jail those who do not pay their bills,
but added that it is not fair that eyery-
one not pay their garbage bill.

“First, the fiscal court is not trying
to put people who can't pay their
debts in jail," Adams said. “Our obli-
gation with Rumpke is to get some-
thing set up for those if they can pay,

that it be mandatory to pay. It's not
set out to put people in jail. We want
people of Floyd County to know that
it's mandatory by state and county
government that everybody has to
participate.”

County Attomey Jim Hammond
told the court that the county had the
right to levy criminal penalties be-
cause the ordinance relates o the
health and welfare of Floyd
Countians.

Hammond added that if anyone
felt there was a flaw in the county's
authority, theissue could be settledin
a “judicial setting." Hammond com-
mented that the situation was similar
to the county's authority to create its
own police department (o ensure that
the health and welfare of the county
was protected.

The ordinance was one of the
county’s obligations in a contract
signed with Rumpke of Kentucky to

and county government offices.

On Friday, Harry Hoffman, direc-
tor of facilities for the state’s Admin-
istrative Offices of Courts, suggested
10 magistrates that they approve the
most expensive proposal with an op-
tion that they can downsize the project
atany time. AOC has over $6 million
budgeted for anew judicial facility in
Floyd County and the county would
have to issue bonds forany costs over
AOC's budget.

Hoffman suggested that plans for
the new facility could proceed and
magistrates could also look at reno-
vating the old courthouse to rent out
as office space,

Magistrates appeared deadset
against anything other than commit-
ting to AOC’s $6 million project com-
ing into Friday's meeting, but de-
cided to go for the $15 million project
provided it did not commit them to it.

County Attorney Jim Hammond
told magistrates if they went with
building just two floors for AOC's
needs, the county would have to come
up with $1.2 million to reduce the
county’'s bond indebtedness.
Hammond said if the magistrates
opted for the $15 million project, the
county would not have to have “a
down payment” to proceed with the
plan.

Hoffman said that it would take
approximately $1.3 milli#o to reno-
vate the existing courthouse and when
county offices were moved into a
new facility, the old facility could be
leased out for office space.

Part of the parking problem in
downtown Prestonsburg could be al-
leviated with the city’s plan to buy
additional property for parking where
Whitten’s Taxi stand is located,
Hammond said.

The county padded the new jail
project by $1 million to have funds to
buy Prestonsburg'’s municipal park-
ing lot for $375,000, which is to be
the site for the courthouse facility.

Adams first suggested Friday that
the county could use those extra funds
to reduce the bond indebtedness in
order to go ahead with AOC's part of
the project.

Hammond told the court that bond-
ing agent Terrell Ross had misled the
court at Monday's special meeting
by saying that $1 million in excess
funds was in the jail project because
part of that money was fo be used to
buy Prestonsburg’s parking lot and
that $625,000 left after the purchase
was obligated for other purposes.

Adams asked what the $625,000
was 10 be used for, but Hammond did
not explain.

Patton calls
for patience
in job market
campaign

Eastern Kentucky can compeéte in
the battle for new jobs, Lt. Governor
Paul Patton said Monday, but the
region must be patient in the fight.

Patton, a former Pike County Judge-
Executive who is expected to an-
nounce his bid for the Democratic
gubernatorial nomination this week,
was the keynote speaker Monday for
a public affairs forum sponsored by
the Floyd County Chamber of Com-
merce at the Holiday Inn in Prestons-
burg.

With economic development as the
focal point of the forum, Patton sug-
gesled that success in that arena de-
pended on three things.

“Education, education and educa-
tion," he said.

Until the region improves its skill
levels, Patton said “low-skilled people
will be doing low-skilled jobs or they
will be on welfare, That's a fact.”

“We need medium wage jobs to
provide employment for all,” he
added.

But the Lt. Governor, who served
the first part of his term in the dual
role as the state's Secretary for Eco-
nomic Development, suggested there
was hope for the region’s job devel-
opment dreams.,

“Now, for the first time ever, we
have the tools to solve our problems,”
Patton said.

Those tools include KERA, the
Kentucky Education Reform Act, and
funding resources provided by coal
severance taxes.

“KERA ensures our children equal
accesstoadequate educations,” Patton
said. Coal severance taxes will aliow
the region to develop sites for indus-
try interested in relocating.

“We have most of the things we
need,” Patton said, “but we need to
have patience. With committed local
and state leadership and 20 years, we
can build a new economy for Eastern
Kentucky. But we must stay the
course. If we stay the course, we will

As we have seen from the re-
cent fuss over the state lottery
and the connections state offi-
cial L. Rogers Wells had with
out-of-state companies servic-
ing the lottery board, those ties
need to be made public.

Secondly, the commission
proposed for hearing ethics re-
lated claims is to include seven
members. The county's pro-
posed code suggests that one of
those commission members may
be an elected county official.

sible so that ethics complaints
can be heard through unbiased
ears.

Questions answered
in mobile home fire

Editor:

We, the members of the Left Bea-
ver Rescue Squad and Volunteer Fire
Department would like to express
our feelings toward the article pub-
lished last week by the family of the
late Larry Collins. We certainly want
to comfort the family and answer any
questions they ask regarding our re-
sponse and observations of the fire.

First, the call reporting the fire
was received at 6:30 p.m., the fire
department left station #2 at 6:35
p.m. and arrived at the scene at 6:50
p.an. Secondly, it had been raining
very hard that evening and the road
was treacherous due to the buildup of
water, mud, and oil. In fact, our cap-
tain was involved in a car wreck en
route to the fire, Therefore, we were
very cautious traveling up the narrow
Frasure's Creek road, in those large
fire trucks, to assure motorists or
others were safe. The response time
to the mine site on Frasure's Creek
was a different situation; it was
planned for several weeks, many
county agencies were involved, ev-
eryone was there waiting for the call,
everyone knew the exact location,
and weather conditions were favor-
able. Anyone who has experience in
providing emergency service will tell
you that 20-30 minutes is a great
response time for a volunteer fire
department. We made the run in 20
minutes, with 2 fire trucks, a tanker,
arescue truck, two ambulances, and
nineteen members. When we arrived
the trailer was fully engulfed in
flames.

The members of the Left Beaver
Rescue Squad are not paid for their
service; we donate many hours of our
time so our communities will be safer.
Our members donate time for exten-
sive training in fire fighting; January
1993-September 1994 we received
270 hours training, and attended 106
continuing education classes in an
effort to become more educated and
experienced. During the same period
oftime we responded to 81 car wrecks
and 64 fire runs, without receiving
any monetary compensation for our
work.

The Rescue Squad and Fire De-
partment was not involved in the sub-
sequentinvestigationby the coroner’s
office. Information we receive after
the fire is public record to which the
family has access.

We hope this information is some
consolation to the family and their
situation. It certainly is tragic to lose
a loved one in this manner, that is
why we continue to try to do our best
as a volunteer fire department.

has been determined a violation has
occurred, may publicly reprimand the
violator; issue an order that the viola-
tor cease the violation; issue a copy
of the reprimand to the execulive
authority and recommend discipline
or dismissal; and refer any evidence
of criminal wrongdoing to the appro-
priate prosecuting agency.

The code does not specify what
discipline the commission may take
against a violator,

Any person whoknowingly makes
a false complaint with the commis-
sion can be found guilty of a misde-
meanor but there is no penalty for
commission members who may fail
to investigate a complaint.

Any person found by the commis-
sion to have violated the code may
appeal the decision to circuit court.

Financial Disclosure

Under Floyd County’s proposed
code, elected officials, candidates for
public office, management person-
nel and officers and employees with
purchasing power exceeding $500,
must disclose certain business rela-
tionships.

The code does not require those
targeted for financial disclosure to
name any business interests outside
the state of Kentucky.

Those named must disclose any
business interest in which the filer
received over $5,000 over the last
year and in any business in which the
filer had over a $10,000 interest.

Also, the filer must disclose the
location of all commercial property
within the county in which an interest
of $10,000 was held.

Immediate family members of the
county judge-executive, magistrate,
commissioner, sheriff, jailer, coro-
ner, constable, surveyor, county at-
torney or county clerk must disclose
any private interest in a matter pend-
ing before the court for approval.
Once the disclosure is made, that
official is disqualified from partici-
pating in any decision or vote on the
issue.

Only the judge-executive or mag-
istrates could vote on an issue before
the court.

Elected officials or candidates for
office must file a financial disclosure
statement, but the code does not state
when such a disclosure statement is
to be filed.

At Friday's fiscal court meeting,
County Court Clerk Carla Boyd
pointed that out to the court, and
County Attorney Jim Hammond said
that issue would be addressed.

Someone knowingly filing a false
financial statement would be guilty
of a Class A misdemeanor.

Pay and benefits would be with-
held from anyone notcomplying with
the financial disclosure provision and

candidates and nominees for office
who do not comply would be fined

$50 per day that they are not in com-
pliance.

Nepotism

Floyd County’s ethics code calls
for no officer or employee of the
county to lobby for, recommend or
effect the employment, promotion,
transfer or advancement of a family
member to an officer in the county or
the discipline @f a family member,

The nepotism clause of the code,
however, does not apply to any pub-
lic officer whe held office before
January 1, 1995, The exception stays

ineffect as long as the current official
is serving in any capacity in county
government or an employee remains
employed.

The definition of an immediate
family member is a spouse, a child
residing in an individuals' home ora
person claimed as adependent by the
individual or individual's spouse for
tax purposes. Family member is de-
scribed as any relative who is amem-
ber of the immediate family.

The second reading of the ordi-
nance is set to be held at the Novem-
ber 18 regular meeting of the fiscal
court,

At Friday’s meeting, Magistrate
Tommy Neil Adams encouraged the
public to attend the November 18
meeting to offer input on the ethics
code.

The full text of the code will be
published in the Friday, November
11, edition of the Times.

Now is the best time to pray

A coupleofnightsago I was stand-
ing in line to pay for my gas. The
young man in front of me knew the
clerks, and they told him how glad
they were that he did not join the
Marines the way he had previously
told them he would because they
didn’t want to see him killed in the
war America was about to enter. I
fear that their fears are all too com-
mon among Americans today. They
were frustrated because they didn't
want to see their friend killed, and
they felt there was nothing they could
do about it.

There are many people who may
be alarmed by the world news this
week. American soldiers are now in
Haiti, and thousands of others are
heading back to the middle east. Qur
nation still has a vested interestin the
situation in Bosnia, and, like those
clerksat the gas station, many Ameri-
cans are now bracing themselves for
an American military involvement
somewhere in the world. Some people
believe that we are on the verge of
World War Three, and they are scared.
Perhaps there is cause to be con-
cerned, but this is not the first time
the world has been in danger. There
was a lime shortly after the second
world war when another global war
seemed imminent, but peopleall over
the world took one night to pray for
peace, and this is what happened.

On October 13, 1960 Nikita
Khrushchev visited the United Na-
tions and boasted that the Soviet
Union “would bury us"—would an-
nihilate vs! And to emphasize his
boasting, be took off his shoe and
pounded the desk before a horrified
world assembly. This was no idle
boast. Khrushchev knew his scien-

tists had been working on a nuclear
missile more powerful than any other
and had completed their work and
were planning on November 1960,
the 43rd anniversary of the Bolshe-
vik Revolution, o present it to
Khrushchev.

The response from the Christian
community was immediate. In an al-
most unprecedented ecumenical
move, Pope John XXIII, the spiritual
leader of the world’s nearly 1 billion
Catholics, and the presidents and
spiritual leaders of thirteen other

Christiandenominations urged Chris-
tians around the world to join with
them on the night of October 12-13,
1960, in prayerand penance for world
peace. That night, an estimated 25
million people gathered in places to
worship (o spend the night in prayer.
Nearly a million pilgrims gathered
outdoorsin theCovadalriaatFatima,
in Portugal, in fasting, prayer and
penance. They watched and prayed,
despite a penetrating rain, which
chilled them to the bone.

Few people realize what happened
as a result of the Christian response.
On the night between October 12 and
13, right after his shoe-pounding epi-
sode, Krushchev suddenly pulled up
stakes and enplaned in all haste for
Moscow, canceling all subsequent
engagements because word had
reached him that the new missile was
ready to be tested. Marshall Nedelin,
the best minds in Russia on nuclear
energy, and several government offi-
cials were present for the final test-
ing. When the countdown was com-
pleted, the missile, for some as yet
unexplained reason did not leave the
launch pad, After 15 or 20 minutes,
Nedelinand all the otherscame out of
the shelter. When they did, the mis-
sile exploded, killing over 300 people.
This set back the Soviet nuclear pro-
gram for 20 years and, perhaps, pre-

vented all-out atomic warfare—and
the burying of the United States. All
this happened on the night when
Christians from around the world
gathered in an unprecedented man-
ner to pray to God for world peace. It
is true that there have been many
wars between nations since the day
of that great ecumenical gathering,
and some critics have remarked, based
on the number of military conflicts
that have occurred around the world
since that night, that it didn’t appear
to do very much good, but I cannot
help but consider what kind of shape
this world of ours might be in if
Christians did not constantly gather
and pray for peace. To stop using a
pesticide because it is only killing
eighty percent of the unwanted pests
is Lo invite them to destroy the entire
garden because evil, like pests, if left
unchecked will take over or destroy
everything in its path. God does not
want another world war, butitis very
important that each and every one of
us prays often and sincerely that it
will never again happen. The scrip-
tures remind us to “ask and you shall
receive; seck and you will find; knock
and the door will be opened (Luke
11:10)." Prayer is the language of

faith; the more deeply we believe, the
more constantly and comfortably we
pray.

Some people may say they do not
know how to pray, or even what
prayer is. A simple butaccurate defi-
nition would be to say that prayer is
the voluntary response to the aware-
ness of God's presence. This defini-
tioninvolves four main points. God's
presence, awareness, response and
voluntariness. God's presence means
that we are always present to God. He
is constantly conscious of us and con-
stantly active in our favor, Aware-
ness on our part is the subjective
counterpart of God's objective pres-

ence. He is present whether we know
it or not, believe it or not, are con-
scious of itornot. But we are praying
only if we are aware of His presence.
Response goes beyond awareness for
when we respond to God's presence,
something in us reacts to thatrealiza-
tion and something happens within
us. Finally, the response in prayer is
voluntary, somewhere along the line
we freely and thus voluntarily choose
torespond to the awareness of God's.
presence, if for no other reason than
we freely decide not to respond to
other kinds of awareness. This
voluntariness spells the difference
between people who pray and those
who do not. Those who do choose to
become aware of God’s presence,
while those who do not are merely
saying the right words and going
through the motions. The essential
thing in prayer is with whom we are
in contact, not about what we pray.
Prayer should be directed toward
things in our lives, which, through
prayer, will receive the grace they
need. We can best teach otbers to
pray by mastering the art and by
appreciating the need for prayer and
praying to pray better. It is the great-
est joy on earth,

If the girls behind the counter at
the gas station truly articulated the
fear of many Americans, then it is
important that we be able to do some-
thing about those fears in a very con-
crete way. Itis not enough to be glad
thata friend may notnow be involved
because as evil spreads it will sooner
or later involve every man, woman
and child. Letus turn back to the Lord
and constandy and sincerely offer
our prayers and petitions to Almighty
God for world peace. The prayers of
one person can make a big differ-
ence. But the prayers of all Chris-
tians, gathered in houses of worship
can change the world.

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Robertson first in county to place in state

It was a historic time for Floyd
County this past Saturday afternoon
when Prestonsburg's Stewart
Robertson became the first cross-
country runner to medal in the state
Cross-country meet.

The state meet was held at
Lexington's Horse Park, acourse that
was not unfamiliar to Robertson.
Robertson ran in the Meet of Cham-
pions at the Horse Park where he
placed third.

Thomas Murley of Elizabethtown
placed first with a time of 15:10.8.
Brandon McKinney of Warren East
finished second at 15:50.0 with Mat-
thew Tabor of Bowling Green nm-
ning inat third with atime of 16:07.0.
Fourth place went to Joey Galloway
of Pendlcton County at 16:07.6.
Robertson took fifth with a time of
16:23.0.

"It's just a great feeling to be able
to place in the top five in the state
meet,” said the senior runner. "I was
just proud to be wearing a
Prestonsburg uniform.

"I couldn't have done it without
the backing and help of my team-
mates. Ryan Hardee did as much as
anyone because it was his running

this year that allowed him to place
third in the regional and get here to
the staic meet."

Robertson, who won the regional
meet at Ashland two weeks before,
has been a hard worker in the cross-
country game for several years. He
has said that running cross-country
requires a lot of strategy.

"I wanted to find a pack of runners
to get behind," he said, "because it
was a bit windy that day. That way I
could use them to knock the wind off
of me."

After Robertson had completed
the first mile of the race he knew that
he was ahead of his course.

"I finished the first mile at 5:06,"
he said. "That is the fastest I have run
the first mile. I knew then that I was
going to have a good race."

The first mile is a check-point for
Roberison, who takes in consider-
ation whether he is comfortable, feel-
ing good and how his arm swing is,

"Those things are important,” he
said. "You don't want (o start too fast
or 100 hard and lose on the last two

miles."”

Robertson said that his normal
time in the first mile is somewhere
between 5:12 and 5:14.

"It was a good race for me," he

said. "I held my time. Warming up
before a race is important, also."

Robertson said that two days be-
fore a race he likes to rest and con-
serve his energy.

“On Monday and Tuesday I ran
hard, and then Wednesday I slacked
off and ran easy,” he explained. "On
Thursday, I just ran three miles and
didn't do anything Friday."

In the second mile of the meet,
Robertson said that he lost sight of
the leaders and joined the pack in
front of him.

"I held my pace pretty well,” he
said, "I just wanted to stay close until
the last 1,000 meters. Coach (Forrest)
Hughes discovered that the last 1,000
meters is my best asset. 1 seem to
have more strength than most run-
ners in the last 1,000 meters and that
proved true Saturday."

In the final half-mile, Roberison
said the adrenaline started flowing.

"I accelerated and the adrenaline
was pumping,” he said. "I was ner-
vous and just wanted to get the race
over with.

"My body was screaming to stop.
My legs were fatigued and it was
tougher the last half-mile."

Roberson said that interval train-
ing has helped him over the years.

"Interval training is where you

teach the body to run tired," he said.
"Whoever is the strongest at the end
is the one who wins,

"With about 40 yards to go, I was
running in sixth place. I then kicked
by the one in front of me and beat him
by 14 seconds."

Robertson said that the problem is
not stamina with him, but keeping
pace with the other runners.

"Yeah, holding the pace and adapt-
ing to the pace of the other runners
has always been a problem for me,”
he said. "I know if [ can stay with the
other runners until the final 1,000
meters, I can kick by them."

The Prestonsburg runner bad set
as his goal to finishin the top 15 at the
state meet.

"My goal was to be in the top 10
the first of the year," he said, "I fig-
ured if [ had a good day, I could finish
in the top seven,

"I knew that I had beaten most of
the ones that I ran against before and,
if I could just do that, I would finish
seventh,” he said.

Finishing in the top five almost
assured Robertson a spot on the All-

State team that will be announced
later this month. Last year he was
honorable-mention in the state meet.

UK football at a crossroads: Tim
Couch is worth changes to keep
him at home

No sentence is devoted to Tim
Couch in the quarterback section of
Street&Smith's modest high school
page. An oversight only because
Couch is a junior, albeit, a strapping
6-4, 205-pound piece of work.

Wait until next year. Or, don't
wait. College recruiters will not.

Couch is special. And those who
make a living viewing video tape
deepinto winternights and recognize
what made, say, Montana different
from whoever was second team at
Notre Dame, know it.

The pride and joy of Leslie County,
Couch is arguably the finest- college
prospect in Kentucky since Paul
Hornung left Louisville for Notre
Dame, and won the Heisman Trophy,
then helped the Green Bay Packersto
football nirvana (place of perfect
blessedness).

Couch demonstrates having the
skill, brains and (get this!) presence
to ascend to special places, perhaps
even heights on which Phil Simms,
tried on a Super Bowl M VP ring with
the New York Giants.

Simms' path 1o Broadway? South-
em High and Morehead State.

For Couch, heady praise then fora
17-year-old.

“Athletically, Tim is big, strong,
smart and he's competitive,” Leslie
County coach Mike Whitaker chirped
last week. “He’s the kind of player
who, you know, wants the ball in his
hands in the last two minutes of a
game."”

Statistics? Most important Conch
marched Leslie County to a school
record 10-0 season. Along the way,
he pushed his passing yards to nearly
five miles, 7,192 ... and counting.

“If we play five playoff games and
then with next season still to go...,"
Whitaker says.

All these star-crested numbers and
goo-ga accolades bring us o a cir-
cumstance of considerable magni-
tude. Where Couch plays college foot-
ball will impact careers of men in six-
figure salary land.

Bobby Bowden wants him, sodoes
Phil Fullmer, and Gary Moeller, and
so does everyone else.

“Of course, Kentucky has got to
have him," deadpans Whitaker. And
there is no certainty in his voice that
UK has more than a passing chance
against Florida State and Tennessee
and Michigan.

After all, Couch will attend sum-
mer camps in Knoxville and Talla-
hassee next year,

But, yes, Kentucky must land
Couch in the same sense that UK had
to have Rex Chapman in 1986,

“One thing I want him to do that I
didn’t is take all five as official vis-
its,” Whitaker says. “T was so sure I
was going to UK, I didn't even con-
sider other schools. That's the one
thing, if I had to do over, 1 would do
different.”

Couch is considering Kentucky,
but typical of a QB, be is thoughtful
and savvy to the process as well,

“UK's in the picture, absolutely,”

Whitaker says. “With his family, and
most everybody up in this part of the
state, it's always been Big Blue coun-
try and still is.

“But Tim"sareal independent kid.
You couldn’t ask for or mold a per-
son to be better prepared for all this
(recruiting).”

Tim’s older brother Greg might
be Lhe starting quarterback at Eastern
Kentucky U. if John Sacca had not
arrived from Penn State.

Among those attending Leslie
County High's final home game o
wrap a 10-0 regular season were four
assistant coaches from UK,

“That went a long way with Tim,"
Whitaker says. “But you never know.
Those coaches might not even be at
Kentucky next year.”

Ironic and disappointing that UK"s
football program, coming off a Peach
Bowl trip, is at yct another crisis
point just when a major prospect
comes of age.

Bill Curry ought to be the front
runner for a youngster from this hot
bed, heartland of UK devotees, in-
stead of showing up, hat in hand, and
pitching the obvious—an opportu-
nity to play early; a football physical
plantsecond tononeonCouch's short
list; Lexington is two hours from
family and friends.

Despite its record and anemic tra-
dition however, says here UK and
Curry could employ two weighty
stratagems in its effort to persuade
Couch to ‘stay home.’

1. Show evidence that a major
commitment is under way to over-
haul UK's interior line(s). Include
list of red shirt freshmen, locate and
sign JUCO prospects.

And, offer a scholarship early to
one of the state’s premier lineman.
Say, George Massey, 6-3, 247-pound
allstater at Cumberland High School
who, some coaches say, “is the best
and guickest lineman prospect in the
state.”

2. Arrange a visit for Couch from

Doug Pelfrey, Marty Moore, Jeff
VanNote and Rodger Bird. All are
ex-Kentucky players who work(ed)
in the NFL. All remain close to UK
football and ‘know the score.’

“When all is said and done,” says
Whiltaker, “it"s players who recruit a
kid really.”

3. Commit to adjusting the of-
fense to compliment Couch’s skills,
It was done for Pookie Jones,

“If T had a chance to get a kid like
Tim, I'd do it,” says Whitaker who
installed Florida State’s shotgun of-
fense at Leslie County.

Option. An idea UKs staff ought
to consider: Examine video tapes of
Dan Baker, Couch's favorite receiver
the last two seasons, A senior with a
5-10, 160-pound body and 4.6 speed,
Baker’s accomplishments are remi-
niscent of former UK receivers, Troy
Hobbs and Tim Calvert, as well as
another small body (with big heart)
Kentucky did nol recruit. Steve Bird
(Rodger's nephew) from Corbin be-
came an All-American receiver at
EKU.

For Leslie Co., Baker canght 60
passes in 1993, and 17 touchdowns

this year, and set a school record for
1,000 yards and counting..

The view here is: keeping Couch
athomeisasimportantto Kentucky’s
football future as it was a major set-
back when Paul ‘Bear” Bryant lost
Hornung to Notre Dame. It came at a
time when UK football needed a tal-
ent infusion to sustain what Bryant
was building.

Audacious, these ideas? Yes. And
for UK football these are times that
call for a little audacity.

‘BASKETBALL SCHOOL?

Looking atother programs in other
states, I still maintain the idea—Uni-
versity of Kentucky is a ‘basketball
school' and therefore can never have
success in football—is a myth con-
cocted by rival recruiters, perpetu-
ated by the media herd and swal-
lowed by unhappy and frustrated fans.

Considerthe University of Florida,
‘football school.”

Coach Steve Spurrier's Gators
were ranked No. 4 last week. Yet,
Lon Kruger's basketball tleam, not so
much as an ‘alsoreceiving votes’ last
year, is preseason ranked No. 10.

On Oct. 14 Florida ‘the football
school’ had an SRO for its basketball
Midnight Madness.

One success, an appearance in the
Final Four, forces recruiting rivals to
eliminatea line from their pitch, “Lis-
ten, son, forget about UF, it's a foot-
ball school.”

Kentucky? Even a modest suc-
cess, like one being hatched in the
Big Eight, can change the landscape
dramatically.

Two years ago Kansas Stale was a
doormat, a laughing stock. But two
weeks ago, before you could say Moe-
for-Heisman and not get laughed out
oftown, the Wildcats beat Oklahoma
in Norman (first time in 24 years),
showedupatNo. 1 8th in the rankings,
was on target fora 9-2 season., and is
a candidate for a berth in the Aloha
Bowl.

The langhing has stopped in Man-
hattan. It can be turned to cheers in
Lexington, t0o0.

One thing just aboul any man-
made reservoir has is riprap. This (oo
is a man-made structure. Riprap is
the large, 7-to-10~inch rocks along
bridges. The core will also put riprap
along areas that may have land slid-
ing. Riprap is a key structure in the
spring and fall.

Inthe spring, the rocks will collect
heatand hold it when the water is still
cold. This is one area that heats up
quicker so fish are attracted to it for
these reasons.

Tome, fall isamuch better pattern
to fish. The rocks have collected a
coating of moss growing on them, If
you would rub your hand on the ones
that are submerged you'll feel the
slickness of them. This is the moss. It
is what shad are drawn to during the
fall.

What fall brings is cooler water
and there is more oxygen in this area
of water now. The bass are attracted
to the abundance of shad, The angler
who knows these things will be
quicker at finding catchable fish and
can usually run the riprap all over the
lake in a day's time and have a very
successful catch, Now we know
when, where, and why to fish riprap,
8o let's talk about how to catch them.

There are several baits on the
market that will catch fish on riprap,
but keep in mind the fish are looking
for shad, I try to imitate the shad.
Certain days it may take other baits
butmy choices are usually crankbaits,
spinnerbaits, and buzzbaits.

One other bait that the pros will
use is a floating worm. This is used to
catch really big bass. I'll use a Bass
Pro Shops floating worm with 14 1b,
test camouflage line on either bait
casting or spinning outfits, I twitchiit
really slow and hang on. | know that
this pattern will catch fish just about
anywhere, providing of course there’s
fish there,

This fall be sure to try this pattern
and please always help keep our wa-
ters clean.

This is really not meant to be a book review, but if
you like, you can consider it one,

It"s just that an old country boy like me can't resist
sharing some of the good stuff in I Hope You're
Living As High on the Hog As the Pig You Turned
Out 10 Be (Longstreet Press; $18.95) by country
music star “Whispering” Bill Anderson.

This book appeals to me not because of what it is,
but instead, because of what it isn’t. It's nor the
typical biographical effort we've come to expect by
established Nashville stars. Instead, it's a collection
of stories gathered through Anderson’s long career in
the mugic business. Most of the tales are about other
° country music performers with whom we’re equally
\ familiar.

Here are a few samples.

* “Bill Monroe has never been known as aman of  in.
many words. He has preferred, over the years, to let
his world-renowned bluegrass music do most of the
talking for him,

The story goes that the late Clyde Moody, then a

new member of Bill's famed Bluegrass Boys band,
had trouble dealing with the fact that Bill would often
travel for days on end without speaking to him. A car
loaded with musicians can grow awfully small if the
air is thick with tension. Clyde felt he had to speak to
Bill about the silence.

‘Mr. Bill," he said
one morning as the
group was loading
the car to leave on a
long trip, ‘maybe 1
don’t belong in this
group. I've been
with you several
weeks now and you

haven't even spoken to me.”
To which Bill replied, ‘Good moming, Clyde. Git
And he never said another word.”
* “A fan asked Dolly Parton how long it takes her
to do her hair,

To which Dolly replied, ‘I don’t know. I'm never

there,™

* “Loretta Lynn, on an overseas tour, after having
received an unfavorable review in a London newspa-
per:

Our 5-year-old son ran screaming from the
back yard and darted into our house.

My wife, who had gone inside on this sunny
day to get a drink for him and his 2-year-old
sister, thought maybe one of them had been hurt.
Or perhaps they had gotten into an argument.

No big surprise there.

But she was stunned when he told her why he
was upset. '

“Mommy!,” he said. “You left the back gate
open. Somebody might get us.”

At first I wrote that story off as a typical fear
of a typical 5-year-old. How many kids aren't
afraid of the dark and just about every thing else
at that age?

But this was unlike anything [ had heard him
mention before.

This was a sunny day. He was relaxed and
playing in his own back yard.

But he freaked out when he saw the open gate.

After thinking it over, I realized this wasn’t an
isolated instance of fear around our house.

My wife had been talking about how she
doesn’t always feel comfortable getting out alone
after dark with the kids. She worried someone
might try to harm them if the car broke down.

And I'd been awakened at least twice last
week by dreams of someone breaking into our
home.

Even my daughter has been touched with the
epidemic of paranoia.

_ I scared of my room,” she’s been saying, =
scaredy-cal.

But I've got a pretty good idea of what’s
gotien into the rest of us.

WALKING A FINE LINE

In today’s society, you can’t start early enough
teaching your children about the perils of strang-
ers.
Kids get abducted every day. You've heard the
horror stories. Sometimes I think our son has
heard too many of them too early in life.

We’ve told him about why he shouldn’t talk to
strangers, about what to do if a stranger ap-
proaches him. We want him to be able to protect
and even defend himself if necessary.

But where do you draw the line?

Do we want our kids to be so paranoid that
they never want to speak to anyone they don’t
know, or to automatically suspect the worst about
them?

I don’t think so.

But we don’t want them to wind up being
another statistic, either. )

Still, being frightened of leaving the gate open
in your own back yard in broad daylight seems
extreme 1o me, especially when you grew up in
the country like I did.

My wife’s fears about going out at night seem
a bit much as well, not that I blame her. Seems
like we read or hear about somebody running into
a whacko just about every day, and the victims
aren’t always in big cities.

We’ve been trying to talk our daughter out of
her fears,

We’ve heard no reports of any killer Big Birds
or Barneys on the loose in her room or anywhere
else.

I'm sure she hasn't either.

But we still don’t like to see her being so
tentative and so hesitant about basic things, such
as playing with neighbors or going into a room by
herself.

Perhaps it's a phase that will pass.

People have been doing bad things o other
people ever since people began. But sometimes it
seems there's a lot more of it going on today.

Most people who grew up prior to the 1980s
don’t remember having to worry about child
abductors, home invaders or muggers at the mall.
I wish we didn't now, but that's the way life is.

Fortunately there’s still plenty of good out
there, too. There are still people around—and
many of them young people—who sincerely try
to help others in need and to show compassion to
others. And not every stranger is a pervert with
bad intentions.

As much as I want my children to use their
heads and avoid putting themselves at risk, I also
want them to learn to anticipate the good in
people.

I would like to think this fear thing is just a
blip on life’s big radar screen.

Guess time will tell.

Senior citizens, have you seen ei-
ther Estelle Getty of “The Golden
Girls” or Floyd Patterson past heavy-
weight boxing champion, hanging
around lately?

Were you to be at my office at
Appalachian Research and Defense
Fund of Kentucky Inc. (Legal Ser-
vices) in Prestonsburg, the sponsor
for the Kentucky Benefits Counsel-
ing Program for Senior Citizens in
the Big Sandy area, you would see
them. Through efforts of the Ameri-
can Lung Association, posters bear-
ing the pictures of these celebrities
are being circulated. Their message
to you is, “Be A Fighter. Knock out
the flu!™

Thousands of people die each year
in the United States from the flu.
Senior citizens are especially at risk.
For this reason one should give spe-
cial consideration 1o receiving a shot
for the 1994-95 flu season. Flu sea-
son in the United States is generally
considered o be the months of No-
vember through April. This year’s
vaccine contains viruses from three
strains that health professionals, who
track epidemics, feel will be most
likely to occur this winter. This virtu-
ally painless injection can safeguard
you through the months ahead.

Medicare Part B will pay for flu
shots this year. Check with your doc-
tor to determine whether or not you
will be charged for an office call.
Also, don’t forget your county's
health department. County health
departments are making appoint-
ments now for those who desire to
have flu shots whether or not you are
a Medicare recipient. I had my shot
today at the Floyd County Health
Department. The charge was $4.00.
Feesmay vary slightly between coun-
ties. Since I work near the health
department it was more convenient
for me to go there than (o my private
physician. However, the choice is
yours. I do want you to be aware of
the options available to you.

When going for your flu shot be
sure to tell the health professional if
you are allergic to eggs; if you've had
serious reactions 1o other influenza
vaccinations orother vaccines; if you

have been paralyzed with Guillain-
Barre’ syndrome; if you are pregnant
or think that you might be; or if at the
time of vour appointment you are not
feeling well, or have a severe illness.

It is rare that anyone has 4 serious
reaction toa flu shot. However, should
you have a severe reaction ask your
doctor, nurse, health care profes-
sional, or health department to file a
Vaccine Adverse Event Report form
or call: 800-822-7967 toll free,

FROM THE MOUNTAINS

THE SAGA OF
BOONESBOROUGH

by Jadon Gibson

When Daniel Boone returned to
Little Chillicothe, the Shawnee com-
munity in present-day Ohio, he found
about 500 Indians ready for war.

He had journeyed to Detroit with
Shawnee Chief Black Fish and others
to sell prisoners (o the English. Upon
theinreturn there were several well-
armed tribes of Indians gathered and
making ready for war.

He heard talk of their plan to at-
tack Boonesborough, He decided he
must escape and return (o warn the
residents of Boonesborough to make
ready for war. Yet Andrew Johnson,
who duped the Indians by pretending
Lo be a simpleton, escaped and it led
Black Fish and the Shawnees to be
more walchful of Boone and the oth-
ers,

Finally, early one morning, Boone
slipped into the woods and he trav-
eled with great haste to put as much
distance as he could between himself
and his captors. As he sped along, he
waded through creek beds and even-
tually began leaving false trails in-
cluding the appearance of traveling
in a circle, Boone found a leaky ca-
noe when he reached the Ohio River
and rode it to the opposite shore.

Boone evaded the chasing Indians
while continuing his 160-mile jour-
ney both day and night. He refused to
stop for rest or food for two days
because his life and those at
Boonesborough were in jeopardy.

Finally at the Blue Licks he paused
forashortrestand toeat some parched
corn and buffalo jerky before jump-
ing back to his feet and continuing his
flight from captivity. Late on the
fourth day the bruised and tattered
Boone appeared and trudged across
the stump-dotted clearing at
Boonesborough. He was totally fa-
tigued,

“Help, help, it's me, Dan'l Boone,”
the strange looking figure yelled. “In-
dians are coming.”

“It's Daniel Boone, he's alive,”
someone inside finally yelled,
prompiing several to come (o his aid.

“The Indians are at war,” Boone
said as he exhaled. “We must prepare
to baule. Hundreds of Indians are
coming."”

Void of any energy, Boone, whose
attire and appearance was like that of
a Shawnee, then collapsed. As soon
as Boone was taken into the stockade

everyone crowded around to see him.

“It is Dan'l, maw," a young lad
told his mother. “Look! Look at his
head. His hair's most all gone.”

Their leader, whom they thought
was dead, now resembled their en-
emy. It wasn't uncommon in that era
for captured setters to be adopted as
Indians but not many of them es-
caped.

Daniel Boone's exploits led him
to be held larger than life. There was
whispering at Boonesborough of his
allegiance with Black Fish and that
he assisted the Indians with the cap-
ture of the saltmakers—fathers, sons
and husbands of many of the resi-
dents.

Everyone wanted to know about
their loved ones. Twenty-seven of
their number had vanished and their
fate remained unknown. Following
his escape and return, Andrew
Johnson led a raid on the Indian Vil-
lage in Ohio which resulted in the
return of a number of horses that had
been stolen. Heretofore the Indians
emerged from the wilderness to at-
tack the settlers before vanishing
mysteriously.

Boone’s wife, Rebecca, left ear-
lier for North Carolina when she
thought the Indians had finally out-
smarted her husband, leading ber to
give up bope for his return,

Yet most of those fears dissipated
with the return and waming from the
spent Boone. Many of the settlers
whom he led into the wild frontier
were elated at hisreturn. They thought
he was dead, since fewmen, and even
less women, retumed from Indian
caplivity. Boone was missing for
months.

After eating, exchanging news,
and warning of the Indians plan to
attack, Daniel retired to bed where he
slept soundly.

When he arose the following
momming he inspected the defenses of
the settlement and found them lack-
ing.

Boonesborough was surrounded
by 16-foot spired logs pointing lo-
ward the sky, four feet of which was
embedded in the carth. A platform
for lookouts and for firing was built
six feet above the ground around the
inside of the walls. The rectangular
fort was roughly 175 by 250 feet.
Four towers were constructed in each
cormmer and workers, hunters and
scouts exited and entered
Boonesborough through two large
log gates.

Daniel longed to return to North
Carolina for Rebecca but he found

Boonesborough in disrepair and he
knew the Indians planned to attack.
In the days that followed, the pali-
sade and comertowners were com-
pleted, new gates were built, and the
bastions strengthened.

The Indians continued their prepa-
rations for war but their travel was
slow, enabling Boone and the others
to strengthen the fort. Now, Boone
thought, they had a chance to survive
the onslaught.

In early August, Boone and sev-
eral men went on a scouling expedi-
tion and saw the approaching war
party. They returned to make final
preparations.

They arose early the following
moming and watched. As the fog
lifted, at about ten o'clock, what
Boone and the settlers saw made their
heart race.

A war party, numbering over 400,
was in plain view at adistance, It was
the largest Indian force ever seen in
the Kentucky settlements.
