death-defying act.

Appalachian Racing Inc., the par-
entcompany for Thunder Ridge, filed
avoluntary petition Tuesday forreor-
ganization under Chapter 11 of the
U.S. bankruptcy code, seeking pro-
tection from creditors. The move
comes just three weeks after new
management was named to direct the

Thunder Ridge complex.

David Allio, named November 1 as
president and general manager for
Thunder Ridge, said Monday that the
decision to seek bankrupicy protec-
tion was an unfortunate but necessary
call.

“Iwas hired to insure the success of

this impressive racing and entertain-
ment facility,” be said. “Upon my
arrival, it became apparent that the
debt owed to creditors could not be
fully satisfied during the winter
months.”

The decision to seek bankruplcy
came, Allio explained, after unsuc-
cessful attempts to negotiate long-
term paybacks to some creditors.

“Their unwillingness to negotiate
terms forced us to take this action,”
he said.

Compounding the financial
troubles, he added, were the costs
associated with constructing the fa-
cility under a strict timeline and a

shortened revenue-producing season
of operations.

"It took an overwhelming amount
ofmanpowerandummalsmget!he
facility up and running by the July
deadline,” Allio said. “Unfortunately,
there was not enough short-term rev-=
enue available during the first off-
season o cover all of the debts in-
curred by the massive construction at
the complex.”

The facility opened in early July
with live harness racing, adding stock
carracing soon after, While live horse -
and auto racing produced substantial

Patton made amotion for the board
to reconsider the Prestonsburg
project, which was quickly seconded
by Brent Clark, but the board took no

For the past several months, Clark
has been pushing for the board to buy
asite at Mud Creek fora Betsy Layne
Middle School, which is next in line
on the district’s facility plan after the
Prestonsburg project. Design and
construction of the middle school
project could not begin for several
years, according to school officials.

Patton has been pushing for the
board to buy additional property in
the Left Beaver area for an outdoor
athleticcomplex for South Floyd High
School.

State education officials have put
a hold on the Prestonsburg project
because of concerns about the
district’s ability to finance it.

Roadside 'delivery'

For years, Larry Adams has taught
others how to deliver babies, although
he had never delivered one himself,
He just listened — and envied — his
former students who returned to his
EMT classes to tell about their expe-
riences delivering babies. Adams
knew his day would come, It came
Tuesday moming at David.

Around 7:35 am., Adams was
getting ready for work when he re-
ceived a call from someone at Blue
River Market that a man bad stopped
at the store and said his wife was
giving birth in a truck parked at the
store.

Adams, who lives about a mile
and a half from the store, hopped in
his car and turned on the blue lights
and sirens.

In the meantime, Cindy Green,
who was taking herchildren to school
because they had missed the bus,
stopped at Blue River Market to pur-
chase doughnuts. The owner of the
market, Nancy Slone, came rmnning
out of the store.

Slone told Green that a woman
was having a baby and pointed (0 a
nearby pickup. Slone said she was
going to get her grandchild’s blan-
kets which were inside the store. She
asked Green, who works at a dental
office in Martin, to check on the
woman,

Green, who is scheduled 1o give
birth inMarch, opened the truck door.
The woman was lying on the truck
seat and had a jacket covering the
lower portion of her body.

Money may be tight for a while in
county government, but threeof Floyd
County's magistrates and the judge-
executive won't be doing without
new vehicles.

In an about face Friday, the fiscal
court voted 3-2 (o go ahead with the
purchase of new vehicles, after de-
ciding last month that the purchase
would not be wise considering the
financial condition of county gov-
emment.

Magistrate Gerald DeRossett said
he was in favor of postponing the
purchases of “crew trucks” indefi-
nitely, but agreed that two new dump
trucks should be purchased.

Magistrate Tommy Neil Adams,
who led last month’s crusade against
the buying the vehicles, said the pur-
chase of the pickup trucks and the
sport4-wheel drive vehicle should be
delayed until after January.

Magistrate Ermal Tackett said the
court should include their new ve-
hicles with the purchase of the dump
trucks.

Magistrate Jackie Edford Owens
was not opposed to the purchase of
the new vehicles during Friday's dis-
cussion, but he and DeRossett voted
against it.

Last month, Adams, Tackett and
DeRossett voled against buying the
vehicles and Owens and Judge-Ex-
ecutive John M. Stumbo voted in
favor of the purchase.

Stumbo 1old magistrates Friday
that he should be authorized to pro-
ceed with arranging the financing
because interest rates could rise after
January.

Stumbo commented at Friday's
meeling that the new pickup trucks
would be used to haul tools to work-
ers and not (o be driven “upand down
the road,

revenues, the season ended on Labor
Day weekend and so did the facility’s
major source of income. Intertrack
wagering continues throughout the
year at Thunder Ridge, but revenues
from thatactivity are not high enough
to offset financial liabilities.

Allio said Monday he did not see
the move o seek protection under
bankrupicy provisions as “a major
setback or the long-term death knell
for the facility.” Nor does he expect
the move o jeopardize the standing
of bondholders, noteholders or the
county, which has given full financial
backing to the project.

And, the facility will continue to

operate under a reorganizational plan
that was expected to ve filed this
week with the federal bankruptcy
court.
“It is my desire (0 see that all out-
standing accounts are paid quickly
and fairly,” Allio said. “The protec-
tion granted by the court will allow us
to continue operations while arrang-
ing for payment to the appropriate
creditors. In the interim, we merely
need the patience and understanding
of all parties concerned.”

Allio estimated the facility's cur-
rent debt at near $1 million and he
speculated thatitcould take two years
to work out of the bankruptcy. He is
convinced that the financial problems
can be resolved and he indicated that
additional private investors are being
actively recruited by management.

“Iaccepted the challenges at Thun-
der Ridge because I firmly believe in
the long-term benefits that this facil-
ity may provide to the community.
The manner in which this announce-
ment is received will be an indicator
of those in the community which share
the goal of the success of the Thunder
Ridge Racing and Entertainment
Complex."”

The history of difficulties for Thun-
der Ridge began soon after the project
was conceived.

The track was initially scheduled
toopenin July, 1993 but the company
could not meet that deadline imposed
by the state racing commission.

The cancelled opening cost Appa-
lachian Racing its license to conduct
live harness racing and the rights to
offer intertrack wagering during the
rest of the year.

After considerable debate, the rac-
ing commission renewed the
company’s license for racing and
intertrack wagering in 1994, contin-
gent upon the company's agreement
to start live racing on the July 4 week-
end.

Construction on the complex,
funded through bonds issued by the
Floyd County Public Properties Cor-
poration, began in the fall of 1993,
continuing up toand through opening
day last summer. Allio said this week
that approximately $250,000 in con-
struction remains to be completed.

The Thunder Ridge complex, which
is owned by the county and leased to
Appalachian Racing, will revert to
county control if reorganization un-
der bankruptcy provisions fails, and
the county will be liable for paying
off the remaining indebtedness.

“l was thinking ‘come on little
baby do something,"" Green said, “It
gave a little whimper. [ could feel its
body heat through the blanket and I
could feelitmoving. Then she put her
hand to her mouth and I knew she was
okay."

Green held the baby in an upright
position. She saw some fluids come
out of its mouth, but she was still
worried about the infant,

“I'knew I couldn’t fall apart,” she
said.

Minutes later, help arrived. When
Larry Adams arrived at the scene.
When he pulled into the market's
parking lot, he said he couldn’t help
but think about the last time he was
called to the store’s parking lot for an
emergency. It was in July, and he
performed CPR on a heart attack vic-
tim for 20 minutes before an ambu-
lance took the man to the hospital. At
the hospital, the man’s pulse retumed,
but he lived for only a few hours,
Adams said.

But this was a totally different
scene. He saw the glowing faces of
the people at the scene.

“Nancy’s face just litup. Thebaby
had just been born. (Cindy) caught
the baby,” he said, extending his
cupped hands in front of him Tues-
day as he relived the moming’s ad-
venture, He was still trembling with
excitement around 10 Tuesday dur-
ing an interview.

“I came out (of the vehicle) with
my mind clicking,” he said.

He ran to the trunk of his car,
which he calls his office, and re-
trieved his medical supplies, He
quickly wrapped the baby ina trauma
blanket, an aluminum-type blanket
which helps the baby retain heat.

He examined the baby and, after

sheknew.it was okay, he cxaminedthe

mother, He kepttalking to the mother,
Vema Fitch of Magoffin County, and
reassuring her that both she and the
baby were doing fine.

He grabbed his scissors and asked
Slone to retrieve alcohol from her
store (o sterilize them.

“She was there and back before |
could get ready for them,” he said,
chuckling, Everybody al the scene
was offering to belp, especially Marty
Green, Cindy’s husband, who had
received a call that his wife had a
baby at the market's parking lot.

“He came running and grabbing
and handing me my tools,”"” Adams
said. “It was a community affair."”

After Slone sterilized the scissors,
Adams used them to cut the umbili-
cal cord, P & B Ambulance arrived
just as Adams cut the cord.

On board the ambulance were two
of Adams’ former students. “They
came out of the ambulance saying

‘you finally got to do it,"" Adams
said

“All my life as a fireman I've
splintered broken bones, stitched
wounds, and seen the agony of death,
Just once I wanted to start a little one
on its way. This is totally different
than what we're used toworking with.
It was just a picture, the little tiny
girl,” he said, still cupping his hands
in remembrance.

“You can teach from textbooks,
but you can teach so much more from
experience. It's a whole different
ballgame when you do it yourself,”
he said.

“EMTsS are out there in the dark
and cold, sometimes with gasoline
running under their feet. That's what
they do. When you pull into a scene,
you usually see the agony on the
faces (of the people involved). When
you pull into a scene like this and see
the faces glowing and they’re smil-
ing from ear to ear, the experience
lifted me up so high. It's totally oppo-
site from what we're used to,” he
said.

“This was God's way of letting us
feel the good side of things for a
change,” he said. “What a great way
to start the day.”

The baby and mother were taken
to Highlands Regional Medical Cen-
terand admitted to the obstetrics unit.
Both were doing fine Tuesday after-

Nostalgic recollections
of early Little Mud

Editor:

I wish to take this opportunity to
thank you for the article you wrote
about Spruce Pine School.

I learned a lot more than “readin’,
‘ritin® and ‘rithmatic” inside those
hallowed walls. I entered Spruce Pine
after having moved to Big Branch
from the very last house in the head of
Little Mud Creek. I had not seen an
automobile or used any type of elec-
trical appliances until we moved to
Big Branch about 1950.

We heated our log house, cooked
our “soup beans” and corn bread with
wood and coal. We drew our water
from a well and used an outhouse.
We used kerosene lamps to illumi-
nate our log house.

None of the back roads in Eastern
Kentucky were blacktopped in those
days. Mud Creek was paved in
“MUD," before the WPA cut roads
around the hillsides in the early
1940’s.

We hoed corn from daylight until
dark and rode an old mule up and
down the creek and across the hills
into Left Beaver Creek.

Our mail was dropped at a central
group of mail boxes down the creek
(the mail man rode a horse from the
Blue Moon post office, so named by
the first postmaster’s little girl, who
had gotten a bottle of “Blue Moon”
perfume for Christmas. The post of-
fice closed in 1957).

I went away in the Army in 1963
and returned in 1993 to a Mud Creek
that is changed in a lot of ways, but
still holds a special place in my heart.

My mom also attended Spruce
Pine School, as did most of my many
cousins, nieces and nephews, many
of whom you mentioned in your ar-
ticle.

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Alcohol no factor in wreck

State police say alcohol was nota
factor in the October 20 collision
between a school bus and a Disaster
and Emergency Service vehicle al-
though there was evidence of alco-
holic beverages in the DES pickup
truck.

A DES truck driven by John M.
Amold, 65, of Frankfort struck the
partially loaded school bus in the
front end in a collision at Meade Hill
between McDowell and Wheel-
wright, Omar Marshall, 35, a Frank-
fort DES worker was a passenger in
the pickup.

A vehicle following the DES
pickup driven by David Chaffins,
area nine DES direclor in
Prestonsburg, was struck by the
pickup in the accident.

Chaffins said Tuesday that he
wasn't aware there were alcoholic
beverages in the pickup until after the
accident. Chaffins said that there was
a cooler in the truck but he did not
know at the time what it contained.

According to the accident report,
Amold was given a blood test be-
cause of the “smell of alcoholic bev-
erages in the cab area™ of the pickup
truck.

Trooper Les Stapleton declined 1o
say Tuesday if the blood test results
were known and said the accident is
still under investigation.

Don Armstrong, DES public in-
formation officer in Frankfort, said
Tuesday that Amold's blood test re-
sults showed that the driver had not
consumed any alcoholic beverages.

Armstrong said that no personnel
actions were likely to be brought
against the two men for having alco-
holic beverages in the state-owned
vehicle because the department had
no written policy dealing with the
issue.

“There was acommon sense policy
not to carry alcoholic beverages in a
state-owned vehicle,” Armstrong
said. “We have a written policy now
that no alcoholic beverages are to be
transported in any state vehicle, pe-
riod.”

Armstrong said the two DES em-
ployees were emotionally shaken af-
ter the incident and the department
was thankful that no one was seri-
ously injured in the accident

“I don't think they were being
negligent,” Armstrong said. “He went

AtMonday's meeting, Clark sug-

Lawsuit is
still alive
for two

A federal lawsuit between former
school administrators and currentand
past members of the Floyd County
Board of Education apparently has
two remaining defendants.

A story on the lawsuil published
last week indicated that only current
board member Eddie Patton remained
as adefendant in the suit, which chal-
lenged a 1993 board decision on reor-
ganization of the school system’s cen-
tral office.

Superintendent Stephen Towlerand
Patton are still in the suit, but Patton's
attorney, Ned Pillersdorf, filed amo-
tion Monday asking that all claims
against his client be dismissed.

The suit was filed last year by
former school administrators Pete
Grigsby Jr.; Wayne Ratliff and
Tommy Thompson after the board
approved its reorganizational plan.
After the reorganizational plan was
adopted, Grigsby was reassigned to
other duties, Ratliff retired, and Th-
ompson was not rehired.

Original defendants in the federal
suit included Towler, Patton, former
board members Eddie Billips, Hattie
Owens, Robert Isaac and current
board member Brent Clark.

Previous orders from the court have
dismissed federal claims against all
but Towler and Patton,

Complicating the case, however, is
an issue of state law claims pending
in federal court. Those claims appar-
ently have notbeen dismissed against
any of the defendants.

2 state mining offices

to close to save money

A state regulator says closing two mining
offices in Eastern Kentucky will promote greater
efficiency, but a critic says it could hinder citizen
participation.

The state Department for Surface Mining Rec-
lamation and Enforcement will close offices in
Jackson and Grayson by early next year. The
General Assembly required that two of the six
regional offices in Eastern Kentucky be closed to
cut costs,

Dave Rosenbaum, commissioner of the de-
partment, said be thought the consolidations would
“result in the best organizational framework that
we have in regulating coal mining in Eastern
Kentucky.”

No layoffs are planned, Rosenbaum said. In-
stead, employees will transfer to the London or
Prestonsburg offices.

The closures have disappointed some people.

“I’s just going to make it hard for citizens to
participate,” said Sidney Cornett, a Perry County
landowner and former chairman of the Kentuck-
ians for the Commonwealth, a citizens-rights
group.

Comett is among many citizens who have
fought for public access to the surface mining
permit system. Some, who have drivento Jackson
for meetings, will now have longer trips to Loa-
don or Prestonsburg. \ '

No single reason led to the decision of which
offices to close, said Carl Campbell, deputy com-
missioner of the department. The number of min-
ing permits was one consideration, but there were
other factors, such as distances inspectors have to
drive, he said.

There are 43 employees in the Jackson office,
17 in Grayson, 33 in Prestonsburg and 28 in
London. The Middlesboro office has 38 employ-
ees and Pikeville has 43.

The Madisonville office, the only one in West-
em Kentucky, has 27 employees.—Associated
Press

Less pollution
at Big Sandy plant

One of two generators at Kentucky Power
Company's Big Sandy plant will emit less pollu-
tion when it goes on line next month. About 200
construction workers have been laboring since
mid- September to complete the generator's $10.7
million set of coal burners. The 36 new burners
change the way the plant’s powdered coal fuel is
injected, spreading it over a wider area of the
burner flame so it burns slower. They will cut in

PCC hosts seminar on
Workers' Compensation

The Kentucky Workers" Compen-
sation System was the topic of dis-

Both Davis and Hall stressed that
if an injury occurs, the employee
should insist that an accident form be
filed, no matter how minor the injury.
Thisisin the best interests of both the
employee and the employer they as-
serted.

Hall advised the students, as po-
tential future, small business owners,
not o try to operate a business with-
out Workers' Compensation insur-
ance, “There is no quicker way o the

bankruptcy court,” Hall wamed,

Judge Campbell agreed. “If you
can’tafford Workers' Compensation
insurance, you can't afford 1o be in
business.”

Judge Campbell also advised that
the answer to total disability settle-
ments is education.

Wendy’s-GED connection not so odd

Twice a month, through the early
moming fog, the GED wanna-be's
make their way o the campus of
Prestonsburg Community College.

They've prepared long and hard
for this exam; it means a lot to them.
Perhaps just a personal sense of satis-
faction, a promise to a parent long
overdue, a desire to show their chil-
dren that, yes, education is impor-
tant. It might even mean access to a
job long denied or promotion within
the workplace.

Whatever their reasons, these test-
takers have devoted themselves to
studying and learning at specialized
programs within their communities
and are now ready for the BIG exam—
seven hours and 35 minutes of pon-
dering, figuring, thinking, deducing,
remembering. The number two pen-
cil coloring the litle round circles,
anonymous grading, and a note
through the mail letting them know if
they’ve passed or failed.

Taking a standardized test, par-
ticularly one of such length, is never
a pleasant experience. But the lunch
break, well that’s another matter.
Because lunch is free, compliments
of the Wendy's restaurant in Pre-
stonsburg, and provided on site so
test takers don’t have to leave the
campus.

This is important, says Brenda
Music, dean of student affairs at PCC
and chief GED examiner, whose de-
partment administers the test. It’s
important because the college hasno
grill or food service in operation on
Sawrdays, when the tests are given.
While some of the students do have
access 1o a vehicle and can go off-
campus for a lunch break, they have
only 35 minutes. And some of the
students do not have access to trans-
portation; their parents, spouses or
other family member having dropped

them off in the moming with an ar-
ranged pick-up time late in the after-

noon.

“We really appreciate Wendy's
generosity,” Music said,

And that generosity has not gone
unnoticed either, In the summer of
1993, both PCC and the restaurant
were given awards from the Cabinet
for Workforce Development - The
Kentucky State Board for Adult and
Technical Education, PCC's plaque
reads “for outstanding contribution
toward education and training excel-
lence.”

Wendy's manager Tom Slack co-
ordinates the GED food program at
the local restaurant, Music lets him
know in advance how many test-
takers are expected on a given day.
Then, Slack and his crew box the free
lunches consisting of a Wendy's ba-
con-cheeseburger, fries and a soft
drink. PCC employees collect the
lunches and bring them to the cam-
pus for giveaway during the break.

On average, Wendy's gives away
80 free lunches to GED test-takers at
PCC each month. That's an average
of 960 meals per year. Wendy's has
been involved in the program for a
year-and-a-half.
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Actually, however, the Wendy's -
GED connection is not so odd. Dave
Thomas, the founder of Wendy's who
is featured in the restaurant’s com-
mercials, obtained his degree through
the GED program. )

While there is no way of knowing
what the PCC GED test-takers will
go on to become and accomplish, itis
doubtful they will forget the day of
their bigexam and the free lunch they
enjoyed. Perhaps they too will find a
way to reach back and reach out,
helping those who are looking to bet-
ter themselves by furthering their
education,

FROM THEMOUNTRAINS

THE SAGA OF
BOONESBOROUGH

Inearly Septemberof 1778, aforce
of over 400 Indians surrounded
Boonesborough, bent on removing
the pioneer settlers from the area that
would become Kentucky.

Blackfish, the war chief, offered
totake the inhabitants to Detroit where
he would turn them over to the En-
glish for a bounty. Daniel Boone bar-
gained for a two-day period to de-
cide. Actually he was stalling in hope
the reinforcements he had requested
from the Holston settlements would
arrive.

Less than seventy men and boys
old enough to fight were inside the
stockade yet it was unanimously
agreed to fight instead of surrender-
ing. Everyone, men, women and chil-
dren alike, busily prepared for the
coming battle.

Blackfish thought that
Boonesborough housed several com-
panies of sharpshooters. The resi-
dents helped further that misconcep-
tion by having the women and larger
children dress as men holding rifles
along the defensive positions atop
the walls.

During the two-day truce Black-
fish told Boone that his men were
hungry.

“Take what you need from our
fields and herds but do not be waste-
ful,” Boone answered, knowing that
the Indians would take what they
wanted regardless.

“Your leaders must come (o our
camp to make peace,” Blackfish told
Boone. When Boone relayed the
message to the residents of
Boonesborough they said that the idea
wouldn’t be considered, saying the
Indians could not be trusted.

“The meeting must be held within
the clearing, within rifleshot of the
stockade,” Col. Richard Callaway
said, summarizing the feelings of the
others. Boone relayed the message 1o
Blackfish and he agreed to the com-
promise. Twenty guards with loaded
rifles were stationed where they could
watch over the meeting, which was

uneventful until the end.

The pow-wow ended with Black-
fish instructing his men to uphold the
old tradition of two Indians shaking
hands with each white man. When
the Indians were firmly ahold of
Daniel and Squire Boone, Col. Rich-
ard and Flanders Calloway, William
Buchanan, William Hancock, Major

William Bailey Smith and the others,
Blackfish’'smen attempted to wrestle
and drag them back over a rise and
toward their camp. Blackfish and
another strong warrior each beld
Boone.

The men fought back frantically,
one getting loose and then another,
willi each free man helping those
who were still being held. During this
melee the rifleman in the fort were
carefully taking potshots at the en-
emy. Boone jerked away from Black-
fish with such force that it sent the
chief sprawling against a tree stump,
leaving him addled. It distracted sev-
eral of the Indians allowing more of
the men to escape.

Boone suffered a tomahawk
wound and his brother was hit by
gunfire, The wounds were superfi-
cial and all the men made it back to
the safety of Fort Boonesborough
except for one who hid outside the
gate until nightfall when he sneaked
back inside. The residents waited for
the next move from the large Indian
force which surrounded them.

Dietary fats: Good vs. bad

Dietary fats have been in the news
alotlately. The notion that popcorn is
a healthy snack and margarine is bet-
ter for you than butter have both been
recently challenged. Understanding
the types of dictary fats and how they
differ can shed some light on all this
confusion.

There are two basic categories of
fat—saturated and unsaturated, The
chemical structure of a fat molecule
determines whether it is saturated or
unsaturated. Saturated fats are those
that have no more room on the mol-
ecule for hydrogen atoms o bond o
it. Those that do have room for addi-
tional hydrogen are unsaturated.
Monounsaturated fats can accommo-
date two additional hydrogen atoms
while polyunsaturated fats have room
for more,

Saturated fats are found mostly in
animal products—meats, whole milk
dairy products, lard and butter. Palm
and coconut oils are also highly satu-
rated. It is the coconut oil added 0
movie theater popcorn that causes it
to be so unhealthy. Saturated fats are
solid at room temperature. Polyun-
saturated fats are found in sunflower,
corn and safflower oils.
Monounsaturated fats are found in
canola, peanut and olive oils.

Because saturated fats have a
longer shelf-life than unsaturated fats,
they are more appealing to the food
industry; however, because they are
more unhealthy, consumers have de--
manded the more widespread use of
unsaturated fats. To solve this di-
lemma, food scientists developed
hydrogenated fats. These are unsat-
urated fats that have had hydrogen
atoms added to them. This makes
them more solid like saturated fats.
However, it also produces “trans-
fatty acids’ which have recently come
under attack as contributing to heart
disease. Concerns about trans-fatty
acids have been growing since the

Thompson Agency
to suspend disability
insurance coverage
at end of November

A major provider of disability in-
surance for coal miners will suspend
taking new applications for that pro-
tection at the end of November, Th-
ompson Agency, a Catlettsburg-
based insurance broker, announced
recently.

Spokesman Joel Thompson said,
“Our main provider, Lamar Life, is
getting out of the disability insurance
business. We've been told another
company will be taking over, but we
don’t know when that will be.”

Workers whoare currently insured
with Lamar Life will not be affected
immediately, according to Thomp-
son.

Thompson urged anyone in coal
mining, or other industries with haz-
ards that make disability insurance
difficult to get, to make application
before November 30. Thompson said
up to $5,000 per month of protection
is available for those with qualifying
incomes, even if they have previ-
ously been turned down by other in-
surance companies.

Thompson said a special toll-free
number has been set up (1-800-999-
4445) 1o provide information about
this coverage.

Thompson noted that disability is
the biggest risk most families face
financially, and that it is 2.5 times
more likely for a breadwinner to face
a long-term disability, than to die
during his or her working years.

"I have asked some of the
Harold parents to help us push for
reinstatement of the gym project
by writing letters and appealing to
the Board so that all area kids can
have a safe place to play,” said
Blackburn. "To date, not one par-
ent has appeared before the board
or writien letters supporting gym
renovation that we know of."

A group of concermned parents
presented the Board of Education
with a partial listing of the numer-
ous problems that inspections of
the gym facility revealed.

It was only an exhibition game
when Louisville Moore and Allen
Central, both Sweet Sixteen partici-
pants last year, met on the hardwood

But the game was played as if it
were the first game of the regular
season as the two teams went head o
head.

It was Moore coming away witha
72-68 win over the Rebels, but both
coaches were pleased with what they
saw from their respective teams,

"We played everybody and that
was good from the moral stand point,"
said Moore coach Larry Miller. "1
had some players that stoodout that 1
wasn't even sure they would play
much tonight."

"Overall [ was pretty well pleased
with our effort,” said Rebel mentor
Johnny Martin. "You're neverpleased
to lose. It was a scrimmage game, but
a great game for us to have."

Sophomore sensation Thomas
Jenkins tossed in 24 points to lead all
scorers. He pulled down, unofficially,
nine rebounds and had three assists.

Division I prospect Jeremey Hall
had an off game offensively, but
played a strong defensive game, He
did finish with 15 poinis and seven
assists.

"Jeremey did have an off night on
offense,” said Coach Martin, "He
scrapped hard all night. Played hard
on defense. He played a little bit
tight."

It was the quick, slashing drivesof
Jenkins that brought the praise of the
Moore coach.

"Thomas Jenkins is an outstand-
ing basketball player," said Coach
Miller, "Their two main guys,
Jeremey Hall and Thomas Jenkins
are greal players.”

Corey Bailey led Moore with his
20 points. Wes Milleradded 19 points
and his early scoring gave Moore a
16-15 lead after the first period. Miller
hit three three-pointers and scored 11
points in the period.

The score was tied at 2 before
Miller buried a trey for a 5-2 Moore
lead.

Cold free throw shooting by the
Rebels cost them the lead. Kevin
Stumbo and Jenkins both missed
twice from the charity stripe before

After
a Moore basket, Jenkins scored on a
rebound and Newsome hit a lay-up
with 39 seconds left 1o play in the
period.

Moore opened up a 69-61 lead
with less than two-minutes remain-
ing to play in the game. But Allen
Central missed four straight free
throws after making ita 71-66 game.

"I think Allen Central is really
tough," said Coach Miller. "They are
physically and Mentally tough. We're
justhonored tobe here.

Allen Central was impressive on
the boards and blocking out.

The seven dissatisfied Friends of
Morehead sent a letter to Dr. Eaglin
asking for his resignation citing dif-
ferences in opinions on the future of
the football program and the univer-

The seven cited "fundamental dif-
ferences" in asking for the resigna-
tion. Dr, Eaglin made an announce-
ment earlier in the year of his inten-
tion to lead the university to a non-
scholarship football program by 1998.

* You are willing to allow us to be
ridiculed throughout the OVC.

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"Ryan is so uscd to winning and
he goes to Morehead and plays for a
losing program,” said Elliott.
Moxehead finished the season with a
dismal 0-10 mark. The Eagles were
outscored 502-91 this season.

Elliot's concem is not so much
over the 0-10 mark but the lack of
vision the university has in building
the program into a competitive one,

"We want to be able to compete
against the other OVC schools," she
said.

The new school president has set
the year 1998 when the football pro-
gram will no longer offer scholar-
ships for football. The president cited
economic and gender equity as rea-
sons for his decision.

"Do you think that talented play-
ers from around the area will want to
£0 to a school that doesn't offer them
a scholarship?," said Elliott, "It isn't
going to stop with just football, but
all other athletics at the school.

“Tunderstand that he never played
any varsily sport anyway except ten-
nis and he has plans to build an indoor
tennis court: Now if money is that
tight, why build such a facility?," she
said.

The Morehead president has said
that this was, "a small group that
disagrees with him," according to
Patty Elliott,

"If he wants numbers we can get
the numbers,” said Elliott. "We can
get the petitions signed. We'll get the
numbers."

Prestonsburg resident John
Rosenberg is a member of the
University's Board of Regents.

"He hasn't said anything,” said
Elliott. "I don't know how he feels.”

In commenting on the matter,

Rosenberg believes the direction that
Dr. Eaglin is pursuing is the right
one.

"I think the decision is the best
one," said Rosenberg, who is the new-
est member of the Board of Regents.
"The Board realizes they can't afford
to keep the football program going.
I'm not saying there will not be any-
more football at Morehead.”

Rosenberg said that football would
have to be played at a different level
and that it took a lot for Dr. Eaglin to
make that decision,

"It was beginning to reach a mil-
lion dollars a year to operate, some-
where around the $800,000 mark,"
he said.

Rosenberg said there wasn't that
many scholarships offered to Eastern
Kentucky athletes anyway and he

thinks the new direction will allow
more from Eastern Kentucky to play
football at Morehead.

"It was an economic decision,”
said Rosenberg. "We want to make
Morehead the best university we can.
But we need to focus on education
more.

"Also, funds from the state to fund
higher education have gone down.
Wehavealegal obligation towomen's
sports. We are far behind there,"

Rosenberg said that other schools
were considering the same move as
Morehead.

"The Board of Regents has confi-
dence in Dr. Eaglin and he will not be
asked to resign. The football pro-
gram will continue at Morehead, but
not at the level these people want it
10," he said.

Mark Ballard, current head foot-
ball coach, was given anew four year
contract, John Gilliam, former
Prestonsburg Blackcal, is an assis-
tant coach at Morehead.

"We want to get the football pro-
gram to where they can compete,"
Rosenberg said. "Hopefully, more
kids from Eastern Kentucky will play
at Morehead."

Rosenberg stated that the Friends
of Morehead have a right to voice
their views. He also believes that the
future at Morehead University is a
good one,

"The Board will not change their
minds about this," said Rosenberg.
"We've had a lot of encouragement
from other quarters on this and the
decision we've made."

A meeting of OVC presidents has
beenscheduledat the January NCAA
Convention meeting. The Morehead
situation will be on the agenda for
discussion.

A pact of such
length as to match Bill Curry’s deter-
mination to make his system work
even if forced to do it with apparently
oo many sows’ ears and not enough
silk purses.

Academic achievements and
graduaticn rates in UK's football
house have become boring ...again.

A Peach Bowl bid last year is
ancient history, eclipsed by one me-
dia herdsman’s persistent reminders
that Tennessee has had its way with
the Wildcats for years. There's a
breaking news item,

Curious, Methinks, how subtly so
many in the media herd start to parrot
each other, outcute a competitor,
when there is blood in the water.

By their own measure, sports col-
umnists fancy themselves paragons
of righteousness, conveyors of fair
play and watchdogs of principle,
Anointed.

Two weeks ago a Louisville col-
umnist decided he will give Curry
one more year.

But the quandry in this UK foot-
ball business seems to be where and
how to deploy power of the pen.

Bill Curry is a good man, Honest
and moral and, but...

But what?

But this: media herdsmen change
agendas when:

* An opportunity to increase reader
attention presents itself,

* One senses unrest among the
ticket holders.

Then grad rates and fair play give
way to comic scrutiny of the coach’s

&
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sideline antics. And there better be
some. Then come the preachments,
shallow analyses of strategies and
heavy volleys of one-line humor,

What makes going after the UK
football program a problem is find-
ing a nice way to brand good-man
Bill Curry as incompetent, while
avoiding being forced to step overhis
boss, good-man C.M. Newton.

Newton's loyalty to Curry is a
problem; you see, because C.M. was
embraced years ago by reporters who
portrayed him as Jimmy Stewart ina
suit that fits. A man of professorial
bearing, and popularity, he has been
as available to reportersas Tom Foley
was to Jim Lehrer.

Difficult then, to geta rope around
Curry’sneck when the man who hired
him insists on standing on the gal-
lows steps.

And so, kingmakers (and break-
ers) in the media herd must tread
softly, cutely. So far, most have been
reduced to amusing one another (and
the Fellowship of the Miserables)
with pot shots that inflame frustrated
season ticket holders. Sadly, it is an
approach that works, feeding the cyni-
cism in all of us.

My hope is Newton sticks to his
guns. And that UK fans, as fair and
tolerant as they've been for 50 long,
consider all things, including this:

Chances are the warm ‘n fuzzys
that winning football games bring
can be accomplished with more satis-
faction through support and loyalty
than by all the cynicism and condem-
nation ever put in print or on a televi-
sion screen.
