Head Start dispute 
could prove costly

A dispute over the location of a 
new Head Start center in the Left 
Beaver area could result in the Floyd 
County school system losing a state 
grant to build that facility. 
• At Monday's school board meet­
ing, board member Eddie Patton 
asked that the board consider alter­
nate sites for a new Drift Head Start 
center. 

A $230,000 Community Devel­
opmentBlockGrantcallsforthecen­
ter to be built on the campus of 
McDowell Elementary. Locating the 
new center on the school campus 
would provide cafeteria services, 
physical education facilities and oc­
cupational therapy for students. 

The center at Drift bas been 
flooded numerous times and does not 
have a cafeteria. 

Anne Chaney, with the Big Sandy 
AreaDevelopmentDistrict, explained 
to board members Monday that the 

official grant award bas not been made 
because certain matters have to be 
addressed. 

One issue, Chaney said, is the site 
for the center. 

Patton commented that residents 
in Drift wanted the center to remain 
in the area and urged the board to 
authorize looking at other sites. 

Chaney explained that the grant 
award was based on several factors, 
including: anewcenteratMcDowell 
would allow for 22 children on a 
waiting list to be enrolled in the pro­
gram; a center at McDowell would 
improve services to the children; and 
relocating the center would result in 
lower transportation and food ser­
vice expenses. She added that the 
McDowell location would allow stu­
dents to take greater advantage of 
services offered by the Family Re­
source Center, which is located on 
the school campus.

Wrights calling it quits

WrightBrothersJewelersbasbeen 
a fixture on Court Street in down­
town Prestonsburg since 1948. But 
after nearly five decades in the jew­
elry store business. owner and watch­
maker Clifford Wright has decided to 
bang up his Ioupe. 

Wright and his wife Barbara plan 
to retire by March and move to Rich­
mond to be near two of their daugh­
ters and grandchildren. 

"This will be my last Christmas 
here," Wright said during an inter­
view Tuesday at the store. "We have 
lots of loyal customers and good 
friends that we will miss the most. 
We are tltankful for the loyal patron-

age throughout the years. We will be 
sad to be leaving. But I told my wife, 
I walked in here with no hat and a tie 
on and I'm going to walk out the 
same way." 

"I'm tired," said Barbara, who 
keeps the books for the business. 
"I'm happy about retiring, but I'll 
miss it..." 

Wright's health was also a factor 
in the couple's decision. Wright had 
triple bypass heart surgery two years 
ago. He said he is also in constant 
pain from a leg amputation in 1982. 
TheWrightshaveaprospectivebuyer 
for the business. 

Wright said he has spent "the last 
45 years at the bench repairing 
watches and jewelry." He admitted 
that his work as a watdunaker and 

repairer at times "bas been aggravat­
ing," especially since mechanical 
watches have become pass~. 

"About every watch now is quartz 
or battery-run," he said. "There's not 
much to repair. I've enjoyed fixing 
everything I can repair. Butmechani­
cal watches are a thing of the past 
now." 

When he is not working his trade, 
the 68-year-old jeweler can be found 
sitting at his desk in a partitioned 
cubby at the back of the store. An 
ardent University of Kentucky bas· 
ketball fan, Wright has four framed 
prints of UK basketball artwork on 
the walls and a blue metal sign with

state would be sent to the area in 
emergency situations. 

After Wednesday's announce­
ment. DeZarn said that the Depart­
ment of the Army decided to reduce 
the number of engineering battalions 
and Prestonsburg's unit was affected 
because of that. He added that guards­
men in that particular field would 
have to be retrained and it "wouldn't 
be cheap" to do so. 

Once the reduction plan was com­
pleted, Governor Brereton Jones bad 
to approve it before it is implemented. 
Reductions in force will begin next 
month and continue in February and 
September 1995.

chats. Socializing with customers is 
one aspect of the business that Wright. 
known for his witty sayings and hu­
morous anecdotes, will miss. "I love 
to talk with people and be with 
people," he said. "I've enjoyed every 
year I've been here." 

Wright became a watchmaker 46 
years ago out of necessity. "I had two 
brothers," he said. "When we got out 
of high school, Dad didn't have 
enough money for us to go to college. 
He said that be bad enough to teach us 
a trade." 

In 1945, Wright and his identical 
twin brother Chesley attended the 
Southern College of Watchmaking. 
His older brother Homer worked in a 
jewelry store in Huntington to learn 
bow to be a buyer. The three went 
into partnership in Louisa. setting up 
the f1tst Wright Brothers Jewelers 
store in 1946. 

After Homer's death, Chesley 
moved to Paintsville where be opened 
anotherWrightBrothersstorein 1971. 
Chesley and Wright were partners 
untiiCbesley'sdeathin 1979. Wright 
then sold the Paintsville business to 
his nephew. The Louisa store closed 
in 1971. 

In 1948, Wright opened the f1tst 
of two Wright Brothers Jewelers in 
floyd County. That year be bought 
out Leete Jewelry located on Court 
Street in Prestonsburg and opened 
the present store. 

Martin was the location of his 
second store, which be operated from 
1955 to the mid-70s. Wright said that 
be drove every day from his home in 
Louisa to stores in Martin and Pre­
stonsburg until be settled in floyd 
County. 

Wright closed the Martin store 
when his merchandise was destroyed 
by repeated flooding. "There was high 
water-19times-andlgotrunout," 
he said. 

Ironically, his business on Court 
Street was not immune to majoring 
flooding, either. "The high water was 
in the building here, four and a half 
feet. once," he recalled. "We didn't 
save nothing. A watchmaker who 
worked for us came and set watches 
for repair on top of a safe. All else 
was destroyed." 

He recalled only two break-ins at 
the Prestonsburg store ... I bad a win­
dow broken one time at 
Cbristtnastime. They took what I had 
out of the window. Then last year I 
bad a window broken and several 
diamond rings were stolen." 

In both cases, only a few of the 
stolen items were recovered. 

Wright said that the best-selling 
jewelry item over the years has been 
wedding bands. And be recalled an 
amusing, and exasperating, incident 
regarding a wedding band he made 
for a new customer. 

"I bad this preacher in here one 
time and be wanted a wedding band a 
size nine. We made a size nine. He 
tried it on and asked, 'Is it a nine? It 
don't feel like a nine."' 

The nonnally easy-going Wright 
answered, ''Look, you told me to make 
it a nine, not 9 and one quarter." 

The man kept insisting the band 
didn'tfeellikeasize nine and finally 
a frustrated Wright gave thecustomer 
his money back. .. I told him, 'Go fmd 
someone who can tell you what a 
nine feels like.' I told him I didn't 
want him to come back because I 

couldn't afford him as a customer. I 
haven't seen the man since." 

A displeased customer was a rar­
ity, Wright said, adding with a smile, 
"I've had good customers over the 
years." 

In fact. many of his present cus­
tomers are second generation. 

"I remember when I gave one little 
girl a little ring. I told her mother that 
when she got married I'd give her a 
wedding band. 

"Years later she came in for a 
wedding ring and I gave her a band. 
Now she has children. I've served 
two generations of customers," be 
said with a smile.

PARENTS ON SCIENCE 
:EDUCATION

I recently surveyed 444 PCC stu­
dents regarding their opinions and 
ideas about science education at the 
elementary and high school levels of 
instruction. Thirty-six percent of the 
students are parents as well as stu­
dents. 

The results showed that most stu­
dents were in agreement with science 
education reformists on several im­
portant issues: that science education 
at these levels has been and continues 

to be inadequate; that science educa­
tion ought to start in the primary 
grades; and that manipulation, data 
collecting, organization & interpre­
tation, along with qualified adult in­
volvement, is best for children in 
getting a good education in science. 
Further, the students said they pre­
ferred hands-on learning in science 
above most other approaches. They, 
especially the women, agreed that a 
positive family atmosphere with pa­
rental involvement are important for 
children to do well. They also said 
that a child does not have to be excep­
tional to do well in science, and ev­
erytbing in one's environment can be 
a subject for scientific investigation, 
thus promoting a child's resourceful­
ness and critical thinking. 

There were many who said that 
they had never thought about the is­
sues brought up in the questionnaire. 
Also, most said that science must be 
'fun' to be interesting, and that sci­
ence does not take much time. On the 
contrary, science takes a lot of time,

tion, and discipline one applies that 
makes it interesting. These skills can 
be acquired through qualified teacher 
and parent training. In short, science 
can be fun, but it doesn't have to be

interesting. The students' ~swers to 
these two questions indicate that they 
themselves are not quite sure what 
science is all about, and should con­
sider learning more about it, espe-
cially if they expect to go into educa­
tional fields. 

Questionnaires and surveys such 
as Ibis can be very helpful in gaining 
insight into the educational needs of 
our youth. Educators who are in­
volved in reform should know what 
students and their concerned parents 
believe- to be helpful in improving 
their science (and other) education. 
Not only should their opinions and 
ideas be considered, but also their 
personal habits as they relate to edu­
cation. 

By example, a recent survey I con-
ducted of about 3,000 area students 
and adults indicates that their per­
sonal habits, especially with respect 
to sleeping, need to be addressed by 
educators if reform programs are

going to be successful in our schools. 
Performance in school, after all, is 
very much related to how well-rested 
and well-fed a child is on arriving at 
school in the morning. All the cur­
riculum reform in the world is not 
going to improve the learning of a 
child who is chronically over-tired, 
sleepy, and/or poorly-fed (from K-
12). 

I lence, education reform entails 
more than just curricula changes. It 
requires the improvement of teach­
ing, learning conditions, and testing 
& evaluation procedures, after the 
students' personal habits/needs are 
accounted for. Theopinionsandideas 
of concerned parents and their chil­
dren can also facilitate this improve­
ment. We must tap this valuable 
source of information. Otherwise, no 
educational reform program will be 
completely successful or any longer­
lasting than those ephemeral innova­
tions that come and go, as dress fash­
ions do.

THE LITIGIOUS SOCIETY 
-According to Department of 

Justice figures, 30,000 inmate law­
suits were filed last year (added to 
heavy backlogs-more than 28,000 
in New York alone) against prison 
officials for "civil rights" violations, 
the vast majority described by judges 
and court officials as frivolous. 
Among the lawsuits were those by 
prisoners complaining: that the prison 
canteen supplied "creamy" peanut 
butter when a prisoner bought 
"crunchy"; that guards wouldn't re­
frigerate his ice cream snack so that 
he could eat it later ($1 million law­
suit); that his toilet seat was too cold; 
that, as an inmate-paralegal in the 
prison law library, he should make 
the same wage that lawyers make; 
that prisons should offer salad bars 
($129 million); that a limit on the 
number ofKool-Aid refills is "cruel 
and unusual punishment"; and that 

the scrambled eggs were cooked too 
hard. In New York, 20 percent of the 
entire budget of the Attorney 
General's office is spent on prisoner 
lawsuits. 

- Amil Dinsio, 58, filed a $15 
million lawsuit in May against the 
United Carolina Bank in Charlotte, 
N.C., from his federal prison cell in 
Loretto, Pa., where be is serving four 
years for robbing the bank in 1992. 
Sentencing guidelines call for con­
sideration of the amount of money 
involved in the robbery, and Dinsio 
accused the bank of fraudulently in­
flating the amount. resulting in his 
spending an extra 16montbs in pison. 

-Janet S. Robinson filed a law­
suit in Roanoke, Va, in April, asking 
$100,000 in damages for an ankle 
injury she suffered when bit by a 
truck. The truck was a remote con­
trolled toy truck operated by another 
customer at tbe Kay-Bee Toys store

at Valley View Mall. Robinson called 
her injury "serious" and the conse­
quences of the accident "pain, hu­
miliation, aggravation and disabil­
ity." 

-Former Durham, N.C., police 
officer Bernard Bagley filed a law­
suit in July against the police depart­
ment. asking $3 million. Bagley is 
serving two life sentences for shoot­
ing his wife to death with his service 
revolver, and now says the depart­
ment should not have issued him a 
gun, since he was suffering from anxi­
ety attacks. 

- In July, ex-student Jason 
Wilkins sued the University ofldaho 
for $940,000 to pay for injuries he 
suffered when he fell through a third­
story dormitory window while moon­
ing students. Wilkins had climbed 
onto a 3-foot -high heater to reach the 
window but claimed the university 
should have posted warnings.
