New twist in 
Floyd vote 
fraud case

The continuing saga of a Aoyd 
County election fraud case took an­
other turn Wednesday when a motion 
was filed in circuit court to set aside 
an earlier judgment which exoner­
ated the defendant. 

Last monlh special Judge Dou­
glas Combs Jr. of Perry County ruled 
that radio station owner Dale 
McKinney failed to prove his claim 
of election fraud against Floyd Judge­
Executive John M. Stumbo during 
the 1993 May primary. 

Judge Combs ruled in favor of 
Stumbo and ordered that McKinney 
pay Stumbo's costs in the civil law­
suit 

On Wednesday, amotion was filed 
in the circuit clerk's office from 
McKinney's attorney, C.K. Belhasen 
lO "alter, amend or vacate" Judge 
Combs' order and asks !hat the case 
be aied before ''alive" judge in Floyd 
County. 

On Thursday, Stumbo's attorney, 
Arnold Turner Jr., called Belhasen's 
motion "frivolous" and said he will 
seek legal sanctions against Bclhasen 
and his client. Turner added that the 
motion was not filed within the 10-
day period after Combs' ruling was 
recorded. 

Belhasen countered that the mo­
tion was put in the mail last Thursday 
and should have arrived in lhe Floyd 
Circuit Court Clerk's office before 
Wednesday, the day it was stamped 
at the clerk's office as being filed. 

"It's unheard of for a letter to take 
fourtofivedaystogctfromPaintsville 
to Prestonsburg," Belhasen said. 

Turner called Bclhasen' s motion 
"d6j~ vu" and added "it's nothing 
new," except that McKinney bas ap­
parently changed his mind about the 
case. 

" ... (McKinney) reversed himself 
since he asked that the case be dis­
missed," Turner said. "He had flied a

McFarland interprets 
Russian sign language

Tina McFarland's role as a skilled 
sign language interpreter bas led her 
down many avenues of ministry. 

The latest was a two-week mis­
sion tour of Russia. From September 
7 to 21, the Prestonsburg resident led 
a deaf ministry team on a survey of 
Russia's deaf population in Moscow 
and surrounding areas. The trip was 
sponsored by the Kentucky Baptist 
Convention (KBC), a state-based arm 
of the Southern Baptist Convention. 
In January, the KBC launched a five­
year partnership with the Russian 
Baptist Union to strengthen the work 

of Baptists in Russia. 
"Our purpose was to gather infor­

mation to assist in the planning of 
future ministry among the deaf' in 
the former communist country, 
McFarland said. "This was an at­
tempt on the part of the Southern 
Baptist Convention in taking a pro­
active role in reaching out to the deaf 
in Russia" 

The Casey County native, who 
has worked with students at the Ken­
tucky School for the Deaf in Danville, 
and for the Kentucky Baptist Con­
vention at Louisville, presently serves 
as a volunteer deaf ministry coordi-

Republicans and Democrats dip 
into political pool at Wheelwright

Floyd County's top dog in the 
Democratic party dipped into the 
politicial pool Thursday with a Re­
publican Congressman in Wheel­
wright in an effort for a hand-and 
some fwtding-to repair the town's 
swimming pool.

Rogers spoke to a small group at 
the South Floyd Family Resource 
Center about the project.

Road worker claims 
squire's wife gothisjob

A former Floyd County road 
worker has sued the fiscal court claim­
ing that his job was taken by the wife 
of a magistrate. 

Arnold Daniels flied suit October 
4 claiming that be was laid off as a 
road worker because of "lack of 
work," but !hat District Two Magis­
trate Jackie Ed ford Owens hired his 
wife, Hattie, instead. 

Hattie Owens was hired in Janu­
ary as a crew chief in district two. 

Daniels claims in the lawsuit that 
his job was eliminated, "wrongfully, 
due to nepotism" so that Hattie Owens 
could be hired. The suit also claims 
!hat the fiscal court's action violates 
the county's administrative code be­
cause, according to the code, a per­
sonnel board is to give the worker 
"reasons for his dismissal and offer a 
bearing within five to 10 days there­
after for an opportunity to make a 
statement on his behalf."

Phase one construction underway on new county justice complex

Justice is under construction in 
floyd County. The Floyd County 
Fiscal Court has begun construction 
oftheflrstphase, the Adult Detention 
Center, of the three phase project. 

Approximately $3.1 million has 
been allocated through the sale of 
bonds to build the new facility. That 
$3 million spent on building the new 
jail means a $15 million impact on 
Prestonsburg and Floyd County, said 
Floyd County Attorney Jim 
Hammond. 

The new detention center should 
be self-supporting, said Damon New­
some, chief deputy jailer. The current 
jail is a 72-bcd facility. The new jail, 
Hammond said, will be a 116·bed 
facility as mandated by U1c slate, 
which should allow the jaillo bring in 
enough revenue to mor~ Ulan cover 

costs of building the facility. 
The 116-bed capacity will give 

he jail several sources of revenue. 
!Pr· <>onets sentenced on Class D felo­
njc,!) a sentence of from one to five 
yeat"b can be ordered by the judge to 
serve L'Jeir sentences at the new facil­
ity. TDl. state will pay the county 
$22.50 [lC:r'day per person to house 
those pfi5o0hers, Hammond said. 

IndividUO:lls arrested on federal 
charges can also be held at the Adult 
Detention Cert!er until they are tried. 
The county will receive rent from the 
federal government for their incar­
ceration, Hammond said. 

Prisoners convicted in misde­
meanor cases can also be ordered to 
serve in the "halfway house situa­
tion" within the center, he said. 

The new detention center will have 
two levels. The bottom level will be 
the Sally Port, where law enforce­
ment officials will bring their prison-

ers. The door to the Sally Port will be 
unlocked by an official in the master 
control room on the first floor who 

monitors the area via video cameras. 
Law enforcement officials pull 

their vehicles into the Sally Port, and

the doors to the area are locked be­
fore the prisoners leave the police 
car. 

Prisoners will then be taken up­
stairs by elevator or stairwell that is 
used exclusively for the transferal of 
irunates. 

The new facility will have three 
detox cells, six dorms for men, seven 
smaller cells, two dorms for females, 
as well as isolation centers and visita­
tion rooms. 

The detention center will also have 
a large outdoor exercise area that is 
enclosed. Inmates will be able to see 
the sky through a clear top that will 
enclose the area. 

Another feature of the new jail 
will be the arraignment room. Ar­
raignmentscan beheld without trans­
ferring prisoners to the courthouse. 
An arraignment is held soon after an 
individual's arrest. At the arraign­
ment, the person accused of a crime 

can plead guilty or not guilty, or the 
attorneys in the case can work out a 
plea bargain agreement. 'lbe accused 
can also ask for a pre-trial confer­
ence. The date of the conference or 
the trial is then set. 

The facility is expected to be com­
pleted by the end of the year, but 
D. W. Wilburn Construction, the com­
pany building the new jail, can get 
extensions to fmish the prvject. 

The new facility will also create 
employment opportunities in Floyd 
County. Around 22-24 additional 
persons will be hired to man the Adult 
Detention Center. 

The other phases of the project­
the new courthouse-justice complex 
and rennovation of the courthouse 
annex for a juvenile detention center 
-will also mean an economic im­
pact on the county. 'lbose phases will 
be explained in future editions of The 
Times. 
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nator for the Pike and Enterprise As­
sociations. which includes Floyd and 
surrounding counties, of Southern 
Baptist churches. Tina took time off 
from her full-time job as director of 
development at Mounlain Christian 
Academy in Martin to make the mis­
sion trip. 

At the request of the KBC, Tina 
formed a mission team composed of 
four other Kentuckians who have 
extensive experience worlcing with 
the deaf. One member was Samuel 
Marsh a deaf pastor of Danville Deaf 
Baptist Mission; Beth Driver, a deaf 
person who teaches a Sunday school 
class at the First Baptist Church in 
Bowling Green; Shane West, a medi­
cal physicist whose parents arc deaf; 
and Tom King, a sign language inter­
preter from Irvine. 

The team's itinerary was mapped 
out by Vladimir Boyev, Russian Bap­
tist missions director. "He made ini­
tial contacts in each city before we 
anived," Tina said. "When we ar­
rived at each city, we were met by 
thosecontacts-pastorsandlay lead­
ers." 

When the team anived at Moscow 
on Thursday after spending close to 
twenty hours on a plane, they were 
rushed to a church where the team 
was welcomed "wonderfully by over 
thirty deaf people who had learned 
that some Americans were coming to 
visit," Tina said. Moscow, the capi­
tal and largest city of Russia, as well 
as the third largest city in the world, 
bas a population of 11 million people. 
Included in that number are 25,000 
deaf people, Tina noted. 

During the trip the team traveled 
tosixothercities-Tambov,Lipetsk, 
Yelets, Zondonsk, Oosman, 
Voronezh - an area which com­
prisesabout600miles, before return­
ing to Moscow. Tbe group spoke at 
churches and visited work sites, 
schools and cultural centers for the 
deaf. 

"Under communism, deaf people 
were grouped in their jobs almost in 
'bulk,"' Tina said. "For example, 
there are many sewing factories, air­
plane factories, military munitions 
factories that have a majority of deaf 
workers. Since communism fell, 
many deaf don't have jobs, don't

"Why?" Turner asked. "Because 
they know there's not any competent 
evidence against John M. Stumbo." 

The motion mentions tapes that 
McKinney says he has which were 
made by "informants" during the May 
election and reportedly conlains in­
criminating evidence against several 
of the witnesses in the case. 

Turner claims it is improper to 
refer to those tapes because they were 
not made part of the record and that, 
the ones he has listened to, do not 
implicate his client in any wrongdo­
ing. 

Belbasen countered that the tapes 
were made available to the court for 
review. 

One of the issues, Belhasen said, 
is that the tapes reportedly conlain 
evidence of wrongdoing during the 
election but that no one in a 
prosecutorial capacity has attempted 
to investigate the allegations. 

"We would encourage (County 
Attorney) Jim Hammond or 
(Commonwealth's Attorney) John 
Earl Hunt grant immunity so this 
case can be aired," Belhasen said. 
"The people of Floyd County need to 
know what happened in the elec­
tion." 

Belhasen said that McKinney 
changed his mind about dropping the 
case because "be wanted to set the 
record straight." 

Turner said that be was not op­
posed to immunity for witnesses, but 
the attorney general's office ruled 
that it was not a matter for the court to 
decide. He added it was up to a pros­
ecutor to grant immunity in the case. 

"The rules of engagement for this 
conflict are directed by Kentucky laws 
on evidence and procedure," Turner 
said. "Not their preferred format of a 
radio talk show. This thing has to 
end."

In the smaller 
areas (towns), the deaf haven't been 
touched." 

Boyev, a hearing man whose 
parents, grandparents and sister are 
deaf, didn't believe such a feat was 
possible. However, by the third day, 
the team was using Russian sign lan­
guage to communicate with the deaf. 
"We learned by spending time with 
the Russian people," Tina said. "We 
were conversant-not fluent- but 
conversant." 

When Boyev saw that the team 
has accomplished this goal, he was 
overcome with emotion. "I bad never 
seen a man cry like that before," Tina 
said. 

The team also cst<lblishcd some 
contacts in each of the cities they 
visited, in preparation for future min­
istries with the deaf. ''The Southern 
Baptist Convention will now recruit 
deaf people and interpreters from 
America to go to thc.-;e cities to teach, 
preach, and reach them with the gos­
pel," Tina said.

The team also visited an elemen­
tary and high school for the deaf 
where the missionaries gave out pre­
sents. "Samuel talked and Beth told a 
Bible story in Russian sign language," 
Tina said. 

The team also accomplished an­
other goal- laying a portion of the 
groundwork for a video designed 
specifically to unify the religious lan­
guage of the deaf population. 

"The deaf people of Russia only 
began to learn of the gospel two 
years ago following Billy Graham's 
crusade there," Tina said. "Some 
Russian sign language interpreters 
became Christians and felt a burden 
to share Cbrist among the deaf. Chal­
lenges involved in that include the 
creation of signs to express religious 
concepts among the deaf commu­
nity."

Schools' credibility gap 
Educators who are struggling to understand parents' misgivings about 

education reform now have a valuable new road map. 
A just-released survey by Public Agenda, "First 1bings First: What 

Americans Expect from the Public Schools." should be required reading for 
everyone who wants to help reform succeed. The main message is that 
education experts and civic leaders need to listen carefully to the public's 
concerns, treat their opinions respectfully, and address their misgivings. 

Most Americans believe too many schools are not providing what they 
see as the fundamentals of good education-a safe, well-ordered environ­
ment in which students learn the basics. 

That-and a good deal more-is, of course, what the leaders of 
education reform expect their programs will produce, but Americans are 
skeptical. They question whether those "in charge" really share the public's 
goals. That's a serious problem. 

Innovations such as using calculators to teach math, teaching compo­
sition without spelling drills, and grouping youngsters of varying skills­
all these don't make intuitive sense to most Americans. Furthermore, 
t11ey're skeptical of the results. 

Most math educators believe, for instance, that early use of calculators 
strengthens children's problem-solving skills without preventing the learn­
ing of arithmetic. But that belief was shared by only 10 percentoftheparents 
surveyed. Indeed, many believed that the inability of some children to do 
simple arithmetic without a calculator is "foolproof evidence" that educa­
tion reform isn't working. 

Another example: Most Americans reject the idea of encouraging 
young children to write creatively without also teaching spelling and 
punctuation. They're afraid that children who aren't taught the rules from 
the outset will never develop into good writers. They crave precision but 
think their children are getting fuzziness. 

The public may be mistaken, but it behooves educators to listen and do 
what they can to make parents part of their constituency.-The Courier­

The Floyd County Living Memo­

rial is a non-profit, tax-deductible 
organization that was formed in 
March of 1993 to establish a lasting 
memorial to the 26 children and bus 
driver, who perished in the terrible 
bus wreck of February 1958. The 
committee is composed of people 
from all over Floyd County who real­
ized that many young people now 
reaching adulthood have no recollec­
tion of this tragedy. 

Manysuggestionsbavebeennruade 
during the past thirty-six years that a 
memorial or marker be established at 
the wreck site. Maintenance and pro­
tection from vandalism at that iso­
lated site always proved an obstacle 
to any undertaking. In early spring of 
this year, with the tremendous sup­
port of Jenny Wiley Park Manager 
James Kennedy, a location was ap­
proved by the Kentucky Department 
of Parks to build a memorial on park 
property near the lodge. A bronze 
plaque listing the names of all those 
who perished plus a brief history of 
the event has already been ordered. 
The plaque is approximately 24" x 
56" and will be mounted on a stone 
base approximately 4 ft. high. The 
plaque, designed by Prestonsburg Art 
Teacher Johnny Stumbo, has 27 
crosses to honor each victim. Blue­
prints for the plaque as well as site 
preparation and estimates were pro­
vided by Prestonsburg Architect 
Randall Burchett, whose services 
have proved to be invaluable. 

It is our belief that the opportuni­
ties we now have-an ideal location 
for the plaque at Jenny Wiley State 
Resort Park, blueprints designed by a 
professional architect-may never 

come again. In a few more years the 
will for this undertaking nruay not 
exist. It is our ftrm resolve to com­
plete this project before winter.

The emergency room 
can be a scary place 

Editor: 
A few weeks ago my husband and 

I were faced with a parental problem 
that none of us can predict at what 
time it will happen. It was on a Sun­
day night, and our seventeen-montb­
old daughter had a high fever. I bad 
tried everything I knew to do. We 
fmally gave her a warm bath and a 
dose of Motrin. We waited approxi­
nruately forty minutes and the fever 
was going up. At this time we began 
to panic. It was on its way to 103 
degrees. Being worried parents and 
seeing our child's discomfort and 
pain, our only choice was to go to the 
emergency room. 

Upon our arrival (which was ap­
proximately 9:30p.m.) we signed in 
and were told thatitwouldn'tbelong 
until we would see a doctor because 
they had a new service called Emer­
gency Express. Well, we were so 
relieved. We wouldn't have to wait 
long, we could see a doctor, get our 
child treated, and be on our way back 
home. Well, as we waited and waited, 
and my husband carried our little girl 
around and tried to keep her satisfied, 
our frustration began to mount and 
the clock just ticked on. 

As it neared the hour of 11:00, I 
went to the window to ask when did 
they think it might be possible that 
we could see a doctor. I was told by 
one nurse that she didn't normally 
work at this window and she bad no 
idea. (Well, by this time I believe my 
fever was probably close to 103 de­
grees, and my husband's was possi­
bly higher). We kept saying that we 
would wait five more minutes. 

Finally at a little past 11:00 we 

were called back to ER where we 
were made to sit and wait again. To 
make a long story short, we did fi­
nally see a doctor, who told us it 
could be this or of course it could be 
something else. He handed us a p~ 
scription and we were finally on our 
way home. We arrived back at our 
house around 12:30 a.m. I think this 
was ridiculous and I know that many 
of you out there have shared this 
same experience. 

My main question is this. What do 
you do if you are reallv ttaving an • 
emergency; and bow dt 1ey deter­
mine who really needs to receive 
prompt treatment? Sitting and think-
ing of all of this is all very scary to 
me. 

After our little experience with 
the ER I was still not satisfied with 
my daughter's condition. Being a 
working parent it is often very diffi­
cult to take off work and go to the 
doctor's office without an appoint­
ment. 

That's why I would like to say 
thank goodness for "Physician's Af- _.. 
ter Hours Clinic." I would like to 7 

thank all of these doctors who take 
the lime to be there in the evening 
from 6:00p.m. to 10:00 p.m. They 
have been very helpful since their 
inception in January. You have the 
assurance that you can go in and see 
a "reliable" doctor in a reasonable 
amount of time, get treated and be on 
your way home feeling much better. 

Iknowthatthismustbehardonall 
of these doctors who participate in 
this program to put in a long day at 
their own office and then go to the ' 
Clinic and stay until 10:00 p.m. It 
takes them away from their families 
and their free time. But this service is 
so needed by our community.ltcomes 
in so bandy for working parents, or 
parents with children who get sick at 
school, and do not have access to a 
doctor after hours. 

I have been in the After Hours 
Clinic with my child on several occa­
sions since they went into business in 
January. I know these doctors and 
nurses must be tired, but they are 
always pleasant, friendly and helpful 
in every way. I have also seen several i,_, 
of the different doctors and there has 
never been a problem with any of 
them. They all seem to care and are 
very careful to do a complete and 
thorough examination. 

Once again, I would like to thank 
all of the staff at the After Hours

Chartering a new course 
As we noted in these columns on Wednesday morn­

ing, the heart ofKentucky' s school reform law is a faith 
in the ability of parents to make schools better. With 
this thought still fresh in our minds, it's worth noting an 
idea that is spreading around the country that reflects a 
similar belief. 

The idea centers on what are called "charter schools." 
At least II states have some version of a charter school 
law, which allows communities or groups of parents to 
set up state-chartered public schools, independent of 
local school districts. The schools must meet basic 
requirements for facilities. curriculum and instruction 
to get state charters. Once chartered, they are eligible 
for public money just like other schools. They also 
operate under all the laws governing public schools, 
including federal civil rights laws. 

Critics see charter schools as a drain on the finances 
of existing public schools. Supporters see them as a 
way to put parents in control of schools without the full· 
fledged a~sault on public education that would come 
with a school-voucher program. 

It's doubtful that charter schools are a cure-all for 
any state's education problems. Dut a couple of things 
suggest that Kentucky should at least look at charter 

schools. 
The first is that such schools would seem to fit 

comfortably within the philosophical frame-work of 
the 1990 school reform act. The second is that in 
Minnesota and some other states, state charters have 
provided a way for communities to keep small schools 
open rather than see them consolidated into larger 
schools. Given the constant battling over school con­
solidations around the state, that alone makes the idea 
worth considering.-Lexington Herald-Leader 

Seeing pain's face 
History often is not pretty. 
It is painful to recall the wholesale slaughter of 

Native Americans. 
It is difficult as well to be forced to admit that among 

our freedom-lovingFoundingFathers were slave breed­
ers and owners. 

It's hardly pleasant to recall that our government 
during World War II interned Japanese-Americans in 
concentration camps, not for lack of patriotism but for 
their ancestry. 

In the 1950s, Sen. Joseph McCarthy, using his 
congressional bully pulpit, drove law-abiding citizens 
to suicide and financial ruin with wild claims that they 
were traitors and Communists. 

Ugly, yes. 
Yet these events occurred. And they are no less 

relevant to our understanding of contemporary prob-

lems than the pride we take in our wonderful Consti­
tution, Bill of Rights, ana system of checks and bal­
ances. 

That's why critics are wrong to say that the new 
reenactments of slave auctions at Colonial 
Williamsburg in Virginia trivialize a painful period in 
U.S. history. 

Like it or not, the auctions occurred. Black men, 
women and children were bred, bought and sold like 
cattle. 

Perhaps even more than books, movies and hit TV 
series like Roots and The Civil War, slave auction 
reenacunents give greater authenticity to painful events 
that, to many, now seem nothing more than slightly 
grotesque historical abstractions that have no rel­
evance to our race-relations problems today. 

Actually, there's no better testimony to the reenact· 
ments' benefit than that of a man who originally 
opposed them. After seeing one, he altered his view 
and said, "Pain bad a face. Indignity had a body. 
Suffering had tears."-The Courier Journal 

This is not about sex 
The survey on sexual attitudes and practices wasn't 

the only eye-opening report on American society 
released last week. 111e Census Bureau weighed in 
with news that was ... well, less sexy but just as impor­
tant-and a lot less encouraging. 

According to the bureau, the number of Americans 

living in poverty rose to 39.3 million last year, from 38 
million the year before. What's more, the median 
family income in America declined 1 percent, to 
$31,241. 

Falling incomes and a rising number of poor weren't 
supposed to happen last year. After all, the economy 
was into the second year of a rebound from the last 
recession. Production was up and the jobless rate was 
down (and is still dropping), and that should have 
helped. So what's the trouble? • In fact, the economic expansion is helping. The 
poverty figures surely would have been higher, and the 
median income lower, if the economy hadn't grown. 

But one disturbing Iong-tenn trend seems to defy 
the business cycle. 'lbe rich in this country are getting 
richer, and the poor poorer. In 1968, the top one-fifth 
received 42.8 percent of America's total personal in­
come, and the bottom fifth received 4.2 percent. Last 
year-25 years later-the top one-fifth received 48.2 
percent, and the bottom fifth 3.6 percent. 

It doesn't seem to matter much whether a Democrat 
or a Republican is in the White House. But that doesn't 
mean the income gap isn't a political issue.

Pines was arrested m a different loca­
tion and charged with possession of 
cocaine and possession of drug para­
phernalia. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said Thursday that the 

·Perry County organization was re­
sponsible for distributing approxi­
mately eight ounces to a pound of 
cocaine in Floyd County per month. 

"We know the cocaine goes into 
Floyd County and all the immediate 
areas surrounding Perry County," 
Thompson said. "Nobody can say 
how far reaching this is or all the 
areas it covers." 

Thompson added more federal 
indictments were forthcoming in con­
nection with Thursday's raid. 

Agents stonned the establishment 
early Thursday morning and seized 
the bar and building where officers 
found a cache of automatic weapons, 
explosives, a large quantity of mari­
juana, handguns and a pipe bomb in 
a safe located on the premises, Th­
ompson said. 

Also seized in the raid were two 
restored Harley Davidson motor­
cycles, 12 vehicles, including a new 
Lincoln Town Car and a Porscbe, a 
houseboatandalargeamountof cash. 

Participating in the raid were Sher­
iff Thompson; Tony Eversole of the 
Perry County Sheriffs Department; 
Frank Fryman, director of the Moun­
tain Area Drug Task Force; Hazard 
Police Chief Rod Maggard and offic­
ers of the I Iazard Police Department; 
and FBI special agents. 

The Mountain Area Drug Task 
Force was formed last year to target 
street level drug dealers and is made 
up of law enforcement officers from 
six counties and two city police de­
partments. Counties and cities that 
are part of the drug task force are: 
Floyd, Perry, Knott, Magoffin, Pike 
and Letcher counties; and the Pres­
tonsburg and Hazard police depart­
ments. 

SberiffThompson said Thursday's 
raid is a prime example of why the 
task force was formed. 

"The purpose of the task force is 
for law enforcement officers to have 
multi-jurisdiction to keep drugs from 
coming into their counties," Thomp­
son said.

WOMAN OF VISION

Eastern Kentucky is in need of 

many things, but if we had a few 
more people with a vision similar to 
thatofBillieJean Osborne, we would 
see major improvements in our C9n­
ditions. I don't mean a vision about 
music-Billie Jean has that covered. 

When Billie Jean was teaching at 
Betsy Layne and turning out terrific 
bands year after year, I attributed it to 
the good music students in that com­
munity. At the same time she was 
training both a marching and concert 
band, she was putting on musicals 
that rivaled many professional pro­
ductions. I thought to myself, "Any­
one could do a good program with a 
bunch of kids like that." It never 
occurred to me that those kids were 
good because Billie Jean was there. 

Mter Billie Jean retired, she came 
to McDowell to ftll in for a semester. 
She took a class that I thought was 
quite ordinary at the time and put on 
a production Fabric of Freedom, that 
has left a lasting impression on me. 
When I went to that production, I 
became a Billie Jean fan. I couldn't 
believe what she got from those stu­
dents, and she involved every student 
in the class one way or another. Billie 
Jean knew KERA before it became 
the official methodology for Ken­
tucky teaching. Billie Jean has the 
same effect on business and commu­
nity leaders. 

It stands to reason that if there is 

that much talent for music in these 
mountains, there is talent in story 
telling, crafts, arts, and practical skills 
such as carpentry, mechanics and any 
number of other artistic and skill ar­
eas. Billie Jean can't ferret out these 
special skills and people for us. Sure, 
she can write songs or do musical 
productions about these things, but 
it's up to someone with a vision for 
these things to bring out the best in 
our mountain youngsters. 

Some people claim to dream in 
color-Billie Jean dreams in details. 
When the Art Center was being 
planned and drawn up, Billie Jean 
seemed to see the building brick by 
brick. She knew where speakers bad 
to be, bow the wiring must be, and if 
something was left out, she went back 
to the business and community lead­
ers. When they said no, Billie Jean 
didn't hear. She doesn't hear that 
word well. In the end she got what 
she wanted, and if Billie Jeans says 
that what we are getting is what we 
need, that's good enough for me. 

I always tell my students to dream 
thedream. I supposeBillieJcan would 
scold me for that, because she would 
say dream the dream but make it a 
reality. We need more Billie Jean 
Osbornes in this world, but the flrst 
three off the line are reserved for 
Eastern Kentucky. After all, we de­
veloped the mold.

South Floyd Fa01ily Resource Center

Floyd County Schools 
Since its inception, the South Floyd 

Family Resource Center in the heart 
of downtown Wheelwright bas of­
fered a number of services to the 
surratmding community, helping to 
provide food, clothing and shelter to 
children and their parents and play­
ing summer and afterschool host to 
an average of 20 students per day. 

Now,-thanks to the helping band 
of the Floyd County Health Depart­
ment, the Family Resource Center 

bas entered a whole new era of com­
munity service. 

Registered NurseLucreasie Reed, 
representing the Floyd County I lealth 
Department, is on staff at the re­
source center to help provide basic 
medical services including required 
sixth grade pre-school physicals; 
PAPS and clinical breast exams; adult 
and child immunizations; and Well 
Child/EPSDT physicals. 

"Basically," Reed, who bas been 
an RN. since 1987, said last week, 
"We're trying to offer services five 

days a week. .. A lot of people who 
live in the outer reaches of the county 
don't wanttoorareunabletodriveall 
the way to Prestonsburg (for basic 
medical services) because it's just 
too far away." 

Though basic, the services the 
center provides are necessary because 
of the high incidence of cancer and 
other life-threatening diseases in East­
em Kentucky, Reed said. 

"I don't think any other health 
department in the state is doing this," 
Family Resource Center Director Eric 
Lawson said last week. "Instead of 
making the people come to the Floyd 
County Health Department, the Floyd 
County Health Department is com­
ing to the people ... Hopefully, if John 
M. Stumbo Elementary has a center 
by next year, no one in the county 
will have to travel more than 15 miles 
to get to adequate health services. 

"That puts Floyd County on the 

On Monday, Osborne said, the 
school conducted the first in a series 
ofparent-voluntecrtrainingprograms 
intended to give each community 
member a louder voice and a chance 
to make the school better. 

Among other programs aimed at 
drawing the community back to the 
school: periodic "community nights" 
with food aud entertainment; a G .E.D. 
class offered by staff from the David 
School at the Drift Family Resource 
Center on McDowell Elementary's 
campus; the formation of a Boy Scout 
troop which encourages not only 
child-participation but parent-in­
volvement as well; the construction 
of a new playground and basketball 
goals open to the public; after-school 
care for students; a student-produced 
school newspaper which will be cir­
culated to parents once a month; and 
Osborne's open-door policy for par­
ents or community members who 
wish to comment on the school's 
activities. 

Osborne said be and other school 
staff will also be conducting periodic 
home visits to students who need 
additional academic help and to "work 
with parents to provide a better line 
of communication." 

"In other words," Osborne said, 
"we're opening our school to the com­
munity so it can sec (and participate 
in) all the many innovative programs 
we' redeveloping ... This way web ope 
to get the parent back in the school." 

So far, Osborne said, the commu-

nity seems to be taking as active a 
role as the school staff and council. 
Forinstance, voluntccrmembersfrom 
the McDowell Senior Citizen Center 
conduct bi-weekly reading sessions 
with primary students, and a local 
physician volunteers his services at 
the resource center two days per week. 

Several parents have also volun­
teered to form school committees to 
help advise the school-based coun­
cil, and the Parentlfeacher Associa­
tion is meeting early success in its 
annual membership drive. 

"Basically," Osborne said, "we've 
upgraded the facility and the curricu­
lum and we're working toward mak­
ing it a better place to go to 
sebool...McDowell Elementary bas a 
proud past and a bright future ... and 
we hope to involve everyone in that 
future."

f you have never known 
the paralyzing fear that

Taking a chance, she asked 
them for directions and they 
pointed to a clearing 50 yards in 
the distance. 

By the time Jean reached her 
car, she had shin splits, a 
splitting headache and split for 
home.

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Woodruff to perform Sunday 
at annual ''Day in the Park''

Singer/songwriter Bob Woodruff calls his 
music, "Songs from the heart. It's country 
with a rock 'n roll attitude." 

That translates into a sound that has been 
described by various music publications as a 
"fresh honky-tonk vibe" that is "country to the 
bone." 

With the release of his debut album, 
"Dreams and Saturday Nights," in March, the 
33-year-old former New Yorker has estab­
lished himself as one of the up-and-coming 
stars of young country, a more earthy style of 
country music that relies more on substance 
that a slick Nashville image. 

Woodruff will be performing songs from 
his album as one of the headliners at the 12th 
annual "Day In The Park" set for this Sunday, 
starting at noon, at Allen Park. "I'm really 
look forward to the show," he said in a recent 
telephone interview from Nashville. "I'm a 
fan of Marty Brown (who is also performing 
at the event). "I've yet to meet Marty Brown." 

When Woodruff was a youngster growing 
up in upstate New York, early 1960s rock 
music, starting with the Beatles, became a 
major muscial influence that set the course for 
his life. "When I saw the Beatles, I thought, 
'This is what I want to do,"' Woodruff said. 

When the budding singer/songwriter was 
twenty, his focus radically changed from rock 
to country music when he discovered his late 
father's old, dusty country music record 
collection. 

" .• .1 began to realize just how great the 
singing and song writing was, how honest and 
direct and believable people like George Jones 
were," Woodruff was quoted saying in a press 
release from his record company Asylum 
Records. "Merle Haggard just hit me really 
hard, the same way Otis Redding or Al Green 
did." 

"I like a lot of old country," Woodruff 
maintained during the interview. "My favorite 
country singers are Merle Haggard, Hank 
Williams and Emmylou Harris. But I like a lot 
of the new singers, too." 

Woodruff combines his rock and country 
music influences into a rough-and-tumble 
honky-tonk sound that has caught the atten­

ers. His hard-bitten, heartfelt lyrics have been 
compared to those written by Johnson County 
native Loretta Lynn. "Woodruff and Lynn 
share a musicallandscape ... Both write and 
sing their own heartfelt, lived in songs," 
declared the New Yorker Magazine in an 
article which proflled Woodruff in January. 

"In the last two years a lot of my dreams 
have come true," Woodruff said. Those 
dreams include signing with Asylum Records, 
cutting a debut album that reviewers have 
regarded as fresh and unique, and working on 
his debut album with singer Emmylou Harris, 
and guitar legend James Burton. 

The singer said that his present goals are to 
"continue to do music I love and build a larger 
audience." 

Woodruff's current single and video, 
"Alright," was released in August. Other 
singles and videos from his album are "Hard 
Liquor, Cold Women and Warm Beer," and 
"Bayou Girl."
