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Heads-up
officers
aid ailing
victim

Two Kentucky State Policemen
probably saved the life of an elderly
Tram man Monday evening who was
allegedly being threatened and ter-
rorized by another man.

G.C. Blair began baving chest
pains after Kenneth Stewart, 33, was
arrested by state police while alleg-
edly trying to break into Blair’s home.

State police wooper Bobby Day
and sergeant Lynn Cross noticed that
Blair grabbed his chest and slumped
backward while the officers were
putting Stewart into the back of the
police cruiser,

“When I saw Mr. Blair clutch his
chest and collapse onto the porch
swing, I thought ‘Oh my God, .. ,”
trooper Day said Tuesday. “Me and
sergeant Cross ran back up the hill to
Mr. Blair's home and from all the
evidence we saw, we felt that Mr.
Blair was about to go into cardiac
arrest.”

Trooper Day said that Blair com-
mented that he was having severe
chest pain. Day said that Blair also
had shortness of breath and his heart
rate was 140 beats per minute.

“We got him up from the swing
and positioned him on the porch in
case we had to do CPR (cardio pul-
monary resuscitation), and we main-
tained an open airway.

“It appeared that he was about to
go into shock, so we treated him for
symptoms of that,” Day explained. I
feel if we had not gone back up to his
house, he surely would have gone
into cardiac arrest.”

Blair's daughter, whose name Day
was unable to provide, came to her
father's residence after apparently
hearing the incident on a police scan-
ner, Day said.

Attendants from Respond Ambu-
lance arrived at the seene and whisked
Blair to Highlands Regional Medical
Center in Prestonsburg, where he was
treated and released.

“The guys from Respond did a
fantastic job,” Day said. “They really
got him out of there quick and on to
the hospital. We were ready to re-
spond if he went into cardiac arrest.
We've had emergency medical tech-
nician training and we’re certified in
CPR."”

Day commented it is not too often
that officers are able to render first
aid to an apparent crime victim.

“ felt good about it,”" Day said.
“When we were about to leave (the
scene), I radioed (Post Nine in
Pikeville) to call back to the resi-
dence to make sure that he was all
right because he was so upset.

“A lot of times we don’t get the
opportunity to offer this kind of ser-
vice to the people,” Day continued.

ouncil may
take regional
route to code

Prestonsburg’s city council has
tabled for a second time final ap-
proval of a state-mandated ethics code,
deciding Monday to study an alter-
nate proposal.

Council gavé tentative approval in
early August to an ethics code mod-
eled by the Kentucky League of Cit-
ies, but has stalled enactment in the
past two meetings.

Adoption of the code was initially
planned for August 22, butaction was
delayed at the urging of city attorney
Larry Brown, who suggested council
members thoroughly review finan-
cial disclosure requirements set out
in the document before enacting the
code provisions.

At council’s meeting Monday
evening, Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry
Fannin noted that council may want
to consider scrapping the League of
Cities model altogetherand replace it
with one being developed by the Big
Sandy Area Development District.

The Big Sandy ADD version, ex-
ecutive director Roger Recktenwald
said Tuesday, would incorporate a
regional approach to the law’s re-
quirement that an ethics board be
appointed to enforce code provisions,

The regional board would include
one member from each of the five
counties in the Big Sandy ADD re-
gion, and that board would oversee

the provisions of individual codes or,
if various local governments could
agree on one version, a single code
forall municipalities and county gov-
emments within the region.

The requirement for adoption of
ethics codes was enacted by the state
General Assembly this year, and codes
must be in place by January, 1995.
Among otber things, the codes estab-
lish rules for financial disclosure by
candidates and officials—elected or
appointed, and they must develop ¢ri-
teria for the employment of relatives
of local govemment officials.

The Big Sandy ADD board of di-
rectors is expected to review the re-
gional ethics board proposal Thurs-
day, and Prestonsburg’s city council
will likely bring the issue up again at
its next meeting on September 26.

In other business Monday, the
Prestonsburg council gave first read-
ing to an ordinance updating the city’s
building code provisions that rein-
force the city’s adoption in 1981 of
Kentucky Building Code criteria.

Building permit fees set out in the
ordinance remain the same as those
adopted in 1976, city building in-
spector Larry Adams said Tuesday,
but occupational tax requirements
have been altered,

The city's current ordinance sets
occupational tax fees for construc-
tion projects at one-haif of one per-

Police net marijuana, fugitive
in separate searches Monday

The onset of autumn usually sig-
nals the end of the marijuana grow-
ing season, but local law enforce-
ment officers have not put up their
hiking boots.

In pursuing anonymous tips given
to the Floyd County Sheriff’s De-
partment, Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp-
son and detective Jim Rederick found
and destroyed over 200 marijuana
plantsMonday, taken from three sepa-
rate locationsin the county. The plants
ranged from six feet to four feet in

Rederick reported that approxi-
mately 200 plants were seized from a
plotin the Price/Hi Hat area; 15 plants
from Bull Creek; and about 35 plants
from Bonanza.

Thompson and Rederick spent
most of the day Monday hunting the
marijuana crops on hillside sites in
the various locations. A mature mari-
juana plant generates an estimated
$1,000 worth of poL.

The sheriff” s department has found
and destroyed about 600 plants this
growing season.

Dr. Homer White, Pikeville Col-
lege assistant professor of mathemat-
ics, has returned from a year’s leave
under the prestigious Pew Fellow-
ship. White was awarded the Fellow-
ship to study Bootstrap Confidence
Intervals, a series of methods for cal-
culating margins of error in statistical
samples.

White initially looked for a re-
search project that would involve
Pikeville College students. The Boot-
strap project was attractive because it
would require intensive computer
programming, anareamany Pikeville
students are very strong in. After
winning the Fellowship, White went
to the University of Kentucky to study
the theories and develop tests,

Pikeville College students Chris
Kidd and William Hall joined White
in Lexington for the summer and
were responsible for creating the test
programs, based on White's specifi-
cations, Their time was also funded
by the Pew Fellowship. The program
built by the students outperformed
more complex programs already be-
ing used at the UK Statistics Lab,

Says White, “One reason this re-
search is exciting is the input of the

The Bootstrap Confidence Inter-
val theories have raised quite a bit of
excitement in the statistical commu-
nity over the last fifteen years be-
cause it allows the same methods to
be used for a variety of different
statistical surveys. Traditionally, new
methods to calculate margins of error
had to be developed for each type of
survey. This area of statistical infef-
ence, measuring reliability of esti-
mates based on samples, should al-
low surveys based on smaller samples
to have lower margins of error,

White's research shows that the
Bootstrap methods are reliable in
certain situations, but not as reliable
in others. He has already presented a
paper of the findings at UK. The
paper will also be presented at the
Undergraduate Conference in the
Oregon National Lab by Kidd and
Hall. The paper will ultimately be
housed in the University of Kentucky
Technical Report Series.

As with most good research, this
has opened doors to new possibilities
of research for White and his assis-
tants. He plans to move the lesting
back to Pikeyille, and will probably
begin work on discovering why the
Bootstrap method did not work in
certain situations.

Don’t waste $409,000
on useless land

Editor:

In recent weeks the Floyd County
Board of Education has moved for-
ward with plans to purchase a piece
of property as a proposed site for a
middle school for the Harold-Betsy
Layne-Stumbo area.

The approximate purchase price
for this land is $409,000. It is my
understanding that there will be no
money to actually begin construction
on our middle school for at least three
years, But as with most school con-
struction projects, a more realistic
completion date is probably four to
eight years away.

Many things can change in four to
eight years. For instance, will the
demographics show that this is the
most appropriate site when actnal
construction begins, or will the stu-
dent population shift over the next
four to eight years?

Will other, more desirable sites
become available? Our board of edu-
cation already owns some property
adjacent to BetsyLayne High School.
Should they consider acquiring other
property on the hill near the high
school in order to make use of exist-
ing roads and utilities. This would
avoid future expense in supplying
utilities to a new site.

When construction needs in Floyd
County are so great and available
dollars so few, is it wise to tie up
$409,000 in a piece of property that
cannot be utilized for four to eight
years? i

I'm sure this money could be used
now in ways that could improve the
quality of education for our children
for the next four to eight years and
beyond.

For example, money is needed for
improvements at Prestonsburg High
School, We need money to build the
new Martin-Maytown Elementary
School. How far could $409,000 go
toward an additionatJohn M. Stumbo
Elementary? Could we use that
money for asbestos removal at the
Betsy Layne dome gym, which serves
students from Harold, Betsy Layne
and Stumbo?

Qur gym also needs funding to
repair other serious safety hazards.
The list of needs is endless and could
encompass any and every school in
Floyd County.

I’m sure parents and school per-
sonnel countywide would have sug-
gestions as to how $409,000 could be
used to improve conditions now. If

il

our board of education feels a duty to
use this money for an investment
toward our middle school, why not
usé it for something that children can
make use of in the years while we
awail construction.

We have never had adequate sci-
ence equipment at Betsy Layne El-
ementary, If we invested $409,000 in
science equipment for Harold,
Stumbo and Betsy Layne, our chil-
dren could be benefiting from it now
and until our new school is occupied.

Upon completion of our middle
school, our science equipment could
be moved into the new building.

We can choose a middle school
site when we are ready to build, and
base that decision on what is best at
that time.

One-million-dollar
middle school site?

Editor;

Could the Floyd County taxpay-
ers possibly end up with a $1 million
tab for a middle school site in the
Harold area?

Very possibly. Here's how. The
property purchase price for the middle
school site has been quoted at

$409,400 in the papers. Then add in
$300,000 for required site prepara-
tion. This $300,000 is a board
“guestimate.” If you are arealist, add
many more thousands to this
“guestimate.” This gets us up to a
low-end estimate of $709,400
($409,400 + 300,000) minimum.

There are a couple of additional
costs that can kick this site tab well
above $1 million. One added cost
will be the necessity to build a 2-story
vs. a l-story building because the
stable portion of the site that the board
is considering is so small. A 2-story
building requires heavier construc-
tion techniques that a 1-story build-
ing. This means more costs. A 2-
story building also requires stairs and
elevators that drive up construction
costs.

A second thing that can rapidly
drive the site cost up would be exces-
sive site preparation costs. Past esti-
mates in the county have been low.
This particular site has only a very
small “stable” area. If this small area
isn’t large enough to accommodate
the building and associated gym, large
costs would be incurred to try and
create more stable area or to install
caissons for building support.

Do you reckon we need to look
much more closely at this site before
we potentially spend $1 million or
more before laying the first brick?

Foreign students pursue degrees
at Pikeville College for fall semester

Simon Truesdale and Adrian
Houston are a long way from their
homes in Northern Ireland, but not
half as far as Node Nimsomboon,
Node is from Bankok, Thailand.

These are three of several over-
seas students enrolled at Pikeville
College this fall. With a total of six,
admissions staff can’trecall a semes-
ter with more foreign students on
campus. Each arrived at Pikeville
through widely varying means.

Pennington trial

A prosecutor said Monday that she would not
appeal a judge's decision not to move Scott
Pennington's double slaying trial 1o Jefferson

case.”

No other
gun hunting for deer is allowed on
these WMAs.

The season limit is one deer from
both areas combined.

Hunters using Cyprus Amax and
Robinson Forest WMAs must have a
user permit in possession and check
in and out at self-service check sta-
tion.

This information does not appear
in the current deer hunting guide since
laws for these WMAs (301 KAR
2:111) were not finalized prior to
printing the guide.

Kentucky's statewide deerarchery
season runs October 1, 1994 through
January 15, 1995. Muzzleloaders may
be used for hunting deer October 15-
16 and November 10-16, 1994.

User permits are required for
Cyprus Amax and Robinson Forest
WMAs. A permit costs $10 and is
valid for both areas. User permits are
available from several vendors in the
ared.
Permit holders are reminded that
the main block of Robinson Forest
WMA. isclosed tohunting. Theclosed
portion is more specifically described
as lands owned by the University of
Kentucky in the Clemons Fork, Coles
Fork and Lewis Fork watersheds and
the Buckhomn Creek walershed be-

low Hurricane Branch and above
Lewis Fork. The perimeter is marked
with no hunting signs.

Additionally, all terrain vehicles
and other vehicles not legal for use on
public streets are prohibited on these
WMAs.

A free Kentucky Hunter Educa-
tion Course will be held on Septem-
ber 26, 27, 28 at the Dewey Lake Fish
and Game Club.

The 10-hour course, sponsored by
the Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources, will include
classroom instruction in hunter eth-
ics, wildlife identification, outdoor
survival, firstaid, firearms, bow hunt-
ing and ammunition. The last session
will include actual range firing and
examination.

Upon successful completion of the
course, a graduate card will be issued
which is valid in any state where such
certification is required. Attendance
at all sessions is required for certifi-
cation,

buntereducation course graduate card
in addition to the apropriate Ken-
tucky hunting license requirements.

A bow hunter notin possession of
a firearm may carry a "National
Bowhunter Education Program"
course completion card in lieu of the
hunter education card.

Children under age 10 and per-
sons exempt from purchasing a hunt-
ing license are not required to pos-
sess the card while hunting. Children
under age 10 must be accompanied
by an adultof at least 18 years of age
while bunting.

Massive fish Kkill;
deadline has been
extended for deer
hunt applications

A massive fish kill in mid-August
at Carpenter Lake in Daviess County
wasapparently caused by a combina-
tion of natural occurrences.

The Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR)
owns the 64-acre lake northeast of
Owensboro.

"We hauled away three and one-
half dump truck loads of fish," says
Rob Rold, KDFWR assistant district
fisheries biologist who assisted with
the cleanup. The biologist estimates
the dead fish amounted to between
20 and 22 tons,

Fish normally need three parts of
oxygen per million parts of water to
remain healthy. At the time of the fish
kill, the lake's oxygen level had
dropped to less than one part per
million,

The lake was also shallower than
normal at the time of the fish kill.

itself.” All these themes and more
come through in Baseball, he says,
because there is “an extraordinary
alchemy” between this game and the
American people.

Bums’ films follow a unique ap-
proach to storytelling. The filmmaker
sees himself as a kind of archaeolo-
gist, determined to discover not just
the facts and dry dates of history, but
the “emotional glue” that holds those
events together, Like Burns' docu-
mentary “The Civil War,” the story
of Baseball comes alive through
Bums’ careful use of a telling detail
or a small, rarely told anecdote. The
section on Babe Ruth, for instance,
examines both the glory and the shame
of celebrity, including as it does the

gad tale of Ruth's first wife whom he
abandoned and who later died in a
fire. And there are numerous and
painful stories underscoring how ra-
cial injustice has marred baseball’s
(and America's) story. “The great
managerJohn McGraw carried a piece
of rope from a lynching in his pocket
as a good luck charm,” says Bumns,
recalling one poignant tale. “Yet when
he died, they discovered among his
belongings a list of Negro League
players he would have liked to have
had playing for him on the New York
Giants.”

Baseball is also humorous. “It's
filled with wildly comic characters
like Rube Waddell, Casey Stengel,
and Bill ‘Spaceman’ Lee,” says

“Catch me if you can!”

If given a choice, most bass fish-
ermen prefer spring over all other
seasons because the fish are shallow
and easier to caich.

Not David Wharton, a former
guide on Sam Rayburn Lake in Texas.

“Sommer means topwater fish-
ing,” says Wharton, a veteran bass
tournament pro and member of the
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff.

smallmouth bass.

Wharton's three favorite topwater
lures can be categorized as chuggers,
concave-faced plugs thatpop and spit
waler; slush baits that feature one or
more propellers; and walking bails
that sashay from side 1o side when
retrieved in quick jerks,

“Water conditions usually deter-
mine which of these lures will be the
most effective,” explains Wharton.
“For example, with a slight ripple on
the water, or when I'm fishing very
fast, I use a chugger. When the sur-

face is calm and I'm fishing slower, a
slush bait is usually much more pro-
ductive.”

The walking baits normally pro-
duce fewerstrikes, explains Wharton,
bul larger bass. He likes to use these
lures in calm water, but others have
equal success in choppy conditions.
He also uses them when fishing over
deep water because they pull fish up
from the depths.

“In the summer, the best times to
use topwater lures are normally early
and late each day,"” adds the Johnson

pro, “bul if you see fish activity at
mid-day, then by all megns consider
using a topwater lure.

“Also, if you've been catching
bass on the bottom with a wormor jig
and suddenly the action stops, the
bass may have moved up to suspend,
and atopwater lure often starts bring-
ing strikes again."

Wharton’s best-ever lopwater
bass, a giant weighing more

than eight pounds, hit a walking
surface lure at mid-day. The water

was calm and the sky was bright.

“Don’t put away your topwater
lures just because it’s hotand bright,”
he says. “T"ve seen many times when
topwater lures produced excellent
catches during the hottest part of the
day.”

Wharton prefers to fish topwater
lures around vegetation, boat docks,
or the shaded sides of bushes and
trees. He uses a six-foot light action
rod and 14 pound test-line.

Regardless of the type of tackle or
lure being used, the one key rule

about fishing all topwater lures,
Wharton emphasizes, is not to get in
a burry when using them.

“You don't ever want to cross the
ripples,” he says, “You make a cast
and let the ripples die. Then you
move the lure,”

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Tragedy at Fourmile, Part 3

by Jadon Gibson

It was shortly after dawn, three
days after the December 26, 1945,
explosions, when word came that
some of the men had been found—
dead.

Thirty-one miners were trapped
in the coal mine at Fourmile, in Bell
County. Families, friends, rescuers
and the curious were at the mine to
find out the identity of the men.

All 31 were presumed dead so
elation abounded when, at 1:30 p.m.,
the large crowd which was gathered
for news of death, received word that
nine miners were found alive. The
news traversed the valley at Fourmile
as quickly as the initial news of the

disaster. Hope and anticipation mixéd *

with disbelief among the families of
the missing miners,

Were nine miners virtually com-
ing back from the dead? If so, which
nine? Family members waited and
hoped.

Wives and family members of the
31 miners crowded around the eleva-
tor shaft along with mining officials
and soon a blanketed body appeared.
“Whoishe?" severalonlookersasked
almost in unison.

“AlBennet;," someoneanswered.
“He's dead though. He just died. But
the others, I guess they’re alright,” At
age 64, Bennett was the oldest of the
trapped men in the mine.

fully. None of the other women asked.
They waited.

An ambulance soon entered
Fourmile Hollow beneath the rail-
road underpass. It's siren screamed
giving everyone a feeling of urgency.

“They’'re live men coming out,
baby,” a woman told her youngster.
“It’s true. They don’t hurry like that
with the siren blaring to carry away
dead. It’s for live folks.”

Then three more ambulances ap-
peared—each with sirens screaming.
The bell of a train rang but it was
somehow different than before. On
the morning of the disaster it signaled
aforewarning whereas now it rang of
hope.

Soon a hysterical joy passed
through the crowd as Charles Lingar
was brought to the surface and soon
seven other miners—McKinley
Leath, William Branstutter, Ivan
Philpot, Bud Townes, Joe Hatfield,

TomMcQuean and Huey Miller were
brought out alive. McQueen, nearly
dead at the time of the rescue, died
within hours at the Pineville, Ky.
Hospital.

Others shed tears when their loved
ones were not among the survivors.
Yet they boped that maybe, just
maybe, the remaining 21 lost miners
would be found.

Huey Miller, 31, father of six chil-
dren, lived near the mine. He had
waved goodbye as he entered the
mine tunnel. Miller prayed aloud for
himself and the other men after being
trapped. Later he was brought uncon-
scious from the mine as the children
applauded. Soon he was able to re-
count details of the explosion and
entrapment.

“I prayed I'd come out alive and
get back home,” Miller said. “And
now blessed Father, I'm safe at
home.”

“When the explosion came it al-
most tore our ears off,” Joe Hatfield,
another of the surviving miners, said,
“It started several fires although the
fires didn't touch the group I was
with, We tried to work our way out
but the heat was too awful and the gas
and smoke made us go back. Only a

miracle could have saved us. We i
found a room with fairly good air. Al

limes there was considerable heat but
air kept coming in from some place.
That was a miracle.”

Bud Townes, a black miner, also

survived. He had been trapped in the P&

Kettle Island mine in 1929 and his
past experience helped save his fel-
low workers at Fourmile.

Al first the men crawled around
picking up the other men while look-
ing for a safe place (o stay. It was cold
and dark except for their lamps. The
passageways were narrow and low
and there was a smell of smoke wher-
ever they went. The trapped miners
scratched arrows on the slate wher-
ever they crawled.,

“We did that to show them where
we were,” Townes offered. “We fi-
nally got to a place where the air
wasn't so bad and we barricaded our-
selves inside whatamounted toa side
room. We had to keep the smoke and
gasses out.”

Before sealing the room one of the
men scrawled ‘Nine miners in here,
11 a.m. Thursday' on a pile of slate.
The remaining hole was then closed.

The Chicago Sun reported that
Townes took charge of the lunch pails
and water which the miners carried
into the mine. He rationed the food
and water and had the men stretch out

on their backs to conserve their sup-
ply of oxygen.

“We bumed only one light at a
time so that they would last,” Joe
Hatfield said. “We had used up all the
lights except mine and it was barely
flickering when we were found.”

As if the mine disaster wasn't
enough to contend with, torrential
rains caused Cumberland River to
rise to historic levels flooding
Pineville and Wallsend at the mouth
of Fourmile Hollow. In addition to
rescue efforts, trucks from Fort Knox
arrived with cots, blankets, and sup-
plies for many people suffering from
the flood.

Yellowjacket plague strikes
parts of the nation this fall

Experts are predicting
yellowjacket populations will reach
epidemic proportions this fall in many
parts of the U.S_, due in part to favor-
able weather conditions earlier this
summer. Many hospital emergency
departments are already reporting
record numbers of bee sting patients
as the insects begin to take their toll.

“Yellowjacket populations are
cyclical: Every few years when
weather conditions and food supplies
are favorable, nest populations ex-
plode," according toMiles Guarlnick,
entomologist at Vespa Labs Inc. and
expert on North American
yellowjacket biology. Guarlnick adds
that, “by the time their numbers have
peaked, food supplies are dwindling,
forcing them to forage at picnics and
garbage areas. This is where most
stings occur.”

To protect yourself against this
threat, avoid open refuse areas and
keep all food covered when ealing
outdoors. Have problem nests de-
stroyed by a professional extermina-
tor and never swat at flying
yellowjackets as frantic motion in-
cites their attack behavior.

If you are stung, treat the area with
ice for swelling and take an antihista-
mine if discomfort persists. If your
reaction is “allergic” in nature (ef-
fecting areas of the body other than
the sting site) seck medical attention
immediately and consult an allergist
about preventive immunization, a
treatment that virtually eliminates the
risk of a future allergic event.

Cyrus discussed labor-management

The Big Sandy Area Labor-Man-
agement Committee will meet Tues-
day, September 20, at 6 p.m. at May
Lodge, Jenny Wiley State Park.

Mike Dixon, representing the
Plumbers and Steamfitters Union, will
speak about the union's apprentice-
ship program.

During the business session, Bruce
Coleman, will discuss grant funding
and Rebecca Derossett, executive
director, will talk about the School-
to-Work program.

At last month’s meeting of the
labor-management commitiee on
August 16, Ron Cyrus, secretary/trea-
surer of the Kentucky AFL-CIO was
the guest speaker.

Cyrus reviewed the history of la-
bor management relations as a class
system. This division created a lot of
confusion in industry, Cyrus said.

Today, global competition has
come to realize if U.S. industry is to
successfully compete with the for-
eign market, both sides need to coop-
erate inajointeffort toimprove labor
managementrelations, the unionrep-
resentative said. To emphasize his
point, Cyrus informed the group that
a sizable Lexington construction
project had been awarded alow bid to
a firm in Mexico,

A major concern of business in
recent years has been the astronomi-
cal rise in Worker’s Compensation
costs, Cyrus said. In 1986 Kentucky's
unemployment insurance debt was
$380,000,000 when Gov. Martha
Layne Collins instigated amovement
to solve the problem. The debt has
been paid off, and Kentucky has sur-
plus unemployment insurance funds
of $400,000,000, he explained.

Cyrus also explained about major
changes in Worker’s Comp brought
about by the legislature’s passage of
House Bill 928. Worker's Comp af-
fected include the following aspects:

<HB 928 does notallow claims for
stress problems unless they can be
proven to be job-related.

*The term “physician” is more
clearly defined.

«Medical benefits are allowed for
duration of illness.

«RIB benefits will be paid directly
to learning institutions if a miner is
still working at the mine.

+50 percentdisability benefits have
beenextended from425 to 520 weeks.

*When a disabled worker reaches
65, benefits are reduced to 40 per-
cent.

One advantage of HB 928, Cyrus
said, is that it offers an alternative to
dispute resolutions. Companies can
have their own Worker's Comp sys-
tem through collective bargaining,
thereby resolving their own prob-
lems, he said.

Cyrus said thatas HB 928 isimple-
mented throughout the state,
Worker's Comp reform will lead the
way to health care reform. Labor and
management are working with gov-
ernment leaders to create a Health
Care Alliance using competitive state
funds.

A voluntary labor management
board is in place, and its members are
working on an affordable health care
plan that will result in 45 percent
savings to employers, Cyrus said.

The state AFL-CIO representa-
tive emphasized that labor manage-
ment is a real part of U.S. industrial
history. Labor-management will
never die, Cyrus said. He advocated
applying the Golden Rule to labor
management relations to ensure that
everyone would share the wealth.

After a question and answer ses-
sion, the meeting adjourned.
