A fire early Thursday moming
caused extensive damage to the Strand
Theater in Prestonsburg.

Within a few hours of the fire,
Paul Spencer, general manager for
Absher Enterprises, which owns the
theater, had contractors on the scene
to assess the damage and begin re-
pairs 1o the theater,

Spencer estimated that it would
take two weeks for repairs tobe com-
pleted and the theater reopened.

The fire destroyed the concession
areaand foyerof the theater. Itcharred
doorways in the theater”s two audito-

_riums, and the screens were black-
ened by smoke, Tom Blackbumn, Pres-
tonsburg fire chief, said.

The fire began in the concession
area, Blackburn said. Firefighters
think the fire started from a ballast
shorting out in florescent lights lin-
ing arcabinet in the theater conces-
sion stand.

Prestonsburg police officer Sue
Blackburndiscovered the firearound
3 a.m, Thursaay when she was pa-
trolling the area in her vehicle. The
officer notified firefighters that she
saw a lot of steam coming from the
building and asked them to investi-
gate,

Firefighters emered a building on
the upper end of the complex and
smelled smoke, Tom Blackbum said.

Blackbusm said his firefighters saw

Dozens of county judges in Ken-
tucky are rapidly running out of
breathing room in their efforts tokeep
their jobs.

In a hearing Thursday, Federal
Judge Joseph Hood declined to grant
a lemporary injunction blocking the
ouster of Breathitt County Judge-
Executive Nim Henson.

Late last year, Kentucky's Su-
preme Court upheld a Court of Ap-
peals ruling that Henson should be
ousted from office because he failed
to properly post a performance bond.,

In December, Henson's attomey,
Ned Pillersdorf, filed 2 motion ask-
ing Judge Hood toissuean injunction
barring Henson’s removal from of-
fice.

Last week, Floyd County Com-
monwealth Attorney John Earl Hunt
filed lawsuits against Judge-Execu-
tive John M. Stumbo and County
Court Clerk Carla Boyd secking to
oust them from office for failing to
properly file performance bonds.

Both Stumbo and Boyd attended
Thursday's hearing.

At Thursday's hearing, Judge
Hood ruled that he felt he had no
jurisdiction to rule on a decision is-
sued by the state’s Supreme Court.

Year closes quieter
than it began in city

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin
summarized Friday his admin-
istration's first year in a five-minute
speech that mirrored council's quiet
approach fo the city's business over
the past twelve months,

Using a variety of commitiees as
forums for discussions of city busi-
ness, council’sregularmonthly meet-
ings in 1994 were practically debate-
free, despite a number of personnel
shake-ups and financial moves that
made the year anything but ordinary.

Many of those actions, including
the removals of the city's Main Sureet
program manager and street depart-
ment supervisor; the appointment of
anew city police chief; and the settle-
ment of a lawsuit filed by eight city
firefighters grew out of a series of
closed-door, exccutive sessions thit
punctuated the council’s carly months
in 1994,

As Lhe year wore on, though, the
city’s business grew less eventful;
execulivesessions became all butnon-
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Pest control

existent; and council meetings grew
shorter while the schedule of coms-
mittee meetings remained fairly con-
sistent, The topics of those meetings
also became more varied, with dis-
cussions on issues ranging from no-
smoking policies to the complex in-
tricacies of a cable TV franchise.
While the city commitiees have no
authority to act on their own, few, if
any of their recommendations failed
to gaincouncil approval when brought
to a formal vote. There were, in fact,
no close voles on any issues during
the year and little dissent in the public
forum among council members.

In his brief speech Friday, Mayor
Fannin made no reference to past
difficulties or lo future plans for the
city. He did suggest, however, that
“caution should be the fiscal byword
for the coming year."

Fannin noted that the city contin-
ues Lo show moderate economic
growth "with slight increases fore-
cast in all revenue categories for the
current fiscal year."

The current city budget is $2.4
million,

Even though she had officially
been on the job only one day, she has
made an important discovery about
the area — she likes it and she likes
the people, especially the ones with
whom she is working.

"I"'ve had a lot of help from the
people here, Betty helped me find my
home,” she said.,

She expressed her enthusiasm
aboul her rented home in the country,
located about six miles from her of-
fice, She clasped her hands together
and could not contain her excitement
as she said; "I can have a garden, I've
already told my landlady I'm going
to plant roses.,. and 1 can hear the
birds in the moming. T love it here."”

Spicer has lived in Lexington and
worked at the University of
Kentucky's Turf Grass and Oma-
mental Entomology Laboratory for
several years where she has been
doing research for her master's de-
gree. As a principle entomology lab
technician, she worked with Daniel
Potter, a leading turf grass entomol-
ogy researcher.

She did a lot of research on pests,
including the Japanese Beetle, What
did she discover about the Japanese
Beetle?

“It will eat anything,”" she said
with a laugh.

She also discovered that one type
of Linden tree is less susceptible to
the Japanese Beetle than other types,
but other researchers will have o
continue her work to find out why,
she said.

She also evaluated cultivar resis-

tance to around fifty types of
crabapple trees and made another
discovery,

“Anything that has purple foliage,
don't plant it,” she advised area
homeowners.

She hopes to publish those find-
ings and various aspects of her re-
search within the next six months,
She also hopes to complete her
master’s degree, She needs 1o take
two classes to finish her degree re-
quirements. Those studies will have
to be long distance classes, she said,
And right now, she doesn't know
how she's going 1o accomplish that.

Even though she was so close 1o
getting her masters degree, she
couldn’t pass up the job opportunity
in Floyd County.

“I'jumped at it,” she said.

Spicer admits that an agricultural
agentisan unusual role for s woman,
but she has the background to get the
job done.

“Not very many women have a
broad enough background to handle
the job,” she said.

Spicer was born in Lee County on
a “little bitty old farm.”

"I used to kid dad that we grew a
rock farm,” she said.

While ber sister was inside doing
housework, Spicer was outside help-
ing her father with the chores,

“Ihate to dohousework,” she said.
“I love being out in the field.”

Crops produced on her father's
farm included tobacco, hay and corn.
The farm also had a few beef cattle
and some hogs, she said.

The first team of firefighters

Once inside, firefighters sprayed
waler on the fire and turned it into
steam, Blackburn said. The fire was
out within fifteen minutes, he esti-
mated.

After the fire was extinguished,
the firefighters had to tear out cabi-
nets and check for hot spots that could
ignite again, the fire chief explained.

Firefighters stayed on the scene
until around 6 a.m., Blackbum said.

A case in point is the recent
decision by Floyd County's Solid
Waste Commission to buy a
parcel of property at Garth.

The commission attempted to
justify that decision witha "sum-
mary” that suggested the pur-
chase would save the solid waste
commission about $365,000.

That claim looks pretty good
on paper, but it just doesn't add
llp.

First, $360,000 of those "say-
ings" represent future payments
on a lease that some solid waste
commissioners openly admithas
questionable validity.

Secondly, the summary ne-
glects to mention that the com-
mission has already paid over

$300,000 in rent for the same
piece of property over the past
13 years.

It's misleading, then, to count
future rent...that might be ne-
gated through legal action...as
savingsand notinclude pastrent
in the costs.

It's not fair, either, to employ
tactics like these to convince the
taxpayers that they're getting a
great deal.

‘Maybe buying the property at
Garth for the construction of a
waste transfer station is neces-
sary and maybe il's the best al-
ternative.

But public officials need to
explain the deal without all the
smoke and mirrors,

We tend to get a little suspi-
cious and a little nervous when
they do otherwise.

To set the record straight, the
solid waste commission will
have paid closer to $400,000 for
the seven acres at Garth when
all is said and done.

You can decide for yourself if
that’s a good deal.

Stumbo’s speaker

Those who recall the rough-and-tumble 1994
Kentucky General Assembly can’t be surprised that
there is new leadership inthe House of Representa-
tives.

Even those who supported Joe Clarke in his bid
fora second lerm as Speakerunderstand why he was
defeated Tuesday.

Mr. Clarke's greatest strength is his integrity, not
his political skill. Integrity at its head was whal the
House needed as former Speaker Don Blandford
was led (o jail.

Unfortunately, however, integrily isn’tenoughto
make the business of the state run smoothly. Politi-
cal skills are essential, and they are neither Rep.
Clarke's forte, nor his interest.

Time will tell whetherhis successor, Jody Richards
of Bowling Green, can do better. Rep. Richards is
viewed as one of the state’s weakest legislators,
However, hie has one greal strength: the support of
majority leader Greg Stumbo, the primary engineer
of his election, The thrill of this victory belongs
more to Rep. Stumbo than to Rep. Richards, since it
makes him the true power in the House.

We hope Reps. Stambo and Richards, in their
cuphoris, were Laking note of what was happening

Wednesday in Washington, where Republicans were
busy taking over in both chambers of the Capitol,
thanks to voters who perceived that Democrats had
become a little too comfortable with their power.

Republicans in Kentucky gained eight seats inthe
House, giving me:g 37 of the 100 seats, and three in
the Senate, moving their number to 17 of 38. That
means Democrals can expect more embarassments
such as this week's debate over their closed cau-
cuses, which sharply contrasted with the Republican
caucus, which took place in public.

Without good leadership, the upcoming special
session to vote on tax changes and projects could
provide just the vehicle for Kentucky's Republicans
to call for a change in power — in both the executive
and the legislative branches, Hard to imagine, but
anyone who re-reads 1994's election retumns can’t
ignore the possibility, —Courier Journal

School-based
decision making

means just what it says

Experience in the business world shows that per-
formance can be improved by shifting authority and
responsibility to the front lines. The same principal
now holds true in Kentucky education. School coun-
cils, not boards of education, now run schools.

Progressive school boards embraced the new ap-
proach, made changes and are moving along the
transformation highway. Others have hung back,

clinging to the belief that everyone else bul them
needs tochange. They hoped the Kentucky Supreme
Court’s decision in a case from Boone County
would restore them to the throne, It didn't,

In a 5-to-2 ruling, the court said that school
boards, while still landlords, are no longer the lords
of public education under the Kentucky Education
Reform Act. Boards have dominion over school
property, budgets, personnel and compensation, but
they no longer rule what happens in schools.

The decision makes it clear that the 1990 law
restructuring Kentucky public schools gives coun-
cils enormous power. Indeed, their authority is so
sweeping that it will take even bold councils years to
realize the extent of their power and 1o brace up toits
challenges. It will also take time todetermine whether
this broad shiftof power has struck the right balance
between local autonomy and political responsibil-
iy.

The Kentucky School Boards Association has
maintained that it is absurd to question the right of
local boards to develop policies for district schools.
Surely, it argued, boards can still insist that all local
schools have a fine arts program, ban corporal
punishment and spell out what health studies pro-
grams should cover.

No they can't, said the court. Those and many
other responsibilities now rest with councils, not
boards. Determining curriculum, choosing disci-
pline techniques, planning instructional practices
and selecting textbooks are council duties,

That’s because the General Assembly made de-
centralization the spindle on which educationreform
turns. Permitting local boards to review council
goals would thwart the decentralization process.
Education reformis designed to ensure thateach cog
in the system—ifrom the state Department of Educa-
tion to counciis—is responsible for specific out-
comes. It gives each unit the power 1o fulfill its
duties, and it holds each accountable for the resulls.

While the court's decision is significant and has
important implications, it does not put school boards
oul of business.

They retain important functions, They must help
transform district offices from places that
micromanage into ones that serve individual schools.
Instead of calling the shots, the central office must
concentrate on supporting teachers and principals to
achieve results,

It means that superintendents have extremely
important leadership roles 1o play, and boards must
make it their business to employ excellent ones.
National studies of effective public schools show
that strong leadership is key. The stunning progress
of some Kentucky districts with excellent superin-
iendents shows that these appoinuments will be keys
to success.— Courier-Journal

Overcrowding in the juvenile section, bad plumb-
ing, broken cell windows and unsanitary condi-
tions were other problems cited during the inspec-
tion.

A December 8 order by corrections officials
called for the repair of these and other deficien-
cies.

“There was no way I could even have gone to
college withoul government assistance,” Arms
wenl on to say the cuts in programs proposed by
Gingrich and his GOP colleagues would hurt
every member of her family, and countless other
families in Kentucky and the nation as a whole.
She cited the proposed cuts in aid to eéducation,
job training and children's nutritional programs
(such as the WIC program) and Supplemental
Security Income as eéxamples.

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Floyd Countians started off 1994 with a snowstorm
they don’t care to remember, but one the record books '

won’t let them soon forget.

Schools, businesses and even the old reliable post
offices were forced to shut their doors thanks to the record
amounts of snow.

Some parts of Floyd County were covered with as
much as 20 inches of snow. The winter whiteout left most
county merchants taking a loss for the first month and had
students in school until mid-June.

The weather seemed to be a big thorn in the sides of
Floyd residents for much of the year, with floods following
the winter storm.

SoLID WASTE

Floyd Countians said hello to Rumpke of Ky. in 1994, a private solid waste company who hoped
to make the county’s solid waste department manageable.

But it still may be a while before the county can say goodbye to those problems which have

- Floyd County in debt over $3 million and in a court battle with Pike County over adebt owed to Pike.

The garbage problems began to heat up when the solid waste department decided to double the
rates of commercial and residential garbage pickups. .

The circuit court, however, disbanded the commission and appointed Bob Meyer as custodian
for the department. The fiscal court decided to bring in Rumpke to try to solve the problems.

The department isn’t out of the dumps yet as its efforts to get out of debt and in the clear will
carry over into the new year.

STUMBO OUSTER EFFORT

In a move that shocked nearly everyone in the county, including Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo and County Court Clerk Carla Boyd, Commonwealth Attorney John Earl Hunt asked
that Stumbo and Boyd’s positions be vacated.

Hunt filed a civil suit saying that both Stumbo and Boyd had failed to meet bond
requirements set forth by state law.

While most knew it would happen, nobody thought the move to have them ousted would
come until after a federal court had heard the case of Breathitt County Judge-Executive Nim
Henson, who is facing a similar situation. :

The Kentucky Supreme Court had already ruled that complete compliance with the law was
necessary and, if the federal judge agrees, Kentucky counties will see a major shake-up.

This is a matter Floyd Countians will definitely want to keep an eye on in 1995.

THUNDER RIDGE

After a much documented race with time, money and government, Appalachian Racing Inc, finally

looked to have pulled ahead in its quest to offer live racing in Eastern Kentucky.
" But just as Thunder Ridge looked to cross the finish line and into mainstream racing, another hurdle

was thrown in front of Appalachian Racing and it was forced to file bankruptcy. 5

Thunder Ridge opened July 3 with live harness racing after two years of struggling to get the facility
in operation.
