After just one year in oflicc, Dis­
trict Three Magi.l\ttatc Tommy Neil 
Adams plans to resign his scat on the 
fiscal court today (Friday). 

A<.laml> said late Thursday that he 
is resigning from office due to health 
reasons. 

"With my health problems 1 don't 
feel like I can pcrfunn my duties 
adequately," Adams said Thursday. 
"And, I feel that all county officials 
should carrv their load. I what to 
1..hank everyone in district three that 
supported me." 

last year, Adams had a cancerous 
growth removed from his nose. llc 
said 1ltursday that he may have to 
have smnc other surgery. but he de­
clined to say whcUter it may be of the 
same nature. 

Adams, 45. took oflice in January 
1994. and was an outspoken member 
of the court. Adams pushed to get 
information about the county's solid 
was1e dilemma and the controversial 
911 emergency service, which has 
not yet been implerncnLcd in the 
county. 

Last summer, when people tried 
lO crowd into the fiscal <;e>urt's tiny 
m:.:etingroomduringamonUIIymeet­
ing. Adams was in favor of movmg 
U1e meeting site w the circuit court­
room m the Floyd C'A>unty Court­
house. The court discontinued lhat 
practice of moving their monthly 
meeting after Ole marathon session 
that followed. Attendance at court 
meetings has smoe dwindled to less 
than a dozen people. 

Although be Will no longer be 
voting on the issue. ... Adams said that 
he will continue to take an interest in 
issues relating to county government . 

"I will Mill be active. as a citizen, 
to work. on issues like 911 and geu ing 
water lines in Left Deaver," Adams 
said. "I want to do anything I (:an as 
a private citizen to help repay the 
people that elected me." 

Adams said that his resignation 
will be effective Monday, January 
16. 

As for a replacement, Governor 
Brereton Jones will have to appoint 
someone to serve as district three 
magisttal.e until November. BecaLLc;e 
Adams' seat was not vacated 134 
days prior to the January 3 I ftling 
deadline. there can be no special pri­
mary election m May. Jones' appoin­
tee will serve until November. l...ead­
ers of t.be county's political parties 
will bave to select candidates to run 
for that office in November. Wbo­
ever wins iu lhc November eleclion 
will serve out Adams' unexpired term, 
which ends in December 1999.

Too late for special primaries, law says : 

Parties make picks 
if ouste·rs ordered

There will be no special primary 
elections this year in Floyd County, 
even if two prominent county offi­
cials are removed from office before 
tlle January 31 primary filing dead­
line. 

Suits filed late last year seeking the 
ousters of County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo and County Court 
Clerk Carla Doyd will have no impact 
on the May ballot.. a spokeswoman 
for Secretary of State Bob Babbagc 
said Thursday. Tile tleadline estab­
lished by law for filling vacancies 
through the primary process passed 
on January 9. according to Mary Sue 
Helm, and tbcJanuary 31 date has no 
hearing on the issue. 

Commonwealth Attorney John Earl 
HuntisseelcingthercmovalofStwnbo 
and Boyd under a ruling issued 10 late 
1994 by the Kentucky Supreme Court. 
The high court said certain county 
officials who failed to comply strictly 
with state bond requircmcnl'i must be 
removed. 

A local court hearing on those ouster 
efforts has not yet been set. and the 
Liming does not appear to be as criti­
cal as U10ught. 

Responses to Hunt's ouster suits 
are to be liled by Tuesday by Stumbo 
and Ooyd. 

Kentucky Revised Statute 118.115 
estAblishes the prCK.-css for Oiling va 
canctcs. should they arise m ihc county 
judge and county clcrk"s offices. 

Under lhat law. a special primary 
would be required only if the vacan­
cies were created nt least 134 days 
before the May 30 election. That tunc 
frame would have established a dead­
line of January 9. 

Should the local court order the 
judge's and clerk"s offices vacated 
after that date, local political parties 
will select nominees for a special 
election in 'November. Prior to that 
election, the offices will be filled by 
appoinunents from the governor. 

Ousted officials could not be reap­
pointed or selected as nominees by 
their parties. Under the law. tbose 
officials would be ineligible for lhcir 
fonner jobs for two years from the 

date of lhcll' removals. 
Only one county official. Drcathiu 

County Judge-Executive Nim 
Henson, has been removed from of­
tice so far under Lhe Supreme Court's 
ruling. Since Henson was removed 
on January 6, three days before the 
January 9 deadline, a special primary 
election will be required this May in 
Breathitt County to fill his unexpired 
Lerm. 

Meanwhile, Kentucky's General 
Assembly may consider changing the 
penalty provisions of the debated bond 

statute when it meets in special ses­
sion later this year. 1lle ouster issue 
could bet:ome moot if the law is 
changed.

Williamson 
said that the waste npparcnUy came 
from a veterinary clinic.

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Another law 
to break

The Floyd County Board of 
Education did the right thing 
this week by postponing there­
movals of two parent members 
of site-based decision making 
councils. 

W c would encourage the board 
and the affected council mem­
bers to explore any avenue they 
can which may offer a way 
around the law making those 
members ineligible. 

IL's a goofy law and so are the 
arguments in favor of it. 

Supporters say the statute. 
which prohibits parents from 
becoming school council mem­
bers from serving if they have a 
relative employed anywhere in 
the system, is designed to pro­
tect councils from becoming 
overly politicized. 

Other council members. in­
cluding teachers and school prin­
cipais, aren't subject to the same 
nepotism rules. 

We don't know how the stat­
ute writers arrived at the conclu­
sion that parents are more apt to 
be influenced by political moti­
vations, but their thinking cer­
tainly makes lillie sense. 

Maybe it doesn't happen, hut 

we're more likely to believe that 
school employees are moresus­
ceptible to pressures from higher 
up in the decision-making pro­
cess than parents. 

Besides, what possible differ­
ence could it make to a school 
council at, say, South Floyd. if a 
parent member's wife worked 
as a school secretary at, say, 
Auxier? 

Interesting] y enough, the situ­
ations two parent members :n;c 

in now in Floyd County arc strik­
ingly simi Jar to the issues faced 
by many county officials who 
are subject to removal from of­
fice for failing to comply strictly 
with an equally goofy law con­
cerning performance bonds. 

The state legislature may 
change that law in a soon-to­
come special session. 

They ought to take a look at 
the nepotism restrictions on par­
ent members of school councils 
while they're al it. 

Education reform is root.ed 
deeply in the premise the paren­
tal involvement in the process is 
critical and necessary. 

Restricting parental involve­
ment through silly laws will 
likely encourage just the oppo­
site.

Pike jailer charging 
inmates $10 a day 

Inmates at lhe Pike County Deten­
tion Centcrarcn ' tjust paying for their 
crimes anymore. Some arc paying 
for their st.'\ys, too. 

JaiJcr Morris "Coon'' Stratton last 
month started charging misdemeanor 
inmates SlOaday toward their board. 
Although that's small in comparison 
toStrauon'sS1.2millionannuaJ bud­
get, he said every little bit helps. 

"TL beats nothing," said Str.auon, 
who runs a 144-bcd facility in the 
state's largest county. "And boy, these 
medical expense!> and everything­
we're having a hard Lime." 

Stratton is taking advantage of a 
little-used law that allows counties to 
charge misdemeanor inmates a daily 
fee of up to 25 percent of their gross 
daily wages. Although lbat means be 
could charge more. Strallon will be 
happy to get $ 10 a day from inmates. 

Hickman County Jailer Joe F. 
Barber, vice prcsidenr of the Ken­
tucky Jailers Association, said many 
counties charge the fees for wodc­
release prisoners. J Ie was unaware of 
other counties charging ordinary in­
mates ao; Pike County docs, but he 
said it would be a good idea. 

The Kentucky Judge-Executives 
Association voted in Dcccmtx.~ to 
file a "friendly lawsuit" againstlllc 
state over payments for felony in­
mates. The state start<; picking up the 
tab five days after sentencing, but 
counties l11ink the inmate becomes 
thcstate' s re.c;ponsihi I ity immediately 
upon conviction. 

Jails' financial woes are partly 
attributable to decreases in Ute num­
bers of state inmates 1hcy arc paid to 
house as more prison beds have be­
come available. 

Stan Wilkins, ndtninistrative as· 
sistant at the Pike County lod.\lp, 
said his jail is losing ahout $500.000 

for inmate.c; who are now tlcing sent 
to private prisons like tJ1eOttcrCreck 
Correctional Center a1 Wheelwright. 

Barber said some misdemeanor 
prisoners can he in a county jail up to 
a year. But he :mid collecting from 
them is anolller maucr altogether, 
especially when the~ aren't free to 
cootinuc lhcir jobs.
