Racetrack's 
woes continue 

to add up

Over $85,000 will have to come 
out of Aoyd County's general fund 
to pay for improvements at 
Thunder Ridge racetrack because a 
$2.7 million bond issue for the pro­
ject bas been depleted. 

At Friday's court meeting, 
Judge-Executive Bob Meyer told

Aoyd County lost a "pretty 
good bundle" of federal funding 
last year because its Local 
Emergency Planning Committee 
(LEPC) failed to meet at least twice 
during the year. 

"Other counties have been get­
ting Aoyd County's money 
because Aoyd County's LEPC did 
not meet twice a year," David 
Chaffin, Area 9 coordinator for 
Disaster and Emergency Services, 
told members of the LEPC at a 
meeting Thursday evening. 

the court that the $85,828.47 is the 
amount due to Mountain 
Enterprises, which bad a $274,525 
contract for site development on 
the parking lot at the racetrack. 

"The cost of the total develop­
ment has significantly exceeded 
the $2.7 million available from the 
bond issue," Meyer said. 

Magistrates Jackie Owens and 
Ermal Tackett commented Friday 
that they didn't recall the contract 
coming before the flSCal court for 
approval. 

"I don't remember that contract 
coming through this flSCal court," 
Owens said. "We might be obligat­
ed to pay it, but it never came 
through this court." 

"We didn't vote on it," Tackett 
said. 

Meyer said he did not have all 
the information concerning the 
project and that there was no bid 
book on file in the judge-execu­
tive's office. 

"I dbn't have a copy of it and I 
have asked Terrell Ross for a 
copy:• Meyer said. "There are 
fml!ncial -concerns about Thun~r 
Ridge and I have asked Terrell 
Ross to provide a fmancial report 
on the expenses." 

Ross is the county's bonding 
agent and principal owner of 
Thunder Ridge. 

Meyer explained that Count)' 
Attorney Jim Hammond had 
assured him that Mountain 
Enterprises' claim was legitimate 
and it should be paid. The site 
development on the parking lot 
was part of a $5.6 million bid 
package to develop the track, 
Meyer added. Mountain 
Enterprises bas agreed to accept

Scaled-back courthouse to 
house only j udieial offices

An obvious rift between Aoyd 
Judge-Executive Bob Meyer and 
County Attorney Jim Hammond 
grew wider at Friday's fiscal court 
meeting during discussions relating 
to building a new courthouse facili­
ty. 

In the past, Hammond has urged 
the court to approve building a new 
$17 million facility which would 
house the county's circuit and dis­
trict courtrooms, plus county 

offices. 
Previously, the court bas been 

somewhat hesitant to approve 
building the multi-million dollar 
facility because of financial con­
cerns, but at one time the court gave 
the nod to the project. 

In April, Meyer told the court 
that the county could not afford to 
build a $17 million facility and 
magistrates voted to put the project 
on hold. 

At Friday's court meeting, 
Meyer recommended that the court 
bold flrst reading of an ordinance 

authorizing the construction of an 
$8.7 million two-story facility to 
be located on the site of 
Prestonsburg's municipal parking 
lot. The judge-executive explained 
that "virtually all the costs" associ­
ated with the project would be paid 
by the state's Administrative 
Office of the Courts (AOC). No 
county offices would be located in 
the new facility. 

Recently elected LEPC vice 
chairman Lon May explained that 
the planning conunittee is in the 
process of restructuring. May had 
hoped to begin implementing 
changes, including the election of a 
new chairperson to replace chair­
man Bob McAninch, at Thursday's 
meeting. 

City files suit against ambulance

Harry Hoffman, with AOC, 
explained to the court Friday that 
the project has been down-sized 
and that the building would consist 
of two floors to be used for court 
facilities. Also, the square footage 
of building has been reduced by 
9,000 square feet 

"We're making (the building) 
smaller to fit the money available 
to reduce any expenditure to the 
county," Hoffman said. 

The election was delayed 
because a potential candidate for 
the chair, Fred Rife, was unable to 
attend the meeting.

and gross wages tax is required by 
a city ordinance. The ordinance 
also calls for a penalty of ten per­
cent for nonpayment and an interest 
of six percent from the time the 
taxes were due until the taxes are 
paid.

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Hammond tells judge : 

Service 
cuts to 
begin 
July 1

A cut in services in the criminal 
division of the Floyd County 
Attorney's Office is being blamed on 
county budget cuts, but a portion of 
that funding for personnel in that 
division comes from state revenues. 

In a letter dated Tuesday from 
County Attorney Jim Hammond to 
District Judge James Allen, 
Hammond said that his office will no 
longer prepare or recommend crimi­
nal warrants and summons for the 
judge's consideration. 

Hammond's letter says that bud­
get cuts by Aoyd Judge-Executive 
Bob Meyer has forced him to con­
solidate job duties and reorganize 
personnel in his office. 

Meyer said Tuesday that he does 
not understand the move because the 
county attorney's offlce receives 
separate state funding for that divi­
sion. 

Meyer added that he has not seen 
a breakdown of the state funding for­
mula for those !l(lSitions and it is 
unknown if staff JX>sitions in the 
county attorney's office are fuUy 
funded by the state. 

In the county's proJX>sed 1995-96 
budget, six positions were eliminated 
from the county attorney's office and 
the amount conlributed by the court 
for an assistant county attorney was 
reduced to $6,000 per year. 

According to the publication by 
thestate'sLegislativeResearchCom­
mission, Kentucky Revised Statute 
15.770 (2) and 15.770 (5) provides 
for "the number of assistant county 
attorneys, stenographic, secretarial, 
clerical and other personnel positions 
is determined with the advice and

Schools will 
share rebates 
in settlement 
of milk suit 

Floyd County will get some 
extra milk money this school year. 
The county's school system will 
share in an $11.2 million civil 
recovery stemming from an alleged 
bid-rigging conspiracy that 
"milked" 65 Kentucky school dis­
tricts. 

In 1990, the state filed a lawsuit 
against 15 milk suppliers, who 
allegedly conspired to circumvent 
the competitive bidding process 
and, in effect, overcharged the 
school districts by millions of dol­
lars. 

In a settlement agreement 
announced Thursday by Attorney 
General Chris Gorman, Floyd 
County will receive an initial lump 
sum of $110,029 and an annual dis­
tribution of $24,581 for three 
years. 

Gorman said the settlement is 
believ..ed' to be the largest civil 
reco.fery of its type ever obtained 
in Kentucky. 

The highest initial amount, 
nearly $320,000, will go to Harlan 
County, while Pike County will 
receive $313,000. 

The agreement concerns the 
section of the case which was 
assigned to federal court in London 
and involves Pet/Land-O-Sun, 
Flav-0-Rich and Southern Belle 
dairies. The agreement also con­
tains assuran~ that the disputed 
practices will not take place in the 
future. 
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Wheelwright residents angered 
by city policy to cite ATV riders

Some people say that all-terrain­
vehidcsare not safe, but Wheelwright 
City Commissioners found out Mon­
day that the danger with the vehicles 
could lay with citing residents for 
riding them on the highway. 

One person was removed by a city 
police officer from Monday's city 
commission meeting for shouting at 
the commission concerning a crack­
down on riding A TV's on city streets. 

Mike Tackett was escorted from 
city ball by officer David Little when 
he refused to quit shouting at the 
commission. The meeting hall was 

• fllled Monday with residents who 
were there to protest the citing of 
A TV operators and the impoundment 
of those vehicles by city police offic­
ers. 

Mayor David Marlee Sammons 
tried to explain to the angry residents 
that there is a state law that prohibits 
persons from operating certain types 
of motorized vehicles on city or state 
highways. Sammons said city offi­
cials were concerned that some juve­
niles may be injured or killed while 
riding the vehicles on city streets. 

Many of the residents on band 
were not disputing the law, but 
claimed that some residents were 
getting preferential treatment from 
the officers. Some residents accused 
the commissioners of holding a se­
cretmeeting with police chiefTommy 
Engle to give the order to crackdown 
on those riding ATVs. 

Sammons denied that commis­
sionersheldasecretmeetingandsaid 
that he and commissioner David Boyd 
were talking with Engle when an 
"ATV went flying down the road." 

Boyd confirmed Sammons' ac­
count of the event and said they were 

at Commissioner Andy Akers· house 
when the incident happened. 

"Tommy asked us what he should 
do and we told him to 'enforce the 
law."' 

Jimmy Little told commissioners 
that Engle said be had been directed 
by commissioners to cite the A TV 
drivers and impound the vehicles. 

Engle was not present at Monday's 
meeting and Mayor Sammons called 
a halt to that part of the discussion 
until Engle could be present. 

Little complained that commis­
sioners had said in the past that they 
would allow residents to ride their 
A TV's in the city without being cited. 

One issue residents complained 
about was the lack of an access not on 
a state roadway to an area where 
A TV owners can ride their vehicles. 
Some said lbat they travel maybe 200 
yards on a state road in order to get to 
a fleld to ride the vehicles. 

Sammons said that lbe commis­
sion could not tell residents to ride on 
the highway, but be would talk with 
Engle about lbe situation. 

In other business Monday: 
• commissioners held flrstreading 

of the 199 5-96 budget; 
• commissioners agreed to give 

$200 for the city's Senior Citizens 
Day to be held July 14; 

• an agenda item regarding the 
resignation of commissioner David 
Hall and the appointment of a new 
commissioners was deleted and there 
was no discussion on that issue; and 

• commissioners agreed to contact 
Big Sandy Area Development direc­
tor Roger Recktenwald about the sta­
tus of a grant to repair the city swim­
ming pool. 

A special meeting will be called 
before the end of June to have second 
reading on the city's 1995-96 budget 
ordinance. The date for that meeting 
bas not been set.

consent of the Prosecutors Advisory 
Council on the basis of 'real need."' 

All staff positions are paid for by 
the state treasury to the extent that 
they assi~t in state prosecutorial du­
ties, according to the LRC publica­
tion entitled, "Duties of Elected 
County Offlcials." 

Hammond's letter said his office 
will perform his statutory duties, 
which include attending district court 
proceedings and the prosecution of 
criminal cases. 

"K.RS 15.725 (2) sets out the du­
ties of the county attorney and limits 
his duties to attending district court 
in his county and prosecuting all vio­
lations of criminal and penal laws 
within the jurisdiction of the district," 
Hammond's letter said. ''Therefore, 
commencing on July 1, 1995 ... the 
Floyd County Attorney and/or his 
assistant will attend lhe criminal di-

vision of the Floyd District Court and 
participate in arraignments wilb rec­
ommendations for disposition at that 
time of the charges that are placed 
against the defendants and/or bond 
recommendations." 

The letter also noted that law en­
forcement officers should seek crimi­
nal warrants or summons directly 
from the district judge and/or the trial 
commissioner "wilbout any assis­
tance from the Floyd County 
Attorney's offlce based upon their 
statutory duty to investigate criminal 
complaints ... " 

District Judge James Allen could 
not be reached Tuesday afternoon to 
comment on Hammond's letter. 

Hammond's actions came the day 
before a federal grand jury is to be 
seated in Ashland to hear evidence 
concerning Hammond's personal fi­
nancial dealings.

does not have a business license for 
1995 and is operating unlawfully 
within the city of Prestonsburg. 

The city is asking for the taxes 
due, a 10 percent penalty, six per­
cent till judgment and 12 percent 
thereafter and an injunction pre­
venting the illegal activity. 

"Ninety-eight percent of busi­
nesses and residents pay taxes," 
Burchett said. "It is not fair to them 
to let those who don't pay, not 
pay." 

Burchett said P & B is not the 
only business lbat has not paid 
taxes. 

"We've been in the process for 
some time to collect delinquent 
taxes," Burchett said. "There are 
three or four other businesses that 
if something does not happen we 
plan to me suit." 

Burchett said the city of 

Prestonsburg did not start wilb P & 
B, there were at least two other 
businesses that paid delinquent 
taxes with out the city having to 
me suit. 

Burchett also said the suit 
against P & B bas nothing to do 
with the dispute over ambulance 
services. 

B urcbett said it is coincidence 
that lbe suit was flied after the 
hearing. He said the city bad been 
working on this before lbe hearing 
even came up.

We hope Kentucky's General 
Assembly meets sometime soon 
to reform the state's archaic tax 
system.

until November 15 which, coin­
cidentally, is a week after the 
gubernatorial election. 

Addressing taxes in a special 
session prior to the election 
might give the impression that 
the governor and lawmakers are 
interested in the issue only for 
political gain and not necessar­
ily because tax reform is neces­
sary. 

Of course Kentucky lawmak­
ers aren't total strangers to~put­
ting their political carts before 
their constituents' horse. 

A goodly portion of their mas­
sive and historic tax hike in 1990 
was spent to ensure votes, while 
the education reform it was sup­
posed to finance didn't get all 
tlTe money it required. 

If legislators do address tax 
cuts before the task force fin­
ishes its report, they'll be send­
ing us another clear signal that 
they consider their first job to be 
keeping their jobs. 

And, despite· the obvious at­
traction of lower taxes, we 
should respond by sending them 
to look for new ones.

in Aoyd County. 
A federal grand jury is investigat­

ing our elected officials. Our state 
attorney general bas called a special 
grand jury to investigate the same 
people. FBI agents are everywhere. 
The KSP Special Investigations Units 
are everywhere else. The state audi­
tors office bas been checking the 
books and records on everything but 
the meter maid. Almost fifty subpoe­
nas have been served for the fll'St 
phase of the grand juries. The word 
on the street is that hundreds more 
will be served during the course of 
the two juries. 

For the first time in living memory 
an investigation of the Aoyd County 
Courthouse seems to be real, to be 
serious, and to have some meaning. 
But best of all, good meaty rumors 
and more rumors rise from the place 
like vapors from a swamp. 

As mountain people, we love gos­
sip and rumors. And rumors are ev­
erywhere of imminent arrests, of se­
cret testimony from people seeking 
immunity in exchange for informa­
tion. Rumors of wives flnking on 
husbands, secretaries on bosses, 
bosses on associates, until the list of 
immunity-seekers reads like a who's 
who in Aoyd County. 

The street gossip bas largely 
settled, who will walk the primrose 
path fll'St The questions now is who 
will be next? 

There is a bit of drama, a bit of 
soap opera, in all this. Does one play 
the stoic hero role, the good sailor 
and go down with the ship, or does 
one trade a bit of information for a 
place on the life raft-before things 
get carved in stone? 

This dilemma is also faced by 
those summoned before the grand 
jury. If you are guilty, do you lie and 
chance that someone bas already 
fmked on you. Then you risk the 
original charge, plus perhaps an ad­
ditional ten or so years for perjury 
and conspiracy. 

It is said that federal judge Joseph 
Hood gets wilder than Marrying Sam 
at a $4 wedding when be bas a con­
victed politician before him for sen­
tencing. And this for the ordinary 
things politicians do-such as steal· 
ing.

struction of justice and the Lime can 
equal that of the flrst mortgage. 

Can all of this be true? Even half 
of it? Has the day of Armageddon 
fmally arrived for our good old boys. 
Kentucky people have learned 
through bitter experience to look at 
grand juries with ajaundiceeye, even 
state ones, as all too often the tail 
wags the dog. But for the people, the 
consensus from the creeks and hol­
lows says yes, they went to the well 
once too often. 

The well was the 911 fund, and the 
lies, the empty promises that sus­
tained that bit of fraud for five years. 
Perhaps nothing in Floyd County's 
203-year history caused more rage 
than the fiscal court's statement. ''Not 
to worry folks, we replaced your miss­
ing 911 money with your tax money, 
so you haven't really lost anything." 

Virtually to a man and woman, 
Floyd County people have turned 
against them. There is hatred and 
contempt, a bitter quality to their 
voice, like a Frenchman speaking of 
"de bosch" or Germans in 1945. 

Yet it is also becoming more dif­
ficult to remain serious, to keep a 
straight face, as the courthouse drama 
take on an O.J. Simpson atmo­
sphere-albeit with less gruesome 
jokes. One wag suggests changing 
our name to Canaryville, as there are 
more canaries here then in the Ca­
nary Islands. Another gave his opin­
ion that they were building the opera 
bouse too late, because everybody in 
Prestonsburg was already singing. 
But. the most knowing remark came 
from a gnarled old creeker who said 
that. if convicted, the courthouse gang 
would get out on shock probation 
because there wasn' tanything to steal 
in the big bouse. 

This is the most hopeful sign of all 
that our people may have turned a 
comer, drawn a line in the dust and 
said, 'enough!' You cannot rule 
people through fear if they refuse to 
be afraid of you. It is worse when 
they ridicule you and crack irreverent 
jokes about you. 

This is the Armageddon our offi­
cials face-a terribly aroused and 
bitter group of citizens. 

Will they ever march on the court­
house like they did in the old Fran­
kenstein movies?

A dollar here •.• 
A dollar there ... 
But is it legal? 

Editor: 
Recently, the lawyers of Kentucky 

and the Kentucky Bar Association 
have been recipients of much nega­
tive press and public criticism over 
the opposition to House Bill 36, 
passed by the 1994 General Assem­
bly. This legislation includes a provi­
sion that each physician and attorney 
licensed to practice in Kentucky must 
pay a one dollar "fee" upon renewal 
of their license. 

Proceeds from this assessment 
were to pay medical professional li­
ability insurance premiums for phy­
sicians while they are providing medi­
cal care at a few localized charitable 
health care facilities. 

While the Kentucky Bar Associa­
tion (KBA) and its Board of Gover­
nors maintain that support of such a 
charitable cause is worthy of fund­
ing, there was a legitimate legal ques­
tion as to whether any part of House 
Bill36 violated any provisions of the 
Kentucky Constitution. House Bill 
36 was initiated by several lobbyist 
groups. 

The Kentucky Bar Association is 
an agency of the Supreme Court gov­
erning all attorneys licensed to prac­
tice in the Commonwealth, and as 
such, engages in no lobbyist activi­
ties. Furthermore, we were not con­
sulted prior to the passage of this bill. 

Among the concerns of the KBA 
Board of Governors were whether or 
not it was Constitutional to single out 
physicians and attorneys to solely 
bear the financial burden of such 
charitable endeavors, and if so, can 
the General Assembly dictate to 
whom wemakeourcharitablecontri­
butions? 

The Office of the Attorney Gen­
eral bas replied with a resounding 
NO, there is no "rational basis for the 
singling out of physicians and attor­
neys to pay for medical malpractice 
insurance for charitable health care 
facilities ... " 

r d like to reiterate that the issue 
was not about a dollar. We applaud 
what Reverend Gerald Baker is at­
tempting to do in Hopkinsville. How­
ever, we also feel that it should be up 
to the individual citizen, whether it 
be a doctor, a lawyer, a salesperson, 
or any person to choose the charity to 
which they contribute. 

IftheLegislaturefmdssuchacbar­
ity worthy of mandatory public sup-

port, then why is this not being sup­
ported through the General Fund? At 
last count, the GeneralFundhas more 
than $100 million in surplus, and the 
cost of this malpractice coverage is 
approximately $5,000 per year. 

I would further point out that the 
biennial budget of the Common­
wealth is in excess of $10 billion, so 
$10,000 out of that two year budget is 
minuscule, or less than .0001% of the 
entire budget The Legislature did 
not believe it was important enough 
to fund medical malpractice insur­
ance for physicians working at a free 
clinic in Hopkinsville out of the Gen­
eral Fund and tax all Kentuckians. 
They laid this burden on a small seg­
ment of the taxpayers of Kentucky, 
that being the doctors and lawyers­
and no one else. 

Our Kentucky Bar Foundation 
alone has contributed more than 1.8 
million dollars in the last seven years 
for legal projects that assist all Ken­
tuckians. 

Additionally, the citizens of the 
Commonwealth and the press need to 
be reminded of the many acts of char­
ity which the lawyers of Kentucky do 
on a daily basis. Not only do we give 
of ourselves as little league coaches, 
members of civic clubs and organiza­
tions and community action boards, 
every charitable or nonprofit board 
of which I'm aware bas an attorney 
serving as a member, frequently in a 
leadership position. We also give of 
our legal training. 

On June 8, 1995, more than 600 
lawyers in Kentucky received awards 
for donating a minimum of 50 hours 
of legal representation to the poor. 
That is over 30,000 hours of donated 
legal services to Kentuckians in one 
year. Thousands more lawyers do­
nate their time to assist the poor but 
have not asked for recognition. 

The issue here is not a dollar. The 
issue is special legislation which is 
prohibited by the Kentucky Consti­
tution, and whether the General As­
sembly has the right to mandate what 
charities a lawyer or any citizen must 
support. 

The bar would be remiss if they 
did not challenge an improper act of 
the legislature. Every citizen has that 
right whether they are a lawyer, an 
engineer, or a newspaper editor. Any 
newspaper (editor) suggesting other­
wise is a hypocrite.

four equal monthly payments to 
retire the debt, the judge-executive 
said. 

The court agreed to pay the debt, 
but they are concerned about the 
financial condition of Mountain 
Racing, which is operating the 
track under bankruptcy protection. 

In related issues Friday, Thunder 
Ridge owners are asking the fiSCal 
court to deter roadside spectators at 
car racing events in order to up the 
revenue at the facility. 

In a letter to Judge-Executive 
Bob Meyer from Steve Baker, pres­
ident of Thunder Ridge, Baker asks 
the court to request t11at state offi­
cials erect "No standing or 
Parking" signs on the shoulder of 
the road at the complex. 

". . .I convey to you and the 
Floyd County Fiscal Court mem­
bers that your assistance is required 
in order that we may improve the 
financial condition at Thunder 
Ridge," Baker's letter said. "As 
you are now aware, the track's 
location on Kentucky Route 3 
allows unlimited 'free' viewing 
from the public roadway. During 
our Saturday evening stock car race 
meets, you can usually find 100 or 
more cars parked on the roadside 
and 300-500 pedestrians watching 
the race meet without paying. 

"You and the court should be 1.) 
concerned that these persons are 
not paying to attend the events, 
thereby resulting in lower atten­
dance which only enhances the 
possible lack of revenue in the 
future to continue to make the 
county's lease payments; and 2.) 
the safety of these people is very 
serious and the situation being 
posed is 'an accident waiting to 
happen,"' Baker's letter said. 

Magistrate Owens said that the 
people on the roadside were racing 
fans that could not afford to pay the 

$15 per person admission to the 
races. 

"I took my two boys to the races 
and it was $15 a head to get in," 
Owens said. "That's $45 and that's 
a lot of money. If you can't afford 
to get in and you love racing, you 
get as close as you can. If the peo­
ple are off the road and not in dan­
ger, I don't see how the track peo­
ple can come out and say get off." 

Meyer said that it was in the 
county's best interest to support any 
attempt to increase revenue at the 
track. 

"Whether we like it or not, the 
court is liable for a $2.7 million 

bond issue and we are a guarantor 
on an additional bank loan," Meyer 
said. "A loss of revenue at Thunder 
Ridge is a concern and it is signifi­
cant to us, the county as the owner, 
their financial situation." 

Meyer said that be would con­
tact state officials regarding the 
posting of the signs. 

Floyd Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson told the court that he 
would enforce the law if the signs 
are erected, but added that it was 
something he did not want to do. 

"If the signs are up, I have no 
choice," Thompson said.

Hoffman said that Prestonsburg 
officials have said additional land 
would be purchased by the city for 

parking. 
Hammond disagreed that the 

project would be at no cost to the 
county and said that the county 
will lose revenue because AOC 
would move its offices out of the 
county courthouse, eliminating the 
rental income. 

"We'lllose revenue and have to 
maintain (the current courthouse)," 
Hammond said. "What are we 
going to use it for, Easter egg 
hunts?" 

AOC and the county had the 
option to let the City of 
Prestonsburg float the $9 million 
bond issue for the project and 
Magistrate Jackie Owens suggest­
ed lhey do so. 

''Let Prestonsburg build it and 
let Prestonsburg go in debt instead 
of us," Owens said. 

Hammond added that the court 
could change its mind after 
November when a special election 
will be held to fill the judge-exec-

utive's and District Three magis­
trate's seats on the court. 

"A new court could come in in 
November and reverse all this," 
Hammond said. 

The county attorney added that 
there were plans to move the 
judge-executive's office to the 
tourism building, owned by the 
court. in Prestonsburg. Hanunond 
said the chamber of conunerce and 
Prestonsburg's tourism office, 
which are located in the tourism 
building, would be "put out" of 
those offices. 

"I didn't realize there was a pro­
posal on that," Meyer told 
Hammond.

Teaberry store 
banned from 
WICprogram 

A Teaberry store has been dis­
qualified by the state Department for 
Health Services from participating in 
the Supplemental Food Program for 
women, Infants and Children (WI C). 

Hamilton and Sons at Teaberry 
was disqualified from the program 
after the store charged for foods not 
received by an undercover investiga­
tor at the time of purchase. 

Retailers who violate state WIC 
regulations lose the right to accept 
WIC checks for periods ranging from 
three months to three years, Fran 
Hawkins, vendor management su­
pervisor for the state program, said. 
The Teaberry store has been disquali­
fied for at least one year. 

WIC is a federally funded pro­
gram that provides nutrition counsel­
ing and specific foods hlgb in pro­
tein, iron and vitamin C to low-in­
come pregnant women, new moth­
ers, infants and children through age 
4. With vouchers from local heallh 
departments, womel) can obtain food 
from authorized stores. 

The state action against the Teab­
erry store became effective May 27. 
To regain authorization, the store must 
reapply and be accepted.

When Christians lose their faith 
Most of us have beard people say 

such phrases as: "I used to be a Chris­
tian, but it was too hard." or "I used to 
be a Christian, but then I backslid, so 
what's the use of turning back now; 
it's too late." My question is: "What 
was your response to these state­
ments?" Was it one of saying "that's 
too bad, but it's your decision," or 
was it one of inviting that person to 
repentance and then back to church 
where they belong? 

St. John tells us: "Little children, 
let us not love in word or speech but 
in deed and in truth (1 John 3: 18)." 
The sincere, active faith and charity 
which St. John demanded of the f~rst 
and second generation of Christians 
in Asia Minor is still demanded of all 
of us today. Nineteen centuries have 
elapsed since John wrote his letter, 
but the essence of the Christian faith 
bas not changed in all those years. If 
anything, the need today for a living 
Christian faith, that is, a faith lived 
daily, and an active charity, is greater 
than it wa<; in the first century. Oppo­
nents of the Christian faith are far 
more numerous now than they were 
then. What the enemies keep throw­
ing in our faces is not rhetoric or 
apologetics or logical arguments, but

Mter one full week back 
from vacation I learned 
upon my return of the things 
that I missed in the county. 

On vacation I spent some 
time with my brothers and 
sisters as we journeyed to 
the gate way to the west, the 
St. Louis area (actually 
Alton, illinois). 

It was a relaxing time for 
me (mentally), and I enjoyed 
seeing my nieces (my 
brother had five daughters). 
I haven't seen them in sev­
eral years. 

Upon returning to work 
last week, I received a tele­
phone call informing me 
about the ruckus at Archer 
Park after a Little League 
baseball game. Then I read 
theLettertotheEditor(writ­
ten by Ed Goble from 
Pikeville) and I also talked 
with the mother who was 
defending her son. 

The problems that oc­
curred that evening proved 
what I have been saying for 
so many years - parents 
are just too involved in the 
game of Little League base­
ball. If a solution is not dis­
covered, an ordinary game 
of Little League baseball 
could become a tragedy. 

The adult who threatened 
the 16-year-old umpire in 
the parking lot should not 
be feeling macho but should 
be feeling shame. When is a 
game of baseball worth 
threatening to beat up a kid? 

This individual should 
feel very fortunate that the 
mother of this umpire did 
not take the legal action 
against him that she had the 
right to do. 

I talked to some of the 
fans who were present at 
the game and several of 
them expressed neutrality 
on the issue, although they 
thought the kids did a de­
cent job of calling the 
ball game. 

Little League umpires are 
not required (during regu­
lar season play) to be regis­
tered and I think that is a 
mistake. When monetary 
compensation is given for 
services performed as an 
umpire, then the umpires 
should be required to be 
register. 

In this case, these two 
16-year-olds,said "I will do 
it" because no other um­
pires could be found. Both 
of them are knowledgable 
about the game of baseball 
because they played it for 
so many years. If they were 
not knowledgeable -
granted they should not have 
been back there if they 
weren't- it did not call for 
the kind of action or scene 
displayed in the parking lot. 

Again, I have advocated 
(three years ago) that each 
Little League franchise has 
an elected president. That 
president would be respon­
sible for overseeing the run­
ning of the league and would 
be accountable to the area 
president, whom ust answer 
to the people in St. Peters­
burg, Florida. 

The league director of the 
Prestonsburg Little League 
(Steve Stephens) passed 
away a week before all this 
happened. I don't know if

Fans, es­
pecially parents, in this day 
and time are very vocal and 
at times threatening toward 
umpires. 

That is one reason that 
good quality umpires are not 
to be found. They have quit 
and it is because of the fans. 
(This is true in many of the 
sporting events around 
Floyd County). 

Parents and other fans 
don't seem to care about the 
example they are setting for 
our young people and about 
the embarassment they 
cause the kids on the field. 

Prestonsburg Little 
League, like the Harold­
Allen-Prater Little League 
(Allen Park), is fortunate that 
they play all their games at 
one location, Archer Park. 
That makes it easier to over­
see the events. 

The league director 
should be required to be at 
all the games or to send an 
appointed representative 
who would be in charge. 

When a parent or fan is 
BEGINNING to get out of 
hand, the leaguedirector(not 
the umpire, although he has 
the authority to do so) should 
approach the individual or 
individuals and ask that they 
refrain from their actions. 

If those parents or fans 
persist in making themselves 
look foolish and disrupting 
things on the field, they 
should be asked to depart 
the confmes and not just to 
the parking lot area. 

If that doesn't work, law 
enforcement officers need 
to be summoned. A viola­
tion by a parent/fan should 
carry a warning that any fu­
ture outbursts will cause 
them to be banned from all 
Little League games. 

Now some will say, it 
should never come to some­
thing like that at a Little 
League baseball game. 
You're right. It shouldn't. 
And it wouldn't if parents/ 
fans would just remember 
that Little League baseball 
is for the kids to enjoy and to 
learn the great game of base­
ball. 

Some of the kids, al­
though they will never tell 
their moms or dads, are 
ashamed of the actions of 
their parents at games. Three 
years ago, I will never for­
get it, a Little Leaguer told 
me those very same words 
and his head was not held 
high when he said it. 

Mom. Dad. Leave the 
game to the kids. Leave the 
umpires alone and let every­
one enjoy the season. 

All-Star time is coming 
up and the different leagues 
(5) around the county will 
be picking their ali-star 
teams. If Johnny or Judy 
doesn't make tlte team, don't 

become bitter. Set the right 
example for the kids and go 
ahead and take your much­
needed vacation.

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Mountain Parkway barn 
conjures up memories 

There's an old bam that sits over in a 
field just off the Mountain Parkway. 
From the looks of it, it's hcen there for 

a long time but the first time 1 noticed it, it 
looked strangely familiar. 

Suddenly it came to me that this dilapidated 
old building was a dead ringer to the old dairy 
bam in which we used to play as youngsters 
growing up in Muddy Branch back in the 1940s. 

Of course, our bam isn't there anymore, but it 
sat in the head of Society Row on a little slope 
just above Claude VanHoose's house. Since­
especially in the summertime- we pretty well 
roamed the n.eighborhood like a band of wander­
ing Gypsies, we had a habit of staking our claim 
on such properties. Thus, the barn became still 
another one of our secret places where we'd 
meet and play. 

The old weather-worn structure had been built 
in the far distant past (probably not as far distant 
as it seemed at the time) by the Northeast Coal 
Company for the express purpose of feeding and 

milking the cows the company owned. 
Dy the late forties, .1\owcvcr. there were prob­

ahly no more than three or four cows still being 
milked there: ours and maybe Claude 
VanHoose's and Milt Ratliff's. 

So, eight or ten of the boys in the neighbor­

what livestock that did frequent the place­
somebody would occasionally have a horse or 
mule there, too-there were usually several 

. bales of hay and piles of corn and fodder stacked 
in the loft. 

That was good, because the hay bales made 
an excellent fort and the corn (or at least the 
cobs) made great ammunition for the war games 
we'd sometimes play. 

We'd choose up sides, fort up, and have at it. 
There's definitely something memorable about 

peeping over a bale of hay and catching a com­
cob slap between the eyes. 

Fortunately, if the going got too tough, there 
were a couple of escape hatches handy. One was 
in the form of a big, perhaps four-feet square, 
hole in the middle of the loft's tloor, no doubt 
used at one time for throwing fodder to the cattle 
on the ground level. The only problem was that 
the floor beneath was concrete and it was proba­
bly a seven or eight feet drop. Another option 
for escape was to bail out the only unboarded 
upstairs window. However, it was over the 
manure pile-which wasn't so bad unless it was 
fresh. 

Our education was enhanced a good deal, too, 
in that old bam loft, especially if any of the 
older boys happened to be among our number. I 
can remember us all laughing heartily at the Liza 
and Rastus stories. I was probably the only one 
there who didn't understand them or know why 
they were supposed to be fwmy. 

What is funny, though, is how the sight of an 
old barn sitting in a field along the Mountain 
Parkway can make a grown man 10 years old 
again.

It's no wonder 
people like Brenda Allen, Jake Messer, John Heinze 
and the late Barbara Allen Heinze were attracted to 
the unspoiled mountains of McDowell County, North 
Carolina. 

If you should decide to take a quick vacation this 
summer you could not beat Little Switzerland, 
North Carolina. You won't want to miss breakfast 
or lunch at the Little Switzerland Cafe, General 
Store and Gift Shop, parmcrship of Brenda Allen 
and Jake Messer, former Floyd Countians. Brenda•s 
homemade soups and upscale sandwiches have 
become the excuse used by a lot of Asheville, 
North Carolina residents to drive fifty miles for 
lunch. 

Brenda also makes light as a feather biscuits 
every morning from April till the snows fly. With 
an elevation of over 6,000 feet, snow can be 
depended on shortly after the spectacular fall 
foliage disappears. Brenda has also opened a gift 
shop one door down from a quaint book store so 
compact it allows only one browser at a time. The 
gift shop is filled with everything you won't see at 
all the other gift shops. Brenda is the daughter of 
the late Mrs. Elizabeth Ray, a former resident of 
Abbott Creek. 

Last fall Jake Messer, the other half of the 
dynamic duo, carpenter and wood specialist decid­
ed to replace the floor in the cafe and ended up 
tearing the whole building down. The trees used in 
flooring the new building were cut from the sur­
rounding hills and finished by Jake and a friend, tbe 
local sawmill owner. The only thing missing from 
this picture was the absence of friendly Waltons 
who just dropped in to help. In any case the result 
is just plain beautiful and must be a great source of 
accomplislunent to a fellow with respect for old 
ways and preservation. 

Now the cafe is two stories and twice as large 
as the original building. With the second floor 
complete the cafe will be able to accommodate 
larger groups this summer. New barbecue menu 
selections from an outback grill promtse to satisfy 
tbose who have decided not to worry about fat 
content while on vacation. 

A touch of Eastern Kentucky is found above 
the entrance to the Switzerland Cafe. There hangs 
a print of the Mother Goose Market, located in 
Perry County. Beside that print is a familiar scene 
of a Floyd County cemetery memorial church ser­
vice ritual attended by friends and family of tbe 
departed. 

It is very clear that these people still have 
strong ties to the mountains of Kentucky. Like 
most mountain people forced to leave home to 
find work or those whose wanderlust led them to 
see the other side of the mountain, these Floyd 
Countians have taken their memories and tradi­
tions with them. 

It is easy to see tbat the mountains are twice as 
high as ours but the folks are pretty much from 
the same bolt. Jake Messer, quoted in a Mitchell 
News Journal article recently remarked that be 
wanted to preserve the friendly country store 
aunosphere he knew as a child growing up in 
Floyd County Kentucky. 

Apparently his desire has been met with a good 
deal of approval from the number of cars parked 
in front of the Switzerland Cafe and General 
Store. Jake's Mother, Delores Messer lives in 

Garrett. 
If by chance you are looking for peace and beauty, 

Little Switzerland, North Carolina is just a skip off 
the Blue Ridge Parkway. Look for the Blue Ridge 
Parkway on your map and Route 226. 

For all the rock hounds in the family, the Museum 
of North Carolina Minerals is located at the junction 
of the parkway and N.C. 226. The Little Switzerland 
Cafe complex is just around the bill where diners are 
always greeted by two Floyd County golden retriev­
ers, Sibo and Tucker. 

If you are real fortunate and happen by when a 
wine and cheese tasting event is in progress, you 
might witness the work of talented wood carvers Jlr 
hear a live nostalgic rendition of "Mr. Bojangles" 
guaranteed to bring back those lost in the sixties feel­
ings. 

Lodging is available in several privately owned 
nearby mountain hotels. A huge chalet style hotel just 
up the hill from the Switzerland Cafe is surrounded 

by quaint shops and a panoramic view so Swiss it's 
hard to suppress a yodel. Fog shrouded green moun­
tains overlook peaceful valley scenes - and all with­
in spitting distance of the beautiful Blue Ridge 
Parkway . 

Little Switzerland isn't the place for people who 
need to be entertained. It is a wonderful place to play 
golf, read a good book, unwind, eat healthy food, 
shop a little and think about nothing for a day or two. 
In the words of John Heinze, a part-time resident, and 
full time golfer, "It just don't get no better than this." 
John lives around the ridge above the Cafe on 
Osborne Knob. 

Looking out his back door one can almost see for­
ever. The view changes constantly, not only with the 
seasons but with every sunrise and sunset. Johnny 
told a tourist at the cafe the other day that he couldn't 
live long enough to play all the courses within a ftfty 
mile radius of Little Switzerland, but he was sure 
going to give it his best shot.

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The Green Allen Brooks story 

L ee County Sheriff Robert F. Giles locked the 
elderly Green Allen Brooks in tbe Jonesville, 
VA, jail in April of 1935 after arresting him 

for the manufacture of illegal liquor. Lee County is the 
westernmost county in Ytrginia 

Brooks, who bad worl<ed as a teacher, circuit riding 
preacher, posunaster and store owner, was widely 
known and respected in the mountain area News of 
his arrest brought person after person to Jonesville 
calling on Lee County officials to intercede in behalf 
of the "prophet of the bills" as Richard Zanger called 
him in An Eye For An Eye. Brooks was a member of 
Hopewell Baptist Church where he was a deacon for 
over 35 years. 

Circuit Court Judge Ezra T. Carter's courtroom was 
ftlled to capacity when Green Allen, six feet one inch 
in height, stood to address the court. 

"Judge, I've made moonshine," Brooks, who had 
several years of legal experience while Claiborne 
County judge, told the court "But I made it from corn 
on my own land. Every man in these bills has a right 
to do that. It's the code of the mountain. 

"It was done before the Constitution of these 
United States and it'll be done a hundred years from 
now and then another hundred. They can't say I can't 
use my own corn on my own land to do with as I 
please. The missus makes apple butter from apples, 
pies outta blackberries. Judge, I use com." 

Judge Carter coughed into a handkerchief to hide a 
noticeable smile of appreciation for Brooks' con­
tention. Carter met Brooks in Jonesville many years 
before and had a deep respect for his knowledge and 
many accomplislunents in life. Carter had remarked on 
previous occasions that Brooks was an outstanding 
example for disadvantaged young people. 

"Green Allen, I admit there is a code that moun­
taineers have lived by for many years," Judge Carter 
said reverently. "But there is a law of the land and I'm 
bound by that law. I fmd you guilty of the offense by 
your own admission. Because of your outstanding 
record and since this is your ftrst offense-! sentence 
you to 90 days in jail. Green Allen, I also expect this 
to be your last offense. Sheriff Giles, take Mr. Brooks 
to the jail." 

Judge Carter checked on Brooks regularly and after 
sixty days he asked that he be returned to the court. 

"Green Allen, I know that your wife is ailing," 
CarteF said. "The summer is coming on and you've 
got things to do. I trust you've served enough of your 
time to learn your lesson. I'm gonna see you home 
today if you promise me you'll not be brought back 
before me again." 

"Judge Carter, I do want to get back to the missus 
and to the farm," Brooks smiled as he said. ''Thank 
you, judge.;; 

Green Allen reached out his hand and tbe judge 
shook it heartily as he said, "Take care of yourself old­
timer!" 

Sheriff Giles visited with Brooks outside the court­
room. 

"I don't want to bear about you breaking the law," 
the sheriff said. "If you do I'm coming after you 
myself." 

"If you ever want me Sheriff you'd better come 
after me yourself," Brooks said pointedly. "If you send 
Redmond or Bailey you'll never see them again." 

Green Allen's words made Sheriff Giles uneasy. He 
awoke very early the following morning thinking of 
Brooks and what be said. He had difflculty getting 
back to sleep. He found some peace when he thought, 
at Brooks' age, there would most likely be no reason 
to call on him again." 

"If he does start up moonshining again then I' 11 call 
on him myself," he said to himself. "Or have someone 
besides Redmond and Bailey go." 

With that settled Sheriff Giles went back to sleep. 
Meanwhile there was a problem at the Brooks farm 

in the Piney Spur section on the Vtrginia road on the 
western edge of Lee County. · 

Brooks' son-in-law, Luther Poore, had run into 
problems and lost his job as traveling salesman on the 
Harlan County route for tbe Warren P. Rasch 
Company in Middlesboro. A warrant for embezzle­
ment was issued against the 30-year old Poore and he 
was holed up at the Brooks residence. 

The Middlesboro police learned where he was bid­
ing and sent a fugitive warrant to Jonesville for assis­
tance. Redmond and Bailey, who were residents of 
western Lee County, we•e at the sheriff's office when' 
the papers arrived on the morning of July 18, 1935. 

The two officers would have second thoughts if it 
was Green Allen they were going after but it was his 
son-in-law. Had Sheriff Giles been present he would 
have told Redmond and Bailey to let one of the other 
offices go after Poore. Giles was elsewhere on county 
business. 

As the two officers parked on the highway near the 
Brooks farm they saw three men working on an auto­
mobile and at first thought Luther Poore was one of

Many people believe that doing 
sit ups will help them trim their stom­
ach. Television ads are loaded with 
products claiming to help people re­
duce their stomachs. These products 
sell because the public wants to be­
lieve that spot reduction works. 

Spot reduction is the belief that a 
particular calisthenic exercise will 
reduce fat on a particular part of the 
body. This is a very appealing myth. 

Muscle 
and fat have little to do with one 
another, and it is possible to have

Reduction can occur in some spots 
more readily than others, however. 
When weight is lost, both fat and 
muscle tissue are depleted. If a per­
son exercises during weight reduc­
tion, muscle tissue is built,Jor a net 
gain of muscle and a net loss of fat. 
This can appear to be spot reduction, 
since fat tends to be lost from the 
places in which it is most abundant. 
Therefore, hips, thighs, or stomach 
may reduce more quickly than other 
spots because of diet and exercise, 
but this effect is not due to spot reduc­
tion exercises. Body fat distribution 
is under genetic control, so some 
spots may never look like the ideal. 

The belief in spot reduction can 
have its hazards, both physical and 
financial. Certain calisthenics that 
have been promoted as spot-reduc­
ing aids can cause injuries. These 
include straight leg situps, hyperex­
tension of the back, deep kneebends, 
and any exercise involving bouncing 
stretches. Such exercises should be 
avoided, for spot reducing or any 
other purpose. The financial hazards 
come from the purchase of exercise 
equipment and enrollment in expen­
sive health clubs that promote spot 
reduction. No exercise can cause a 
loss of fat in a particular spot, so 
advertising that promises such a loss 
is deceptive. As the old saying goes, 
"If it sounds too good to be true then 
it probably is." In conclusion, diet 
and aerobic exercise for at least 30 
minutes a day will reduce fat in a

STRAWBERRY MERINGUES 
Here is a dessert full of contrasts 

in tastes and textures: crunchy sweet 
meringues, billowy whipped cream 
and refreshing juicy berries. 

You will need a pastry bag to pipe 
out the meringue shells. 

Serves 8 
3 large egg whites, at room tem-

perature 
Pinch of cream of tartar 
Pinch of salt 
1 cup sugar 
In. of a vanilla bean, split 
2 pints strawberries 
1 112 cups heavy cream, chilled 
1/4 teaspoon pure vanilla extract 
2 tablespoons coarsely crushed 

amaretti cookies 
1. Preheat the oven to 200". Butter 

and flour a large baking sheet and 
using a glass or can as a template, 
mark eight 4-inch circles on the sheet. 

2. Rinse a large bowl with bot 
water and dry it. Place the egg whites 
in the bowl and, using a hand-held 
electric mixer, beat until foamy. Add 
the cream of tartar and salt and beat 
until soft peaks form. Then beat in 9 
tablespoons of the sugar, 1 table­
spoon at a time, until the whites bold 
stiff peaks. 

3. Using the tip of a knife, scrape 
the seeds from the vanilla bean into 3 
tablespoons of the sugar and stir well. 
Fold the vanilla sugar into the egg 
whites with a rubber spatula until 
evenly incorporated. 

4.Scoopthemeringueintoapastry 
bag fitted with a 1/4-inch fluted tip. 
Pipe the meringue in spirals to fill in 
the circles marked on the baking sheet; 
then build up the sides to give each a 
rim about In. inch high. Bake for 
about 1 1/2 hours, until crisp and very 
lightly colored. (The meringues can 
be made up to 2 days ahead; store 
carefully in an airtight container.) 

5. Rinse and dry the strawberries. 
Using a small sharp knife, hull the 
berries and thinly slice lengthwise. 
Place the berries in a bowl and toss 
them with 3 tablespoons of the sugar. 
Refrigerate until cold, 1 to 2 hours. 

6. In a medium bowl, using the 
electricmixer, wbipthecbilledheavy 
cream with the remaining 1 table­
spoon sugar and the vanilla extract 
until it forms soft peaks. 

7. To serve, place the meringue 
shells on plates. Spoon the whipped 
cream into the shells. Spoon the straw­
berries and their juice over the 
whipped cream and sprinkle the 
amaretti crumbs over all. Serve at 
once .
