No disciplinary actions will be 
taken against two Prestonsburg High 
School students who took home state 
assessment tests to complete. 

Floyd school board attorney Phil 
Damron said Thursday that be bad 
been designated by school officials 
to take over the investigation into the 
incident at Prestonsburg High School 
and that no student would be repri­
manded. 

"There will be no action taken in 
any manner against any student," 
Damron said. "We will not hold any 
child responsible for adults that are 
supposed to be monitoring and ad­
ministering those tests. I want to spe­
cifically state that no adverse action 
will be taken against any student in 
regard to the (incident)." 

Damron's comments relating to 
disciplining the students are appar­
ently in response to a statement made 
Tuesdaybytheschoolsystem'scom­
munications director, Geoff Belcher. 

Belcher said Tuesday that the stu­
dents who took home the state as­
sessment tests would be dealt with 
"severely." 

School officials became aware of 
the incident after being notified by 
the Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion and the state's Office of Educa­
tion Accountability.

No comments made 
about school tax rates

It appears that Floyd Countians 
are satisfied with the tax rates an­
nounced by the Floyd board of edu· 
cation because no one appeared at a 
hearing Tuesday to comment on the 
issue. 

Boardmembersbeldapublicbear­
ing Tuesday atAdamsMiddleScbool 
to bear citizen comments about the 
proposed tax rate. 

The only comments made on the 
issue came from board chairman Ray 
Brackett and board member Brent 
Clark. 

The board set a 54.6 cent per $100 
valuation tax rate on real estate; 62.8 
cents per $100 valuation on personal 
property; and 55.4 cents for motor 
vehicles. 

The real estate rate will generate 
four percent more revenues from lo­
cal taxes for the school system. The 
tax rate on real estate last year was 
59.9 cents per $100 valuation. 

Brackett told the board that, by his 
calculations, if a piece of property 
bas been assessed at $80,000, the tax 
willbe$436.80,comparedto$479.20 
last year. 

"That's a $42.40 saving to tax· 
payers," Brackett said. 

Clark maintained that the board 
was raising tax rates because the rate 
will generate $340,000 in additional 
revenue for the system. 

"We raised it the maximum that 
we can without putting it on the bal· 
lot," Clark said. 

During the school board mee~g. 
Clark voted against setting the tax 
rates, saying, "I can't vote to raise 
taxes." 

Also Monday, board members 
want superintendent Steve Towler to 
submit to them a monthly itinerary 
outlining any trips the superinten­
dent takes out of the district. 

The issue arose when Clark told 
Towler that he bad difficulty getting 
in contact with him because he didn't 
know when the superintendent was 
eoing to be out of the district. 

"It bothers me that you answer the 
phone," Clark told Towler. "You do 
a good job, but you're gone a lot to 
get smarter. Are those trips neces­
sary? Do you play golf?" 

Towler said that he did not play 
golf when he ~raveled out of the dis­
trict and agreed to provide the board 
with a monthly schedule in advance. 

In other action Tuesday, the board 
voted to once again change the 
monthly meeting date. The board will 

now meet on the second Tuesday of 
each month at 6:30 p.m. The board 
did not address where the meetings 
will beheld. 

In the past, the board has met on 
Wednesdayevenings;ontheftrstand 
third Mondays of each month; and 
recently changed the date to the sec­
ond Monday of each month. 

Clark brought up changing the 
date, saying it was difficult for him to 
arrive at the meetings on time on 
Mondays because of his work sched­
ule. 

Other business Monday included:

means the last day of school for most 
students will be June 6.

Jones breezes 
through leaving 
money trail

When Governor Brereton Jones's 
bus rolled into Prestonsburg W ednes­
day, two Floyd County projects be­
came a little richer. 

Jones brought $230,000 in state 
and federal monies to fund an educa­
tion and a historical project in the 
county. 

In a brief ceremony beld in Pres­
tonsburg City Hall, Jones presented 
$200,000 in IS1EA funds to Pres­
tonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin and 
RobertPerry,presidentoftheFriends 
of May House. ISTEA, Intermodal 
Surface Transportation Efficiency 
Act of 1991, funds projects or activi­
ties that add community or environ­
mental value. 

The funds will be used to renovate 
the historic Samuel May House, 
which was built in 1817. The House 
is the only surviving example of early 
Federal architecture in Eastern Ken­
tucky and is theoldestsurviving brick 
dwelling in the region. After it is 
renovated, it will be open to the pub­
lic as a living history museum and 
will bouse a pictorial archive. 

Jones said the home is listed on 
the National Register of Historic 
Places and is designated a Kentuclcy 
Landmark. Jones lauded the May fam­
ily who had donated the building to 
the city and the Friends of the May 
House. 

"Iwantyoualltoknowbowmuch · 
we appreciate what you' redoing. This 
generosity is deeply appreciated," 
Jones said. 

Jones said Eastern Kentuclcy is a 
gold mine for tourism and encmlf­
aged city and county officials, and 
Floyd Countians to continue the fight

Accused shows up 
intoxicated for trial

Some days it just doesn't pay to 
get out of bed. 

At least it didn't Wednesday for a 
Floyd County man who showed up in 
circuit court for a trial late. 

Sam Chaffins of David was ar­
rested by a bailiff Wednesday morn­
ing when he arrived at Floyd Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill's office to 
explain why he was late for court. 

Cbaffms was set to stand trial 
Wednesday on a charge of receiving 
stolen property. Chaffins attorney, 
public defender Harolyn Howard, had 
asked Judge Caudill on Tuesday to 
delay the proceedings because she 
was involved in a murder trial in Pike 
County. 

Judge Caudill granted the con­
tinuance, butCbaffmsapparentlywas 
not informed about the change. 

Chaffms showed up for court at 
approximately 10 a.m. to explain to 
Judge Caudill why be wasn't in court 
at 9 a.m. Meanwhile, someone had 
reported to the judge that Chaffms 
appeared to be intoxicated. 

Chaffins denied that be bad been 
drinking that morning and Judge 
Caudill ordered bailiff Elmo Allen to 
take Chaffins to the r1oyd County 
Jail for a breathalyzer. 

Kentucky State Police trooper 
Larry Woods, who was at the jail on 
another matter, administered the test 
to Chaffins, which showed a blood 
alcohol content of .08 . 

JudgeCaudillsaidWednesdaythat 
Chaffms told him he had bad "car 
trouble" and that was why be was late 
for court. 

On Thursday, Chaffins pleaded 
guilty in Floyd District Court to a 
charge of alcohol intoxication and 
was fined $77.50. Chaffms asked trial 
commissioner Jack Hyden if be could 
pay the fine within 30 days. Hyden 
replied, "No, sir. You pay it before 
you get out. 'l11ere ·sa chance that the 
judge could hold you in contempt of 
court." 

Chaffins was indicted last year on 
a charge of receiving stolen property 
along with Chris Robinson of Blue 
River.1bc twoareaccusedofreceiv­
ing a stolen antique blacksmith shop 
on AprillO, 1994.

Pennington enters 
guilty plea to lesser 
charge in rape case

A Floyd County man who fled his 
rape trial last year has pleaded guilty 
to a lesser charge of sexual miscon­
duct. 

Jamie Pennington, 29, of Bull 
Creek, entered a guilty plea on a 
sexual misconduct charge and other 
charges Tuesday before Floyd Cir­
cuit Judge John David Caudill. 

Last October, Pennington and his 
girlfriend, Tera Conn, 21, of 
Prestonsburg walked away from his 
rape trial as his attorney and prosecu­
tors reached a plea bargain in the 
case. 

Conn was apprehended shortly 
after the incident and Pennington re­
mained on the run for six days before 
turning himself in to Floyd County 
Jailer Roger Webb. 

On Tuesday, Pennington agreed 
to plead guilty to sexual misconduct. 
second degree bail jumping and pos­
session of a handgun by a convicted 
felon. 

In return, prosecutors agreed to 
drop charges of earrying a concealed 
deadly weapon, persistent felony of­
fender and possession of marijuana, 
less than eight ounces. 

Prosecutors recommended that 
Pennington be sentenced to four years 
on the handgun possession and 12 
months each on the bail jumping and 
sexual misconduct charges. 

Formal sentencing has been set 
for April14 at 10 a.m. before Judge 
Caudill.

for a "world class golf course" in the 
county.

Spend it wisely or 
not at all

Floyd County's new judge and 
old fiscal court have some im­
portant money matters to con­
sider that extend beyond the 
current, and hopefully tempo­
rary, shortages caused by late 
tax bills. 

Most importantly, they need 
to get a clear picture on just how 
much a proposed new court­
house is going to cost county 
taxpayers and then they need to 
decide if such an expenditure is 
really necessary. 

We tend to think that Floyd 
County already has enough high­
priced political monuments and 
that any long-term financial ob­
ligations ought to offer some 
long-term benefits to the gen­
eral public, not the public ser­
vants. 
If the county must increase its 

debt, there certainly are some 
more appropriate and necessary 
uses for the money than build­
ing new offices for officehold­
ers. 

As we have noted in past news 
articles, there are approximate! y 
6,000 households in Floyd 
County which lack a safe, clean, 

reliable source of drinking wa­
ter. A new courthouse won't do 
much for them. 

For a county this size, recre­
ational facilities are woefully 
inadequate. 

Some strategic planning and 
development in that department 
would be nice. 

And, there's the ever-present 
problem with rural transporta­
tion that leaves too many folks 
with inadequate or inferior 
roads. 

Using bonding capacity for 
projects like these makes so 
much more sense than obligat­
ing resources for a facility that 
most regular people would use 
infrequently. 

And there's no reason why a 
few bucks can't be spent to fix 
up and spruce up the courthouse 
we have now. 

The responsible thing to do, 
of course, is to try to make do 
with what we've got and by bur­
dening the taxpayers as little as 
possible. 

When taxpayer money must 
be spent, it should be spent to 
address the needs of the many, 
not on the special interests of a 
few. 
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What others are saying 
Kentucky's company 

Word bas it that Kentucky put itself out on a 
lonely limb when it decided to tie teacher bonuses 
to how their students perform on tests. Lots of 
people believe that Kentucky is treading where no 
state bas ever trod and looks silly dangling out 
there all alone. 

Well, so much for conventional wisdom. 
Pay incentive programs are becoming increas­

ingly common, according to a report in The Wall 
Street Journal. Throughout the country, numer­
ous other school districts are responding to de­
mands for greater accountability, and better re­
sults, by tying salaries to pupil performance. 

And they'renotall in California, either. They're 
in level-beaded places like Minneapolis, Hous­
ton, Philadelphia and the Ohio communities of 
Swanton and Fairborn. 

Indeed, Cincinnati, which is not known for 
being in the educational vanguard, adopted one of 
the country' smostsweeping pay-for-performance 
contracts this year. It pegs annual raises for 250 
administrators-including principals and their 
assatants-to improved test scores, higher gradu­
ation rates and lower dropout rates. 

Increasingly, districts are putting superinten­
dents on the line and holding them accountable 
for improvement. In Houston, where the goal is to 
raise scores on state tests and diversify the district 
staff, success will net top officials 15 percent pay 
increases; failure will mean they can be flred. In 
Philadelphia, improved student achievement and 
increased parent involvement can bring $16,000 
bonuses; failure may result in pay cuts up to 
$8,000. 

Far from being out on a limb, Kentucky is in 
step with other places that have looked at their 
schools and rightly decided that there must be a 
better way .-Louisville Courier-Journal

Over two centuries ago, Adam Smith, who 
was a bit of an expert on com-and on human 
nature-wrote, "People of the same trade seldom 
meet together, even for merriment and diversion, 
but the conversation ends in ... some contrivance 
to raise prices." 

What we've learned since Mr. Smith's day is 
that "people of the same trade" don't even have to 
meet to raise prices. If only a few of them control 
the market for a particular product or service, and 
if none is too piggish about boosting market 
share, price fiXing is just about inevitable. 

We still need government agencies like the 
Federal Trade Commission and the Justice De­
partment to keep markets honest.-The Louis­

What can anyone do in case there 
is an emergency that cuts electrical 
power and beat, possibly lasting for 
days? The state Division of Disaster 
and Emergency Services wants ev­
ery Kentucky family protected with a 
battery powered portable radio and a 
fresh supply of batteries held in re­
serve. 

For the past year a project has 
been underway to create a kit of ready 
information that any radio station can 
have for immediate use. Called the 
Emergency Handbook for Kentucky 
Radio Broadcasters, it has just been 
made available. Loss of electrical 
power can't be cured with a battery 
radio, but a working radio helps 
people get emergency information in 
a crisis. 

Endorsed by the Kentucky Broad­
casters Association, copies of the 
Handbook were mailed March 14 . 
DES officials particularly ask own­
ers and managers of Kentucky sta­
tions to make sure their copy of the 
llandbook gets saved when it arrives, 
and put in a safe place for future use. 

NothingliketheEmergency Hand­
book for Kentucky Radio Broadcast­
ers has ever been attempted, DES 
officials said. The subject matter in 
the Handbook relates to every type of 
disaster and emergency that has any 
probability of happening in Ken­
tucky-severe storms, earthquakes, 
winter storms, summer heat and any 
crisis requiring family emergency 
preparedness. 

This ready reference book can help 
any broadcasting station deal with 
whatever crisis that may happen. no 
matter how bad it may be.

The counseling service is a non­
profit community service agency 
operated by a volunteer board of di­
rectors. 

Its basic purpose is to help people 
wbo are in fmancial trouble solve 
their debt problems by advice and 
counsel. 

CCCS educates people on how to 
live within their income and rehabili­
tates persons burdened by debt with­
out resorting to the stigma of bank­
ruptcy or garnishment. 

It is not a charity organization, a 
lending institution or a collection 
agency. CCCS serves anyone who 
needs help, officials say. 

In Pikeville, CCCS will offer two 
basic services: Planning a budget only 
when there is sufficient income in 
excess of living expenses; and run­
ning a debt management program 
when there is insufficient income over 
living expenses which requires are­
duced payment 

In the latter case, clients would 
pay a total of the reduced amount and 
the agency would distribute the funds 
to creditors. 

CCCS is located at 334 Main St. 
Suite 509, in Pikeville. Prospective

Tbe credit counselor for the 
Pikeville office is Johnny Cantrell, 
who just completed a successful tour 
in the U.S. Air Force. Cantrell, as 
well as bis wife Melinda. are natives 
of the area 

"CCCS bas provided thousands 
with an alternative to bankruptcy," 
said Alan Pyles, vice president of 
cccs . 

In fact, more people applied for 
CCCS help in 1993 than applied for 
bankruptcy. 

In addition, the debt management 
program stops calls from creditors 
because it eliminates costly collec­
tion expenses and/or loss due to bank· 
ruptcy for the creditor. About 98 per­
cent of creditors nationwide endorse 
cccs.

March 19-25 spotlights preventing 
poisonings; health officials offer tips 

As spring cleaning chores begin, 
Kentuckians are urged to add a po­
tentially life-saving task to their to­
do lists: poison-proofing. 

March 19-25 is Poison Prevention 
Week in Kentucky and a time for all 
parents and others wbo have small 
children in their homes to check their 
houses for poisoning hazards. 

Terry Wescott, consumer product 
branch manager in the state Depart­
ment for Health Services, says that 
Kentuckians should keep three things 
in mind when trying to make their 
home safer: 

• Potentially hazardous items run 
the spectrum from anti-freeze and 
cleaning products to mouthwash and 
cosmetics. 

• Potentially hazardous items 
should be properly stored in original 

. containers with original labeling. 
• Potentially hazardous items 

should be properly used, according 
to label instructions. 

"Many parents will responsibly 
lock up potential poisons when not 
using them," Wescott said, "but the 
problem might occur wben the item 
is being used." 

"For example, if you're putting 
gasoline in the lawn mower or using 
fmgernail polish remover and the tele­
phone rings, don't walk away and 
leave the product unattended. 

"It's easy to get distracted and 
careless with dangerous products 
when you're in the midst of using 
them," said Wescott. "But parents 
know that young children can be un­
believably fast in getting something 
and puttingitstraightin their mouths." 

Wescott says that original con­
tainers and labeling are important in 
case there is a poisoning emergency. 

"If a child eats or drinks a hazard­
ous product, it's absolutely essential 
that you know what the product is," 
be said. "This infonnation is critical 
in treating a poisoning." 

Wescott offers the following ad­
ditional tips for poison proofing. 

• Do not alter the safety packaging 
closures provided on many products, 
and tightly close the container after 
each use. 

• Find a safe place for the storage 
of all household chemical products. 
The storage area should be locked. 
Medicine should be stored in a sepa­
rate locked place. 

• Always bave sufficient lighting 
when taking medication or giving it 
to someone else. Poisonings have 
occurred when people get up in the 
middle of the night and take the wrong 
medicine. 

• Do not take medicine in front of 
children because ymmgsters tend to 
imitate adults. 

• Do not call medicine "candy" to 
children. This could make them more 
prone to eating medicine if they hap­
pen to find an open bottle. 

• If a poisoning does occur, 
Wescott advises calling the Kentucky 
Regional Poison Control Center at 1-
800-722-5725. InLouisville,call589-
8222.

In his 1993 trial, ajurywas unable 
to reach a verdict in the case of Rocky 
Clay Hunt, whowasaccusedofman­
slaughter in the accidental shooting 
death of his girlfriend in 1992. 

On Monday, a new jury began 
hearing evidence in the case against 
Hunt, who is being tried this time on 
a murder charge instead of man­
slaughter. 

AssistantCommonwealth'sAttor­
ney Darrel Mullins is prosecuting the 
case against Hunt 

Mullins would not comment on 
the trial other than to say the original 
manslaughter charge was changed to 
murder after "new evidence" was 
discovered. 

Public Defender Harolyn Howard, 
attorney for Hunt, reserved her open­
ing statement until later in the trial. 

Hunt, 28, is accused in the alleged 
accidental shooting death of Connie 
Renee Stalker, 23, ofRatliffs Creek. 
The couple lived together at the time 
the incident occurred. 

Stalker died after having been shot 
once in the head with a .380-caliber 
semiautomatic pistol owned by Hunt 

The shooting took place outside 
the home of Hunt's father, Andrew 
Hunt of Long Fork of Kimper. 

Hunt remains free on bond until a 
new trial can be scheduled. 

Dwing the flfSt trial in 1993, tes­
timony revealed that sometime be­
tween 9 or 9:30 on the night of the 
incident Hunt pulled in front of his 
father's home in a white 1985 Fiero

owned by Stalker. 
There was a gun in the passenger 

seat, which Hunt proceeded to move 
as Stalker climbed in. 

As Hunt moved the gun to put it in 
the backseat, it allegedly discharged, 
with the bullet striking Stalker in the 
head. 

HuntthentookStalkertoPikeville 
Methodist Hospital where she was 
pronounced dead. 

The defense maintained in 1993 
the gun that killed Stalker had mal­
functioned, causing the accident. 
Earlier in the day, Hunt had report­
edly been target shooting and the gun 
he was using jammed. 

A Kentucky State Police forensic 

firearm examiner testified during the 
first trial thathehadfired the weapon, 
it was working correctly, and he'd 
been able to ftre three shots with no 
jam. 

However, the pistol was described 
by the examiner as "erratic" and a 
"cheap weapon made of cheap mate­
rials." 

He also testified that the trigger 
pull for the semiautomatic pistol re­
quired 10 pounds of pressure to pull 
back. 

During Monday's proceedings, 
Mullins told the jury it would hear 
testimony that Hunt "had an obses­
sion with guns and weapons in gen­
eral" and was ''proficient with guns 

and knew a lot about guns." 
He said testimony would reveal 

that during their relationship, Hunt 
once allegedly shot an arrow from a 
hunting bow at Stalker inside the 
house, and allegedly shot her another 
time with a BB gun. 

The couple's relationship was "not 
a smooth relationship," according to 
Mullins, who said that testimony 
would reveal Hunt was basically "us­
ing" Stalker who bought him "a lot of 
things" and ''pretty much kept him 
up." 

In the first trial, Howard called 
Stalker's death a "tragic accident," 
an accident that took the life of some­
oneHuntlovedandintendedtomarry. 

"For that project, we had commu­
nity development block grants avail­
able.

charges were dropped. 

The conspiracy charge stated that 
Oney accepted and conspired with 
others to receive or accept money in 
return for acts in violation of his 
official duties. 

The alleged bribes took place be­
tween October 1989 and January

1990, whenOneyworkedinMSHA's 
Pikeville district. 

At Monday's hearing, U.S. Dis­
trict Judge Joseph Hood asked Oney 
what exactly he did and what the 
money was for that be received. 

Oney said he overlooked things at 
the mine, violations of the law, in 
return for money. 

Oney was indicted in December 
1994. He was then working in the 
MSHA office in Vincennes, Ind., but 
was suspended pending the outcome 
of his case. 

The three-count indictment 
charged that Oney took money from 
Big J Enterprises Inc., which was 
contract-mining in Pike County. 

The indictment also alleged he

conspired with fellow inspector John

Son of Hazard woman excels at 
education on hi-tech navy cruiser

H you're interested in having the 
best that life has to offer, it pays to 
shop around. When Navy Petty Of­
ficer Second Class James Womack, 
son of Lorraine Crawford of Hazard, 
went shopping, it wasn't for grocer­
ies, but for a way to achieve a better 
education. He found that the Navy 
supplied him with all that and more. 

"The Navy offered me the oppor­
tunity to work with computers and 
state-of-the-an surveillance equip­
ment I've been able to travel to places 
that I wouldn't have normally been 
able to go to if I bad furthered my 
education in a civilian school," 
Womack said. 

The Navy sent him to two elec­
tronics warfare technician schools, 
which took more than a year to com­
plete. The lessons Womack learned 
while in school have paid off well. 

"Both schools were bard. There's 
a lot of memorization and numbers. 
What made it even harder was that 
everything is classified and you can't 
take it home to study. Improving my 
memory helped me more than I real­
ized," Womack confided. 

Womack, a graduate of Napier 
High school in Hazard, feels that his 
Navy schooling and subsequent on­
the-job training have adequately pre­
pared him to work as an electronic 
warfare technician in his flrst ship­
board assignment onboard USS San 
Jacinto, a guided-missile cruiser 

homeported in Norfolk, Virginia 
The mission of cruisers such as 

the San Jacinto is to defend carrier 
battle groups against threats from air, 
land and sea The bean of the ship's 
war fighting capability is the AEGIS 
weapons system. It centers around a 
powerful radar that enables the crew 
to control all friendly aircraft in the 
area, yet still detect, track and flre on 
as many as 200 enemy targets. 

This is where Womack works ev­
eryday. The radar's defensive capa­
bilities are built into a console. The 
capability to jam radar or defend his 
ship is right at his flngertips. 

"I work on an electronic decep­
tion suite. It's one of the most ad­
vanced systems, besides the AEGIS 
system, the Navy uses to defeat the 
threat of an anti-ship missile," 
Womack said. 

In an offensive mode, the ship can 
ftre Tomahawk missiles at targets 
hundreds of miles away. USS San 
Jacinto made history and headlines 
on January 17, 1991 when it fued a 
Tomahawk missile into Baghdad, 
Iraq, the opening round of Operation 
Desert Storm. 

"I search for, intercept, identify 
and locate sources of radio frequency 
energy. If I fmd the source is a threat 
(such as an incoming missile), I use 
my equipment to degrade, disrupt, 
and reduce the enemy's effective use 
of their electronic systems," he said. 

Locating potential threats hasn't 
been that difficult for the crew of the

and faculty, the Academy Building 
was the birthplace of Pikeville Col­
lege and has been listed in the Na­
tional Register of Historic Places since 
1973.

I 
learned every part of the ship, and 
otherpeoples' jobsfmwardandback­
ward," Womack said. 

Womack isn't through studying 
yet. As be continues his search for the 
best that life bas to offer, be patiently 
waits for assignment to shore duty 
and the opportunity to enroll in night 
college courses. 

"I'd like to study electronics and 
engineering. My Navy schools gave 
me a basic understanding of electron­
ics and I want to learn more," he said.

The Quick & The Dead 
Once upon a time, so I'm told, the Western ruled the 

cinematic world and every Saturday, kids across the land 
thrilled to the doings of such greats as Tom Mix, Roy 
Rogers and later, the king of the Western, John Wayne. 
Growing up when I did, I missed out on that. In fact, the 
closest thing to a Western when I was a kid was "Little 
House on the Prairie," hardly a shoot-' em-up, action-type 
thing. 

In this tribute to the Western, the tables are turned. A 
woman (Sharon Stone) is the unbeatable gunslinger. Her 
target is a very bad hombre named Herod (Gene Hack­
man) who rules over a corrupt town with the unlikely 
name of Redemption. Years earlier, Herod gunned down 
Stone's father and she' sout for revenge. However, before 
she can even get a shot at Herod, she bas to shoot her way 
through several competitors. 

Those who challenge her and the accomplished Herod 
run the gamut from a priest (Russell Crowe) to a black 
aristocrat (Keith David) to a yoWlg, cocky boy (Leonard 
DiCaprio) to a dandified gentleman (Lance Henriksen). 
However, once these challengers are dispatched, Stone 
has a clear field to her nemesis. 

If you've noticed that I haven't mentioned Clint 
Eastwood yet, there's a reason for that This film is a 
takeoff on everything Eastwood ever did, and Ms. Stone 
manages to be a very likely pretender to his throne. She 
has the same soft-spoken, low-key, yet dangerous deliv­
ery to her speech. She struts around with the same deadly 
purposefulness. 

Sam Raimi, director of this flick, is obviously an 
Wlabashed fan of Eastwood's work and he positively 
steals from it. The camera seems to take on a life of its 
own, imbued with the ghost of the spaghetti-Western 
director, Sergio Leone. Leone is the guy who perfected 
the tilted angles and drastic close-ups that were the 
signature of Eastwood's Westerns. 

If you can accept the fact that this work is a sort of 
parody or take-off of Clint Eastwood's contributions to 
the genre, you' U have a better time when you're viewing 
it. In fact, it makes it possible to give this movie a three­
star rating!

Chicken Pox Can 
Lead To Shingles 
(NAPS You may 

know someone who has 
shingles. Shingles is an 
mtensely painful patch of 
blisters on the face, torso, 
or leg. It is caused by reac­
tivation of the nrus that 
causes chicken pox-vari­
cella-zoster virus-a her­
pes vrrus. Shingles affiicts 
300,000 to 600,000 Ame­
ricans annually. 

Shingles causes in­
tense pain that may last 
after the blisters fade. 
New pain drugs are 
being studied. 

Though usually seen in 
older people, shmgles can 
occur at any age. Impaired 
inununity is also a risk factor. 
In fact, shingles in a young 
adult may signal another, 
underlying disease that is 
weakening the immune sys­
tem, for example, HIV. 

Antiviral drugs, such as 
acyclovir and famciclovir, 
help heal the blisters if 
given early in the infection. 
Vaccinating older people 
wtth a new chicken pox vac­
cine may boost their immu­
nity to varicella-zoster virus. 
Studies are underway. 

You generally can't get 
shingles more than once. If 
blisters recur, the correct 
diagnosis is usually herpes 
simplex. The pain of shin­
gles, however, can recur or 
may never completely pass. 
Researchers are looking for 
more effective painkillers. 

The medical name for 
shingles is zoster. The 
term shingles derives from 
the Latin cingulum, which 
means girdle. The blisters 
are sometimes in the pat­
tern of a belt or girdle.
