Police are investigating the Sat­
urday mght shooting death of a 
Floyd County man at Bull Creek.

Nelson said that it could take 
"three or four days" to determine 
the circumstances surrounding Hat­
field's death.

Ambulance company 
can operate while city 
tax dispute is debated

An ongomg feud between the 
city of Prestonsburg and a local 
ambulance service got put on hold 
Saturday morning when Circuit 
Judge John D. Caudill granted a 
temporary injunction against the 
city. 

The injunction required the city 
to provide a business license to 
P&B Ambulance Service, despite 
the fact that P&B has not paid city 
occupational taxes. 

P&B Ambulance Service filed 
for the temporary injunction when 
they were informed by the state 
Department for Health Services 
that their state license would be re­
voked on November 30 if proof of 
a city license was not sent to that 
office. 

Phillip Damron, attorney for 
P&B, said Saturday the ambulance 
service had tried on several occa­
sions to obtain a city license, be­
ginning in February, but the city 
refused to issue a license until the 
occupational tax is paid. 

"We are entitled to purchase a 
business license while we are in 
this dispute with the city," Damron 
said. "Once a license is lost it is 
hard to get back." 

In a rebuttal Saturday, city at­
torney Paul P. Burchett said P&B 
would like to be allowed to pay 
$160 for a city license, but for five 
years the company has made no at­
tempt to pay the occupation tax or 
the payroll tax, which is required 
by a city ordinance. 

"This is not a dispute 'over an 
audit or an amount," Burchett said. 
"P&B never paid anything, never 
attempted to pay anything." 

By the quarterly employee re­
ports provided by the ambulance 
service to the city, P&B paid $1.9 
million fn wages over the last five 

years, whicli would generate ap­
proximately $30,000 in payroll 
and occupational taxes, Burchett 
said. 

"It would be sweet to get by 
with $160, when they really owe 
$30,000, plus interest and penal­
ties," Burchett said. 

Damron said the city ordinance 
does not adequately provide a way 
to determine what P&B owes and 

thM for 23 years P~B was never · 
required to buy a city license. 

"Only since the city wanted to 
go into the ambulance service have 
they made these demands," Dam­
ron said. 

The city and P&B have had 
conflicts in the past over the city's 
attempt to obtain a certificate of

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Social Security employees go back to work

Federal workers went back to 
work Monday morning, ending the 
country's longest shutdown of the 
federal government. But it may not 
stay open long. 

"I have spoken to most of the 
employees and they are anxious to 
return to work," Jim Kelly, district 
director of Social Security said 
Friday. "At this time, we don ' t 
know if the recall is permanent or if 
another furlough may come about 
in the future. But for now we are 
back at our post." 

Kelly sent about 30 employees 
home last Tuesday afternoon when 
the furlough started. 

Those employed by the federal 
government returned to their jobs 
Monday and can stay at least until 
December 15. Workers will get paid 
for last week's furlough, something 
some agency directors had ques­
tioned. 

"The general view is that it (back 
pay) is not going to happen," Kelly 
said last Tuesday. 

But workers will get paid and 
will receive checks in the future, at 
least until the middle of next month, 
the next deadline the Congress and 
the president have to agree on a 
spending plan. 

The furlough ended Sunday 
when Clinton and Congress agreed 
on a stopgap spending bill that both 
sides said was a victory. The bill 
allows Congress to balance the bud­
get in seven years - something 
Clinton was opposed to - but also 
protects Medicare, Medicaid, edu-

cation, agriculture, and defense pro­
grams - programs Republicans 
wanted to cut or dissolve. The plan 
also calls for ways to stimulate eco­
nomic growth, a stipulation set by 
Clinton, and funds government 
operations at 75 percent of the fiscal 
1995 levels. 

If Congress and the president 
don't agree on a budget by 
December 15, the government 
could shut down again. 

Clinton vetoed two stopgap 
spending bills before the furlough 
started. 

Even before the measure was 
approved this weekend, Clinton 
signed bills to allow Soc ial 
Security, Medicare, and Veterans 
benefits employees to go back to 
work. 

The Social Security office, the 
largest employer of federal person­
nel in Floyd County, had been 
staffed with only management per­
sonnel since November 14. 

"The days have been busy and 
long," Kelly said. "But we still have 
everything on schedule." 

He said everyone who is sup­
posed to get a social security or sup­
plemental security check will get 
them on time, and that there was no 
chance of anyone losing benefits 
during the furlough. 

"We recorded their filing 
requests protecting their filing 
dates," Kelly said. 

He said low priority items, such 
as getting a benefit verification to 
someone to get a state hunting and 
fishing license were "put on the 
back burner as we had more urgent 
things to process."

Know-Nothing attitude 
is attacked by Perry 

Editor: 
In a recent letter to the Times, 

Mr. Lloyd Goble has attacked the 
May House Project, calling it dumb, 
stupid, foolish and asinine. "To me 
the project to restore the May House 
ranks as the most asinine in more 
than half a century of careful obser­
vation." 

As president of the Friends of the 
Samuel May House, I welcome this 
opportunity to respond to Mr. 
Goble's charges. 

In the May Cemetery, located on 
the ridge above the May House, can 
be found the grave of John Preston 
Martin (1811-1862), a member of 
the U.S. House of ReP.resentatives 
from 1845 to 1847. According to the 
Kentucky Encyclopedia, Martin 
was "popular in the Kentucky 
Mountains as an outspoken oppo­
nent of Know-Nothingism." 

Martin County, established in 
1870, was named in his honor. 
Although the encyclopedia devotes 
thirty lines to him, the section of the 
cemetery where his grave is located 
is so overgrown with weeds and bri­
ars that it is well-nigh impossible to 
visit his grave and pay him homage. 

Lloyd Goble is an able advocate 
of the Know-Nothing philosophy. 
Like the Know-Nothings of the 
1850s, he takes a dim view of for­
eigners, outsiders and 
Johnny-Come-Latelys like myself, 
especially when we are foolish 
enough to tell Floyd County how to 
run its affairs. He says, for example, 
that he respects the local people 
involved in the project, but honestly 
feels that they have been "misled or 
misdirected." In other words, the 
project was dreamed up by an out­
sider, and now, like the Pied Piper of 
the fable, he is leading a gullible and 
unsuspecting group of local citizens 
down the road to ruin. 

Nothing could be further from 
the truth. The dream that the house 
might one day be restored is an old 
one, and predates my arrival in 
Prestonsburg by more than forty 
years. Local citizens were dis­
cussing the idea back in 1952, the 
year that Josephine Fields published 
her excellent essay on the house in 
the Floyd County Times. Gerald 
Griffin published an article about 
the house in the Louisville Courier 
in 1958. It was placed on the 
National Register of Historic Places 
in 1979, and during the 1980s, a 
group of local citizens led by 
Chalmer Frazier tried to raise 

money to restore the house. 
When I arrived on the scene in 

1989, people were still talking about 
the project. When E. B. May, 
Monica Henderson and I founded 
the Friends of the Samuel May 
House in 1992, we were simply 
breathing new life into a project that 
had never died. 

Mr. Goble's Know-Nothing phi­
losophy is also evident in his 
remarks about the history of the 
house. According to him, ''The man 
who built the house joined an armed 
insurrection against these United 
States." Sorry, Lloyd, but you've 
got it wrong. It wasn't Colonel Jack 
May who built the house, but his 
father, Samuel May. Samuel died in 
1851, ten years before the start of 
your "armed insurrection." This 
isn't the only error that Mr. Goble 
commits. He also tells us that the 
house was built by slave labor, 
notwithstanding the fact that we 
have absolutely no documentary 
evidence that this was the case. 

Mr. Goble also reveals his 
Know-Nothingism in his remarks 
about the funding of the project. 
"What is there about this house or 
its builder that warrants a $500,000 
restoration fee? That much money 
would run a water line to the head of 
our longest hollow; thus, we could 
make better use of the money." As 
this statement shows, Goble mistak­
enly believes that the money which 
has been devoted to the house could 
be diverted to other purposes. 

On the contrary, the grant money 
which we have been awarded by the 
Kentucky Transportation Cabinet 
has been earmarked for the enhance­
ment of Federal Highways. If we 
don't use our grant to restore the 
May House and thereby enhance the 
Federal Highway running through 
Floyd County, it will revert to the 
Federal Highway Trust Fund and be 
used to enhance other highways in 
other regions. 

Mr. Goble has nothing but con­
tempt for the proposition that the 
May House might someday become 
a major tourist attraction. He asks: 
"When was the last time you drove 
to, say, Georgia, to see the restored 
house of some obscure Civil War 
brevet officer?" 

This statement betrays Mr. 
Goble's ignomnce of current tourist 
trends. In January of this year, the 
Travelometer, the official publica­
tion of the American Travel 
Industry, published a survey show­
ing that 49 percent of all Americans 
traveling in the fall of 1995 planned 
to visit a historic site. Another recent 
study showed that the single greatest

motivator for travel in the 1990s is 
"understanding culture." Fifty per­
cent of travelers interviewed said 
that "cultural, historical, or archaeo­
logical treasures" are important fac­
tors in planning a trip. Moreover, of 
all historic sites, Civil War si tes are 
the most popular. 

Goble's most serious charge is 
that the May House Museum is an 
extravagance, and that Floyd 
County is too poor to afford it. "So 
the vaunted May House project 
seems a bit ostentatious for us; 
rather like we are wasting our scarce 
money on a ballerina dress when we 
desperately need a winter coat." On 
the other hand, man does not live by 
bread alone. 

Like Mr. Goble, I'm not a big fan 
of the ballet, but it does seem to me 
that every community, no matter 
how poor, deserves to have its own 
local history museum. I was raised 
in Adams County, Nebraska-not a 
rich county, by any means-and I 
well remember the joy I felt every 
time my parents took me to the 
House of Yesterday. A large, hand­
some, two-story brick building 
located in the town's most beautiful 
park, the House of Yesterday was a 
fabulous place filled with natural 
history exhibits, Civil War memora­
bilia, genuine Indian teepees, and 
priceless heirlooms donated by the 
town's leading fami lies. No doubt it 
was those visits which awakened 
my love of history, and local history 
in particular. 

Mr. Goble says that he wishes 
that the people involved in the pro­
ject would drop what they ' re doing 
and get involved in the effort to 
improve local schools. If he would 
take off his Know-Nothing blinders, 
he might be able to see that the May 
House Project is first and foremost 
an educational project. What we are 
in the process of creating, among 
other things, is a superb classroom 
for the teaching of local history. 
When the May House becomes a 
living history museum, school chil­
dren from all over the region will be 
able to visit it and learn about their 
heritage.

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RECC gets $2.6 million loan Presents The

Officials of the Big Sandy Rural 
Electric Cooperative Corporation 
learned Monday it has received a 
$2.6 million Joan to keep up with 
gro~th in the system. 

The cooperative, headquartered 
,. in Paintsville, serves members in 

Breathitt, Floyd, Johnson, Knott, 
Magoffin, Martin Morgan, and 
Lawrence counties. 

'The expansion will be through­
out our service territory and will 
include Floyd County," Dan 
Hitchcock, a spokesman from the 
member services department of Big 
Sandy RECC, said. 

The loan, issued by the Rural 
Utilities Service (RUS), formerly 
the Rural Electric Association, will 
be used to construct 36 miles of 
new distribution lines in the Big 
Sandy RECC system and to service 
an additional1,020 consumers. 

Hitchcock said the expansion is 
in preparation of anticipated 

• · growth. 
"We're expecting economic 

development to take off," he said. 
"The new U.S. 23 between 
Paintsville and Prestonsburg has 
opened up a lot and the four-laning 
of the Mountain Parkway should 
add to that." 

He said the construction of I-66 
through the southern and eastern 
portion of Kentucky will mean even 
more customers for the co-op. 

"We serve the areas of Garrett 
and Knott County," Hitchcock said. 
"This is the way cooperatives do 
expansion." 

A spokesman from RUS in 
Washington agreed. 

"The idea is once a borrower, 
always a borrower," Jim McKenna, 
senior public affairs specialist for 
RUS, said. "RUS was established to 
finance rural electrification." 

There are about 860 distribution 
cooperatives that receive funds 
from RUS and 58 generation and 
transmission cooperatives, accord­
ing to McKenna. 

He said Big Sandy had received 
about $12.5 million in loans from 
RUS with about $11.6 million of 
that being paid out by the end of last 
year. Those totals do not include the 
new loan or any disbursements 
made this year. "We're probably 
talking about four or five loans over 

an extended period of time," 
McKenna said. 

Some of the substation areas in 
the Big Sandy cooperative service 
area where work is being done or 
has recently been completed, 
according to McKenna's records,

Include nursing home visits in holiday plans 
While making plans to visit fam­

ily and friends during the holidays, 
don't forget to stop by the nursing 
home. Also remember to pay a visit 
to older relatives living alone. 

"It's important to provide holi­
day cheer for older Kentuckians, 
too," said Gary Hammonds of the 
state's Department for Social 
Services (DSS). "It's even more 
important to watch out for their 
welfare." 

When you visit, Hammonds rec­
ommends you take more than good 
wishes and a gift. Take a good look 
around. Look for any signs of con­
ditions that may be unsafe, 
unhealthy, or simply uncomfortable 
for residents. 

As long-term care ombudsman 
for DSS's division of aging ser­
vices, Hammonds is an advocate for 
nursing home residents. His office 
works to resolve residents' com­
plaints, answer their questions, pro­
vide information to their relatives, 
and help nursing home staff mem­
bers understand residents' rights. 

"Though most nursing homes, 
and their residents, are clean and 
well cared for, there are excep­
tions," Hammonds said, "and this 
office wants to be aware of any 
exception, whether it's a temporary 
or on-going problem." 

Each of the state's 1 5 Area 
Development Districts has a district 

ombudsman responsible for being 
aware of local nursing home condi­
tions, and the Cabinet for Human 
Resources' division of licensing and 
regulations inspects each nursing 
home at least once a year. 

"But with 275 nursing homes in 
the state, we also depend on caring 
friends and relatives to help us 
assure the 30,000 residents have the 
safe, comfortable environment they 
deserve," Hammons said. 

When visiting a nursing home or 
any other residence of an older per­
son, Hammonds advises paying 
particular attention to the follow­
ing: 

* General cleanliness of the 
facility, furnishings and bed linens. 

* Room temperature- the elder­
ly may require a warmer than aver­
age temperature to be comfortable. 

* If your friend or relative is 
confined to bed, water and an emer­
gency light or call bell should be 
within easy reach. 

* If your bedridden friend or rel­
ative is unable to turn over, make 
sure someone is turning him or her 
every couple of hours to prevent 
bed sores. 

* Ask about doctor visits. 
Nursing home residents who don't 
have their own doctor (who may 
visit at any time), must be seen by 
the nursing home's physician at 
least once every 60 days. 

* Note if the nursing home staff 
is friendly and caring and treats res­
idents with respect. 

* Ask questions of the staff. 
If you find something that con­

cerns you and staff does not correct 
the problem or explain it to your 
satisfaction, contact CHR's long­
term care ombudsman at 1-800-
372-2991. 

Your elderly friend or relative 
living alone may also find assis­
tance or referral at the local DSS 
office or senior citizens center.

Lady Raiders

South Floyd's new head girls' bas­
ketball coach Henry Webb will be the 
first to tell you that while the Lady 
Raiders have shown some improve­
ment, they are still in need of some 
extra work on the basketball court.

Rebounding the basketball," he 
said. Blocking out is a very big thing 
in basketball. It's not stressed enough 
in grade school. We really need to 
work on it. We just haven't been 
doing a very gocxljob of it." 

Seeing the court well seemed to be 
difficult for the Lady Raiders as their 
passes were not sharp and at times 
were hesitant. But Coach Webb said 
he feels his team did handle the ball 
well. 

"We handled it pretty good," he 
said. "But we want to move the ball a 
little bit more instead of dribbling it."

County in the second half and cut the 
lead to 13 points with 2: 17left to play. 
But the Lady Cougars never folded 

• and held ori. for the win. 
South Floyd will open its season in 

tournament play when they face 
Pikeville in the opening round of the 
Pikeville Invitational Tournament on 
Monday, November 27. Coach Webb 
said he hopes playing a lot of players 
in the panorama will help build his 
bench. 

"I played 17 players here," he said. 

"It was a great experience for us. I 
wanted to get everybody some play­
ing time. Some experience. We have a 
long ways to go and we realize that." 

While Coach Webb was not ready 
to sound negative, he said he still feels 
this team will shape into a good ball­
club. 

"As the year goes along we're going 
to improve and have a good team," he 
said.

• Can Allen Central find the 
floor leadership that is needed for 
the upcoming season? 

• How will they fill the void left 
by the loss of two players, Natalie 
Cooley and Crystal Martin? 

This ballclub has got the talent 
and will be a good club once those 
questions have been addressed and 
the answers found. The loss of 
Cooley, to an injury, will be short­
lived as the eighth grader is expect­
ed to return in the next two weeks. 
Martin just decided she didn't want 
to play basketball any more and left 
the team. 

Coach Bonita Compton had to 
dip down into the grade school 
ranks and bring up some of the 
younger players to fill a practice 
team. 

"It's hard to work on some 
things when you only have six play­
ers to come to practice," the veteran 
Allen Central coach said. "They 
can come out and give any excuse 
in the world for not coming to prac­
tice." 

Allen Central could not handle 
the early pressure of Greenup 
County in the panorama game and 
fell behind 18-3 with 7:55 left to 
play in the first half. Shauna Moore 
had given Allen Central a 1-0 lead, 
but six turnovers helped the Lady 
Musketeers as they scored 14 unan­
swered points for a 14-1 lead. 

"Their press hurt us," Coach 
Compton said. "It really hurt us. We 
missed two easy layups right off the 
bat. 

After overcoming some early jit­
ters, the Lady Rebels got their 

offense going and cut the lead to 
eight, 23-15, with 3:33 to play in 
the first half. 

But the youth of the Lady Rebels 
showed up as mistakes and allowed 
Greenup County to take a 28-17 
lead with 2:32 to play in the first 
half. Two free throws by Misty 
Scott cut the lead to five, 31-26 at 
the half. 

"It's too bad that we don't have 
the grade schoolers in practice all 
the time," Compton said. "This is a 
prime example of these grade 
schoolers being denied the chance 
to help out on the high school team. 

"Johnson Central started an 
eighth grader today at point guard. 
Their grade school season is almost 
over. She will be able to go in and 
play a full high school season. 

The Allen Central coach said she 
feels the powers that · be in Floyd 
County have erred in not playing a 
separate girls' season in grade 
school. 

"I have three grade schoolers 
who can contribute to high school 
basketball," she said. "It's a dis­
grace. I think they did wrong when 
they didn't look at the other schools 
in our region and see what was 
going on. They're not looking at 
what is best for these kids. Pike, 
Martin and Johnson counties all 
played a separate schedule." 

Compton's reference was to the 
grade school girls' season running 
in conjunction with the boys' 
schedule. It was voted on last year 
to play a separate girls' schedule 
and conclude the girls' season early 
before the boys' started at the grade 
school level. 

However, a protest from teach­
ers and principals forced the board 
of education to overrule on the mat­
ter. 

Allen Central did not shoot well 
from the charity stripe and the Allen 
Central coach took note of it. 

"Our free throw shooting was 
terrible," she said. "We're young 
yet. It was a matter of ! ... ck of con­
centration at the line." 

Shauna Moore played well for 
Allen Central and Coach Compton 
said she feels she will make a mark 
this season. 

"She could be one of the best

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Lady Blackcats

The Prestonsburg Lady 
Blackcats got a taste of competition 
outside their own ranks for the first 
time this season when they took 
part in the Johnson Central Lady 
Eagles Panorama this past Saturday 
night.

"Last year we hit 38 percent 
from the foul line as a team," he 
explained.

DEER HUNTING 
ON CYPRUS AMAX WMA 

Next year, persons who want to 
hunt deer with a firearm on the 
Cyprus Amax Wildlife 
Management Area (WMA), located 
in Breathitt, Knott and Perry coun­
ties, will have to apply in advance 
and be drawn for a quota hunt, 
according to officials with the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR). 

Except for those drawn to partic­
ipate in the 1996-97 quota hunt, no 
other deer hunting with firearms 
will be permitted next season on 
this WMA. This year, muzzleloader 
deer hunting was allowed during 
the October and December portions 
of the season. 

To enter the Cyprus Amax 
WMA, persons must purchase a 
user permit each year. KDFWR 
officials caution persons who hunt 
deer with a muzzleloader during the 
1995-96 season not to renew their 
permit for the '96-'97 season, if 
muzzle loading deer hunting was 
the only reason they bought a per­
mit. On WMAs, where quota hunts 
are in effect, modern gun and muz­
zle loading deer seasons are closed . 

Hunters who elect to enter the 
quota hunt drawing for Cyprus 
Amax WMA next season should 
wait until they are notified that they 
have been drawn before buying an 
area user permit. Permit holders not 
drawn for the quota hunt will not t?e 
able to hunt deer with a firearm dur­
ing the 199/ii-97 season. Quota hunt 
applications are available from the 
KDFWR in August each year.

NEWTON SHOWS 

QUALITIES THAT COUNT 
IN ANNOUNCING BILL 

CURRY'S RETURN AT UK 

"Basically, I had two choices," 
C.M. Newton said Monday, 
announcing that Bill Curry will be 
back as head football coach at 
Kentucky. "The first was to start 
over, hire a new staff. At best that 
would be a five-year project. I felt 
making that kind of change would 
be disruptive. I'm convinced we 
have a staff in place to improve our 
football program." 

Therefore, UK's director of ath­
letics chose his second and less 
popular option. 

Newton made a wise and 
admirable decision, I think. His was 
a demonstration of faith that UK 
has the right coaches to turn 
Kentucky's program around. It says 
something important about quali­
ties that count - loyalty, patience 
and courage too. UK's director of 
athletics could have chosen the easy 
route and fired Curry. Nobody 
would have blamed him, including 
Curry. 

If Curry is willing to endure the 
storm of sometimes cruel criticism, 
and he has shown he is, then he 
deserves the respect and loyalty of 
Kentucky fans for another year. 
After all, UK had three years of 
obligation on its end of a contract 
too. 

Newton's decision had an 
intriguing element in it that bodes 
well for football's future at UK. He 
said he consulted with current 
Wildcat)eaders, opposing coaches, 
and "key recruits." 

The last of these would indicate 
there is substance to scuttlebutt I've 
been hearing for several weeks, 
Tim Couch, the jewel in the crown, 
will sign with Kentucky. If that hap­
pens, coupled with an unusually 
high number of players returning 
next season, including impressible 
Billy Jack Haskins, then UK's foot­
ball tum-around could arrive soon­
er than some expect. 

Next step? Convincing Mo 
Williams another year at Kentucky 
could be the happiest of his life. 
"WE'RE NOT NUMBER ONE," 

PITINO SAYS 
"A weakness. Can anyone tell 

me if Kentucky has one?" Sharm 
Scheuerman asked reporters after 
Rick Pitino's Wildcats toyed with 
AlA Friday in a final prep for 
Maryland this week. 

Silence. 
"Let me put it this way, if there's 

a better team in the country I 
haven't seen it," said Scheuerman 
who has seen (so far) Michigan, 
Duke, LSU and Indiana. 

UK, a weakness? 
"Our defensive rebounding is 

poor," Pitino said. "We've got to 
get a lot better than this before we 
play Maryland." 

Uh-huh. 
Against an AIA team that resem­

bled Tennessee-Martin a year ago, 
the Wildcats merely had a rollick­
ing good time - 25 assists, 17 
steals, 20 offensive rebounds, all 
five starters scored in double fig­
ures and II of 12 who played 
scored. 

Derek Anderson was marvelous 
and all over the court. 

"We made him miss didn't we," 
chuckled AlA's coach, noting 
Anderson made nine of ten shots, 
including four-of-four threes. 

"Derek Anderson, what can I say 
about him," Pitino said. "Derek's a 
great chess player. He knows 
what's happening all over the court. 
We let him cheat on defense more 
than anyone on the team." 

Ron Mercer was steady and Jeff 
Sheppard demonstrated he will not 
be denied playing time. And Tony 
Delk, like a good captain, limited 
himself to ten shots, and still scored 
19 points. 

Mercer, Pitino says, "reminds 
me of (Jamal) Mashburn in two 
ways. He's very humble and he lets 
the game come to him. What makes 
him great is he wants to get to first 
base, then second, then third, before 
trying to hit home runs." 

When AlA was headed for the 
bus, Pitino, who says he will not 
poor-mouth a team of his, indulged 
in a bit of spin-doctor. "We could 
play excellent basketball and start 
the season two and two. We don't 
deserve to be ranked number one, 
two, three or four. We're one of the 
six or seven teams that could be 
ranked number one." 

Da Coach is right. 
U OF L GETS WRIST SLAP 
The University of Louisville 

basketball program got a slap on the 
wrist last week when the NCAA 
imposed a three-game suspension 
on center Samaki Walker and issued 
reprimands for coaches Denny 
Crum, Larry Gay and Jerry Jones. 

Fall guy? Lead recruiter Gay, 

who is suspended from recru1tmg 
until next June, and has his salary 

frozen for one year. If the NCAA's 
findings again~t Gay arc accurate. 
with violations from 1991 until this 
year, U of L's punishment is an eth­
nic-sensitive invitation to Gay to 
find work elsewhere. 

Most bothersome in U ofL's sor­
did mess, (any involvement with a 
felon, Jimmy Thompson, and 
repeated violations of NCAA rules, 
secondary or not) is sordid- is the 
NCAA ignored its own dictate 
'institutional control' (responsibili­
ty) when it found the head coach 
and director of athletics, Bill Olsen, 
not R:Sponsible for wrongdoing. 

College Hall of Fame Coach 
Crum, and to a lesser degree Olsen, 
are above sanctions because of their 
positions as money-producers for U 
of L. 

Personally, 1t is disappointing to 
find that long-time assistant coach 
Jerry Jones was involved. A man 
who knew loaning money to a stu­
dent/athlete is a clear rules' viola­
tion. When Jones gave, uh, loaned, 
Walker money it cast a cloud of 
doubt leaving fans and officials 
wondering how may other U of L 
players have received such pre­
ferred treatment from him. 

Legacy. One more sad chapter 
forged into the story of college 
amateur athletics. And, anything­
far-an-edge rival recruiters will 
include in their sales pitch a 
reminder of U of L's secondary vio­
lations. 

COUCH .... GUSH GOES ON 
Sports Illustrated made its con­

tribution to Janice Couch's scrap­
book last week when the magazine 
featured her son, Tim. A story by 
Steve Rushin amounted to a warm­
if-economic glimpse into Hyden 
and a genuflect, adding high praise 
to a high heap for Tim Couch the 
young man. 

However, Rushin went too far 
gushing over the 18-year-old when 
he quoted ESPN's clown Siamese 
twin to Dick Vitale, Mel Kiper Jr, 
who says Couch is the best pro 
quarterback prospect in the nation. 

Fortunately, Couch is too level­
headed to be swayed by such tripe. 
Kiper needs to get a life and find a 
hobby. 

Meanwhile, Couch, when he 
gets around to basketbail , will begin 
the season 55th on Sports in 
Kentucky's all-time high school 
scoring list. Among those just ahead 
of him, Butch Beard is 52nd- and 
John Pelphrey 44th, Richie Farmer 
is 21st and Julius Berry is 20th. 

I mention Berry, who starred at 
Lexington Dunbar in the 60s, 
because his point total is exacily 
3,000. 

If Couch - who Jed the state in 
scoring a season ago (36 ppg) -
averages 25.4 points over 25 games 
this season, he will become only the 
21st player in Kentucky history to 
reach 3,000. If he matches last 
year's average over 25 games it 
would add 900 points to his total, 
making 3,264 and vaulting Couch 
to number seven among Kentucky's 
all-time scorers, one point behind 
1994 Mr. Basketball Charles 
Thomas who played at Harlan a 
year ago.

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]adon looks at 
Pioneer life of 1700s 

Jacob Castle was one of the early settlers along 
the wagon road to the western wilderness. He had 
the westernmost settlement prior to 1750. 

In 1746, he traded a musket and butcher knife to 
the Indians for a small tract of land on the Clinch 
River which later became part of Saltville, Virginia. 

Castle was a 1onghunter and lived for months in 
the woods. He traded his deerskins and animal pelts 
for his needs. 

Castle left home each fall and disappeared for 
months dressed in a deerskin hunting shirt, beaver 
cap, buckskin moccasins and leggings. The tail of 
the beaver cap hung to the nape of his neck. 

He carried the necessities he needed-hatchet, 
knife, shot pouch and provisions such as meal, salt, 
jerked beef and pemmican (dried food) in a sling 
over his shoulder. 

Castle carried a long-barreled rifle commonly 
made by German gunsmiths in Eastern 
Pennsylvania, Maryland and along the western trail. 
Originally it was called the Pennsylvania Rifle but 
later became more famous as the Kentucky Hunter's 
Rifle and Kentucky Long Rifle. 

The wagon road later became part of the 
Wilderness Road. Travelers went for miles and days 
without seeing but little evidence of civilization. 
Occasionally they would pass a log hut along the 
rugged land of cliffs and forest in southwest, 
Virginia. 

In 1769, other pioneers cleared patches of land 
at Castle's Woods and moved in as squatters. 
Threats from Indians compelled the early settlers to 
live close together. 

The Loyal Land Company owned a large amount 
of land at the time. Immigrants would build a cabin 
and set up housekeeping without the formality of 
buying or renting. If the land was poor or the area 
proved unsafe they would move on. Otherwise they 
would stay until confronted by the owner and forced 
to buy. 1 

To provide more security, the settlers built a pro­
tective wooden palisade in 1770 and named it 
Snoddy's Fort. It was named after William Snoddy 
who was in command of the fort. A two-story block­
house with gunports was constructed. Eighty fami­
lies resided within. 

As more settle rs arrived, an additional palisade, 
named Moore's Fort was built a mile from Snoddy's 
Fort. William Russell was one of the new men that 
helped build it. Residents of the area were English, 
Scotch-Irish and German. 

In late 1773, William Russell engaged Daniel 
Boone to lead a group of Castle's Woods settlers to 
Kentucky. They traveled in three groups. The 
women, chlidren and baggage comprised one group. 
The older sons, slaves and cattle made up another 
and the men made up the third group. 

They were attacked by Indians in Powell Valley 
and Boone's son, James, and Russell's son, Henry, 
were shot through the hips and stabbed repeatedly. 
Several of the boys were killed instantly, but the 
Indians tortured James Boone. He died in agony 
begging to be killed. 

Later in the day when the carnage was found 
they buried the dead and returned to Castle's 
Woods. Russell had the two Shawnee chiefs who 
were responsible for the killings hunted and slain. 

When about 20 Indians attacked Castle's Woods 
in 1783, while the men were away at war, the 
women foug ht them off with only .Ann Bush Neece 
being tomahawked and killed. 

In 1785, Indians attacked the family of Archibald 
Scott near Castle's Woods and killed five family 
members and abducted Fannie Dickenson Scott. She 
later escaped and found her way back after a month 
in the wilderness. 

Before the advent of the Baptist and Methodist 
evangelists, the pioneers often danced, played cards 
and drank homemade beer and whiskey. 

Early legal proceedings involved the offenses of 
profanity, drinking on the Sabbath, opening some­
one's letter and selling bad corn liquor. Evidently it 
was not an offense to sell good corn liquor. 

Staples of the frontier diet were hog and hominy 
whi~h were served with cornbread. Milk and mush 
were eaten at supper along with sweetened water, 
molasses, gravy or bear's oil. Pork and chicken 
were preferred to venison or beef with chicken often 
being served when a family had company. 

The men wore deerskin shirts, fringed with col­
ored cloth, leggings and moccasins. Frontier women 
wore homemade cotton or wool dresses and sunbon­
nets. Not unti l the 1800's did the men begin adopt­
ing the fashion of European trousers. 

The United States adopted the decimal currency 
in 1792 and the court established the prices which 
taverns could charge: u 'WJnn Jirner, 25 cents,

During 
the Revolutionary war, he served 
with the Virginia Troops as a spy 
and ranger and reenlisted a number 
of times. He served in the Col. 
Crockett's Regiment; Col. Trigg's 
Regiment; Capt. Thomas Vincent's 
Co. in the Battle of King's Moun­
tain; Capt. William Burk's Co., and 
Col. Christian's Regiment.

He also served one month at 

Bowman Station under Col.

Their children were 
John Hamilton, Elizabeth Hamilton, 
Sarah Hamilton, Polly Hamilton, 
Nancy Hamilton, David K. Hamil­
ton, Benjamin Hamilton, Martha 
Hamilton, Amelia Ann Hamilton, 
and Esther Hamilton. 

Benjamin and Susannah (Moon­
glow) are buried in the Hamilton 
Cemetery, located on Route 172 in· 
Morgan County. Both graves are 
marked with hand-carved stones; 
his with the initials B. H. 
1761-1849; her stone is shaped like 
an Indian flint with a moon insignia 
carved on the surface. Lineal grand­
sons, David and John Hamilton, re­
cently restored the cpuple's 1812 
log cabin. The graves had been lost 
for many years until located in 1993 
by lineal grandchildren, Pinetta 
Mullins, Margaret Jones, EDRA 
Hamilton Hill and Ike Ferguson.
