.Hall said the school mascot will
remain a Rebel even though it is of-
fensive to African-Americans be-
cause of the connection to slavery
and the Civil War.

The Rebel mascot came under

Special Judge James Knight
made no decision Wednesday after
hearing arguments from Floyd

County Attorney Jim Hammond on -

a motion to reinstate his lawsuit
against the fiscal court concerning
the county’s E-911 ordinance.

In his capacity as county attor-
ney, Hammond sued the fiscal
court earlier this year claiming the
court improperly adopted an ordi-
nance which retroactively ap-
proved the collection of a sur-
charge to establish an E-911 ser-
vice. Hammond also sued individ-
ually as a taxpayer and seeks the
return of the 911 funds to tele-
phone subscribers.

A group of ten Floyd Countians
sued the fiscal court in March con-
cerning the E-911 service, claim-
ing that the monies had been ille-
gally collected because the court
did not adopt an ordinance. The at-
torneys for the ten taxpayers, Tim
Parker and John Coleman, agreed
to hold that lawsuit in abeyance be-
cause county officials were pro-
ceeding with the implementation
of the emergency telephone ser-
vice.

When Hammond'sued the fiscal
court, attorney Ned Pillersdorf was
retained to defend the court and in-
terim Judge-Executive Bob Meyer.

In September, Judge Knight dis-
missed Hammond’s lawsuit and
ruled that the county’s ordinance

Local merchants hoping
for merry shopping season

It’s baaack.

The Christmas shopping season
starts today and veteran shoppers
everywhere geared up for early
sales, many leaving home before
sunrise to get the best bargains.

But for retailers, preparation
began months ago for the biggest
season of the year. For most stores,
the day after Thanksgiving is the
busiest of the year and parking lots
will probably be jammed from now
until Christmas.

“We’re trying to get ready for
Friday,” Mike Hunt, manager of
Wal-Mart, said Tuesday night.
“This is close to the biggest day of
the year.”

Hunt said he is expecting the
Saturday before Christmas, De-
cember 23, to be bigger than today.
“It all depends on when in the week
Christmas falls,” Hunt said. This
year, Christmas eve is on Sunday
and Christmas Day is Monday.

Mandy Jefferson, manager of C

& H Rauch Jewelers, said she ex-
pects today to be busy, but the three
days before Christmas are always
the busiest.

And Mickie Meade, manager of
Martins, said she’s expecting a
crowd today. “We're hoping we’ll
have a good one,” she said.

Hunt, Jefferson, and Anita Chaf-
fin, owner of Little Rascals, said

they have had a good pre-Christ- -

mas season.

“We’ve had a pretty busy sea-
son,” Chaffin said. “I actually have
two seasons. A layaway season
around the first of October and a
rush the last two weeks before
Christmas.” 2

She said sales have been good
this year compared to last year.
“It’s actually been better for us, but
we do have a second store,” Chaf-
fin said.

Jefferson said the Floyd store
has been ahead of last year. “So far
it is looking better than last year,”
she said. “It was slow at the begin-
ning, but it’s starting to pick up.”

In her third year as manager

here, Jefferson said this is actually
the best year of the three for the
Christmas season.

Hunt said Wal-Mart, and the
Floyd store in particular, is on pro-
jection for November, “and projec-
tion is more than last year,” he said.
“It’s looking good.”

He said he is preparing better
this year than last and is a little sur-
prised at what is selling. “Christ-
mas candy is selling earlier this
year, but Christmas decorations are
slower than last year.”

He attributes that to the theory
by some consumers that stores are
rushing the season. “It happens
every year, we get earlier and earli-
er. By the middle of September we
already have Christmas merchan-
dise in place.”

He said customers say’ they feel
that if they don’t buy early, retailers
won’t have the merchandise.

He said hot sellers this year are
anything electronic, especially
three-dimensional games, televi-

Parkway upgrade
takes step forward

The four-laning of the Moun-
tain Parkway from Campton to
Prestonsburg is one step closer to
being a reality.

The plan to improve Ky. 114 re-
ceived final approval from a
House-Senate Conference Com-
mittee last week in Washington.

The approval means the road is
included on a federal plan for im-
provement. Until it was included
on that plan, it could not receive
federal funding for improvement.

Plans for work on U.S. 23, and
Ky. 80 also received a nod, as did
the 1-66 project from the East
Coast to Kansas. The approval of
the I-66 plan locks in the route the
road will take. According to Hall
Rogers, congressman for the fifth
district of Kentucky, that route will
be through the southern and east-
ern portions of Kentucky.

“I-66 is a vital long-term project
for Southern and Eastern Ken-
tucky,” Rogers said. “Nothing we

do would bring more jobs and in-.

come to our region than this major
new transportation corridor.”

The plan shows the road coming
through Eastern Kentucky in a gen-
eral area within a 25-mile radius
centered around areas like Hazard
and Hindman, Frank Maisano, an
aide in Rogers’ office, said.

“It will be along a corridor that
comes from Jenkins. It looks like it
will go throuéh Pikeville and it
may touch the southern portion of
Floyd County.”

Even if the road doesn’t come
through Floyd County, it will open
up the region for development and
could be a draw for the location of
larger industries here.

“This will open up the whole
area to more than you can ever
imagine,” Maisano said.

Preliminary design work has al-
ready started on the interstate and
Kentucky is farther along than
Missouri is on the project. Last
year, Kentucky received almost $1
million in federal funding from the
U.S. Department of Transportation

One charge dropped,
second to grand jury

An unlawful imprisonment
charge against a Floyd County man
was dismissed by District Judge
James Allen Tuesday after the al-
leged victim testified that she had
left the man’s residence on several
occasions, but two rape charges
were referred to a grand jury.

Mancie Dewayne Bentley, 43,
of Martin, was charged last week
with two counts of first degree
rape, unlawful imprisonment, ter-
roristic threatening and fourth de-
gree assault. The charges were
filed based on a complaint made by
a 47-year-old Letcher County
woman, who claimed she was held

at Bentley’s home for three days.

During Bentley’s preliminary
hearing Tuesday, the woman testi-
fied that Bentley had told her to
come to his home at Hite Road on
November 12. She said the two ar-
gued over another woman and that
Bentley would not let her leave his
home.

Under questioning by defense
attorney Keith Bartley, the woman
said that during the time she was at
Bentley’s home numerous people
had come to the residence, includ-
ing District Three Magistrate
Elmer Ray Johnson. She said she
asked some of the people for help,
but they told her that Bentley loved

Resi-
dents also pay a one-cent extension
tax, a four-cent health tax, and a
2.49-cent library tax.

People who live in Pikeville pay
the same taxes as those in the
county, except they do not pay the
county school tax. They do pay a
city school tax of 60.9 and a city
tax of 17.5.

The total value of assessed
property in Pike County for 1994
was $1.3 billion, the highest in the
five-county area. Residents pay a

little more than $1 billion in real
estate taxes.

Johnson County

For the 1993 tax year, Johnson
Countians paid an 18-cent state
tax, an 11.9-cent county tax, a
39.7-cent school tax, a 3.8-cent
health tax, a 3.8-cent library tax, a
1.2-cent soil conservation tax, a
1.8 agriculture tax and a 6.7-cent
special levy tax. The special levy
was repealed in 1994.

Some residents of the city of
Paintsville do not pay the 39.7 cent
county school tax, but pay a 74.6-
cent city school tax. They also pay
a 14.8-cent city tax.

ordinance retroactive and that the
911 monies should be returned to
telephone customers.

“My question is, ‘where were
you at, Mr. Hammond, all these last
five years when you were supposed
to be advising the court?’”

Pillersdorf said Hammond was
trying to block the implementation
of the emergency service.

“I have expressed my condo-
lences to Judge Hale because Jim
Hammond’s pattern of obstruction
continues,” Pillersdorf said. “He
has thrown up every legal road-
block he can think of. I can under-
stand why some people don’t like
lawyers. Just look at Mr. Ham-
mond’s actions.”

Kentucky businesses donated
$54,174 in equipment to technical
schools in Floyd and Johnson coun-
ties last fiscal, according to a report
compiled by the state Department
for Technical Education.

General Motors Corporation
donated a 1995 Chevy 4x4 truck to
Garth Area-Technical Center and a
1995 Chevy  Blazer to Mayo
Regional Technical Center.

Mayo also received about 400
pounds of electrodes from
Kentucky Power; metal plates and
pipes and steel from Continental
Conveyor and Equipment ;and
metal plate mild steel and alu-
minum from R & S Truck Body.

Cabinet for Workforce
Development Secretary William

Huston says the equipment, which
would cost $58,644 to replace, pro-
vides important classroom opportu-
nities for students and saves money.

“Obviously, the donations con-
tribute to the quality of training for
our students,” he said. “For exam-
ple, to prepare students for health
careers, it's necessary to have med-
ical equipment, and to teach auto-
motive technology, schools must
have vehicles that students can use
for hands-on training.

“The donations also save tax-
payers’ money because this is
equipment that we don’t have to
spend tax dollars on,” he said.

The significance of the equip-
ment donations, however, surpass-
es the enhanced training opportuni-
ties and cost savings.

“This mascot was chosen with
no malice or disrespect to no one,”
Hall said. “A committee of students
chose the name when the new
school opened up.”

She said the students, one from
each of the four schools consolidat-
ed to create Allen Central High
School, were trying to be different
when they chose the name.

“They wanted to be as neutral as
they could,” Hall said. “They want-
ed to pick completely different col-
ors and a mascot so it wouldn’t
look like they were favoring one
school or the other.”

Hall said she had received a
memo from the state board of edu-
cation earlier this year asking that
all principals “voluntarily scruti-
nize mascots,” but she said she had
not received word that the mascot
must be changed.

The memo, which was sent out
in August, asked schools with po-
tentially offensive mascots to
change them.

“All my students and parents
keep saying hold out to the last
minute,” she said. “It would be
hard to come up with a mascot that
doesn’t offend someone.”

The school system has no plans
to ask the school to change the
mascot at this time; unless parents
indicate the change needs to be

I am
aware of a restoration of a similar
house in Indiana that reportedly
cost $1,500,000.00. Is the cost
worth the expense?

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Henry convicted of manslaughter

Brian Steven Henry, 26, of
Shelbiana, was convicted of first-
degree manslaughter and first-
degree criminal trespassing
Tuesday in Pike Circuit Court.

Henry shot his ex-wife, Delora
Shell, in the head with a shotgun on
August 20, 1994, after an argument
at her mother’s house on
Rockhouse of Marrowbone.

Shell was 22 at the time of the
shooting.

The jury of nine women and
three men sentenced Henry to 20
years in prison for murder and one
year in prison for the criminal tres-
passing charge.

Henry will be formally sen-
tenced in four to six weeks and will

be eligible for parole in ten years.
He will also receive credit for the
year he spent in the Pike County
Detention Center prior to the trial.

Agssistant Commonwealth
Attorney Ron Burchett said the
weight on a juror’s conscience of
sending someone to their death was
why he did not seek the death
penalty.

“I thought from the very begin-
ning the case would be hotly con-
tested on the emotional disturbance
issue. I felt like if the jury knew that
if they found him guilty of murder
there was the possibility of the
death penalty, they would be less
inclined to find him guilty,” he said.

Burchett said he thought the tes-
timony of psychiatrist Eric S.
Engum was the deciding factor in
the verdict. Engum interviewed

Henry and testified he suffered
from a “borderline personality dis-
order.”

Burchett said Engum’s testimo-
ny showed a flaw in the legal code.

“Brian Henry didn’t have to tes-
tify in this case,” he said. “I’'m not
talking about his constitutional right
to not have to give evidence against
himself. ,

“His whole story came out
through this expert, who was
allowed to say, under the rules of
evidence, ‘He told me he shot her
because of this, he told me, he told
e 5

Burchett also said the interview
was not done under oath or with any
legal or court supervision, which
was troubling.

Henry was represented by John
Nelson of the Office of Public

Advocacy, who declined to com-
‘ment after the verdict.

Nelson began his closing argu-
ments by telling the jury he knew
they felt sympathy for the Shell
family, and that he felt sympathy for
them as well, but they had to look at
the case from Henry’s point of view,
t0o.

“Why would Brian kill the
woman he loved?” asked Nelson.
“It comes down to emotional vul-
nerability.”

Nelson then reminded jurors of
the testimony of Engum, who said
Henry suffered from a “borderline
personality disorder,” that could be
aggravated by emotional strain or
insecurities and “inconsistent rela-
tionships.”

Nelson then recounted the testi-

School board may get their wish after all

The Johnson County School
Board, which lobbied unsuccessful-
ly several years ago to include
freshmen in its new middle school
program, may get its wish after all.

Hamilton said the main reason
he was proposing the change is the
number of discipline problems
JCHS officials are having with
freshmen students. A recent study,
he said, showed that 102 freshmen

‘have had discipline problems at

JCHS, compared to a total of 134
students in the 10th-12th grades.
Under Hamilton’s proposal,
freshman would remain at JCHS,
but a wing of the school would be
blocked off especially for them.
Two or three classes would also be
needed for the ninth-graders in the

Former Johnson funeral director indicted

A former Johnson County funer-
al home owner and coroner was
indicted last Friday on charges he
accepted payments for pre-arranged
funerals but didn’t deposit the
money in an account as required by
law.

The Johnson County Grand Jury
charged Bryan Fraley with two
counts of failure to comply with
pre-need payments and increment
as trust funds.

The indictment is the first of its
kind issued locally.

The indictment claims Fraley —
who owned Fraley and Son Funeral
Home in Paintsville, which closed

last year — accepted a total of
$6,395 to pre-arrange two funerals
but didn’t deposit the money in an
interest-bearing escrow account.

Fraley denied any intentional
wrongdoing Monday, saying the
cases should not have been a crimi-
nal matter because he thought they
had either been settled or would
have been settled out of court.

The alleged offenses occurred
June 26, 1992, when Fraley accept-
ed a $5,500 payment, and October
8, 1992, when he took an $895 pay-
ment, according to the indictment.

The people from whom Fraley
accepted the money were Genoa
and Boyd Burgoyne of Martha and
Charlie Fraley of Thealka. They
were among five people who testi-

fied before the grand jury in the
case.

Charlie Fraley is Bryan Fraley’s
uncle.

Bryan Fraley said he hadn’t been
served with the indictment and was
unaware of the charges.

He said the case involving his
uncle was “a family situation that
will be settled.”

The case involving the
Burgoynes was “an oversight,” he
said.

“As a matter of fact, I thought
that had been settled when I went
out of business,” he said.

An indictment is not an indica-
tion of guilt but a determination by
a grand jury that criminal charges
warrant a full court hearing.

It’s no wonder that the country music entertain-
ment provided by the Mountain Jamboree performers
generates so much excitement, May says.

“The place is electrifying. A lot of people come (to
the show) expecting it to be amateurish, but it’s not.
You aren’t going to hear any better singers anywhere”
he says and his pride in the entertainers is evident in
his voice.

May, who began the Mountain Jamboree four
years ago, can name each one of his twenty plus
entertainers and he can recite their family histories,
too.

May says so much talent is on stage during the
Mountain Jamboree that he can’t name a “top star.”
He can, though, state implicitly that three-year-old
Justin Miller “brings the house down” when he sings
and dances across the stage. '

“Justin Miller stands out in everybody’s mind.
There are so many great entertainers. Bill Miller and
Brax Kid are two of the finest country singers as I’ve
heard anywhere.

“Christina Parsons, 9, of Little Mud is a heck of a
good entertainer.

“Amber Hall, 10, of Ivel is absolutely fantastic.

“Susan Whitt of Pilgrim is incredible, Donna
Mayhorn, Clarissa Kidd and.....”

And he can go-on and on praising his entertainers
as long as anyone will listen.

Kris Kristofferson

for the defense

On December 3, CBS
is scheduled to air

“Inflammable,” a film
starring Marg
Helgenberger, Park
Overall, and Kris
Kristofferson.

The movie deals with
sexual harassment and

murder aboard a naval
vessel commanded by
Kristofferson’s character.
Helgenberger is a lieu-
tenant who is sent by the
Naval Investigative
Service to deal with the
increasingly complex sit-
uation. Overall is a war-
rant officer who may be
Helgenberger’s only ally
aboard the ship.

There have been sever-
al television films recently
dealing with  sexual
harassment in the military.
Asked if he thinks the
apparent plethora of these
films will somehow
diminish the impact of
these situations,
Kristofferson said, “I
don’t think so. As far as
I’'m concerned, we have a
lot of catching up to do.
For too long, women did-
n’t dare complain about
the way they were treated.
Those women who did
speak up weren’t
believed, or listened to; in
some instances, things
were turned around and
they were seen to be at
fault. Now, women are
speaking out and they’re
making a difference. I feel
the more the public is
made aware that these sit-
uations exist, the easier it
will be for the next
‘woman to tell her story.”

In the film, it’s obvious
that many of the men
aboard the ship are hostile
to the presence of women.
Some show their anger
through harassment; some
may even resort to mur-
der.

“Of course, they’re
hostile,”: -Kristofferson
said. “They’re little boys
who don’t want to share
what they feel is by some
divine right theirs and
theirs alone. This isn’t a
new phenomenon. It’s
probably been with us
since we moved from a
matriarchal to a patriar-
chal society and men
began making the rules.”

Kristofferson generally
agreed with a study that
indicated that some men,
certainly not all, feel
threatened if women can
show they can do the
same job as well, if not
better.

“You find this attitude
in the military because,
next to police work, this is
about the most macho
organization there is,”
Kris said. “When they
perceive they’re being
challenged by women,
they react with some
degree of violence, usual-
ly harassment. The idea is

to force her to stay in her
place.”

And, as Kris made
clear, ideally, that place is
outside in civilian life.

Kristofferson, whose
father was an Air Force
major general, served a
stint in the military as a
fighter pilot. He was later
asked to teach at West
Point, but turned it down
to move to Nashville
where he pursued a writ-
ing and music career. He
went into feature films
and soon found stardom in
such flicks as “Blume in
Love,” “Pat Garrett and
Billy the Kid,” “Alice

Doesn’t Live Here
Anymore,” and “A Star is
Born” with Barbra
Streisand.

Kris Kristofferson was
born in Brownsville,
Texas, just over the border
from Matamoros in
Mexico. He earned a
Rhodes Scholarship to
Oxford University where
he majored in Creative
Literature, specializing in
the works of William
Blake, the 17th century
poet and painter who
shared a long and happy
marriage with Catherine,
his wife, whom he consid-
ered his intellectual equal.

“Blake was a visionary,
which is why you can read
his work today and still
find it relevant to our
modern lives,”
Kristofferson says.

Kristofferson feels that
while visionaries like
Blake may live long and
rewarding lives, “Political
visionaries often wind up
being assassinated,” he
said. “We have only to
look at the Kennedys and
Martin Luther King.” (He
might have added Yitzhak
Rabin, who was assassi-
nated by an Israeli funda-
mentalist just a week after
our interview.)

“Nobody wants to deal
with these --assassina-
tions,” Kris said. “It’s like
a cancer that you allow to
go on unchecked.”

As for the future,
Kristofferson is not pes-
simistic, but he’s wary. He
feels that we lost an
important American trait
that made us proud to say
we stand for the underdog
against the bully. “I grew
up believing this was the
right thing to do. But
fewer people feel that
way, and if that continues,
the America we knew will
no longer be here, and
we’ll be in real trouble.”

Interestingly enough,
Kristofferson said what
attracted him to the film,
“Inflammable,” was that
the story dealt with
defending the rights of
people—in this case,
women—against a bully
in the form of an
entrenched bureaucracy.

“We can’t allow injus-
tice to succeed just
