While the cuts would be ap­
plied to th~ fiscal 1997 budget, 
they still will not be enough to 
bring expenditures under rev­
enues, something that's required 
by state law. 

The tentative working budget 
still shows a deficit of about half a 
million dollars, according to Ed 
Allen, interim superintendent.

"It happened on our watch. I 
guess we have to fix it," board 
chairman Ray Brackett said.

The school district is $800,000 
in the red and is having trouble 
balancing its books from last year.

The state took over the Floyd 
County school district in the late 
1980s because of "academic bank­
ruptcy." Charges were brought by 
former Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen against the super­
intendent and two county school 
board members. 

The state backed off and agreed 
to quarterly - rather than month­
ly checks - after the district met 
requirements, but by May, the fi­
nancial problems had again attract­
ed the state's attention. 

Allen presented the proposed 
cuts at a budget workshop Monday 
night. 

The largest cuts will come to 
the writing budget. More than 
$51,000 has been cut from the pro­
posed $83,800 budget for that pro­
gram. The largest cut will be the 
elimination of a language arts as­
sistant position at a cost of 
$23,000.

Prognosis for new health 
department is promising

A drive to build a new health de­
partment in Floyd County is gath­
ering steam. 

The health department board, at 
its meeting September 12, hired 
Randy Burchett to draw up plans 
for the new building. 

"We've probably been talking 
about a new building r'or a year," 
Carol Holbrook, health department 
administrator, said. "Now it looks 
like we're actually going to get the 
ball rolling." 

A steering committee made 
up of community members, health 
department employees, and health 
board members- have been doing 
a lot of the early work on the pro­
ject, which will help cut down the 
amount of time it will take for the 
department to actually be in the 
new building. 

"We've looked at the timelines 
and after the architect is hired, the 
design is approved and we've let 
out bids, construction is only going 
to take a few short months," Hol­
brook said. 

She said she is anticipating 
being in the new building within 
two years. 

"We've had a resource commit­
tee for two and a half or three years 
and we've told them what our 
dreams are and what our needs are 
and what the needs of the commu­
nity are and they arc hclptng us de­
sign the building," she said. 

And Burchett is expected to be a 
big help. "He sat in on a few of our 
meetings and has taken lots of 
notes and visited several health de­
partments that we like," she added. 

While a specific design hasn't 
been determmed, Holbrook said 
her staff likes portions of P1kc 
County's building as well as those 

in Franklin and Madison counties. 
She said one of the major needs 

for a new building is traffic flow 
and not having people "crisscross­
ing." 

"We've sketched out different 
patterns, but the number one con­
cern is better patient care," Hol­
brook said. 

At the current health department 
on First Street, the waiting room is 

often crowded and while attempts 
at improving patient confidentiality 
are made, it isn't always possible. 

"We have those sound proof 
walls between cubicles (where pa­
tients give financial and other in­
formation), but they aren't per­
fect," she said. "And on days when 
we have regional clinics, we are on

Compromise reached 
in water service issue

The battle for water at Frasure's 
Creek ended Wednesday afternoon 
with a helping hand from the coun­
ty. 

Beaver Elkhorn Water District 
approved a recommendation from 
Judge-Executive Bob Meyer for 
alternate financing for the Fra­
sure's Creek project during a spe­
cial meeting Wednesday. 

Part of the proposed funding 
would be provided by Jerry Kan­
ney, a Pikeville CPA, and with new 
customers paying the regular $450 
tap on fee. Other costs would be 
covered by the county, which will 
provide 6" and 4" pipe and will use 
District 3 road crew for labor. 

"This proposal allows us to ser­
vice the people," Homer Hall, 
chairman said. "With cooperation 
from everyone we can solve this 
problem." 

The overall cost of the project is 
$34,418 which includes pipes, 
valves and fittings for the main 
line, meters, meter boxes and sad­
dles. 

Kanney has agreed to contribute 

$18,000 to be applied to the total 
cost of extendtng the mains up to 
and on his property. This. is not an 
advance payment for future water 
tap on fees, which means as homes 
are built and sold on his subdivi­
sion. individual home owners will 
be responsible for paying the nor­
mal $450 tap fcc to the water com­
mission. 

Another $18,000 is estimated to 
be brought in if 40 of the 55 possi­
ble new customers on Frasure's 
Creek sign up for water service and 
pay the tap-on fcc. 

"This is a reasonable resolution 
and it accomplishes the need for 
water at Frasure's Creek,'' Kanney 
said "It is nice to see the problem 
resolved. 

Not all of Frasure's Creek will 
rece1ve water from this project. 
New lines will only service the 
area from the current point on Fra­
sure's Creek that has water up to 
and including Kanney's property. 
However. expansion of the wate'f 
line beyond Kanncy's property can 
take place when more money is 
available. 

Construction on the project will 
begin sometime th1s month. 
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$31,825, down from a prehminary 
$72,525. A language arts assistant 
position is being eliminated from 
that program as well. 

The elementary academic team 
budget could be eliminated com­
pletely, a decrease of $36,650. 

Other proposed cuts include: 
• Talented and gifted budget, cut 

$34,230. 
• Special education budget, cut 

$25,200. 
• Technology budget, cut 

$20,000. 
• Professional development 

budget, cut $15.000. 
• Mathematics budget, cut 

$12,945. 
• Assessment budget, cut 

$7,125. 
• Grant programs budget, cut 

$4,500. 
• Elementary resource teacher 

budge!. cut $3,000. 
The cuts were made on pro­

posed budgets for each area. 
In many areas, the cuts are for 

training or travel costs. Equipment 
purchases have also been cut 
down. 

Board members were also inter­
ested in looking at allocations of 
teacher days. 

One of the allocations that may 
come under fire is the number of 
days principals, assistant princi­
pals, guidance counselors and li­
brarians are in the schools before 
and after students. For example, el­
ementary school principals usually 
receive 55 extra days, which al­
lows them to work throughout the 
summer. 

"We need to decide if we can af­
ford those ratios," Allen said. 

Cutting extracurricular assign· 
ments for teachers is also an op· 

tion, according to Dr. Brent Clark, 
board member. He was warned by 
the school board attorney, Phil 
Damron, that he could not cut 
those positions for this school year. 

"We already have 12 lawsuits 
on that issue," he said. "When you 
take extended days away, that's 
considered a demotion. You can't 
fire someone at this time of the 
year." 

"I believe we're fairly close to 
being in compliance, but there's 
some places· we are over," Allen 
said. 

Clark questioned the si7.e of 
classes, but learned that the county 
'!§"'following the state capacity rates 
(CAP) for all grade levels. Class­
room sizes cannot be increased. 

Some classes are over the ca­
pacity, but aides have been added 
to those classrooms to bring them 
into state compliance. 

''We need to monuor those units 
and when the CAP goes down, we 
need to pull those aides," Clark 
said. 

There are nine aides in class­
rooms now, Allen said. 

Allen said he understands the 
board's desire not to "go back to 
1989-90, but somehow we've got 
to do a better job of matching what 
we want to do with what we've got 
the money to do." 

Allen presented figures that 
show the district's expenditures 
have increased by nearly $20 mil­
lion since the fiscal 1990 budget. 
And that increase has come at a 
time when enrollment figures have 
decreased by more than 700 stu­
dents while the number of person­
nel - certified and classified -
has increased by 274. 

"A lot of that increase is man­
dated by the state," Allen said cit­
ing the new preschool program, in­
creased kindergarten attendance, 
lower CAP sizes, and additional 
programs. 

"You don't have the same pro­
gram you had then. You probably 
have a better program, but it's a 
matter of what you can afford," 
Allen said. 

The biggest increase occurred 
between the fiscal 1990 and fiscal 
1991 budget when expenditures 
rose $5,417,952. "That's the year 
the education reform took effect 
and the money started coming to," 
AJlcn explained. He said there was 
also a tax mcrease that year.

He recommended that site­
based councils, along with their 
principals, meet with the superin­
tendent on a regular basis. "'The 
superintendent needs to take par­
ent representatives more serious­
ly," he said.

Ken Addington, technology direc­
tor of Radiology, added that MRI is 
considered the most exciting diag­
nostic advance of the century. 

"Magnetic Resonance Imaging 
is a diagnostic technology which 
uses magnetic field, radio waves, 
and hydrogen atoms in the body's 
own cells to produce anatomical 
images," he explained. 

Addington said that MRI com­
plements other diagnostic tools, 
such as x-rays, CAT scans, and 
ultrasounds and aids in diagnosing 
tumors, infections, some heart dis­
eases, and herniated discs. MRI is 
also a valuable aid to sports medi­
cine, he added.

Cutting funding for education 
will slash the American Dream 

Editor: 

As students, teachers, and admin­
istrators return to schools all over the 
country, I want to remind you of a 
critical battle that will take place this 
fall in Washington over the issue of 
education. To put it bluntly, our edu­
cators, students, and parents need to 
be aware that our nation's invest­
ments in education - in our 
children's future - are under direct 
attack by the Republican majority in 
the House. 

The President is firmly commit­
ted to a comprehensive economic 
policy based on balancing the bud­
get, reducing trade baniers world­
wide, and creating jobs here at home. 
But he is convinced that to strengthen 
families, expand our economy, and 
raise the living standards for the 
American people, nothing is more 
critical to our nation•s future than 
ensuring that all Americans have the 
education and skills they need. 

Education has become the funda­
mental fault-line in the standard of 
living for American families. Many 
Americans have seen their incomes 
stagnate over the last 15 years; the 
real income of the typical family bas 
actually declined. Yet those with the 
most education and training have 
bucked the trend. Today, the typical 
college graduate earns 74 percent 
more than a worker with only a higli 
school degree. Studies also show that 
for every year of training a person 
gets after high school, his or her earn­
ings rise by 6 to 12 percent. Educa­
tion is the key to growth in our 
economy, in wages, and in our stan­
dard of living. 

To allow individuals to make the 
most of their lives, and to provide 
every American the chance to realize 
the American Dream, the President 
has been fighting for better education 
and training, by investing in Head 
StartandSafeandDrug-FreeSchools, 
by providing resources to train teach­
ers and raise school standards, and by 
improving the student loan program. 

During the last Congress, Republi­
cans and Democrats together enacted 
a historic series of initiatives to assist 
families, communities, schools and 
colleges to expand educational op­
portunity in America. 

President Clinton bas proposed to 
balance the budget over the next ten 
years. He would do so by cutting 
wasteful spending, streamlining pro-
grams, and ending unneeded subsi­
dies. Yet be would preserve and in­
crease investment in education by 
$40 billion over the next seven years; 
protect Medicaid, Medicare and the 
environment; and provide for a tar· 
geted tax cut that would help 
middle-income Americans raise their 
children, save for the future and pay 
for post-secondary education. 

By contrast, there are proposals in 
Congress threatening to cut $36 bil­
lion from education and training to 
help them balance the budget in seven 
years and provide a huge tax cut to 
those who need it least They have 
proposed: slashing investments in 
Head Start; abolishing the Goals 2000 
school reforms; cutting crucial assis­
tance to students from disadvantaged 
backgrounds; abolishing the Tech­
nology Learning Challenge, which 
leverages private money for technol­
ogy in schools and communities; cut­
ting fWlding for apprenticeship train­
ing in half; abolishing AmeriCorps -
the heart of the President's National 
Service program; raising students' 
costs of loans by $10 billion over 
seven years; halting progress on the 
President's Direct Lending program; 
and denying Pen Grants to 360,000 
students in 1996 alone. 

These latter cuts would be par­
ticularly .devastating for access to 
post-secondary education and train-

ing. By slashing grants and loans, we 
would ttun back the clock on recent 
successes in expanding access, fore-._ 
ing some students to drop out and 
denying others the opportunity to 
begin their education. To achieve the 
level of savings they are proposing, 
Congress would have to raise the 
costs of college education by as much 
as $3,100 for undergraduates and as 
much as $9,400 for graduate stu-
dents. They would not only eliminate 
any interest subsidy for graduate and 
professional students, but also hit 
college students with substantially 
higher fees- for example, eliminat­
ing the six-month grace period for 
interest after college or raising the• 
origination fee that every student must 
pay to obtain their loans. There are 
also proposals to reduce and possibly 
eliminate the Direct Lending Pro­
gram, preventing more schools from 
participating in this initiative, which 
is already saving taxpayers $6.8 bil­
lion, lowering interest rates for stu­
dents, and allowing borrowers to 
choose flexible 'repayment arrange­
ments. 

I fumly believe that the American 
people want to balance the budget 
and continue to increase investments 
in education. ThePresidenthas shown 
that it is possible. Nevertheless, there 
are those in Congress who are deter­
mined to go forward with these ex­
treme cuts. The debate over this issue 
will be one of the most significant in 
the coming months, if not years. The 
future of this great nation is at stake.

Edwards was hit by a 
car at a dangerous inter­
section on the new four 
lane leading to 
Paintsville. There were 
many anxious moments 
for Edwards, who spent 
an hour and a half 
pinned in the wrecked 
vehicle. 

As a result of the 
accident, he became 
permanently impaired. 
Edwards now gets 
around in a wheelchair. 

But Edwards' story is 
not one of gloom and 
despair, even though it 
first appeared that way. 
Edwards is an inspira­
tion in how to overcome 
adversity and go on 
with life. 

'The good Lord was 
with me that day," he 
said. "He had his anns 
around me. I'm fortu­
nate'to be alive." 

Edwards was an avid 
runner when he had the 
use of both legs and 
enjoyed taking part in 
races around the nation. 

"I had a goal to have 
raced in all 50 states," 
he said. "I've ran in 
about 26 of them so 
far." 

That was when he 
was able to run as oth­
ers. Now, relegated to a 
wheelchair, has that 
changed those plans? 

"I still feel that I can 
race in all 50 states," he 
said. 

While most people, 
under similar circum­
stances. would sit around 
and feel sony for trem­
selves, Edwards said he 
realizes he still has a life to 
live and at age 44, he is 
going to enjoy it 

"I just realized that I 
had to get on with my 
life," he said. 

Now. when he races, 
he does so from the 
wheelchair. He speaks 
of the accident as 
maybe not being such 
an unfortunate happen­
ing. 

"It was an unfortu­
nate accident, then 
maybe it wasn't," he 
said. 

Edwards now has 
taken to the road on 
weekends and is racing 
for money. Not in a 
stock car. Not in a har­
ness buggy, but in his 
wheelchair. 

He has plans to make 
the Chicago circuit and 
then, the first of the 
year, travf!l to Houston, 
Texas for a 26-mile 
encounter. 

We do not want to tell 
all of Edwards' story

He's just a sophomore, but is 
ranked as one of the top ten quar­
terbacks in the state of Kentucky. 
Nick Compton (6-1, 165) is a 
modest football player who bas 
nolhing but praise for his team­
mates and is quick to give his 
coach, Donnie Daniels, credit for 
his early success. 

"I've learned a lot from Coach 
Daniels," lhe Raider quarterback 
said. "He tells me what I'm doing 
wrong. He jumps on to me, but not 
all that much. I like playing for 
h. " un. 

Compton's football career 
started in the sixth grade at Melvin 
when he played for what was then 
a combination of Melvin and 
Osborne football players. 

"We d1dn't have just a separate 
team," he said. "but we all played 
together. I didn't want to play foot­
ball when I wa~ in the fifth grade. 
But Coach Harris, who is an assis­
tant l'lcrc now, got me started playing 
and he encouraged me to be a quar­
IL'l'back. I've always played at the 
quarter~1ck position." 

Compton, wllo started the ftnaJ 
two games for South Floyd last 
year, has been behind center all 
seao;OI\ and has put up some pretty 
impressive numbers this year. 
Daniels went on record proclaim­
ing Ccmpton as the best sopho­
more quarterbacks in the strtte. 

"And I still feel that way." 
Daniels said. 

Compton, through six games, is 
just 26 yards short of 1,000 and is 
averaging 162 yards per outing. 

But his modest personality will 
not let him take all the credit. 

"Pete (Dawson) ou• center, he 
gives me a lot of protection in tlle 
pocket. Probably more than any­
one else. But our offensive line 
does a great job as well. 

"You have to have good 
receivers to be successful as a 
quarterback and Terrence Mullins 
anti Aaron Hall are two good ones. 
Ketran (Mays) is a very good run­
ner and receiver," Compton said. 

Compton said he senses he has 
improved as a quarterback and is 
more confident when be goes on 
the fteld. 

"I've got my reads down and if 
you're open I can probably hit 
you," he stated. ''I have trouble 
being in the pocket.

Compton doesn't consider himself 
ll good O{OOn quanerl:ad< and would 
like 10 improve that JX1It of his grune. 

"That's whe;e I would like to 
improve," he said "I'd like to imr.rove 
my nmning game. Now I just stay in 
the pockets and hit my rcccivcts." 

Wilh runners such as Mays :md 
Chet McCarty, Compton would 
like to throw the football more, 
But he said he respects the deci­
sion of Daniels. 

"It's more or less what Coach 
Daniels thinks," he said. "I really 
don't care as long as we win. 1 
don't worry about how many 
yards I get or how many touch-

downs I t.'lrow tor. I just want to 
win." 

The Raiders are 3-3 overall 
through six games, but stand in 
second place in the district with a 
solid shot at a playoff berth. 

"I understand that we may play 
in the Harlan district (playoffs)," 
said Compton. "I don't care. I'm 
just happy that we made lhe play­
offs." 

The Raiders, with a win over 
Jenkins last Friday night, malhe­
matically assured themselves of a 
spot in lhe state playoffs. 

Compton said he enjoys good 
rivalry games, such as the one lhe 
Raiders played against county foe 
Allen Central. 

"They have a very good quar­
terback in (Adam) Coleman," he 
said. "(Thomas) Jenkins is a very 
good receiver and player. Then 
lhey have (Beau) Tackett who can 
run the ball. They're a good team." 

Compton said two more victo­
ries over lhe last four would be 
very gratifying. but a sweep of the 
four would be sweeter. 

"We need to improve in all 
phases of our game," he said.

A federal judge ruled Tuesday 
that court records on an agreed set­
tlement between the county and 
eight former workers should be 
made public. 

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood 
ordered the terms of the agreement 
unsealed, as well as what took place 
during an in-chambers conference 
leading up to the settlement. 

"The taxpayers deserve an 
explanation," said Pike County 
Judge-Executive Donna Damron. "I 
did not want to settle." 

The actual terms of the settle­
ment have not been entered into the 

court record and were unavailable 
at presstime. The newspaper is 
obtaining a copy of the transcript 
from the closed conference. 

The settlement was the result of 
a lawsuit filed by eight former 
workers who sued for damages as 
the result of an alleged illegal and 
wrongful termination of their 
employment. The employees 
included Liz Thacker-Adkison, Jim 
C. Justice, Jimmy R. Bentley, Leroy 
Syck, Obie Tackett, Stallard P. 
Lynch, Keith Tackett and William 
Chaney. 

County magistrates authorized 
the judge-executive to negotiate a 
settlement at the urging of the court 
and attorneys, said Damron, adding

some of the magistrates were actu­
ally "cheering" for the former 
workers. 

Sometimes, she said, members 
of the fiscal court don't make deci­
sions because it's the right business 
decision. 

"They make decisions based on 
who their fncnds are," ,said 
Damron. "I was willing to gamble 
with the jury," she said. "We proba­
bly had the best case to defend that 
will ever happen in the state of 
Kentucky.

debt incurred from the settlement. 
The county's insurance, through the 
Kentucky Association of Count1es 
(KACo), has taken the position that, 
in cases where there is a judgment 
entered against the county in a First 
Amendment case, it will not pay 
because the acts were found by a 
court to be intentional. 

Damron herself was recently 
appointed to serve on KACo's 
Board of Directors and sa1d the 
issue is one that should be 
addressed. 

While she is confident the attor­
ney supplied by KACo who repre­
sented the county in the proceed­
ings did a "wonderful" job, Damron 
said the association should do 

something to "insulate" govern­
ments and government officials 
from similar proceedings. 

"I want to make certain this 
doesn't happen to future fiscal 
courts," she said. "Most likely, the 
legislature will address it." 

Passed in 1986, there is already 
legislation that allows county 
judge-executives to appoint key 
personnel in their offices to serve at 
the judge's pleasure. 

"I would expect that to be 
expanded," said Damron. who said 
she has already talked to a number 
of legislators about the Issue. 

"The state is insulated from 
these lawsuits," she said. "There's 
got to be a stop to it somehow." 

Will Flem Burchett 
be retried for rape?

A hearing scheduled for 
November could determine 
whether convicted sheriff killer 
Flem Burchett will be retried on 
rape and incest charges. 

Special judge Eddy Coleman 
has set a November 10 status con­
ference in the case, which has been 
pending since March 1992 when 
Burchett fatally shot Johnson 
County Sheriff Gene Cyrus. 

Burchett, who pleaded guilty to 
Cyrus' murder in 1993 and is serv­
ing a life sentence, is accused of 
rape and incest involving his grand­
daughter. Burchett was standing 
trial on the charges when police 
said he walked away during a lunch 
recess on March 18, 1992, and later 
shot Cyrus at his Oil Springs home. 

Burchett also shot himself but 
survived. 

The case was revived this past 
April when Johnson Circuit Judges 
Stephen N. Frazier and James A. 
Knight disqualified themselves and 
Coleman, a circuit judge in Pike 
County, was appointed. 

Commonwealth's Attorney 
Anna Melvin said at the time that 
she had discussed the case with the 
alleged victim and would decide 
later if Burchett should be retried. 

If Burchett is retried, attorneys 
will have to decide whether the trial 
will be held in Johnson County or 
moved. 

Proceedings against Burchett in 
the Cyrus case were moved to Pike 
County because of pretrial publici­
ty. 

Although Burchett is serving a 
life sentence for Cyrus' murder, he 
will be eligible for parole tn 2004. 

The alleged rape and incest 
occurred April 27, 1991, when the 
girl was 13 years old. 

Judge Frazier rules on 
motions in Goble case 

The commonwealth attorney in a 
sexual abuse case in Martin County 
must decide by October 10 which 
of two separate indictments will be 
tried first. 

Commonwealth Attorney Anna 
Melvin is required by a recent rul­
ing by Circuit Judge Steven "N1ck" 
Frazier to decide which of two sep­
arate indictments against Kelly 
Goble will be tried first. 

Goble has been charged with 
more than 20 counts including first 
degree rape, first degree sexuai 
abuse and first degree sodomy 
against two juveniles. 

Defense attorney Robert Miller, 
who was standing in for Goble's 
attorney John D. Preston Thursday, 
September 28, in Martin C1rcuit 
Court, asked Frazier to overrule all 
motions filed by special prosecutor 
Jerry Patton. 

Patton, a Prestonsburg attorney, 
has been retained by a family mem-

ber of one of the victims to help 
Melvin prosecute the case. 

"The role of a commonwealth 
attorney should be to seek justice in 
a case,'' Miller said. "Patton is more 
like a hired gun who is only inter­
ested in a conviction." 

However, Melvin wanted all 
defense motions thrown out 
because they were filed too late, 
including the ones questioning 
Patton's role in the prosecution. 

"All the motions by both sides 
were actuaiiy fiied too 'late,'•'• Fraz.ier 
said. "I want you to decide if you 
want me to hear all of them (from 
both sides) or none of them. What's 
fair for the goose IS fair for the gan­
der." 

Patton said he would like the 
judge to hear all the motions from 
both sides. Patton assured the court 
that everything he filed had been 
approved by Melvin.

county teachers. 

Knight originally dismissed the 
charges in 1994, but the Kentucky 
Court of Appeals reinstated them in 
August. The appellate court said 
Knight did not have the authority to 
drop the charges. 

Last Friday, Hamilton's attorney, 
C.K. Belhasen of Paintsville, filed a 
new motion to drop the charges, 
contending that special prosecutor 
Michael Stidham did not have the 
authority to go before the Johnson 
County Grand Jury and seek an 
indictment. 

Belhasen says Stidham, who is 
Breathitt County commonwealth's 
attorney, was appointed special 
prosecutor by the state attorney gen­
eral to investigate theft charges 
against former Johnson Central 

High School Principal Steve 
Butcher in connection with missing 
sporting goods from the school. 

The assignment did not include 
an investigation of Hamilton, 
Belhasen said. 

"Nowhere in the assignment was 
the prosecutor ordered to conduct 
an investigation of the fiscal poli­
cies of the Johnson County Board of 
Education or anything other than 
the Butcher case and cases arising 
therefrom," Belhasen 's motion 
claims. 

Butcher and the owners of a 
Pikeville sporting goods store, 
David and Sherry Collier, were 
indicted in May 1994 for theft by 
unlawful taking. Hamilton •.vas 
indicted the same day. 

"In (Hamilton's) case, however," 
the motiOn says, "the prosecutor 
went beyond the scope of this 
charge from the attorney general 
and. wtthout any legal authority, 
began an investigation of 

(Hamilton) and caused the grand 
jury to return indictments against 
him which were in no way related to 
any of the allegations arising from 
the state police investigation of theft 
and other alleged wrongs 1n the 
Butcher case." 

Belhasen said Johnson County 
Commonwealth's Attorney Anna 
Melvin should have been in charge 
of any investigation of Hamilton. 

"Indeed, the prosecutor usurped 
the authority of the local prosecutor 
in invading her province and pre­
senting a case against a citizen of 
Johnson County which would have 
been the responsibility and at the 
discretion of the duly elected com­
monwealth attorney of this count) 
to present," the motion says. 

Knight delayed a ruling on the 
motion during a hearing Friday, 
saying he wanted to see a copy of 
the letter the attorney general's 
office sent to Stidham appointing 
him to the Butcher case.

Wolf Creek Collieries lays off more miners· 
Wolf Creek Collieries in Martin 

County shutdown recently, laying 
off 142 workers, officials said. 

According to a press release 
issued by Wolf Creek Monday, 
"(the company) has indefinitely 
idled its underground mine ncar 
Lovely, effective October I. 

The idling affects 142 represent­
ed employees, pending further eval­
uation of the mine's costs and its 
ability to compete within the cur­
rent market, the press release stated. 

"At least in the near term, coal 
required to fulfill the contract with 
Carolina Power & Light will be 
sourced through other suppliers. in 

accordance with provisions of a 
coal supply agreement signed in 
May," the press release stated. 
"CP&L is the only major customer 
now serviced by the mine." 

United Mine Workers of 
America Local 7093 Vice President 
Randall Fields said, "They are 
going to have a hoist man and 
pumper working this week. They 
said they would recall ten people to 
the mine and two at the prep plant. 
Those working at the plant will be 
doing cleanup and winterizing and 
will have five or s1x weeks work. 
The ten men in the mine will do 
recovery work and should be there 

eight months to a year. They said 
those men would be recalled next 
week." 

There was a meeting of Local 
7093 Monday afternoon to inform 
all members of the events that tran­
spired during a meeting of union 
and company officials that morn-

Laid off miners will receive 60 
days pay in accordance with the 
Warren Act, according to Fields.

Closure plans for the county's 
old landfill was the hot topic at the 
regular meeung of the Magoffin 
County Fiscal Court recently.

Tests conducted on water sup­
plies around the landfill site have 

shown no contamination. Three 
streams are being tested. Nesbitt 
reported that a fourth spring, that 
runs no risk of being contaminated 
by the landfill, will have to be 
found and tested as a background 
sample to be used for comparison. 
These tests are administered quar­
terly. 

Four Jabs have responded to the 
advertisement for groundwater 
monitoring for the closure. 

Jury-rigging case begins in Pike

The trial of seven persons, 
including four from Magoffin 
County. charged in an alleged 
scheme to rig a jury in Magoffin 
County Circuit Court that awarded 
a total of $3.8 million in an insur­
ance case, began Monday in U.S. 
District Court at Pikeville. 

Standmg trial are Magoffin 
County Circuit Clerk Roger Gullett; 
former Magoffin County Jailer 
Colin Ray Jackson; jury member 
Debra Helton; Homer "Bill Dodd" 
May Jr.; Donald Epling, of 
Pikeville, a witness in the trial; 
Mark D. Bartley, the lawsuit's 
plaintiff; and his father, Eppie 
Bartley, both of Ashcamp in Pike 
County. 

The seven were charged with 
·conspiracy to defraud two insur­
ance companies and four counts 
each of mail fraud. 

Two others charged in the ioitial 
indictments by a federal grand jury 
in October, 1994, in Lexington, 
entered guilty pleas in February 
before Federal Judge Joseph Hood . 

Bobby Earl Arnett, a jury mem· 
ber, was the first to enter a guilty 
plea, saying that former Magoffin 
Couhty Sheriff Thomas "Skip" 
Salyer told him to hold out for more 
money, then paid him $2,000 after 
the verdict was m. 

Less than a week after Arnett 
entered a guilty plea, ;,S.alycr 
appeared be(ore Hood in F'r~nkrort 
and pleaded guilty to conspiracy to 
commit fraud. 

Salyer told the judge he paid off 
two jurors and funneled money to 
Gullett in the $3.8 million insurance 

case. 
The indictments stem from a 

Magoffin County case involving a 
December 1988 wreck in which 
Mark Bartley of Ashcamp was 
mjured when his vehicle collided 
with a truck owned by the Johnson 
Coca-Cola Bottling Group, Inc. and 
operated by Eugene Howard. 
Bartley eventually received a $1.2 
million settlement last August. 

Bartley was later ordered to spilt 

the money with Howard, who had 
filed a countersuit, Howard got 
$60.000. 

Since the initial arrests, 
Magoffin Circuit Judge John Robert 
(Bobby) Morgan has voided the 
jury verdict and ordered the subse­
quent $1.2 million settlement 
returned to the insurance compa­
nies. There have been no official 
reports that the money has ever 
been returned.

Canines strut their stuff during Jenny Wiley Festival

Downtown Prestonsburg will go to 
the dogs October 14 when about 50 of 
the canine critters will demonstrate 
their abilities and agilities in the River 
Park area during Jenny Wiley 
Festival's Wonderful World of Dogs. 

In the open level demonstration, 
dogs will be off their leash and most 
of the commands are done by hand 
signals. The events will basically be 
the same, but will be more difficult, 
Combs said. 

his scent. 
Also during the utility level, dogs 

will demonstrate the three-glove test 
they must pass in order to win that 
level in AKC competition. Three 
gloves are dropped at the far end of 
the ring from the dog. A judge tells the 
owner which glove the dog must 
select.

AKC's Canine Good Citizen program.
