efforts. 
"It's a hard job and people don't

Fryman related to the group that 
in Floyd County there has been an 
increase in drug abuse in tbe 
schools, including among elemen­
tary students. 

"It is absolutely uncontrollable, 
tbe use and drug abuse," Fryman 
said. "We took a history of the 
graduating class of the spring of 
'95," the director said. "When tbey 
started school four years ago, tbere 
were a handful of students that 
were routine drug users. Four years 
later, there are a handful tbat are not 
routine drug users and many supply 
drugs to their fellow students. It is a 
very unfonunate and heart render­
ing situation. 

"On tbe elementary level, it is a 
full-blown problem coming in," 
Fryman continued. "There won't be 
a handful of elementary students 
that have not used drugs. This is 
not a war of conquest; this isn't a 
war of defense; this is a war of sur­
vival. We do make a difference."

Some of the suggestions included 
leaving at least two school buses on 
the school grounds at all times; to 
have evacuation drills; to have three 
different staging areas the students 
can move to depending upon the wind 
direction; and to have a special alarm 
to let the school know of a problem.

While the city ofPrestonsburg 
and a local ambulance company 
certainly have legitimate griev­
ances to work out between them, 
there is a more critical issue to 
discuss. 

An attorney for the ambulance 
service has alleged that the feud 
has resulted in delayed treat­
ment for some injured or ailing 
individuals because the com­
pany he represents has not been 
allowed to take those people to . 
the hospital. 

Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry 
Fannin, meanwhile, has assured 
us that no patient will be denied 
proper treatment because of the 
disagreements between the two. 

Obviously, there are some dif­
ferences of opinion here. 
If the allegations of delayed 

service are true, and they should 
be fully investigated by a disin-

teres ted party, then those respon­
sible must be held accountable. 

We can imagine no circum­
stances, be they political or eco­
nomical, which would justify 
the delay or withholding of 
emergency medical attention to 
an injured or ill individual. 

It makes no difference to an 
accident victim that the ambu­
lance company transporting him 
to treatment hasn't paid taxes. 

Likewise, it should make no 
difference to those providing 
accident scene assistance. 

That logic suggests, then, that 
we accept Fannin's assurances 
that no one will be denied timely 
and adequate medical services. 

Surely no person or persons 
sworn to provide and protect 
would actually permit a squabble 
such as this to interfere. 

The court is the proper place 
to settle these differences.

As the country celebrates Labor 
Day, many older Americans reflect 
on what was needed to succeed in the 
labor force when they were young. 
For many, it was a strong back, deter­
mination and a skill. For today's 
non-college bound youth, particularly 
disadvantaged youth, a set of skills 
are needed to secure and keep a job. 

The recent national survey re-
• ported that Americans consider that 

young adults at risk of joblessness 
and poverty should be a higher na­
tional priority. These results come in 
tbe wake of the largest cut in job 
ttaining and education programs for 
such a population in the last decade. 
Eighty-five percent of the respon­
dents to the survey conducted by 
Covenant House, an independent re­
search organization, cited job train­
ing, education and job placement at 
the top of the list of services needed 
to help young people succeed in 
today's workplace. 

According to Edna Higginbotham,

tinue to set goals, they will manage 
well in the work force." 

One such example is Ashley D. 
Miller. Ashley came to Carl D. 
Perkins Job Corps Center January 2, 
1993 without a high school diploma 
or a skill. While in the Job Corps 
program, Ashley obtained her GED 
and completed her skill in Clerical 
Occupations. After that, while still in 
the program, she attended three se­
mesters at Prestonsburg Community 
College. Upon leaving the Carl D. 
Perkins Job Corps Center, Ashley 
was accepted into Berea College 
where she has now completed her 
f1rst semester and is presently attend­
ing her second semester. Ashley's 
dream is to achieve a Bachelor of 
ArtsdegreeinChildandFamily Stud­
ies, then go on to graduate school or 
to a seminary for religious training. 

As the only national residential 
education and training program for 
disadvantaged youths, Job Corps' 
comprehensive services offer most 
of the support services perceived es­
sential by the public as necessary for 
young, at-risk youth. Job Corps pro­
vide six of the nine areas listed, in­
cluding: job training, job placement, 
education and scholarship opportu­
nities, access to living quarters, high 
school equivalency courses and free 
meals. Job Corps provides additional 
services not listed as well, such as 
basic medical and dental care, social 
skills, goal setting and leadership 
training. 

The combination seems to work. 
Nationally Job Corps places 73 per­
cent of all students into jobs or fur­
ther education. This is an impressive 
result when considering that 80 per­
cent of incoming Job Corps student 
arc high school dropouts; 71 percent 
have never held a full-time job and 43 
percent come from families on public 
assistance. On average, Job Corps 
students enter reading at the junior 
high school level. 

As everyone contemplates Labor 
Day by celebrating a day off, many 
Job Corps students remain on cam­
pus, one of the benefits of a year­
round residential facility. "For sev­
eral, it's their home while they are in 
training", said Higginbotham. "The 
main goal for all of them, is to leave 
with a set of skills that will serve 
them throughout their working life." 
Job Corps students can remain in the 
program up to a maximum of two 
years to complete their education and 
training.

The president of the Pike County 
Education Association says he can­
not rule out a work stoppage after 
the board of education failed to take 
action Tuesday on raises for its 
employees. 

Darrell Maynard said it has been 
five years since the teachers 
received a raise. And, while Pike 
County teachers' salaries rank 
eighth highest in the state, Maynard 
said he would not rule out a walkout' 
after Thesday's special board meet­
ing. 

However, board members 
seemed in agreement that they were 
not against granting teachers a three 
percent salary increase. 

The stumbling block came in 
giving raises to the district's classi­
fied workers, which includes jani-

tors, cooks, bus drivers and mainte­
nance staff. 

Had Tuesday's agenda remained 
as it was originally prepared, both 
the classified and certified workers 
would most assuredly have their 
raises today. 

In its initial draft, the agenda 
included the item, "Consider pay 
increase for all school system 
employees." However in an amend­
ed agenda, the item was changed to 
read, "Approve a three percent min­
imum pay increase for all employ­
ees of the Pike County School 
System, retroactive to July 1, 
1995." 

Blackburn said the initial draft 
was the way he proposed the agen­
da should read, but it was later 
changed, thereby, in his opinion, 
prohibiting the board from straying 
from any action other than a three 
percent increase. 

A job well done 

The state's Open Meetings Law 
states that government agencies can 
only discuss and take action on the 
items that appear on the agenda of a 
special called meeting. 

At a work session earlier this 
month, board members discussed 
the possibility of giving the teach­
ers, or certified staff, a three percent 
increase, and the classified w<Xkers 
an across-th~board raise of $750. 

Blackburn said a three percent 
pay bike for all workers added up to 
about $1.6 million, while a $1,000 
across-the-board increase totaled 
$2.5 million. 

"There was concern among the 
classified that there was a widening 
gap (in salaries)," Blackburn said. 

Superintendent Reo Johns took a 
hard line on the issue, refusing to 
discuss the matter beyond a certain 
point. 

Jobns said a $1,000 across-the-

A pool of 50 jurors will· be used 
to seat a jury for the trial of 
Lawrence County pastor and for­
mer county clerk Gallie Isaac, 
Lawrence Circuit Judge Stephen 
''Nick" Frazier ruled Friday. 

Frazier said he chose to have 50 
randomly selected jurors taken 
from a panel of 102 instead of the 
normal 32. This way, the court will 
have a larger pool to choose from 
and is less likely to get biased 
jurors, Frazier said. 

If there are problems in seating a 
jury with the 50 jurors calletJ, then 
Frazier said the door is still open for 
a venue change. 

Attorneys from both sides 
agreed on the jury selection proce­
dure. 

The trial for Isaac, who faces 17 
counts of sex-related charges, is 
scheduled to begin Tuesday. 

Isaac, 78, will be tried on two 
counts of first-degree sodomy, 
seven counts of second degree 
sodomy, one count of criminal 
attempt to commit sodomy, one 
count of first degree sexual abuse 
and six counts of second-degree 
sexual abuse. 

The charges to be tried cover 
four alleged victims - all of which 
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were young boys who attended the 
Isaac Park Free Baptist Church 
where Isaac is pastor. 

Also Friday, Frazier heard argu­
ments about the use of a question­
naire to screen jurors. 

Frazier opted to do away with 
the questionnaire and instead have a 
short list of questions to be asked in 
open court with attorneys and the 
defendant present. 

Isaac was indicted in September 
of 1994 on 88 counts against him in 
eight separate indictments. In 

December, the indictments were 
merged into one, and several of the 
misdemeanor charges were dropped 
because the one-year statute of lim­
itations had run out on them. 

Under the new indictment, Isaac 
was charged with 29 counts of 
sodomy and sexual abuse charges. 
He pleaded not guilty to the charges 
on December 8. 

Seventeen of the counts will be 
tried beginning September 5 with 
the 12 remaining counts to be tried 
at a later date, Frazier ruled in June. 

Hamilton charges reinstated 
From the Paintsville Herald 

The attorney for former Johnson 
County Schools Superintendent 
Frank Hamilton predicted that theft 
charges reinstated against Hamilton 
will never get to a jury. 

The Kentucky Court of Appeals 
last Friday reinstated 19 counts of 
theft by unlawful taking against 
Hamilton, ordering that the charges 
be remanded to Johnson Circuit 
Court. where they were dismissed 
in May 1994 by Judge James A. 
Knight. 

But Hamilton's attorney, C.K. 
Belbasen of Paintsville, said he 
doesn't think the prosecution will 
be able to prove Hamilton guilty 
when the case goes to trial. 

"I don't expect to put on any evi­
dence because they can't prove him 
guilty," Belhasen said Monday. 
"Believe me, they cannot get this 
case to the jury - unless there's 
something I'm missing." 

A Johnson County grand jury 
indicted Hamilton, now appoint­
ments director for Governor 
Brereton Jones, for theft for using 
school district money to reimburse 
teachers for college expenses. 

A few weeks later, however, 
Knight dismissed the charges on a 
motion by Belhasen, who claimed 
Hamilton did not exercise control 
over the funds in question. 

Special prosecutor Mike 
Stidham appealed, saying Knight 
did not have the authority to dis­
miss the charges and that the matter 
should have gone to trial. 

The appellate court agreed with 
Stidham. 

''Though the evidence seems to 
be overwhelming in favor of 
(Hamilton)," Court of Appeals 
Judge Anthony Wilhoit wrote, ''the 
court bad no authority to weigh that 
evidence in the manner it did." 

"... Apparently, the prosecutor 
believes that there is evidence to 
support a conviction. We assume 
that the prosecutor is well aware of 
his status as a representative, not 
merely of an ordinary party to a 
controversy, but of all of the people 
of this commonwealth ... As in any 
criminal prosecution, the interest of 
the people of this commonwealth is 
that justice be done and certainly 
not that any citizen be unjustly 
brought to trial, let alone convict­
ed."

Johnson Co. cited 
for noncompliance 

Johnson County is not enforcing 
its own trash laws, nor is it encour­
aging residents to sign up for 
mandatory garbage collection. 

Those are some of the fmdings 
of an "implementation review" of 
the county's solid waste manage­
ment plan conducted by the state 
Division of Waste Management. 
Several noncompliancse were 
foWld during the review, which was 
completed July 6. 

The noncompliances are not 
serious, a state official said 
Monday, but the county could be 
fined if the problems aren't correct­
ed. 

The noncompliances were noted 
in a July 24 letter to Judge­
Executive Hobert Meade from Joy 
Morgan, supervisor ·Of the Division 
of waste Management's local plan­
ning and assistance section. She 
said that while the county has 
"made good progress" in imple­
menting its long-term garbage plan, 
it is not in Compliance because sev­
eral areas have not been completed. 

Division official Cathy Guess, 
who conducted the review, said 
Monday that only two of the 28 
counties she oversees have waste 
plans that are in full compliance. 
Counties that are out of compliance 
were sent "form letters" advising 
them to correct the deficiencies, 
Guess said. 

In Johnson CoWlty, the state 
foWld that local officials have not 

• Implemented procedures that 
"would be necessary to have an 
effective program in regard to open 
dumping enforcement and to insure 
compliance with the county ordi­
nance." • 

• Encouraged widespread partic­
ipation in the county's garbage col­
lection program- which is manda­
tory - through a sign-up cam­
paign. 

• Cleaned up several open 
dumps throughout the county. 

• Implemented a public educa­
tion program. 

Morgan's letter said that 
"Johnson County made a commit­
ment in the original plan and the 
revised plan implementation sched­
uled to accomplish the items listed 
above by the dates shown." 
By October 1994, for example, the 
county was to have implemented 
procedures to enforce its garbage 
ordinance and was to have begun 
tracking enforcement actions by 
January of this year. 

Most of the open dumps cited in 
the letter were to have been cleaned 
up by April. 

The COWlty must submit a writ­
ten response to the fmdings by 
September 24 or the Division of 
Waste Management will issue a 
notice of violation. 

Meade said Thesday that solid 
waste coordinator Willard Burton is 
preparing a proposal to present to 
the fiscal court at its next meeting. 

UDAG funds favorable 
for hospital developer 

As the saga ofUDAG continues 
for the city of Pikeville, the fate of 
$4.1 million in economic develop­
ment funds is closer to being deter­
mined. 

The Pikeville City Commission 
appeared ready to vote on the issue 
during Monday's regular meeting, 
as members offered both a motion 
and a second on the issue; however, 
Commissioner Sharon Clark 
requested that the meeting be 
recessed and reconvene Tuesday at 
noon for a vote. 

On Thesday, the commission 
approved Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital's application for construc­
tion of a new patient tower. The 
$3.6 million application will no be 
sent to the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development (HUD) for 
review. 

The commission also reinstated 
its support of a project to build 
Keyser Heights II, a 40-unit private 
subdivision proposed by developer 
Stuart Adams; however, the 
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approval was reinstated with reser­
vations. 

Oting a lack of cooperation, and 
alleged violations of the city's sub­
division regulations, commission­
ers voted in May to rescind its 
UDAG agreement with Adams' 
company. 

The company, Adams, Adams & 
Adams Limited Partnership, had 
preliminary approval to receive a 
$450,000 portion of the city's 
UDAG funds, money company 
officials said will only be used to 
build streets and sewer facilities for 
their housing units. 

Angered by the city's decision, 
Adams vowed then to build a new 
subdivision with or without the 
city's help. 

Since that time, however, Adams 
has agreed to take steps necessary 
to remedy problems, which includ­
ed water damage and flooding at 
Keyser Heights.

Reeves will be the power runner 

on this team and be likes to run at the 
opposition and up the middle. He has 
good speed and is a very strong ball 
carrier. 

Matt Varney (5-9, 175) wip also 
see some time at the fullback slot, as 
well as Mike Goble. "We are two 
deep at every position," said Reeves. 
"Matt will see some time at fullback. 

"He's a real hard-nosed kid that 
like to bit He muscled up in the 
weight room, got real strong and could 
possibly be, late in the game, one of 
our faster people when you talk about 
endurance and wearing people down.

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·Biackcats could throw more this season

The year was 1993. 
Without a doubt it was the year of 

the biggest high school football sea­
son for the Prestonsburg Blackcats. 

A trip to the state 2A champion­
ship against Mayfield is the only thing 
that overshadowed the dramatic win 
over state powerhouse Danville in a 
~6-15 victory. 

After the '93 season, theBlackcats 
were everyone's choice to repeat, 
and perhaps this time claim the state 
championship that eluded them in 
'93. 

But that was not to be as the pow­
erful Cats fell to Russell in last year's 
state playoffs. 

Departing the Prestonsburg cam­
pus was all-stater Larry Morris who 
left for the land of the Kentucky Wild­
cats. Morris was an All-American 
linebacker who created havoc for 
opposing quarterbacks. 

Now it is 1995 and the season is 
underway. While it appears to be a 

"ebuilding season, the Blackcatshave 
a lot of young talent just waiting their 
tum to take the program back to Lou­
isville. 

Depth, depth and more depth is 
the strength of this team. But they 
will find themselves in a new align­
ment this time and with the new kid 
on the block, Breathitt County. 

ButPrestonsburgcoachBillLetton 
said that while the team is young and 
inexperienced overall, hard work has 
made Prestonsburg a serious regional 
contender. 

"Overall, we are pretty young and 
inexperienced," said the Blackcat 
~ach. "But we've been able to get 

some things done. We've worked 
hard." 

The Blackcat mentor said that his 
team has gone back to rethink "some 
things we've been doing." 

''We're doing some things a little 
bit differently," be said. "But at the 
same time, we're not doing some 
things too much differently. 

''It's basically the same Prestons­
burg team. We'll be more in the two­

i.ack set than we have been in the past 
lliree or four years." 

Strong running backs is the trade­
mark of the Blackcats, starting with 
the '89 season until the present. 

Dwayne Garza, Seth Hyden and 
Jody Cornette, and others who left 

their marlc as running backs at the 
Prestonsburg school. 

The quarterback situation seems 
to be the question mark, but Letton 
feels the job is secure in two very 
good signal callers. 

• ''We may throw the ball a little 
"'more than we have in the past years," 
saidLetton. "Defensively, we're still 
doing what we've been doing the 
past three years. 

"But we are trying to add a little 
bit to it. People are starting to catch, 
so we' recbanging a couple of things," 
be said. 

A lack of depth was, at first, a 
concern for the Prestonsburg coach 
and his staff. But that problem has 
been addressed. 

''We have several guys coming in 
who can play several different posi­
tions," said Lenon. "It's been nice. 
An injury doesn' tkill us. We feel like 
ite have somebody who we can go to, 
~r we can move somebody, shift the 
lineup a little bit. It's been a pretty 
nice situation." 

While the Blackcats are looking 
to rebuild, the Prestonsburg coach 
still believes that his team's expecta­
tions are the same as they have al­
ways been and his team could be a 
surprise. 

"Our expectations of these kids 
are as high as they ever were," be 
said. "You're going to lose some to 
graduation every year. You've gotto 
replace them. 

"This year is no exception. We 
talked about this last year. It doesn't 

~tter who we put out on that field, 
we expect great things from them." 

Coach Letton said that his team 
was aware of the goal in front of them 
and, hopefully, they will accomplish 
it. 

"I think these guys understand 
that," he said. "Their expectations 
and goals are just as high as anyone 
who bas ever been here and, hope­
fully, that will be a big plus for us." 

Getting his team on the field for 
some varsity playing time is what 
Coach Letton believes his team needs 
now.

I think the whole key 
right now is getting the experience." 

Last year's quarterback Thomas 
Ratliff is gone and it appears as if 
Mike Castle and Keith Marsillett will 
share the quarterback duties, at least 
right now. 

~ "We're using Keith and Mike at 

quarterback and that probably will be 
the way we'll do it for right now," 
said Coach Letton. "I'm pretty satis-

fied that we're able to do that. I think 
both of them are going to play some 
defense and give us the opportunity 
to rest one of them. 

''We'll play one on defense and 
switch out and keep a fresh player in 
there all the time. They're both doing 
some things we like and I think we 
will just take advantage of both of 
them." 

WhileJonMorris, a junior, will be 
at a halfback slot, Coach Letton has 

been using Waylon Bevins and Chad 
Spurlock at the other halfback posi­
tion. 

''We'll used Dennis Laferty there 
some," he said. "We'll also play 
Lowell Scott there. Josh Setser will 
play some at tailback. Matt Laferty 
will be at the tailback some. Brian 
Johnson played a couple of positions 
for us in the backfield. We have some 
depth back there." 

Morris, however, will be the fea­
ture back for the Blackcats and be is 
counted on to play a strong season.

a good year. He came on strong and 
ran the ball hard toward the end of the 
season. 

"He showed some real good speed 
in the open field. He's the guy who 
has the most experience in the 
backfield. He's the leader and be's 
got to show us the way because be 
does have the most experience. Hope­
fully, he will pick up where he left off 
last year." 

Though still young, Gavin Hale 
will be at the tight end slot for Coach 
Letton.

The South Floyd Raiders and their 
head football coach Donnie Daniels 
would rather forget the past two sea­
sons and look toward the '95 season 
and make it a successful one.

Coach Daniels agrees Ill at the '95 
scac;on will be a pivotal one as the 
Raiders look to tum the comer in an 
opposite direction, and move up a 

level in their playing ability. 
"This will be a big season for us to 

tum that comer," be said. "We've got 
a lot of kids coming back next year 
and that' s good. I think this would be 
a good stepping stone to take this 
season and move up to the level we 
want to be." 

No coach works as hard as Daniels 
with their team, and be is determined 
to make this season as successful as 
he possibly can, for the sake of the 
program at the new school. 

In order for that goal to become a 
reality, this season must be as suc­
cessful as the Raiders can make it, 
and that will take the contributions of 
some young players who must step in 
and make an immediate impact. 

Two sophomores must make that 
move. One of those is sophomore 
quarterback Nick Compton (6-1, 
165). 

"Nick is going have to step up this 
year," said the Raiders' mentor. "He 
got about three start<> la<>t year late in 
the season and that helped him a lot. 
It was a little confidence builder for 
Nick against McCreary Central and 
Elkhorn City last year. lie made a 
good showing at the end of the sea­
son. He also had a real good JV 
seawn." 

Sophomore number two will have 
to be Ketran Mays (5-10, 155), no 
doubt one of the quickest players in 
the area. Daniels moved Mays from 
his fullback position of a year ago to 
halfback and the move should prove 
to be a good one . 

"I think he has adjusted well to the 
change," said Daniels. "We've got 
two new linebackers, Chris Isaac and 
Dustin Hall, along with John Paige, 
who will see a majority of the playing 
time in there. There's several players 
who are out for the first time, and 
they could get better and help." 

Daniels said that the first-time 
players are going to need more un­
derstanding and patience. 

"We have to be patient with them. 
But we coach them all and we have to 
just wait and see how it develops." 

While the youth corps must step 
up, Daniels said the veterans will 
have to shoulder the majority of the 
load and show that leadership quality 
this team, especially the young play­
ers, will need. 

"I look at my two big tackles, 
juniors Andree Faine (6-3, 260) and 
Aaron Caudill (6-4, 295), for that 
leadership," said Daniels. "They must 
make a big contribution this season . 
I've put a lot of pressure on both of 
them with this defense we will be 
running. I want them to be the main 

stay of that defense in the middle." 
Senior Aaron Hall (6-2, 225) is 

another player who Coach Daniels 
says must step up. Hall will be moved 
to a tight end slot this season. The 
versatile Hall is willing to play wher­
ever it helps the team.

"I le will also play the middle line­
backer slot for us," said Daniels. "The 
end positions are two positions in 
which we expect a lot.

Daniels said that where in the past 
Mullins was rotated, that will not be 
the ca~ this season. 

"We'renotrotatinghimanymore," 
he said. "We're saying to him, 'This 
is it, you've got it. Go out and do the 
most with it.' I think Terrance has 
done a very good job for us." 

Compton threw for just over 500 
yards in the four games that he 

quarterbacked the ballclub. Coach 
Daniels likes the excitement that 
Compton brings to the team. 

"He throws the ball real well. The 
thing we're trying to work with him 
now is to make a quicker read. When 
he learns to make the quicker read, be 
can let the ball go a little faster. 

"He's got great arm strength and 
wewanthimtoshowtbatannstrength 
off. He's indecisive and that is ham­
pering him' right now. He likes to 
throw deep and we're trying to get 
him to mix it with the short passes. 

"I still believe he is the best sopho­
more quarterback in the state and 

I've yet to see one better than him." 
Wheelwright fans remember the 

bursting speed that fanner Trojan 
Muntu Oden possessed as a senior, 
but Coach Daniels said that Ketran 
Mays has arrived ahead of Oden. 

"Right now be's probably at the 
same level that Muntu was when he 
was a senior," Daniels said about 
Mays. "There will be some great 
things to come from this kid in the 
future, if not this year. He's got quick 
feet. He's bard to hit. I haven't seen 
the defense get a solid lick on him 
yet.
