A Aoyd County auorney bas 
filed a counterclaim in civil cowt 
against a Hazard television station 
and is asking for a $19,374 judg­
ment in response to a suit filed 
against Hammond Law Offices. 

Jim Hammond, county attorney, 
filed the counterclaim in Floyd Cir­
cuit Court Monday stating his law 
office paid more than $42,000 on a 
$22,620 contract with WYMT. 

, 1 Gray Kentucky Television, the 
parent company of WYMT-TV, 
filed a lawsuit against Hammond 
July 12 claiming be owed the sta­
tion more than $29,000 for adver­
tising. 

"I didn't realize I bad overpaid 
that much," Hammond said of the 
more than $19,000 Hammond Law 
Office paid on the account "It was­
n't voluntary, I can assure you of 
that. I wasn't personally overseeing 
payment of those bills." 

Hammond said the bills were 
being paid as they were received 
from the station and bad not been 
compared to the contract until he 

• "got involved in it." 
"I can assure you there was no 

overpayment," Jim Boggs, general 
sales manager and vice president of 
WYMT-TV, said Tuesday after­
noon. "The outstandmg balance 
we're showing is accurate." 

In addition to the judgment, the 
counterclaim asks that a judgment 
for compensatory and punitive 
damages also be granted. 

Hammond contends be was 
threatened by station attorneys 
from Miami and Louisville to pay 
$29,299.75 to the station. "He told 
me if I didn't pay this, I would

A mistrial was declared Monday 
during jury selection in the rape trial 
of Christopher Park when a prospec­
tive juror hugged the detective who 
investigated the case.

Judge Caudill said that the remaining 
potential jurors would be questioned 
individually in chambers. 

Marshall asked to confer with de­
tective Stephens and aftez a sbort 
break, Marshall joined in the 
defense's motion for a mistrial, say­
ing that three additional strikes for 
thedefensecouldhwtthestate'scase. 

Judge cau<lill reversed his previ­
ous ruling and sustained the motion. 

Judge Caudill told the remaining 
jurors that the juror did not do any­
thing intentional, but she was show­
ing her affection for the detective. 

"The lady was very honest and 
straightforward during questioning," 
Judge Caudill said. "She said she 
knew detective Stephens and he was 
an important pan of her life. (She) is 
a flne, flne lady and has become 
emotionally attached to detective 
Stephens. Maybe this a good learn­
ing lesson for all of us." 

The trial has been rescheduled for 
October 11.

Finally, OSM officials from 
London stepped in to train citizens in 
water sampling techniques. They 
fmed the offending coal company 
and put an end to what had been 
frequent blackwater discharges into 
the waters of the Commonwealth. 

What good is saving money now 
by cutting back on inspectors if i!a 
creates long term damage to our.:: 
groundwater, our hillsides, our homes 
and our roads? I am a member of 
Kentuckians For The Common­
wealth, a citizens group that has 
workedfornearly 15 years for justice 
in the coal fields. We know what 
conditions in the coal fields were like 
before the OSM and we know the 
value of having a effective OSM in 
place. We strongly oppose any ac­
tions that would pull the rug out from 
under us, now that we have come thi~ 
far. 

I urge citizens of the common­
wealth to contact our senators and 
representatives in Washington and 
demand that they preserve the Office 
of Surface Mining and the protec­
tions it offers to coal field communi­
ties.

Carter asked that the parking lot 
project be declared an emergency to 
make sure it is fmished for the Jenny 
Wiley Festival, which begins the sec­
ond weekend in October. The decla­
ratioo means that city council will 
not have to bid portions of the project 
in order to get it completed as quickly 
as possible. 

:we wmlt to do this as quickly as 
possible, but as cheaply as possible," 
Carter said. 

Dirt-moving work started on the 
parking lot across North Lake Drive 
from Ft.rSt Commonwealth Bank this 
week. The county is planning to build 
a new courthouse on the current city 
parking Jot 

'"They're going to start contour­
ing and sloping worlc today," Carter 
said. "We hope to be finished by the 
festival, which gives up about four 
weeks." 

In addition to the parking spots, 
the lot will include a pavilion that 
could be used as a stage during festi­
vals.

While she waits in a Pittsburgh 
hospitalforadonorforalowerboweV 
liver transplant, one-year-old Terri 
LaSha Jarvis must be given blood 
transfusions daily to sustain her life. 

The infant, a daughter of Tammy 
and Terry Jarvis of Banner, is losing 
blood through her stoma, an opening 
that is made surgically for a colos­
tomy, Baby Terri's grandmother, 
Gaynell Hicks, said Monday. 

• Terri Jarvis was ttansferred from 
the Pikeville Methodist Hospital in 
July to the University Hospital of 
Pittsburgh after she developed infec­
tions. Physicians at the Pittsburgh 
cleared up the infections, but the baby 
began bleeding in her stoma, the 
grandmother said. 

The infant has been in and out of 
intensive care in the Pittsburgh hos­
pital. Transplant specialists have told 
family members that Terri is too sick 
to return to the Pikeville hospital. 

~ Family members remain optimis­
tic that a donor will be found for the 
infant and that her condition will 
improve. ''God will provide for her," 
her grandmother said. 

When Terri was born, doctors es­
timated the infant would live only a

Officials target March 
for operative 911 system

It could be March 1996 before 
Floyd County gets its own version of 
an E-911 system on line and board 
members voted Friday to locate the 
~mergency service system in the old 
county jail. 

At Friday's meeting, board mem­
bers set a March 1, 1996, target date 
to get the emergency service system 
operational. The system will be made 
up of a basic 911 service with addi­
tional information about the indi­
vidual residence available from a 
computer accessible to dispatchers. 

Floyd Judge-Executive Bob 
Meyer said Friday that delays with 
finalized addressing by South Cen­
tral Bell officials have delayed the 
implementation of the system.

Also Friday, the board voted to 
locate the county's PSAP (Public 
Service Answering Point) on the third 
tlooroftheFloyd County Courthouse. 

Five sites were discussed by a 
committee appointed by the board, 
which included Prestonsburg City 
Hall; the county tourism building; 
the old jail; the courthouse annex; 
and building a new facility .. The com­
mittee recommended renovating and 
using the old jail. 

The third floor of the courthouse 
is expected to be vacated by mid­
November when the new Floyd 
County Adult Detention Center is 
expected to open. 

Board member Jim Caldwell said 
thattheE-911 advisory council, which 
is made up of representatives from 
frre departments, ambulance services 
and law enforcement officials, voted 
September 6 by secret ballot to locate 
the PSAP in the old jail. 

Caldwell asked the board to con­
sider the advisory council's decision 
and added "don't rule them out." 

Board member Gerald DeRossett 
was in favor of using the courthouse 
annex and Tom Blackburn, who was 
Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin's 
designee, pushed for using city hall. 

Meyer explained that the county's 
juvenile detention center located in 
the annex will be expanded eventu­
ally and, that after a year, the city 
would charge the board rent for using 
city hall. 

Martin Mayor Alan Whicker re­
minded the board that they had cho­
sen the selection committee to deter­
mine which site would be best to 
locate the PSAP and the board should 
accept their recommendation. 

"We created (the committee), we 
shouldstandbehindit,"Whickersaid. 

"I'm behind it," Allen Mayor 
Sharon Woods said. 

The board voted to locate thePSAP 
at the courthouse if the cost of reno­
vation of the old jail space is deter­
mined to be feasible. Blackburn voted 
no.

• The board voted to hire Bill J. 

Dotson as the county's E-911 coordi­
nator at a salary of $18,000 per year. 
Caldwell noted that the interview 
committee had reduced the job duties 
for the coordinator, eliminating the 
supervision of the system's dispatch­
ers. Caldwell explained that much of 
coordinator's time would be spent 
out in the county. 

• Meyer gave the board a report on 
public bearings held last month con­
cerning fire taxing districts in the 
county. He said thatmostofthecom­
ments made during the hearings were 
positive and the resounding message 
given to officials was that residents 
wanted a 911 system in the county. 
The process for creating three new 
taxing districts should be complete 
by September 30 and the expansion 
of existing districts should be fm­
ished by October 30.

H .ealth Matters 
.stressed Out? 
Try Exercise 

Most exercisers claim that exer­
cise reduces their stress level. Here is 
an interesting study supporting this 
view. One group of students partici­
pated in a 14-week aerobic exercise 
program, whileanotherdidnot Those 
who exercised had lower blood pres­
sure, less muscle tension, and lower 
anxiety than when they started The 
nooexercisers registered no change 
in these areas. * But what really interested re­
searchers was the way each group 
reacted to stress. After the 14 weeks, 
each group was given a test, which, 
they were told, was a good indicator 
of how they were likely to perform in 
college. In fact, most of the test prob­
lems were unsolvable. 

The students without aerobic con­
ditioning showed increased blood 
pressure, muscle tension, and anxi­
ety when told they did poorly on the 
test. The aerobic conditioned group

also showed increased muscle ten­
sion and anxiety because of the poor 
test results, but less than their 
nonexercising counterparts. The ex­
ercising group did not experience an 
increase in blood pressure, a key 
measure of a person's reaction to 
stress. In short, the fit group handled 
stress better. 

Exercise can improve your health 
and reduce your risk for cardiovascu­
lar disease. However, the most no­
ticeable result is a less stressed-out 
attitude about life. 

Tip of the Week: When exercising 
in hot weather, you can sweat away 
more than a quart of water an hour. 
To replenish the lost water, drink a · 
pint of water for each pound you lose 
during your workout.

"I don't know," said

• The grade school pro-
grams are vital to the sur­
vival of high school foot­
ball, especially in Floyd 
County. Schools such as 
Betsy Layne, South Floyd 
as well as Allen Central just 
don't have that football tra­
dition to fall back on as does 
the Prestonsburg school, 
which has been a strong tra­
dition for many years. 

I can see why Howard is 
concerned. You would think 
Allen Central, as well as the 
other elementary schools 

it such as Duff, Martin and 
Maytown, would want to 
support the team financially 
as much as they could.

"They did give us $200 
each for transportation dur­
ing the season," said 
Howard. "We have to pay 
the officials with money we 
make at the concession stand 
or at the gate. All we have to 
operate on is the $600 given 
to us by the three schools. 
We could use some dona-
tions." 

It gets pretty bad when a 
parent has to take over a 
football team and furnish the 
equipment needed for a sea­
son when it is a program 
under the direction of the 
schools. I would hope that 
our administrators would 
have more concern than to 
sit back and let a very im­
portant program die out.

PERSISTENCE IS KEY 
TO CATCHING BASS 

The sunken log looks absolutely 
perfect for b3$S, but your casts go 
untouched. What do you do? 

"Keep casting," says bass tourna­
ment pro and former world champion 
Larry Nixon. "Sometimes you sim­
ply have to aggravate a bass into 
biting." 

Nixon, a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff and the sports 
top money winner, should know. 
Several of his tournament wins, in­
cluding his 1983 Bass Mas~ers Clas­
sic victory, hinged on catching 
nco-aggressive bass that practically 
had to be forced into biting through 
repeated casts. 

"If you have a good idea of the 
approximate depth bass are using and 
there is cover at that depth, and your 
casts are into that cover, a bass is 
usually going to hit if it's there," 
Nixon says. 

"Ifitdoesn't. but you'reconvinced 
fish are present, just keep working 
that spot. Circle it with your boat and 
fish from the opposite direction, be­
cause it will give you a totally new 
perspective of the spot. Then change 
direction and fish it from your origi­
nal position again. 

"I've seen some fishermen make 
15 to 20 casts to the very same log 
before a bass finally hit." Nixon says. 

The Evinrude pro says changing 
lures may bring faster strikes, but he 
cautions it is always important to use 
the most efficient lure possible for 
the conditions. 

"A spinnerbait is one of the best 
lures to start with," Nixon says, "be­
cause it can be fished several differ­
ent ways and at various depths. It's a 
reaction lure, so if bass are the least 
bit active, a spinnerbait will gener­
ally draw a quick strike. 

"You can also use different mod­
els of spinnerbaiL~ to achieve differ­
ent effects," be continues. "Small 
blades, big blades, and different bead 
weights all determine bow the lure 
can be fished." 

If be isn't using a spinnerbait. 
Nixon prefers using plastic worms or 
jigs, and be doesn't hesitate to make 
repeated casts with these, either. 

"One of the things I try to do when 
I'm absolutely positive a bass is hid­
ing in a certain spot is to make each 
retrieve justalittledifferent." be says, 
"even with a worm or jig. I may shake 
the worm on the bottom, or bop the 
jig a little faster. 

"The main thing is to keep cast­
ing. If you're fiShing a spot that does 
have bass, sooner or later they'll hit."

LONGER FISH1NG RODS 
MEAN BETTER CONTROL 
In professional bass fishing these 

days, longer is definitely better. 
The extra length refers to fishing 

rods, in which the pros have been 
steadily exchanging their older five 
and a half footers for newer rods one 
to two feet longer. 

"A longer rod offers at least four 
major advantages over ashorterrod," 
explains Ken Cook of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro ~taff. "It allows you 
to make longer casts, provides better 
lure control and more positive book 
setting, and then lets you play the 
bass better when it is booked. 

"Very few of the tournament pros 
use rods shorter than six feet in length 
now,andmostpreferasevenfooter." 

Cook's own preference is a seven­
foot graphite rod with a medium to 
medium/heavy action but with a sen­
sitive, flexibl~ tip. In fact he's de­
signed just such a rod for the Daiwa 
Corporation, and it has become ex­
tremely popular with fishennen 
throughout the nation because of its 
versatility. 

"Basically, a longer rod simply 
gives the angler better overall con­
trol," explains Cook, winner of the 
1991 Bass Masters Classic world 
championship. "The extra length and 
flexibility in the tip makes longer 
casts possible, even with lighter lures, 
and that's a big advantage in clear 
water where you don't want to spook 
bass. 

''Then, when you'reretrieving the 
lure, you can direct it further from 
side to side by moving your rod tip. 
The extra length changes the line 
direction and lets you 'steer' a lure 
under a boat dock or toward a stump 
much easier than a short rod does." 

The extra rod length aids in hook 
setting, as well, Cook says, because 
more line is taken up as the rod is 
raised. More speed is generated at the 
rod tip, which translates into more 
power. 

"Finally," says Cook, "a longer 
rod provides more leverage in play­
ing a bass so you have more control. 
The extra length forces the fish to 
fight the rod more, which is one of the 
main principles of fly fishing. 

''That's why you can use lighter 
rods to play heavy fiSh." 

Most of the pros prefer a rod ac­
tion of80/20, which means the top 20 
percent of the rod provides the tip 
flexibility, while the remaining 80 
percent provides strength, or back­
bone. 

"Overall," concludes Cook, "a 
longer rod offers distinct advantages 
overasborterone,regardlessofwhich 
action you choose. It amazes me we 
dido' t start using longer rods in bass 
fishing years ago."

When you look at the big picture, 
the 1995 Winston Cup racing season 
hasn't been that kind to Rusty 
Wallace, driver of the Miller Genu­
ine Draft Ford. Yes, he is seventh in 
points and many drivers would be 
happy with that position. 

But when compared with the pre­
vious seasons of '93 and '94, where 
Wallace took home a remarkable 18 
checkered flags, 1995 has defmitely 
been somewhat of a disappointment. 
His numbers are still very respect­
tble however with two wins, nine 
top-fives and 12 top-tens. 

But on Saturday night, it looked 
like the Rusty Wallace of old as he 
blistered the three-quarter mile D­
shaped oval in the Miller Genuine 
Draft400 at Richmond. He led 254of 
the race's 400 laps for his 41st career 
Winston Cup victory.

The hanging of Ananias Honeycutt 

The public spectacle of the hanging of Ananias 
Honeycutt in Tazewell, Tennessee on August 12, 1875, 
and factors regarding the investigation, trial and execu­
tion, led to the discontinuance of public hangings in the 
state of Tennessee. 

The hanging of Honeycutt was witnessed by nearly 
6,000 people ,with many coming by horse, wagon or 
foot from a wide area. Families used the occasion for 
picnicking and visiting. . 

An interesting visitor was notorious outlaw Frank 
James of Missouri who was visiting friends in the area 
and inconspicuously watched the execution from a sec­
ond-floor window of the Tazewell College after paying 
a local resident a $5 gold piece for his vantage point 

The 25-year-old Honeycutt claimed he argued with 
Thomas Ausmus on January 30, 1874, about a hog and 
that, during the dispute, he struck Ausmus three times 
with a rock. He said his actions were in self -defense 
and after striking Ausmus, he left him alive with a man 
named Greenlee. 

Honeycutt was arrested 100 miles away a week after 
the incident and he was transported to the Tazewell jail. 
Later, he was taken to the murder scene and questioned. 
It was reported that Honeycutt admitted planning to kill 
Ausmus, but several people who were present said they 
bad beard no such admission. Others reported that on 
their way back to the Tazewell jail, Honeycutt admitted 
his plans to kill Ausmus, who was his neighbor, for his 
money. 

In the trial, Honeycutt said he admitted nothing 
more than having a dispute with Ausmus and striking 
him. He strongly professed his innocence and sought to 
have the trial moved. His request was denied. 
Honeycutt's attorney sought to have statements set 
aside that he made because they were made under 
duress and to gain clemency. His request was again 
denied . 

The physical evidence amounted to the wounds to 
the head of the slain man and the bloody rocks found at 
the scene near the body. Although the ground was wet, 
it did not show signs of a struggle as Honeycutt con­
tended. Tracks of both men were found from the road 
to the hollow where the fateful event occurred. 
Honeycutt's left foot was shorter and had turned up 
toes and this left a distinct print approaching and at the 
murder scene. 

It came out in the trial that Greenlee had not been 
with the two men. Honeycutt's case was damaged by 
that and by the fact that be fled on the night of the murr 
der. He was found guilty. Appeals to higher cowts 
brought the same result, the sentence of death by public 
hanging. 

Honeycutt was held in the Tazewell jail, which had 
been in service since it was built in 1816. Sheriff 
Mayes took him to Academy Hollow, now only 50 feet 
off of Highway 25E in the city of Tazewell, riding atop 
his coffin in an open wagon. The wagon, pulled by two 
horses and surrounded by 50 guards, was positioned 
directly under the noose. 

"Lord, who shall abide in thy tabernacle? Who shall 
dwell in they holy hill?" Preacher Billy Crutchfield bel­
lowed as he read from the Bible, bringing the crowd to 
a hush. "He that walketh uprightly, and worketh right­
eousness, and speaketh the truth in his heart 

"He that backbiteth not with his tongue, nor doeth 
evil to his neighbor, nor taketh up a reproach against 
his neighbor. 

"In whose eyes a vile person is condemned; but he 
honoreth them that fear the Lord. He that sweareth to 
his own burt, and cbangeth not." 

After reading the 15th psalm and singing a hymn, 
with many in the crowd joining in, Reverend T.P. Ensor 
followed with a prayer as the prisoner knelt quietly 
beside his coffin. 

"And as it was appointed unto men once to die, but 
after this the judgment," Crutchfield read from ninth 
chapter of Hebrews as he began a sennon. For nearly 
an hour his voice boomed for all those present to hear. 

Reverend AJ. Greer proceeded with a second ser­
mon as the destined man waited on the wagon beneath 
the noose. In his conclusion, Reverend Greer spoke 
directly toward Ananias Honeycutt as he read from the 
fourth chapter of Amos, "Prepare to meet thy God." 

After the preachers finished, the sheriff asked the 
prisoner if he had anything to say. 

"This is very bard for me," Ananias said in a soft 
voice. "It is hard for me to die. I'm sure it would be for 
anyone. But I have made peace with God and my life is 
in his bands. Soon I will meet !Ilany relatives and 
friends who have gone on to Heaven. I'll be awaiting 
many of you with my Father in Heaven. 

"I want to say again that I am innocent of the mur­
der that I have been charged with. I can say that over 
and over, but it bas little meaning. It's as though no one 
hears. I know I must face death. I don't want to, but I 
am ready." 

Reverend Greer gave Honeycutt a handkerchief and 
asked that be shift it from hand to band in his dying 
moments, if he were innocent. The sheriff placed a

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J ·ack May's War 
(Editor's note: The following ar­

ticle is an excerpt from the book • .l.ad 
May's War by Robert Perry) 

As you will recall, General 
Humphrey Marshall's purpose in go­
ing to Mount Sterling was to block 
the escape of George Morgan's com­
mand at Cumberland Gap. On Sep­
tember 17th, outflanked by 

· by-Smith, Morgan's men left their 
trenches and began retreating north­
ward. While Marshall waited for 
Morgan to reach the vicinity ofMount 
Sterling, he was reinforced by three 
brigades under Kirby-Smith, includ­
ing a regiment of cavalry under Colo­
nel John Hunt Morgan. On Septem­
ber 26th Guerrant wrote in his diary: 

"Colonel Morgan [John Hunt Mor­
gan) and Captain Shawhan observ­
ing Federal Morgan ncar Hazel 
Green." 

The Confederates harassed 
Morgan's fleeing columns from Ha­
zel Green to WestLiberty.lbcy felled 
trees in his path, threw up barricades, 
skirmished with his advance guard, 
andcapturedhiscattle. However, they 
were unable to capture his seven thou­
sand men. Morgan reached 
Grcenupsburg (present-day Greenup) 
on the Ohio River on October 3rd, 
after a march of nearly two hundred 
miles in sixteen days. Several days 
later one of Morgan's staff officers 
published this account of the march

in the Cincinnati Gazette: 
·• A small body of cavalry had been 

watching our movements and hover­
ing on our flanks for some time. Soon 
after we left Hazel Green ... a rumor 
came from the front that a rebel force 
of several thousand was preparing to 
dispute our progress. We knew that 
we were ncar the lincoftheStatcroad 
leading from Virginia to Lexington 
via Mount Sterling. We had learned 
that troops had been passing through 
West Liberty, Morgan County, and 
we had reasons for anticipating a 
combination of rebel hosts at that 
point. 

"A rumor that an attack had been 
made on our advance passed along 
the line, from regiment to regiment. 
Every man passed eagerly forward, 
straining his ear to catch the first

sharp crack of the rifle, but no such 
sound came, but on the contrary, look­
ing off to our right, up came Quarter­
ma~ter Stubbs shouting that we were 
being attacked in the rear. The halt 
and the double-quick to the rear of 
two or three regiments was but the 
work of a minute, but the enemy had 
caught a prize and were out of sight 
before the alarm was given. 

"'The 22nd Kentucky wao; in the 
rear--two companies formed the rear 
guard. Following them was a drove 
of nearly a hundred beeves. When the 
report passed along the line that an 
attack had been made on our front, 
the gallant 22nd pushed on. anxious 
to be in the fray if possible. Even the 
rear guard became considerably ad­
vanced beyond the cattle. The rebel 
cavalry, lying in ambush, seized this 
favorablemomentanddasbedin upon 
the cattle, shot and mortally wounded 
two of the drivers, turned and suc­
cessfully drove off the entire herd." 

When Morgan's men reached the 
vicinity of West Liberty, they dis­
covered "a large body of enemy cav­
alry" blocking their path. Morgan 
immediately brought up his artillery 
and shelled the position, causing the 
rebels to retreal When the Federals 
entered the town the following morn­
ing, they found "a wretched-looking, 
dilapidated county seat. Half the 
houses were without inhabitants, and 
nearly all of them had broken win­
dows and a woe-begone aspect."

Nominations 
needed for 
cattle FACTS 

The third year of the FACTS 
(Feedlot and Carcass Tests) program 
is underway and producers who want 
to nominate cattle for the program 
need to have their nominations to the 
coordinator of the program bY Octo­
ber9. 

"Through the FACTS program, 
cattle producers can nominate from 
five to 25 calves to be fed in a Kansas 
feedlot. During the feeding process, 
monthly data are sent back to the 
producersobecanevaluatehisberd's 
ability to produce calves destined for 
the feedlot At the end of the feeding 
period, individual animal caracas date 
are sent back to producers," said John 
Johns, extensin animal scientist with 
the University of Kentucky College 
of •gricuUure. _ 

tftst year's Kentucky cattle did 
very well in the feedlot, but not quite 
as well as their predecessors the year 
before, be said. 

"A bard winter in Kansas led to 
higher death rates than the year be­
fore. Nonetheless, the calves per­
formed very well," Johns said. 

From the data collected during the 
past two years, Kentucky producers 
may want to reduce the variability of 
the calves they produce, be said. 

"The Kentucky calves were quite 
variable concerning their perfor­
mance, although the average was 
good. Hot carcass weight in one pen 
of Kentucky calves, for example, 
rangedfrom531 to969pounds.Prices 
for calves at both ends of the range 
were discounted by packers," he said. 

Quality grade also should be a 
coosideration for Kentucky cattle­
men. 

"In last year's trial, 32 percent of 
the calves graded choice and 12 per­
cent graded standard. We need to 
boost the percentage of calves going 
into the choice grade, while reducing 
the percentage going into the stan­
dard grade," he said. 

The average yield grade of the last 
trial of Kentucky cattle was 2.84, 
which compared very favorably with 
the industry standard of about3. The 
lower the yield grade, the better the 
carcass meets industry standards, he 
said. 

"Yield grade indicates the cut­
ability of a carcass. Backfat is the 
primary factor influencing yield 
grade, but ribeye area and other fac­
tors have some effect," be said. 

"The FACTS program can help 
Kentucky producers produce calves 
that bring a premium at feedlots. The 
data returned to the producer can be 
invaluable in helping him make deci­
sions about his herd's genetics and 
bis preparation of calves for the feed­
lot," Johns said. 

Informatiooabout the FACTS pro­
gram is available at county Extension 
offices throughout Kentucky, be said.

black cap over his face and bead 
and stretched the noose around his 
neck so tight that Honeycutt had to 
stand on tiptoes. 

The wagon was pulled forward 
at 2: 10 p.m., leaving the hanging 
Honeycutt suspended and strug­
gling in mid-air. He methodically 
moved the handkerchief from one 
hand to the other and back. People 
screamed and several fainted. Sobs 
and moans echoed through the 
massive crowd as the banging man 
twisted about. 

It was nearly 15 minutes before 
Honeycutt died and at 2:36 p.m., 
the body was taken down and taken 
to Powell Valley for burial. 

The horrible spectacle led to the 
discontinuation of public hangings 
in the state of Tennessee.

A personal rmancial crisis of 
mounting dimensions

The American dream of a com­

fortable retirement is eluding a large 
and growing number of individuals. 
The vast majority of people are sim­
ply not prepared to bear the costs of 
growing older as lengthening life 
spans, persistent inflation, and spi­
raling health care bills make retire­
mentmore expensive year after year. 
Several trends of significant propor­
tion are on a collision course, dra­
matically magnifying the retirement 
saving crisis: 

*The growth of the over-65 age 
group is accelerating dramatically. 
By the year 2010, about 40 million 
people, or one-eleventh of the popu­
lation, will be over age 65. Wben the 
last of the baby boom generation 
reaches 65, around the year 2030, 
there will be 65 million Americans 
age 65 and over, and 10% of the 
population will be over age 75. The 
number of individuals age 85 and 
over will also quadruple over the 
next 50 years to more than 12million.
