-wheelwright council 
to seek grant for pool 

Wheelwright's City Council 
voted unanimously Monday night 
to request $397,650 in grant funds 
to fix the city's swimming pool. 

Council members heard a pre­
sentation by architects Mark 
Arnold and Graham Pohl of Lex­
ington and project developer Anne 
Chaney of Big Sandy ADD. 

~ Arnold and Pohl gave the coun­
cil several options to fix the pool, 
including installation of either an 
aluminum or stainless steel and 
concrete junior Olympic pool. Ei­
ther option will result in a smaller, 
new pool being inserted into the 
existing pool, Arnold said. 

He told the council the existing 
pool has suffered severe damage 

due to unstable soil underneath 
one end. Inserting a smaller pool 
into the stable part of the existing 
pool will be the least, Arnold said. 

Arnold added that a junior 
Olympic pool, at 3,350 square 
feet, is still large enough to be used 
for school swimming competi­
tions. 

The two primary options pre­
sented by Arnold and Pohl were: 

• Aluminum pool insert, 
$205,000. Arnold told council 
members that the sides of this pool 
could be painted and that alu­
minum pools are very durable. He 
also said the city's long-term oper-

Local miner settles 
lawsuit out of court

Frank Scott hopes that other 
miners wjlJ benefit from the lessons 
he's learned. 

Scott, 37, of Weeksbury, has just 
accepted a settlement from Leeco 
Inc. because he said he was forced 
to quit his job because of unsafe 
work assignments. 

"I think what it will do is help 
miners stop, think, look, and know 
that they don't have to work in un­
safe mines," Scott said. 

Scott quit his job at Leeco's No. 
68 mine in Perry County June 13, 

-three days after he worked about an 
hour with the fan off and the day 
after he was asked to "perform 
other unsafe and unlawful work," 
according to a release from Oppe­
gard. 

Scott said he has worked in the 
mines for 14 years and decided to 
take a stand when several activities 
concerned him. "If you continue to 
play with fire, you're going to get 
burned," Scott said. 

He said he has worked for sever­
al mining companies and was sur­
prised to be asked to do unsafe jobs 
and work in unsafe conditions in a 
mine the size of Leeco's. 

"Indeed, Leeco is one of the 
biggest and highest paying opera­
tions in Eastern Kentucky, so one 
can imagine what working condi­
tions are actually like at small, dog­
hole mines," Tony Oppegard, 
Scott's attorney said. 

Scott alleged in his suit against 
Leeco that he, literally, had to play 
with fire. He said he was asked to

Drug task force financial info 
Subpoenaed by federal agents

Task force officials also could not be reached 
to confirm or deny reports that subpoenaed in­
formation was to be presented today, Wednes­
day, to a federal grand jury sitting in Ashland. 

Officials with the Mountain Area Drug Task 
Force confirmed Tuesday that the multi-county 
police agency is under investigation by federal 
authorities. 

Task force officials were not available for 
comment Tuesday and could neither confirm nor 
deny reports that financial records were among 
the documents subpoenaed by federal authori­
ties. 

The task force, a cooperative effort between 
sheriffs' departments in Floyd, Pike, Knott, 
Letcher, Perry and Magoffin counties and city 
police departments in Prestonsburg and Hazard, 
is funded through a federal grant administered 
by the state Justice Cabinet. 

A spokesperson in the U.S. Attorney's office 
in Lexington would neither confirm nor deny 
that a federal probe into the task force was un­
derway. 

In the news release issued Tuesday, Conley 
said the task force "will not and cannot discuss 
the specifics of the subpoenas. 

In a prepared news release issued Tuesday 
and signed by Prestonsburg police chief Darrell 
Conley, chairman of the task force, the agency

"Education is the key if we're 
ever going to get a handle on trash 
in Floyd County," he said. 

While May has been going to 
area classrooms to tell students 
how to keep their county clean, 
he's also been going to court. 

At least one trash case was set­
tled in the courtroom after May re­
peatedly tried to get that person to 
clean up trash near her home. 

Bonnie Meade was charged 
with criminal littering. She was 
fined $500 and received a 90-day 
suspended jail sentence. 

That suspension, according to 
May, depends on her cleaning up

McAninch 
plays along, 
exposes scam

When Bob McAninch received 
a letter from the Nigerian National 
Petroleum Corporation telling him 
they would send him $6 million, he 
sat up and took notice. 

But what McAninch finally dis­
covered was that he was in the 
middle of scam that the U.S. Secret 
Service says is very common. 

"We're getting three to five calls 
a month about this type of scam in 
Eastern Kentucky," Jim Burch, res­
ident agent for the Secret Service 
stationed in the Lexington office, 
said. "And those are the ones we 
know about." 

The deceptive ploy used against 
McAninch is known as an ad~ 
vance-fee scam and involves 
someone like McAninch providing 
financial information, such as ban!r

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around her home and using 
Rumpke to collect her trash. 

"She's the only one we've actual­
ly had to take to court," May said. 
"All the others have agreed to clean 
up their messes." 

May's biggest problems are with 
illegal dumps around the county. 
"Since I became the environmental 
officer in November, 1994, I've 
been trying to get a handle on the 
situation," May said. "It's bad. 
We're not yet under control, but 
we're getting there." 

When May dascovers an illegal 
dump, he wades in and tries to dis­
cover a name on a piece of paper on 
some of the trash an the dump. 

"You'd be surprised what you 
can find in a person's trash," May 
said. "You can tell a lot about their 
life by their trash." 

If he can locate a name, he con­
tacts that person and tells them they 
must clean up the area where they 
have dumped the trash. They can't 
just go in and clean up what they've 
thrown in. 

"I make them clean up the entire 
dump," he satd. "Most of them will 
clean it up rather than go to court 
when they realize I am serious. And 
I am serious." 

May explained that a dump 
begins with two or three bags of 
trash put out beside the road. "Once 
that happens, it doesn't take long 
before it takes on a life of its own," 
he said. 

When May locates the owner of 

the trash and they agree to clean it 
up, he goes out with them to make 
sure they do the job to his specifica­
tions. "I had one guy who wanted to 
just pick up his stuff," he said. "I 
told him it doesn't work that way." 

Those who clean up dumps also 

have to bring back receipts to show 
where they have gotten rid of the 
trash. "That way I know they 
haven't taken it somewhere else and 
thrown it over the hall," he said. 

He also said he's cracking down 
on the burning of trash, which is

illegal by state law, as is burying it. 
The county has mandated collection 
by Rumpke, with a cost of $10 a 
month. 

"Nine out of ten people don't 
realize they can't bum their trash," 
he said.

Exposes -----(Continued from page one) John Gray Pontiac·Buick·GMC 
account numbers, to the individ­
ual or group running the scam. 
That information is used to pull 
funds from accounts and to create 
new bank accounts and credit 
card accounts, Burch said. 

He said anyone who receives a 
letter 'promising something for 
nothing should beware. 

"It strikes the heart of greed in 
all of us," he said. "But they are 
really only trying to get money 
out of the person they are trying 
to scam." 

Burch said there are various 
investigations being COJlducted 
by the financial crimes division 
of the Secret Service, but there 
are no targets in the Eastern 
Kentucky area. 

McAninch's first letter asked 
1llm for 'The name of has cempany, 
the name of his bank, and his 
account number. It promised him 
25 percent of a $25,320,000 pay­
ment made from funds "floating 
in the Central Bank of Nigeria 
redundant accounts from I 985 till 
date." 

McAninch said he used his 
corporation to set up a phony 
account with a balance of $100. 

He was then asked to issue an 
invoice for work completed by 
his company. Another letter from 
the Nigerian National Petroleum 
Corporation asked for payment of 
the $25,320,000 to McAninch's 
company, Fair Share Inc. 

The money was going to be 
sent to McAninch, who was to 
deposit it into the account. He 
was to keep his 25 percent and 
the remaining amount was to be 
taken out of the account by the 
Nigerians. 

McAninch said he was then 
asked to fly to the Ivory Coast to 
sign the papers to get his funds. 

Although he said he suspected 
he was dealing with a scam from 
the start, he said he realized the 
deal was a scam when he asked 
the Nigerians how they wanted 
their funds invested . 

"They hadn't seen their way 
through it," he said. "I knew then 
that they were either stealing 
from the Nigerian government or 
from the people they were trying 
to scam. They were either totally 
incompetent or it was a scam." 

McAninch said he "feared for 
his life," when he was asked to

"However," he added, "we will 
say that we are not aware of the 
reasons or basis for the subpoenas, 
nor do we know who or what is the 
focus of the investigation. 

"Despite this," Conley said in 
the release, "we intend to cooper­
ate fully with the investigators and 
to comply with the subpoenas. We 
likewise intend to continue the war 
on drugs in the best and most effi­
cient manner possible."

"I wanted people to know what 
is going on, so they won't get 
caught up in a scam like this," he 
said.

hang high voltage cables while they 
were energized, and work on a head 
drive while it was in operation. He 
also said he worked for four hours on 
June 10, 1995 while the mine's venti­
lation fan was off. 

"We hope that from this, miners 
will learn about their rights," 
Oppegard said. "They may realize 
they have rights they didn't know 
about before." 

He said the settlement took a long 
time in coming, but it could have been 
even longer if the company had not 

• settled. 
"It took us ten months before we 

settled," Oppegard said. "It could 
have gone on much longer if it had 
not been settled." 

He emphasized that the settlement 
is not a court decision and that it 
might not affect the conditions in 
mines. "It is not a precedent," he said. 

But what makes the case a first is 
the fact that Scott's foreman, Rob 
Collett, testified in a deposition on his 
behalf. 

"It's very rare to have a foreman 
testify for a miner," Oppegard said. 

Collett admitted that the mine fan 
had been off and that Scott had 
informed the crew of the stoppage. 
He testified that he did not withdraw 
the miners even though he was aware 
of the federal requirement to do so. 

Federal law requires that miners 
be allowed to leave a mine if the ven­
tilation fan is off for more than 15 

minutes. Mine officials at first told the 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration that they did not 
know of the outage until several days 
later. But telephone records show 
calls to Kentucky Power on June 10, 
1995, the day of the outage, testimo­
ny in the case showed. 

Collett also testified that he and 
another Leeco supervisor had not per­
formed required examinations for 
hazardous conditions that day, but 
later falsified federal reports to show 
that they had done so.

"From this time on, over the next 
couple of weeks, with the rain and 
high temperatures, we anticipate that 
the woods will be green enough to 
prevent any further major forest 
fires," Graves said Monday. 

This time of the year is particular­
ly bad for fires because many people 
are burnmg debris to clean the area 
around their homes and prepare gar­
den beds, Graves said. Debris-burn­
mg accounts for about 50 percent of 

• the forest fires, he said. 'The other 50 
percent is from arson." 

If convicted of arson-deliberate­
ly setting a frre - the penalties could 
be as high as five years in prison and 
up to a $15,000 fine, Graves said. 

For residents who anticipate burn­
ing debris to clean around their homes 
and property, Graves suggests they 
observe the following burning laws 
during the fire season, March 1 
through May 15. 

• Debris burning is only permitted 
between 4:30p.m. and midnight. 

• Stay with the fire. 
• Keep the fire at least 150 feet 

from a wood line. 
• Rake a ring around the fire or 

have a water hose to put out the f1re if 
it gets out of control. 

"Those high voltage cables have 
12,470 volts of electricity running 
through them," Oppegard said. "All it 
would have taken was a pin hole, 
which could have been caused by a 
number of things, and someone rub­
bing up against those would have 
been dead. It's foolish to handle high 
voltage cables while they are ener­
gized." 

The terms of the settlement among 
Scott, Leeco and the U.S. Department 
of Labor are confidential, Oppegard 
said.

Tourism 
leaders 
approve 
travel 
transfers

As the Prestonsburg Tourism 
Commission last week began 
preparations to draw up its budget 
for a new fiscal year, it had to trans­
fer money to cover a shortfall in a 
category of its old budget. 

At a meeting April I 0, commis­
sioners approved a request from 
tourism director Fred James to 
transfer funds into the administra­
tive/travel category to cover 
expenses incurred from the 
agency's participation in more trav­
el shows than he had originally 
scheduled. 

James explained that he had not 
planned to participate in a travel 
show that highlighted Central and 
Western Kentucky events to travel 
show directors, but he had received 
a promise from the organizers that 
Eastern Kentucky will be show­
cased at a later show. 

Commissioners agreed to trans­
fer $3,000 from its contingency 
funds to the travel budget. 

James also suggested the com­
mission consider increasing its 
budget to add Prestonsburg to the 
various tourism memberships, such 
as recreational vehicle organiza­
tions, around the country. 

In other busmess at the meeting, 
commissioners agreed to release 
the Floyd County Chamber of 
Commerce from its agreement to 
pay 40 percent of the salary for ser­
vices of a secretary that both orga­
nizations used. 

Commissioner Blake Burchett 
made a motion that James hire a 
part-time secretary for the agency. 
The motion passed unanimously. 

The next meeting of the tourism 
commission will be April 25 at 9 
a.m. when commissioners will 
accept grant applications. 
Commissioners ask that organiza­
tions who need funding for tourism 
projects attend the meeting. 

Heating 
assistance 
available for 
low-income 
residents 

Floyd county residents who 
shivered through the winter months 
because they couldn't pay their 
heating bills can stop worrying 
about having their utilities shut off. 

The Clinton Administration has 
released $2.4 million for low­
income heating assistance in 
Kentucky, U.S. Senator Wendell 
Ford (D-KY) announced April12. 

The funds are being released 
from the Low Income Home 
Energy Assistance Program 
(LlliEAP) which primarily benefits 
families with incomes below 
$8,000 a year. The assistance is 
used to help pay utility bills and 
weatherization costs to insulate 
homes. 

Kentucky's $2.4 million share of 
LlliEAP funds was part of $180 
million released nationwide by the 
Clinton Administration.

He told us to keep the program 
alive," Hall said. 

He said 90 percent of the litter 
thrown out along the state's roads 
could have been prevented. 

~ "People need to take pride in the 
area," he said. 

"Education is the key," Lon 
May, ecology officer for Floyd 
County, said. "We need to start with 
the kids. The younger kids can help 
the adults." 

Ben Hale, county judge-execu­
tive, signed a proclamation Monday 
named April 20 through April 27 
Adopt-A-Highway week. He said 
he doesn't think there is enough law 
enforcement when it comes to lit­
tering. 

,_ "About three to four percent of 
the population is causing the prob­
lem," he said. 

Most people don't throw their 
trash beside the road. About 75 per­
cent of county residents are using 
the county-mandated trash collec­
tion. That means about 1,200 to 
1,500 residents are not using the 
service, which costs $10 a month, 
according to Mike Vance, solid 
waste director for the county. 

"I still have a lot of folks saying 
they don't have garbage," Vance 

(11 said. "I don't understand how you 
can't have garbage generated from 
a household. I'm sure the $10 a 
month is the lowest rate in Eastern 
Kentucky." 

All of those gathered at the sign­
ing of the proclamation agreed that 
cleaning up the county can mean a 
growth in tourism and economic 
development. Several of the volun­
teers from the groups planning to 
participate in the clean up attended 
the signing. 

• ''The clean up can help with 
tourism and economic growth," 
Hall said. 

"We want people in this county 
to look out their door and take pride 
in what they see," Hale said. "We're

Know where there's a pothole? 
Want it fixed'? Then it's time to give 
the state Transport.1tion Cabinet a call. 

The cabmet, on Monday, April 
15, kicked ofT Operation. Patch It! as 
part of a two-wet.:k effort to repair 

~ potholes and clean up litter on roads, 
interstates. and parkways. 

Operation: Patch It! will be in 
effect until Friday. Adopt-A­
Highway will run from April 20 
through the 27th. 

According to a cabinet news 
release, potholes fom1 after snow or 
rain seeps into the ground below the 

road surface. The moisture freezes 
when temperatures drop, causing the 
ground to expand, rise and push the 
pavement up. 

As temperatures rise, the ground 
returns to its nonnal level before the 
pavement does, creating a cavity or 
pocket between the ground and the 
pavement. When vehicles drive over 
the cavity, the surface cracks and 
falls into the hollow space, produc­
ing a pothole. 

The cabinet has established a toll­
free phone number to receive reports 
of potholes throughout the state and 
highway crews are mobilized and 
ready to make repairs, according to 
the release. 

Transportation Cabinet Sec­
retary Fred N. Mudge said he hopes 
residents take advantage of the 
opportunity to report road damage 
during Operation: Patch It! ''The 
state roads belong to each and every 
Kentuckian. The Transportation 
Cabinet wants to make sure they 
remain. safe and convenient. Input 
from the public is critical in achiev­
mg th1s goal," Mudge said. 

State roads in Floyd County will 
be prepared according to a schedule, 
District No. 12 Operation 
Maintenance Engineer Hugh 
Sammons said on Tuesday. 

Expected to get repairs in the 
order of priority arc· US 23; Route 

1428 between Allen and 
Prestonsburg: Route 122, wh1ch is 
expected to be fully resurfaced in the 
Left Beaver and Wheelwright area: 
and Route 1498 on Jack's Creek. 

"We want to repair as many of the 
roads as possible to prevent road 
hazards and the citizens from having 
to call us," Sammons said.

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Residents Want more than wish list to improve county's future 
by Janice Shepherd

At a public hearing to shape 
Floyd County's future, only a 
handful of area leaders and two 
concerned citizens attended to 
voice their input into bringing 
about a change in state and county 
management. But those few voic-

~ es were adamant about what they 
wanted -action and not just ideas 
on paper. 

At the hearing Thursday night, 
individuals attending told organiz­
ers of the Big Sandy Area 
Development District's Kentucky 
2001 Strategic Planning 
Committee, they want more than a 
"wish list" to improve the county. 

"If nothing happens, why would 
we come back next year?" John 
Rosenberg, director of 
Appalachian Research and 

~ Defense Fund asked the meeting's 
moderator, Tammy Collingsworth. 

''Where's the follow-up?" he 
asked. 

The question came after an 
information-gathering session on 
improving the state and the county 
in seven areas: human resources; 
natural resources and environment; 
economy; transportation; justice; 
infrastructure and services; and 
governance. 

Collingsworth, director of the 

follow-up meeting be held and 
Collingsworth added that sugges­
tion to the information compila­
tion. 

Rosenberg also suggested that 
agencies with similar services 
combine resources. As an example, 
he discussed the five housing 
authorities that exist in Floyd 
County. He recommended that a 
data base be established for the 
five to share their information and 
make housing accessibility easier 
for residents and easier on the 
authorities' staffs. 

"In other words, the right hand 
needs to let the left hand know 
what its doing," Collingsworth 

said and added the item to her Jist. 
She recommended that Big Sandy 
ADD write a grant to hire "a full­
time employee to bring together 
services." 

Other recommendations includ­
ed more nurses and services at the 
health departments. In Floyd 
County, only two nurses are avail­
able in the health department's pre­
ventative health care program 
which provides immunizations. 

"We have a clientele of over 
300 and we only have two nurses," 
Carol Holbrook, director of the 
health department, said. 

She also expressed concern 
about an ongoing battle with 

Certificate of Need issues with the 
state health board. The health 
board says there are no additional 
home health needs in Floyd 
County, Holbrook said. "Yet we 
have to compete with Humana or 
for-profit agencies. There are so 
many services needed in homes. 
People are being discharged from 
hospitals much quicker. Something 
needs to be done at that level."

Adolph Rupp is resurrected again 
There was irony in the air last 

week as television commercials 
blared the arrival of Sports 
Illustrated's Judas edition. 

Hanging out like a carrot for UK 
basketball fans, Sl's pitch was: Buy 

• a year's subscription and get a copy 
of our UK NCAA title celebration 
issue. 

Delirious Kentucky fans are 
credited for having the memories of 
road kill, so here is a free jolt or 
two: William Nack's flawed and ill­
conceived jump job on Rick Pitino 
last month. And Alexander Woolf's 
meandering 'even good writers 
have off-days' piece on Kentucky's 
victory over Syracuse. 

This uh, special is another of Sl's 
issues of dead man walking. 

(t Breathing life into the late coach's 
legendary side, after a menu of 
Ruppism/racism the week before. 
SI's is a shameless feeding on 
Adolph Rupp, resurrecting the 
Baron to broaden the market. 

Curious how Adolph F. Rupp, a 
man whose name belongs in the 

'front rank of pioneers responsible 
for college basketball's billion dol­
lar prosperity, has been made the 
viilain symbol in a game to which 
he contributed so much? 

Media, those who have no 
inkling of history and find it easy to 
embrace the eloquence of their fel­
lows, have made Rupp a metaphor 
for Jim Crowism. And a synonym 
for a hate-imaged, 30-year-old 
game labeled Brown versus the 
Board of Education. 

It is a sad commentary, not only 
for Rupp's memory and his family's 
pride in the Baron's contribution, 
but loathsome that so many in the 
media herd scorn in ignorance and 
without compassion, the man who 
was architect to 876 victories and 

~four NCAA championships in 42 
years. More important, UK's bas­
ketball tradition grew into a hall­
mark of people pride in Kentucky, 
and an entity that has spiralled out 
like a stone in a pond to make UK 
hoops a market itself. 

And this: Without Rupp, Rick 
Pitino might be a fast-talking 
precinct captain in Queens, and Joe 
Hall could still be selling catsup. 

For all the good he caused, 
Rupp's alleged remarks following 

elKentucky's loss to Texas Western in 
the NCAA finals in 1966, are still 
made to dance on his grave each 
springtime by a legion of writers 
who mindlessly dredge up his name 

to pen a sonnet on racial insensitiv­
ity. 

Interesting, while a dead man's 
family is made to suffer a re-inven­
tion of his reputation each year, a 
forgiving/ignoring compassion is 
extended to gloss over Jim 
Valvano's cheating, the ignominy of 
Dean Smith shouting at opposing 
players (some say cursing them), 
Woody Hayes slapping an opposing 
football player's helmet, Billy 
Packer's poor choice of words in 
praising Allen Iverson, a CBS golf 
commentator on lesbianism, and, on 
a larger stage, Jessie Jackson dis­
paraging New York jews. 

Why is Rupp still accountable? 
In part, because he isn't here and 
Don Haskins is - bad heart and all. 
But partly because Rupp could be 
right and arrogant about it, pugna­
cious and blustery, and sometimes 
ruthless with his players. But main­
ly because he was successful and 
l}is name is still atop the all-time 
coaching wins list. 

"So many people writing things 
today aren't old enough to know 
what they're talking about," Rupp's 
son Herky said last week. "So many 
of them have read and written what 
others have written. I lived around 
the man 37 years and I knew him. A 
lot of things that are written about 
dad mystify our family. Things that 
are just not the truth. Sports 
Illustrated? We learned a long time 
ago to not read it at all." 

"The media does a disservice by 
writing these things," Rupp added. 
"A disservice to our family and to 
the state of Kentuc~y." 

And now, an abiding critic of 
Rupp, indeed basketball in 
Kentucky, wants you to take the 
carrot, subscribe, invest in its sue-
cess. 

What an irony. 
Footnote: If Texas El Paso 

coach Don Haskins is ever elected 
to College Basketball's Hall of 
Fame, I hope his friend Bob Knight 
reminds him to do the right thing, 
mention Adolph Rupp in his accep­
tance speech. Without Kentucky's 
old coach and his Runts, would 
anyone remember who coached the 
team that won the NCAA champi­
onship 30 years ago?

Earnhardt's team did replace the 
engine, but the number three Monte 
Carlo never handled the way he 
would have liked it to.

. Judy ~ Farms ponds are one of 
Kentucky's most valuable aquatic 
resources. A pond can provide 
extra income, serve as a water 
source for livestock, help with fire 
protection and attract numerous 
species of wildlife. 

However, one of a farm pond's 
most enjoyed functions is that of 
providing hours of fishing. 

To provide hours of good fish­
ing, a pond must be properly 
stocked. Many pond owners may 
try to stock their ponds with local-

• ly caught or purchased fish. This 
practice is highly unadvisable 
because it usually results in an 
unbalanced or undesirable fish 
population. The Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR) offers help to 
those wanting pond management 
advice and pond stocking service. 

KDFWR will supply small fish 
for new or renovated ponds. The 
only costs to the pond owner is a 
small fee to cover transportation 

._ costs. Ponds with existing fish pop­
ulations are not eligible for the pro­
gram. However, a rotenone treat­
ment may be applied to renovate a 

tioned in your county or district 
fishery biologist, or call the 
KDFWR Fisheries Division at

ovate the pond, place vegetation 
around the pond and establish a 
food source before the first ship-
ment of fish arrive in the fall. It 
also reduces the risk of cold weath-
er interfering with the treatment. 
Rotenone works best when temper­
atures are in the 80s. In the fall, 
daily temperatures continue drop­
ping, causing the rotenone to take: :· 
longer to work. 

The KDFWR has experimented •J with various fish combinations for 
pond stocking and has found large­
mouth bass and bluegill to be the 
best combination for most 
Kentucky waters. Channel catfish 
are also available upon request. 

Fingerling bluegill and channel 
cats (if requested) are stocked in 
the fall and largemouths are 
stocked in the spring. When the 
fish are ready for stocking, the 
KDFWR notifies the pond owner 
when and where they may pick up 
the fish. The meeting place is usu­
ally at the courthouse or a similarly 
well known location in the county 

• in which the pond is located. The 
actual stocking of the new fish is 
the pond owner's responsibility 
once the delivery has been made.

Wheelwright, Kentucky SEMINAR SCHEDULES 
KEEP ANGLERS BUSY IN 

OFF-SEASON 
What do bass fishermen do when 

they're not actually on the water fish· 
ing? If it's wintertime, the chances are 
they're talking about fishing. 

At least that's the ca-.e for profes­
sional bass tournament competitor 
Guy Eaker of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff. During the next few weeks, 
Eaker will give nearly 40 teaching 
seminars across the United States. 

"It's something I really enjoy 
doing," Eaker explains. ''At times the 
travel becomes very tiring and 
tedious, but if I can teach fishermen 
something new, or at least answer 
some of their questions, then it's all 
worth it to me." 

This year. the Cherryville, North 
Carolina angler has an added incen­
tive for doing so many seminars. His 
new book, "Catching Bao;s Like A 
Pro," has become a top seller, and 
he's promoting it as much as possible. 
His mailbox has been full of orders 
since the book's publication late last 
fall. 

"It's a book I've 'Wanted to do for 
a long time." Eaker says, "because it's 
like my seminars. It's full of tips and 
information about ba-;s fishing, but it 
also tells what it's like to fish profes 
sional tournaments. A lot of my per­
sonal experiences are included, and 
I've been really gratified at the 
response I've gotten." 

The Evinrude pro says his pre­
ferred seminar is a two-hour program 
in which he covers a variety of topics, 
including the use of electronics as 
well as different methods of catching 
bass with a variety of lures. 

"Two of the questions I am asked 
most often are about specific tech­
niques the tournament pros use, and 
about the latest new equipment that's 
available," Eaker says, "so I often 
spend a lot of time talking about 
them." 

"Many of the people who come to 
my seminars are excellent fishermen 
who just do not have the time to fish 
professionally, but they can use the 
tips and information I provide in their 
club and weekend tournaments. 
Knowing I can help improve their 
fishing is a major part -of my seminar 
program." 

Although Eaker's primary semi­
nar schedule extends from January to 
March, he actually begins as early as 
December and continues into April. 
During this time he'll travel to such 
cities as Atlanta, Milwaukee, Raleigh, 
Kansas City, and Charlotte. 

'"The problem is that the majority 
of my seminars have been booked for 
weekends, and I just don't have any 
more weekends left," he laughs. "I'd 
do more seminars if there were more 
weekends available." 

BOTH DEEP AND SHALLOW 
BASS PATTERNS MAY WORK 

THIS MONTH 
'D1is month the weather becomes 

the major factor in determining where 
ba-;s may be located; if it's cold the 
fish will probably remain deep, but 
several days of warm sunshine will 
bring them shallow. 

"Bass fishermen have to pay as 
much attention to the weather as they 
do their depth finders this month," 
says professional tournament angler 
Mickey Bruce of the Evinrude 
Outboard!> Pro Staff, "because the 
fish will change depths according to 
the temperature." 

"Normally, this is a cold weather 
month and the bass will still be in 
their deep winter habitats, but three or 
four days of 'false spring' sunshine 
and warm temperatures will bring 
them up on rock.')' points or shallow 
flats." 

Bruce, who grew up fishing the 
deep, often clear waters of Lake 
Lanier in Georgia, has seen this type 
of behavior in bass often. In 1994 he 
won a winter tournament on Lanier 
by catching bass more than 60 feet 
deep; several days later, after bright 
sunshine and warming temperatures, 
the fish were around boat docks and 
points less than 15 feet deep. 

"When the bass are still deep this 
time of year, I suggest anglers look 
for cover along steep channel drops in 
larger tributary creeks," advises 
Bruce. 'The main thing to look for 
will be bait fish, because bass will fol­
low the bait." 

'This time of year, the bait will be 
concentrated too, so it's easy to see on 
a depth finder. Just criss-cross back 
and forth over a channel looking for 
bait and cover, because bass will be 
nearby." 

The Evinrude pro prefers using 
3/4 ounce jigging spoon or a jig and 
pork trailer when fishing deep struc­
ture and cover. Normally, he works 
both lures very slowly, especially the 
jiggtng spoon. 

"With a spoon, you don't need 
much rod tip action to make it jump," 
Bruce says. "I just barely raise my rod 
because deep bass normally aren't 
very active." 

Following three or four days of 
abnormally warm, bright weather,

Bruce says it isn't uncommon for 
bass to move shallow on rocky 
points, riprap walls, or around boat 
docks where they are much more 
accessible to fishermen. 

"It takes several days of this type 
of weather," he explains, "but the fish 
will move shallow. I like to use 
crankbaits or Carolina rigs and work 
points that have a steep drop into 
deeper water. 

Normally, the best docks will be those 
nearest deeper water, such as those at 
the entrance to a cove or creek. This is 
a good place to pitch a jig and swim it 
slowly around the pilings."

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A Tennessean in Paris 
James Swaney wanted more than a high school 

and college education in Indiana in 1816. He want­
ed to study in Paris. His father. who was a farmer 
and large landowner near Franklin. Tennessee, 
thought schooling was a good investment so he 
gave his 21-year-old son $600 and an English­
French translation dictionary. 

Following his arrival in Paris, James vtsited with 
Albert Gallatin, an American ambassador, who sug­
gested that he take residence in a hotel near the 
school. The prudent Swaney, not one for folly, 
found a rooming house after several days and 
moved in. 

Practically unable to converse in French he was 
open in confiding his personal affairs with his land-

His landlord verbally berated Swaney and he 
began to feel uneasy about his money which he 
loaned to Bailie. He would need a good portion of 
his funds soon to pay for his schooling. 

"Things have not improved at all,'' Swaney 
thought to himself one night. "I wonder if I'll get 
my money back. If so, I' II buy my passage back to 
America." 

Swaney had good reason to be concerned. Bailie 
would not return his money. • 

The following day he offered Bailie the opportu­
nity to keep one third of his money if he would 
return the balance or, at least sign a new note which 
he would then negotiate. 

"If I can just get enough to get me back to 
lord.

"James, I have need of a loan and it will be a 

good chance for you to improve your condition," 
Bailie told him. 

"You lend me the money for six months and you 
can have your room, meals and laundry free for that 
period. After six months I'll return your thousand 
francs and in the meanwhile you'll be living here 
without charge." 

Swaney thought it was a wonderful idea. He did­
n't need his additional funds for several months and 
it was a means to get his room and living expenses 
free. 

"I'll do it but a legal note must be drawn up so a 
record of our agreement will be spelled out," James 
said. 

Bailie agreed. He signed the loan agreement 
when it was completed and James turned the money 
over to him. 

It wasn't long before the young student regretted 
his decision. After a few days he complained about 
being assigned to a run-down room. Soon he found 
they were all in a similar condition. The table was 
nearly bare at mealtime, often with no more than 
bread and water. 

The charitable Swaney tried to improve his con­
dition by making repairs to his room and he pur­
chased food items which he shared with others. One 
young man was ejected from his room when he fell 
behind in his rent. Swaney allowed him to share his 
room for several weeks until he could afford quar­
ters elsewhere. His landlord was incensed upon 
learning of this and discontinued even the sparse 
weals. James, without food or funds, had to eat 
bread with a neighbor.

You're getting nothing 
from me." 

Swaney could no longer hold his pent-up emo­
tions. Unlike himself, he shouted an obscenity at 
Bailie as he grabbed the rum bottle and struck him, 
the shattered glass cutting his landlord's face and 
taking his eyesight. 

James was overcome with the unexpected events 
and went for help. He then turned himself in to the 
police. 

"I am deeply sorry for my actions,'' he said at his 
trial. "I would not hurt Monsieur Bailie or any man 
for any amount of money. 

"I even thought about killing myself. I was hop­
ing to get my money back so I could return to my 
home in America. When he said I'll never get it 
back I was overcome and struck him. I'd never 
done anything like that before and I'll never again." 

The court listened intently to the testimony 
including several witnesses who spoke of Swaney's 
benevolent character. Although he was found inno­
cent of the criminal charges he was ordered to pay 
the equivalent of $1 ,200 in damages to his former 
landlord. 

Several Americans attended the trial and sympa­
thized with Swaney. Together they paid the settle­
ment and also paid for the young man's return to 
America. 

Back in Williamson County, Tennessee, he soon 
married and in the following years put his Parisian 
debacle behind him.

Parents of children who are at 
risk of malnutrition can receive 
help, locally. 

The Floyd County Health 
Department has a federally funded 
supplemental food program, WIC, 
which offers nutrition foods to 
women, infants and children up to 
five years of age. 

Participants must qualify by 
income and be at nutritional risk. 

Cheryl Younce, clinical nutri­
tionist at the Floyd County Health 

• Department said the "program is 
designed to improve the diets of 
pregnant, post partum and breast­
feeding women as well as to 
improve diets of infants and chil­
dren." 

"In addition to offering supple­
mental foods, participants on the 
program also receive counseling 
regarding diet and nutrition," 
Younce said. 

She added that participants can 
qualify for the program if their fam­
ily income is below 185 percent of 
the poverty guidelines and if they 
are at nutritional risk. 

Younce emphasized that if a per­
son has been terminated from the 

• program, it does not mean they may 
never apply for the program again. 
Persons who are no longer on the 
program may qualify at a later date 
if they are income eligible and fall 

in the categories of pregnant, post 
partum or breast-feeding women, 
infants or children under the age of 
five. Younce encourages persons 
who have been on the program pre­
viously to reapply.

The Federals retreated from 
Wytheville by the route they had come 
by, driving May's men before them 
with their superior numbers. 

When they got to the top of 
• Walker's Mountain, however, they left 

the mam road, went down a mountain 
spur, and entered Walker Creek Valley 
ncar present-day Bland. 

Instead of pursuing the Federals 
along this route, which was nearly 
impassable, May decided to stay on 
the road to Burke's Garden and try to 
intercept the Federals at a point farther 
north. 

At dawn on July 19th, as they were 
passmg along Walker's Creek. the 
Federals came to Stowers' farm. His 
wheatfiela looked enticing, so they 

li turned their horses into it. Within min­
utes the crop was destroyed. 

From Walker's Creek they crossed 
Brushy Mountain and came down to 
Frank Suiter's place. Suiter had some 
goodlooking horses, so they took 
them. 

Then they crossed Round 
Mountain, entered Wolf Creek Valley, 
moved up the creek to Crabtree's Gap, 
and crossed Rich Mountain into the 
Clear Fork Valley. 

When they reached Burke's 
Garden, May and his men turned east 

• and moved down Wolf Creek, hoping 
to cut the Federals off at Crabtree's 
Gap. 

The road was a rough one, howev­
er, and when they came within sight of 
the gap. the Federal rearguard was 
already passing through it. From 
Crabtree's Gap the Federals crossed 
over Rich Mountam and descended 
into Clear Fork Valley. 

Then they turned east and moved 
down the valley, taking fresh horses 
wherever they found them. 

When they reached Henry Dill's 
~\place at the mouth of Cove Creek, 

they headed up the east fork of the 
creek. At this point May and his men 
caught up with their rearguard. 
Pendleton says: 

"A small detachment of 
Confederate soldiers and Tazewell cit­
izens charged upon the rearguard of 
the F.ederals as they were going up the 

Jack May's War 
creek, kilhng several of the enemy and 
capturing several men and a number 
of horses." 

Dunng their brief pause at Burke's 
Garden, Jack and his rnen were joined 
by Captain Henry Bowen and twenty 
members of the Eighth Virginia 
Cavalry. 

Bowen and his men had spent all 
of July 18th riding overland to Abb's 
Valley from their base at Princeton. 
Bowen's report of the fight at Cove 
Creek reads as follows: 

"On arriving at Burke's Garden, I 
found Colonel May, who ordered me 
to accompany hirn. After a short del a). 
he received intelligence that the 
enemy was moving toward the gap in 
the mountain above Crabtree's. 

"We arrived at thL<; road only in 
time to sec their rearguard pass. After 
crossing the mountain, our advance 
guard charged the enemy's rear, and 
drove them upon the main column. 
Upon arriving at Dill's, Colonel May 
called on me to charge the enemy. In 
the charge, we captured seven of the 
enemy and one negro." 

May and his men didn't reach 
Henry Dill's place until late afternoon 
of July 19th. By then they were very 
tired and very hungry. 

In the last forty-two hours they had 
ridden almost one hundred miles over 
rough roads, fought a battle, and skir· 
mished with the enemy several times. 
Nevertheless, they continued their 
pursuit up Cove Creek, ''an almost 
impassable trace," fighting the enemy 
unttl darkness fell. 

While Jack May was chasing the 
Federals through the boondocks, 
Williams was back at Liberty Hill 
waiting for Preston's cavalry to come 
up. 

At 4:30 Sunday afternoon, Major 
Holladay arrived with one hundred 
and fifty men. 

"I took these," reported Williams, 
"with forty of Colonel Peters' mount­
ed men, and moved to Charles 
Tiffany's [near present-day Bailey]. 
where I knew the enemy would 
descend from the mountain." Then he 
sent a courier to Colonel Hodge, urg­
ing him to come up as fast as possible. 

When Williams reached Tiffany's, 
however, a courier arrived with the 
news that Hodge had been ordered by 

General Preston to remain hctween 
Saltvllle and Glade Springs. 

When Williams reached Tiffany's. 
night was corning on, so he sent word 
back to May that he intended to attack 
the Federals at daybreak, adding that 
May should cross the mountain later 
that night and join him in the attack. 

May anticipated this order, and 
when Williams' courier arrived at 
Henry Dill's fann, May and hts men 
were already moving up Cove Creek. 

With their fresher horses, the 
foederals were able to move faster over 
East River Mountain than their pur­
suers. They cro.ssed the sumrmt at 
Georgia's Gap and descended through 
Pin Hook (present day Bluefield, 
Virgmia) 

Then they crossed Stony Ridge 
and camped for the night in Brown's 
Meadow near Falls Mills. On the fol­
lowing morning they broke camp 
before sunrise and moved up Abb's 
Valley to a gap in the Laurel Rtdge. 

May and Williams didn't discover 
their whereabouts until most of them 
had passed through the gap. Williams· 
report reads: 

"At daybreak we came upon them 
as they were getting out of Brown's 
meadow, and attacked their rear. 

"A running fire was kept up until 
we came to Abb 's Valley, where two 
Yankee companies were engaged in 
collecting several hundred beef cattle. 
We charged into them, forcing them to 
abandon the cattle and a number of 
stolen negroes. 

"I had three rnen killed and the 
Yankees several They were in the act 
of burrung Fall's Mills as we came 
upon them. 

"We continued the pursuit to Aat 
Top Mountain, when, finding that I 
would lose more men than the 
Yankees, I gave up the chase and 
returned to Abb's Valley." 

Jack's heroic deeds during the 
Wytheville raid earned him the grati­
tude of the entire region. 

With the help of General Williams, 
the Wytheville militia, and three hun­
dred raw recruits he had saved the 
railroad, the leadworks, the saltworks, 
and other Confederate interests. 

In his report to Richmond follow­
ing the raid, Williams stressed that 
Jack and his men had performed an

"111C vigor of the pun;uit made hy 
May and Morris is without parallel. In 
less than forty-eight hours, they 
pressed and fought the enemy for one 
hundred and ten miles without resting. 

"The enemy had the advantage of 
being able to take fresh horses in front, 
while none were left for our own men 
behind. The raid was a lailure. 

"TI1e enemy lost thirty prisoners, 
seventeen killed, and a large number 
wounded. and were compelled to 
abandon the stolen negroes and cattle, 
and were chased so closely as to be 
unable to do much dm11age to private 
property." 

These accomplishments notwith· 
standing, Williams and May were 
keenly aware of the fact that once 
again, their superiors had bungled a 
golden opportunity. 

"It was the Battle of Princeton all 
over again. "If General Preston's cav­
alry had come straight to me from 
Russell instead of going by Saltville," 
wrote Williams, "I could certainly 
have captured the enemy's entire 
force." 

Reports of the raid m Northern 
newspapers were wildly maccuratc. 
On July 25th, the New York Times 
announced: "Important cavalry expe­
dition. The Virginia and Tennessee 
Railroad cut at Wytheville." The story 
didn't mention the engagement at 
Walker's Mountain, saying only that 
the town had been captured after a 
severe fight. "Our loss was about 65 
killed and wounded. The enemy lost 
75 killed, and a large number wound­
ed." 

The official figures were some­
what lower. Colonel Franklin reported 
his losses as eleven killed, thirty-two 
wounded, and twenty-six missing. 

The Lynchburg Virginian later 
reported that fourteen local militia had 
been killed and twenty wounded. 
General Williams reported his losses 
as three killed and "a few slightly 
wounded. 

When news of the raid reached the 
War Department in Richmond, it did 
little to dispel the gloom caused by 
Lee's recent defeat at Gettysburg. 

On July 20th, John B Jones wrote 
in his diary: "A thousand of the 
enemy's forces were in Wytheville 
yesterday, and were severely handled 
by 130 of the home guards. They did 
but little injury to the railroad, and 
burned a few buildings."
