Retirentent offer opens door for recalls

60 years old and eligible to retire but have 
less than 27 years of teaching experience 
to participate in the annuity. 

of the board. He suggested the system buy 
$25,000 annuities that would pay teachers 
$236 a month in addition to the retirement 
funds they will receive from the state. 

employees through August 13, 37 teachers 
and administrators have retired from the 
system this year, which made room for re­
hiring first-year teachers who were laid 
off in the spnng. 

who retired before the plan was approved, 
but the school system budgeted enough 
funds to pay benefits for any employee 
who was ehgsble to do so and retsred be­
tween February 1 and December 31. Any 
teacher or ndmtmstrator who earns 
enough hours to reure before the end of 
the year can also take advantage of the 
plan. 

A retirement incenuve plan for school 
personnel has accomplished just what Su­
penntendent Dr. John Balentine hoped it 
would. 

Enough older, more experienced teach­
ers and adnunistrators rook advantage of 
the plan to get all laid off teachers back on 
the Floyd School System's payroll. 

The board Slopped short, however, of 
approving an "mcndment to the plan that 
would have allowed employees who arc 

Balentine told board members at the 
August 13 meeting that at least two people 
had asked tf they 10o could be considered 
for the plan. 

"I personally have a problem with it," 
board chairman Eddie Patton said. "There 
has to he a stopping point." 

"You're exactly right," Balentine said. 
The issue died for luck of a motion . 
Balentine presented the approved re-

tirement plan at a July 22 special meeting 

If every certified person elig1ble to re­
tire hnd done so and participated sn the 
plan, the net savings to the board for the 
1997 fiscal year would be more than 
$76,000. Forty-nine teachers and admints­
trators were eligible to retire and take ad· 
vantage of the plan. Twenty-eight eligible 
employees did not take advantage of the 
plan. 

With the additional retirement of 24 

The :;chool board will pay about 
S 160,000 in annuity premiums for the 
plan ttlat gsves the personnel an extra 
monthly payment, in addition to state re­
tirement funds, and payment of 30 percent 
of their accumulated sick leave. The em­
ployees who retired last week will receive 
about $1 00,000 in sick leave payments. 

Those totals do not include personnel 

The school board expects to save about 
$216,000 in salaries from those whore­
tired thts month alone, with total savings 
from all 37 topping out at more than 
$300,000.

Case against alleged assailant 
waived to Floyd grand jury

A Floyd County man's felony 
charge of assaulting a deputy earli­
er this month was handed over to a 
grand jury after Dbtncl Judge 
James R. Allen heard te. timony 
dunng a preliminary hearing 
Wednesday. 

Timothy Lovely, 29, of Gun­
lock, was charged with third-de· 
gree assault for allegedly hitung a 
police oflicer in the jaw: provtdsng 
false information; carrying a con­
cealed weapon: drh•ing under the 
influence, second-offense; terrons­
tic threatening; and rest ting arrest. 

Floyd County deputy Randy K. 
Davis testified that when he ques· 
tioned a subject at a one-car ucci· 

dent on Route 404, the subject 
would not cooperate. 

"When 1 questioned Lovely, he 
said 'what's it to ya?"' Davis said. 

Davis ·aid the caller who report­
ed the accident stopped to offer as­
sistance to the subject, but Lovely 
''told him more or les.; to get out of 
there." 

Oavts said he found several .22 
caliber shells in Lovely's right 
pocket. When Davas asked where 
the gun was, the subject became 
angry. Davis said. 

"When I put a cuff on him, be 
turned around and hit me in the 
Jnw.'' Davis testified. "When he did 
that, he knocked my mace out of its 
holder - so I cnn1e back with my 
Oashlight and hit hlm in the head." 

Davis said he and Lovely went 

to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center to be checked out by a doc­
tor. 

Davis said the doctor took X· 

rays of his jaw and neck, and pre­
scribed mcdicution for pain. 

Davis sasd Lovely was charged 
with DUI becau<;e he refused to 
take a breathalyzcr and he had a 
strong smell of alcohol on his 
breath. 

"Lovely was charged with ter­
roristic threatening because he told 
me I didn't know who I was mess­
ing with and he would kill me when 
be got out of this." Dav1s satd. "'The 
subject (Lovely) said if he could 
get to his car he would shoot me 
w1th hss gun."

A school by any other name is 
still a school. but some parents say 
that just isn't so. 

A contingent of parents, dressed 
in purple and gold. appeared at the 
Aoyd County Board of Education 
meeung Tuesday asking that Mar­
tin Flementary retain its name 
when the new school opens on 
Stephens .Branch. 

Another group of parents asked 
that the new school be called 
Stephens Branch Elementary. 

And yet another asked for it to 
be named May Valley Elementary, 
the recommendation of a commit­
tee formed to name the new school 
and rename Martin Elementary 
wh1ch wtll house only middle 
sehoul students after the two arc 
combined. 

But members of the school 
board said they didn't have enough 
informal.lon to name the schools 
yet and asked that additional com­
munity mput be gathered. 

"There needs to be more input 
to the board from each communi­
ty." board member Phyllis Hon­
shell said. "If after this ume, that 
doe::.n't come. we need to go ahead 
and make a decision. but right now, 
I'm not satisfied there has been 
enough input from residents." 

She said she didn't think com· 
rnittee meetings had been adver­
tised adequately to gather commu­
nity responses and "that not 
enough people had been heard to 
get a feehng of what the pleasure 
of the community is." 

Board chairman Eddie Patton 
made motions to name the 
Stephens Branch school "May Val­
ley Central Elementary" and to 
name Martm Elementary "Central 
Middle School." The schools 
would bolh use the mascot "l.il' 
Reb~·· and the colors would be 
gray, red, and blue. His motions re­
flected the recommendations of the 
committee formed to name the 
schools. 

Both of the motions died for Jl 
lack of a second. 

Board member Ray Brackett 

then made a mouon to name Marun 
Elementary "Martin Middle 
School." Bracket! dtd not recom­
mend a mascot "I'm not worried 
about a mascot. I'm worried about 
teachsng," he said. That proposal 
abo died for a lack of a second

Alkn Dingus Allen, 88, of Pre­
stonsburg, dtcd August 13 at High­
lands Regional Mcdtcal Center. 

She was a wile and mother who 
helped hea fam1ly make the Floyd 
County Times one of the state's 
most respected newspapers Her m­
volvcment to the ncv.spaper busi­
ness begun when she mamed Nor­
man Allen, n reporter for the Big 
Sandy News m Lou1sa m 1927. 

Soon thereafter, the couple took 

a maJOr step that impacted the fu­
ture of Floyd County. They estab 
lished the Floyd County Times in 
1927. They later bought out a nval 
newspaper, the Prestonsburg Post, 
in 1928. Their commitment to 
putting the news in the hands of the 
people lasted for about ()0 years 
until a car accident in March of 
1986 eventually resulted in Norman 
Allen's death and severely limuet.l 
Alka Allen's ability to work. Alka 
nnd Norman's daughter. Barbara 
took O\er the reins of the pubhshing 
business. but when Barbara also be·

Thornsbury testified that when he 
arrived on the scene, the three sub­
jects were locked inside a fence at 
the coal company. 

Thornsbury said when he ques­
tioned the subjects, he got two dll-

The Floyd County Emergency 
and Rescue squad extricated a 
Columbus Branch res1dent from hts 
truck after it flipped over a nearly 
l~foot embankment Wednesday 
night on Calf Creek 

Carl David Collins, 53, of 
Columbus. alleged the acc1dent wns 
a result of a steering default, accord· 
ing to Kentucky State Police trooper 
Charles Mills. 

Colhns srud the ~teenng became 
very loose and the truck jerked to the 
right, Mills srud. When Collins tried 
to pull the vehicle to the left. it v.as 
too late, the right tire was already 
over the hill, Mills said. 

Collins was charged with driving 
under the influence, Mills said. 
Collins' blood work has been sent to 
the Kentucky State Police lab for 
testing. 

Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue workers had the only vehicle 
on the scene that was capable of get­
ting to Collins· location 

"One of the problems v,.ith lasl 
night's rescue was that we could not 
get any of the big rrucks down to the 
scene, so we had to take the 
Suburban," Equipment Sergeant 
James Allen srud. 

Allen said rescue workers had to 
move a generator, two spotlights. the 
jaws of life, and a stokes basket from 
one of the big trucks and place the 
equipment into the Suburban. 

"We stabilized the truck to keep it 
from rolling, cut off the top, and 
assisted Respond Ambulance in 
removing the patient from the 
scene," Allen said. 

Floyd County Emergency and 
Rescue captain Harry Adams said 
Collins was complatning that hi'> 
shoulder and possibly his leg were 
hurt dunng the accident. 

"When we arrived on the scene, 
the victim was conscious." Adams 
said. ''But, he wa!> unconsctous 
when we got him out of the truck." 

Adams said the rescue was a suc­
cess with mutual aid from the 
Prestonsburg Special Operation" 
Team and Respond Ambulance 
Service. 

Collins was transported to 
Highlands Regional McdicaJ Center, 
where he was treated and released

and theft by unlawful taking because 
after they damaged the cable, it 
could no longer be used by the coal 
company.

When Kathleen Clark White was 
diagnosed with an inoperable brain 
tumor 1n February 1994, her family 
members were stunned. 

No one could believe the 27-
year-old had less than a.vear to live. 

She and her husband had just cele­
brated their second anniversary. 
They v.ere builtJmg a new home. 
Thetr future looked endless. 

But almost nine months later -
after days of chemotherapy, radia­
tion. and steroid treatments; loss of 
long, blonde hair: and frequent trips 
to the hospttal - that future came 
to a screeching halt when she died 
two weeks after her birthday. 

To most people, Wbttc IS JUSt 
another cancer statistic. She didn't 
survive the disease that struck when 
no one was looking. Her story is 
one pe<.,plc wtth cancerdon'tlike to 
hear. 

There arc success stories in the 
cancer light as well. Every day, 
area residents get the news 1hey 
have reached that all-tmportant 
milestone in the cancer battle -the 
five·year mark of being cancer free. 

To celebrate those stories. to 
honor the people who didn't win 
the battle, and to ra1~e money to 
find a cure for cancer, the Floyd 
Coumy chapter of the Amencan 
Cancer Society is holding a Relay 
For I.tfc, a walk against cancer. The 
walk begins at 7 p.m. August 23 
and runs through 7 a.m August 24 
at the Prestonsburg Community 
College walking track.

region which A} offers under-funded can­
didates a fair chance to widely distribute 
their message, B) disregards the continu­
ous struggle to discredit a politician 
because of his party affiliation, and C) 
symbolically eliminates all county lines 
and political lcingdoms contained within 
those county lines. 

The forum will be Saturday. October 
12. On October 12. the only information 
to surface (during the actual event) will be 
candidates' personal opwions about 
important 1ssues and ideas for the future 
of Kentucky and our region Attempts to 
promote a particular political party (dur­
ing the hours of the event) are not wel­
come, and will be intercepted and sub­
dued. 

Unlike national politics, genuine ideo­
logical dtfferences do not exist between 
Kentucky 's two state political parties. 
Therefore, typical political maneuvers 
will not be allowed to tarnish or overshad· 
ow the good which will come from this 
forum. If there must be party promotion, it 
can occur before or after the actual event. 
PersonaUy, I do not encourage that to 
transpire, but I realize 11 cannot be pre· 
vented 

There are 42 candidates or unopposed 
incumbents ins1de of the Fifth 
Congressional District. La!.t week, an 
invitation was sent to each and every one 
of them. Along with the invitation was a 
questionnaire which was used to deter­
mine the most convenient date for the 
forum to take place. accomodating as 
many candidates as possible.

topics to be discussed. To date, approxi­
mately half of them have returned the 
questionnaire, none of which declaring 
that they do not plan to attend. In fact, 
many of the respondents showed great 
interest tn the event, and some mcluded 
various praiseworthy comments. 

However. rather than return the ques· 
tionnaire, some contacted thetr respective 
party leadership organizations 1n 

Frankfort. The purpose of these organiza­
tions is to cultivate the domination of their 
party. They do this by working to elect 
candidates who are members of their 
party, even if it means sacrificing integri­
ty, injuring the democratic process, and 
electing inferior candidates. The two­
party system is a good system. The per- · 
petual competition 1ncreases the perfor­
mance of the legislators. However, 
painstaking discretion must be employed 
to ensure it does not get in the way of hon­
esty and hinder the involvement of the 
people. 

Currently, there are 63 Democrats and 
36 Republicans in the state House of 
Representatives. In the Senate, there are 
21 Democrat:. and 16 Republicans (there 
are also two vacant seats, one in the 
Senate and one 10 the House). 

The House Democrats have a safe 
majority, but the Senate Democrats are in 
danger of losing control to the 
Republicans. We have some very compet· 
itive races in our region, and they could 
mean the difference in control of the 
Senate. Because of this, party leaders and 
other "big boys" from across the state are 
going to be working very hard in our 
region. to elect their candidates. 

We will ignore these outsiders and pick 
our delegates based upon what they have 
to offer. H it is left up to the state pan7 
leaders, all we will see is bumper sticket:s, 
btllboards, commercials attackmg ilie 
opponent. and all the other campaign 
garbage that money can buy. 

Deciding where to hold the forum. was 
a major problem. With the convcmence of 
their constituents in mind. most candi· 
dates suggested having the evenr tn lhetr 
own distnct. Alter much d1scussion, the 
location has been determined, and lhe 

necessary paperwork (regarding facility 
rental, building of the stage, etc.) ts being 
routed. Until the paperwork has cleared, it 
would not be prudent to reveal the loca­
tion. However, 1 can say that the event 
w11l be integrated into a large festival, 
instde of a district which promises a very 
interesting Senatorial race.

CHANGES IN WELFARE? 

We mountaineers of Eastern Kentucky 
make up the most generous, big-hearted 
and openhanded society in the world. We 
would give away our last dollar to help a 
hungry child. But why should we give that 
dollar to the government, to take its cut 
before giving 1t to that child? This respon­
sibility must lie tn the hands of private 
individuals and private institutions. such 
as our churches and food drives 
Otherwise, we lose that generosity and 
close our hands. 

This is the year of welfare reform. 
Since Congress called for these changes, 
everyone has predicted doom for Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Time and time again they sa)' "Eastern 
Kentucky kids will suffer the worst and 
turn to crime" and "there are no jobs in 
Eastern Kentucky" Do they think kids on 
welfare are not already suffering? or that 
welfare has helped bring jobs to Eastern 
Kentucky? How can they support such a 
destructive and corrupt system'! 

In our regiOn, we do have a dispropor­
tionate number of families w1th children 
who receive money from the state. We 
must remember, however, the:;e kids arc 
growing up w!lhout seeing the relauon­
ship between work and rewards. 
Inevitably, they will become adults and be 
severely dtsadvantaged in this Increasing­
ly competiuve world which we live in. 
Some believe this attitude toward welfare 

is harsh, but this is reality. To think wei· 
fare is a solution to the poverty problem in 
our region is a dream. 

When the welfare program began back 
in the late thirties, A.B. "Happy" Chandler 
was finishing hts first teml as Governor. 
Eastern Kentucky was the poorest region 
in the country, and rich coal barons owned 
most of our beautiful land. 

Today, 14 Governors later. rich coal 
barons own most of our desecrated land 
and we are still lhe poorest region in the 
country. 

Either welfare bas been used to avoid 
the high cost of finding real solutions to 
Eastern Kentucky's problems. or we have 
been electing the stupidest bunch of deci­
sion-makers ever assembled. 

Personally, I do not believe it is possi­
ble that those legislators needed fifty 
years to find out that welfare is a tempo­
rary solution to a permanent problem. It is 
time to start sharing Kentucky's wealth, 
benefiting from our tremendous coal rev­
enue, and taking back control of our tax 
money. 

I am reminded of the old adage "Give a 
man a fish. feed him for a day ... teach him 
to fish, feed him for a lifetime."

tnvestments-and they are not dependent 
on welfare programs. 

Kentucky's lawmakers are now faced 
with the problem they have managed to

uur region·~ \~conorny. Congress' biparti· 
san deci~ion to reform welfare showed 
compassion and courage. 

We must ensure our state legislators 
have the same courage needed to bring 
industry into Eastern Kentucky, now that ..

checks. 

ThJs means they must say "NO" to lob· 
byists and special interest groups, and 
stand up to their fellow legislators in the 
General Assembly who represent the 
wealthier urea:. of the state.

Last year memories, incentive 
for Blackcats to work hard

Last season the Prestonsburg 
BlackcatS suffered their first losing 
season since 1989 when the Cats fin­
ished 5-6 under Bill Lenon in his 
second year at Prestonsburg. The 
Cats posted a disappointing 4-7 
mark last year but, according to 
senior quarterback Mike Castle (6' 
2", I 80), the Blackcats should roar 
loud this year. 

"We were very disappointed in 
our record last year," said Castle. 
'That ts why we worked so hard in 
!he weight room !his summer. We 
did well at the weight meetS and we 
nearly killed ourselves this summer 
in conditioning, working hard to get 
in betler shape." 

Castle said the hard work has 
helped !he Blackcats forget last year 
and look forward to !his season. 

"Our att.ttudes have changed a lot 
from last year and earlier this sum­
mer," he said. "We don't want to 
lose thi<> year and I think we wilt be 
a pretty good football team." 

Castle became Prestonsburg's 
regular quarterback after the third 
game la'it season. replacing Keith 
Marsillett. While he was an inexpe­
rienced signal caller as far as varsity 
experience went, he showed he was 
capable of taking the reins. He said 
last year was a learning season for 
him and he hopes to avoid some of 
!he pitfalls of last season. He feels he 
has matured ao; a quarterback. 

Castle said his team showed they 
could play when they took on Belfry 
last Friday in a scrimmage game. 
Although the Cats were sluggish at 
first, he feels they were right !here 
later. 

"We started slow against Belfry," 
he said. "'Then we started moving 
the football real well. Hopefully, if 
our defense plays like they did, our 
offense will fall in place." 

Castle feels it is unfair for fans to 
compare this year's Prestonsburg 
team with the famed '93 team !hat 
went to the state 2A finals. He said

Prosecutors seek stiffer 
penalty against Gallie Isaac

Following two days of jury 
selection, the second trial of 
Lawrence County Pastor Gallic 
Isaac Sr., was postponed Thursday, 
August 8, after the sodomy charge 
he was facing was amended by the 
prosecutors shortly before the trial 
was set to begin. 

lsaac. 79. was scheduled to 
stand trial on a single count of 
lhtrd-degree sodomy, but Lawrence 
Circuit Judge Stephen N. Frazier 
granted the prosecution's motion to 
change Lbe charge to first-degree 
sodomy, which carries a more seri­
ous penalty. If convicted, lsaac 
could face up to 20 years in prison 
under the amended charge. 

Also on Thursday. Frazier grant· 
ed a motion filed by Isaac's attor­
ney, Eldred "Bud" Adam~ Jr .. ask· 
ing for more time to prepare a 
defense for Ute new charge. 

Prosecutor Luke Morgan, an 
assistant attorney general, said the 
indictment was changed to reflect 
the evidence in the case, but said he 
couldn't go into specifics because 
it deals with the facts and evidence 
regarding the charge. Isaac is 
charged with performing oral sex 
on a teenage boy in the fan of 
1993. 

No new date has been set for the 
trial, and Morgan said the case 
would probably not be tried until 
after the new year since they had 
almost exhausted the jury pool. A 
total of 82 jurors were called in to 
seat a panel of 11 women and two 
men. which were dismissed follow­
ing the continuance. 

"I think we're probably not 
going to get another case here this 
year," Morgan said. 

Adams said Judge Frazier did 
the only thing he could do under 
the circumstances. 

tinuance." 
Adams said he plans to file 

more motion$ ID the case lhat will 
raise legal questions the court will 
have to consider, but wouldn't give 
specifics on what the motions 
would contain. 

"Just stay tuned to the Lawrence 
County Circuit Clerk's Office," 
Adams said. 

The charge Isaac was to face in 
the trial is one of 29 contained in an 
indictment Issued in 1994. Frazier 
divided the charges into separate 
trials followmg a motion by Adams 
that argued that it would be unfair 
to try all of them at once because 
the number alone would make 
Isaac appear to_be a "bad person.'' 

Isaac was convicted on 13 
counts of sodomy and sexual abuse 
charges by a Boyd County jury in 
Novembcr. He was sentenced to 25 
years in prbon, bul remains free on 
a $150,000 property bond pending 
an appeal of his case.

"All the trial preparation and all 

the information given by the 
Commonwealth indicated that 
there would be a trial on the charge 
of third-degree sodomy," Adams 
said. "Judge Frazier used the wis­
dom of Solomon and cut the baby 
in half to be fair to both sides."

Pike Co. tourism 
continues work on 
historical · cemetery

The PikevUle/Pike County 
Tourism Commission is focusing on 
the segregation of the Oils Cemetery 
as a historical attraction. and the 
project should be completed by 
September, officials said. 

''Tile previous focus of the ceme­
tery has been the graves or 
Randolph and Sarah McCoy and 
their daughter Rosanna since the 
popularity of the Hatfield and 
McCoy Feud," said Tourism direc· 
tor Suzanne Rasnick. "Now we're 
going to focus on more of the ceme­
tery." 

The Kentucky Department of 
African-American Heritage Council 
last year approved a $7,500 match· 
ing grant to be used toward 
researching the graves of African· 
Americans buried at the cemetery. 

"This will provide a means of 
interpreting history for both area 
residents and schoolchildren, in 
addition to visitors who want to 
know more about the history of Pike 
County." said Rasnick. "lt reflects a 
Jot of our history here that we have 
neglected," 

While research, led by Peggy 
Davis and an 18-member staff, con· 
tinues on the graves, cleanup crew:> 
continue to prepare the site for open· 
ing. Davis and her crew bave been 
gathering information concerning 
lhe names on the grave stones using 
census data, interviews with the 
local African-American community 
and funeral home records. 

The Oils Cemetery, localed at the 
mouth of Chloe Creek in Pikeville, 
is thought to be the first integrated 
cemetery in Eastern Kentucky. Col. 
John Oils Jr., the leader in the 
Union's 39th Kentucky Infantry, 
bought the property in 1871 and 
excluded the cemetery from the 
deed when be sold it years later. 
More than 500 graves rest on lhe 
rwo-acre site. Records indicate that 
Col. Oils allowed his freed slaves, as 
well as their descendants, to be 
buried at the cemetery. 

Last year. steps to the cemetery 
were constructed through a collec­
tive effort by the Pikeville City 
Commission, Pike County Fiscal 
Court and the Pikeville/Pike County 
Tourism Commission. The steps 
provide easy access to the cemetery. 

Planned improvements to the 
cemetery include a historical marker 
pointing out the segregation of the 

cemetery. brochures elaboraling on 
the segregation and materials to be 
integrated into the county and city 
school systems' curriculums. 

The marker will be black with 
gold leuenng, similar to historical 
markers already ~ place around the 
region. It will contaln a poem by 
Effie Waller-Smnh called "A 
Mountain Graveyard." Waller· 
Smith is the daughter of Frank 
Waller, who was educated on the 
same plantation as Alex Haley's 
ancestor Kunta Kintc. The marker 
will also explain the significance of 
the attraction. 

Brochures gtving full details of 
the section of the cemetery, includ­
ing map.: and drawings of the 
gravesites, will be made available to 
out-of-town visitors and local resr· 
dents who wish to see the cemetery. 
Thelma Crawford, nn artist from 
Hazard, will be doing the drawings 
for the brochures. 

The educational materials could 
be provided to teachers who wish to 
take their studenL.; on a tour of the 
cemetery or they can be used solely 
in the classroom without a tour, 
according to Rasnick. 

Some notable people buried at 
the cemetery include: 

• Lewis Oils. Pikeville's first 
postmaster. 

• Mary Oils, the first female Pike 
Countian to graduate from college. 

• Col. John Oils Jr., the union's 
39th Kentucky JnfanlJ)' leader, and 

• Frank Waller, who not only 
served as Stonewall Jackson·s aide 
during the Civil War. but also served 
him his last meaL Waller was a 
black migrant to Pike County who 
was the father of three children. 

Soldiers from the Ctvil War, the 
French and Indian War. the 
Revolutionary War. the Spanish­
American War and World War I are 
buried at the cemetery. 

Although work should be com· 
pleted in September, acthitic~ are 
being planned for :1 grand-opening 
ceremony in lhe !'pring. Rasnick 
said it could open as early as 
February during Black History 
Month. 

Rasn1ck said the new secuon will 
help people feel good about their 
hcrita~e. 

"It will instill pride in our moun­
tain heritage and offer our residents 
as well as people from out of town 
an opportunity 10 leam about histo­
ry-a history and hentage that we 
can he proud or:·

expectations prevent that 
child from doing well? 

That depends on how 
high those expectations 
are and how parents go 
about realizing them. lf 
expectations are too higb 
and parents place too 
much emphasis on per· 
fection, children's self­
confidence will suffer. 

To encourage rather 
than discourage children 
m broadening their hori­
zons, use less criticism 
and more affection. 
Allowing children to par­
ticipate in activities of 
their own cho1ce and at 
then own pace builds 
confidence and indepen­
dence. How do parents 
avoid being pushy? 

First, always remem­
ber to praise their chil­
dren no matter how many 
mistakes they make. A 
child deserves praise just 
for trying. If he or she 
continues to make the 
same mistake, then the 
parent should move on to 
the ne~t task and return 
to the uncompleted tasks 
later. 

Second, parents should 
not be afraid to sample 
new activities, even if 
they have to gently per­
suade the child to partie 
ipate in them. Whether 
reading, skiing or danc­
ing, children should be 
encouraged to broaden 
their interests. 

The important thing is 
to monitor whether or not 
the child is enjoying the 
activity. If he or she does 
not enjoy skiing (no mat­
ter how much you like 
it), then it is a disservice 
to make them continue.

Residents of Floyd, Martin and 
Johnson counties will ge1 a chance 
August 27 to add their two cents 
worth to discussiOns about the loca­
tion of a proposed federal prison in 
the area. 

Representatives of the United 
States Department of Justice, Fed­
eral Bureau of Prisons will hold a 
public scoptng meeting next week. 

The primary site under consider­
ation is a 500-acre tract on Route 3 
across from the Big Sandy Region­
al Airport in Martin County. 

Johnson, Martin and Floyd coun­
ties baNe been looking at ways to 
supply the prison, and other poten­
tial employers in the area with in­
frastructure - water and sewer 
treatment facilities. 

After the meeting, an environ­
mental impact study will begin on 
the site. "That should take about a 
year," David J. Dorworth, chief of 
the site selection and environmen­
tal review branch of the Federal 
Bureau of Prisons said in July. 
"After that, we'll make a definitive 
decision if we are going to build 
there."

A Floyd County man was pro­
nounced dead Friday moming after 
his body was recovered from an 
underground mine at the #3-1 
Mine in Honaker. The mine is 
owned and operated by M & D 
Coal Company Incorporated in 
Dema. 

Tracy Bryant. 20, of Honaker, 
was performmg cleanup and rock 
dusting duties approximately 
2,800 feet beneath the surface 
when he suffered fatal inJuries 
during a roof fall accident, ac­
cording to a Cabinet for Public 
Protection and Regulation news 
release. 

1be victim was pronounced 
dead by Floyd County Deputy 
Coroner Buddy Smith. 

John Franklin, Department of 
Mines and Minerals, said Bryanfs 
body was beyond the last row of 
roof :,,tppo~~· " 

Coroner \Oger Ndson said the 
section ot the roof that fell on 
Bryant measured approximately 
six feet wide by 11 feet long. 

Nelson said Bryant's time of 
death has not yet been established. 
"The state and federal Department 
of Mince, and Minerals is expected 
to begin formal interviewing 
soon," Nelson said. 

Nelson's test results from 
Bryant's autopsy are still pending. 

Reportedly, Lhe accident oc­
curred at 8:50 a.m .. but Bryant's 
family and friends believe the acci­
dent occurred sometime Thursday. 
"He went to work Thursday room­
ing, and never came back," Mag­
gie Tackett said. 

Bryant began working at the 
mine on Wednesday, Tackett said. 

The number one cause of min­
ing fatalities nationwtde has been 
attributed to roof falls, the release 
says. Friday's fatality ts the second 
mining fatality this year tn Floyd 
County and the f1rst recorded roof 
fall fatality in Kentucky since Au­
gust 30, 1994.

Four people suffered minor Injuries Sunday after a two-vehicle accident near the Floyd/Johnson County 
line. The four were transported to Highlands Regional Medical Center, where they were treated and re­
leased.
