Kentucky State Police trooper~.

A 
state pvhce helicopter was nlso 
used to comb the south~ estern area 
of Floyd County for the suspects. 
nccordmg to State Trooper Mike 
Goble, public affairs officer for 
Post 9. 

The two suspects reponcdly en­
tered the branch bank about II a.m 
Tuesday armed with handguns and 
demanded money. They were 
dressed in black motorcycle hel­
mets wnh black visors and black 
jackets. 

The two left the scene on blue 
nll-terram vehicles with an unde-

tennined amount of money. They 
were last seen tmvehng up Stone 
Coal Road, headed toward Mc­
Dowell. 

Pohce officers were searching 
the area between Route 6RO. Route 
80 und Garrett. At one point during 
a communacation with the dispatch 
office, a Prestonsburg officer, An­
thony Castle, reported that he had 
spotted fresh tracks made by an 
ATV at a gate to an A1V road near 
Allen Central. He said the road led 
to the Stone Coal area

A Floyd County jury acquitted n 
Dwale man Tuesday of kidnapping 
nnd sexual abuse charges after just 
one hour and 20 minutes of deliber­
auons. 

Columbus Quillen was found 
not guilty of one count of sexual 
abuse w1th a 12-year-old girl, and 
two counts of kidnappmg. 

It WM alleged that Quillen, who 
!>pent live months in jail after being 
arrested in September of 1995, 
picked up two juveniles on Septem­
ber 21. 1995 in Tram and ~cxually 
abused one of the girls at B&B 
Coni Company in Harold. 

The two juveniles were 12 and 
13 at the time of the alleged crime. 

During the prosecution's open· 
ing statement. John Mann claimed 
that Quillen forcibly abducted the 
two girls mto hi~ vehicle. took them 
to the coal company at Lillie Mud 
Lick, and sexually abused the 12· 
yeaf•old. 

He ~aid when the older gtrl 
heard the cnes of the younger child, 
she ~ ent to her. "They threatened 
him wnh a kntfe," Mann :,aid. 

The prosecuting attomey said 
the girls tned to leave the scene. but 
Quillen told them he didn't want 
them to he mad at him and offered 
to tak..: them home and gave thcrn 
some money. 

Quillen's attorney, Harolyn 

Howurd, alleged ihat the area where 
Qutllen allegedly picked up the 
girls was visible to traffic passing 
by and close to an open store.

Garbage 
slackers to

Nearly 40 percent of the resi­
dent of Floyd County aren't pay­
ing for garbage ervice and the 
county is going to do something 
about it. 

M1ke Vance, exccmive director 
of the Floyd County Sohd Waste, 
told members of the Floyd Fiscal 
Court Friday that he and County 
Attorney Keith Bartley nrc going 
to be targeting 100 of the \\Orsl of· 
fenders by sendtng out letters. 
Those leuers wilt be followed by 
c1vil and pos.;ibly criminal action, 
Vance said.

Additionally, the school system 
cut .$665,752 in expenditures from 
what had onginally been budgeted, 
leaving n current-year surplus of 
$25,358.54. That left the system 
only $619,000 1n the red.

Bnlentine told the group the sys­
tem 1s "S I million better than we 
thought 11 ~ould be." and that they 
had two things gomg for them 
Y~hen 11 came to cutung a projected 
$1.7 million deficll 10 the system's 
budget - a cut in expenditures and 
uncx~ed revenue. 

"If you want to cut n deficit, two 
things must occur for that to he sue-• 
cessful," Balentine said. "You must 
have unanticipated revenue anu you 
must cut expenditures." 

Although a change m account­
mg systems put the system about 
$645,000 more in the hole than 
origmally anttcipated, Floyd Coun· 
ty received $429,135.52 more 
funds than had ongmnlly been ex· 
pected.

"If it hadn't been for the change 
m accounting system~. we would 
have been 10 the black. There really 
1sn't a deficn," Bnlentine said. "This 
is significant. A lot of people de­
serve a lot of credit for this." 

"The change in the) accounting 
system for(;ed the system to ac­
count for grant funds for various 
programs, hkc f:..'iS, that had been 
allowed to nom through the general 
fund before, Balentine said. 

"Nobody d1d an)thmg wrong. 
Nobody cheated. Nobody did any­
thing illegal," Bnlentme told board 
members.

"That's why I asked Keith 
13artley to write the attorney gener­
ul,'' Hale said. 

Woods has appeared at three tis· 
cal court meetings. asking that her 
request be heard. but Bartley said 
the coun is following a rouune.

whether the rest of the county 
:;hould vote,'' Bartle) sa~ d. "We just 
want an opinion of KRS." 

Woods again said she had spo­
ken with several officials, includ­
mg Mike Fitzpatrick and Denzil 
Allen with the state Alcohol and 
Beverage Control oflice.

Three Prestonsburg city employees 
will receive five percent pay raise

Three city employees are look­
ing at a five-percent raise instead of 
a three-percent increase. 

Prestonsburg City Counc1l sent a 
request for a two-percent raise for 
Mike Mays, .safety officer. Tom 
Blackburn, lire chief, and Darrel 
Conley, police chief, to the finance 
committee for its approval, at the 
regular c1ty council meeting 
Monday afternoon. 

The two-percent increase ir. on 
top of a three-percent mcrease all 
employees in the city received ear­
lier this month. 

"They have been assuming extra 
dut1es," councal member Robert 
Allen, chainnan of the admmistra· 
tion and personnel committee, said. 
.. Their raise would be five percent 
of what their pay was before the 
new fiscal year began." 

"They have been filling in, doing 

double shifts to save this city the 
cost of overtime:· council member 
Bill) Ray Collins added. 'These 
people have been working 60 to 70 
hours a week." 

He said the extra increases 
.should have been included in the 
budget approved for the 1997 fiscal 
year, but were overlooked. Four 
other extra increases were in the 
budget, although Colhns said after 
the meeting he didn't know who got 
the increases or bow much they 
were. 

"I just chastised them a little," he 
said. "Those increases were 
approved as part of a package and 
no one pointed them out. It isn't 
anything illegal, we just should 
have known about them." 

The Increases were in the depart­
ment's budgets but were not point­
ed out to commissioners or broken 
out on the budget fonns. Only a 
lump sum of payroll costs was indi­
cated on the budget documents. 

1'he council approved the hiring 
of another full-time firefighter to 
help reduce overtime hours in that 
department. 

'1'his is expected to help us con­
trol our overtime and shouldn't cost 
us any more," Allen said. 

Allen also said he and Blackburn 
are still looking at the feasibility of 
the city running an ambulance ser­
vice and if that venture can prove 
profitable. "We're planning another 
meeting on that," Allen said. 

In other action, the council: 
• Agreed to purchase a Jeep for 

the police department instead of a 
new cruiser. The Jeep i~ being 
bought from Deskins Motors in 
Pikeville on a state bid contract and 
will cost $300 less than the bid for 
the cruiser. 

• Awarded paving bids to J & W 
Paving. 

• Awarded the audit bid to 
Burcbeu & Bottoms at a cost of 
$5.495.

could be located somewhere else. 
"If people aren't in favor of it. they 
won't locate it here," he said. 

Dorworth said the public hearing 
will be held in an "open mike" for­
mat. •This 1s a chance for people to 
come out and ask questions and 
voice their concerns," he said. 
"We'll be discussing everything 
from traffic to inmates and security 
precautions." 

He said he hopes the hearing 
offers him a chance to "neutralize 
any fear" residents may have. 

After Thursday's public hearing, 
Dorwonh said a scoping meeting 
will be held at the end of August and 
the environmentnl1mpact study will 
be~in on the site after that. "That 
should take about a year," he said. 
"After that, we'll make a definitive 
decision if we are going to build 
there." 

He said, however, he doesn't 
expect a problem. "1llis is a good 
area. Kentucky has alway~ been 
go'od to the U.S. Justice 
Department. We are not looking 
outside this area," he so1d. 

Dorworth will be lookin~ to area 
officials to tell rum what e com­
munity thinks of the projec 'They 
are the best barometer of tqe com· 
munity," he said. 1 

Once construction starts, the 
work is expected to take about two 
years. "So we're still looking at the 
year 2,000 before we would occupy 
the pnson," Dorworth added. "And 
that's if nothing goes wrong. We're 
at the very beginning of this pro­
ject." 

The proposed facility will be at 
the high-security level, between 
medium and maximum levels. The 
majority of the inmates will be serv­
ing time for drug offenses, 
Dorworth said. "These are the peo­
ple who probably have a history of 
recent violent acts, but because of 
lhat we'll take extra steps to keep 
them confined," he said. But only 
nine percent of the inmates will be 
incarcerated as a result of violent 
crimes. Most will be serving sen­
tences of two years to life and the 
majority will be in their 30s. "These 
will not be the first-tune offenders," 
Dorworth said. 'They've probably 
served time for a previous offense." 

The layout of the facility 
Includes an inner perimeter in 
which all 1nmates will remain, a 
buffer zone between the inner 
perimeter and the fence. two rows 
of fencing with a buffer zone 
between them, observation decks, 
and heavily patrolled roads around 

the facility. 
"It's not escape proof, but it's 

pretty close," Dorworth said. 
"We've never had an escape from a 
facility similar to the one proposed." 

He said the Justice Dcpanment is 
working hard to overcome the per­
ception of prisons that is perpetuat­
ed by Hollywood. "We're far 
removed from what you see on 1V," 
he said. 

A minimum security camp will 
be attached to the high-security 
facility and will house 300 prison­
ers. Dorworth said these prisoners 
will have "no history of violence" 
and there will be no fence. 

Forty percent of employees will 
be brought in from other prisons in 
the system. The remaining 60 per­
cent will be "qualified new hires." 

"We hope to hire as many people 
as possible from this area," 
Dorwonh said. "But they need to be 
qualified." 

Dorworth was meetmg with area 
educators Monday mght to talk 
about programs they could offer to 
start getting people trained. 
"They've got plenty of time to get 
ready," he said. "And then any pro­
motions will come from within. I 
started as a corrections ofticer in 
Ashland."

Coun. 
Clyde Adkins, 51, was arrested 

February J 0 after he drove his car 
across the Spur Bndge at Martin 
and across four lanes of traffic on 
Route 80 into a rock cliff, according 
to court records. Martin police offi­
cer Fred Mynhier included in his 
report that Adkins said he was the 
only person 10 the car and he was 
driving. 

"What we had was a murderer 
who hadn't killed someone yet," 
Bartley said Monday. "I think the 
jury sa\·ed h1s life. or someone 
else's." 

Bartley said Adk1ns had h1s 
license for only three weeks after 
they were returned after h1s first 
DUI conv1ction in P1ke County on 
April 15, 1995. Adkins got his 
license back on January 19. 

Adkins' second DUI charge was 
within nine months from his first 
charge. 

According to a Pike County 
police report, Adkins was so drunk 
at the ume of his arrest for the first 
DUJ. an officer had to hold him up 
to admimster a breathalyLer. 

During the tnal, Kentucky State 
Police uooper Scott O'Neil, of the 
KSP crime lab, was the prosecutor's 
expert witness O'Neil tested the 
blood samples l.aken at Our Lady of 
the Way Hospital, Bartley said. 

Adkins' blood/alcohol level was 
.29, nearly three times the .10 legal 

limit. 
Bartley said several emergency 

medtcal technicians (EMTs) testi· 
fied on the Commonwealth's behalf 
that when they arrived on the scene, 
Adkins was attempting to back his 
vehicle out of the ditch to get back 
on the road. 

"(Adkins) made comments to the 
EMTs that he was glad they were 
there to take him to the motel," 
Bartley said. "He was obviously 
drunk." 

Bartley said Adkins' defense was 
that he admitted to some things 
because he had a head injury, but a 
hospital emergency room nu~e and 
EMT:. testified that he had lacera­
tiOns on the head, but no head 
injuries. 

Bartley sa1d be was pleased with 
the jury's verdict. 'There's no que:.· 
tion he was guilty and obviously no 
question in the minds' of the 
jurors," Banley said. "Thb is the 
first time 1' ve ever seen someone 
get 90 days for a second DUI." 

"Any time we're able to get a 
drunk driver off the road for that 
period of time, it's a success," 
Bartley concluded. 

Last Wednesday, a convicted 
manjuana trafficking felon received 
another day in coun and was sen­
tenced to spend 180 days 10 the 
county jail and pay S500 in fines, in 
Daniels' first trial. 

Danny Harris, 27, was found 

guilty of third-degree criminal mis­
chief, and terroristic threatening. 
according to the assistant county 
attorney. 

According to Daniels, Harris 
received the maximum time and 
fine penalties of 90 days in ja1l and 
$250 for the criminal mischief 
charge, a class·B misdemeanor, and 
an additional 90 days and $250 for 
the terroristic threatening charge. 

According to a February 10, 
1993 complaint filed by Green Hall 
of Betsy Lane. Harris allegedly 
broke off his truck mirrors and 
damaged the vehicle causmg more 
than $500 in damages. 

Daniels srud two witnesses testi­
fied for the prosecution that they 
saw Harris while he was holdmg a 
shotgun and threatening to kill the 
eye witness. 

"I just asked the jury to promise 
me that if we, the Commonwealth, 
did not meet our burden of proof 
and proved the case beyond a rea­
sonable doubt, to let the defendant 
walk out of the counroom a free 
man," Daniels :;aid . "I also asked 
them to promise me if we did meet 
our burden of proof to find h1m 
guilty as charged." 

"We obviously provided enough 
d1rect and circumstantial evidence.'' 
Daniels satd ... The JUry clearly felt 
we met burden of proof. because 
they carne back with some stiff 
penaltier.."

But Mike Vance, a former 
Prestonsburg City Counc1l member 
sa1d he "strongly remembers 
annexing the Holiday Inn" Into the 
city limits of Prestonsburg. 
"Former Mayor Ann Lana cast the 
dl·ciding vote," Vance said "1 
remcrubcr it because tt was a pretty 
painful process."

"If we can improve a program but 
not extend or increase our costs, 
we're doing okay," he said.

$285,000 in the bank if Rumpke

Vance presented the end-of-the­
year financial report for the solid 
waste group during the meeting. 
While the group shows a .$48,000 
surplus for the year, Vance 
explained that amount could have • 
been more if Rumpke could have 
collected more. and most of the 
surplus is being held for a $72,000 
bond payment due in a couple of 
months. 

"That's not Rumpkc's money. 
That's not the county':; money," he 
said. "That's the taxpayers' money. 
That's money that could have been 
used to create jobs. clean-up ille­
gal dumps, reduce the county·~ 
debts." 

Vance said the problems are 
two-fold "F1rst we're only collect­
ing 60 percent, and second we're 
having to pay to clean up the trash 
of these people who aren't paying 
their trash bills." 

The d1rector said it costs the 

county between $100,000 and 
$150,000 a year to clean up 1llegal 
dump sites. He also sa1d recycling 
could also help offset some cost • 
but residents aren't ready to rCC). 
cle. 

"We don't have people ready to 
pay their garbage bill . We can't 
even begin to address recycling.'' 
Vance said . "It is frustrating. It's 
not an economic problem. It's not 
an education problem. It's n moral 
problem." 

He said 1l's lll111Hlral to leave 
"our children a legacy of a county 
covered with trash nnu Iiiier." 

The list of 100 names that Will 
be targeted in the next lew weeks 
is just a begmning, Vance and 
Bartley said . "This list came from 
lhe dnven. and ancludes people 
who have not been paymg their 
bills," Vance said. ''There's proba­
bly another 1.000 more out there." 

Magistrate Elmer Johnson 
asked if Vance had comadcred an 
amnesty for the repeat offenders. 

"Just wipe the s late clean and 
let them start from today.'' he sa1d. 

Other magistrates asked af the 
garbage bills could be tied to elec· 
tric bills or water bills. 

Vance said he had tried to do 
that, butlegisla~on . isn't in place to 
bill garbage pickup through elec­
trical companies. 

He did indicate that as the rate 
of collections increases, the cost of 
collections could decrease. "It 
cosl'i $10 a month right now," he 
said. "That rate could drop. We 
could offer senior citizens dis­
counts. But it all depends on get­
ting that collection rate up.

Utilities clerk cites 
water/sewer rates

As Utilities Clerk for the City 

of Martin's water and wastewater 
system,! wish to point out an error 
twice attributed to Councilwoman 
Sherry L. Ratliff in lhe July 17 
Floyd County Times. She is quot­
ed in a front page article as saying 
"City of Martin residents are 
already faced with a hardship 
because of higher water and sewer 
rates imposed in March." Th.is 
statement is partially incorrect, as 
is the section of her Letter to lhe 
Editor in which she says " ... we 
have just had a tremendous 
increase in our water and sewer 
rates." 

The water system's rates did 
increase to $11.25 for the first 
2000 gallons and $4.85 for each 
additional 1000 gallons in March. 
Th.i:; minimal increase (up from 
$10.25/2000 and $2.10/1000) was 
reluctantly adopted in a to-date 
successful attempt by lhe city to 
keep lhe state from taking over our 
system and imposing whatever 
rates !hey deem appropriate. Our 
wao;tewater rates ($10.71 for lhe 
frrst 2000 gallons and $5.10 for 
each additional 1000 gallons) were 
last increased in April 1995. to 
meet the required bond payments 

for Martin's new wastewater treat-~ 
ment plant. 

Martin's City Council meets the 
fourth Tuesday of every monlh at 7 
p.m. in City Hall. The public is 
welcome to attend these meetings 
and to express their concerns and 
suggestion:; toward lhe bettennent 
of our city.

GIVEN TOOLS, THEY WORK 

THE LANGUAGE 
by Lee Smith 
I grew up in the southwest 

Vrrginia coal fields an a big family of 
storytellers who, my mother liked to 
say, would rather "climb a trc.:e to tell 
a lie than stand on the ground and tell 
lhe trulh.'" 1 spent my ch.iJdhood 
hanging around the Buchanan 
County Courthouse (where my 
granddaddy was the treasurer) and at 
my daddy's Ben Franklin dtmc store 
right across the !>treet. I heard a lot of 
stories. 

I also read every book J could get 
my hands on. What I espcctally liked 
were lhe books that made me feel all 
"wjld and trembly inside· 'The Secret 
Garden," which I read maybe 20 
times; and "Little Women," espectal­
ly the part where Beth dtes: and 
"Gone With the Wind," espcctally 
the part where Melance dies. I loved 
anything at all about horses and 
srunts. Reading, I felt exactJy the 
way I felt during summer thunder­
stonns: I just had to run out of the 
house and up the mountain into lhe 
very storm to whirl in the thunder 
and rain while lightning cracked all 
around me. 

At the time I was growmg up, 
everybody I knew in Appalachia felt 
that culture was somewhere else: in 
Europe, in New York Ctty or m 
Richmond. Culture was a long. long 
way from where we were. And when 

the time came, 1 was "sent off' to get 
some. 

Well, I did. I ended up bccommg 
a wnter and a professor. By then I'd 
realized that some of the best stories 
I had to tell were those I· d heard so 
long ago. in Buchanan County, spo­
ken 1n the most picturesque and pre­
CISe language I would ever hear. 
Appalachian English. (A creek 
"turkey-tails out in the bottom," in 
the dialect of my birthplace, and a 
baby small enough to stay put on a 
blanket is a "set-along child.") 

I also realized that I was hearing 
entirely too much about agents and 
advances, about "revtsing the canon" 
and ''privileging the text." I was 
depressed about writing. which no 
longer seemed relevant to anythmg. I 
had "gotten above my raising." as 
my family might have said; I was too 
far removed from the springs of my 
own language. · 

So two years ago. when I was 
offered a Lila Wallace-Readers' 
Digest Writers' Award to do commu­
nity work with a nonprofit group of 
my choice. I went back to the coal 
fields. 

Now. for several weeks each year, 
I work with the Hindman Settlement 
School right over the Virgirua state 
line in Wndman, Kentucky. ·1 he 
school's adult learning center. a no· 
nonsense brick building overhangmg 
a muddy creek, otTers a hteracy pro­
gram, adult education classes and 

tutoring services for the high school 
equivalency exam. The need for 
these programs is great. Half lhe 
county's population hasn't made it 
through high school; most dropouts 
leave before the nmth grade. 
Unemployment is high, and incomes 
arc luw. 

My work in this brick building 
has helped rne remember the enor­
mous sense of empowerment !hat 
comes with mastering written lan­
guage. It was, for example, a revela­
tion for me to meet Connel Polly 
from Vicco, Kcnwcky, a successful, 
red·ha1red, talkauve contractor who 
for almost 50 year~ had kept his illit­
eracy a Sl..>eret from everybody but 
bts wife. In "h's Like Coming Out of 
a Deep Hole," his book of memories 
published by the Hindman school, he 
writes: 

"One time, the mining company 
sent me to Canton, Ohio, going after 
mine parts in a pickup truck. They 
had told me.: which roads to take.: and 
what the exit was, and I was sup­
posed to find this company that was 
on Fifth Street. So 1 drove all around 
lookmg for aS, and I couldn't find it. 
That's when I realized 'Fifth' was a 
won.l, and 1 couldn't read it. I could­
n't find it. That's the only time I ever 
cried in my life. I just pulled off the 
road :Utd sal there and cried. I was 8 
hours away from home and it was 
gettmg dark. That was piuful. Finally 
I had to ru;k somebody, and it turned 

out I was sitting right at it. I could 
see it. I felt so bad I didn't even stay 
the mght. After 1 did my business 1 
drove on back, and I was down all 
the way home. I was so blue. l felt 
the worst I've ever felt. Titere I 
was-a grown man-trying to make 
a living in that shape!" 

Now. he writes: 
"1 didn't know learning to read 

would change my life so much. It has 
made me have more confidence in 
myself. Before, l even had a fear of 
going into a public restroom. I had 
fear of being embarrassed by some­
one handing me something to read. I 
stayed away from places such as 
banks, post offices and doctors' 
offices. The first visit to a new doc­
tor was hardest because you had to 
fill out fonns. I always had my wife 
with me. Now, I'll go anywhere. 
Also, me and my wife leave notes for 
each other. Now that's something!" 

And here's Aorida Slone, a hvely 
ballad singer who enrolled just after 
she was widowed: 

"I always thought of myself as a 
bean planted in a garden, and then 
someone put a big rock on top of me 
so that I could not get out of the 
ground. Now .. .l have gotten my dri­
ver's license, and 1 can write my 
checks. I can read my Btble and my 
songbooks. I have always liked to 
make up songs and stories, but I 
never could write them down before. 
Now I can. I run beginmng to grow. 

Maybe one of these days I'll be like 
Jack's beanstalk! 

Mrs. Slone has written down a 
book of songs by now "A Garden of 
Songs," published by the school, 
includes hymns. love ballads and 
party tunes like ''Chew Tobacco" 
and "Big Fat Dog." There are also 
songs like ''Red Hot Election" and 
"School Bus Wreck in Aoyd 
County," which chronicle local 
events. Some of her songs read like 
poetry: 

LAst night I saJ and watched the 
clouds go by 

I heard whippoorwills cal/ from 
the moumain.s so high 

I heard the water as it dropped 
soft and low 

Seems like death is a secret 
nobody knows. 

Most of my writing students are 
women; many have enrolJed upon 
discovering, after divorce or widow­
hood, what they could do for them­
selves. 

Glenda Johnson, who eventually 
had to drop out of the program to 
tend ailing family members, first 
found the time to write about her 
son: 

This is a poem abour Roy Glen 
Johnson. 

He has blue eyes 
and blond looking hair. .. 
He is afraid of my father. 
He would like to have 
His family whole again. 

Then there's Ollie Wallen, who 
was shy and extremely qutet when I i 
first met her two years ago in the · 
high school equtvalency program 
and wbo now joins every discussion. 
She recently wrote to her 
Congressman with a complaint and 
was ple$Cd when he called her at 
home to advise her how to take 
action on getting benefits she was 
due. One of her poems is about mar­
riage and d.lvon:e, about doing things 
for herself. Her self-image, she 
writes, has changed from "bad" to 
"great"-

" Like a rope was wrapped 
around me 

But tww it is loose. " ~ 

It's a long. winding road from 
where I am living now to the moun­
tains of eastem Kentucky. But it has 
brought me home-back to what 
reading and writing were all about in 
the frrst place, before book tours and 
disputes about deconstruction. 
Helping people express themselves 
in writing for the first time is like 
watching them fall in love. For me, it 
has brought back the old thrill, the 
lightning storm.

Most were from Martin and 
want the school to rem:ti n the 
Marun Purple Fla.sh 

"1nis h not a new school.'' one 
parent said . "lt should stay 
Marrin.'' 

Some people have talked about 
changing the name from Martm 
despite the opposition, to make stu­
dents from Maytown feel welcome. 

The conflict arose when discus­
sions began earlier this year about 
consolidation of lhe schools. 

Students from the Manin and 
Maytown areas w11l be consolidat­
ed mto the two schoob with stu· 
dent;; an grades kindergarten 
through fifth auending clas:.es at 
the new facility being buill on 
Stephens Branch. Students 1n 

grades six through eight will partic­
ipate in a middle school program at 
the current Martin facility. 

"Why change lhe name for JUSt 
20 students?'' one parent ques­
tioned. 

A committee was formed earlier 
this year to discuss the names of th(' 
schools as wen as mascots and col-

ors. Tite committee mcludes four 
students in grades five through 
eight for the 1996-97 school year. 
Two stutlcnts have been selected 
from each school. In addition, there 
arc two parents of students in lhe 
same age group, one from each 
school; two teachers, one frem 
each schooli and one community 
person who is not a parent on the 
committee. 

Residents of Martin and alumni 
of the old Martin High School 
appeared before the Royd County 
Doard of Education June I l to ask 
that the board nllo~ them to keep 
the purple and gold colors and the 
mascot, the Purple Flash. 

"We should remam the Purple 
Flash,"' Thomasina Robinson. an 
alumni, said at that meeting. 
Robinson was also at Monday's 
meeting. "We have purple and gold 
blood running through our veins." 

Ma11in commumty members put 
a petition together with more t.han 
600 names asking that the colors 
and mascot remain the same for tbe 
Martin school.

Despite a resident's complamts 
and a 500-name petition, the city 
of PreStonsburg can't do anything 
.about problems with stray dogs 
inside the city limits. 

Kris Maynard said she i~ having 
problems with stray dogs near her 
home and has chained one struy 

• dog on her own dog's leash and has 
locked her dog in her house. 

"I've talked to tho people at the 
city and it seems like nothing is 
being done." she said. 

The problem is so bad that ten 
of her puppies were apparently 
poisoned after an animal got into 
garbage in the area "I kept telling 
everyone there was a female black 
lab gettmg into the garbage," she 
said. ''But no one would li ten •• 

Maynard said she has seen the 
pack of animals m various locn­

.l nons around the city and thatm the 
"' winter, the problem as nt tts worst. 

Last wmter, she sa1d she and her 
son got together a petition nsking 
that the dogs be taken care of. "It 
didn't lake us more than a couple 
of hours to put it together. 
Everyone seems to be having prob­
lems with stray dogs." 

She said a stray dog was rum· 
magmg through her garbage last 
week. "We called the city police 

and waited for two hours, but ;no 
one ever showed up:· 

City ordinances indicate any 
ammals runmng lose should be 
picked up by a county dog warden. 
No position exists in the county 
system. 

That same ordinance requires 
all owners to license their animals 
if they are kept within the city lim· 
its of Prestonsburg. Few animals 
actually have city licenses, Tom 
Harris, director of public works, 
said. "That's not lhe tag they get 
from the veterinarian, either," he 
said. The dogs must be relicensed 
each year. 

While police officers and other 
oflicials are permitted to pick up 
animals running through town. the 
responsibility belongs to the dog 
warden. The ordinance states "it 
shall be the duty of the county dog 
warden upon written complaint by 
two persons to apprehend any dog 
causing or having caused damage, 
disturbance, or annoyance.'' 

The ordinance also states that 
dogs cannot be permitted to run 
free or "be at large and unattended 
or to run in any street. park, Ia" n, 
garden, school yard, playground, 
or on any other public or private 
property." 

Prestonsburg Police Ch1cf 
Darrel Conley said his officers 
respond to calls of stray dogs. but

Only the basic information -
I where Quillen allegedly picked 

them up, the fact he took them to a 
coal company. and that he allegedly 
molc);ted the younger child - was 
the sam~. llownrd p()intcd out. 

The 12-year-old gu·l took the 
stnnd and testified that she w1ll he 
in lhc seventh grade this year. The 
witness said she was with her 
friend, who was 13 at the ume of 
the incident. 

''We were going to the store and 
we were sitting on the bridge," the 
child said. "He came by and told us 
his name was Columbus Johnson." 

The child then identified the 
._ defendant ns the man who alleged­
~· ly sexually abused her. 

Kentucky State Police Detective 
Joel Newsome 'aid he requested 
that the juvenile who was allegedly 
abused be taken to the emergency 
room for treatment. The medical 
report indicated there were no 
bruises on the child, the hymen was 
intact. 

"He rode up the road in a gray 
B h11cr or Bronco," the second ju ve­
nilc said dunng testimony on the 
second day of the trial. "It had 
'Colombo' on the front." 

The witness said ~he and her 
friend went horne, but cnme back lo 
the bridge. She testified that he had 
talked to them earlier and then told 
them he would be back in 30 min­
utes. She said she and her friend 
went home, but then came back to 
the bridge. She te!>tified that's when 
Quillen told them to get in his 
truck. 

The c;econd witness testified that 
the occurrence happened in front of 
the :store, not on the bridge. She 
also testified that Quillen did not 
leave the scene and come back 

• before picking them up. 
Newsome said he spoke with 

Quillen after the alleged incident. 
"Qui lien told me that he had been in 
the Tram area at least three times 
that day." Newsome said. "He said 
he had seen the paniculnr gtrls over 
there, but did not tell me he had 
anything to do with them." 

"He s:1id he would give us $200 
to go with him," the 12-year-old 
said. "We were afraid he would hun 
us if we didn't (get in the vehicle}." 

The 12-ye.ar-old testified that 
after the two got into the vehicle, 

!!' "he put his arm around me - he 
scared me." 

During the girl's testimony in 
court Monday she said when they 
got in the vehicle. they asked where 
they were going and Quallen said, 
"We would know when we got 
there." 

Recorded statements talcen by 
Newsome on the night of the inci­
dent reveal discrepancies in the tes­
timony, however. In the recorded 
statements, the child told Newsome 
Quillen got out of the truck and put 

IJ the two girls anto it. 
"(Quillen) grobhed us by our 

anns and put us in the truck." He 
then put his arm around the f.trst 

witness. according to the second 
juvcmle. 

In the recorded !ilntemem. the 
12-year-old also said that Quillen 
tried to kiss her on the moUih, but 
she pushed him away. 

The girl also testified Quillen 
nsked her to have oral sex with him. 

"He said if l would have sex, he 
would give us $200 each," the child 
said. "I told him no." 

"He said he would give us $200 
each if we had sex with him," the 
14-year-old witness said. 

Tho younger girl said her ti·iend 
came behind the coal chute to sec 
what the first girl was cry in~ Jbout. 
The older girl testified thnt she saw 
Quillen with h1s hands in the 
younger child's pants . 

The girl said her friend a<>kcd 
Quillen for a knife to cut a bra~elet 
off her wrist. The friend testified 
she asked for the knife to cut a 
string off her shorts. 

The 12-year-old said her friend 
told Quillen to leave her alone or 
she would stab him with the pocket 
knife. 

"He took (the child) behind lhe 
little building and told me to wait 
there a minute." the second girl 
said. "He had his hands in her 
pants. l a<~ked him if he had a knife 
and he gave it to me. I went back to 
the truck and beard (the child) and 
went back and told him to leave us 
alone or I would stab him'' 

A pocket knife was found in 
Quillen's pocket when he was 
arrested and taken to jail, Newsome 
.said. 

1l1e young witness testified that 
she and her friend began to leave. 
but Quillen said he wanted to take 
them home because he didn't want 
to get in trouble. The child said 
Quillen gave them $5 not to tell 
what had happened. 

Newsome added that he had 
received a $5 bill from one of the 
girls' mother. The girls allege that 
Quillen gave them the money. 

She later testified that Quillen 
did not ask where the two wanted to 
go, but then said they told him they 
wanted to go to Dawahares. 

''We never told anyone we want­
ed to go to Dawabares," the second 
child said. 

The younger g1rl also testified 
she saw a friend after Quillen 
dropped them off near the1r home, 
but the older girl said they did not 
see anyone or tell anyone about the 
incident until a friend of her moth­
er picked them up and asked why 
they were crying. 

Harold asked the 14-year-old if 
the two saw the friend, but she .-;aid, 
"I don't even knnw who (lhe fnend) 
is." 

·n1e defense called seveml wit­
nesses to the stand to testify on 
Quillen's character as a father and 
cit1z.en in the community. 

Harold's final witness was Anna 
Brown, a private investigator from 
Frankfon. Brown corroborated the 
discrepancies between the state­
ments. She also pointed out during 
testimony that the girls' stories dif­
fered when it came to the speed of 
the truck. 

"One girl said Quillen drove fast 
and the other said he drove very 
slowly," Brown said.

McCoy was a fonner member of 
the Floyd County Rescue Squad, 
the Allen Police Department, and 
the Prestonsburg Fire Department.

Members of fire and rescue units 
throughout the region gathered 
Tuesday to pay their respect to the 
firefighter. Members of at least ten 
fire departments, many of them 
bringing their fire and rescue trucks 
to drive in the procession, attended 
the funeral, Allen Fire Chief Roy 
Compton said.

On Sunday, June 23. 81 incom­
mg Cumberland College freshmen, 
inc1uding a Aoyd County student 
were awarded the Bert T. Combs 
Leadership Grant. 

Pamela Sue Goble, daughter of 
Ralph and Knren Goble of Hippo. 
received a leadership grant. She is a 
graduate of Allen Central High 
School and is undecided about a 
major. 

The recipients were honored at a 
ceremony where the awards were 
presented by The Honorable Judge 
Sara Combs. widow of Bert T. 
Combs. 

Bert T. Combs was born in 
Manchester in Clay County, on 
August 13, 1911. His father was a 
farmer and his mother was a school 
teacher. He first attened a two-room 
school at Bee. Creek and then 
Oneida Baptist Institute. He gradu­
cued from Clay County High 
School at the age of Fifteen. As 
alumnus of Cumberland College, 
Bert T. Combs went on to the 
University of Kentucky, where he 
received a law degree in 1937. And 
in J 959 he was elected Governor of 

the State of Kentucky, the first 
Kentucky Governor since 1927 
who was from the the eastern 
region of the state. 

This award was established to 
honor the memory of Ben T. 
Combs. The grant works with fed­
eral and state aid to cover a year's 
tuition cost; the grant is renewable 
for up to four years. 

Criteria for tbe Combs 
Leadership grant is as follows: 
must be a full-time student, top half 
of graduating class; score at least 19 
of the ACT or 910 on the SAT; must 
have applied for financial aid and 
be eligible for Pell Grant; and 
Kentucky students must be eligible 
for the Kentucky Thition Grant. 

Students from the following 
counties are eligible to apply for the 
Ben T. Combs Grant: Bell, Clay, 
Floyd. Harlan. Jackson, Knott, 
Knox, Laurel, Letcher, Leslie, 
McCreary. Owsley, Perry, Pulaski, 
Rockcastle and Whitley. The fol­
lowing Tennessee counties are also 
included for Combs grant eligibili· 
ty: Anderson, Campbell. Claiborne, 
and Scott.

before the game can get back on a 
solid financial footing. San Diego 
Padres' owner John Moores puts it 
succmctly when he says the cur­
rent system in which a couple of 
teams arc profiting while the rest 
arc losing money, cannot long 
endure. 

Baseball is a commercial enter­
prise and no snccessful business­
man can afford to keep losing 
money year alter year. 'lltat's why 

Moores. who lost $17 million on 
the Padres last year and stands to 
lose another $5 million or so this 
year. wants a multi-year labor 
agreement that contains an equi­
table formula for revenue sharing 
and a limit on players salaries. He 
also wants a strong baseball com­
missioner who understands the 
imponance of aggressively mar­
keting the game. 

Moores is right on both counts. 

Contract negouat1ons between 
the owners and Lhe players' union 
are proceeding at the glacial pace 
of Albert Belle lumbering around 
the diamond after knocking one 
out of the park. Both sides have 
presented proposals, but nothing 
much is happening at the bargain· 
ing table. 

Meantime, the rich franchises 
(New York Yankees, Atlanta 
Braves. Los Angeles Dodgers) get 

( 

richer from lucrative television 
contracts. while the poorer small­
market teams (Padres. Minnesota 
Twins, Milwaukee Brewers, 
Pittsburgh Pirates) scratch and 
scramble to cover their modest 
payrolls. 

Yankee boss George 
Steinbrenner can sneer all be wants 
at revenue sharing as sochtlism for 
the undeservmg. But when 90-plus 
percent of the ballclubs are awash 
in red ink. whom does 
Stembrenner plan to compete 
against when the winnowing 
process plays itself out? 

No less important to baseball's 
stability is reining in runaway 
costs fueled for the most part by 
mediocre ballplayers commanding 
multimillion dollar contracts. 

Titat means getting rid of bind­
ing arbitration that enables a third 
part to dictate pay increases that 
have no basis 1n reality. And, yes, 
slap a luxury tax on team payrolls 
that would dissuade moneybags 
like Steinhrenner from spending 
wildly on player!'. 

Proceeds from the tax shou ld go 
into n fund to be distributed nmong 
teams like the Padres that are on a 
tighter budget. 

Without a long-term labor 
ngrcelllent. revenue sharing and a 
strong commis,ioncr, major league 
baseball is headed for serious trou­
ble. 
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'93. 
''There is really no comparison 

right now because nothing has real­
ly gotten started," he said. "We're 
not even in full gear yet. That was 
a great hne in '93 but these guys 
have 11. If they just work and get 
mean, they can definite)} do 11." 

In Morris' viev.. there is not a 
maJOr difference in the coach1ng of 
Coach Derossett and fanner coach 
Bill Letton. 

"Under Coach Derossett the 
offense is basically the same," said 
the returmng running back. "It's n 
little different. Coach Derossett -
I've known him all my life and he 
is one of my better friends coming 
up through grade school. I really 
love Coach Derossett and 1 respect 
him. He definitely was my top 
choice for this JOb when Coach 
Lenon decided to leave. 

"I thmk the difference may be a 
lmlc hitm the passing game. Coach 
Letton may pass the ball more than 
Coach Derossett. Coach Derossett 
likes the running game. He likes 
the basic 'smash-mouth· football. 
But air 1n all, they are about the 
same.'' 

Morris is expected to be the fea­
ture back out of the Prestonsburg 

offense. but he 1s qu1ck to name 
some players who also must con­
tribute this season. 

''Gavin Hale. He is gomg to play 
a maJOr part in our defense,'' said 
Morris.

In the first race of the season, 
the Daytona 500. Gordon qualified 
eighth, then finished 42nd. One 
week later in the Goodwrench 400 
at Rockingham. he qualified sec­
ond, but wound up in the 40th spot­
dead last. Two races into the 1996 
season, Jeff Gordon was 43rd in the 
Winston Cup driver points. 

Then, call it racing luck. deter­
mination, or just good racing, 
things turned around for Gordon 

i,.; and the #24 Hendrick's team. 
Since the miserable beginning, 

there has been only one race, The 
Winston Select 500 at Talladega, 
that Gordon has fmished lower than 
sixth. And along the way he has 
picked up five wins. With the sea­
son reaching the half-way point, 

Gordon is third behind teammate 
Terry tabonte in points, and push­
ing leader Dale Earnhardt. 

Much of the team's success 
must go to Ray Evemham, the 
team's crew chief. 

In several interviews, Gordon 
admits that Evemham is an excel· 
lent crew chief, but more impor­
tantly. a strong bond exists between 
the tWO. 

"I don't know how he feels. I 
just like him," Evernham says of 
Gordon. "J see some traits in him, 
not just talent-wise, that I wish I 
had at his age. He is a really good 
person." 

Gordon credits Evcmham with 
helpmg him climb 10 the top of rac­
ing's ladder, but their relationship 
as give and take. 

"I'm not the kind of driver who 
says, 'OK, let's do this or that,"' 
Gordon says. ''I'm the kind of dri­
ver who says. 'The car is a little 
loose, or maybe it's pushing over 
there, it we can tighten it up .... thas 
is what 1 think will help,' and Ray 
usually says, 'OK, we'll go to work 
on it,' and be goes to work on it, or 
he'll tell me what he thinks. 

"We have a lot of confidence in 
each other. If he tells me he 
believes it will work, I believe it 
will work. The other guys believe it 
will work, also. When you've got 
that much confidence in each other, 
sometimes it's better than all the 
talent in the world." 

In an interview. prior to the 
Pepsi 400, Gordon said, "This is 
the happiest I've been at Daytona 
for qualifying in a long time. It's 
real important to start up front. 
Track position here is critical. We 
wrecked our Daytona car in 
February and we wrecked our 
Talladega car in April, so we had to 
come back here and test, and that 
test really paid off." 

Gordon finished third in the 
rain-shonened Pepsi 400. At the 
halfway point, be trails Dale 
Earnhardt by 37 points.

"In the same week the Olympic 
Games began tn Atlanta, the outra­
geous salaries of free-agent NBA 
stars were getting front page cover­
age," he writes." It is sad the 
Olympics have evolved into the 
commercialization that demean the 
integrity of the once great amateur 
Games.

bills should have known Larry Gay 
was dialing up high school 
prospects during the NCAA's no· 
no period. And assistant coaches 
Jerry Jones and Scooter McCray 
should have known a scoundrel 
and now imprisoned felon was 
working in the weight room (and 
helping Gay violate NCAA recruit· 
ing rules). 

And, the coach, director of ath·

In the end. as usual, fans suffer 
the long term effects of these 
things.

$1,000 bills at Kentucky players as 
they warmed up before a 97-75 
butt kick by the Cardinals. 

None of them seemed to have a 
clue ... what goes around almost 
certainly comes around. 

Next? What would be the best 
course for Uotl.. from this point? 
As it was for UK a few years ago, 
Cardinal basketball should take us 
medicine and move on. Pan of that 
new course should include an hour­
long special on UofL sports' flag­
ship station.

Which way docs U1at tell us 
we're going'? 

Maybe we ought to take a look 
at where 'paying athletes' has got­
ten us to see where we're going. 
Professional sports in America has 
become the golden-calf symbol of 
greed and men.:enary-ism. Those 
who play in the NBA. NA... and 
Major League Baseball do so for 
profit. Make as much for as long as 
possible, the spirit of team-ness, 
loyalty to fans in a city or role 
modeling are considered .;o much 
corn-pune. 

This seems to be 'which way 
we're going.'

Mercy Hosp1tal m Ann Arbor, 
M1chtgan. The date was August 
20. l9!M. There and then, 
NASCAR Wmston Cup stock car 
driver Ern1e lrvan lay in a hospi­
tal bed meeting and talking ahout 
the greatest challenge of h1s life. 
This time, however. it wasn't the 
challenge of heating someone to 
the line, but the challenge of 
hanging on to his VNY own exis­
tence upon thi~ earth His very 
own life was the .:hallengc. 

Earlier that day. Ernie lrvan 
crashed his Texaco Havoline Ford 
in a pract1ce session at Mn:h1gnn 
International Speedway. 
Basically. his 'Thunderbird went 
from 180 miles per hour to a dead 
stop m less than a single second. 
The VIOlent crash left Jrvan wnh 
critical bra1n and lung injuries. It 
also left h1m with what doctors 
called a 10 percent chance of sur­
vival. Irvan clung to life the first 
two days, then rallied to begin his 
long road to recovery. 

By early September, Irvan pro­
gressed to "fair" condition and 
was removed from ventilator sup­
port. By mid-month, he was well 
enough to be transferred from 
Michigan to the Charlotte 
Institute of Rehabilitation in 
Charlotte, NC. 

Exactly one year Inter- a dif­
ficult year of strenuous morning 
workouts, of attempting to answer 
unanswerable questions and sur­
viving microscopic scrutiny to 
prove that he was fit to drive -

Tim .tcllvity, 
however, was outlawed 10 1971, 
when Congress passed the Wild 

"Free-Roaming Horse and Burro 
Act. Thas law protects wild hors­

.es from extinction .tnd preserves 
-them as "li' ang symbols of the 
~istonc and pioneer sptrtt of the 
:West." Under Federal protecuon, 
·the wild horse herds ancrcased 
:rapidly since they have no natur­
.al predators. 

The horses ha\c to compete 

for ltm1ted forage and water with 
natt,.e wildlife and domestic 
hvcstock that also graze public 
lands. In 1973, the government 
began rcmovmg excess numbers 
of wild horses in order to achieve 
designated herd management 
levels. As part of this manage­
ment activity, the BLM estab­
lished the Adopt-A-Horse and 
Burro Program and made the ani­
mals available to people who 
would agree to give them good 
homes. 

The nonrefundable adoption · 
fee helps recover some of the 
government's expense for trans­
portation and veterinary care of 
the antmals. Before shipping, 
every animal rounded up by 
BLM 1s thoroughly checked by a 
veterinarian, Coggins tested and 
vaccinated for variou.; equine 
disorders. 

Requirements : Adopters are 
required to prov1de 12 x 12 feet 
of adequate shelter and 20 x 20 
feel of corral space with sturdy 
fencing 6 feet high (five feet for 
burros). In order to transport the 
animal(s), adopters must have a 
sohd constructed horse trailer, 
prclerably a stock trailer, with a 
covered top and side-swing back 
gates (drop ramps are not permit­
ted) along with halters and lead 
ropes. BLM contract crews sort, 
halter and load the animal(s) 
onto the adopter's trailer. A mare 
and foal or two grown horses 
will not be loaded in a two-horse 
trailer.

39206 or call (606) 917-5410. 
Only those receivtng prior 
approval of their applications, 
either over the phone or in per­
:son, by close or business 
Monday. July 22, will be eligible 
for the "Lottery"-a drawing to 
determmc the selecting order. 
Lottery numbers will be drawn 
between 7-8 a.m. on Saturday, 
July 27, 1996. "Walk-up" appli­
cants will be accepted on a first­
come, first-served basis, but w11l 
not participate in the Louery. 

People who wish to adopt 
hor:;es and burros from the gov­
ernment must first sign an agree­
ment to provide care and to not 
abuse or commercially exploit 
the anunals. On the first anniver­
sary of the animal's adoptton, the 
adopter 1s eligible to make an 
application for Certificate of 
Tule. Jf the animal(s) hac; been 
humanely cared for, the BL~ 
will award the adopter clear title 
to the an1mal. Until title IS 

bsued, the horse or burro 
rema1ns the property of the U S. 
Government and may not be 
sold, traded or given away. 
Violation of regulations will be 
handled through the Federal judi­
eta! system .

Profc sionat bass angler Rand) 
Dearman has fish~d all over 
Amenca for rhe past two decades. 
but the lake he likes best is right in 
hts backyard It's the l 4.000 acre 
Sam Rnvburn Reservoir near 
Jasper, Texas. 

"1 don't think there can be any 
doubt Sam Rayburn is one of the 
most producuvc Impoundments rn 
the Umted States," say~ Dearman, 
a veteran fishing guide and mem­
ber of the Johnson Outboards Pro 
Smff. 

''Dunng a recent two-day 
national bass tournament on 
Rnyhurn, 324 fisherman weighed 
1n more than 5,800 pounds of fish. 
Included m that total were one 
bass over 12 pounds, another over 
l J pounds. and two more over I 0 
pound-.. And in practice, a 13-
pounder was caught. 

"Tournament fisherman aren't 
known for weigh1ng tn big bass 
because of the style of fishing we 
nonnally employ, so I think those 
bas!: show just how dynamic this 
fishery 1cally is." 

The numbers become even 
more nnpress&ve when one con­
siders Dearman's own fourth· 
place finish in that tournament. 
Dearman and three other anglers 
caught nearly 125 pound~ of fish 
ftom a stngle cove dunng the two 
days. 

"In this particular tournament 
the catch was really high because 
the lake is about ,eight feet low 
and we located the bass in big 
schools as they were stag1ng to 
come shallow to spawn," the 
Johnson pro explains, "but 
Rayburn has actually been pro­
ducing catches like that for 
years." 

"The lake record stands at more 
than 15 pounds now, and many 
fisherman thoughr it would be 
broken during our tournament It 
might ha\e been if we had fished 
three days instead of just two. 
Because one day was cancelled 
due to the high winds, our total 
catch was actually much lower 
than it would have been." 

Rayburn's success as a bass 
fishery rs usually attnbutcd to the 
hydrilla, which grows m the shal­
low water throughout much of the 
lake. The vegetation provides 
ideal nursery conditions for small 
bass. providing them a safe haven 
from predators as well as a place 
to find a ready food supply, since 
baitfish also inhabit the hydrilla. 

"The lake also has an amazing 
amount of structure, such as creek 
channels, points, underwater 
Islands. and stand1ng t1mber," 
adds Dearman. "Rayburn is large 
enough so anglers can spread out. 
If you go to one spot and find 
someone ebe already there. you 
can eac;ily go to another area that's 
probably j ust as good."

(Editor's note: The following 
article is an excerpt from Robert 
Perry's book Jack May's War. 

In addition to their fierce hatred 
of slavery. Colonel Brisbin's black 
soldiers were driven by their desire 
to show General Burbridge and 
everyone else, North and South, 
that they could fight JUSt as well as 
their white counterparts. During 
their long march up the Big Sandy 
Valley. which. by the way, had 
taken them through Prestonsburg. 
they had been riduculed by the 
white soldiers in Burbridgt's com­
mand. Brisbin says: 

"On the march the colored sol­
diers. as well as their white offi­
cers. were subjected to much 
ridicule and many insulting 
remarks by the wh1tc troops, and, 
10 some instances, petty outrages, 
such as the pullmg off of caps. the 
stealing of horses, etc. These 
insults. as well as the jeers and 
taunts that they would not fight, 
were borne patiently by the colored 
soldiers. In no instance did I hear 
them make any reply to the insult­
ing language that they heard." 

Of the four hundred soldiers in 
Brisbin's regiment. one hundred 
and fourteen were killed or wound­
ed during the assault. In his subse­
quent report, Brisbin had nothing 
but praise for rhe behavior of his 
men under fire. "I can only say that 
the men could not have behaved 
more bravely. I have seen white 
troops fight in twenty-seven bat­
tles. and r never saw any fight bet­
ter ... On the return march, those 
who had scoffed at the colored 
troops on the march out were

Seruor citizens. your Kentucky 
Benefits Counseling Program 
(K.BCP) Coordinator for the Big 
Sandy area, Carol Napier, and volun­
teers for your program, Den Hunter 
and I, will be seeing many of you 
within the next three months. It is 
your coordinator's intent that we 
make official visits to all the Senior 
Citizen centers by the end of 
October. 

Though visiting with you at the 
centers is one of the highlights of our 
involvement in your program, find­
ing time to spend at the centers is not 
an easy task. However, the work 
force is not the only one affected by 
today's economic "crunch.'' The 
struggling poor, who were able to 
make ends meet by "robbing Peter to 
pay Paul" six months ago, today find 
that juggling their finances just don't 
get it anymore. More senior citizens 
and low-income people are turning 
to us in desperation. Because we 
work with senior citizens and low­
income people on a daily basis, we 
are abreast of your concerns. 

We know many of you need 
glasses but you haven't been able to 
afford them. Some of you have glass­
es but your vision has changed and 
your present glasses are all but use­
less. Many of you have been helped 
by KBCP's referral to those organi­
zations that could provide glasses but 
the demands financially strapped 
those worthwhile organizations. 

Many, with whom we talk, need 
hearing atds desperately. Sometimes 
when you call, we must talk so loud 
for you to hear that we feel we are 
coming across as being rude. Yet. 
when we apologize, a senior citizen 
often responds, "What did you say?" 
The program where we were once 
able to refer low-income people with 
severe heanng problems was not 
able to keep up with the demand so 
that program had to be discontinued. 
We know too, that some of you have 
hearing aids but you cannot always 
afford replacement batteries for 
them. 

In my lifetime I've had two 
babies and my share of toothaches. 
Let me tell you I recall toothaches 
that hurt far worse than the pain I 
experienced in delivery. After the 
babies were born the pain subsided. 
I' ve had toothaches that d idn't go 
away until the tooth was opened 
(root canal) to release pressure, or 
removed to prevent further abscess­
ing. What a relief! Yet literally hun­
dreds of people every day must live 
with this agonizing pain because 
they can't afford to see a dentist. 

In emergency situations there are 
dentists in our area who will provide 
services to the poor without charge. 
Usually by the time the patient 
makes contact with the dentist the 
patient must be put on antibiotics

silent." 

When Brisbin 'c; men began their 
assault, Colonel Giltner and 
Colonel Guerrant were watching 
the battle from a ridge behind 
Trimble's line of defense. Seeing 
three blue columns converging on 
Trimble's position, Giltner imme­
diately recognized that Trimble 
needed help. so he galloped over to 
his reserves, the lOth Kentucky 
Mounted Rifles and the 64th 
Virginia Infantry, and prevailed on 
them to come to Trimble's assis­
tance. By this time Trimble was 
struggling to hold his position 
against a force three times his 
number. Guerrant says. 

"I remained on the ridge nearby 
to rally the stragglers who were 
leaving by the dozens. The 
Reserves charged down the road 
and up by the graveyard to where 
Trimble was fighting, delivered a 
terrible volley into the enemy, and 
fell back, creating greater confu­
sion. At this critical juncture, the 
brave young Colonel Trimble fell 
dead, pierced through the head by 
a ball which struck him j ust 
beneath the star that he wore on his 
hat." 

The men of Giltner's brigade 
were much attached to Ed Trimble, 
and his loss was very hard for them 
to accept. For Guerrant he was "a 
true patriot, an accomplished 
scholar. a devoted friend, and a 
good soldier." One of the men who 
saw him fall was Private Charles 
Goble of Floyd County. Many 
years later, Goble was interviewed 
by Henry Scalf, and in 1961, draw­
ing on his notes of that interview, 

before the work can be done. To flnd 
a willing dentist in a situation such as 
this is bittersweet. The person is 
grateful for finding a dentist who will 
"take away the pain" but first the per­
son has to scrape together the money 
for the antibiotics. Fortunately. most 
of the antibiotics prescribed for pre­
treating routine dental procedures are 
not expensive. What many people 
fail to realize is for a poor person to 
come up with $2, $3. or $5 for a pre­
scription at a time like this is no less 
stressful than when a person working 
at minimum wage, with no insur­
ance, is faced with a $200, $300 or 
$500 medical emergency. 

... And to think it was "rumored" 
that the Mud Creek Dental Clinic 
was going to close. I feel more con­
fident now that it won't-people 
have been working to prevent this 
from happening-and there are peo­
pleready to carry signs of protest and 
hold buckets at donation sites to keep 
it alive. For local people, keenly 
aware of the needs of our people in 
Eastern Kentucky to even consider 
taking away something so desperate­
ly needs as a dental clinic is asinine. 
More are needed! If a hospital in the 
region wants to incorporate a dental 
clinic in services they provide to the 
community, that's great. We, the peo­
ple should support it too, but not at 
the expense of closing one already 
established, with more patients than 
it can handle. 

Scalf wrote the following story: 
''Trimble had often told h1s 

men, 'When we are in a close 
place, I will look to the right and 
then to the lefl, and you will 
know.' So l'eminisced a Floyd 
County Confederate veteran, 
Charlie Gobje, who served under 
him." 

"Goble saw the colored troops 
in position behind wrecked brick 
buildings, and as Trimble and his 
men advanced, the colonel slowed 
to a stop and looked to the right, 
and then slowly turned his head to 
the left." 

"Goble had but a moment to 
feel the impending danger before 
he saw a colored soldier take delib­
erate aim at Trimble and fire. 
Colonel Trimble, scion of a promi­
nent Big Sandy family and for 
whom Trimble Branch at 
Prestonsburg was named, died as 
he fell. Greenville Davidson of 
Prestonsburg, afterwards a public 
official of Floyd County, picked up 
Trimble's body and carried it to a 
farmhouse." 

Not too long after Tnmble fell, 
the Union attack stalled. leaving 
large numbers of black soldiers 
pinned down by rebel marksmen. 
However. they didn't dare retreat 
in broad daylight, because the 
Confederates commanded their 
route of escape. While Burbridge 
was trying to figure out what to do 
next, he was startled by the sound 
of gunfire in his rear. Then a mes­
senger rode up, out of breath, and 
informed him that his supply train 
was under attack. How could that 
be? According to his scouts, no 

The cost of medicine today is out­
rageous!

Another senior citizen said, 'Thank 
God my insurance pays for it. 
There's no way I could afford it." 
How many billions of dollars do you 
think dlis drug manufacturing com­
pany made off of this one product 
alone? 

It saddens us. too, and we don't 
have the answers. We probably 
won't have them when we visit your 
senior citizen center but at least you 
wilJ be reminded by our presence, 
that there are people concerned about 
the needs of our senior citizens and 
are fighting for you.

Confederate units were in the area 
except the ones in the trenches 
around Saltville. Burbridge wasn 't 
the only commander who was sur­
prised by the auack. It also came as 
a surprise to General John S. 
Williams and the men defending 
the saltworks. Guerrant says: 

"About three p.m. we were sur­
pnsed and rejoiced by a heavy fire 
in the enemy's rear, which drew 
several hundred from the front to 
that point. This bold and unexpect­
ed attack on the enemy rear, no 
doubt materially assisted us in 
front. by operating a diversion m 
our favor." 

they dashed tnto the large train of 
pack mules and horses graz.ing in 
Pearson's Bottom. making a big 
uproar and givmg the Federals the 
impressiOn that their force was a 
large one. Hearing the firing, 
Burbridge immediately sent five 
hundred soldiers to the rear to meet 
the threat, but by the time they got 
to the pack mules, the 
Confederates had retreated the 

same way that they bad come. 
Mosgrove says tha t the attack 
··greatly mystified and demoralized 
Burbridge's already defeated and 
dispirited troops." William Marvel, 
who has studied the battle more 
closely than any other scholar, says 
that ''May and Jenkins swooped • 
down on the Federal trains and 
caused the Union commanders 
some worried moments."

Guerrant later learned that the 

attack had been the brainchild of 
two of his close friends, Captain 
Bart Jenkins and Colonel Jack 
May. But how did Jack May get 
involved in the Saltville light? To 
answer this question to everyone's 
satisfaction.

Burbridge was moving towards 
Richlands, Colonel Giltner sent 
Jenkins and his company of caval­
ry to Jeffersonville with orders to 
scout enemy troop movements in 
that direction. When Burbridge 
subsequently turned south, Jenkins 
was prevented from rejoining 
Giltner's command. At 
Jeffersonville, meanwhile, he ran 
across his old friend Jack May and 
a company of local militia. What 
could they do, they asked them­
selves, to assist Giltner and the 
men in the trenches around 
Saltville? Two options presented 
themselves: they could either make 
a long end-run around Burbridge's 
left wing and rejoin Giltner from 
the south. or they could do the 
more daring thing and sneak up on 
Burbridge from the north and 
attack his rearguard. After dis­
cussing the matter, they decided to 
do the latter.

Buford Ovenon v.'aS sentenced to hang by a Harlan 

County. Kentucky, Jury m 1895 for the murder of Gus 
and Julia Loeb but he e.~apcd before his da) of reck­
omng. He couldn't find anyone willing to harbor him 
however and he was caught auempting to leave the 
area 

Overton's lawyer tiled to ha"e the sentence com­
muted to ltfe imprisonment but Governor Bradley 
refused. The hangmg was set for Monday. October 18, 
1896. and th~ closer it got tbc more nervous Buford 

• became. 
Visttors began arriving on the day before the 

scheduled hanging. Titc roads leading to Harlan were 
bustling with travelers from Tennessee and Vuginia 
and various Eastern Kcntuck')' counties. Hangings 
always drew large crowds. 

Ram began to fall 
early the following 
morning and contmucd 
for several hours. The 
steady downpour 
caused numerous wag­
ons to bog down on the 
dirt roads leading to 
Harlan. There was a stir 
in the early morning 

over here wtth my brother and got into this trouble 
here. 

"All my life l' ve been treated badly. I was raised an 
orphan and never had anyone who really cared for me. 
I ended up not canng much for anyone etther.'' 

With that the IS-year-old broke down and began 
crying. 

''It was wrong of me to take up wtth bad company," 
be started up agmn after a mmute. "I see boys and girls 
here almost as old as me. You'll do yourself right if 
you don't take up that devtl ptstols. whiskey and gam­
bling.

"I reckon you can do that," Sheriff Grant Smith 
told him.

That order 
says you'll be hanged today. I'm not gonna sec any of 
my deputies knifed so if you don't tum over that knife 
I'll be forced to shoot you." 

Overton saw quickly he had no strategJ.c advantage 
and gave up the knife. 

Although he ate a large breakfast he didn't have an 
appetite at noontime as his scheduled hangmg neared. 

• , He spoke quietly wuh Rev. Browning of Harlan and 
Rev Noble Burkhart of Lee County. Vuginia, while 
the rain continued to fall outside. 

At 1 o'clock the sun broke through the clouds and 
the officers led Buford to the gallows. Severa] hun­
dred people in the crowd began smgtng a song which 
had become popular about Buford and his murder of 
the Loebs. When lhe officials arrived at the gaUows, 
Buford climbed the scaffold without difficulty. Dr. 
Nolan checked his pulse and noted it was 106 beats 
per minute. 

"Buford, do you have anything to get off your 
chest." the sheriff asked the doomed man. 'There 
must be 3,000 people here and they want to hear what 
you have to say." 

"Well, all I can say is that I'm sorry for what hap­
pened." he said trembling and so quietly that few 
could hear. "I got into trouble in Tennessee and came 

come upon the scaffold. "l hope you will have a bet­
ter life than I," he told them. "I hope to meet you all 
agam in a better world." 

Sheriff Grant Smllh tied his hands while one of the 
deputies tied his feet. The prisoner then asked that 
Jane Tipton come to him and after visiting with her 
briefly he told her goodbye. The doctor checked lus 
heart rate at 96 beats per minute. 

The crowd became very quiet after joining togeth­
er in a song. The rope was put around Buford's neck 
and a black hood put in place. 

"John Scott and my brother were there with me," 
he spoke up sternly knowing he would never have 
another opportunity. "We were all there at the killing." 

Buford could be beard quietly praying aloud and 
after several minutes the sheriff chopped the rope 
sending his body downward and out of sight of most 
of the 3000 who bad gathered. The body spun several 
Limes to the right and then several times to the left. 
alternating less and less until it hung still. Buford was 
dead. 

After a half hour passed be was cut down and taken 
up Cloverfork where he was buried. A large crowd 
followed the wagon canying his casket. None of 
Overton's family members were present. 

John Scott, who, Buford spoke of just before his 
hanging, was tried and given life imprisonment

"Little A" Allen Slone 

Former 
legislator 
'Little A' 
Slone dies

A former state legislator who 
was instrumental in establishing 
the commttnity college system in 
Kentucky died Thursday at High· 
lands Regional Medical Center 
after a shon allness. 

"Little A" Allen Slone, 75, of 
Blue River represented the 96th 
Floyd County District m the state 
House of Representatives from 
l962Lo 1964. Known as "LmleA" 
because of Jus small stature, he 
packed a powerful punch m the po­
litical arena. In t 962, Slone mtro· 
duced legtslation that changed the 
future of education in the moun­
tains. 

Slone presented House Bill 234, 
co-sponsored by 97th 01stnct rep­
resentative Ben Martin, on the 
floor of the House The bill estab­
lished the community college sys­
tem and allowed the bu.ilding of 
four commumty colleges. Pre· 
stonsburg Community College and 
Hopkinsville, Somerset and Haz­
urd community colleges. The 
House passed the btll 84·1 J.

Appalred funding 
increased; still not 
at current level

Funding for the Appalachian 
Regional Defense Fund isn't going 
to be as low as originally antictpat­
ed, but it is still less than the Pre­
stonsburg-headquanered agency 
received thh year. 

An amendment to a House ap­
propl iauons ball restored $109 mil­
han to the program, which was 
only extxctcd to get $141 mtllion 
to operate next year. 

"This year's budget was $278 
mmion " John Rosenlx:.rg, director 
ot Appalred ~a1d. "That amend· 
ment gels us to $250 milhon, but 
that's stillu ten percent de~rease." 

Hr satd he'll lake the extra 
mone} "'Thts is a substanlial in· 
crease O'icr the previous amount,· 
he added. "This will be a great btg 
help. We'll be able lo squeeze by." 

Rosenberg wlll be squeezing be­
cause this year's funding alread} 
reflects a 25-~rcent decrease in 
monies to the agency 

Thts year's amount was a de· 
crease from the $400 million bud-

get approved for last year's opera­
tions. 

"Our .offices are already very. 
very thin," he explamcd. "This 
makes it difficult to contmue offer­
ing the same level of services. But 
it could have been worse. much 
worse." 

He said he hopes to keep 
stafling up and c~munue to sene as 
many low-income cltents as possi­
ble. 

"The Senate could come in with 
a fundmg level that 1s, conceivably, 
htgher than the $278 milhon we're 
getting this year,'' he sa.id "But the 
Senate receded to the House last 
year. so we're not holding our 
breath. The $104 million makes a 
lot of difference." 

Congressman Hal Rogers voted 
against the amendment to mcrcase 
fundmg for legal serv~ces to the 
poor Rogers satd he had already 
commuted to voting to keep the 
fundmg at the $141 million lcvelm 
order to keep the program in place. 

Rogers, who heads the Appro-
