| Betsy Layne
exercises are
contrary to law

Betsy Layne High School's
graduation will go on as scheduled
tonight, but not without consider-
able turmoil among the parents and
students, and the possibility that
the school's principal may get rep-
rimanded.

Parents of Betsy Layne seniors
met with superintendent Dr, John
Balentine Tuesday night and again
with Balentine and principal Don
Daniels Wednesday night to iron
out problems with the date of grad-
pation exercises.

Murderer of
Floyd man

sentenced to
life in prison

Tim Maynard, convicted of the
murder of East Point resident Jeff
Nelson, was sentenced to life im-
prisonment Friday by Lawrence
Circuit Judge James A. Knight.

In his trial, Maynard admitted
to killing Jeff Nelson on June 29,
1995, but said he had cut Nelson's
throat after the two had gotten into
a fight. Jurors recommended that
Maynard receive a life sentence.
Under the sentence, Maynard
could be paroled in 12 years.

At Friday's sentencing hearing,
Knight allowed Pam Nelson, Jeff’s
mother, to give a statement to the
court before a sentence was hand-
ed down. Holding back tears
through her address, Nelson said
her son “chose to die rather than to
submit to something that he felt
was degrading.”

She called Maynard a rapist,
murderer and a thief; saying he had
raped the family of their inno-
cence, murdered her son and stolen
their happiness.

Daniels decided Wednesday to
go ahead with the school's gradua-
tion exercises set for tonight, de-
spite a state law and board policy
that says he must wait until the last
day of school to hold that ceremo-
ny.
The conflict developed after
Daniels changed the date of gradu-
ation from tonight, Friday, to next
Thursday, the last day of classes
for students.

Daniels told seniors at the
school Tuesday morning that he
had been told by Balentine that he
must change the date to obey a
state law that requires no gradua-
tion ceremonies before the last day
of school.

There is also a Floyd County
Board of Education policy that
states "graduation exercises at in-
dividual secondary schools shall
be held no earlier than the evening
of the last day of school in the
school term.” That policy was set
in 1989 and amended in 1991.

"We were notified today by our
children that graduation scheduled
for June 21 would now be June
27," Mabeline Stevens said Tues-
day when about a dozen parents
gathered at a special meeting of the
school board.

Even though the subject wasn't
on the agenda, Balentine sat down
with parents after the meeting to
discuss their concerns.

Stevens and other parents said
the date for the graduation was set
in February and they ordered their
invitations for the event at that
time. Many families have relatives
coming in from out of town and
others have asked off from work
and won't be able to reschedule at
this late date. She said the students
would be the losers if the date did
not remain as scheduled,

"They've worked hard,” she
said. "They have 12 years invested
in this one night."

Parents said the practice of
holding the graduation several
days before the end of school has
been done for several years. Stu-
dents aren't scheduled to get diplo-
mas until the last day of school.

"We're not even graduating.
We're just putting on our caps and
gowns and walking into the gym,"
student Heather Stevens said.

The school's senior class presi-
dent, Justin Dillon, said if Balen-

Vet clinic marking
its Sth anniversary

The Veterans Outpatient Clinic
at Auxier is celebrating a birthday
and everybody is invited to attend.

The clinic opened five years ago
and no one thought it would last.

“"No one thought we needed
one," Dr. Ronald Mann, clinic di-
rector, said of the clinic. "It was a
line item in the federal budget. We
were the only one they had ever
done like that. But they really did-
n't expect it to survive."

But survive it did. The clinic is
now serving more than 19,000 vet-
erans in Eastern Kentucky and
more than 10,000 veterans visited
the clinic last year, The four doctors
see about 50 patients a day and add
two to three new patients each day,
according to Mann.

"This anniversary just kind of
slipped up on us," he said. "We
were just working along and here it
was."

The anniversary celebration is
scheduled to begin at 11 a.m. today,
Friday, and run through 2 p.m.

"This is a chance for us to stop
for a second and reflect on the ac-
complishments of this clinic," he
said. "We need to reflect on ‘our
mission of serving veterans of East-
ern Kentucky."

Congressman Hal Rogers is ex-
pected to keynote the celebration.
Rogers helped secure the $500,000
appropriation in the 1991 federal
budget for the Veteran's Adminis-
tration to construct the facility.

The celebration is open to the
public.

Mann said the clinic serves as
the primary care center for veterans
in the Eastern Kentucky area. The
facility, located on Route 23 across
the from the Soeial Security office,
also includes a laboratory, pharma-
cy, and social worker. Patients also
have access to specialty clinics in

New episode is alleged
in Wheelwright feud

“All T wailt is to be left alone,”
Tonya Farmer said in a May 30
complaint against Wheelwright po-
lice officer Thomas Engle. “. . . It
constantly scares me and my child
to even go to a grocery store, be-
cause every time I turn around,
Tommy or his wife is there harass-
ing or threatening me, and I don’t
want my child in any danger.”

The feud between Engle and
Farmer was apparently rekindled
after Engle and his wife allegedly
harassed Farmer on May 28.

Farmer addressed the Wheel-
wright City Commission at a June
19 special meeting. The regular
commission meeting was canceled

because enough members did not
attend the meeting for a quorum.
Farmer’s sister, Anna Hitchcock
Slone also addressed the commis-
sion regarding her sister’s conflict

with Engle.

But this conflict between
Farmer and Engle is not new to
Wheelwright.

In the spring of 1995, Farmer al-
leged that Engle had sexually ha-
rassed her by grabbing “an intimate
part” of her body:

A suit filed last year alleged that
Engle has “repeatedly, stalked,
stopped, detained and seized”
Farmer on a false speeding charge.

Judge Joseph Hood set a jury
trial for next year for the case, ac-

According to legend, Swift also
discovered a rich vein of silver, but
he was so harassed by Indians that
he walled up his treasure trove.
When he returned to the area, he
was blind and could not find his
hidden treasure.

When he died, Swift supposed-
ly left a journal that displayed the
markings he had made that would
lead him back to his treasure.

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Portable
classrooms
on board’s
buy list

In an effort to reduce costs, the
Floyd County Board of Education
voted Tuesday night 1o purchase
22 portable classrooms.

The move comes as the board
attempts 1o reduce a $1 million
deficit before the end of the fiscal
year that arrives in less than ten
days.

"This move means a savings of
$89,000 over the next four years,"
superintendent Dr. John Balentine
told the board during the special
board meeting. "After that we own
them. We're going to have to con-
tinue using them for some time."

He said he'd like to see "an end-
ing date when we stop payment on
these portable classrooms."

According to a memo from Jim
Osborne, director of operations for
the school system, the purchase of
the classrooms has the system
"breaking even after only 29
months."

When the facilities are paid off,
the system will save about
$146,000 a year on the rent.

If the board had not decided to
purchase the classrooms, it would
have continued to pay $12,185 a
month in rent payments on the fa-
cilities.

"With this plan, our monthly
payments drop to $10.730," Os-
borne said. "We could give them
back in four years and still make

 money. With this plan, we can re-

alize quick, right-now, savings."
"We're looking at another
teacher's salary over a 12-month
period,” Balentine said, comparing
the savings to the cost of employ-
ing an instructor.
He emphasized that the school

- system will have to continue to use

the classrooms until new schools
are built and, under the current fi-
nancial crisis, those facilities are
probably a long way off.

The school board will also real-
ize a $16,000 refund immediately,
when the payment is restructured.

"Needless to say, this cash
would sure help us on our current
year budget crisis," the memo,
from Osborne to Balentine said.

Balentine said the move is the
only one the board should consid-
er in the situation. "I don't think it's
appropriate for us to continue
spending taxpayer's money in this
never-ending hole," he said.

Graphing Institute
returns to Floyd

For the second consecutive year,
Floyd County was the site of the
1996 Graphing Institute workshop
“Exploration in Science and
Mathematics,” a workshop that
equips teachers to emphasize the
use of mathematics in science.

The workshop was held at the
Morehead State University (MSU)
Big Sandy Center in Prestonsburg
June 17-21.

“I've gone to workshops all
over the nation,” Floyd County
Schools Mathematics Coordinator
Joyce ©O. Watson said Thursday.
“But, it feels good to have a work-
shop right here in Floyd County.”

Watson said 26 schools from 18
districts were represented at the
workshop. Each teacher who
attended the workshop will receive
a $250 stipend, 30 hours of train-
ing, and about $500 worth of
equipment, including the
Calculator Based Laboratory
(CBL) and the T1-82 graphing cal-
culator.

The Council on Higher
Education  Mathematics  and
Science Professional Development
program funded approximately
$28,000 for the workshop activities
consisting of mathematical statis-
tics and data analysis.

“The 1995 institute was so suc-
cessful, the 1996 Institute was

funded approximately $36,000 to
introduce new technology and inte-
grate science,”! Watson said.

Watson §aid the workshop
included se/éral experiments with
motion, ligl \, temperature, PH test-
ing, and sair chemistry.

“It would be effective if we
could provide all of our students
with the resources used in this
workshop,” workshop attendee
Amy Halbert, a teacher at Allen
Central, said.

Prestonsburg High teacher Jeri
Mullins added that the workshop
was educational and entertaining.
“It’s been fun learning to use the
equipment,” Mullins said.

The city’s attempt to establish
an ambulance service hasn’t paid
off during its first nine months of
operation, and the long-range
prospects don’t appear all that
appealing,

Of course the city is not in
business to make profits, it exists
to provide services to its citizens
and the decision now must be
whether a city-owned ambulance
service 1S necessary.

If it 1s, then the costs are irrel-
evant.

If it is not, and the service can
be provided efficiently and
effectively by private enterprise,
then there is no justification for
subsidizing a city-owned service
with taxpayer funds.

As little as we know of the

this, we do see that the custom-
ary calls...like fires or auto acci-
dents...requiring city emergency
personnel aren’t enough in num-
ber to provide funding for the
service.

All indications are that the big
bucks come from transporting
non-emergency patients, those
who are covered by federal
insurance  programs  like
Medicare, who have no other
means of transportation to clin-
1c$ or hospitals.

So, this is a really tough call to
make.

And it all boils down to one
concern.

Harassment claim
needs resolution

Editor:

The July 17th, 1996, scheduled
meeting of the Wheelwright City
Commission was cancelled due to
the fact that several commissioners
failed to appear. A complaint filed
by Tonya Farmer against
Wheelwright Police chief Tommy
Engle was supposed to have been
heard at that time. This was the
third complaint Tonya Farmer has
filed, alleging harrassment and fear
for her safety from the police chief
and his wife, Jean Engle. Tonya
presently has a lawsuit pending as a
result of her complaints.

In her last complaint, which I
have read, Tonya states that in the
month of May, “Tommy Engle
passed her vehicle on the roadway
and pulled across the roadway forc-
ing her to stop. In the formal com-
plaint she filed, as well as the per-
sonal account Tonya told to me, she
was called obscene names and her
life was threatened by Tommy
Engle.

I have talked to several people
who witnessed this incident and
their account of what happened is
the same as that of Tonya’s.

These people talked to me about
the incident, but expressed fear of
retaliation from the Wheelwright
Police if they came forward with
any information about what they
saw and heard concerning this mat-
ter.

The meeting was cancelled when
several commissioners failed to
appear Monday. I, and several other

people saw Tommy Engle stop
commissioner David Hall as he was
about 1o enter the meeting, They
were observed having a conversa-
tion, after which commissioner
David Hall left walking, even after
several people in attendance asked
him to return. He refused.
Apparently he was either sent on
some last minute errand by the
police chief or was stricken with a
sudden case of commissioneritis
that the other three commissioners
who were supposed to be in atten-
dance developed.

I found this to be a strange coin-
cidence since Tonya has a lawsuit
pending against the city of
Wheelwright regarding its police
chief, and all of the commissioners,
as well as the mayor, were aware
that she had filed a complaint, and
was to present it that particular
night.

The laws of this country apply to
everyone and should be enforced.
However, no one should live in fear
of harassment or fear for their safe-
ty from those people in authority
that we entrust to protect us.

I feel this incident should be
investigated by someone neutral in
this situation and that those who
witnessed the incident should be
questioned to get to the truth con-
cerning this matter. 1 don't think
that is too much to ask.

I realize that everyone is entitled
to the presumption of innocence
until proven guilty. This applies 1o
Tonya Farmer as well as Tommy
Engle. However, from information
told to me from various sources, 1
feel this matter warrants action
from the proper authorities to get to
the truth concerning this matter and
put some resolution to it.

The problem with our society
today is that people “don’t want to
get involved.” I understand that
some people can be intimidated and
fear retaliation. Those guilty of
breaking the law should fear proper
punishment. Those who are inno-
cent should not fear standing up and
telling the truth. [, for one, will not
be intimidated into silence when I
feel that my sister, who happens to
be Tonya Farmer, may be at risk.

I can remember walking the rail-
road tracks down to the Licking
River, and spending the day pulling
out catfish with my papaw. That
was at my grandparents’ house in
Magoffin County, where | spent a
lot of time growing up and being a
happy kid in Eastern Kentucky.

I still have the memories, but the
house is gone. It burned down the
Christmas of '94. So much coal

dust had settled on it that it went up
like a torch, and my grandfather
died about eight years ago. He was
in terrible health, never fully recov-
ering from the engine that fell on
him while he was working under
his coal truck. The river is too pol-
luted for fishing, anyway.

I used to see these coal-related
tragedies as “just the way things
are” for East Kentuckians, until my
dad was hit and killed by a speed-
ing coal truck last Christmas. Now,
after tons of reading, research, and
observation, I see these incidents
for what they are—GARBAGE!,
and every East Kentuckian has
been affected.

Where does all the money go
that comes from taxing the coal?
How much of it comes back to
Eastern Kentucky? Why do miners
have to work so hard to make coal

owners rich? Why have the beauti-

ful hills turned so ugly and the
streams so dirty? Why is Eastern
Kentucky the poorest region in the
United States? Our region is pro-
ducing an unbelievable amount of
money...who is getting it?

We have the right to ask these
questions, and many more. We
have the right to know what the
future holds for the region, and
what our legislators will do to solve
the problems, before we vote. This
is why I am trying to organize a
question-and-answer forum to be
held sometime in August.

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McGinnis honored for mlssmnary work |,

“Before we do anything, let's go
to the Lord!" was the instruction of
preacher Fred McGinnis, who
promptly dropped his head to lead a
prayer before this interview began.
At age 87, Preacher McGinnis has
much to praise God for, and he
does!

Pointing people to the Lord has
been the purpose of Fred
McGinnis' life since he was saved
January 19, 1929. From that point
of acceptance of Christ as Savior,
his life has been dedicated to win-
ning others to Christ,

In honor of his work as a mis-
sionary, an open house will be held
June 30 from 5 to 7 p.m., at Josie B.
Harkins schoolhouse at Jenny
Wiley State Park. The special ser-
vice will be hosted by Allen First
Baptist Church.

Preacher McGinnis was brought
up by Christian parents, but it was
really Dorthea Kauffman who
impressed him with the truth. The
truth she explained to him was that
only Jesus Christ could save him
and present him faultless before
God the Father.

As he completed his senior year
of high school, Preacher McGinnis
began preparation for the Lord’s
service. He entered Moody Bible
Institute in Chicago. His education
at Moody was a four-year study of
Bible and related subjects. Dorthea
Kauffman attended Moody too, and
the couple became engaged. It was
after their completion of study that
the two were married, on October
18, 1932, exactly five years from
their initial meeting.

They remained in Chicago after
their graduation. It was there they
met Elmer Wagler, who was
founder of the Southern Highland
Evangel. Wager spoke of working
among the hills of Eastern
Kentucky to reach souls. He
impressed those who listened that
the Lord had need of more to join in
the work.

Fred and Dorthea McGinnis’
hearts were touched by the invita-
tion, and they prayed for God’s
leading. At the time of Wagler's
invitation, Fred McGinnis was tak-
ing another course at Moody and
was working. Dorthea had a job and
she helped at a Spanish mission. It
was at the end of one such work day
when they joined to share that the
Lord had given them each a verse.
Amazingly, they, without having
consulted one another, had the same
verse, Joshua 1:9. “Have I not com-
manded thee? Be strong and of
good courage. Do not be temrified;
do not be discouraged, for the Lord
your God will be with you wherev-
er you go.”

With this verse coming to both,
Preacher McGinnis was assured.
“We were confident that the Lord
wanted us here in Kentucky.”

They left August 15, going to
Altoona where Wagler met them
and gave further instruction that
would help this couple as they trav-
eled to Banner. In that preparation,
Wagler tried to prepare this couple
for being rejected by the people.
His report told of two other mis-
sionaries who had been run off. It
was to one of these missionary’s
homes that this young couple would
make their residence.

The McGinnisses arrived in
Kentucky on a Wednesday and
were told that Fred would begin his
work that night with the Wednesday
night service. He reported that a
huge crowd came to see the new
preacher. They found that the peo-
ple received them well and treated
them cordially. There were frustra-
tions and hardships, but they got on
with people well enough. Some of
the people who first befriended
them included the Crums, then the
Halls, the Strattons and the
Weddingtons.

Their work began with the estab-
lishment of a Sunday school in the
old Banner school. The idea of
Sunday school was new to people
of this area. Some rejected the work
and would not allow their children
to attend. Yet through the years,
their work persevered and expand-
ed. At various times, Sunday school
was held at Dana, Daniel's Creek,
Ivy, and Abbott. Fred and Dorthea
taught Bible lessons in the schools.

Young people would welcome a
flannel-graph lesson and a time of
fellowship with music from an
organ which the couple carried with
them.

| The couple walked from Banner
up Prater Creek to Dana or to
Daniel's Creek, Ivy Creek, Cow
Creek or Buffalo. They walked the
railroad or crossed the river in a
boat, set across by Sam Cecili, or
used a walkway built by Preacher
Isaac Stratton. There was no bridge
at Banner until 1938. Walking was
the main means of getting to the
places they needed to go. The walks
easily averaged more than ten
miles.

Other work took them into all
the schools in Floyd County. In
1941, a goal was to make a person-
al visit to every school in Floyd
County to see that each received a
Bible, a gift from the Gideon
Organization.

For about five years, Paul
Kaneer and Fred McGinnis went
into the Beaver Valley Hospital and
visited. Then, they went to West
Prestonsburg to visit the hospital.
From there they went to the
Prestonsburg jail. Another man,
Frank Speak, worked with Fred
McGinnis for 24 years going to the
hospitals and the jail at
Prestonsburg and Paintsville on
Fridays. On those Fridays, they
probably visited five hospitals
before they completed their day.

In those first years before people
truly accepted them, they faced
many hardships. Yet, Fred asserts
that the Lord provided for them.
While they were fortunate to have a
car, often it would sit on blocks
because there was no money to buy
gasoline. Another hardship was
sparse food supplies. An apple
might have to last the two for a
meal. Butter which someone threw
by the road was recovered to be
used by this family. No flour was
available to make bread. Sweet
potato roots were eaten for food as
long as they lasted. Cushaw was
another source of food. Grapefruit
was boiled. Tomatoes were shared
from a garden. Occasionally, a fam-
ily would serve Fred a meal in
exchange for a day’s work.

The McGinnisses’ house had a
big, old table which had been part
of the house’s furnishings, but there
was no chair on which to sit.
Orange crates served as furniture.
One time he reported that he need-
ed 50 cents to get cod liver oil for
the baby. He recalled that someone
sent him the money, then he hiked
over to Martin to get this food sup-
plement.

This couple depended on the
Lord totally for their provisions. No
organization, church, nor any indi-
vidual gave financial support.

“Did you ever feel like you
wanted to quit?” the interviewer
asked.

“No, ma’am!” came Fred
McGinnis’ strong answer. “Jesus set
his face to Jerusalem and never
turned back! Never, never, never,
never! I said, ‘I'm here!"”

In 1934, Fred made a map that
pinpointed the location of all the
165 homes of Prater. It was to these
that the couple walked and visited
and shared the gospel in those early

days.

Henry Crum and his wife were
the first to befriend the couple. If
the Crums had meat to eat, they
shared it with Fred and Dorthea.
Both couples knew the hardship,
yet they enjoyed fellowship.

Since Dorthea’s death in 1979,
Fred has continued to be blessed by
Henry’s son, Daniel, and Daniel’s
wife, Faye, The couple have provid-
ed many meals for Fred.

During their marriage, Fred and
Dorthea raised three daughters.
Mary Elizabeth, born on her
father’s 26th birthday, was their
first child. Presently, Mary and her
husband, Bill, serve the Lord in
Brazil where they work with trans-
lating the Bible and Christian books
into the Portuguese language. Their
son and daughter are both young
adults and are now in service to the
Lord,

A second daughter, Sharon
Elaine, was born in 1939. She and
her husband, Tom, are in Christian
work in Canada.

A third daughter, Carol Frances,
lives at Salyersville, and this is
where Fred makes his present
home.

Although this family laid their
precious mother to rest in August
1979, they have trusted God for His
provision. Fred receives comfort
through God's word, Psalm 118:17:
“I shall not die, but live and declare
the works of the Lord.”

Any act of kindness Fred
received during his ministry was
attributed to the Lord. He quoted I
Corinthians 2:9; “Eye hath not seen
nor ear heard, neither hath entered
into the heart of man the things that
God hath prepared for them that
love Him.”

It is with these words that he
lives each day for the Lord. He
leaves no doubt that every day is
important when it is lived for the
Lord, Another verse he claims is:

Eight-year-old murder case
may finally come to trial

An eight-year-old murder case
may soon have its day in court.
After years of legal maneuvers
and haggling, David Tobias May
is scheduled to face murder and
robbery charges Monday, June 24,
in Pike County Circuit Court.

May, who is currently lodged in
the Pike County Detention Center
awaiting trial June 24, was
charged in the 1988 death of
Graham Rasnake of Davenport,
Virginia, whose body was later
found in a garbage dump at Biggs,
near Feds Creek.

Although the trial is scheduled
next week, Assistant
Commonwealth's. Attorney Ron
Burchett said the trial is likely to
be delayed again.

“I doubt if the case will begin
Monday because we have some
witnesses who are not available to
us right now,” he said, “However,
it will certainly be tried in August
or possibly the last week of July."”

May, now 33 years old, was
indicted by a Pike County grand
jury in June 1988 on charges of
murder, first degree robbery and

second-degree persistent felony
offender.

However, May has never been
to trial in Pike County on those
charges because he has been tried
and sentenced in other states for
crimes.

For example, May, a resident of
Pulaski, Virginia, at that time, was
convicted of robbery in Virginia
and subsequently sentenced to 15
years.

But that outcome was set aside
because of a motion that May

failed to get a speedy trial.

Following that trial, May was
charged with federal kidnapping
and was prosecuted in two other
states.

Rasnake, 49, was abducted
from the Vansant Food City park-
ing lot in Vansant, Virginia, and
his body was eventually found
down an embankment about six
miles from Biggs.

He had been shot five times in
the back and one time in the head
with a .45 caliber pistol,

Superintendent gets
three percent raise

After an hour and 45 minutes
behind closed doors Tuesday night,
the Pike County Board of
Education emerged to give
Superintendent Reo Johns a better
than average evaluation, which also
included a three percent pay
increase.

The average rating Johns
received was 3.75 or better than
average. During the last evaluation
in 1994, Johns received a 4.2 rating
and a four-year contract.

The raise amounts to an increase
of $2,625 and brings Johns' salary
from $87,500 a year to $90,125.

“] appreciate your evaluation of
me and I assure you I will work on
any weaknesses I may have as a
superintendent with other profes-
sionals 1o improve in those areas,”
Johns said.

“I also appreciate the three per-
cent raise. I believe that you are
speaking to me through that raise
and saying that you appreciate the
job I've been doing."

The evaluation, which came
about six months later than usual, is
done every year by board members
on the superintendent’s perfor-
mance and effectiveness in that
position.

Chairman John Blackburn said
the evaluation was delayed because
of an abundance of disciplinary
hearings at the board’s regular
meetings.

The board met in executive ses-
sion without the superintendent’s
presence and made the evaluation,

Members are given categories
such as relations with the board,
community, media and personal
qualities to rate performance and
can give a rating of one to five, with
one being very inadequate and five
being superior.

Johns was hired as superinten-
dent in 1993, after a career as the
county’s property valuation admin-
istrator. In that position, Johns was
accused of keeping millions of dol-
lars off the tax rolls by doing favors
for family members and friends.

A couple board members praised
John’s performance as superinten-
dent.

“I think there’s real harmony
with this board and that makes an
excellent working relationship for
all of us. I think that harmony can
be attributed to the leadership of our
superintendent,” said Blackburn.

Bobby Varney added, “1 think
you've been doing a really great
Jjob, but there's plenty more to do,
so don't quit."

During a discussion earlier in the
meeting regarding pay increases for
school employees, a pay increase
was included for Johns, but board
member Karen Sue Ratliff asked
the item be removed.

The motion to approve the three
percent increase with the exception
of the superintendent was made by
Alvin Newsome and seconded by
Ratliff.

A ruling was expected last week by a two-person
panel that could possibly determine who the State
Democratic Committee will recognize as chairman of the
Magoffin County Democratic Party.

The ruling was based on evidence given in a hearing
two weeks ago that reviewed charges by former two-term
Magoffin County Judge/Executive Paul Salyer. who has
accused current Judge/Executive Dr. Charles Hardin with
vote-buying and other improprieties in April’s party lead-
ership elections.

Salyer accused Hardin of improper conduct for a
Democratic chairman, saying he was “t0o cool in his sup-
port of Paul Patton’s gubernatorial campaign.”

Failure to support a party candidate are grounds for
removal under party rules, but Hardin said he appeared at
numerous party functions and in photographs with

Patton. Hardin won re-election as chairman by capturing
67 delegates during the April election.

Hardin’s attorney, Ned Pillersdorf of Prestonsburg,
called the vote-buying evidence “‘superficial rumors.” He
noted that Hardin did miserably among absentees.
Pillersdorf also argued that the case should be dismissed
because Salyer failed to appear at a hearing in April
before the county party executive committee. Salyer said
at the time that the hearing was stacked with Hardin sup-
porters and he saw no point in presenting his case. — The
Salyersville Independent

Business damaged by flood

At least one Salyersville area business was heavily
damaged by flash flooding on Saturday night, June 8, that
swept through the southeastern part of Magoffin County.

Tony and Terry's Furniture, Appliances and
Electronics, located on the Mountain Parkway, just east
of the Salyersville city limits, took on nearly seven feet of
water in the downstairs showroom of their store.

Damage to merchandise in the store has officially been
estimated at $100,000. The owners said they did not have
flood insurance to cover the loss.

Terry Williams, one of the owners, said that the flood-
ing his store suffered did not come from Burning Fork
Creek, but from washed-out hollows and streams from
across Rt. 114 (The Mountain Parkway). — The
Salyersville Independent

Local GOP activist is placed on “hit list”

Inez banker Mike Duncan said Monday, June 17, that
he was surprised to find out that his was one of the 339
names apparently illegally investigated by the FBI and
reported in the Washington Times last week.

Duncan, 45, worked at the White House under then
U.S. President George Bush in 1990, and that’s where the
FBI apparently got his name.

Duncan says although he got a very favorable rating
from the FBI who looked at his file, he is upset that pri-
vate citizens, particularly Republicans, have been singled
out for background checks.

He says there are more than 2,000 more files on other
persons that are to be investigated by a Congressional
panel that will find out why the files were created.

Although there have been no actual apologies issued
by President Clinton or any of his staff, Duncan, who cur-
rently serves as a member of the state Republican
Executive Committee, says he expects one soon. — The

Martin County’s two water districts merge

Martin County Judge/Executive Kelly Callaham has
approved an order to merge both water districts that serve
Martin County's residents into one state approved district.

The Department for Local Government Kentucky
Infrastructure had asked for $750,000 from the CDB
grant back from District 2 which has had financial prob-
lems for at least two years,

Kentucky Infrastructure had applied for two separate
grants to help alleviate the problem, but was notified on
May 20 that they could not allocate funds for the loan
since Water District 2 could not guarantee it’s payment.

District 2 was then notified that if the CBD grant was
not repaid by May 20, then the district would be found in
default and a state takeover would be the only alternative,
said long-time District Water Commission Chairman
John Crum, He said that the two entities cannot officially
combine into one until the debt is paid off.

If the Public Service Commission approves the merg-
er, then the public utility will be labeled “Martin County
Water.”

Many county residents fear that if the two districts
merge, water prices for the county’s water customers will
increase. However, according to Crum, prices for District
2 customers will, in fact, decrease if changes are com-
pleted. — The Martin County Sun
