The report 
states that Mead instructed Mike 
Hancock, coal-drill operator, to 
bnng all section employees to the 
area to help wtth the repairs.

Reluctant board okays 
PHS renovation bids

Despite obvious reservations, 
the Floyd County Board of Educa­
tion awarded $5,297,330 in bids on 
the Prestonsburg High School ren­
ovation project last Thursday, 
April25. 

The bids were about $200,000 
over the last estimate the board 
completed on the project. 

"We were happy with it," Jim 
Osborne, operations director for 
the system, said. 

But one board member was 
concerned with a couple of bids, 
those for the heating and air condi­
tioning system and the electrical 
work for the building. 

Elliott Contracting was the ap­
parent low bidder on the two cate­
gories. The HVAC bid was ap· 
proved at $750,733 and the electri­
cal bid at $789,500 for a total of 
$1,540.233 for Elliott Contracting 
on the project, the largest amount a 
single company will receive. 

Honshell said she wants to make 
sure the renovation work makes the 
school "comfortable for teachers 
and students."

In September 1991, Kenneth 
Ray Lawson, 69, had been free on 
a $25,000 bond for drug-related 
charges, but a warrant was issued 
when he failed to appear for his 
trial.

To build or not to build. To reno­
vate or not to renovate. 

The Floyd County Board of 
Education grappled with that dilem­
ma. movmg between the two alter­
natives several times before it 
decided to renovate the 40-year-old 
Prestonsburg High School. 

Last Thursday night, the board 
reluctantly approved the bids to get 
the project moving forward. 

"My strongest reservation is the 
disturbance factor," board • member 
Phyllis Honshell said, referring to 
work that will be going on while 
school is in session. "How well will 
those students perform with those 
noise levels. I have very real reser­
vations even though the renovation 
plan offers a nice school." 

Board member Dr. Brent Clark 
asked if the board could change the 
project; if the Local Planning 
Commission would be meetmg 
soon and if it could reallocate the 
funds from this project if the board 
didn't approve the bids. 

He was told that it could, but that 
he wouldn't necessarily like the 
results. 

Phil Damron, atto'rney for the 
board, said the LPC could change 
the project priority, shifting the 
funds from the renovation plan and 
the board could approve that new 
plan, but the board cannot initiate a 
new plan, specifically building a 
new high school rather than reno­
vating the current one. 

"You can play ping pong forever 
and never have the two (LPC and 
the board) agree," Damron said . 

"So this money can go to some­
one else if the plan is changed?" 
Clark asked. 

"There are great needs in all the 
schools," Jim Osborne, operations 
director for the system, said. "You 
probably won't get them all to agree 

to put it on a project in 
Prestonsburg." 

He also sa1d if the system does­
n't move forward it will begin to 
lose bonding capacity. If the project 
doesn't begin soon, he said the dis­
trict will lose about $850,000 1n 
bonding capacity by September. 

It would be next to impossible to 
get a new project designed and 
ready to be built by September, 
according to Joe Jones, architect on 
the renovation project, especially if 
it hasn't already been approved by 
the LPC. 

"If we don't do something, 
we've got big-time problems," 
board chairman Eddie Patton said. 

Clark said he has also had a hard 
time making a decision. "It's been 
real tough, real tough," he said. 
"We've spent a lot more time on 
th1s than people think we have. The 
people of Prestonsburg have 
already lost a new school on Middle 
Creek. What would they think if 
they lost the renovation too?" 

Board member Ray Wilcox did­
n't agree. "If we have to ratchet it 
around another year (to get a new 
school), let's ratchet it around until 
we get the LPC changed." 

But Patton said the state 
Department of Education won't 
look highly on Floyd County 
changing the plan again. 

"The state board's not going to 
put up with it," he said. "We won't 
be here to approve it if we do that." 

Wilcox said he didn't care. 
"I can leave just the same as I 

came in," he said. 
But Honshell said the board 

must keep in sight the most impor­
tant aspect of the project - the stu­
dents. "We have to consider what's 
best for the students," she said. 
"That's the bottom line. I've ago­
nized over this for ever and ever 
and ever. I know it's going to be dif­
ficult to sit through a renovation, 
but at the same time, we need a new

The veteran judge said he will 
make every effort to seat a jury in 
Martin County but he said chances 
are "slim." 

"I have not even thought about 
moving \he case to another county. 
I am doing everything I know how 
to seat a jury here this week,"

through a grueling day with 11 
hours of sitting and waiting for 
their tum to be interviewed and 
Knight thanked them for their ser­
vice.

Maynard has been lodged m the 
Pike County Detention Center 
since being moved by Regional 
Jailer Ken O'Bryan there last year 
after alleged threats were made 
against him by inmates at the Boyd 

County Detention Center. He had 
earlier been moved from the Big 
Sandy Detention Center m 
Paintsville for security reasons. 

A metal detector was used 
Monday to check those entering 
the courtroom and will be used 
again today. Martin County Sheriff 
Darriel Young had two deputies on 
hand for security and two more 
were there as volunteers. 

Special prosecutors Luke 
Morgan and Doyle Glass refused 
comment, as did defense attorney 
John R. Triplett. Knight placed a 
"gag" order on all officers of the 
court after publicity became wide­
spread last year. 

But Glass was overheard com­
menting that the prosecution is pre­
pared to go on with the case should 
a jury be seated this week. 

Knight has said that he expects 
as many as 50 witnesses to be 
called and that the trial could last as 
long as three weeks.

shield him from authorities; his 
own money; street-sense; and his 
experience as a fugitive in the past. 
"I tried to match my experience as 
a law enforcement officer against 
his experience as a career crimi­
nal," Daniel said, adding that he 
was surprised to learn that Lawson 
had colored his hair red. "He was a 
vain individual and took care of 
himself," Daniel said. 

Daniel said Lawson was on the 
FBI's national most wanted list 
after he escaped from a Tennessee 
prison in 1960. Lawson'stcriminal 
record dates back as far 'as 1946, 
when he was discharged from the 
Air Force for desertion and escape, 
Daniel said. 

Lawson was part of an interna­
tional cocaine organization and was 
thought to have distributed between 
50 and 75 kilos of cocaine in 
Tennessee and Kentucky, Joe R. 
Mullins, U.S . marshal for the 
Eastern District of Kentucky. said. 

According to Daniel, Lawson 
had gone to Costa Rica, then to 
Mexico, and resurfaced in the 
United States in 1993. 
Investigation concluded earlier this 
year that Lawson was in Hilton 
Head, S.C. selling socks in various 
flea-markets to make a Jivmg, 
"which wasn't a surprise," Daniel 
said. "He sold fabrics and thread m 
the 70s and 80s." 

Daniel said U.S. marshals in 
Charleston, South Carolina had 
been surveilling Lawson's resi­
dence for three days, while trying 
to account for Lawson's brothers. 
"When we had accounted for the 
five other brothers - we knew it 
was him," Daniel said. 

Marshals in South Carolina had 
said the suspect had a slow walk 
and trouble moving. Daniel said he 
knew that Lawson has bad circula­
tion. 

An undercover marshal had 
approached Lawson at a construc­
tion site, and Lawson was very ner­
vous and shielded his left arm from 
the officer. 

According to Daniel, Lawson 
had a tattoo of a dagger with a 
snake around it on his left forearm. 
After his arrest, authori ties noted 
surgery scars and ink on his left 
forearm, Daniel said. 

The investigation concluded 
early Friday morning that the sub­
ject was Lawson. "He left his resi­
dence at 7:30 a.m. in a Cadillac," 
Daniel said. "Units started to fol­
low him. but decided to back off, 
and wait for back up." 

Lawson returned to the resi­
dence three hours later and was 
questioned, Daniel said. 

According to Daniel, Lawson 
provided a bogus identification, 
with the name of Kenneth Mudd, 
and continued to deny his identity 
until he was told he would be fin­
gerprinted. "He saicr, 'You got me. 
I'm Ken Lawson,"' Daniel said. 

Daniel said his investigation of 
Lawson consisted of surveillances, 
interviews, computer work, 
research of Lawson's intelligence, 
criminal associates and past. 

Lawson was convicted in absen­
tia to the drug-related charges that 
consisted of cocaine trafficking. 
He received a 30-year sentence, 
without parole, according to 
Ronald Adams, supervisor in the 
U.S. marshal's office in Lexington.

President Clinton's answer to 
rapidly rising gasoline prices is 
the release of a few hundred 
thousand barrels of stockpiled 
oil...about a one-day supply in 
relation to consumption in this 
country. 

Boy, that oughta teach the oil 
barons a lesson, right? 

While we are pleased the 
president is taking notice of sky­
rocketing fuel prices ... which are 
coming, coincidentally, just in 
time for the summer traveling 
season ... we Eastern Kentucky 
motorists have been wondering 
about the high costs of a fill-up 
for years.

Supply and demand, say the 
distributors. 

They have the supply and can 
demand whatever price they 
want, even if we are sixty miles 
closer to the refinery than, say,

It's Derby Week. 
The Kentucky Derby is often called the 

most famous two minutes in sports and it 
has lived up to its reputation every year, 
with one notable exception. 

Secretariat won in 1973 with a time of 
one minute and 59.2 seconds, cheating us 
race fans out of almost of full second of 
viewing pleasure. 

We true sports addicts will get that sec­
ond back, and more, though, by watching 
the longest major sporting event of the 
year, the NBA season, which apparently 
starts the day after it ends.

But there was more than just 
computer programs at the show­
case. Students exhibited work in 
antmation and the local commer­
cials they had created. Some 
worked their way around the 
Internet. Others worked on news 
casts for their schools, while others 
played a variety of games on differ­
ent computer systems. 

"They just work really hard 
when this is what they're domg,'' 
Kim Crisp, technology coordinator 

at Martin Elementary, said. "I told 
them 'This is your baby. you rock 
it,' and they did." 

Stan Watson, a teacher at Duff, 
said the program gives kids a 
chance to discover things they 
wouldn't tn a regular classroom. 

"It's great for the kids to have 
access to things that they've never 
had access to before,'' he said. "You 
have to be careful and monitor what 
they're doing. but it is so good for 
them."

Despite what appears to be a 
loss of more than $260,000 a year 
to the Floyd County School 
System, the board unanimously 
approved reciprocal agreements at 
a special meeting last Thursday, 
April 25 . 

"I tried to let them know that 
this is a pretty routine thing," 

• Maurice Allen, director of pupil 
personnel for the system, said. 

The board held a workshop 
before the meeting to talk about the 
reciprocal agreements, which 
allows students in Floyd County to 
go to school in other districts and 
students from other districts to go 
here, without paying tuition or the 
school district losing average daily 
attendance monies from the state. 

Floyd is losing 183 students a 
year to other districts, the largest 
number of whom attend schools in 
Johnson County. But 85 students 
are coming here from other dis­
tricts, with 51 coming from Pike 
County. 

In comparison, Johnson County 
loses more than 300 students to 
Paintsville Independent School 
District alone. An additional 13 
attend schools in Floyd County. 

The board balked at signing the 
agreements at its last meeting 
when one parent pointed out the 
loss of funds that results from the 
difference of students coming and 
going in the system. But A llen said 
that the funds - $263,7 12.50 -
would be impossible to collect. 

He said the total is based on stu-

dents having perfect attendance for 
every day of the year and riding the 
school bus both to and from 
school. 

"It's unrealistic to think that 
every child would attend every 
day," Allen said. 

He said this is the first time in 
his more than 30 years in the 
school system that the board has 

objected to signing the agreements. 
Phil Damron, the board's attor­

ney, cmphasi1ed that if the county 
doesn't sign the agreements the 
ADA funds will be lost and no 
school district would get them. 

''I'm still interested in knowing 
why we're losing students to other 
schools," board member Phyllis 
Honshell said.

he said. "Our officers can be more 
effective if they are on the city 
streets. We get more coverage in 
high acc1dent zones." 

He said the percentage of acci­
dents on the portion of Route 23 in 
the city limits is "slim compared to 
those on the city street area." 

Both Conley and City Attorney 
Paul Burchett said this does not 
open the city up for liabilities 
should there be an accident on that 
portion of the roadway m the lim­
its of Prestonsburg. 

"There's a stack of cases (across 
the nation) on someone's failure to 
arrest and nothing has come from 
those," Burchett said "We arc pro­
tecting the businesses in the city 
limits rather than chasing speed­
ers."

Hill positioned himself in 
front of the power rollers and 
attempted to keep the belt tight 
against the rollers by pulling the 
belt," the report states . 

Watson and another employee, 
Richard Mullins, were attempt­
ing to keep the belt snug against 
the rotating rollers by applying 
pressure directly to the belt with 
their hand s. according to the 
investigation report. The motor 
\\ as energized, but a s lippage in 
the belt caused the employees to 
lose the two fee t of slack they 
had gained 

"The motor was energized for 
a second ti me and the power 
rollers began to ro tate with 
Watson's hands in contact with 
the belt," the report states . "At 
that time, Watson either lost his 
balance or his hands became 
caught in the belt. As a result, 
Watson became entangled in the 
belt and was pulled into the space 
between the rotating power 
rollers." 

All the employees, except 
Mead and Jeff Blackburn were 
taken to the surface and Mead 
attempted to free Watson. 

When they realized they could 
not free Watson, they went to the 
surface and reported the acci­
dent. 

The mine received two cita­
tions for the accident, one 
ordered the mine to shut down 
until an investigation of the acci­
dent was complete, the other was 
for violating the safety standard. 

Watson had been working at 
the mine for 18 months. He had 
20 years of mining experience. 
Mead had more than 23 years in 
the mining industry, 15 of which 
he had served as a supervisor.

Big Sandy Area Community 

Action Program Inc. will sponsor a 
community-wide Dialogue on 
Poverty on May 6, at 9 a.m. at the 
Allen Park Convention Center, 
executive director Clifford H. 
Austin, announced recently. 

The local forum is part of a 
National Dialogue on Poverty spon­
sored by the National Association 
of Community Action Agencies 
(NACAA) to actively involve low­
and middle-income Americans in 
the ongoing discussion about pover­
ty in America. 

"Too often the voices of low­
and middle-income people simply 
are ignored in the decision-makmg 
processes that directly ana signifi­
cantly affect their lives," Austin 
said . "We are sponsoring this com­
munity forum so that everyone can 
join in conversation about the reali­
ties of living in poverty and how 
individuals, famihes and communi­
ties can become self-sufficient." 

The purpose of the forum is to 
determine needs and opinions about 
poverty here in Floyd County and to 
educate public officials, the private 
sector, and the general public about 
current poverty-related problems 
and effective strategies for resolv­
ing them. 

"Our. goal is to build leadership 
and partnerships within our com­
munity and to find local solutions to 
local poverty-related problems," 
Austin explained. The information 
gathered at this dialogue will be 
used to plan programs to better 
serve low-income individuals and 
families . Big Sandy Area 
Community Action Program Inc. is 
one of a network of nearly 1,000 
non-profit and public organizations 
through the United State originally 
established under the Economic 
Opportunity Act of 1964 to fight 
poverty. 

The local dialogue is part of the 
National Dialogue on Poverty, a 
nationwide discussion about the 
social and economic dynamics that 

lead to poverty and the impact 
poverty on individuals, families and 
communities. Reports from hun­
dreds of local forums led by CAAs 
throughout the United States will be 
compiled with information from 
two national forums into a national 
consensus on poverty issues and 
solutions. The Final Report will be 
presented at the 1996 NACAA 
Annual Conference, September 3-6, 
1n San Francisco.

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Faculty, students 
work together to 
make a difference 

PCC's Dr John Sh1ber, mem­
bers of h1s Commumty Biology 
Club, and students in his 
Conservation Biology, Animal 
Biology, and Human Ecology 
classes put to practical application 
their concern for a clean environ­
ment on Saturday, March 30th. 
Together with Dr. Carol Mulling 
(PCC Service Learning Center), 
Kelly Adam, and Chris Fleming 
(both from PCC Wellness Center), 
who joined the activity, they spent 
the morning and early afternoon 
clearing trails at Jenny Wiley State 
Park. 

The group of nearly 100 
clipped back bushes. branches, 
and underbrush m an effort to 
make the trails safe for hikers in 
the coming season. As they pro­
ceeded, they picked up all the litter 
they found and deposited it into 
large bags. They also picked up 
garbage and trash from along the 
road and riverside. At least 300 
bags of trash, altogether weighing 
some 6,000 pounds, were collect­
ed over a four-hour period. 

"This is only a small amount of 
the garbage we saw," said Dr. 
Shiber. "There's so much we were 
unable to reach due to time restric­
tions and lack of equipment." 

After the group, which included 
children of many ages, had fin­
ished their work, they assembled 
at the park's camp grounds to 
wash up, eat, and talk about what 
they had done and seen. 

"Well, did you learn anything?" 
asked Dr. Shiber. 

Everyone nodded and shouted 
in assent, "Yes, we sure did!" 

"Alright," he went on, ''when 
you get home, I want you to write 
a page on what you did this morn­
ing, what you learned, and what 
this whole community service 
meant to you." 

But the group did not wait until 
they got home to discuss their 
"adventure" in learning. They 
were full of statements, such as, "I 
can't believe how many beer bot­
~les and cans we found!" Or "how 
can people just throw things here 
and there without feeling at least a 
little guilty?" When I see all that 

trash we collected, it makes me 
sick." And, "when I see all that 
trash we didn't have the time to 
collect, it makes me sicker!" 

"After seeing all that disposable 
piastic and styrofoam trash, I feel 
like boycotting the companies, 
such as fast food places, that use 
them," said one student. 

"We really have to start making 
more things with materials that we 
can re-use, such as glass," said 
another, "or with materials that are 
biodegradable." 

"Even when a product label 
says that its container is 
biodegradable, it doesn't mean 
much," commented Dr Shiber. 
"Indeed, fully degradable items, 
do not biodegrade unless they are 
exposed to air and other environ­
mental elements. In landfills, for 
mstance, totally biodegradable 
Items, such as paper or food, can 
be kept intact for years and years, 
if they are not exposed to air or the 
SOil Recently, a full pound of hot 
dogs was retrieved, intact, in a ten­
year-old landfill." 

"Clearly," he went on, "we 
need to change our habits. If we 
reduce our use of plastics, encour­
age re-cycling and/or re-using 
glass, aluminum, paper, etc ... , we 
can do a lot to improve the situa­
tion. The most important task 
remains, however, of training our­
selves and our children to be far 
Jess wasteful. This will be a great 
help in protecting our environment 
and its biodiversity." 

Jenny Wiley State Park's 
Director of Recreation and 
Interpretation, Ron Vanover, was 
on hand to thank the group for 
their hard work. He said he wel­
comes more activities of this 
nature at the park, in order for stu­
dents to become more aware of 
environmental matters. 

"Faculty and student involve­
ments such as these create a won­
derful atmosphere of cooperation 
and caring," said Dr. Shiber 
before the group left. "This is 
very conducive to effective learn­
ing, as well as to the feeling of 
personal reward for both body 
and mind."

Jack May's War 
Editor's note: The following is 

an excerpt from the book, Jack 
Mays War. 

by Robert Perry 

JACK'S REGIMENTS 
CONTINUE THE F!GHT 

, By August of 1863, for the 
Confederacy, the handwriting was 
on the wall. A month earlier Lee's 
Army of Northern Virginia had 
been bloodied at Gettysburg and 
forced to retreat from Pennsylvania. 
In the West, Pemberton had sur­
rended Vicksburg, and Yankee gun­
boats were patroling the full length 
of the Mississippi. Down in South 
Carolina, Gilmore's seige of Fort 
Wagner was nearing its climax, and 
his huge seige-guns were reducing 
Fort Sumter to a pile of rubble. 
Meanwhile, on the high seas, Union 

attempt to surround Bragg and cut 
off his supply line, Rosecrans 
divided his command into three 
corps and sent them by different 
routes into northern Georgia, there­
by setting the stage for the Battle of 
Chickamauga. Cooperating with 
this movement was Burnside's 
Ninth Corps, which marched from 
Kentucky into Eastern Tennessee. 
Coming through the Cumberland 
Mountains at Big Creek Gap, 
Burnside's columns met with little 
resistance, and on September 3rd 
they took possession of Knoxville. 

Corps, and sent on to Chattanooga. 
It reached Bragg's camp in time to 
help him fight the Battle of 
Chtckamauga. 

At Chickamauga, the last time 
victory smiled on the Confederacy, 
Bragg's men routed the enemy and 
sent them on a head-long retreat 
back to Chattanooga. Eastern 
Kentuckians can take pride in the 
fact that the 5th Kentucky Infantry 
played an important role in the vic­
tory. On September 20th, the sec­
ond day of the battle, Colonel 
H1ram Hawkins led his men in a 
charge agamst Union lines and suc­
ceeded in capturing two Union reg­
iments. In his history of the 5th 
Kentucky, Hawkms includes this 
description of its role during the 
engagement: 

,_ iron-clads were tightening their 
blockade of Southern shipping. 

Especially troubling to the 
Confederates was the situation in 
Tennessee, which General Joe E. 
Johnson called "the shield of the 
Confederacy." Following their 
retreat from Perryville in October, 
1862, Bragg's .Arffiy of Tennessee 
had established a defensive line at 
Murfreesboro, a town thirty miles 
south of Nashville. On New Year's 
Eve, Rosecrans' Army of the 

These developments set off 
alanns at the War Department in 
Richmond. With no reserves on 
hand, President Davis responded to 
the crisis with an extraordinarily 
desperate makeshift: he detached 
Longstreet's Corps from Lee's 

'Anny of Northern Virginia and sent 
it on a long, round-about railroad 
journey to JOID Bragg at 
Chattanooga. On September 20th 
Mary Chestnut recorded this obser­
vation in her diary: 

· "The Federals were in strong 
pos1tion on the wooded range of 
hills, where General Thomas had 
massed his troops for desperate and 
final resistance. The reserve corps 
of General Granger had come to the 
relief of General Thomas and lined 
the heights. McLaws and Hindman 
had failed to dislodge these fresh 
troops. General Preston, with two 
brigades, Gracie's and Kelly's, was 
ordered to their support. The 5th 
Kentucky held the double-quick in 
line on the battlefield, frequently in 
range of the enemy's guns." 

• Cumberland had attacked this posi­
tion, engaging the Confederates in a 
battle that, like Shiloh, produced 
ruinous losses for both sides. After 
it the. Federals spent six months 
licking their wounds and building 
up their supplies. Faced with the 
enemy's superior numbers, Bragg 
retreated to Tullahoma, and from 
there to Chattanooga, the gateway 
to Atlanta and the Deep South. 

"At Kingsville I caught a 
glimpse of our army. Longstreet's 
Corps going west... It was a strange 
sight-miles, apparently, of plat­
form cars-soldiers rolled in their 
blankets, lying in rows, heads and 
all covered, fast asleep. In their 
gray blankets, packed in regular 
order, they looked like swathed 
mummies." 

When these lines met, the clash 
of arms was terrific. The 5th 
Kentucky, advancing on the enemy, 
rushed forward, reserving their fire 
until within very close range. [Then 
they] gave the rebel yell, charged, 
drove the enemy before them, and 
crossed the ridge some eighty yards 
in advance of the rest of the 
brigade. 

In late August, 1863, in an 

Bragg also received reinforce­
ments from other quarters. At 
Abingdon, Preston's Brigade, 
including the 5th Kentucky 
Infantry, was loaded into platform 
cars and rushed to Knoxville, which 
it reached several days ahead of 
Burnside's Corps. At that location it 
was reorganized as Preston's 
Division, attached to Buckner's 

Hawkins later discovered that 
the regiments which were dispersed

by this charge were the 35th Ohio 
and the 2nd Mmnesota Soon afler 
it, though his men were exhausted 
and low on ammunition, he 
marched them several hundred 
yards to the nght, .,... here they were 
able to reJOIO the other units of 
Kelly's Bngade. At that point 
Colonel Kelly decided to change 
his formation, moving· the 58th 
North Carolina from the right to the 
left position. Then he ordered the 
brigade to continue its advance. 

Chickamauga was a battle 
"swept with confused alarms of 
struggle and tltght." When Kelly's 
Brigade had advanced several hun­
dred yards through the smoke, they 
discovered a formation of soldiers 
on a ridge directly in front of them. 

Colonel Hawkins, on foot. in 
front of the regiment. demanded to 
know whose troops they were. 
They cried "Friends.'' A sold!Cr of 
the 5th Kentucky, nearer the enemy. 
shouted "They are Yanks." An offi­
cer stepped to the front of their for­
mation and cried "We surrender," 
and immediately stepped back 
between his lines and fired a volley 
into our ranks, killing Lieutenant 
Yates, mortally wounding Captain 
Calvert, and wounding others seri­
ously. 

This volley threw Hawkins' men 
into confusion, but they soon ral­
lied. After the smoke had cleared. 
they reformed their ranks, fixed 
their bayonets, and drove the 
Federals from their position. 

Hawk1ns later discovered that these 
men were men of the 39th Ohio and 
the 22nd Michigan. By this time 
Colonel Trigg had come on the 
scene with a fresh regiment, the 7th 
Honda. After a hurried consulta­
tiOn wnh Colonel Hawkins, Trigg 
led these troops in a flanking move­
ment wh1le Hawkins' men pressed 
ahead, and within a few minutes 
they succeeded in surrounding the 
two Union regiments and capturing 

them 
The captured men included three 

field officers. all mounted, and two 
hundred and forty-nine enlisted 
men. On the following morning, 
when General Buckner and General 
Preston rode out on the battlefield 
and VISited the camp of the 5th 
Kentucky. Hawkins reported that 
his men had picked up one thou­
sand new Enfield rifles on the 
ground over which they had fought.

Senior citizens. oftentimes all 
we know about someone is what 
we read in the newspapers. All too 
often it is only the scandalous 
things that hit the headlines. Then 
we have a tendency to judge 
everyone in that profession by the 
!Tiisdeeds of that person. 

Lawyers, doctors, ministers, 
bankers and politicians seem to be 
especially vulnerable to our soci­
etal judging. This week, in 
Sunshine Lines, I will share with 
you a story behind the scenes. A 
true story that probably would not 
have made the papers had the pub­
lishers and editors known about it. 
It's not the kind of story that sells 
papers. But it is the kind of story 
that touches the human heart and 
one that should make is think 
twice before we say. "They're all 
alike." 

Not long ago, my husband and I 
took a youngster to the emergency 
room at one of our local hospitals. 
While we were waiting for the 
results of two tests, the doctor 
helped a man, with two children, 
in an adjoining room. The room 
was far enough removed from 
where we were waiting with the 
little boy that we could not hear 
their conversations. What was said 
or what happened in that room. 
late that night, is not important to 
our story today. It's what hap­
pened a few minutes later, when 
the father and his children were 
about to leave, that touched us 
deeply, and reminded us once 
again that "They're NOT all 
alike." 

The doctor came from the room 
and proceeded to the nurse's sta­
tion.

The doctor 
said, "Make sure she drinks a Jot 
of Gatorade™.

I thought, at hearing this, "She 
must be dehydrated." I glanced at 
the girl and then at my watch and 
wondered how much longer we 
would have to wait until the tests 
are back. These people are about 

to leave. He'll be ready to see us 
again, I thought. My thinking and 
any anxiety I may have been expe­
riencing at that moment was inter­
rupted when I heard the man's 
response. "I can't pick it up 
tonight. I' 11 have to wait until I get 
some money." 

Then I witnessed something I 
had never seen before. The doctor 
reached into his pocket and hand­
ed the father some folded bills. 
The doctor said, "She needs to get 
started now. Don't spent it on cig­
arettes or anything else. Get her 
some GatoradeTM," he admon­
ished. The father reached for the 
bills, thanked the doctor and 
assured him that he wouldn't 
spend it for anything else. 

We are fortunate to have many 
caring, compassionate doctors in 
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin 
and Pike counties. They may not 
all reach into their pockets and 
hand money to those in need, but 
many provide reduced-fee and 
sometimes even free services to 
our senior citizens. And they are 
good about providing services 
beyond the standard charge for the 
office visit by conveniently "for­
getting" to charge for those ser­
vices. 

Many doctors in Eastern 
Kentucky do not require "follow­
up" visits unless they are absolute­
ly necessary. And they are good 
about providing sample medica­
tions to the indigent and senior cit­
izens with limited resources. The 
money the conscientious doctors 
save us could be money in their 
pockets. What they do for us, 
when we get right down to it, is no 
different than what the doctor at 
the emergency room did. We just 
perceive it differently. These doc­
tors may not make the front page 
of the local papers, but we know 
"They're NOT all just alike." In 
Eastern Kentucky, we have some 
very special doctors. If they 
weren't special, most of them 
would live in the big cities where 
the big bucks are.

The creation of the task force to 

review the implementation of the 
Kentucky Education Reform Act of 
1990 and the status of elementary 
and secondary education is a wise 
step that will benefit Kentucky 
schools and Kentucky students. 

The task force, proposed by Gov. 
Paul Patton and approved by the 
General Assembly, provides a 
thoughtful and deliberate way to 
look at the evidence and see what is 
and is not working in Kentucky 
schools. It should also provide a 
careful and analytical method of 
preparing for legislation in the 
future. 

erable amount of time, people can 
have real conversations in their 
communities about their schools, 
and they can reach consensus. The 
Prichard Committee will use its 
volunteers to create these kinds of 
conversations by holding town 
forums and community meetings 
all over the state. 

The task force is a good way to

This task force gives us a chance 
to look at real evidence about 
learning from researchers, teachers, 
and students. Kentucky's reform is 
probably the most highly 
researched educational endeavor 
ever, and we would be foolish not 
to use that research. The task force 
is also an opportunity to look at all 
parts of Kentucky's education sys­
tem as well as the whole, to deter­
mine how the parts fit together and 
whether they work well together 
for children. 

Of Education The task force should find ways 
to engage parents more deeply in 
the education of their children. 

The task force should also be a 
chance for a balanced and civil 
review from all parties. 

It encourages participation from 
parents, citizens, teachers, and 
business people - better than do 
legislative hearings. Since the task

Tenth Amendment 
The Tenth Amendment is the last of the amendments 

known as the Bill of Rights in the Constitution. The 
Tenth Amendment provides that those powers not 
delegated to the Federal Government 
by the Constitution nor prohibited to 
the states are reserved to the states 
or to the people of the United States. 
The primary purpose of the Tenth 
Amendment was to relieve fears that 
the new national government would trespass on the rights 
of the individual states to conduct their internal affairs 
independent of Federal intervention. Although the 
Amendment does not enumerate these reserved powers, 
they have traditionally included internal matters such as 
the conduct and administration of local government, 
education, marriage, and divorce. Throughout most of the 
history of the United States, the Tenth Amendment was 
viewed by many legal scholars to limit the power of the 
Federal Government. The true intent of the Tenth 
Amendment has been the center of much debate in 
political circles and has been the rallying cry for 
presidential candidates, including Senator Strom 
Thurmond (in 1948) and Governor George Wallace 
(in 1968 and 1972).
