He 
said Maynard dtdn't show any s1gns of abnor­
mal behaviOr at the time. 

Once in for questioning, Goble said May­
nard \.\as told about evidence mvestigators had 
collected agam~t him. As police started to lea'e 
the room. Maynard called them back and said, 
"Wait a mmute, I'll tell you," Goble said. 

Under cross examination defense attorney 
John R. Triplett pointed out that a report filed by 
Goble said Maynard had said "We got into a 
fight and it was over before I knew it." Also, the 
report said Maynard had talked to police and 
wanted to turn himself in. 

Two others testified Thursday morning. 
One was Arthur Farra of Lovely who said he 
had seen Maynard during the spring or summer 

of 1995 at a Martin County convenience store 
with a man named John Lowe. 

Farra said Maynard taunted h1m until he 
went outside where Lowe got out of a van. Farra 
and Lowe then got into a fight wh1ch \.\ as bro­
ken up shortly after. Although Maynard was not 
mvolved in the fight. Farra testified that he sa\\ 
Maynard with a stick in his hand that appeared 
to be a handle to a rake or shovel. 

Farra identified It as the same stick that in­
vestigators found near the area where Nelson's 
body was found on July 8, 1995. 

The other witness to testify Thursday 
morning was Maynard's nephew Garland John­
son Jr. of Kingsport, Tennessee. Johnson said 
Maynard came to Tennessee and stayed with 
him for a while during the summer of 1995. 

Johnson tesuJicd that Maynard acted nor­
mal during hi" visit. 

"He didn't "ay he was in any trouble," 
Johnson satd. "He said he had seen something 
he shouldn't ha\e seen, but I dtdn't thmk noth­
mg about it." 

Some of the strongest e\ idence so far 1n the 
case came Wednesda) afternoon with Lowe's 
testimony.

On July 6, Preece said he went 
into a post office and saw a poster 
with Nelson's picture that said the 
man had been missing. 

"1 thought about it. but 1 still 
didn' t do anything," Preece satd. 
Preece didn't return to the Smith's 
Cemetery Road area again until 
July 8 when he was riding four­
wheelers again. 

"It was like I was just hit with 
a bat or something," Preece said. "I 
just knew something was there. I 
just knew what I had been denying 
for about ten days." 

It was almost dark at the time, 
Preece said, so he went home and 
got a flashlight and he and his wife 
went back to the road. Preece later 
found Nelson's body. 

ln opening statements on 
Tuesday, prosecutors said their case 
will show that the murder of Nelson 
was not self-defense, but intention­
al. Triplett said in his opening argu­
ment that the case was not murder 
and called it a tragedy for all 
involved. 

The defense should be able to 

begin presenting its case next week. 
A jury for the trial was seated 

Monday in Lawrence County after 
a day of questioning. The case was 
moved from Martin County after an 
unsuccessful attempt to scat a jury 
there last week.

reimbursed, through refunds, 
whatever weekly withholdings 
are deducted from their ·checks. 

But we suspect they'd rather 
have that income now, not later, 
to help buy food, pay rent and 
put clothes on their kids. 

And there just is no argument 
against the stats that show 
jobs ... critical entry level 
jobs ... are lost when minimum 
wage increases are forced on 
employers. 

Whitfield has taken the right 
stand for his constituents, even if 
it means he's opposing his own 
party's president in an election 
year.

SPRING SQUIRREL SEASO~ 
OPENS JUNE 1 

Kentucky's 1996 spring squirrel 
season runs June 1-14 on all Wildlife 
Management Areas (WMAs) owned 
or managed by the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR). 

Limits, legal hunting equipment 
and other laws govering squirrel 
hunting in Kentucky remain the same 
as those required for the fall season. 

The daily limit for squirrel is six, 
possession limit is 12. Hunters may 
use muzzleloading or modern rifles 
or handguns of any caliber, shotguns 
no larger than I 0-gauge, archery or 
crossbow equipment, falcons or dogs 
to take squirrels. Shotguns must be 
plugged to hold a maximum of three 
shells (two in the magazine and one 
in the chamber). Squirrel hunters 
may not carry or use slugs or buck­
shot.

It's all over but the sentencing, 
but one thing's for sure - Roger 
D. May will face some prison 
time. 

For the first time since the 
strengthening of the state's DUI 
Jaws, a Pike County jury has heard 
a case against someone charged 
with a fourth-offense DUI. 

May, 31, of Canada, was con­
victed of the crime last week in 
Pike Circuit Court. Assistant 
Commonwealth Attorney Ronald 
Burchett said prosecution of a 
fourth-offense DUI is different 
than in other criminal cases. 

"I can't tell the jury he has three 
prior offenses," Burchett said, not­
ing that fact can only come out 
after the jury has decided the 
defendant is guilty of driving 
under the influence. 

A fourth-offense DUI trial has 
three phases. The first gives the 
prosecution a chance to prove that 
the accused was driving under the 
influence. The second phase 
comes if the jury agrees the person 
charged is guilty, and includes 
information provided by the prose­
cution regarding the prior offenses 
and whether the latest actually 
constitutes a fourth offense. 

The final phase of the trial 
gives the jury a chance to decide 
what sentence it will recommend. 
For a fourth-offense DUI, those 
convicted can get from one to five 
years in prison. 

Burchett said the county has 
had 50-60 similar cases, but all 
have entered pleas. 

It took only a couple of hours to 
present the evidence in the case, 
with two state troopers and May 
the only ones to take the stand, 
according to Burchett. But the trial 
took all day because of the way the 
proceedings are set up and the time 
the jury took in deliberation. 

The jury deliberated about ten 
minutes before finding May guilty 
of driving under the influence; 
about five minutes before finding 
him guilty of fourth-degree 
offense DUI; but was stumped 
when it came to agreeing on a sen­
tence. 

Burchett said nearly all the 
jurors reportedly wanted to recom­
mend May receive four years in 
jail, while a couple wanted him 
sentenced to five. 

So now it's up to Circuit Judge 
Eddy Coleman to decide, which he 
will do at May's sentencing May 
31. Burchett said he will probably 
recommend May serve at least 
four years. 

"I was real satisfied," Burchett 
said of the jury's actions. 

"Driving in the mountains, peo­
ple consider it more of a right than 
a privilege," he said. "People are 
real reluctant to take that away." 
- The Appalachian News-Express 
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"With this new school, our mis­
sion will be to train people from this 
area and get them mto the medical 
profession," said Bill Owens, presi­
dent of Pikeville College. "We hope 
to attract medical students from 
central Appalachia." 

The ·project first began about two 
years ago when Perry, a Johnson 
County attorney, started a crusade 
to bring a medical school to 
Paintsville to serve the Eastern 
Kentucky area. 

Perry came up with the college 
idea to fill the gap in primary care 
in Eastern Kentucky. He said 
osteopaths tend to stay in under­
served areas in large numbers and 

often stay in family practice. 
Osteopaths undergo the same 

training as physicians and share the 
same residency requirements. 

There are only two medical 
schools in Kentucky, the University 
of Kentucky and the University of 
Louisville. It is hoped the new 
school will make a dent in the short­
age of doctors who pract1ce in 
Kentucky. 

"It would be the greatest thing to 
happen since the coal boom or the 
Cut-Thru," said Pikeville Mayor 
Steve Combs. "It would have the 
impact of two or three small facto­
ries here." 

About a year ago discussion 

began to include the proposed 
osteopathic school on the Pikeville 
College campus. 

Owens said the school could 
begin looking at faculty positions 
and planning for the school as early 
as this summer and the school could 
open in August 1997. The school 
will be named the Pikeville College 
School of Osteopathic Medicine. 

During the first year, no new 
additions will be needed for facili­
ties, he said. However, during the 
second year, additional classrooms 
and labs, as well as extra space for a 
library, will be added. 

About 60 medical students will 
attend the school each year at the

Four convicted in jury rigging case 
A federal jury Tuesday, April 30, 

convicted four people and acquitted 
three - including Magoffin Co­
unty's Circuit Court Clerk - in a 
case involving a rigged jury in a 
multimillion-dollar insurance case. 

The U.S. District Court jury 
deltberated about eight hours over 
two days before acquitting 
Magoffin Circuit Clerk Roger 
Gullett on mail fraud and conspira­
cy charges. Also acquitted were 
Debra Helton, the jury forewoman 
in the insurance case, and Homer 
"Bill Dodd" May, who was accused 
of trying to get Gullett to bump two 
alternates from the jury. 

Those convicted on all three 
counts of fraud and one count of 
conspiracy included Mark Bartley 
of Ashcamp, whose injury lawsuit 
and $1.2 million settlement led to 
the charges. Also convicted were 
his father, Eppie Bartley, accident 
witness, Donald Epling, and jury 
pool member, Colin Ray Jackson, a 
former Magoffin County Jailer. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney Tom 
Self was not upset by the spl1t ver­
dict. 

"We think they formed a well­
reasoned, well-thought-out evalua­
tion of th1s case," he sa•d "The 
government proved beyond a rea­
sonable douht that there was JUry-

rigging going on in this Magoffin 
County case." 

Judge Joseph Hood scheduled 
sentencing for July 30. 

The case stems from a 
December 1988 acc1dent in 
Magoffin County that severely 
injured Mark Bartley. The Magoffin 
Circuit Court jury awarded $3.8 
million to Bartley and the other dri­
ver in April 1994, but the amount 
was later reduced to $1.2 million in 
a settlement. 

The mixed verdict Tuesday 
appears to stem from a lack of con­
fidence in the government's key 
witnesses. 

The government relied heavily 
on Thomas "Skip" Salyer, a former 
Magoffin County Sheriff, who 
pleaded guilty to conspnacy to 
commit fraud in the case. The jury 
acquitted the three defendants 
whose only accuser was Salyer. 

Defense attorneys said the gov­
ernment was duped into believmg 
there was a larger conspiracy by 
Salyer and Billie Ward, Mark 
Bartley's half sister. Ward got 
1mmunny for helpmg to catch 
Salyer on tape, and Salyer later 
entered a plea bargain after agree­
ing to testtfy against the others. 

"Their only accuser was Skip 
Salyer, and I don't think you .:ould 

find 12 people in all of Eastern 
Kentucky who believes anything 
else that man says," said Ned 
Pillersdorf, who represented May. 

Tuesday, jurors asked for tran­
scripts of testimony from Bobby 
Earl Arnett, a juror who said he was 
paid $2,000 to favor Bartley in the 
Magoffin County case. They also 
asked to review testimony from a 
couple who claimed they heard 
Jackson complaining he was owed 
money for helping fix the case. 

Arnett also pleaded guilty last 
year to conspiracy, but neither he 
nor Salyer has been sentenced. 

After indictments in the case 
were first announced, Magoffin 
Circuit Judge John Robert Morgan 
ordered Bartley and his attorney at 
the time, Phillip Bruce Leslie of the 
firm McBrayer, McGinms, Ll!slie 
and Kirkland in Greenup, to return 
the judgment money. 

Despite appeals court rulings to 
the same effect Leslie maintains he 
should be allowed to keep his 
$400,000 fee. 

Bartley filed for bankruptcy pro­
tection after he was charged, and 
the state's two highest courts have 
balked at ordering h1m to return the 
money until h1s bankruptcy case ts 
resolved.-The Salyersville 
lndependem 

cost of $22,000 in tuition fees. The 
school will add about 30 to 40 staff 
members.

The mformation contained in the Past 
Performances is helpful when dec1ding on which 
horse to bet. Everything you want to know about • 
a particular equine can be gleaned from a three­
inch space that tells the sire, dam, owner, trainer, 
stables, weight, color, age, money won, races 
raced, races won, location of races, the competi­
tion, track conditions, tracks raced, the jockey, the 
jockey's weight, times and dates it has run in the 
past two years, and the speed ratings. The Past 
Performance record also gives data on workouts 
and medication. Armed with this information, it's 
almost impossible to pick a winner. 

It's unfortunate humans aren't privy to such 
information about one another when it comes to 
handicapp1ng the race of life. It might be easier to 
pick friends, doctors, lawyers and mates, if per­
sonal information was made available to us 
through a human past performance record. 

For example, a past performance record of a 
surgeon would be extremely helpful to a person 
who is about to undergo surgery. You could pick 
up a copy of Past Performances of Surgeons and 
find one who has had the most successful opera­
tions, the best bedside manner and IS the least 
expensive. Being about to scan a paper that shows 
you how many surgeries a doctor has pulled a 
patient through would certainly put one's mind at 
ease before being wheeled into OR.
