Went her cunccled the training session, 
however. 

Wednesday afternoon. May's mock disaster became 
the real Lh111g, 

A Floyd County School bus carrying ne11rly 50 stu· 
dents from Duff Elementary and Allen Central High 
School veered across the white line and struck a coal 
truck parked bcs1de the road. 

Most of lhc students ond the driver, Elinda Green, 
were taken to area hospitals where they were treated 
and released. 

Highlands Regtonal Med1cal Center treated 28 stu· 
dents, two of whom were admmed. McDowell Ap­
palachian Reg~onal Hosp1tal treated eight of lhe stu­
dents, two of whom wen: transferred to Highlands. 
Our Lady of the: Way Hospital treated 14 students, one 
of whom was admitted. 

The three students still hosp1tabzed were in stable 
condition Thursday. 

Parents from the Garrell c,ommunity who heard 
about the acc1dent on the radio or on police scanners 
rushed to the scene. Mnny d1dn't know if their child 
was on that bus or not, asking what bus was involved. 
Several other buses were stopped in traffic behind the 
accident, All loaded with students. 

• Many parents were in tears as they searched for 
their children. Mnny cned with joy when they found 
them unharmed, just wanting to take them home to • 
safety. 

Others, however, cried with fear at how badly their 
child might be InJUred and with relief to find them 
alive.

Osborne, d1n:ctor of the Kentucky 
Opry and the Kentucky Opry Jumor P.ros, 
rellrcd from a :mcccssful music tellching 
career after 30 years but just couldn't let 
go of the thought that nil the talented mu­
sicwns from Eastern Kentucky had to 
leave to lind opportumlles for their tal· 
cnts. 

Puttmg her energ1es and skills back to 
work, she orgamz.ed a talented group of 
performers wllh the 1dea of exposmg the 
talent She named the group the Ken· 
lucky Opry and believed the) could show 
the rcg1on the need for a "place" to per 
fonn, a place to insp1re other youth to 
pun.ue the1r IO\C of mus1c. 

She even behe\·ed the place could at· 

tract tounsts and help contnbute to the 
economy 

That place opens Saturday naght 
w1th a perfonnance by the group that Os­
borne orgamz.ed several years ago. That 
place as the Mounu:un Arts Center. 

Osborne, who wouldn't take "no" for 
an answer, eventually talked the City of 
Prestonsburg into fonnally endorsing the 
project Development and construction of 
the facallty began an 1993. Fundmg first 
came With an increase in the tounsm tax 
dollars and ded1cation of any additional 
revenues to the center Shortly after, the 
project earned the support of Congress­
man Hal Rogers who helped secure S3 
milhon an federal funds and an addittonil 
$2 milhon an low Interest loan funds. The 
Appalachtan Reg10nal CommlSSaon 
ch1pped in an extra $500,000

"It's awful." she said of not 

knowing how her :.on was. "I envi­
sioned the worsl." Ramey's son 
was one of the children who were 
treated and releascd from the hos­
pital with minor cuts and brui:.cs. 

''Thank the good Lord that no 
one was seriously injured, " 
Superintendent John Balcnti nc 
said at the scene. "Most of the kids 
arcjust really. reall)' frightened." 

He snid the accident could have 
been a lot worse than it was. 

"This could have been a terrible 
tragedy." Balentine said. "Any 
time you get a child hun it as terri­
ble, but it could have really been 
bad. We travel lots of miles during 
the year.'' 

Balentine died a few hours after 
leaving the scene of the accident of 
an apparent heart anack. 

Details of exactly what hap­
pened before rhe 3:30 p.m. acci­
dent are sketchy, but witnesses at 
the scene sav the bus driver was 
"weaving" a iittle hefore she struck 
the coal truck, driven by James 
Stroub, JO, of Dingtf.c;. West 
Virginia. e 

Straub had pulled to the side of 
the road to wait on his buddies 10 

catch up with him . The three were 
hauling sand to Mountain 
Enterprises in HaLard for Lee 
Sartin Trucking out of Kermit, 
West Virgina, and Strout> said he 
had never been there before. 

"I staned to get out of the truck 
when I looked in the mjrror and 
saw her over the white line," he 
said. "I grabbed the steering wheel 
and braced myself for the impact." 

Some students !'aid the driver, 
Green, 39. of Hippo, was taking 
down the names of some "rowdy" 
students. 

When she looked back up, the 
bus had crossed the white line on 
the right side of the road. 

One 17-year-old ACHS student 
said Green was "talking to a little 
girl. The bus swerved ... the next 
thing I knew she hit the truck." 

The student said there was rro 
monitor on the bus, and Green 
asked him to count the students 
and put them in their assigned 
seats. 

He said the bus goes to ACHS 
firsl, then to Duff Elementary. "We 
left the grade school and stancd up 
the hill, then the wreck happened. 
J went out the back, then helped 
get the kids off the bus." 

"I was talking 10 some of my 
friends," a 15-year-old ACHS 
female student said. "1 heard a big

noise and my face slammed into 
the seat. I looked up and saw metal 
rubbing and crumbling in. r heard 
a spraying noise and k.ids scream­
ing." 

Chris Stephens, a 17-year-old 
ACHS student, said he hit his head 
on the seat and busted his lip ... I 
sa,.,· the bus scooting along side the 
truck ... the truck driver helped get 
the k.ids off the bus." 

Stephens said he was seated in 
the second seal from the back on 
the driver's side. 

Lewis Patrick of Knott Coun~y 
was following directly behind the 
bus when the wreck occurred. "It 
was kind of weaving. It just hap­
pened so quick," he said. 

He said he will never forget 
what he saw inside the bus. 

"One student was trapped 
between the seats. We pried her 
out with a piece of metal," he said. 
"J hope 1 never sec anything like 
that again ," 

He said the students were lying 
in the floor, on top of each other 
and across the seats when the bus 
finally stopped. 

"I almost panicked," Pntrick 
said. "But I knew I couldn't panic. 
I knew I had to help get these kids 
off the bus. I took classes when I 
worked in the mines on how to 

deal with stuff like this. J just 
never thought I'd have to use it." 

Kentucky State Police Trooper 
Craig McGlone who was handling 
the investigation said it would take 
reconstructionists several hours to 
gel traffic nowing around the 
scene again. 

"We had some lacerations, and 
some possible broken bones," he 
said. "There were no major 
injuries." 

McGlone said Stroub was legal­
ly parked beside the road at the 
time of the accident. A federal law 
states the truck must be parked at 
least two feet off the road, howev­
er. and have warning signs, such as 
triangles, on the pavement. 

Assisting McGlone at the scene 
were Troopers Mall Scott, Mike 
Thorpe. John Slone. Marvin 
Watson and Vic Brown, and Sgt. 
Lowell Ward, along with Aoyd 
County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson. his deputies, members 
of the Left Beaver and Floyd 
County rescue squads, 
Pre!stonsburg Fire Department, 
Respond Ambulance Service, 
Lifeline Ambulance Service, 
Lackey Fire Department, 
Maytown Fire Department, and 
others. 

One of the major problems at 

the scene, according DES director 
May was bystanders and parents 
who were concerned about their 
children. 

''We've got to figure out how to 
secure a scene like this," he said. 
"But this may be a problem we 
never overcome." 

Another problem, according to 
May, could have been a fire caused 
by a fuel leak. 

Fonunately, the 1992 school 
bus included a ~afety cage around 
the fuel tank, one of the mandates 
after the Carrollton bus crash sev­
eral years ago in which more than 
20 people died in the fiery acci­
dent. 

May said all the responders did 
exactly what they were supposed 
to do at the scene and quickly han­
dled all the students. 

"They triaged the students and 
then got the ones who were injured 
the worst into the ambulances and 
to the hospitals," he said. 

But he said a centralized dis­
patch service which puts all emer­
gency responders on the same fre­
quenc:y would have helped a lot. 

"This is a prime example of 
why we needed that 911 system,'' 
he said. "This shows how very 
important it is to get this thing 
going."

By this time, a site had been 

identified for the center on Route 
114 just west of Route 23. An 
architectural firm and theater 
consultant was contracted for 
design of the facility.

The center will seat 1,060 
patrons and includes room for 
educational programs and civic 
and social events. A fully­
equipped digital recording studio 
in the center will allow techni­
cians to mix and record live per­
formances as well as recording 
musicians from the studio itself.

Pros at 7:30 p.m. The Kentucky 
Opry has been performing for six 
years and is expected to take the 
stage with the same glamour and 
excitement they have exhibited in 
the past.

During the dedication ceremo-

ny, which is open to the public, 
state Tourism Secretary Ann 
Latta, former mayor of 
Preston~burg, will speak, as will 
Robert Meyer, executive director 
of the MAC. 

Osborne is expected to speak 
about her dreams and 
Congressman Hal Rogers will be 
the special guest. 

The ribbon cutting will follow 
with the reception starting at 6 
p.m. Tickets are required for the 
reception and the premiere per­
formance. The performance is 
sold out. however. 

Other performances for 
October include back-to-back 
shows by the Arkansas Repertory 
Theatre. which will present the 
Always ... Patsy Cline Tour. Those 
performances arc set for 7:30 
p.m. October 21 and October 22. 
This two-part play feaLUres 22 of 
Patsy Cline's famous musical 
numbers, including; "Craly," 
"Blue Moon of Kentucky." and '11 
Fall to Pieces.'' 

On October 26. the second 
grand opening also features The 
Kentucky Opry. Beginning at 
7:30 p.m.. the Opry will again 
showcase their bh:nds of country, 
Fifties, Sixties. bluegrass. nod 
gospel songs. 

The next day, the Lexington 
Philharmonic Orchestra willlrav­
el to Prestonsburg to present a 
Halloween Concert matinee. 

Pre-performance activities for 

the children include an instru­
mental petting zoo. meet and 
greet orchestra members, face 
painting, magic tricks, and gifts. 
Adults and children will enjoy an 
afternoon of "Spookarmonic" 
with excerpts from "Phantom of 
the Opera," "Hunchback of Notre 
Dame," and more.

Prestonsburg man 
arrested, charged 
!with sexual abuse

An 18·year-old Prestonsburg 
resident was arrested last 
Wednesday and charged with sec­
ond-degree sexual abuse for 
allegedly abusing a three-year-old 
family member. 

Michael Mobley had allegedly 
''been touching (the victim) in 
places he should not have been or 
,had no right to do so," according 
to a report by Prestonsburg Police 
patrolman Darrell Preston. 

The Prestonsburg Pollee 
Department received a complaint 

• wednesday from Social Services 
'in regard to the sexual abuse, 
according to investigating officer 
Preston. Preston reported that the 
victim was taken to the hospital 
.and a doctor earlier that date. 

Preston's investigation provid­
ed enough evidence for probable 
,::ause to arrest Mobley, the report 

:)ays. 
•' In Floyd District Court 
: wednesday, Mobley's charge was 
oscheduled for a preliminary hear­

.,ng, but a pre-trial conference was 
• set for 3 p.m. on December 10, 

because the charge is not a felony. 
Mobley's attorney. Kristi Gray, 

requested a bond reduction. 
• Mobley's bond was previously set 

at S 10,000 or ten percent. Dastnct 
Judge James R. Allen changed 
Mobley's bond to $4,000 or ten 
percent. \ 

The transportation director satd 
he knocked repeatedly on the door, 
but no one answered. 

He walked around the butlding 
and heard the television and went 
back to the front door to knock some 
more. 

"Something told me to go back 
around the building," Layne said. 
"When I did, I looked through his 
patio door and I saw him lying 
beside some exercise equipment." 

Layne said he ran back to his 
vehicle and called the city to get an 
ambulance to the scene and asked 
someone to come and break down 
the door of lhe apartment. 

Because lhe apartments are out­
side the city limits. however. he was 
told Prestonsburg couldn't respond. 

Prestonsburg fire chief Tom 
Blaclcburn said the dispatcher called 
Respond Ambulance for Layne. 

"Our policy is such lhat we will 
not abandon someone in need of 
help," Blackburn said. "We wall see 
that the right agency is notified if we 
can't respond." 

Layne eventually entered lhe 
apartment, where he found 
Balentine beside the tread mill 
where he'd apparently been exercis­
ing. 

Floyd County Coroner Roger 
Nelson has ruled the death an appar­
ent heart attack. No autopsy has 
been ordered. Nelson pronounced 
Balentine dead at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center where he 
was transported by Respond 
Ambulance. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said no foul play is sus· 
pcctcd in Balentine's death and that 
the superintendent was already dead 
at his home when Layne discovered 
his body.

Wednesday was one of those 
days. 

We have police scanners in 
our office to help us keep an ear 
to the ground for breaking news 
and, when the first call came out 
about a crash between a school 
bus and a tractor/trailer rig, we 
pretty much dropped everything 
else we were doing to listen. 

The bus was loaded. There 
were injuries. Fortunately no 
lives were lost. 

The response to the accident 
scene was massive. Nearly 
every emergency organization 
in the area ... police, ambulances 
and rescue squads ... dispatched 
crews to assist. 

Each apparently was operat­
ing independently of the others 
and we thought, during a lull in 
the radio talk coming over our 
scanner, that this is one of those 
bad times that bring out the best 
in us. 

When accidents happen, we 
know someone will be there, 
soon, to help. 

But we also thought that this 
was an example of why Floyd 
County needs a centralized dis­
patching center for emergency 
operations and why emergency 

providers need to be connected 
to a centralized communications 
network. 

Those pagers, for instance, 
that have yet to be approved for 
purchase, would have put all 
rescue organizations on the 
same frequency, allowing for 
more coordination of their oper­
ations. 

If another accident had 
occurred while this one was 
being handled. it's hard to say if 
there were enough back-ups in 
reserve to respond. 

When you don't know how 
much help is needed, though. 
the only solution is to send all 
you've got. 

That's more or less what hap­
pened Wednesday, and the 
responding crews are to be com­
mended for making quick work 
of what might have been a terri­
ble tragedy. 

Before something like this 
can happen again, let's enable 
those crews with the equipment 
and communications they need 
to do an even better job. 

We got lucky Wednesday that 
things weren't a whole lot 
worse. When our emergency 
crews are better equipped. luck 
wiU be less of a factor. 

Give them what they need.

If our roads were completely safe .. .if we were all 
wealthy, happy and fat ... if there were no crime, no 
pollution, no wars, then there would be no reason 
for private citizens to get involved in the govern­
ment. But then again, if that were the case, there 
would be no need for government. 

Have you ever wondered what life was like 
before man invented government? The world's 
great political philosophers always address that 
question before discussing the LrUe purpose of gov­
ernment It is a legitimate question. What makes 
people give away their h<l!d earned money for 
taxes? What do they expei:t in return? 

The earliest accepted opinion of natural man was 
offered by Thomas Hobbes in the 17th century 
(essentially, there were no nations or countries 
before this time). According to Hobbes, man's 
(man, meaning mankind) only obligation in the 
state of nature is self-preservation. You can kill, 
steal, injure and anything else which helps meet the 
goal of self-preservation. Life in the state of nature 
is "solitary, poor, nasty, brutish and short." 

As a result of this need for self-preservation, 
men must agree to submit to certain rules. or laws. 
This was the first widely recognized view of pre­
societal man and justification for government. Since 
then, the great thinkers have given us variations 
from Hobbes' theory. but they all come to the same

Wheelwright trash dump 
draws ire of city commissioner

What started out as an honest 
attempt for a clean-up effort in 
Wheelwright, may have resulted in 
the city breaking a few laws. But, 
the city may not be able to bury its 
troubles as easy as it thmks it can. 

Wheelwright Mayor David 
Marlee Sammons said a trash pile 
accumulated from a county-wide 
clean up effort. "The city commis­
sion was told to have all the garbage 
in one location and the county 
would pick it up," he said. 

But. Sammons said the county 
never did pick up the waste. 

Aoyd County Solid Waste direc­
tor Mike Vance said Wednesday 
that he bad never spoken with 
Sammons about the trash pick-up. 
"I think Wheelwright did something 
after the county clean up,·· Vance 
said. 

Aoyd County Disaster and 
Emergency Service officer Lon 
May said he was aware that 
Sammons said county officials were 
notified about the city's cleanup, 
but "the city had no agreement with 
the solid waste commission or the 
county judge-executive." 

May said he was contacted by 

the state Division of Waste 
Management about a trash pile 
behind city hall. He said he accom­
panied Kathy Guess, of the 
Department for Environmental 
Protection Dtvision of Waste 
Management, and Vance to the site 
on September 18. 

"We decided it was in tbe best 
interest for the state department to 
pursue the matter," May said 
Wednesday. He added that the city 
probably had good intentions about 
cleaning up Wheelwright, but it has 
to be done right. 

When Guess was visiting 
Wheelwright for an inspection of 
the solid waste management in the 
city, she saw the garbage and told 
city officials they needed to take 
care of it, public information officer 
Annette Hayden said Tuesday. 

Hayden said she did not know of 
any other details between the city's 
and Guess' discussions. Guess 
could not be contacted this week 
and will be out of her office until 
Monday. 

Commissioner David Hall said 
Sammons was having the garbage 
taken to the Wheelwright Little 
League Ball field. 

'The mayor took the junk from 
behind city hall and dumped it over 

the hill at the ball field,'' Hall said 
Monday. 

Sammons said Monday that the 
ball field had been used in the past 
as a small garbage dump. He said 
the city did not have the funds to 
have the garbage removed. ''We 
didn't have any place to put the 
trash. so it was dumped in a hole 
and covered up," Sammons said. 

Commissioner David Boyd said 
he questioned the mayor about what 
was being done with the trash. "[ 
was told I didn't need to know,'' 
Boyd said. 

After burying the trash at the 
field's location, Sammons said he 
was advised not to put any more 
materials at the site. 

"They said we weren't suppose 
to have buried the garbage, but 
since it was already done, there was 
no need to change it," Sammons 
said. 

Boyd said a lot of effort was put 
into cleaning up the field for the 
children. "The trash does not need 
to be up there," he said. 

''I'm just trying to do what's best 
for the community," Sammons said 
Tuesday. "We are not trying to 
break any laws, but if we have done 
something wrong we will correct 
it."

After more than a year of funding 
cuts and worries that there would be 
even more. the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund. head­
quartered in Prestonsburg learned 
last month that its funding had actu­
ally increased for the 1997 fiscal 
year. 

The funding increased about two 
percent nationwide, bringing the 
federal budget for the Legal Defense 
Fund to about S283 million. 

"It was a surprise," John 
Rosenberg. director of Appalred, 
said. "It showed again the wonder­
ful support we have in Congress. 
This will enable us to do the day-to­
day work." 

The increase is two percent more 
than Appalrcd received last year. 

Rosenberg has been on the fund­
ing seesaw all year waiting to find 
out how many. if any, federal dollars

Will Carroll, 49, was originally 
charged wJth DUI. but the case was 
dismissed after a Wells hearing 
Tuesday before a scheduled jury 
trial. 

A Wells hearing determines if 
the commonwealth can prove the 
defendant was driving a vehicle 
while under the influence of an 
intoxicating beverage. 

Floyd District Judge James R. 
Allen dismissed the case after hear­
ing evidence presented by Carroll's 
auomcy.

" ... (l]t is clear that insufficient 
grounds existed to suppon the 
arrest of Carroll for DUI.'' accord­
ing to coun records. 

Floyd County deputy Homer 
Neeley said he observed Carroll 
while he was in the courtroom and 
could smell alcohol on or around 
Carroll. 

Neeley said he recognized that 
Carroll wa~ intoxicated and 
informed three state troopers who 
were present in the courtroom.

Three people in the Kentucky 
Department of Vocational 
Rehabilitation help make driving as 
routme for people with physical 
disabilities as it is for most 
Kentuckians. 

Kathie Regan, Charles Puckett 
and Clinton Matney are certified 
driver rehabilitation specialists­
the only certified specialists in 
Kentucky-who assess potential 
drivers and then write "prescrip-

,.. tions" to modify vehicles ibat will 
allow independence for people wit:h 
disabilities, especially as it relates 
to employment. 

Regan says that driving is often 
a major factor in people being able 
to work. 

"In many, many parts of the 
Kentucky there just is not any pub­
he transportatiOn," she said. 
"Without driving, many people 
with disabilities who could other­
wise work w<;mld not be employed 

~ and would either be dependent on 
their families or the government for 
a living." 

The department pays for vehicle 
modifications for eligible 
Kentuckians who are working 
toward competit1ve employment. 
Modifications can cost as little as 
$50 or as much as $50,000. 

''This is a good investment in a 
person who JS going to work and 

make their own way," Regan said. 
Kathy Sheppard of Lexington is 

a wheelchair user who entered the 
driver rehabilitation program as a 
University of Kentucky graduate 
student. She recently earned her 
master's degree in rehab1liation 
counseling and is employed at the 
university. 

"I can't even explain the differ­
ence (driving) made in my life," 
Sheppard said. "I don't have to rely 
on other people or buses. l can 
make decisions on my own. 
Driving means that I'm just 
accountable to myself-1 don't 
have to JUStify to anybody when I 
go or where I go. 

"If you have no way of getting 
around, how can you expect to be 
successful m employment? And 
that's what vocauonal rehabilita­
tion is all about.'' 

Sheppard, 26, had never driven 
before entering t:he program three 
years ago. Her van is equipped with 
a lift entry system. Sheppard sits in 
her wheelchair to dnve and uses a 
high-tech "joystick," whtch con­
trols steering, acceleration and 
braking. A device with a series of 
buttons to activate other controls, 
such as wipers, radio, hom and 
lights, is mounted on the driver's 
door. 

Sheppard trained on a state vehi­
cle, which she borrowed to take her 
driver's license rest. Following 
department policy, a commitment 
to modify a vehicle for Sheppard 
was made only after she carried her 
license.

"Kentucky's driver rehab pro­
gram is a premier program in the 
nation;• he said. "There are fewer 
than five other programs as well 
equipped to handle all the aspects 
of driver assessments, and none are 
better staffed than Kentucky's pro­
gram." 

Prescriptions written by the staff 
can include dropping the floor of 
the vehicle or raising its roof, 
installing a smaller steering wheel, 
foot-controlled steering or a com­
plete joystick system; and develop­
ing a system for secondary controls 
that can be moumed to the right of 
the driver, to the left or even on the 
headrest. 

.. No two modified vehicles are 
just alike because no two individu­
als are just alike," Regan said. "One 
thing that we try to stress is that 
people should come to us before 
buying a vehicle for modification 
because we've learned thr<>ugh 
experience that some are better 
suited to certain types of equipment 
than others."

P1kc County taxpayers apparent­
ly won't be footing the $13,295 bill 
for the purchase and installation of 
n giant flag and flagpole at the Pike 
County School System's central 
office. 

Superintendent Reo Johns, who 
authorized the purchase of the items 
without the board's approval, told 
the board to tear up the bill Tue!iday 
night. October 8. after several locals 
and school employees came for­
ward and offered to make private 
contributions to pay for the items. 

llte dedication of the 30 by 50 
feet flag was held Friday. October 
11, in the C. H. Farley 
Administration Building parking 
lot, where the new veterans memo­
rial flagpole was erected. 

Controversy erupted two weeks 
ago from board members. who said 
they were not infonned of Johns' 
move. In order to end the questions, 
local businessman and fanner prop· 
crty valuation administratOr T.T. 
CoUey began the private fund drive 
by donating a S t ,000 check. 

Before the meeting was over, 
four school employees also con· 
tributcd $100 each. As of Thursday 
afternoon,October lO, about $6,500 
had been raised for the purchase. 
Johns did not say whether he would 
make a contribution. 

"It disturbed me when I read 

about the nag," said Colley, n Navy 
veteran and graduate of Virgie High 
School. "What gets me most is that 
we do things for people in foreign 
countries, and then we criticize the 
flag. 

"People here in the U.S. crillcize 
the flag be1ng flown. l pay my share 
of taxe~ and I don't begrudge one 
dime of that money. I hope the 
board will stand up to do the right 
thing. 

"Where else in Pike County do 
you have a memorial to dead ser­
vice men and women?" 

There actually arc other war 
memorials in the county at Elkhorn 
City. the Pike County Counhouse. 
the Belfry Counhouse, the Pikeville 
City Park and Ferrell's Creek Fire 
Depanment. 

"Other business people will also 
give money.

One last charge of sexual abuse 
again~t Lawrem:e County pastor 
Gallic Isaac. Sr., was dismissed 
Friday, October II, after the 
Kentucky Supreme Court recently 
upheld his conviction and ordered 
him to begin his 25-year prison tcm1. 

Isaac, 79, wao; convicted in Boyd 
County last November on 13 counts 
of sodomy and sexual abuse charges 
against four young boys over the 
past 10 years. In December, 
Lawrence Circuit Judge Stephen N. 
Frazier allowed lsanc to remain free 
on a $150,000 property bond pend· 
ing his appeal. 

When the dec1s1on upholding the 
conviction was handed down on 
September 26. Jsanc was arrested 
and taken to begin serving his prison 

sentence The prosecutor in the case, 
Assistant Attorney General Luke 
Morgan. then made a motion to dis­
miss ~he remaining counts Isaac was 
to have faced. 

He still faced a dozen counts of 
sodomy and sexual abuse charges 
stemming from the first indictment 
and a new charge that was filed 1n 

February of th1s year. 
Frat.ier had previously disnussed 

the dozen other charges, and Circuit 
Judge James A. Knight dtsm1ssed 
the remnming charge on Fnday, 
October ll. 

Morgan sa~d the charges were

takes an eerie turn

The sight of cattle skulls and 
hooves in various tages of decay is 
an eerie sight at the top of 
Richmond Hill in Van Lear, but 
local offic.als are saying it is prob­
ably nothing more than the refuse 
of a home fanning operation. 

At least three cow skulls and 
numerous hooves, some wrapped 
in shopping hags. have been found 
by Van Lear residents on 
Richmond Hill near the fonner site 
of nn old h1lltop market. The 
remains arc all located in a small 
area along a steep incline amid beer 
bottles. old refrigerAtors and other 
household trash. 

What appear to be the remains 
of pulrcfying internal organs can 
also be seen at the s1tc. 

But rather thnn evidence of 
occult actl\'ity, Agricultural 
Extension Agent Bnan Jeffiers says 
the cow parts are likely discarded 
remains from someone's home 
slaughtering operation. 

Signs pomt to that conclusion, 
Jeffiers smd, because all of the 
hooves nrc approximately the same 
length, cut at the first joint on the 

caulc's legs, at a point roughly 
equivalent to a human nnkle. 

A fam1er would probably dis­
card the hooves and heads of 
slaughtered cattle, along with most 
of thear internal organs. Jeffiers 
srud. 

And the fact that the remains are 
in different stages of decomposi­
tion-with some bones bleached 
white while others have rotting 
flesh ~till barely clinging-shows 
that the remntns have lilcely been 
dumped there over t1me rather than 
all at once. 

Johnson County's Solid Waste 
Commiss1oner Willard Bunon said 
the dumped cow parts are some­
thing he has never Jealt with 
before. 

But Bunon agreed w1th Jeftiers' 
appraisal of the situation. Burton 
said he is unnware of uny dumping 
laws targeted specifically at indi· 
viduals dumpmg animal parts. 

However, he said businc.:sscs 
such as slaughter houses are 
required to d1spose of carcasses 
through burning or burial. 
Violauon of that law could mean 
up to a $500 fine. 

Laws governing traditional litter 
also are punishable by up to $500.

In 1946. at ages 19 and 
21, they formed a 
professional band 
and began to tour 
and record as the 
Stanley Brothers 
and the Clinch 
Mountain Boys. 
Though the Stanleys were heavily influenced by 
the pioneering bluegrass sounds of Bill Monroe. 
they soon realized the importance of developing 
a style of their own. 

This proved to be relatively easy, as they were 
able to capitalize on Carter's blossoming talent 
for song writing, Ralph's unique banjo style, and 
their early experience of singing in the emotion­
ally expressive Primitive Baptist Church while 
growing up. 

ln their 20 years together. the Stanley Brothers 
became known for their distinctive, tradition­
based sound, drawing heavily from old-time 
vocal and instrumental styles and for the inten­
sive raw feeling expressed in their music. They 
contributed to traditional music an immense vol­
ume of new material while preserving many of 
the ballads and hymns of their ancestors. 

ln 1966, Carter Stanley passed away, leaving 
Ralph to continue the Stanley legacy alone. His 
recreation of the poignant "Hills of Home," 
recorded soon after Carter's death, attests to how 
difficult the transjtion must have been. 

Yet continue he did, flanked by steadfast veter­
an team players Curly Ray Cline on fiddle and 
Jack Cooke on bass and harmony vocals. 
Through the years, he unearthed a series of great 
young lead singers from the hills ofEastem 
Kentucky to fill Carter's vacant shoes. Several, 
like Larry Sparks and Charlie Sizemore, have 
gone on to lead successful groups of their own.

Appearing with Stanley will be bluegrass ever­
greens, The Goins Brothers, who originally are 
from the Bluefield, West Virginia area.
