One week after the death of its former
superintendent, the Floyd County Board of
Education, at a special meeting Wednesday,
hired a Letcher County native to head up
the school system. He can serve in the po-
sition for up to nine months.

Louie Martin, 66, was hired by unani-
mous vote to take over as interim superin-
tendent in the system, He is the third inter-
im superintendent in as many years.

Ron Hager resigned amid ouster pro-
ceedings in 1993 and was replaced by in-
terim Eldon Smith, who served until Au-
gust of 1993. Dr. Steve Towler was hired at
that time and stayed until the fall of 1995

when he took a similar position in Russell
County, Towler has experienced financial
problems in Russell County similar to the
ones discovered in Floyd County by his re-
placement, Ed L. Allen. Allen discovered
the Floyd system's nearly $2 million deficit
after he arrived last fall. He served until Dr.
John Balentine took office in January
Martin's appointment comes on the
heels of the death of Balentine, who died
October 16 of an apparent heart attack.
The board interviewed three candidates
Wednesday during more than two hours in
executive session before deciding on Mar-
tin, who was former superintendent of the
Corbin City Schools. He was also a trou-
bieshooter for the Jackson County Schools
when that system was under state manage-

ment a few years ago.

Also considered for the position was
Terry Stewart, a former principal of South
Floyd High School, and Robert Mahan, for-
mer superintendent of Seymour Communi-
ty Schools in Seymour, Indiana.

Phil Paige has been serving as acting su-
perintendent since October 18, when he
was appoinfed by the board to lead the sys-
tem until an interim was named,

School board chairman Eddie Patton
said Martin's experience in financial diffi-
culties led the board to select him,

“He has experience in a Kentucky
school district and he has had experience
troubleshooting financial problems,” Pat-
ton satd Wednesday night. Patton described
Martin as a “man of integrity,” who went to

school “in the mountains.”

“He seems to have a good hold on bud-
gets and has indicated he will continue the
debt reduction plan that Dr. Balentine has
started,” Patton said. “He has said he will
continue o implement the plan, to stick
with it, and to have us in the black by June
30, 1997."

Martin can serve the school system for
up to nine months. His first contract can be
for six months, with a three-month exten-
sion, That time frame takes him through the
end of this fiscal year in June, 1997.

Martin cannot assume or even apply for
the position of permanent superintendent
for the position. He will spearhead the

Instead of black, Martin resi-
dents and students draped their
town in purple and gold Wednesday
in memory of a former coach and
Kentucky High School Athletic As-
sociation Hall of Famer.

Denzil “Hoss™ Halbert, 74, died
around 11 p.m. Tuesday at his
home in Martin following an appar-
ent heart attack.

Halbert had undergone open
heart surgery a few years ago and
had a pacemaker implanted.
About a,month ago, he began ex-
periencing problems with the
pacemaker and adjustments were

made to it, friends said. Halbert's
problems continued and he again
had adjustments made w the
pacemaker on Tuesday, Six hours
later, he died.

Halbert was a father, educator,
basketball coach and, more impor-
tantly, a positive influence on the
lives of many students and players
who learned under his tutelage,

He coached at Martin during his
tenure as a basketball coach, Testi-
mony after testimony from his for-
mer players, cheerleaders and stu-
dents attributes to the influence he
had on the lives of those young men
and women.

“If it hadn’t been for Hoss, I
probably wouldn't have finished

school," said Martin's all-time
leading scorer, Edgel “Bide" Click.

Halbert became known as “The
Legend,” or as “Mr. Purple Flash”
to those who loved him for who he
was and for his straight-forward-
néss as a teacher. His warmth and
care for students set him apart from
others in an era when these young
men and women were coming to
the crossroads in their lives and de-
ciding on what avenue they should
travel.

Not only did he make an impact
on his students, he also made an
impact on sports, His accomplish-
ments were many:

KIRIS rewards

Floyd County schools fared
well in the recent round of KIRIS
tests, but Phil Paige, director of
instruction, isn't going o rest on
his laurels.

“The high school performance
is not where it should be,” he said.
“That bothers me.”

Eleven of the 19 schools in
Floyd County either mel or ex-
ceeded their goals for the two-year
testing cycle. Eight of those will
share in an estimated $27 million
in rewards, according 1o Education
Commissioner Wilmer Cody.

Cody announced the test results
Wednesday moming.

Eaming rewards are teachers
and administrators at Clark Ele-
mentary, Harold Elementary, Mc-
Dowell Elementary, Melvin Ele-
mentary, Osborne Elementary,
Prater Elementary, Stumbo Ele-
mentary, and Betsy Layne High
School.

These schools exceeded their
goals by at least one point. Clark
exceeded its goal by 7.8 points and
Stumbo was close behind, getting
7.2 poinls above its goal. Harold
and Betsy Layne have achieved re-
ward status in both testing cycles.

“I applaud the effort the teach-
ers and administrators at those
schools are making,” Paige said,

Success schools achieved their
goals, but achieved them by less
than one point. Those schools in-
clude Auxier Elementary, and
Betsy Layne Elementary.

Two other schools — Duff Ele-
mentary and Allen Central High
School — met their scores in the
second year of testing, but when
their scores were averaged with the
first-year results, they did not
reach their goals.

The remaining schools fell into
the improving category.

Paige said he is starting to see
some schools pull away from oth-
ers in the test results.

“When this started, they were

District-wide, the system met its
goal and was classified as a suc-
Cess.

“We had no schools in decline,”
Paige said, “Any time the district
achieves its goals, I am pleased.”

Paige said he is most pleased
with the fourth grade results.
Scores for those students have
nearly doubled in reading, science,
and writing portfelios since KIRIS
testing began in the 1992-93 school
year. The mathematics score more
than doubled, jumping from 16.4 in
1993 1o 36.5 this year.

At Harold Elementary, only one
student out of 27 tested at the
novice level in mathematics.

“This shows me this is a very
good group of kids and this teacher
understands what the students need
to know 10 do well on this test,”
Paige said.

Overall, he said the scores at the

Big Sandy Health Care votes
to be represented by union

Big Sandy Health Care (BSHC)
employees sent a message lo the
board of directors Wednesday when
more than 97 percent of them voted
to be represented by a union,

The vote was 33-1, in favor of
union representation by the Service
Employees International Union
(SEIU).

The clinic’s founder Eula Hall
said the union moyement was a
symptom of personality ,conflicts
between the executive .director,
Rodney Goff, and the clinic’s staff,

She alleges Goff cafes only
about making a profit and not about
the patients the clinic serves.

Goff said Thursday that the
ptoblems did not happen over night.
“It has been going on for several
years and 1S just now coming to a
boil,” he said.

He added that he has had to
make decisions in the past to ensure
that the clinics will be made avail-

able to patients in the future.

But, Hall said the issue was not
an attempt to get better wages, but
fairness. “Sometimes he says he is
freezing raises and then gives raises
to some workers,” she said.

Hall said Goff’s main concern
was making a profit with a non-
profit organization and that his
main concern should be helping the
patients.

Goff said that his concemn 15 with
the patients, but it is essential to
realize some income over the
expenses. “T care enough to know
that in order for the clinic 10 be
around in the future, we need to be
responsible today,” he said.

“The bottom line 15 important,”
Goff said. “If you don’t care about
it; the clinic will no longer be in
existence.”

Hall said that the staff has been
very dissatisfied with the manage-
ment of the clinic "and poor treat-
ment of staff and disrespect of the
clinic and patients.” She said the
staff has remained under Goff’s

administration only because they
care about the welfare and treat-
ment of the patients.

Hall said that Goff refers to him-
self as the “terminator” and has no
respect for the staff or patients. “He
has told us he is the boss and for us
to go to work,” she said.

Goff said that he does not call
himself the terminator. He said he
acquired that nickname from
employees at his previous job
because of layoffs.

“The staff here has chosen to call
me that because of layoffs last fall,”
he said. “But, they were necessary
to ensure that the organization con-
tinues 1o exist,”

“1 do not want 1o get into name
calling,” he said. *It's not that type
of situation and doesn’t need to be.”

Goff said there is a lot of tension
at the clinic because sometimes
they are not sure if they will get a
pay check or not.

“We have lost money the last
three years," he said. “And, I'm not
aware of where a union improves

primary level were the best.

“Those are nice gains in the
fourth grade,” Paige said.

each day.

In comparison, those same stu-
dents indicated they did less than
three hours of homework each
week.

*“This appears to be a very dis-
turbing trend,” Paige said. “'1 don’t
see how it can't affect their scores.”

He also said the “huge amount
of money the state poured into the
primary program’ 1s reflected in
the higher test scores at the lower
levels.

“We are seeing the benefits
where they put their money,” he
said. *Now we need the same kind
of effort at the high school level.
We can’t expect the same kind of
progress without front loading the
effort.”

He also plans to continue to
raise the scores by giving teachers

American revival was felt to be in
order. It was a two-hour drive through
the middle of the desert with nothing
but camels for scenery, In fact, the
drive was so unevenful it would hard-
ly be worth mentioning, were it not for
something strange which arose from
behind a sand dune half way through
our jourmney.

In the middle of absolutely
nowhere and surrounded by a sea of
sand, it looked so out of place I would
have thought it a mirage had it not also
been seen by my fellow travelers. It
was one of the most extravagant
palaces 1 had ever lad my eyes upon.
We asked the driver, “What in the
world is that?"™ With great effort, he
managed to piece together the limited
number of English words he had
memorized and give us our answer.
I'll not repeat him word for word,
because 1 am still not exactly suré of
what he said.

What we did manage to pluck
from the driver's sentences was that
the palace belonged to the Prince, His
majesty would stop there to freshen up
when traveling to and from Abu
Dhabi. It was his own seventy-five
room private rest stop!

Well, to shorten my story I will say
Abu Dhabi was amazing. In the mid-
dle of thé desert: grass was growing,

the hotel pools were glistening, the
champagne was chilled (and so was
the beer), and the police were
patrolling in brand new Mercedes
automobiles. It was all bought and
paid for with oil—coal’s cleaner
cousin,

The tnp back is a much better
story, involving Arab soldiers, guns
and some very nervous American
sailors; however, it has nothing to do
with the very important issue I would
like to discuss in this article. That
issue is coal severance taxes.

Each region of this great state has
something extremely unique to, and
equally representative of, its culture,
Western Kentucky was favored with
William Natcher (among other
things), Central Kentucky is blessed
with beautiful and fast horses, and in
Eastern Kentucky we've got coal, and
lots of it, I have never heard, nor will
live to hear, an Eastern Kentuckian
place a legitimate claim upon
Representative  Natcher of the
Thoroughbred Horse industry. Why
does the state lay claim to our coal?
The coal, and the taxes would which
come with i, is ours. And we need
them both very badly.

In the early 70s, Pike County
Judge Wayne Rutherford recognized a
major injustice being done to the

Eastern Kentucky region and he came
up with an idea to set things right. He,
along with many others, knew the
majority of our land had been
unscrupulously  purchased by
European, and national companies.
These companies hire Eastern
Kentuckians to pull the coal out of the
ground and transport it to different
markets so they can sell it and getrich.
Judge Rutherford asked Frankfort if
Pike, and the other coal counties,
could be allowed 1o tax this coal. This
only seemed fair, yet. his request was
denied.

Senator Wendell Ford was gover-
nor at the time and he spent a couple
of years thinking about the idea and
the tremendous amount of revenue
which would be raised. So, in 1974,
he moved the legislature 10 impose a
tax on the severed coal. However,
instead of the individual coal counties,
the state would tax the coal and the
money would belong to the state. If
any of the coal severance revenue was
left over from the state’s budget, they
would very graciously return that
money 1o the counties that produced
the coal.

In "74, oil and gas prices were sky-
rocketing and everyone was making
money off coal. And when the econo-
my 18 good, economic injustice can be

overlooked. In eastern Kentucky, like
the Arabs; our grass was green, our
pools were glistening and Mercedes
automobiles were everywhere. But
what goes up, must come down. In the
late-808, as we all know, coal went
way down. In the aftermath of the
decline, the coal severance tax finally
became a very controversial issue.

In 1990, only about 10 percent of
the severance lax money was coming
back to coal producing and coal
impacted counties. In '91 a special
session saw Central Kentucky,
Northern Kentucky, and Jefferson
County state legislators meeting
behind closed doors discussing their
plan to oppose a badly needed and
entirely justified increase in coal sey-
erance revenue retumed 1o our devas-
tated region. Our legislators fought
hard in opposition, even threatening to
boycott Central Kentucky businesses;
however they were outnumbered, and
they fought a losing battle.

While campaigning for Governor
in 1991, Brereton Jones promised
Eastern Kentucky to increase the
amount of returning coal severance
tax revenue up to 50 percent. The
1992 General Assembly refused to go
that high, but there was a substantial
increase. Last year, Governor Patton

and Larry Forgy promised to return 50

i

percent if elected. Paul Patton said he
would do it in his first year as gover-
nor while Forgy said he would do it
over a period of years. Patton, of
course, won the election and in
January decided to postpone his cam-
paign promise, realizing that, once
again, the General Assembly would
oppose such a substantial increase.
We, as Eastern Kentuckians, have to
start asking why! Call your legislators
and your legislative candidates. That g
money is yours, that money is ours.
Since our coal counties absorb 100
percent of the damage from coal, we
should receive 100 percent of the sev-
erance (ax revenue coming out of
those counties.

Should we share equally the sever-
ance money with the other regions of
lhestate"l.mkouamap Has the
state shared the state road fund money
equally? Look at our schools. Do we
have equal educational systems?
Look at our economy. Are we equal to
the rest of the state? That money is
ours, If we had it, we might not have
palaces for rest stops, but our high
school students mught not have to
desert ther homeland to ﬁndajobnr“.

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Board expected to appeal special education ruling

The Floyd County Board of
Education is expected to appeal a
ruling that it reopen a special edu-
cation unit at Betsy Layne High
School.

Board officials confirmed
Thursday that it would appeal the
rulings on four students who attend-
ed classes at the Betsy Layne
school.

“We are appealing,” board attor-
ney Phil Damron said.

Until that appeal is decided,
Damron said students could attend
classes at other high schools in the
county. They have been kept at
home this entire school year.

“We believe it is illegal for them
to be kept home,” Damron said.
“We believe the movement of that
unit was legal and that will stand
until the appeal is decided.”

Parents of the special education
students have been fighting against
the closure of the unit since they
first received notice last summer
that the unit would be closed.

They have argued that abruptly

changing schools could cause emo-
tional harm to their children and
that routine is important to them,

“We have doctors’ statements
saying this movement would be
harmful to my child,” Barbara
Sword, the mother of one student
said. “It tears my child to pieces
when we come to Prestonsburg.”

Her 16-year-old son was to have
been moved to the special educa-
tion unit at Plesmneburg High
School. Another parent, Charlotte
King, said her daughter was to have
been moved to South Floyd High
School.

The two students have taken
classes together for ten years and
Sword said that separating them
would be detrimental to their devel-
opment.

The parents have filed suit
against the Floyd County Board of
Education, asking for an injunction
against the closing of the unit,
Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill did
not rule on the request after a hear-
ing earlier this year

Earlier this month, hearing offi-
cer Qaisar Sultana ruled that stu-
dents be put back into their class-

room through the invocation of the
“Stay Put provision” of the federal
Individuals With Disabilities
Education Act. “The Stay Put provi-
sion is invoked,” the order for
Sword’s son states. “Within 30 days
of the receipt of this decision, (the
local school board) is to make all
the necessary arrangements to
enable the student to return to edu-
cational placement identified in his
1996-97 (individual education plan)
developed on May 17 and June 14,
1996 and receive a free appropriate
education according to his [EP.”

Similar orders were issued by
Sultana for each of the other stu-
dents.

Sultana also recommended that a
thorough review of the school sys-
tem’s special-needs programs,
including provisions for transporta-
tion for handicapped children. That
review was also to determine if
about 30 students meved to differ-
ent schools in the last year are
“receiving a free appropriate public
education in accordance with both
federal and state regulations.”

Sultana’s assessment of the situ-
ation indicates that former superin-

tendent Dr. John Balentine's deci-
sion to close the unit was based
solely on financial reasons and did-
n't take into consideration the needs
of the children.

Several due-process hearings
were held earlier to give the parents
as well as the school system a
chance to defend their stances on
the closing of the unit.

According to documents includ-
ed with Sultana’s ruling, the child
should be in a unit that is as close as
possible to the child’s home and
should be educated in the school
which he or she would attend if the
child was not handicapped.

Placement of that child is to be
based on the student’s IEP.
Charlotte Kings’ daughter’s IEP
indicates she was to be in the FMD
Special Class at Betsy Layne High
School. “Any assignment contrary
to the student’s IEP violates this
regulation,” the ruling states.

“Regardless of what the assign-
ment mentioned in the superinten-
dent’s letter of July 1 was, it was
not based on the student’s IEPR”
Sultana’s recommendation states.
“Instead it was based on the deficit

Women learn skills to change their lives

Four years ago, Venus Mitchell, a
divorced mother of two, was going
from one unsatisfying, low-wage job
to another. She worked as a farmer,
babysitter, waitress and secretary
before being trained as a truck driver
and welder through Kentucky Tech.

Her life changed when she attend-
ed a survival skills workshop, a seg-
ment of the Single Parent/
Homemaker program at Prestons-
burg Community College, which
exposes women to nontraditional
careers. Kentucky Tech instructors in
areas such as electronics, plumbing
and carpentry explain and demon-
strate various skills and occupations.

“We are the step that prepares
(program participants) to choose the
proper career path,” said Jean
Rosenberg, director of the Single
Parent/Homemaker programs in
Prestonsburg. “We help them realize
that there are choices and we help
match them with the right one.”

At the survival skills workshop,
Mitchell tried her hand at welding
and enjoyed it so much that she
entered the welding" program 'at
Kentucky Tech-Mayo Campus, She
completed the welding program as
well as a class to get her commercial
driver’s license.

The Single Parent/Homemaker
program, funded by the Kentucky
Workforce Development Cabinet in
11 regions, helps single parents,
homemakers, and single pregnant
women develop skills to help them
get a good job: Students participate
in employment preparation activities
to reach goals such as obtaining a
particular job, enrolling in a college
or Kentucky Tech technical school,
entering into an apprenticeship pro-
gram or improyving existing work
skills.

The Single Parent/Homemaker
program in Prestonsburg serves resi-
dents of Johnson, Martin, Pike,
Floyd, Magoffin, Wolfe, Breathitt,
Lee, Knott and Letcher counties.

The program provided Mitchell
with a network of support and
resources, she said, and gave her the
self-esteem to succeed in a field
dominated by men.

“I'm much happier now,"
Mitchell said. “T don’t feel like I'm
doing something because that’s what
women do.”

Mitchell drives a rock truck and is
a member of the Steel Workers
Union. Her daughter thinks it's
“cool” that her mom drives a truck
and welds.

“She understands that you can be
feminine and still do things,”
Mitchell said.

The Single Parent/Homemaker
program gave her the skills and

encouragement that she could not
find anywhere else, Mitchell said,
and gave her a chance to speak to
other women who were in her situa-
tion.

*When a woman comes into my
program she discovers that she is not
the only person who has uncertain-
ties about starting new things,”
Rosenberg said.

Edna Blackburn of Prestonsburg
was a single parent with two children
and on welfare when she found out
about the Single Parent/Homemaker
program. -

“T was down on myself and felt
really bad,” Blackburn said. “When
you don’t have an education you feel
like everyone is better than you,”

After completing the program,
Blackburn got her GED and a job
working with mentally challenged
individuals.

“I wanted to better myself,” she
said. “I wanted security and a better
education so I could support myself
and my children.”

Blackburn is now the director of
the ‘Martin ‘Area Senior Citizen
Center. She is working on a degree in
social work at Prestonsburg
Community College and hopes to
transfer to Morehead State
University.

She says that without the help of
the Single Parent/Homemaker pro-
gram she would never have had the
motivation and encouragement that
she needed to get a job and an edu-
cation.

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Colder weather brings danger
to underground coal mining

Floyd County's underground
coal miners should be aware thal
the onset of colder weather creates
* more hazards in the mining work-
place, warns the Labor
Department's Mine Safety and
Health Administration (MSHA),

The agency recently began its
annual “winter alert” campaign to
warn miners and mine operators
across the nation of the increased
risks of mine explosions during
winter months.

Historically, most of the
nation’s worst mining disasters
have occurred during the months
October through March.

In December 1907, a coal mine
explosion at Monongah, Wesi
Virginia, killed 362 miners—it was
the worst mining accident in U.S.
history.

“We want to communicate the
important message that colder
weather brings additional hazards
to the underground coal mining
environment that must be
addressed," said J, Davill
McAteer, assistant secretary of
labor for mine safety and health.
“And we want miners as well as
their spouses, their children, and
other relatives to know that these
hazards can be prevented when
proper precautions are taken.”

McAteer continued,
“Unfortunately, tragic mine explo-
sions clarm muluple vicums and
can wreak havoc on mining com-
munites \\hen l'alhcrs. sOons, or
mothers or daughters are suddenly
taken away.

“This year we want our Winter
Alert message to reach all miners’
family members so that they will
all fully understand the hazards
colder weather brings and how
fatal mining accidents can be pre-
vented during this time of year. It’s
a message that needs to be re-
enforced on a daily basis,"

"“The greatest explosion hazard
in coal mines comes from methane
gas,” said McAteer. “All coal
seams L‘llIII(liil SOme InL‘lh'J.!'le EI'I'ld
when the barometer falls during
colder weather, more of that

methane migrates into the mine air
than normal.” Pockets of methane
may accumulate in areas of the
mine in which gas checks are
infrequent.

When an ignition source is pre-
sent In an area, there exists the
potential for a deadly expldsion.

Colder weather also tends to dry
out the air inside a coal mine.
During summer, warm air coming
into the mine brings moisture that
condenses on mine surfaces and
traps the coal dust.

However, the drying effect of
colder air makes coal dust more
likely to get suspended in the mine
atmosphere, which can also con-
tribute to an explosion

“Regardless of the weather,”
related McAteer, “mine operators
and miners together can prevenl
explosions and other mine acci-
dents by strictly adhering 1o the
mine's approved ventilation plan
and following all other existing
mine safety regulations.”

During the winter alert, MSHA
encourages mine operalors (o
make frequent checks for methane
and 1o maintain proper ventilation
in the underground workings, pay-
ing special attention to areas thal
are not frequently traveled.

MSHA also urges miners and
mine operators to do the following:

—constantly follow the mine’s
approved ventilation plan;

—conduct thorough preshifl,
on-shift, and weekly checks for
methane and other hazards;

—keep potential ignilion
sources out of working areas;

—complete rockdusting (blan-
keting mine walls and floors with a
layer of nonflammable, powdered
rock dust) in all areas of the mine;

—never smoke or carry smok-
ing materials into an underground
coal mine and never allow others
to do so.

“We need relatives of miners to

encourage them to take heed of

these hazards and, particularly, to
encourage smokers never to smoke
in underground coal mines,"
stressed McArteer.

During the winter alert cam-
paign, MSHA also urges mine
operators o have hoists, elevators,
haulage and transportation equip-
ment examined for ice build-up.

MSHA advises that miners
review training procedures on
emergency escape routes and the
correct use of self-rescue breathing
devices. Operators are also encour-
aged to focus on the maintenance
of proper escapeways.

Staniford seeking
separate trial

When County Judge-Executive
Hobert Meade stands trial next
February on federal corruption
charges, his  brother-in-law,
Woodrow Thomas Staniford, is
hoping not to be there,

Suaniford’s  attorney,  Paul
Deaton, has filed a motion to have
his case severed from Meade’s in
U.S. District Court in Pikeville.

Both Meade and Staniford face
charges related o an alleged kick-
back scheme involving road repair
projects funded by the Federal
Emergency Management Agency.
But Meade is also charged in a sep-
arate, alleged scheme involving the
sale of dump trucks to the fiscal
court at inflated prices.

Both men have pled not guilty to
all charges against them.

Because of additional charges
against Meade, Staniford should be
tried separatsly, Deaton writes.
According to the motion; a jury
would be prejudiced against
Staniford by listening to the addi-
tional charges against Meade.

*The cumulative impacl of the
quality and quantity of the govern-

ment’s evidence will be prejudicial
to Mr. Staniford,” Deaton writes.
“By the time he is called to defend
himself against charges that are
down the list, the jury will have
heard a greal deal about crimes for
which Mr. Staniford is not charged,
including evidence about the illegal
exchange of money. While defen-
dants Meade. (former road the
foreman Ernie) Vanhoose and (Flat
Gap auto dealer Johnny)
Pennington may very well have
solid defenses to these charges,
joining them is none the less preju-
dicial to Mr. Staniford.”

Vanhoose and Pennington were
also charged in the indictment that
named Meade and Staniford and
have each pled guilty 10 one charge
of the indictment.

Vanhoose pled guilty to a charge
involving the FEMA kickbacks,
while Pennington pled guilty to a
conspiracy charge involving the
dump trucks.

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood

has not made a ruling on
Staniford’s request
Currently, both Meade and

Staniford are scheduled to go to
trial February 3.

Wal-Mart Supercenter
to receive assistance
from city commission

The Pikeville City Commission
voted Monday; October 21, to pro-
vide up to $458.000 in economic
assistance to a new Wal-Mart
Supercenter that wall be built in

(wife, Lilly), PVA Tim Robinson
(wife, America), county attorney
Drewie Muncy (daughter Lynetie),
county clerk Carol Sue Mills,
(daughters Tonya and Tammy), and
magistrate John Harmon (son,
Keith). Callaham also has two first

cousins, Carlos and Mike Cassady as
county employees.

Callaham did not say what salary
his wife would get if the fiscal coust
goes along with the proposal when it
is presented for a vote. Martin
County's code of ethics allows for the
hiring of one relative.

As for the Dempsey Housing
funds, Callaham said that the funds
will be used 1o fix up homes of low
income residents up to $10,000 at a
time. Other monies are available if
the county will name a housing
authority, but so far, Callaham and
the fiscal court have refused to do so.

Both attorneys deny the claims.

In a suit filed Monday, October
21, in Pikeville Circuit Court,
Karen Akers, of Dorton, claims
that Lee A. Smith, an atlorney
with Todd & Smith Law Firm,
sexually harassed her and Neal
Smith did nothing to stop it.

Tuesday evening 1
received a call at home that
Denzil “Hoss™ Halbert had
passed away, and it was
hard for me to accept. But I
should, like
most, have
expected
that one day
it would
come. Hoss
had ' been
having diffi-
o culty with
his  pace-

he died of
an apparent heart attack.

For those who didn’t
really know the man, he
was genuine. He was
inducted into the KHSAA
Hall of Fame last year, and
it was a big moment in his
life. I am glad that he
achieved that before his life
ended, because he is truly a
“Hall of Famer.”

I remember the day he
received his letter notifying
him he was to be inducted
into the KHSAA Hall of
Fame. About 10 p.m. that
night he called me at home
and said, “Ed, we made it
this time!” He was elated.

I have very fond memo-
ries of him during the years
I attended Martin High
School back in the "50s. He
was my health teacher, PE
teacher and a friend.

k] H‘OSS had
{a nickname
for every-
e one. It was
{just a plea-
{sure to sit
around and
talk  with
him at bas-
ketball games and discuss
the game as it is today.

“Coaches today don’t
know how to coach,” he
told me more than once.
“They just want to look
pretty.”

I don’t know any one
teacher who gained the
respect that Hoss did in the
38 years he taught. His 25
seasons as a basketball
coach was spent at Martin. I
can still remember the PE
classes under him.,

I recalled times when I
was discouraged with my
performance there, and he
would be there at the right
time to encourage me.

He made 49 trips to the
KHSAA Sweet Sixteen. He
always looked forward to it.

“T"d rather see the tour-
nament played at Freedom
Hall,” he said, “than Rupp
Arena.” Maybe that was
because that is where his
1965 Martin team played its
only state tournament
game,

His best team, he said,
was his '65 team. The best
player to play for him? He
made no secret about it,
Larry Hall.

Growing up around
Martin, Hoss had a sport
shop just across the street
from his home, It was a joy
to go there as a kid, and sit
around the shop and watch
some ballgames with the
“Martin coach.”

I can just see him there
with his T-shirt on, a fly-
swatter in hand and daring
the insect to light in his

Daniels said his team will load the
bus early Saturday moming for
Louisville with a stop for a breakfast
before heading to the stadium, After
the game — "“We plan on stopping
and feeding them steak,” he said.
“They deserve it. We have 12 four-
year seniors and they deserve i."

South Floyd closes the season
against Elkhomn City November 2,

With just a half-game of expeni-
ence, Hall will be going against the
state’s second-ranked team in scor-
ing defense and scoring margin. The
Bobcats have allowed only an aver-
age of 4.6 points per game and are
winning by a 38.5 margin.

Hall will certainly feel the butter-
flies tonight as he lines up behind
center and looks at one of the state's
top teams.

Breathitt County quarterback
Kyle Moore has passed for more
than 1,300 yards, third best in the
state, and averaging 188 per game,
One of his favorite targets is Tim
Bamett who is catching the football
at 17,2 yards per catch. He has 25

receptions for 431 wyards, Phillip
Watts and Darren Salyers'are also
w0 top receivers.

Jeremiah Chapman will be back
in safety slot for Breathitt County
and has seven interceptions this sea-
son, two being returned for touch-
downs,

In the backfield, behind Moore,
will be one of the premier runners in
the district in Jonathan Chapman.
Chapman is averaging just over 140
yards per game. His quickness and
agility could pose a problem for the
Rebels,

For first-year coach Randall
Hager, it has been a fun year, yeta
hard season. The Bobeats of Betsy
Layne were tagged with a 0-10
record before the season began
because of the losses of personnel
they suffered just before the sea-
son began.

The loss of Jarrod Newsome,
Billy Mitchell and Kris Lawson
was enough to make any coach
wonder what the season held. But
for Coach Hager, it is a credit to
him how he has brought the pro-
gram along this season,

The Bobcats are currently tied
for fourth place with Whitesburg
in District 2 standings. The top
four teams will receive a berth in
next month's state playoffs; and
Coach Hager would love that. But
a win at Whitesburg is imperative
-and would make it a sweet season

for Betsy Layne

Betsy Layne is 3-5 on the year
and 2-2 in district play. But their
two remaining games are district
games and with two of the big
boys of last year, Whitesburg and
Breathitt County.

This is not the same
Whitesburg team that lost only
twice last season, After graduat-
ing 20 seniors from last year's
team, the Yellowjackets have
struggled this season, falling to 3-
5 and 2-2 in the district.

A Betsy Layne win would
guarantee them at least a 3-3 dis-
trict season at the worst, but if
Powell County were to upend
Morgan Counly in the season
finale, Powell County would get
the nod over Betsy Layne by
virtue of defeating the Bobcats
earlier.

Betsy Layne has one of the best
tailbacks in the game today with
Craig Hamilton. Hamilton leads

the county in scoring with 62
points (9 touchdowns and four
conversions). He is second in
rushing with 901 yards.

Eric Cecil, Chad Case and Tim
Koger are capable ball carriers, as
well. Young Tyler Puckett is start-
ing to mature at the quarterback
slot. But, against Whitesburg, the
defense will have to dig in the
trenches and stop the running
game of Caleb Brock and passing
of Shane Barker.

The Bobcats' secondary will
get a workout with Barker under
center. He likes the targets of
Heath Cook and Thomas Gibson.

Betsy Layne does not like to
throw the ball much, but may
have to air more often than they
want to. Look for Matt Rose, as
well as Hamilton, to be invaluable
in the flats.

Blackecats will finish off their
District 2 schedule tonight when

Prestonsburg stadium. It will be
only the third home game for the
Blackeats this season.

A win over Morgan County will
wrap up a second place finish in
District 2 and give Prestonsburg a
home field advantage in the open-
ing round of the playoffs.

Morgan County, back under the
direction of Bruce Herd, hasn't
golten in the win column, but the
Cougars are a very young football
team and will face one of the
state’s top defensive teams, Last
week Prestonsburg (6-1) gave up a

scant 8-yards toral offense to
Powell County in a 69-0 rout
Friday night. The Cats have

pitched four shutouts this season,
scored on by Leslie County, Allen
Central and Breathitt County.

Coach Derossett will return to
the helm of the team after serving
a one-game suspension, along with
guard Rusty Young,

Without senior tailback Jon

Morris, Prestonsburg ran a group
of backs against Powell County
with John Ortega rushing for 119
yards in the first half only.

A bright spot was the play of
the junior varsity in the second
half. Freshman Jeremy Caudill
was a terror with three touch-
downs and 64 yards rushing in a
very surprising performance. Then
again, maybe it wasn't so surpris-
ing. Caudill has already caught the
eye and received the raves from
opposing coaches.

Seth Crisp, a freshman, along
with Hank Mullins, made a big
impression as well. Adam Hall
looked confident at quarterback.

But you can rest assured that
Coach Derossett will not look
beyond Morgan County and take
the Cougars lightly. If the Cats
have a first half, 49 points, like
they did against Powell County,
then look for the reserves to ‘go
most of the second half.

Mike Castle (349 yards on 13
completions) has been consistent
all season in directing the
Prestonsburg offensive attack.
While Prestonsburg has the strong
backfield, Castle still gives them
an arsenal that can go over the top
