The Courier-Journal’s Bluegrass
State Poll indicates that 62 percent of
the 802 adults surveyed who said they
knew about Pation’s proposal oppose it.

Patton’s proposal to change Ken-
tucky’s post secondary education sys-

tem will put the administration of com-
munity colleges under the control of a
board that will also oversee the state’s
vocational and technical schoals:

At a town meeting in Northern Ken-
tucky Tuesday, Patton told reporters
that he is getting approval from people
who take a close look at his proposal.

“You, the people of Kentucky, have
elected me to study the issue in depth
and to exert leadership. Those who
have studied this issue agree in over-
whelming numbers that this is the best
thing for Kentucky,” Patton said,

Patton’s press secretary, Melissa
Forsythe, said the governor’s plan is

endorsed by the Prichard Committee
for Academic Excellence, the Kentucky
Chamber of Commerce, 19 private col-
leges, eight regional universities, and
members of the Kentucky Education
Advocates.

Floyd tie

®  Tennessee authorities are
searching for as many as six sus-
pects, including three reportedly
from Floyd County, for questioning
in connection with the murders of a
man, woman and child Sunday
night.

Kentucky State Police are also
involved in the investigation, but
declined Tuesday to provide any in-
formation related to the probe,

Vidar Lillelid, 34, and his wife
Delphia, 28, were found shot to
death on a gravel road near

¥ Greeneville, Tennessee. Their
daughter, Tabitha, 6, died later and
their son, Peter, 3, was also shot but
survived and is listed in eritical
condition.

The Lillelids were apparently re-
turning to their home in Knoxville
after attending a conference for Je-
hovah's Witnesses in Johnson City.

Police found a blue Chevrolet
Citation at the murder scene which
was registered to Mary Castle, of
Paintsville. Mrs. Castle told police
that she had loaned the car to her

q son, Joseph Risner, 20, over the
weekend.

The family's cream colored
Dodge van was seen leaving the
scene of the murders and police are
searching for that vehicle in Ken-
tucky and Tennessee. It reportedly
has a scratch on the right side.

Risner is also being sought by
police as is Natasha Wallen, a
Floyd County woman reportedly
picked up by Risner during the
weekend.

Two other Floyd Countians, a
young man and a young woman

# police have not identified, are also
being sought for questioning.

All of the suspects are in their
late teens or early 20's.

Police have also declined to
comment on reports that the sus-
pects, some from the Betsy Layne
and Toler Creek areas, are mem-
bers of a “vampire cult” which
wore white makeup and black
clothing.

Another connection to Floyd
County was made when Tennessee

& authorities apparently found papers
at the murder scene from the Carl

For Floyd County School System:

State predicts a
year-end deficit

Floyd County school officials
did not fare well before a commit-
tee of the Kentucky Board of Edu-
cation.Tuesday in Paintsville with
news that the district could end the
school year almost $400,000 in the
red.

And, Craig True, chairman of
the state board's Management Sup-
port Committee, said he would not
recommend approval of Floyd
County's revised deficit reduction
plan and to let the chips fall where
they may at the end of the school
year.

State Education Commissioner
Wilmer Cody said he will oust the
entire board and its superintendent
if the district ends the year with a
budget deficit.

State education financial officer
Tom Willis said at Tuesday's meet-
ing he was informed that Floyd
County's unmined mineral tax bills
for the year 1996 were being held
by the Revenue Cabinet and may
not be mailed before the end of the
school year, Willis said he did not
know why the tax bills were being
held.

If those tax bills are not mailed,
the school may not count the
money owed to offset any deficit.
Willis said the taxes were expected
to generate in excess of $400,000.

"As of yesterday, our best esti-
mate was that even with these re-
ductions there is a possibility of
ending the year with a $400,000

Wheelwright commission puts
a freeze on utility rate increases

Wheelwright City Commission-
ers pul a freeze on gas, water and
sewer rates at a special meeting
Monday, while admitting that the
city's utility department could be
taken over by state officials be-
cause of its financial problems.

The comimission voted unani-
mously to approve the rate freeze.

"Let me tell you all something,"
Mayor David Marlee Sammons
told the audience. "It may get down
to where the state comes in here

and makes us raise the rates."

Commissioner Luther Johnson
Ir. said state officials could come in
and levy a substantial rate increase,
while commissioners want to grad-
ually implement a rate hike.

Members of the audience were
very vocal in opposition to a rate
hike and applauded when the freeze
was announced. One woman said
she felt there were other ways to
offset costs in the utility department
and she felt those should be investi-
galed.

Since January, commissioners
have been looking into the utility

department's finances, which have
been running into deficit figures
each month.

In February, commissioners pro-
posed insurance and job cuts in that
department, but they could not
agree on what measures needed to
be taken.

Former utility commissioner
Lowell Parker reported in February
that the department was headed for
financial disaster if costs were not
cut and rate increases imposed.
Commissioners replaced Parker on

Cost savings from job
cuts are open to debate

Schools officials are uncertain
of the cost savings of 14 job cuts
approved Friday because four new
positions are to be created in the
district's central office.

At special school board meeting
Friday, the board voted to eliminate
jobs, plus cut some programs to
generate almost a half million dol-
lars in savings.

Positions eliminated were direc-
tor of instruction; director of spe-

cial education; coordinator of pro-
fessional development; two special
education consultants; three talent-
ed and gified resource teachers;
four teaching positions at Floyd
Technical High School; and a
maintenance supervisor.

Also, the board voted to discon-
tinue an all-day program at Floyd
Technical High School, making ita
half-day program, and to move the
district's alternative school into the
technical high school building.

Davis said. "One of the big criti-
cisms in the pastis that the central
office is loaded up with 100 many
people. This will get those people
out in the schools 10 serve the chil-
dren."”

The exact number of affected
employees is not known, Davis
said, but the biggest impact from
central office reassignments will
most likely be felt among non-
tenured teachers. Those currently
serving in the positions abolished
will be reassigned and their duties
will be combined with other posi-
tions. Davis said their pay would be
reduced to reflect their new posi-
tions, especially for those returning
to the classrooms. He did not iden-
tify those persons.

After announcing the job cuts,
two board members asked that per-
sonnel be added to an agenda ilem
for a closed session discussion of
litigation.

Ray Brackett and Jody Mullins,
apparently distressed with some of
Davis’ personnel actions, asked thal
personnel issues be added to the
closed session.

Board attorney Jerry Patton
warned the two that only a public

discussion of the entire plan could
be held and it would not be legal to
discuss the matter behind closed
doors

Davis agreed with Patton and
said any discussion on the reorga-
nization plan as a whole had to be
done in public.

Mullins commented he dis-
agreed with cutting the position of
maintenance supervisor, saying
"maintenance has been cut to
death.”

Davis explained that some cuts
had already been made, but they
were not reflected in meeting min-
utes, and that personnel in those
positions would still be employed
in the school system,

Brackett seemed satisfied with
Davis' explanation.

Davis added that he would be
bringing back a model plan which
would detail the reassignments.

Mullins said he would rather
vote on the proposal position-by-
posilion.

"I have a problem with this plan
as & whole," Mullins said. "I can't
vote for it. If you can break it down
position by position, I'll vote. As a
whole, | can't vote."

Deficit

Willis said. "So even if they get this
next tax bill out, the most they can
have next year is one. Those other
two are one-time monies. They
could balance at the epd of the year
but it's going (o be on one-time
money."

True said he did not understand
why state education staff
recommend the state board approve
the deficit-reduction plan because it
iS SO precarious.

over and over from the Floyd
County Board of Education, the
central office and the superinten-
dent, is almost beyond any rational
discussion,"

saying, "I can assure you that there
will be no more deals like that
made as long as I'm superinten-
dent."

Board vice-chairman B.J.
Newsome said the sheriff has only
billed for $10,000 in security ser-
vices and would not seek the entire
amount which was estimated at

The sheriff's total contract was
about $200,000 which included a
two percent fee for tax collections.

Gish wanted to know if the
school system was obligated to
abide by the contract and if those
costs were figured into the project-
ed budget deficit.

Willis said he had never official-
ly received a copy of the sheriff's
contract and that it was not
approved by state officials. Willis
said he spoke with Thompson and
the sheriff said he would not pursue
the contract.

Mullins said he didn't see how
the plan would work and how the
district could continue to provide
services to the schools.

Davis again explained that the
services would be provided in dif-
ferent ways and that he would
bring back a detailed plan to the
board which would show that.

After Friday's meeting, Davis
was asked if board members tried
to discuss individual personnel
matters during the closed session,
which was called to discuss litiga-
tion.

"There was no discussion on
personnel issues except right out
here where everybody (could) hear
it," Davis said.

During the meeting, board
member B.J. Newsome asked
about the continuance of the dis-
trict’s technology program with the
retirement of director Harold
Burchell.

There are few rights more
precious to parents of school-
aged children than that which
guarantees school choice.

Truth is, though, there is no
such right...at least none spelled
out in our constitution.

In Kentucky, parents must
send their children to schools
within the districts they reside in
order for those schools to obtain
state per-pupil funding.

They may send their children
elsewhere...to private schools or
other districts...if they choose,
but they may also face hefty
tuition costs by doing so.

The law does, however, pro-
vide one other option for school
choice.

Reciprocal agreements.

Put simply, those are con-
tracts between public school dis-
tricts that allow state funds to
follow students wherever they
£0...except to private schools.

More times than not, recipro-
cal agreements between school
districts are approved as routine
matters, but occasionally they

A matter of

become the sources of irritation.

School boards don’t always
want their students going to
other districts.

When more transfer out than
transfer in, they lose money and
they lose face.

But while parents choose
schools for their children for a
variety of reasons, the most
prevalent is educational quality
or, at least, the perception of
educational quality.

And their choices should not
be held hostage by funding for-
mulas or potential political
embarrassment.

They should be allowed to
choose the school they think is
best for their child without inter-
ference and without worrying
they’ll have to settle for less.

No, there is no constitutional
guarantee for school choice.

But there should be.

It’s not the money, it’s the
principle...really.

Parents should have the first
say in what they think is best for
their children...not the state, not
the politicians and certainly not
the bean counters.

Gooseheads will flock to the
Mountain Arts Center this weekend
for two Goose Creek Symphony

Floyd County native Charlie
Gearheart. who is the leader and
founder of the Goose Creek
Symphony, said last week that he is
excited about returning to his
hometown for another concert,

“Being from here, if you go
away — it's still home in my heart,”
he said. “We're a different breed.”

Gearheart said he gets an emo-
tional feeling about coming home
to Floyd County. "I get a high from
coming home to play.” he said. *It’s
neat to bring my music home.”

In November 1996, Goose Creck
Symphony performed a one-night,
sold out concert at the Mountain
Arts Center. The group is scheduled
to perform again at the center on
April 11 and 12.

Onginally scheduled to perform
only on the 12th, Gearheart said the
group decided to add Friday night
because of the amount of requests
for tickets.

Reminiscing about his childhood
days in Floyd County and the
changes which have occurred in the
area, Gearheart recalled that he got

April is Child Abuse Prevention Month;
protect children, report suspected abuse

Child abuse is defined by the
National Committee (o Prevent
Child Abuse (NCPCA) as an injury
or pattern of injuries to a child that
1S non-accidental. There are four
types of abuse: physical, sexual,
emotional, and neglect.

In 1995, over 3 million
(3,111,000) children in America
were reported for child abuse and
neglect with almost one million
(996,000) cases being substantiat-
ed.

Approximately three children
per day die as a result of abuse and
neglect, and it appears these figures
continue to rise according to
National Incidence Studies of Child
Abuse and Neglect,

Child abuse and neglect has a
tremendous 1mpact on society as
juvenile delinquents, prostitutes,
drug addicts, and adult criminals
often report having positive histo-
ries of child abuse and neglect.
Adults abused as- children often
have difficulty with interpersonal
relationships, anxiety and/or de-
pression, substance abuse/depen-

dence, low self-esteem, sexual

problems, and other signs of trau-
ma. Effective parenting and main-
taining employment is difficult for
adult survivors of child abuse, and
this is a tremendous loss in human
potential. Long-range costs are
exorbitant as we look at monies
spent on child welfare services,
housing juvenile offenders, foster
care, medical care, counseling, and
special education. Prevention is
certainly the key as recent estimates
support that we save at least $6.00
spent on social problems vs. $3.00
spent on prevention.

What to do?

* Participate in the Blue Ribbon
Campaign in remembrance of vic-
tims of child abuse and neglect and
to raise awareness in others.

+ Get involved in parenting
classes in your community.

* Practice time-outs for yourself
to ensure you are in control before
punishing your children.

« If you are feeling out of control
or overwhelmed, call a support per-
SOn.

» Listen to your children when
they talk to you.

» Share personal safety with your
children.

* Support local schools and
agencies who are educating your
children about abuse and neglect.

* Spend time doing something
fun with your children and try to
involve the entire family when pos-
sible.

* Report child abuse or neglect
any lime you suspect it.

Senior citizens, as I was driving
in to work this morning 1 was
lamenting the fact that I had lost an
hour's sleep last night.

Some who live in low-lying areas,
designated floodplains and even rel-
atively safe places where flooding
is not normally a problem, but
where flash flooding could occur,
are preparing to move to “higher
ground” if they are threatened by
high waters,

In spite of the beauty that sur-
rounds us at the moment, and
regardless of the countless advise
we might hear from those who have
lived through the devastation,
should flooding become a problem
in Eastern Kentucky this year, many
of us will not be prepared for it, or
will not want to leave our homes to
seek safety. In an effort to protect
what we have sacrificed a lifetime
to accumulate, many of us will
“hang on.” hoping to survive and
salvage what we can. The last thing
many of us will want to do is to
abandon our homes for the dishon-
est to come in with their boats and
help themselves to our treasures and

It seems, while the clock ticks J support systems where we could

away, as a people, we are reluctant
to heed sound advice. We are not
only guilty of failing to make prepa-
ration for the changes that each sea-
son might bring, but we are guilty
of doing this with the aging process
as well.

I've yet to meet a person who is
certain that he or she will never die.
Yet, I've met countless people,
some far into advanced years who
either feel they have plenty of time
to take care of critical business that
could affect them for the rest of
their lives, or could affect the distri-
bution of their personal belongings
and real estate after their deaths, or
who feel this business of living
wills, advance directives and wills
is taboo. “We didn't have those
things when my parents died forty
or fifty years ago,” they reason,
“and I don’t need to be bothered
with such things today.” Well,
unfortunately today things aren’t as
they were during our parents” life-
time.

For one thing, they didn’t have
Medicare then. And there wasn’t
such a thing as Medicaid, or the
availability of Medicaid beds, or the
Medicaid reclamation rule. There
wasn't modern medicine as we

live in a vegetative state indefinite-

} ly. Families lived in clusters then
and were not scattered to all ends of
the earth as they are today. The fam-
ily lived together, or in close prox-
mity to each other, and they knew
the wishes of their aged parents.
The homestead was automatically
passed on from one generation to
the next. It's not necessarily that
way today!

We should not take for granted
that these things will automatically
care for themselves. We should
heed advice from those who have
experienced a host of legal prob-
lems and build some safeguards for
ourselves, for our future and for our
loved-ones, should the time come
that we can no longer make deci-
sions for ourselves. We should not
take for granted that our personal
medical wishes, our homestead
and/or our personal belongings will
go 1o whom we want to get them,
We should heed advice now, as we
witness springtime blossom into the
full bloom of summer. None of us
know, but this could be the year of
the “Big One,"” where we depart this
world and leave our loved one’s
flooded with an array of messy,
costly legal battles.

“Findings from the CPS are
invaluable because they help local,
state, and national policy-makers
make informed decisions affecting
many of us,” Susan B, Hardy, direc-
tor of the Census Bureau's Charlotte
regional office, said.

On May 2, the Department of
Labor in Washington, D.C., will
release labor force statistics for the
United States based on the data pro-
vided by local households in the
April CPS.

Local households selected for the

survey will receive a letter from
Martha Farnsworth Riche, director

them of the survey.

Kentucky gounties, including some

In the Big Sandy district, the
unemployment rate fell slightly
from 10 percent in January to 9.8
percent in Febrvary.

the rate stayed the same, 9.7 per-
cent.

Unemployment statistics are
based on estimates and compiled to
measure employment trends rather
than actually to count people work-
ing.

Johnson
County’s rate rose slightly from 9.1
percent in January to 9.4.

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Young asthmatics can safely enjoy
medically-staffed summer camp

Summer camp is typically a
place where kids can experience
nature and have fun as they gain
independence and self-confidence
outside the confines of their family.
Yet, for asthmatic children, camp is
also a place fraught with triggers—
heat, high humidity, pollen; ani-
mals, and physical activity—that
could set off a suffocating attack
and keep them from breathing.

As Kentucky's only medically-
staffed overnight camp especially
for asthmatics, Camp Superkids
makes summer camp possible for 7-
13-year-olds whose asthma is
severe enough to keep them from
attending a regular camp. The one-
of-a-kind program is staffed round-
the-clock by doctors, nurses, phar-
macists and respiratory therapists,

Applications are now being
taken for this year's camp, which
will be held June 15-20, at the
YMCA's Camp Piomingo facility in
Otter Creek Park, 25 miles south of
Louisville. Because the program
aims to serve young asthmatics

statewide. children from Floyd
County are particularly encouraged
to apply.

In addition to offering all the fun
and physical challenges of a regular
camp, Camp Superkids teaches
young asthmatics valuable asthma
management skills. For example,
campers learn how to identify and
avoid common triggers, how to use
breathing and relaxation tech-
niques, how asthma medications
work, and how to use inhalers and
other devices properly.

Education is a critical part of
Camp Superkids because although
there is no cure for asthma, with the
right medication and education, this
serious and sometimes deadly
chronic lung disease can be con-
trolled, Camp director Joan Varner,
who is a respiratory therapist,
explains, “Our goal is to help these
kids learn there are a lot of things
they can do to take control of their
asthma. We want to debunk a lot of
the old myths and misconceptions
and help them understand that with

the right preparation and precau-
tions they can lead a full active
life.”

According to the American Lung
Association about 4.8 million chil-
dren nationwide have asthma,
including nearly 70,000 in Ken-
tucky. A 1996 report by the
National Center for Health Statis-
tics estimates more than 800 chil-
dren in Floyd County alone have
asthma,

The Centers for Disease Control
report that between 1982 and 1994,
the prevalence rate of pediatric
asthma—the rate per 1,000 per-
sons—increased from 40.1 to 69.1
percent, representing a 72.3 percent
increase. The CDC also reports that
between 1979 and 1993 deaths
from asthma nationwide almost
doubled, jumping from 2,598 to
5,167.

The American Lung Association
of Kentucky and Kosair Children’s
Hospital co-sponsor  Camp
Superkids as an affordable commu-
nity service for children statewide.

time to go fishing

Spring has sprung. The sun is
shining. It is time to go fishing. As
lake temperatures around the re-
gion begin 1o climb, anglers
should be taking to the waters for
some of the best fishing opportu-
nities of the year.

Recent flooding and continued
rainfall has left most area lakes
muddy and difficult to fish. The
sunshine and dry weather of the
past week have begun to warm
lake waters and allowed waters to
clear. The clear waters and warmer
temperatures have combined to
provide some of the best fishing
days of spring.

If you prefer to fish by the
moon, the best fishing days should
be when the moon is between new
and full. This month, those dates
are from April 7 to the 22.

Regardless of your methods,
now is the time to catch big bass.
Bass will begin spawning soon.
Shortly before the spawn begins,
which 1s now, bass will feed heav-
ily to prepare themselves for
spawning. All indications show
that bass are moving into shallow
waters in preparation of the up-
coming spawning season.

Anglers should concentrate
their efforts in areas where bass
are known to spawn. Generally,
bass prefer warm shallow water
with smooth bottoms for spawn-
ing. Small tributaries and shallow
coves should hold some large hun-
gry bass this time of year.

If the water remains clear, and
forecasts predict it should, brightly

. colored baits, such as chartruese,

should work well.
In addition to the clear waters
and warmer temperatures, lakes in

Many hunters are frus-
trated when a gobbler with a
large harem of hens simply
refuses to be called. He may
gobble back., but he isn't
going to leave his hens. Why
should he? :

The old-time fall hunters
routinely flushed flocks of
young turkeys. hid at the
flush site and then called in
the lost youngsters. This
works almost as well in the
spring. Almost, because the
longbeard you're after is no
lost youngster.

However, he has "lost" his
harem and that works fer

you. Don't expect him to
immediately come running
like a lovesick youngster

(although he may). Give it
some time before attempting
to call. A late-evening flush is
perfect. He will really be lone-
some in the morning.

This is something of a des-
peration move and it's an "all
or nothing” gamble. Run
amongst them and really
bust 'em up. You must really
scalter the flock for this play
to work. If they just run off in
a group. you haven't accom-
plished anything.

the area are beginning the draw up
for summer pool, As water levels
rise, coves and hollows previously
exposed will become flooded.
Look for bass to move into these
areas as the water rises.

Though bass prefer smooth bot-
toms for spawning, fish will still
cling to cover or around ledges
and dropoffs. Keep in mind bass
are only preparing for the spawn,
they are not spawning yet. Fish
standing timber and other structure
near the edges of coves or hollows
where bass are expected to spawn.

If I had to choose only one time
of the year to fish for bass, it
would be the next two weeks. So,
grab your rods and reels. Now is
the time to catch big bass.

Only five days remain before
the opening of the 1997 spring
turkey season. The incredible suc-
cess of the wild turkey restoration
program in Kentucky has more
hunters than ever venturing into
the great outdoors each spring in
search of beards and spurs.

With the season opening less
than one week away, now is the
time to check and double-check
your strategy, location, and equip-
ment.

Perhaps the most important fac-
tor of a successful hunt is the loca-
tion. Many hunters take for grant-
ed that if they have seen turkey in
a particular location before, the
turkeys will be there when the sea-
son begins. Unfortunately, turkeys
often travel, and especially in the
spring. As new vegetation begins
to appear, turkeys will relocate.
Turkeys often return to food
sources used the previous year, but
if those food supplies aren’t avail-
able, the turkeys will find food
elsewhere.

Another factor confronting the
spring turkey hunter is the breed-
ing season of the wild turkey. As
breeding season approaches, win-
ter flocks will begin to break up
into smaller groups. Large flocks
located on scouting trips only a
few weeks earlier will have dis-

persed by the opening of the hunt-
ing season,

The problem is further in-
creased when you consider that
this all takes place almost immedi-
ately before hunting begins. Win-
ter turkey flocks begin to break up
near the end of March. The actual
dates can vary depending on
weather, and geographic location.
New vegetation and food sources
also begin 10 emerge only weeks
or days before the April 14 season
opening. Although it is illegal to
call turkeys before the season be-
gins; a trip to the woods at the
edge of daybreak to listen for gob-
blers coming off the roost is per-
mitted and highly recommended.

Hunting tactics should also be
thoroughly reviewed prior to the
season. A typical strategy is to use
a locator call just before daybreak
and set up to call any responding
gobblers. This strategy works well
and is used by most turkey
hunters. However, it is important
to know the land you will be hunt-

ing. Once a gobbler is located, you

must determine where you will
begin your calling. Wandering
aimlessly through unfamiliar
woods is no way to spend a morn-
ing. Have in mind an idea of
where you expect the gobbler to
be and pick out several locations

Fisheries actions to be considered

At its March meeting, the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources Commission
gave the Fisheries Division ap-
proval to file an Intent to Promul-
gate two regulation changes.

The first change would involve
decreasing the size limit on large-
mouth bass at Carter Caves Lake
from 20 inches to 15 inches. The
current creel and possession limits
for bass would remain at one fish.

The second regulation change
would be to remove the special re-
strictions on largemouth bass,
smallmouth bass, crappie, white
bass, yellow bass and striped bass

and their hybrids from Barren
River above the impounded waters
of Barren Lake.

Anyoné having any comments
or concerns about either of these
regulation changes should write to

from which you can set up to
begin calling. Once the bird re-
sponds to your locator call, if you
know there is a small clearing
roughly 100 yards above him with
a large fallen tree for cover, then
you can move 1o set up quickly
and begin your calling.

Last but definitely not least,
hunters should take the time 1o in-
spect all their equipment prior to
the hunting season. A trial run in
your backyard may even be help-
ful in determining the readiness of
your gear.

Clothing is of the utmost im-
portance. Camouflage from head
to toe is a must. Eliminate red,
blue and white from your outfit,
Even a red boot lace may cause
another hunter to inadvertently fill
your boot with buckshot. Weather
conditions will also play a part in
selecting your outfit. If you expect
it to be cool in the morning but
warm up quickly, wear a long
sleeve camouflage shirt under a
camouflage jacket, As the temper-
ature rises, you can remove your
jacket but remain totally camou-
flaged.

Double check game calls and
other accessones. Make certain
you have everything you will
need, and that everything is in
good working order. If you haven't

used your calls since last season,
take the time to practice a little
and refresh your memory.

Your firearm should also be in-
spected, Many hunters make the
mistake of grabbing their old faith-
ful 12 gauge and heading for the
woods, Test fire your weapon
using the same ammunition you
plan to use for hunting. Clean your
firearm thoroughly, and if neces-
sary, fire a few shots at a target to
accustom yourself to the pattern of
your turkey loads. The magnum
shells you will use for turkey hunt-
ing could hold a considerably dif-
ferent pattern than the shells you
fired during last squirrel season.

Double check everything, but
remember to keep safety first.
Stuff an orange vest in your pock-
et, and wear it when moving
through the woods, especially
when transporting a harvested
bird. Good luck, and I'll see you
in the woods. I'll be the big cam-

FISHING DEFINITIONS

When an angler says, “We were
structure fishing"”, do you really
understand what they meant?

The terms structure and cover
are well used bass fishing
terms. But in reality they have
different meanings. Cover refers
to objects on the bottom or
along the shore line.
Blowdowns, stumps, rock piles
and aquatic vegetation - all are
examples of cover. Structure
can be actual changes in bottom
configuration such as a ditch,
creek channel, hump, point or
drop off. The ideal habitat for
bass 1s to find an existing
amount of cover located on or
in conjunction with some form
of structure. Ambush points are
areas in either cover or structure
where a bass can hide in order
to ambush its prey. Try to
locate as many ambush points
as possible.

It's many miles from the rural
roads near South Boston Speedway
of Virginia, where Jeff Burton grew
up, to the brand new $85 million
Texas Speedway outside Ft
Worth/Dallas, Texas. Neither the
distance away from home nor the
magnitude of the facility frightened
young Burton. Because when the
checkered flag had fallen after the
500 miles of this Inaugural Winston
Cup race, Jeff had claimed the win-
ner’s prize of $340,000.

He had come full circle. Sunday
was his day. It was his first Winston
Cup victory, and the first for the
Roush Racing team since 1995.

While the other two Roush cars
driven by Mark Martin and Ted
Musgrave had DNF's due to blown
motors, Jeff was circling the 1.5-
mile track like a full-blown twister.
He took the lead in his number 99
Ford Thunderbird with 49 laps
remaining, and built up a 6.75-sec-
ond margin over the second-place
car of Dale Jarrett, before his crew
chief, Buddy Parrot slowed the 29-
year old “Tornado” down in order to
conserve his tires in case Jarrett or
Labonte mounted a challenge.

But there was no final run. At the
end, Burton’s Thunderbird was the
dominant car on the track. His mar-
gin of victory was 2.75 seconds.

“T run pretty good, didn’t I7,"
said Burton. “We didn’t give this
one away. Today, it wasn't a matter
of what the other guys did. We had
the car. It was all up to us.”

The infield pits resembled a
‘demolition city,” rather than a rac-
ing facility. There were ten caution
periods, and 15 cars were eliminat-
ed from the race, while many more
were repaired and sent back on the
track, to race just for points. Jeff
Gordon, 1995 champ, was involved
with Ernie Irvan, after Irvan rear-
ended Greg Sacks, and finished
31st.

KHSAA should take lead in high school All-State teams selection process

The Kentucky high school
coaches all-state boys and girls bas-
ketball teams were published

Sunday and balloting for both was
nothing to write home about.
Apparently (too) many high school
coaches don't think the All-State
teams are important,

KHSAA schedules showed 274
boys varsity teams played in 1996-
97 and 172 girls teams. Calculating
one ballot per coach placed along-
side Louisville Courier-Journal fig-
ures — 112 varsity girls coaches
submitted ballots for the all-state
team, 65 per cent. For the boys all-
state teams, less than half, 45.6 per
cent, 125 coaches filled out and
mailed ballots.

The boys All-State team was
selected by a minority, And 60 girls
team coaches did not bother to vote.

With more and better statistical
and other information available on
players throughout Kentucky via
the media and KHSAA offices,
looks as if the time has come to
make dramatic changes in how All-
State teams are chosen.

Perhaps some head coaches
should hand over their voting privi-
lege to a more enthusiastic assis-
tant, or to a school’s director of ath-
letics. A better course: Coaches
should be ‘encouraged’ to take
advantage of new school technolo-
gy, use the Internet to E-Mail their
ballots to those who tally results.

In turn, the vote compiling
agency could automatically E-Mail
high school directors of athletics
with reminders that a ballot has not
been received yet. The All-State
teams selection process is one more
area which the KHSAA can take the
lead, put its technology to work for
the betterment of student athletics.

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NEW SUSPENDING LURES
CATCHING BASS

One of the most popular new
lures in professional bass fishing
suspends at one depth underwater
— right where bass want it — and
it has become so popular manufac-
turers can hardly make them fast
enough to meet angler demand.

“Basically, these new lures are
called ‘suspending’ or ‘weighted’
jerk baits™" explains former world
champion Ken Cook of the
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff.
“and they're so effective because
you can stop them in mid-retrieve
right beside a target and the lures
remain at that depth.

“Jerk baits have always been
popular lures because they resem-
ble baitfish in both appearance and
action. Normally, they float at rest
then dive to a depth of about two
feet when retrieved.

“Then, when the retrieve, which
is usually a series of jerks or quick
pulls, is stopped, the lure floats
back to the surface. “These new
jerk baits can be fished deeper
because they have extra weight in
them, and when the retrieve is
stopped, they remain at that depth .

than connect an angler's rod and
reel to a lure. Just ask professional
bass tournament angler Guy Eaker.

Eaker won a major national
bass tournament on Sam Rayburn
Reservoir in Texas recently, and he
credits the win — worth $35,000
in cash and merchandise — 1o his
fishing line because it helped con-
trol his lure depth.

“I used a heavier-than-normal
line to keep my lure from diving
too deep,” explains the Evinrude
Outbhoards Pro Staff angler. “The
heavier line has more water resis-
tance and kept the lure just above
the submerged grassbed [ was fish-
ng.

“A lighter line would have let
the crankbait dive deeper into the

vegetation where it would have
been snagging constantly.”

Eaker's heavier line also
allowed him to retrieve his lure
slower, which is how the bass
wanted it. Lighter line would have
forced him to retrieve much faster
to avoid the snagging .

"Most bass fishermen know
how to use lighter lines with
crankbaits so they'll have better
action and run deeper,” explains
Eaker, “but not many think about
using heavier lines to make a lure
run shallow.

Norton spoke of a society

Obviously a biatant indict-
ment of our adult-run society,
and deservedly so. The scary
part for us is that we're no
longer just talking about life in
cities like San Francisco and
Boulder. A glance at recent
headlines in local newspapers
underscore that we in Eastern
Kentucky have indeed reached
a high enough level of sophis-
tication that we are now not
altogether immune to the
seduction of the innocents.

Norton ends his article by
pointing out what surely must
be the greatest hurdie to be
overcome; that we live in a
world where the adults want to
be children and want their chil-
dren to be adults.

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Tackett named Pastor of the Year

The Reverend Mark Tackett, pastor of
Pleasant Home Baptist Church, at Water Gap,
has been named Bi-vocational Pastor of the Year
for Kentucky.

This prestigious award was presented 1o
Reverend Tackett at Pleasant Home Baptist
Church'’s new addition on March 7, with 180
people in attendance. The award was presented
by Dr. Vernon Cole, who is a representative of
the Kentucky Baptist Convention Center in
Louisville.

Reverend Tackett has been in the ministry for
more than 20 years and has been pastor of
Pleasant Home Baptist Church for the past 12
years. Tackett became pastor of the church
shortly after it was located at its current site on
Water Gap Road. Tackett served as associate
pastor for the church’s first pastor, Wayne
Gullion, Gullion served about nine months as
pastor before he left due to the ill heaith of a rel-
ative.

The church has done four major renovations
under Reverend Tackett’s leadership and is one
of the fastest growing and largest churches in
Floyd County. The church started in a small
room of a building. After about one year, the
membership had outgrown the building, and
renovations began that continue today.
Currently, the church has about 300 members
and a new kitchen and dining room area has
been added to the church’s Sunday School and
Fellowship buildings that was formerly a WPA
school.

The buildings contain numerous rooms for
all ages of Sunday School students, as well as
pantries storing food and other commodities for
the needy. Yet, it isn’t enough, according to
Tackett.

“We're running kind of short,” Tackett said.
“Our goal as the Lord blesses us is to look at (a
piece of property near the church.) We're con-
sidering building a larger sanctuary.”

Tackett attributes the phenomenal growth of
the church to “quality of the people and the
blessings of the Lord.”

“I've pastored a lot of great churches,"
Tackett said, “but the Lord brought a lot of dif-
ferent types of people here to help the church
grow."

Pleasant Home Baptist Church is different
from many other churches as they have never
passed an offering plate. They have yearly tithes
and offerings in excess of $100,000. Pleasant
Home has led the association in baptisms and
mission projects for the past six years. Reverend
Tackett learned last week that the church is
among the top 20 supporters of Oneida Baptist
Institute in Leslie County. The church supports
other Baptist institutes, as well.

The church also has a park, which consists of

a softball field, basketball court, volleyball
court and playground equipment for the small
children. It also has a nice, large ghelter with
tables. The church usually has two or three
Friend Days at the park each year. During
Friend Days, church members are encouraged to
bring a friend with them to the outdoor services,
sports activities and dinner held at the park.
“It’s a nme of fellowship. It gives us an

opportunity 1o put people that we're trying 1o
reach at ease. It's not so much a structured ser-
vice as an indoor setting,” Tackett said.

Reverend Tackett and Reed Volk, who is a
member at the church and a pharmacist from
Pike County, traveled to Romania and Israel in
1995, During their travel through Romania and
the Middle East, a total of 391 conversions were
made for Christ. Eighty-five conversions were
made in one service alone in Romania.

*One of the most touching parts of my trip to
Israel was when I walked into the tomb where
Jesus lay," Rev. Tackett said.

He recalled an incident during a service in
Romania that brings a smile to his face. Tackett
said he had just finished preaching and about 15
to 20 people came forward for salvation, but the

church's pastor was disappointed with that num-
ber.

“The pastor locked the doors and preached
for another hour,” Tackett said, smiling. After
that trip, he laughingly tells people: “If 1 don't
get the results 1 want, I'll lock the door.™

Reed Volk and his son, Eric, will soon leave
for a gnission trip to Romania, Tackett said.

Reverend Tackett believes in mission work
both across the street and across the ocean work-
ing thru food, clothing and medical ministries.
The Pleasant Home Baptist Church has sent
nearly $70.000 in medical supplies to Europe.
Dr. Theo Ben Abraham, a Jewish medical physi-
cian, converted to Christianity, is in charge of

* Difficulty concentrating.

* Radical personality change.

*Complaints about  stom-
achaches, headaches, fatigue or
other physical ailments.

* Withdrawal from friends, fami-
ly and regular activities.

*Verbal comments such as "I
won't be a problem much longer..."
or “It’s no use...”

*Sudden, forced cheerfulness
after a period of depression.

While they are useful indicators,
these signals are not foolproof.
Teens typically go through phases
of defiant behavior as a part of their
increasing independence and sepa-
ration from parents. They also may
exhibit moodiness, withdrawal or
anger in reaction to such events as
not making an athletic team or
breaking up with a dating partner.

The key to distinguishing
between normal adolescent turbu-
lence and the danger signals is the
time, degree and amount of devia-
tion from usual personality and

behavior.

Adults can help prevent suicide
by fostering open, honest communi-
cation with teens. If a teen trusts
you enough to come to you with a
problem, take time to listen imme-
diately. Delay may only fuel feel-
ings of doom in the teen. The fol-

Candid
discussion is important particularly
when 4 teen suicide has occurred in
a community.

* Risk getting involved, if you
suspect suicidal thoughts or behav-
ior, ask the teen directly if she or he
is considering suicide. Don’t avoid
the subject or wait for the leen to
come 1o you.

* Be alert to the teen's feelings.
The severity of the problem should
be judged from the teen’s percep-
tion, not by adult standards, If a
teen perceives something as a prob-
lem, it is a problem for him or her.

* Model healthy behavior and
positive problem-solving approach-
es. Adults can be models for young
people by dealing with their own
stress in a constructive manner.

* Use television shows, films,
newspaper articles and other media
as a trigger for a discussion of
effective ways to deal with stress

and depression,

* Provide opportunities for group
support. Teens sharing problems
with other teens who help find solu-
tions can be beneficial.

Adults need to take the possibil-
ity of teen suicides seriously even if
their community has not experi-
enced one. Teen depression and
thoughts of suicide are more com-
mon than many adults assume and
there are as many as 50 to 100 sui-
cide attempts for every young per-
son who actually takes his or her
own life.

The second survey was held
December 16, 1993, by Dr. Richard
Glasier and three-year commission
approval granted on March 18,
1994, The third survey took place
on September 30, 1996, with the
survey being performed by Dr.
Gilbert Rannick, The Commission
on Cancer granted four-year
approval with the certificate dated
February 14, 1997,

The Approvals Program, estab-
lished by the American College of
Surgeons, encourages participants,
such as Highlands Cancer Program,
to equip and staff themselves so
that they are able to provide the best
in the diagnosis and treatment of
cancer.

An integral part of a cancer pro-
gram is the tumor registry. All
patients who are diagnosed or treat-
ed for cancer are listed in the reg-
istry so that the institution can
maintain contact with them and
make sure that they receive contin-
uing care and assistance with reha-
bilitation. Information collected
through the registry allows
Highlands to participate in state and
national studies that are designed to
improve patient care. These studies

focus on
surgery, other
patient outcomes.

Using annual cancer registry
data from more than 1,000 United
States cancer treatment organiza-
tions, approved hospitals are able to
comparatively assess their patterns
of care using survey data from the
National Cancer Data Base
(NCDB). NCDB benchmark stud-
ies completed during 1995 included
cancers of the breast, endometrium,
larynx, ovary, pancreas, prostrate,
stomach, and thyroid. NCBD also
provides an annual yardstick of
how many patients were diagnosed
at each hospital using the most
appropriate staging or classification
system of disease severity.

In addition, several Patient Care
Evaluation (PCE) studies were
designed and completed that used
supplementary medical information
gathered for evaluating special
issues of cancer management con-
cern for cancers of the cervix,
colon, and prostate. Together with
NCDB information these studies
provide a useful benchmark that
individual approval cancer pro-
grams, like Highlands, can use for
continuous improvement of the

diagnostic patterns,
treatments, and

quality of patient care.

According to Dr. John Furcolow,
director of Oncology (Cancer)
Program at Highlands, “In 1990
when the American College of
Surgeons approved HRMC as an
accredited Community Hospital
Cancer Program it was quite an
accomplishment. At that time
HRMC was one of the smallest hos-
pitals in the country to receive such
recognition.

“In 1995 Highlands became an
approved member of the National
Cancer Institute, allowing if,
through its research arm, the
Southwest Oncology Group, to give
the latest, most up-to-date experi-
mental chemotherapy as well as
continuing to give more standard
treatments.

What this means to the commu-

nity is that almost any treatment for
cancer involving chemotherapy that
is available at even the most
renowned cancer centers in the
country can (and usually has) been
given at Highlands,

But don’t expect to go home
early if what happened last time
occurs at this sale: People were still
bringing in stock after the auction
was scheduled to begin and this
caused quite a delay in getting
things started.

With big sales like this, workers
are on hand all day to assist in
unloading, and will even go out and
haul your cattle in upon request. So
for the benefit of all concerned it's
important to get the cattle in as
soon as possible.

The general stock sale this past
Saturday looked bleak early on but
the rain held off and the pens
became fairly well stocked. But
still no hogs. There were some nice
200-300 pounders run through a
couple of weeks ago at $46-$47 per
hundred, but not a sign of a grunt or
squeal since then.

Goats started things off with
medium-sized nannys, Nubians and
Alpines, at $35 to $57.50. Only one
billy showed up and he was small,
but be brought a fifty dollar bill.

Baby calves came through next,

both bulls and heifers, selling at
$45 to $100 apiece. Stocker heifers,

and there were several, brought
$115 to $135, most selling in the
$130-135 range. Another group of
stockers, a little larger, came
through at $145 to $240 per head,
and a few bred heifers of common
stock sold for $190-$250. Cows
with calves, mostly good looking
crossbreeds, brought the best
money at $510 to $680.

Heifers by the pound, 300-500,
brought $43.00 to $91.00 per hun-
dred, while those from 500 to 700
went for $41.00 to $62.50. One
group of black heifers weighing
350 each, sold at $66.00 and four
300 pound matched steers brought
$85.00.

A few bulls, 400-600 Ibs., closed
out the show at $59.50 to $65.00
per hundred.

Hay is a big concern for some
this time of year because it always
seems to get scarce, and at the same
time it's too early to turn stuff out.
One dealer on the back lot said he
had located 400 bales and was plan-
ning on trying to haul it in, in time
for the horse sale this Friday
evening. What he had on hand
Saturday, Timothy and good mixed,
was priced at $3.25 a bale.
