Trooper’s home
is burglarized,
suspect jailed

Five people were arraigned on
felony charges Monday and Tues-
day in Floyd District Court, includ-
ing one man accused of burglariz-
ing the home of a state trooper.

Edwin Keith Collins, 38, of
Mousie, was arrested Monday by
KSP Det. David Maynard and
charged with theft by unlawful tak-
ing for allegedly entering KSP
trooper Mike Thorpe's residerice
and stealing a tent and two fishing
rods and reels.

Collins is also charged with
third degree criminal mischief for
allegedly damaging a door when
he broke into the trooper’s house.

Floyd District Judge James R.
Allen entered a not-guilty plea to
Collins’ charges, and he is being
held at the Floyd County Adult De-
tention Center in lieu of a $2,500
cash bond.

In another preliminary hearing,
an Indiana man waived an extradi-

superinténdent Gene Davis and
board members be found in con-
tempt for violating Caudill's earlier
restraining order preventing their
firings.

Tentative pact may
settle UPS walkout

A tentative agreement between
the Teamsters and United Parcel
Service late Monday night may
have ended a 15-day strike that has
affected approximately 40 union
members at the Floyd County
branch in Emma and numerous
county businesses and residents.

Teamsters president Ron Carey
announced early Tuesday morning
that the agreement achieves all the
union members’ major goals,

UPS Chairman and CEO James
P. Kelley said the agreement was a
“breakthrough,” but additional dis-
cussions are necessary to finalize
certain details.

“We have within our grasp a
workable agreement,” Kelley said
Tuesday morning.

According to Carey, workers
could be back on the job by
Wednesday (today) and they will
vote on the agreement by mail. He
added that the vote could take
about a month to conduct.

Approximately 185,000 Team-
sters across the nation went to the
picket lines on August 4 after
Carey walked out of contract talks
with UPS and said the talks were a
waste of time.

Their contract expired on July
31,

be used for school construction. If
state officials find that the expendi-
ture is inappropriate, it could boost
the system’s deficit to over

lease purchase agreement with GE

$146,220 annually in lease pay-
ments, instead of renewing leases
on the units yearly.

Willis said Tuesday afternoon
that in order for the purchase to be
deemed acceptable, the district
would have to provide BG-1s (cost
estimates for new construction pro-
jects) on each mobile unit.

When the units were first locat-
ed at the schools, BG-1s were re-
portedly submitted:to the state.

Willis said the issue will be

"wouldn't say 100 percent” that the
claim will be disallowed until local
auditors review the purchase agree-
ment.

Arlene Osborne, of Langley, has
been trying for ten

years—from the local cir-
cuit court to the state !

did not say in which bank he placed
those funds.

With apologies to Paul
Harvey, we now know “the rest
of the story.”

After a lecture on the perils of
“pork” politics; an admonish-
ment for our “one-sidedness:”
and a dissertation on who is and
who isn’t to blame for the mess
the local school system is in,
we’re indebted to Brent Allen,
director of pupil personnel for
the Floyd County schools.

We can see clearly now, the
clouds are gone.

In a report to the board last
week, Mr. Allen filled us in on
the rest of the story. Everybody
but the current superintendent,
three board members and, we
assume, Mr. Allen, is guilty of
screwing up the Floyd County
schools.

Odd, isn’t it, that such revela-
tions should be made by the sys-
tem’s director of pupil personnel
during the time he was allocated
by the board for discussing
school enrollment issues?

Particularly odd when you
consider that if there is a single
issue at the heart of the district’s
financial problems, it is declin-
ing student enrollment.

See, school systems get the
lion’s share of their funding on
the basis of student attendance.

If a lot of kids skip school or
drop out or move away, our
schools lose a lot of money.

The fundamental issue behind

We can see clearly now,

Floyd County’s financial dilem-
ma 1s that the system has not
trimmed staffing costs in the past
to offset declining enrollment.

And, we might add, the sys-
tem has done very little to
improve daily attendance rates at
schools.

Every one percent improve-
ment in those attendance rates is
worth about $250,000 in addi-
tional revenues to the school sys-
tem.

Likewise, every one percent
drop in those rates costs the sys-
tem a quarter million bucks.

Attendance issues are the pri-
mary responsibility of the sys-
tem’s director of pupil person-
nel. In fact, state law makes
those concerns the only respon-
sibility of the director of pupil
personnel.

But we heard nothing last
week on that from Mr. Allen dur-
ing his lectures.

We got no information on
what plans he has to stem the
outflow of students from this
system.

We heard no information on
how he plans to improve average
daily attendance and thereby
enhance the financial and
employment outlook for the dis-
trict.

Nope. We just got chewed out.

We ought to be ashamed of
ourselves.

Thanks to Mr. Allen, though,
we can see clearly, now.

Keep up the good work.

The one percent levy doubles
to two percent on workers within
Paintsville’s city limits, where a
similar payroll tax has been in
effect for a number of years.

Ironically, the lion’s share of
the burden for making up for the
court’s overspending ways falls
primariIY on the shoulders of the
Eeople east likely to see any

enefit from county government.

Paintsville residents get very
little in the way of county ser-
vices but, since that's where
most of the jobs are, that's
where most of the revenues
from the new tax will originate.

The tax was proposed as the
only alternative to shutting down
county government, which
apparently was not a viable
option to those whose salaries

are paid with tax dollars.

Guess it's reassuring to know
that if officials aren’t going to
lose their paychecks as a penal-
ty for their Foor management, at
least they'll have to pay double
taxes, too.

Lt. Guv Steve Henry will not
resign from that post while he
campaigns for the Democratic
nomination for U.S. Senate, but
says he will quit politics if he
doesn’t win Wendell Ford’s seat.

In case you haven't noticed,
the Lt. Governor is not a partic-
ularly relevant official, outside of
being able to attract votes for
his or her gubernatorial running
mate.

Re-enactment of
Civil War scheduled

for this weekend

Editor:

This weekend the Civil War will
return to the hills and valleys of
Eastern Kentucky, bringing with it,
authentic Civil War flags from the
Kentucky Military Museum in
Frankfort and artifacts and weapons
used during the Civil War. This will
be the first time these flags have
been in the Big Sandy Valley since
the Civil War ended. (Yes, I'm sorry
to tell some of you, but it did end
over a hundred years ago.) Civil
War historians, re-enactors, enthu-
siastic history buffs, school chil-
dren, tourists, and curious passer-
bys, will experience the re-enact-
ment of the Battle of Middle Creek
(1862).

After the re-enactment, the May
House Living History Museum on
North Lake Drive, across from
Wendy's, will be open to the public
to view the original Civil War
Battle Flags. Also, on exhibit will
be Civil War armaments and arti-
facts from local collections.

Many of us who grew up in the
Big Sandy Valley recall stories told
by our grandparents and
great-grandparents, great aunts and
uncles of the Battle of Wireman
Shoals, the Battle of Middle Creek,
or the Battle of Ivy Mountain. As a
young girl my great-aunt Martha
Webb, of East Point, told me stories
of her father and grandfather (my
great-grandfather and
great-great-grandfather) Edward
and Jacob Webb who took part in
the original battle of Middle Creek.
It was their first day as soldiers, and
their only day in battle, when the
day ended they were prisoners of
war. They spent the remaining years
of the war fighting another type of
battle, the battle to stay alive,
against all odds.

My father, Virgil Webb, and my
uncle Wilbur Webb, added to these
stories over the years, until Edward
and Jacob, “River Jake” Webb,
were very real to me. Both died
long before my birth, but “River
Jake” and Nancy Auxier Webb are
buried on a knoll overlooking what
was once their cornfield, but now is
the location of Porter Elementary
School.

Aunt Martha left me a shoe box
filled with family papers. (1 was 11
year old when she died). She had
entrusted me with treasures I have
cared for since then, including the
original deed to the Samuel Auxier
Farm, first dated 1792 (he was her
great-grandfather); Jacob’s Bible,
which he had in his possession
when he was captured; two letters,
one written in January 1862, after
the battle, to Jacob, by his bride of

a few months, Nancy Auxier Webb;
a poem Jacob carried inside the
Bible when he returned home after
the war; and pictures and other
mementos of our family.

Jacob’s small Bible, served as
his means to record the names of
his friends and neighbors who were

imprisoned with him. He recorded -

their names, birth and death dates,
so he could, if he survived, bring
the news to their families. The

names are faded, and few are legi-

ble now, but it was an attempt by a
young man to bring order to the
confusion of his world, turned
upside down by war. The following
is a copy of the letter his young
bride wrote to him, the day she
received word of his capture:

January 1862

My soul is sad today, my heart
with sorrow rent.

I am thinking of the long, long
days in sorrow I have to spend.

My grief alone I beare, the bur-
den O how harde,

But who can this remove, none
else but the O god.

My dearest one on earth is gone,
my earthly joys

Have flown. Restore him back,
do, do, O God

Beneath thy heavenly throne.

Some times, look for brighter
days,

Blue gloome orspread the sky. O
then O then

My GOD I almost wish too die.

The cottage in which we lived,
how happy once

It smiled, Seems sad and lonely
now, naught

Naught but a funeral pile,

How oft I list to heare your step,
but O I heare

It not. Some time I allmost think
ah me

You have forgot. But O that can-
not be

The rebbels are our foes

Untoo your home and friend
they

Will not let you go.

‘Social  Security when a
| Suppllemental Security Income (SSI)
recipient is admitted to the facility.
‘The law requires the report to be
submitted within two weeks of the
date of admission in order to adjust
the monthly payment.

If an individual enters a facility
for an extended period and Medicaid

pays for over 50 percent of his or her
care, the recipient’s benefit payment
is reduced to no more than $30 per
month because his or her basic
needs are being covered by the
Medicaid payment. Stays in the
facility of 90 days of less may not
require an adjustment in benefit pay-
ments.

The benefit reduction begins with
the first full month of residence in
the facility. If the admission is not
reported promptly, a recipient may
receive more benefits than he or she
is eligible for in the months follow-
ing admission, thus causing an over-

payment.

The law requires overpayments
to be repaid; generally the debt is
deducted from future checks.

The Social Security office needs
the following information as soon as
possible after an SSI recipient is
admitted to a facility:

* SS1 recipient’s name and Social
Security number;

* Name and address of the facili-
ty;

* Date of admission; and

* Who will be paying for the
recipient’s care.

. Substance-abuse screening starts
for welfare recipients; state to allow
Medicaid to cover many treatments

Local residents who are abusing
alcohol and drugs can get help
through two new strategies currently
being implemented by the Cabinet
for Families and Children and the
Cabinet for Health Services.

The first strategy is a substance-
abuse screening protocol for use by
welfare case managers within the
Cabinet for families and Children’s
Department for Social Insurance
(DSI). Under a new policy that
began the week of July 17, case
managers ask a series of questions of
welfare applicants in an attempt to

_identify those who may be at high
risk for a substance-abuse problem.
If a risk is found, the recipient is

i referred to qualified professionals

for a more thorough substance-abuse
assessment and then to treatment, if
needed.

The second strategy, now in the
development stage, would allow
Medicaid to cover outpatient sub-
stance-abuse treatment for women
of child-bearing age (18-40). The
Cabinet for Health Services will
seek a waiver from the U.S. Health
Care Financing Administration to
allow this change. The change
would allow low-income people,
such as welfare recipients, to elimi-
nate substance abuse as one obstacle
:on the road to self-sufficiency.
| Because of time limits and tighter
! restrictions imposed by welfare
{ reform, there is a greater need than
i ever for adult recipients of TANF
® (Temporary Assistance for Needy
| Families, the main federal welfare
| program) to find employment.

*Alcohol and drug abuse is one
i of the major barriers we face in mov-
1 ing TANF recipients into the work-
i force,” said Mike Townsend, direc-
| tor of Health Services' Division of
| Substance Abuse. “Unless we do all
i we can to identify and refer TANF
 recipients to appropriate treatment
{ for chemical dependency, we will
{pay a much higher cost through
| health problems, foster-care place-
, ment programs, or thorough the
| criminal justice system.”

Townsend said staff will begin
| working on the waiver this month,
jalthough the federal approval
| process means implementation may
i be as much as a year away. In the
' meantime, Comprehensive Care
| Centers across the state will give
i welfare recipients high priority
i when referred to them by DSI case
jmanagers for evaluation and treat-
' ment of chemical dependency.

i  Just how many welfare recipients

“Ihave problems with alcohol and
 other drugs is not known, although
| estimates range between five percent
fand 25 percent. Each year, the
| Comprehensive Care Centers treat
{ about 25,000 people for substance
i abuse, roughly 10 percent of them
' welfare recipients.

The centers’ treatment programs
jare now reimbursed wholly with
| state and federal Substance Abuse
' Block Grant dollars. If Medicaid is
brought into the picture, treatment of

@ welfare recipients would be covered

' by the usual mix of 70 percent feder-
al funds and 30 percent state funds.

Additional personnel will be

employed and services can be
expanded under the Medicaid pro-
gram. This would allow other clients
now awaiting services from the
regional centers to have quicker
access.

Another bit of good news: the
Department for Social Insurance
may be able to provide child care
and transportation to help welfare
clients who enroll in treatment ser-
vices.

In late June, the University of
Kentucky’s Institute-on Women and
Substance Abuse provided special
training to 580 DSI case managers
from all over the state to enable them
to do the screening. Screening will
consist of five questions (for exam-
ple, “Have you ever felt angry
because someone criticized your use
of alcohol or drugs?”); the case man-
ager’s observations of the client; and

any other relevant information, such

as history of drunken-driving arrests.

If the case manager determines
that the client is at risk, the client is
referred to a Comp Care center for
further evaluation. Clients who are
determined through the assessment
to be substance abusers must either
meel their work participation obliga-
tion or comply with their treatment
plans. Failure to comply could result
in a reduction in the client’s welfare
grant.

Information gathered during the
assessment process will be confiden-
tial and shared only with agencies
with the client’s written permission.
Information gathered during the
assessment process will not be
shared with law enforcement agen-
cies. The goal of the new procedure
is to promote healthy families and
help them overcome a barrier that
can keep them from supporting
themselves,

»Master classes begin at Jenny Wiley Theatre

It’s tough at times for actors and
actresses to make a living — that’s
why JennyWiley Theatre makes a
summer of work in Eastern
Kentucky as educational and benefi-
cial as possible for its company of
thespians.

In addition to gaining the invalu-
able experience of working at one of
the nation's premier outdoor the-
aters, actors and actresses employed
P by Jenny Wiley Theatre this summer

have been offered the opportunity to
attend the theater’s master classes

Master classes are designed to
help theater employees improve
their skills in a number of areas. The
sessions are set up in weekly blocks
and are taught by theater profession-
als who are nationally renowned for
their abilities.

Last week marked the first block
of master class activity, and sessions
were taught by Mary Guaraldi of
Flagstaff, Arizona. Theater employ-
ees spent the entire week under Ms,
= Guaraldi's tutelage, learning how to

write and produce one person plays.

“Actors so frequently as they get
on in years feel like they’ve lost con-
trol of their lives, and that they're
always sitting waiting for people to
hite them, or waiting on tables,”
Guaraldi said.

Guaraldi's solution to this dilem-
ma is for actors to write and produce
one-person historical plays in their
spare time. Guaraldi says that this
effort can pay great dividends during
those “down times” when regular
employment is scarce.

“This way they have a project
that they have written that could be

9 done at shows, festivals and all over
the place. They have a way of mak-
ing additional income that’s in their
field,” Guaraldi explained. “[These
shows] are a wonderful thing for an
actor to have in their repertoire.”

The class started the week by
reading a work called Billy Bishop
Goes to War. “[The story] is about a
World War 1 flying ace from
Canada,” Guaraldi said. “It’s a one-
person show, he plays several differ-
ent characters. It’s got music, it's got
some choreography. It’s a great

jece.”

The class also read some histori-
cal information on Sedona Miller
Schnebly. Schnebly is a historical
figure in Arizona who had a town
named after her (Sedona) and who

led a “life full of melodrama,”
according to Guaraldi.

“Her father disowned her for the
man she loved; she moved out west
and had a pioneer’s life; she had a
child die; she had reversals of for-
tune,” Guaraldi said. “There is justa
wealth of material [about Schnebly]
and she is a woman who has fasci-
nated me since I found out who she
was."

After extensive study, discussion
of the historical material and some
preliminary discussion about writing
one-person plays, the students sat
down to write their own one-person
play based on what they had read
about Sedona Miller Schnebly.

At the last class meeting, the stu-
dents read their own writings aloud,
“If some of [the students] choose to
finish what they’ve started, T will try
to have them produced in Sedona,
Arizona,” said Guaraldi. “Some of
them were good enough that I think
they could be a huge hit traveling to
schools or being done at festivals. It
would make a great one-person
show for an actor in Sedona to do,”
she said.

Mary Guaraldi developed a love
for theater very early in life. Borm in
Chelmsford, Massachusetts, she
began her theater career when she
was only five years old. From there
it was a love affair that knew no
bounds. “[Theater] is really all I
ever wanted to do,” she said.

She started taking elocution
lessons, and at sixteen she began
directing, in addition to her acting.
By her mid-twenties she was doing
mostly directing. She began work-
ing with the Greek and
Shakespearean classics and moved
on to working with modern plays.
She recently spent an extended
engagement working as the
Associate Artistic Director and
Director of Playwright's Stage for
Missouri  Repertory  Theatre.
Currently, she is working indepen-
dently in Arizona as an arts consul-
tant and as an producer of new plays
with Dave Wasserman (author of
several works, including Trouble On
the Santa Fe Trail.)

Guaraldi first developed her fas-
cination with one-person plays when
she read a one-person show about
Paul Robeson, a black classical
singer of the mid-twentieth century,
She loved the piece and decided to

produce it. “I did the show three dif-
ferent times with an actor I adored
and it started me thinking about the
potential of one-person plays,” she
said. “They are incredibly challeng-
ing because you have to make it just
as exciting as if you had twenty peo-
ple on the stage. 1 like difficult
assignments, and that is a difficult
assignment.”

“[One-person plays] also let you
dig deeply into a person, and I think
that’s fascinating,” Guaraldi contin-
ued. “Paul Robeson was a historical
character whose life was so rich, and
I ended up reading bios of him, arti-
cles about him, seeing all his movies
and listening to all his music. It was
Jjust a really rewarding experience to
get to know him.”

Somewhere along the way,
Guaraldi developed an interest in
teaching others about theater. She
said teaching is a nice way to relax
and get away from the hectic life of
a theater professional. I try to teach
whenever I can,” she said She has
applied her pedagogical talents at the
University of Missouri at Kansas
City and various other places
throughout her life.

“I love to teach in conjunction
with my professional work,” she
said, “I did a lot of teaching when I
started out, but I came to the realiza-
tion that I needed the professional
work to balance the teaching, so I try
to do both. That's why an opportu-
nity like this is perfect for me. You
use a whole different part of yourself
[to teach], so it’s very relaxing and

very rewarding.”

Guaraldi was brought in to teach
the master class through her associa-
tion with Patrik Baldauff, executive
producer of Jenny Wiley Theatre.
The two met while they were work-
ing on separate projects in Kansas
City, Missouri, and became fast
friends.

“Patrik is someone who works
very hard and I appreciated that,”
Guaraldi said. “He would come see
my shows and talk to me about them
and whose opinion I respected. I
worked on a few one person shows
when [Patrik] was there and did a lot
of new play work. So, when he
came out here he called and asked
me if I would do the class for him."”

Mary Guaraldi’s workshop at
Jenny Wiley Theatre appeared to
have a lasting affect on those who
participated. Friday morning found
a group of around twenty actors and
actresses busily putting the finishing
touches on their historical one-per-
son plays, which would be read later
in the afternoon.

One participant, Kate Besterman,
an actress from Pennsylvania,

paused from her work to say, “[The
class] has been great. I had never
thought about trying the writing
aspect [of theater] until this week.”

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Prestonshurg Community College board of directors
endorses college’s strategic plan and budget request

The Prestonsburg Community

College Board of Directors
endorsed the college’s 1997-98
budget request for additional

money during a meeting held July
29, at PCC. During the same meet-
ing, the board adopted a resolution
encouraging full funding for the
new Health Education/Classroom
Building to be constructed on the
PCC campus in a joint venture with
Morehead State University.

The board unanimously adopted
a resolution supporting PCC's
request for additional monies to
come from a pool of funds estab-
lished under the provisions of the
Kentucky Postsecondary
Education Improvement Act of

1997. This funding would be in
addition to the money contained in
PCC’s 1997-98 Operating Budget,
which was previously adopted by
the University of Kentucky Board
of Trustees and was approved by
the PCC Board at this meeting,
During this portion of the meeting,
the board also heard a report on the
status of the college’s scholarship
funds and endowments.

In another resolution unani-
mously adopted at this meeting, the
board urges the General Assembly
to appropriate the estimated $18
million necessary to complete con-
struction of the new classroom
building to be built on the PCC
campus. The new building, a joint

venture of PCC and MSU, has
received $5.5 million from the state
for design work, which is currently
in progress and partial construc-
tion. On a related subject, the board
also discussed the July 21
announcement by Governor Paul
Patton that PCC will share class-
rooms in a new $12 million Pike
County Regional Technical Center
to be built in the Pikeville Riverfill
area.

The board also atiopted a resolu-
tion of support for PCC’s Annual
Report, which contains the col-
lege's Strategic Plan and Progress
Report. In that resolution, the
board commended “the College
President, leadership, faculty and

staff for their dedication and work
to create a climate for innovation
and learning which is clearly focus-
ing on a vision and a plan with
noted remarkable achievements.”

In addition, the board adopted
resolutions in memory of two
deceased PCC employees—
Christopher G. Fleming and
Claude Johnson—and a deceased
Board member, Chalmer H.
Frazier, as well as one accepting an
offer of a complimentary one-year
membership in the Association of
Community College Trustees.

Before taking up resolutions, the
board heard presentations by Dr.
Deborah L. Floyd, PCC president,
on an overview of the Kentucky
Postsecondary Education
Improvement Act of 1997 and on
the PCC Annual Report. Floyd also
introduced Dr. Douglas Herman,
the faculty representative to the
board, and Anita L. Williams, the
student representative, who were
attending their first board meeting.
This was the first meeting of the
board, formerly known as the PCC
advisory board, since its name and
duties were changed under the pro-
visions of the new higher education
reform legislation.

Before adjourning, the board
appointed a committee to draw up
bylaws reflecting the board’s new
role and duties and begin the
process of an evaluation of the
president, one of the duties delegat-
ed to the Board under the new
higher education reform law.

Among other items to be placed

on the agenda for the next board

meeting, to be held on a date to be
set in September, are the election of
officers and recognition of four for-
mer PCC faculty members who

BRISTOL

If you didn’t make it to the Food
City 500 at Bristol Motor Speedway
this spring and didn’t get to see all
of the improvements that have been
made at the “World's Fastest Half
Mile” track, then it would be worth
the trip this weekend to see what
OI’ Bruton Smith has done!

Now even if you did go to the
spring race at the East Tennessee
track you still will be arhazed at
what OI' Bruton has got idone in
time for this Saturday ! night’s
Goody's Headache Powder 500.
For years fans thought that the
problems with parking, seating and
traffic flow would be with the track
just as sure as those Tennessee hills
would always provide such a beau-
tiful back drop for some of the best
racing that the sport has to offer.
Even with all of the problems that
the track’s location produced, a
ticket for either race at Bristol is
one of the hardest to get your hands
on. This Saturday night's Goody's
Headache Powder 500 may just be
the hardest ticket in all of NASCAR
to get your hands on! To prove this
point the track held a ticket lottery
with 4,000 tickets available for the
fall race. The lottery attracted
80,000 entries.

Maybe former track owner Larry
Carmrier thought that the problems
that were associated with the track
couldn’t be worked out, and that the
pressures that NASCAR was
putting on track owners to keep
their facilities updated wasn’t worth
it. Whatever the reason, in 1996,
Carrier sold Bristol to Bruton
Smith’s Speedway Motorsports Inc.

Do you ever think Bruton ever
saw a mountain too big to be moved
or a speedway that couldn’t hold
another set of bleachers? No sooner
than the ink was dry on the contract
Bruton began to literally move
mountains in order to make
Bristol’s beautiful East Tennessee
hills and valleys more fan friendly
and make it possible to increase
seating from 71,000 to over
125,000 for this Saturday's race.

Let’s take a look at what is new
since the April race at the track. For
those friends in high places there is

gnow a total of 55 skyboxes in turns
three and four now open. In April,
“the number was only 22. There has
been an increase of 7,000 seats for
Saturday night. This was accom-
plished by tearing down the media
and suite towers in turn one and

replacing them with temporary
stands. These stands will be
removed and along with the con-
crete bleachers on the front stretch
will be replaced with new bleach-
ers. When this phase of construction
is completed, the track will have a
bowl look with bleachers complete-
ly circling the track. The total num-
ber of seats that will be available for
the spring race will be 131,000.

If you are a fan like me, the first
thing I want to know is how long it
takes to get to and from the track.
Smith has done a fantastic job with
addressing the nightmare of parking
and getting in and out of the track.

There is new parking lots around
the track and even a shuttle system
of buses heading to and from the
track. Unknown to many fans is the
opening up of the beltway behind
the speedway that may offer the
fastest exit of any of the network of
side roads around the track. The old
saying of, “you can't get to the track
early enough” is still true at Bristol,
but with scouting around there is
some hope.

If I could only go to the one race
a year, it would be Bristol! Because
the one thing that Bruton didn’t
have to try to improve was the track
itself, cause it always produces the

best door banging, fender rubbing
racing that you will see all year!

MONARCH BUTTERFLIES
ON THEIR WAY TO THE
BLUEGRASS

A familiar beauty is returning to
Kentucky — the monarch butterfly.
Each year around late August, the
greatest numbers of monarchs
begin migrating south. Some of
them fly as far as 2,000 miles, The
longest recorded flight is 2,880
miles, from Brighton Ontario to the
mountains of Mexico.

Scientific study tells us that
monarchs east of the Rocky
Mountains fly south to Mexico
where they spend the winter. Then,
they fly back in the spring. What
we don’t know is how they reach
the same locations year after year.
Not only are they very small to be
traveling so far, but the ones that
migrate north die shortly after they
reach their destination and a whole
different generation must make the
return trip to a place they’ve never
seen before!

The answers to questions sur-
rounding monarch migration lies in
old-fashioned tag and recapture
studies. Monarchs are captured,
tagged and released to continue on
their journey. Further along their
routes, the butterflies may be recap-
tured and their tags read to deter-
mine how far the individual butter-
fly has traveled, in what direction
and how fast. Their progress can be
influenced by wind, weather,
topography and availability of
flowers with nectar.

The best part of monarch studies
is that they are not conducted only
by professional scientists. As a mat-
ter of fact, you or a group of friends

can participate in the research that
helps us learn about the habitats of
the mysterious and beautiful
monarch butterfly. You can tag
monarchs with a tagging kit avail-
able for $10 from the Kentucky
Afield Gift Shop at the Salato
Wildlife Education Center. Tagging
kits include tags, glue and instruc-
tions for capturing butterflies and
determining gender as well as a
journal for recording simple migra-
tion behavior patterns,

NEW PERMIT FOR HUNTING
DOVES AND OTHER
MIGRATORY GAME BIRDS

If you hunt doves, woodcock,
snipe, rails or gallinules you may be
required to possess the new
Kentucky Migratory Game Bird
Permit. If you possess a Kentucky
waterfowl permit you do not need
the additional permit. If you are not
required to purchase a hunting
license, you do not need the permit.

You must possess a Kentucky
Migratory Game Bird Permit if you
are in the field taking or attempting
to take migratory shore or upland
game birds (doves, woodcock,
snipe, rails or gallinules), are not
license exempt and do not have a
Kentucky waterfowl permit.

The new permit is in compliance
with federal guidelines. Data col-

lected from hunters purchasing the
separate permit gives federal biolo-
gists a better idea of the numbers of
nonwaterfowl game birds that are
being harvested each year. The
waterfowl permit exempts hunters
from needing a migratory bird per-
mit because waterfow! hunters are
already giving this information
when they buy a Kentucky water-

fowl permit.

Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR)

ommends all hunting, fishing and
boating laws for passage by the
Kentucky General Assembly and
approves expenditures made by the
department.

Persons interested in addressing
the commission must notify the
KDFWR commissioner's office in
writing at least 30 days in advance
to be considered for placement on
the meeting agenda. People who
are hearing impaired and plan to
attend the meeting should contact
the KDFWR at least 10 days in
advance and the agency will pro-
vide a translator.

A report on community perceptions of mathematics,
science, and technology at home, school and work

The East Kentucky Center for
Science, Mathematics, and
Technology recently completed a
regional study of community per-
ceptions, needs and resources
related to science, mathematics,
and technology.

This is important, because it
addresses perceptions among all
members of our communities,
including businesses, parents and
educators.

Forms returned from 20 coun-
ties in the region revealed high lev-
els of agreement among all parties

about the following issues:

* Parents don't understand how
to help their children (97%)

« Residents don’t see connec-
tions of science, math and technol-
ogy to real life (81%)

* Residents don’t understand
how science, math and technology
are used in schools (96%)

* Residents don’t understand
science and mathematics (90%)

* Most students don’t achieve
well in science and mathematics
(90%)

The East Kentucky Center for

Science,  Mathematics, and
Technology is developing pro-
grams to help overcome the barri-
ers discovered in the study.

These include hands-on exhibits
and displays, family activities in
science and mathematics, and net-
working to assist with teacher pro-
fessional development.

For example, the Center has
formed a partnership with a local
unit of the Civil Air Patrol to set up
an interactive program On aero-
space technology and exploration.
It is scheduled to run in October.

wives’ tales. A case in point, the
Dog Days of summer. There was
a good logical reason for not
going swimming and the need for
extra care of cuts or wounds dur-
ing this time.

In the July 9, 1997, article on
“Dog Days believers” by Clyde
Pack, he rightly pointed out that
the name of Dog Days began, in
ancient Greece when the hot, dry
Greek summer would begin about
the time that the dog star, Siriu,
rose with the sun,

Well it’s the same dog star and
Dog Days right here in Coal
Camp USA—beginning at the
same time of year. But I would
like to point out the authenticity
of the problems of Dog Days.
First, we have hot, humid weath-
er. This type of weather does not
promote healing of wounds or
cuts. Back in the 40s and 50s,
without air conditioning, sweat
got into cuts. Under these condi-
tions those cuts could easily
became infected. Our nights were
heavy with wet dews, and a per-
son with a cut or sore in hot
humid weather and walking bare-
foot you could get weed poison-
ing. Of course, there was not
chemical poison on the weeds.
But the wet dew and high temper-
atures promoted infections. It
made for ideal growing condi-
tions of bacteria. Now, when you
had one of those cuts infected, the
old standby remedies were a
clean white cloth and turpentine
mixed with sugar. The turpentine
was for withdrawing infection
and the sugar made a plaster or
made the turpentine stick to the
skin. This was a poltice and you
tied the white cloth around the
wound.

Pick the perfect melon

One of the sweetest, juiciest treats
of the summer are melons. From the
traditional melons of cantaloupes,
honeydew and watermelon to the
exotic melons of crenshaws,
Persians, pepinos, casabas or the
African horned melon, all you have
to do is slice it for a great warm-
weather pick-me-up.

Melons not only taste great, but
they contain significant amounts of
vitamin A and C and a minimum of
calories. To pick the perfect melon
every tme, use the following guide-
lines.

Cantaloupe should be smooth and
rounded with a depressed scar where
the stem used to be. If part of the
stem is still attached, the melon was
picked too early. Cantaloupe are
ready to eat when they give off a fra-
grance.

The honeydew melon becomes
sweeler after picking. The blossom
end should be slightly springy and
the shell should be creamy yellow. If
the melon is greenish, it will never
ripen. Thanks to selective growing
there are varieties available that taste
slightly like a cantaloupe and have a
flesh that is orange.

Watermelons are ripe when the
underside is yellowish and firm. If it
is white or green, the watermelon is
immature,

To make a meal out of fresh mel-
ons, assemble a cheese and fruit plate
with wedges of melons, wedges of
blue cheese, Port Salut, Gouda, a
sharp Cheddar and salami, smoked
ham, smoked chicken or turkey. Add
a crusty French bread with your
favorite beverage and you have a
simple, satisfying dinner. Try tossing
in melon balls at the end of your
choices or shrimp stir-fry or add
inside an omelet or crepe.

A melon wedge or half, adorned
with a scoop of ice cream, sorbet or
frozen yogurt with a sprinkling of
nuts or toasted coconut is an wonder-
ful dessert. Another idea is to fry top-
ping a melon slice with a dollop of
sour cream and finely chopped can-
died ginger. Make a frosty drink by
blending one cup of melon with one
cup of ice. Add a pinch of sugar and
a little lemon juice.

For a unique soup that can be
served as a first course or as a dessert
with a little sugar added, try this
Melon-Berry Soup. The fat content
can be cut in half by using low-fat
milk in place of half and half.

Melon-Berry Soup
Yield: 5 cups

3 cups melon chunks
1-1/2 cups strawberries
1/4 cup sour cream

(): I have read about “alterna-
tive'" treatments that can cure can-
cer with few, if any, side effects. Is
there anything to these claims?

A: There has been an increase in
the use of alternative medicine in
the treatment of cancer, either with
standard care or alone. However,
many people who suppori these
methods make claims that cannot
be scientifically proven.

Traditional advances in cancer
care are based on studies with
patients, called “clinical trials,” in
which  scientists  thoroughly
observe and document the effects
of new treatments. The results of
these studies are published in scien-
tific journals and discussed by other
researchers. This process helps sci-
entists learn whether a treatment is
safe and effective for patients.

The use of alternative cancer
treatments that have not gone
through this process may result in
the loss of valuable time and the
opportunity to receive accepted
treatments that may be more effec-
tive. Patients and their families may
wish to consider the following
questions when making decisions
about cancer treatments:

Has the treatment been evalual-

ed in clinical trials? To find out,
patients and families may call the
Cancer Information Service at 1-
800-4-Cancer.

Do people who support a partic-
ular cancer cure claim the medical
community is trying to ‘hide’ the
cure from the public? Reputable
doctors and scientists would not try
to keep a safe, effective cancer
treatment from patients.

Does the treatment rely on diet
or diet therapy as its main focus?
There 1s no scientific evidence that
diet alone can cure cancer.

Is the treatment promoted as
being harmless, painless, and with-
out side effects?

Because cancer treatments must
be powerful, they frequently have
side effects.

Now, as for swimming, all the
conditions above were doubled or
tripled in importance. The reason
again was because of the hot and
dry weather. The creeks were low.
There was very little water move-
ment. There were standing pools
of water, These standing pools
were the deep holes for swim-
ming and were loaded with all
types of bacteria. If you went
swimming in these stagnant pools
of water with a cut or not, you
were laking a chance on every ill-

irtsirhdays

ness imaginable. The long Dog
Days of summer lasted until
September, when the rainy season
began. Then the humidity low-
ered, as well as the temperature.

One last word on weed poison.
Animals and human foot traffic in
the wet grass left their doses of
bacteria (including dogs) and a
morning walk in the wet grass
with a cut could cause a bacterial
infection of the wound—hence,
weed poisoning.

So this is another “bird's-eye

view of the reason for fear of the
dreaded Dog Days of summer. I
believe our ancestors and early
settlers were well aware of these
dangers of Dog Days, Maybe,
they were just a little smarter than
we give them credit.

Senior citizens, for the next
three weeks you might want to sit
down with your spouse and your
children as you read “Sunshine
Lines” together. You or one of your

'} children, might be a primary care-
taker who needs assistance from
other family members in caring for
a loved one. The family may not
fully realize how tied down you,
the caretaker, are and the stress it
causes.

Today, we are going to discuss
the meaning of the word “respite”
and its importance to the health
and well-being of primary caretak-
ers of dependent children, adults
and senior citizens.

I was well-seasoned with age
a before I grasped the real meaning

of this word. Before that, I was
“book smart” in my understanding
of what dictionaries conveyed, but
it was only after learning about
caring program such as Adult Day
Centers and organizations such as
Hospices that 1 became keenly
aware of the functional meaning of
“respite” and its importance to
caretakers.

Webster's dictionary defines
this word, as “to relieve by an
interval of rest.” Another definition

& is, “a break from one’s routine.”
. Both  definitions are very
good;however, it 1s the functional
meaning of “respite” that is espe-
cially important to family members
who are caretakers to handicapped
or aged persons who cannot be left
alone.

There are no statistics readily
available, but I am of the opinion
that there are hundreds of thou-
sands of handicapped people and
senior cilizens in our nation, who
would be in long-term care facili-
ties today, were it not for loying
family members who are willing to
provide in-home care for their
loved ones.

Caretakers for the severely
handicapped, invalids, loved ones
with Alzheimer, cancer, muscular
dystrophy or one of the many other
degenerative diseases common 1o
older people, find themselves
ignoring their own physical, emo-
tional, personal and recreational
needs, because they expend all of
their energy caring for their ailing

{

loved ones. To a great extent this
cannot be avoided. One’s love for
another generates this kind of
attention. Yet, the fact remains that
the caretaker has needs that are
oftentimes ignored.

Caretakers have told me that
they are, “so tied down” that they
cannot get to a doctor for their own
medical needs.” Others have said,
“I'm so tired that I find it a chore to
write out checks to pay the month-
ly bills.” Some exclaim, “If it
weren't for the neighbors willing to
pick up things for us when they
shop, we wouldn't have food in the
house.” Fatigue and lack of time
for one’s self and one's family are
three common obstacles most
long-term caretakers have to deal
with, because they are *‘on call”
twenty-four hours a day, seven
days a week.

There are several ways to get
“respite” or a break from one's
around-the-clock responsibilities
without feeling guilty. This week,
let's look at one option you might
want to consider.

Bring your needs as a caretaker
to the attention of other supportive
family members. Most know that
you are the caretaker to a particular
loved one and what a big responsi-
bility you have. However, they
probably have not taken the time to
reflect on just how “tied down”
you really are, the “cabin, fever”
you experience year round, or the
psychological impact this around-
the-clock responsibility has on
you, and the energy it drains from
you, they may want to help you.

Even relatives who work out-
side the home and/or have children
in school would more likely than
not volunteer one-half to a day a
month. This is especially true if
others in the family will volunteer
some time as well, and work out a
schedule that will accommodate
the working family member(s).
You might be surprised, that by
asking other loved ones for their
help, you might find the “break”
you need. At the same time, other
loyed ones who agree to volunteer,
will realize the responsibilities that
you have been carrying alone, and
will find that helping you in this
situation enriches their lives.

Next week we'll look at other
ways that you might want to con-
sider to find the respite that you
need as a long-term caretaker.

3/4 cup prepared pizza sauce

11/2 cups halved red, green
and/or blue-black California seed-
less grapes

I cup diced lean ham

1 cup shredded mozzarella
cheese

Spread bread shell with pizza
sauce.

Sprinkle grapes and ham on
sauce.

Sprinkle cheese over top.

Place on baking sheet and bake
at 375 degrees F for 20 to 25 min-
utes.

Makes 8 slices.

ALMOND APPLE STRUDEL

3 cups diced, peeled Macintosh
apples

1/4 cup brown sugar, firmly
packed

1/4 cup slivered almonds

1 teaspoon cinnamon

1/2 teaspoon nutmeg

1/2 teaspoon almond extract
Pam® Butter Flavor No Stick
Cooking Spray

1/4 cup granulated sugar, divid-
ed

2 tablespoons bread crumbs

6 sheets phyllo dough*

2 tablespoons almonds

Preheat oven to 350°F. Combine
apples, brown sugar, almonds,
spices and extract in a bowl.
