After the meeting, Patton said
he felt Davis had made personnel
decisions too soon after being
named superintendent and that
Davis' central office "advisors" had
given him bad advice.

the results, he said. "If one child
spikes (makes an extremely high or
low score) it can influence a score
so much."

CTBS tests consists solely of
multiple choice questions and the
state’s KIRIS tests are geared more
toward a child’s "higher order of
thinking."

"A well-educated child should
do well on both tests,” Paige said.
"Different tests measure different
things."

He said it was ironic that some
schools which are designated as
reward schools under KIRIS stan-
dards could be classified as a low
scoring school on other tests.

"I'm afraid it's straining the cred-
ibility when we report results that
are so diametrically opposed,”
Paige said. "We look at the results,
scratch our heads and wonder
what's the true picture. The people
working with these are
scratching their heads."

Paige said he doesn't feel test
results are the dominating factor
when looking at a child's school,
He said he sheds his professional
educator persona and judges his
child's school by how much the
child likes it; how much is he inter-
ested in this classes; how is he chal-
lenged in schoul; the quantity and

¢ quality of homework; and discus-
sions with his child's teacher.

Paige added that if the "credibil-
ity" of the KIRIS tests was "where

it should be, we wouldn't be seeing
this." He said he was not being crit-
ical of the KIRIS system and that
the quality of the tests has
improved over the years.

The best way to judge perfor-
mance and achievement of schools
in the system is to look within,
Paige said.

"There's no better comparison
for a school than to see how you're
going to compare to yourself over
time," Paige said. "Five years from
now we need to know if the gap for
Floyd County students against the
norm group has narrowed or
increased.

"I'd advise against a strict back-
to-the-basics curriculum,” Paige
said. "Test scores can be manipulat-
ed if you drill these isolated test
concepts into a student's head. If
you want to get back to the basics
I'd be very careful. Kids now have
to think and solve problems. I think
it helps kids to think about solving
problems rather than testing their
memory. This testing is equal to a
snapshot. It shows what was going
on at that particular time."

Third, sixth and ninth grade stu-
dents were tested on basic skills.
Along with the test scores, schools
received information about the
results and what basic skills the
tests measure. Paige said he'is will-
ing to work with any teacher or
school to better understand the
information regarding the tests.

The Health Care Crisis

Scenario

A husband and wife hold full time jobs and earn
just enough to disqualify them for Medical benefits.
The mother has kidney problems and they have a child
with chronic asthma. Private insurance companies
refuse them coverage because of the preexisting med-
ical conditions, and their medical bills are bringing
them dangerously cloese to bankruptey.«

Should one of the parents quit work so the family
will be eligible for Medicaid? The practical answer is,
yes, but what are the ethical concerns? Should a gov-
ernment program be constructed to encourage citizens
to leave the workforce? Should the state legislature
eliminate the private insurers’ right to
refuse coverage based on an applicants
health status? Won't insurance compa-
nies leave the state if such legislation is
passed, driving down competition and §
thus driving up insurance premiums for
everyone? Why not just regulate to break &
up the medical industry monopoly?

When you read about our state legis-
lators voting themselves pay raises these
types of questions are part of the reason
why. It's not the easy issues, like abor-
tion or the death penalty, that will cause
a politician’s well-groomed hair to fall
out but, instead, it is the confusing ques-
tions that force them to, not just repre-
sent us, but exhaust their brains trying to solve our
policy puzzles.

Reform

Health care and insurance reform is plagued by a
lack of forseeability. Comprehensive studies and long
winded debates by carefully chosen health care task
force members are followed by tiny steps taken on the
House and Senate Floor because the impact of seem-
ingly benign regulation can be like throwing a pebble
in the ocean and starting a tidal wave.

Many states in a desperate alternative to facing the
health care crisis héad-on have turned their focus to
preventive medicine. Policymakers in Kentucky, a
state known for its tobacco, southem fried cooking,
and smooth whiskey, have started following suit.
From efforts to improve sanitation services to levying
“sin taxes™ on the products our parents told us to stay
away from, state governments are working to keep our
health care costs down by keeping us healthy.

e oo ok

T Such public health programs offering education
about healthy diets and anti-smoking campaigns will
grow in number as legislators continue to scratch their
heads over the exploding costs of health care. But in
(East) Kentucky manipulation of individual lifestyles
through taxes and propaganda will likely fail, and
lawmakers will eventually be forced to bring down
costs by substantially regulating the core causes of the
health care crisis; provider monopolization and the
third payment system, both of which are industries
that wield powerful lobbies, further completing efforts
to find a solution.

Currently on the table in Frankfort is the need to
reign in exploding insurance costs which arose out of
1994 reforms prohibiting insurers from considering
health status when calculating premiums. The goal

was to increase availability of coverage to all citizens,
but the result was that over 40 insurance companies
stopped providing individual insurance in Kentucky.
Essentially, only Blue Cross Blue Shield and
Kentucky Kare hung on to carry the burden—both of
which have raised their rates accordingly, encroaching
the economic boundaries of the average Kentuckian's
paycheck.

With no competition in the insurance industry the
market cannot be relied upon to bring down costs.
Because this effect of the 94 reforms wasn’t foresee-
able, the pebble the legislators threw into the ocean
caused a tidal wave of problems for Kentuckians.

The fact that Kentucky legislators are now faced
with fixing reforms that backfired does not mean they
are unique among health care reformers
nationwide. Until competition among med-
ical providers is increased through regula-
tion (or deregulation) the majority of
reform efforts will likely fail, and health
§ care costs will continue to rise as the med-
¢ ical history monopoly continues to exist.

Industry Monopolization

Medical doctors are among the more
affluent members of our community in part
due to their control over their professions.
The AMA and powerful lobby groups pro-
tect their industry in the state’s capitols like
none other. Why can’t pharmacists pre-
scribe drugs? Or nurses perform minor
surgeries? Legitimate alternatives to using
MD's are out there but are frowned upon by state gov-
erning boards.

Doctors can also control or limit competition
because those straight from medical school are sad-
dled with indebtedness, can’t afford the equipment or
office space to hang out their own shingle and must
seek out an established group of doctors to affiliate
with.

This practice, coupled with protective referrals,
price fixing, unnecessary procedures, and
Medicare/Medicaid fraud could all be dealt with by an
innovative legislature.

Hospitals, whether large corporate chains or “non-
profit” private, have been viewed as driving up costs
by providing extravagant services for insured patients,
cost shifting from Medicare patients to private
patients, and locating only in high profit geographic
regions instead of where they are most needed.

And the drug industry is among the most profitable
in America which, in itself, draws suspicion of foul
(but legal) play. Since 1980 drug prices have risen at
a rate of almost 20% a year!

The problem here is, no price competition. Since
purchase of the product is not direct but prescribed
through doctors the purchaser is not in position to
compare prices. And massive advertising campaigns
for non-prescription drugs compel consumers to over-
look generic drugs which essentially contain identical
ingredients.

Again, a creative state legislature unaffected by
industry lobbyists could take substantial steps to con-
trol health costs by attacking these, the roots of the
problem.

But, unfortunately, our lawmakers must also strug-
gle with internal conflicts (partisanship, lobbyists,
personal vendettas) which keep the wheels of reform
turning slowly, if turning at all.

Harold “Hal" Rogers
(KY-5) announced the coordinators
for Eastern Kentucky PRIDE—

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Abuse victim files lawsuit against board of education

# The biological father of Adam
Wesley Jordan, the teenager who
was subjected to an 18-month
period of torture and abuse by his
stepfather Steve Maynard, has
taken the Martin County Board of
Education to court because of its
alleged “negligent incompetence.”

Steve and Bonnie Maynard
(Jordan’s biological mother) were
both sentenced to prison terms last
month in connection with Jordan’s
ordeal. The Maynards and Jordan

__have been the subject of scores of

® newspaper articles and television
broadeasts.

The lawsuit, filed last week,
came on the heels of an Associated
Press article which was critical of

both the Marlm &unly Board of
Education and the county’s depart-
ment of social  services.
Throughout the [8-month-long
period of abuse (which took place
scant yards from both the Martin
County courthouse and from the
local social services department
offices), Steve Maynard had
apparently declared his stepchil-
dren as being home schooled, and
according to the article. not many
attempts were made by the local
board to monitor the children’s
progress and local social services
workers reported “nothing wrong”
at the home. Social services repre-
sentatives in Frankfort said that
the Maynard home was scrutinized

CenterNet will link
East Ky. counties

Pike County officials and other
regional leaders on Wednesday
launched a computerized program
designed to electronically link all of
Southern and Eastern Kentucky.

CenterNet, a regional telecom-
munications network, could provide
the area with “limitless” economic
and educational possibilities, offi-
cials said at a regional meeting at the
Mountain Arts Center.

The system., when operational,
will connect a 40- -county region,
lmm Pike County in the east to
® Monroe County in the west. It will
allow area counties to obtain infor-
mation from people inside the region
and around the world, officials say.

“(CenterNet) will conneet the
region as never before,” said a
spokesperson from The Center for
Rural Development, the Somerset
agency that will manage the pro-
gram.

“Training, meetings and other
economic development initiatives
will have the ability to reach into
each county easily and cost effec-
tively.”

Under the landmark program,

¢ which is still in the organizational

stages, each county would establish
a technology center,

Each county’s technology center
would be connected to other such
centers and to the Somerset agency
through interactive video conferene-
ing, Intemmet access and collabora-
tive desktop computing.

The quick and easy access to
information and communication will
save time and travel expenses, and
make the area more attractive to
businesses, said Salo Fajer, The
Center for Rural Development’s
telecommunications director.

Pike County established its tech-
nology center about a year ago, a
local official said,

The Pike center, operated by Big
Sandy Telecommuting Services Inc..
already has many of the capabilities
other counties hope to acquire with-
in the next 18 months.

Gerald Altman, president of the
Chamber of Commerce, said Pike
County has been “kind of ham-
strung” because other counties in the
area are not yet fully connected.

Pike County can now electroni-
cally connect with sites in
Louisville, Frankfort, Lexington and
other more distant locations, he said.

Conspiracy defendants
learn fates next week

One of Johnson County’s dark-
est hours winds to a close Tuesday,
as the four men who admitted to
taking kickbacks and making ille-

ﬁgal profits on fiscal court money
appear in court one last time.

Former County Judge-executive
Hobert Meade, former road fore-
man Ernie Vanhoose, former bridge
and road supervisor Woodrow
Thomas Staniford and Flat Gap
auto broker Johnny Pennington
will be sentenced by U.S. District
Judge Joseph Hood next week in
U.S. District Court in Pikeville.

The four men were charged
August 21, 1996, in a multi-count
indictment. The indictment alleged
that Meade and Vanhoose partici-

®pated in two schemes to swindle
the fiscal court out of thousands of
dollars.

The first scheme alleged that
Meade, Vanhoose and Pennington
purchased two dump trucks in
Ohio, concealed their ownership by
moving the trucks through dealers
in Ohio and Nevada, and resold the
trucks to the court at a profit.

In the other conspiracy, Meade,
Vanhoose and Staniford were
alleged to have received kickbacks
‘from contractors David Bowling
and Larry Milton Butcher in
exchange for favorable treatment

on road-repair projects funded by
the Federal Emergency
Management Agency.

Two weeks after the indictment
was handed down, Pennington and
Vanhoose reached plea agreements
with the government in exchange
for their cooperation in the case
against Meade and Staniford. Each
man pleaded guilty to one count of
conspiracy—Pennington for his
role in the truck scheme. Vanhoose
for the FEMA kickbacks.

On May 11, the day Meade and
Staniford were scheduled to stand
trial, an eleventh-hour deal was
struck between the government and
the two remaining defendants.
Meade agreed to plead guilty to
one conspiracy count relating to the
FEMA conspiracy, while Staniford
admitted accepting one of the pay-
ments from Butcher.

As part of each man’s deal, the
remaining charges were dropped,
leaving the four defendants to face
only five years in prison apiece.

Had the men been convicted on
all charges, they would have faced
much more severe penalties.

Meade and Vanhoose could
have received up to 55 years in
prison each, as well as up to $2 mil-
lion in fines. Staniford could have
received 35 years in prison and $1
million in fines, while Pennington
could have faced up to 20 years and
$1 million. 4‘ -

for reported incidents of neglect,
but found no evidence to support
the claims. The representative
said that it would have been
impossible for social workers to
“peek through the windows™ to
look for signs of abuse taking
place.

But the suit targeted the school
board, Superintendent of Martin

County Schools Bill Slone and
Director of Pupil Personnel
Carroll Kirk for “negligent incom-
petence” in overseeing students
who are being home schooled.
According to Slone, there are
about 12 or 15 students who are
now being schooled at home.
Kirk, who met with BOE attor-
neys Friday, could not make com-

ment about the case, but Slone said
the school distriet did nothing
wrong,

*Once a parent decides 10 home
school the child, there’s very little
the board can do by law,” he said.
“Carroll Kirk has been DDP
(Director of Pupil Personnel) for
I3 years, and you won't find a
more competent individual. We

weren'l the ones who committed a
crime. The ones who committed
the crime are in jail right now.”

Prestonsburg attorney Ned
Pillersdorf is representing Jordan.
The suit does not ask for a specif-
ic dollar amount.

A civil suit represents only one

School meals hiked 75 cents a day

School officials are citing Pike
County's remote distance between
schools and recent renovations to
school cafeterias and kitchens as
reasons for the recent decision to
increase meal prices a total of 75
cents a day for lunch and breakfast.

In spite of the increase, the food
services program’s director says
students and staff are still getting a
great deal on meals, with breakfast
costing only 75 cents and lunch
$1.50.

“We are not in the restaurant
business. We are not in the busi-
ness of making money,” said the
program’s director, Janie Justice.
“We held off as long as we could
before we had to increase prices.
We had the choice of raising prices
a little bit each year or having a
one-time raise over several years.”

Last year’s meal prices were 50
cents for breakfast for students and
75 cents for adults, and $1 for
lunch for students and $2 for
adults. Reduced meal prices
remain the same at 30 cents for
breakfast and 40 cents for lunch.

The food services program,
Justice said, has not had an
increase in meal prices since 1990,
and the program has come a long
way since Justice took over as
director in 1989.

At that time, the program was
operating on a $558,000 deficit. In
a very short time, the new director
brought the program into budget,
and the program has been operat-
ing in the black ever since,

Justice has brought about other
changes in the program, changes
she said that were badly needed.

For example, during her eight
years in the pmilion every kitchen
in the county’s schools has been air

conditioned. Several kitchens and
cafeterias have also been remod-
eled or redone.

Elkhorn City Elementary, South
Williamson Elementary, Virgie
Middle School and Phelps
Elementary, have all been com-
pletely redone, and the cafeterias at
Johns Creek Elementary and Feds
Creek High have been renovated.

Fourteen of the county’s 27
schools also offer a self-service
line in the cafeterias, which gives
students the ability to choose their
own food items.

“*We have a lot of old buildings
and facilities in our school sys-
tem,” said Justice. “There’s just so

many kitchens in the schools that.

have not been redone since they
were built, and they have no mod-
ern equipment. We had to update
some kitchens.”

Bruce Hopkins, director of
communications, said another
change in the food services pro-
gram is a decrease in the amount of
food stocked at schools.

“In the past, there was food
stored at the schools that might not
be used until the end of the school
year,” he said. “It’s not wise to
keep food on hand where it can be
damaged, but that's what was
being done several years ago.

“It’s good management not to
keep a lot of stock on hand. Now,
the schools keep only about a five-
day stock. Inventory is kept at a
minimum.”

Justice said another reason for
the increase is the remote locations
of the county’s schools. Pike
County is the largest geographic
district in the state, and the county
pays the price for it.

For example, the county is one
of only a few school districts in the
state that is charged $2.25 by ven-

dors for every case of USDA
donated food that is delivered to a
county school. Most school dis-
tricts only pay $1.65.

Justice said new USDA regula-
tions have also caused an increase
in the meal prices because of an
increase in the amount of money
the school system spends on pur-
chasing food.

For example, the schools are
required to have less than 30 per-
cent total fat per meal. Low-fat
food items are significantly more
expensive than regular items,

The new meal prices will affect
about 32 percent of the county’s
more than 11,000 students who pay
for their school meals. The remain-
der either receive free or reduced
meal prices.

Based on the most recent fig-
ures, during a typical month, the
school system serves about
114,080 lunches—77,574 of those
meals are free or reduced meals
and 36,505 of those meals are full-

cost meals.

Last year, the program received
revenues of about $4,092.635 from
the cafeterias, as well as state and
federal funding that it receives or
is reimbursed for.

Each time the school systems
serves a free lunch, the county is
reimbursed $1.71 for that meal.

Students who receive reduced
meal prices or free lunches are
based on a set of eligibility
requirements.

Justice said all families who are
eligible for free or reduced meals
do not apply for it because of the
stigma of accepting charity.

“Because of computerization,
there's really no way anyone
knows if a student receives free or
reduced meals,” she said.

Hopkins added, “There is that
stigma, and it's regrettable,
because that was the purpose of the
food services program—to provide
healthy, nutritious meals to stu-
dents who need it.”

Bulldozer accident

A bulldozer accident on Cedar
Drive claimed the life of a 39-year-
old Pikeville man Monday after-
noon.

Tommy D. Phillips became
trapped under a bulldozer at about
2 p.m.

He had been attempting to
unload a John Deere 550, when it
slid off the side of the trailer and
pinned him undemeath, according
to a report released by the Pikeville
Police Department.

Pikeville City Police officers

used an excavator, which was being
hauled by KEA-HAM Contracting,
to remove: Phillips from under the
machine, the report said.

Phillips was pronounced dead at
the scene by Pike County Coroner
Charles Morris.

The Pikeville Fire Department
and Pikeville EMS also responded
to the accident and assisted at the
scene.

The accident was investigated
by officers Kelly Daniels and Eddie
Sword and Detective Ray Akers,

Judge asks famlly to keep quiet about antifreeze case

In an attempt to avoid pre-trial
publicity that could influence a
jury pool, Pike Circuit Judge
Eddy Coleman on Friday urged
spectators to “keep conversation
to a minimum” about a case
“against a Robinson Creek woman
who allegedly poisoned her hus-
band.

*My aim is for this case to be

tried in Pike County,” Coleman
said at a pre-trial hearing for
Elissa Rose Damron, 30, who is
charged with capital murder for
the death of her husband,

Danny K. Damron, 41, died
January 12, after his wife alleged-
ly poisoned him with antifreeze.
Over a two-week period, he prob-
ably drank about a half-cup of

antifreeze, officials said.

“Too much conversation could
make it difficult to seat a jury,”
Coleman told the spectators, most
of whom were family members of
the victim and the accused.

“Let it die down some,”
Coleman said.

Emotions have run high in the
case since June, when Elissa

Damron was indicted and
arraigned on the charge. Family
members on both sides have
blamed the death on an alleged
affair between Elissa Damron and
another man,

Elissa Damron has pleaded not
guilty to the murder charge. She
is being held in the Pike County
Detention Center.

The Damrons had been mar-
ried for about 14 years and had a
son together. Danny Damron also
had a daughter from a previous
marriage.

Because of the interest in the
case, Coleman said proceedings
might have to be moved to a larg-
er courtrocom when the question-
ing of jurors begins,

Coleman set another pre-trial
hearing for October 24, at | p.m,
The trial is scheduled to begin
November 17, at 9 a.m.

Neither defense attorney Steve
Owens, nor Commonwealth’s
Attorney John Paul Runyon, filed
any pre-trial motions at the hear-
ing.

Officials at Christ Central
Training School and Academy said
their first year of classes will begin
September 2. in Victory Baptist
Church on North Mayo Trail.

“We're going to be fine,” said
School Board Chairman Mark
Walz. “We trust God."

Walz said former Principal
Barbi Kinghorn, who has been
replaced by her assistant, Shalimar
LaBreche, resigned on August 8,
because she felt God had led her to
do so.

Kinghorn said she believes she
fulfilled her responsibility to the
school by helping it to get started.

She said she thinks God now
wants her to devote her time to
other ministries such as helping
her husband, Kevin Kinghorn,
with youth ministries at Pikeville
United Methodist Church and
leading the children’s choir at the
church,

“I just got to a point where I felt
I'd done what I was supposed.lo do
and felt released by the Lord from
that responsibilily,” Kinghorn said.

Kinghorn said she volunteered
six months of her time to the
school.

LaBreche, who retired from the
Pike County School System after
23 1/2 years, said her position as
Kinghorn’s assistant has made her
new job much easier.

But, “it’s been kind of difficult
while we wait on everybody else (in
the region) to catch up,” said Altman
who attended the regional meeting.

“We're anlicipaling opening
next year in the building,” Walz
said. “If we get the money, we can
be in the building by Christmas,”

L.aBreche said Victory Baptist
Church—which will charge the
school operating expenses (utili-
ties and some money beyond) but
not rent—has plenty of space for
the 50 to 55 students who have
enrolled at Christ Central.

There are several classrooms
and a fellowship hall and “beauti-
ful acres of grass,” LaBreche said.

But some of the enrolled stu-
dents have already begun attending

classes at other schools, she said.

“I don’t know if they're going
to stay in other schools or come to
Christ Central,” LaBreche said.
“They haven't contacted us [0 say,
“We aren’t coming.”

LaBreche said she thinks some
enrolled students, all of whom
have paid required instructional
fees, have started attending other
schools because their parents were
afraid Christ Central would not
open.

“They were concerned as to
whether Christ Central School
would open or not,” LaBreche
said. “1 think the building not
being ready was the main thing,
and I can certainly understand
that.”

LaBreche, who will teach high
school science in addition to her
administrative duties, said she and
the other five teachers hired for
kindergarten through 12th grade,
will definitely be ready for classes
by September 2.

“The books are in
teachers are so excited,”
said.

Walz said all the teachers wall
be working for low “missionary
salaries” while the school gets off
the ground, He said LaBreche has
volunteered to work for free.

LaBrache said the teachers are
not the only ones, however, who
have been willing to volunteer
time and money to the school.

“It would be almost impossible
to name every person who has
helped,” LaBreche said.

“But it's really been gratifying
to see all the people come together
to make this possible.”

News of the Weir

— In a kidnapping trial in San Mateo, Calif.,
in July, the 11-year-old victim was asked to iden-
tify the man who abducted her. She gazed around
the courtroom, past defendant John Paul Balocca
sitting with his counsel, and pointed to Juror No.
11. Fortunately, Balocca had already eonfessed to
the abduction; the purpose of the trial was to
ascertain the degree of the crime.

(However. putting on clothes was
Blahyi's own idea. he said.)

THE LITIGIOUS SOCIETY

— Recent Adulterated-Food Lawsuits: For a
spider in a breakfast at a Belle Vernon, Pa.,
Denny's restaurant (April), the customer
received a $1,500 settlement; for a human finger-
tip in deli ham at a Tampa, Fla., Publix super-
market (May), a jury awarded $13,000; for a
cockroach in the collard greens at an
Orangeburg, S.C., KFC (June), a jury awarded
$607,500. On the other hand, a judge in San Luis
Obispo, Calif., ruled in March that the mouse in
Richard Lang's McDonald’s hot apple pie had
been inserted after the sale, and also in March,
highly regarded scientist Michael Zanakis, 43,
was indicted in Brooklyn, N.Y., for extortion for
allegedly planting a rat’s tail in his son’s
McDonald’s Happy Meal and demanding $5 mil-
lion,

Jerome Hamlin, 73, has lost races for governor
and the U.S. Senate and House and several other
offices without complaining of injustice. In May,
however, he filed a federal class-action employ-
mentdiscrimination  lawsuit  against the
University of Kentucky because it failed to inter-
view him recently when the position of men’s
basketball coach became available.

— Misa Teresaka, 32, filed a lawsuit for about
$130,000 in July against the Discovery Bay
health club in Hong Kong and her personal train-
er Li Ching for injuries she suffered in 1995. She
said the trainer encouraged her to continue to lift
weights despite severe back aches and that the
pain is now so bad that her career prospects are
diminished because she can no longer bow.

— In February in Montreal, the Sisters of Our
Lady of Good Counsel, an order of nuns in
Chicoutimi, Quebec, filed a lawsuit against the
Sisters of the Good Shepherd, an order of nuns in
Quebec City, over a $30 million (Cdn) invest-
ment dispute about a shopping center.

— Steven Weisblat of New City, N.Y, filed a
lawsuit  against a recently married
Armenian-American couple in Hackensack, N.J.,
in April for various injuries incurred while he
was a guest at their wedding. According to the
lawsuit, as tradition, the groom was tossed into
the air by dancers, but they were inebriated and
tossed him too far, and he landed on Weisblat,
who wasn't even on the dance floor at the time.

— James Van Gorder, 31, filed a lawsuit in
August against the Parkway Chiropractic Center
in Detroit for negligence during his recent treat-
ment for back pain. According to Van Gorder, the
chiropractor had him take off his clothes and lie
face down on the two-part examining table. The
way he was lying, his genitals fell between the
parts, and when the chiropractor adjusted the
table, Van Gorder got caught. He claims extreme
pain, suffering, disfigurement and loss of sexual
desire,

GOVERNMENT IN ACTION

— In June, to publicize the fact that it would
soon resume bulk trash pickups (suspended for
several months because of budget problems), the
District of Columbia Department. of Public
Works paid to make TV public service announce-
ments demonstrating that its crews were at work.
However, according to the Washington Business
Journal, fresh bulk trash (appliances, sofas, etc.)
was brought in, at additional, cost, to give the ads
the proper look, despite the fact that residents had
a huge backlog of the same items that they were
perfectly willing to put out on the curb for free.

— In March, an abandoned, severely canni-
balized 1974 Dodge Dart, which had been sitting
on the side of U.S. 68 near Wilmore, Ky., since
1988, was finally removed. During that time, the

l

state government and Jessamine County each
relentlessly argued that removing it was the
other's responsibility.

— In July, the Nova Scotia Gaming Control
Commission formally banned the popular charity
fund-raiser “cow patty bingo,” in which a pro-
moter marks a field into squares, takes bets, and
thenreleases a recently fed cow to “select” a win-
ning square, The commission believed the game
could be rigged by training a cow to use a partic-
ular spot in the field. The next day, incoming
Nova Scotia Premier Russell MacLellan said the
ban could be ignored. That same week, the dis-
trict attorney’s office in Santa Clara County,
Calif., announced that a similar fund-raiser for
the imminent Gilroy garlic festival, based on the
famous Clydesdale horses’ twomile march
through town, could not be held because it vio-
lated the state gambling law.

— The San Jose Mercury News reported in
March on some working models of the Defense
Department's tiny flying machines (“micro air
vehicles”). no larger than birds, including one
helicopter that could fit inside a peanut shell, that
are suited for tasks such as locating hostages in
occupied buildings, sniffing out poisonous chem-
icals, and finding enemy snipers. Each micro air
vehicle carries cameras, sensors, transmitters and
antennas.

— A February New York Daily News story
detailed what NYPD procedures require when a
squad car needs a new tire. The officer must fill
out a Tire Replacement Request form and send it
to the Tire Integrity Unit, go pick up a tire at a
city vehicle maintenance facility, take it to a
city-approved vendor to have it put on, take the
old tire back to the police garage, and have the
precinct commander sign the Tire Replacement
Request form certifying that the new tire is actu-
ally on the car. In 1995, the last year for which
figures were available, NYPD salaries during
tire-changing was nearly $500,000.

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Under new coach...
*Allen Central in process of rebuilding program

That the Allen Central Rebel
football team is even playing a
schedule this year is surprising after
all the upheaval of last year, and the
doubt that loomed over the program
this summer.

But Allen Central will put a team
on the gridiron under first-year
coach Wes Halbert. There will not
be a lot of experience coming back
for the Rebs, but there is a new atti-
tude in camp as the season gets
underway.

Coach Halbert brings little if any
head coaching experience to the
program, but that should blend well
with some new faces and some
returning players to the program.

After four seasons, coach Glenn
Reeves pulled up and moved on to
Lawrence County where he will be
an assistant under coach Chuke
Williams this year.

The Rebels finished a very dis-
appointing 2-8 last year after high
expectations of making their second
playoff appearance. While the pro-
gram lost several players before the
end of last year — causing others to

doubt whether the program could
weather the storm — the program is
alive and well as the ‘97 season
kicks off.

This will be a young and very
inexperienced Allen Central team as
the Rebels return only eight players
from last year's club. The team will
be sprinkled with a lot of new faces
and some “first year seniors.™

The  quarterback  position
appears to be in capable hands and
some help will come running out of
the backfield, but inexperience at
skilled positions could prove a long
season for the Rebels.

Junior Jessie Hall (6’2", 195)
will quarterback the ballclub, get-
ting a shot at the slot late last sea-
son. Hall had a strong throwing arm
and is consistently - accurate.
However, he is not an option quar-
terback and Allen Central will look
to move lhe?’fball upfield by the
passing routes.

The three backfield positions
will have to be filled by one return-
ing player and two others who have
virtually no playing time back there.

Kevin Slone (5’8", 168)
appeared to be the leading player
for the feature-back slot. Slone, a

strong looking back, will not be eli-
gible to play for the Rebels this sea-
son and that will hurt.

Mark Howard (5’8", 140), one
of the returning eight players, could
see some time behind quarterback
at a half-back slot. He carried the
football some last year and looked
good at times.

Howard is a solid runner and
quick to the outside, He sometimes
has a tendepcy to hesitate when get-
ting to the line and through. Look
for Howard to be a solid performer
as the season progresses,

Coach Halbert will have to take a
long look at Jim Branham, who has-
n't played the game in high school,
and at freshman Brandon Sizemore.
Branham is quick and has good
speed. As he gains experience, look
for him to give the Rebels some
needed depth in the backfield.

Everyone is singing the praises
of a young man who seems to be
able to do it all on the gridiron,
baseball diamond, or basketball

A b
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court. Brandon Sizemore has good
hands and could run at a tail-back
slot. When you talk about speed and
strength, Sizemore has both and
should be a good upcoming player
for Coach Halbert.

Along with the possibility of
Sizemore at a receiver slot, the
Rebels will look to junior Brian
Jones (6’17, 195) to catch the pass-
es of Hall. But Jones will also line
up behind Hall in the backfield and
that will not hurt the Rebel offense.

The Rebel program got a shot in
the arm when sophomore Rodney
Bentley decided not to transfer to
Prestonsburg. The big running back
is very explosive and strong. When
the Rebels will need short yardage,
look for the pigskin to go into the
hands of Bentley. He is a solid foot-
ball player and has a bright future
ahead of him.

Other possible receivers include
Jonathan Ellis and newcomer Mark
Duffy. Duffy moved here from

impressive. He has excellent speed
and can run the routes as well as
anyone. But his biggest asset will be
his ability to carry the football out
of the backfield. He is very quick to
get to the outside and gain yardage.

Basketball player, Edmund
Slone, has good hands and could be
on the receiving end of some Hall
passes.,

With the low numbers (20) most
of the players will have to go both
ways for Allen Central. The offen-
sive line is going to be small, inex-
perienced, and in a learning stage.
Sophomore Luther Slone (6", 240)
will anchor the center slot and is
going to be a good one. Ethan
Martin, Rory Patton, Eric Combs,
and Shannon Mynier will open the
holes for theé Rebels.

Defensively, the Rebels will be
small after fielding some of the big-
ger teams in the region in recent
years.

“They can catch the ball. But I
really had to work on it though.

Some guys have it and some guys
don’t. These guys just haven't been
worked like they should have. They
need to be taught technique, and
they are young too, they forget.
They've played “backyard” foot-
ball and it has kind of ruined them
a little bit. But they are getting bet-
ter.”
The question mark for the
Bobcats this season will be their
lines. The Cats will not have those
“heavy weights" on board and may
have to look to some untested youth
to fill some holes.

Senior Nathan Hayes will
anchor a guard position on both
sides of the football as well as
Clifton Boyd and Tim Koger.

"Hard work could make
P’burg a surprise team

The 1997 football season is here
but the Prestonsburg Blackcats
started their season last year when
everyone thought they were crazy
for working hard in the off season.

But second year coach John
Derossett likes what his team has
shown so far in practice and pre-
season games.

John Ortega, a junior, returns
and will be the feature ball carrier
this season. The versatile athlete
has drawn a lot a of attention dur-

® ing the preseason.

*I don’t have to say too much
about John,” sdid Derossett.
“Everyone knows him. He does a
little bit of everything. He has
picked up his body weight, He has
worked hard in the weight room
and I think he is one of four
Division 1 football players we
have on our team."”

Ortega will be in the backfield
for the Blackcats but he could be

running out of the flats or going
long for an Adam Hall pass.

When you look at the youth on
this Prestonsburg team, you can’t
help but notice sophomore Jeremy
Caudill, who has received count-
less invitations to attend the pres-
tigous college camps.

“Jeremy 1is an outstanding
weight lifter and has deidcated
himself to football,” said
Derossett. “He can be a big time
football player.”

Caudill received letters of invi-
tation from Penn State and
Tennessee to attend the college
cgmps.

“Jeremy’s fuure in football in
unlimited,” said the Blackcat men-
tor, “and what he can do on the
football field. He is just a sopho-
more too. I think a lot of times as
coaches and people out in the com-
munity, we forget he is just a
sophomore. He is so big, so strong
and so fast that he performs like a
senior.”

Coach Derossett said Caudill
still is in the learning stage.

Veteran team
gives Raiders

hope of

High school football coaches
would love to have the problem
(well, it is not a problem) that
South Floyd football coach Donnie
