Beckner has ruled that statements 
allegedly made by four of the six 
Eastem Kentucky youths charged 
with the slayings of the Lillelid 
family are admissible as evidence. 

In recent rulings, the judge de­
termined that the statements al­
legedly made by Joseph Lance 
Risner while being detained at the 
Cochise County Jail in Bisbee, 
Ariz .. are admissible because they 
were made voluntarily. 

The four youths are scheduled 
to go on trial - along with code­
fendants Natasha Wallen Cornett 
and Crystal R. Sturgill - in Feb­
ruary for the April 6 murders of 
Vidar, Delfina and Tabitha Lil­
lelid near Baileyton. 

In his memorandum and order 
on admissibility of Risner's state­
ment last Friday, Judge Beckner 
wrote that Arizona officers had 
been instructed not to interrogate 
the defendants and that no Miran­
da warnings were given to the de­
fendants. 

The judge's memorandum 
notes that, after being put in cells, 
the defendants were routinely 
checked on a suicide watch. On 
one such check, a jailer saw Ris­
ner sitting in a chair with his head 
in his hands resting on his lap. Voluntary statements allegedly 

made by Edward Dean Mullins, 
Karen R. Howell and Jason Blake 
Bryant are also admissible, the 

Defense attorneys earlier had 
filed motions asking the court to 
bar admission of statements al­
legedly made by the defendants 
while they were being held at the 
Arizona jail following their arrest 
at the U.S.-Mexican border two 
days after the murders.

Board tells Carr to be careful 
on plans to resolve overstaffing

State school officials are urging inter­
im Floyd superintendent Martin Carr to 
tread cautiously regarding ways to re­
duce overstaffing in the district. 

In documents released at Tuesday's­
meeting of the Kentucky Board of Edu­
cation, which acted as the Floyd County 
board, state education consultants Bill 
Rideout and Wandel Strange noted sever­
al financial concerns regarding staffing. 

One prevalent problem noted is the 
use of substitute teachers essentially as 
full-time teachers. 

In a memo to Carr, the consultants 
said that "several substitute teachers have 
worked twenty or more days and are now 
being paid on the regular teachers' salary 
schedule." They recommend that "the 
status of these individuals needs to be 
carefully considered." 

Carr said Thursday that some of the 
substitute teachers will not be employed 
after December and he is reviewing the 
status of the remaining teachers. 

"I have resolved the long-term substi­
tute issue completely." Carr said. 

In a memo dated November 4 from 
deputy education commissioner Tom 
Willis to the consultants, Willis said that 
he recommends that Carr wait and re­
view each position currently filled by a 
substitute and decide who will teach the 
classes currently being taught by substi­
tutes. 

Willis said that former superintendent 
Gene Davis was told "to make the appro­
priate staff adjustments in August, " but 
Davis "obviously did not take this ad­
vice." 

At Tuesday's board meeting in Frank­
fort, Carr told state board members that 
approximately 80 percent of Floyd Coun­
ty's $40 million budget was earmarked 

for salaries. 
Also, state officials found that there 

was one teacher at Allen Central High 
School who essentially had no job duties. 

"A teacher with elementary certifica­
tion and hearing impaired certification, is 
presently located at Allen Central High 
School " the consultants' memo said. 
':This teacher has no students and no as­
signed teaching responsibilities. This 
teacher's salary is $34,986. This impacts 
the budget in a negative way." 

Carr said he has "that teacher work­
ing." 

Other problems noted by the consul­
tants include: 

• Several Head Start employees have 
not been officially re-employed or placed 
in Head Start locations. They noted that 
some incorrect charges had been made to 
the board's general fund which should

Fish story 
to be heard 
by Floyd 
grand jury

A grand jury will review the 
case of a Floyd County man ac­
cused of writing bad checks for the 
purchase of live fish. 

Ruben Hall, of Hi Hat, alleged­
ly wrote numerous bad checks in 
1995 to two separate companies to 
stock a paylake with catfish. He is 
charged with several counts of theft 
by deception. 

Herbert Jackson, a truck driver 
for Bill's Live Fish Farm in 
Georgetown, testified during a pre­
liminary hearing Wednesday that 
Hall wrote two bad checks totaling 
$800 to the fish farm in April 1995. 

Jackson said Hall had written 
other bad checks, but two of the 
checks were over $300, constitut­
ing a felony charge for each. 

"We delivered several loads of 
fish there," Jackson said, adding 
that Hall paid for the deliveries 
with checks. He also said that the 
checks were stamped "insufficient 
funds" when they were retumed to 
the company. 

Hall's attorney, Kristi Gray, 
questioned Jackson about whether 
her client had attempted to pay any 
money on the checks. 

"As far as I know, no," Jackson 
said. 

Gray told the court that Hall had 
receipts where has paid on the 
checks, and that the amount he has 
paid would bring the total down to 
misdemeanor charges. 

Gray said she had receipts 
which indicated her client has paid 
$300 to the fish farm for the bad

Although a new map. which re­
drew boundary lines in the county. 
was unveiled last month, at least 
some of the candidates seeking 
county offices will be elected in the 
May primary from the old map.

Judge 
Beckner quotes Howell as telling a 
juvenile detention officer at the 
Cochise County Juvenile Detention 
Center in response to a question 
ahout why she was there that she 
was present when ''they"' were 
killed hut that she did not kill any­
one.:. "[ knew they were dead. but I 
didn't kill anyone:· the document 
quotes her as saying. 

The detention officer, according 
to the judge's order, then asked 
Howell. "how docs that make you 
feel," to which she responded "I 
didn't do anything." 

Questioning Should 
Have Stopped 

Becktwr. in hi-; order. says the 
detention l)111ter's question was 
innocuous and did not violate 
Howelrs rights. The off1ccr"s sec­
ond que-;tion. 'How doco; that make 
) ou feel.· however, should not have 
heen asked. according to the judge. 

'"Once the officer realized 
Howell was volunteering informa­
tion about the commission of an 
alleged crime. no further questions 
should have been asked. The sec­
ond question was, therefore. in vio­
lation of Rule 7 (of the Rules of 
Juvenile Procedure) and Miranda v. 
Anzona as to co-defendants." the 
judge wrote. ''The response. how­
ever, is exculpatory." 

The judge also ruled that 
Howell's statement that she was 
present when the people were killed 
"must be redacted (edited to remove 
rl'fcrences to co-defendants) 
because it violates Bruton v. the 
Cnited States as to co-defendants." 

The Bruton ruling holds that 
statements of one defendant that 
would tmplicate co-defendants in a 
crime are not admissible 111 a joint­
trial. such as the one planned for the 
six defendants in the Lillelid case. 

"Therefore. with the above 
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redactions (edits), the .,tatement>. of 
J·hm ell arc admbsihle," the judge 
wrote in concluding hi!. ruling on 
her Arizona -.taternenh."' 

Ruling on Bryant's 
Statements 

In hio; Wcdncsduy ruling on 
adnussihility of Bryant's Arizona 
statl.!ml.!nts . .ludgl.! Bl.!ckncr wrote 
"all statements of Bryant are admis­
sible with the redactions (edits to 
remove references to co-defen­
dants) af'orl.!said." 

Those edits include a change in a 
statement allegedly made by Bryant 
to Richard Arviw. a fellow inmate 
at the Cochise County Juvenil'e 
Detention Center in Arizona. In that 
instance. An·izo claimed Bryant 
told him that "after they killed the 
people, they took the van to 
Arizona."' 

Judge Beckner ruled Wednesday 
that the ... tatt'mcnt could not be 
admitted in its original form, 
because it referenced co-defendants 
in 'iolation of Bruton v. the United 
States. 

"I he statement is amended to 
n.•ad. 'after thl.! people were killed, 
the 'an was taken to Ari10na:·· the 
judge wrote in his order. 

Beckner ordered a similar revi­
sion to another statement allegedly 
made by Bryant. That statement 
now reads. "l got caught at the 
Mexican border after being in 
Mexico.'" It originally said "we got 
caught .. " 

And the judge specified that 
another statement allegedly made 
b) H1yant to An izo in Arizona be 
changed from ''They got up into the 
hi lis of ·rcnnesscc and that is where 
it all occurred"' to '·Jt all occurred up 
in the hill ... of Tennessee." 

Statement About Threat 
!'lot Admissible 

Judge Beckner also ruled that 
Arvi1o"s conclusion that he was 
threatened ny a group of which 
Bryant was a member (in the 
Juvenile Detention Center) "is a 
conclusion that is not admissible." 

In addition. the judge said the 
statements allegedly made by 
Bryant to Arvizo arc admissible 
because Arvizo. as a private citizen, 
was not an agent of the <;tate. 

"Miranda v. Arizona docs not 
apply to statements made to private 
individuals'' ho arc not government 
agents.'' lh•ckncr wrote The U.S. 
Supreme ( ourt's Miranda ruling 
sa) s pDiicc cannot mtcrrogate sus­
pects ,uithout tina a<h ising them of 
their right to remain silent. 

''Any statement £1\en freely and 
voluntarily without any compelling 

influence is. of course. admissi­
ble as e\ idcnce," the judge added. 

''Volunteered statements are not 
b:u red b) the 5th Amendment." 

Among other things. Bryant is 
alleged to have \ oluntarily told 
Arvin> that he shot himself in the 
hand and leg to make it look like 
someone had tried to rob him. 

And Bryant also allegedly told 
an Arizona booking officer that "I 
shot him m self defense. He was 
trying to rob me." And. he is alleged 
to have told an Arizona detention 
officer that "he had shot and killed 
some people because they were try­
ing to kill him." 

What the Case Involves 
Howell. 17, and Bryant, 15. who 

are being tried as adults. were juve­
niles when Vidar and Delfina 
Lillelid and their six-year-old 
daughter. Tabitha. were fatally shot 
on a gravel road ncar Baileyton on 
the afternoon of last April 6. The 
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Lillelid's son. two-year-old Peter. 
survived the attack despite two bul­
let wounds. He now lives with rela­
tives is Sweden. 

Greene County authorities sub­
sequently issued warrants charging 
Howell. Bryant and adult co-defen­
dants Comett, Mullins, Risner and 
Sturgill with felony murder in con­
nection with the attack on the 
Lillelid family. 

All six were detained by U.S. 
Immigration and Customs officers 

at the U.S. - Mexican border in 
Douglas. Arizona, two days after 
the murders. 

They were driving the Lillelid 
family van when it was stopped at 
the border, according to authorities. 

Subsequently, the defendants 
were extradited to Greene County 
to face the charges. Jury selection 
for their trial is scheduled to begin 
Feb. 10 at an as-yet-unknown loca­
tion elsewhere in Tennessee. 

In response to defense motions 

to have the trial moved out of East ~ 
Tennessee because of intense pretri-
al publicity. Judge Beckner ruled 
that the trial will be held in 
Greeneville using a jury selected 
from another county- presumably 
in Middle or West Tennessee. 

The judge has said he will not 
disclose that location until a sum­
mons, warnmg and questionnaire 
have been sent to prospective 
jurors. That is not likely to happen 
until early January.

District Constable Paul Stilton. 

Constables are paid more than 
$2.000 per year, and Hackworth's 
perfonnance as a constable is the 
only indicauon that the office's 
duties arc being conducted. 

The issue of changing the coun­
ty's fonn of government was taken 
to the polls in November 1996 and 
Floyd County voters elected to 
change from the magistrate to com­
missioner form of government, 
however. the issue of constables 
was not addressed in that election 

Boyd said that the board of elec­
tions also determined Tuesday to 
include justices of the peace on the 
May pnmary. 

"There will be a bigger ballot,"

she said, adding that the task should 
not be any more difficult for elec­
tion officers.

'tices arc limited to performing mar­
riages, if the county judge-cxecu­
tJH~ grants that authority," the LRC 
guide states. "Yet the Constitution 
requires that justices of the peace be 
elected.'' 

Boyd said that no candidates 
have filed to run for justice of the 
peace and if no one files to run in

In case you didn't no­
tice ... and there's every 
reason to believe you 
didn't.. .. coal miners and 
coal operators have ap­
proved a new five-year 
contract. 

There was a time, 
most of us can recall, 
when such an announce­
ment would not come 
before someone, some­
where lost a little blood. 

That the contract has 
been approved with so 
little comment and so lit­
tle strife is not necessari­
ly an indication that coal 
operators and United 
Mine Workers are start­
ing to see eye-to-eye, 
but a hint that there 
aren't many of either 
corps around anymore. 

The contract, by the 
way, adopted by a 3 to 1 

~ vote, offers a buck an 
,, hour wage 
~~' increase .. .from $17.51 to 
~ $18.51 ... over the life of 

the contract. That comes 
to about $38,000 a year 
for union miners. 

There is probably 
good reason for the tim­
ing of the contract agree­
ment, which was 
reached eight months 
before the current pact 
between the union and 
coal operators was set to 
expire. 

The new contract was 
announced one day be­
fore a global warming 
treaty was announced in 
Kyoto, Japan. That treaty 
commits the U.S. tore­
ducing its gaseous emis­
sions from hydrocarbon 
fuels which, for the non­
scientists among us, 
means coal. 

The Kyoto accord is a 
foolish venture with no 
participants ... except 
us ... based on unproven 

The 

speculation that the use 
of carbon-based fuels is 
responsible for global 
warming. 

So, the U.S. has 
agreed to cut its con­
sumption of those fuels, 
which means the coal in­
dustry will likely take an­
other lick, which means 
coal miners will be put 
out of work, which 
means our area will suf­
fer. 

Why don't they pick 
on somebody else for a 
change? 

First they turn tobacco 
farmers into criminals, 
and now they try to put 
the burden of guilt for 
global warming on the 
backs of miners. 

That leaves yard sales 
as the great hope for the 
future of Eastern Ken­
tucky's economy. 

Oh, let's not forget 
that our welfare recipi­
ents have to go find work 
to remain eligible for 
benefits, but instead of 
creating new jobs, our 
fearless leaders in 
Washington are concen­
trating all their efforts on 
abolishing the few we al­
ready have.

A law for one, 
but not for all 

Just looking at it on its face it seems strange. 
A state makes a law setting a maximum vehicle 
weight limit for safety reasons, but doesn't 
apply that law to roads in a part of the state 
where a poor economy means the people have 
no power to influence the legislation. So safety 
is a concern in the politically-powerful regions 
of the state, but not in the politically-weak sec­
tion of the state. 

But Kentucky's Extended Weight Coal Haul 
Road System was not created back in 1986 at a 
highway safety meeting. The coal industry 
(whatever that entails) was looking for a cheap­
er route through which they could send their 
product to market, and they found one, it ran 
through the capitol building in Frankfort. Roads 
used to haul coal 
are not subject to 
the same weight 
limit, but a much, 
much higher one. 

Ever-present, 
issue-clouding 
weapons used for 
either side of the 
debate should be 
put on the shelf for 
a moment, includ­
ing the ones about

the need to keep hands off of the economy-sav­
ing coal industry, the truck driver who has to 
feed his kids, the trucks tearing up the high­
ways, or anything about the coal severance tax. 
These are valid issues, but they leave the most 
important question unasked-is there equal 
protection of the laws? 

Whenever a civil rights leader demands jus­
tice, an alternative-lifestyle advocate cries foul, 
or a young girl is not allowed on the little 
league team, there is one common underlying 
concem-has the law treated similarly situated 
people in a similar manner, the code words of 
the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth 
Amendment. 

"Protection" has been given a meaning be­
yond what many argue makes any sense, but 
with any of its given definitions it is certainly 
broad enough to cover an issue of safety, a con­
cept virtually synonymous with the common 
meaning of "protection." The Kentucky Consti­
tution has a similar provision, but the federal 
constitution guarantees the bare minimum of 
equal protection. Any law repugnant to that 
guaranty is a law which must be scrapped. 

Does the Extended Weight Coal Haul Road 
System fail to provide equal protection under 
the U.S. Constitution? There is no question that 
it is unfair. State lawmakers, in the most blatant 
possible way, have deemed the people of East­
em Kentucky not deserving of protection from 
a risk so substantial that they saw fit to elimi­
nate it for the rest of the state, in spite of any ad­
verse economic affect. Voters in Central and 
Western Kentucky would have it no other way. 
But is the unequal road system in violation of 
the Constitution? 

Whether or not some issue violates the Equal 
Protection Clause depends almost entirely upon 
how the Supreme Court decides to examine it. 
They have, in essence, three different sets of 
glasses through which they look at equal pro­
tection cases, each one allows a different level 
of scrutiny, or suspiciousness of the challenged 
laws. High scrutiny means the law will almost 
always be invalidated, medium scrutiny means 
the court will allow the law if it is passed for an 
important reason, and low-level scrutiny means 
that any rational reason for the law will make it 
valid. 

The decision as to which level of scrutiny to 
use is grounded upon which class of people is 
the basis for the different treatment by the state. 
If the distinction separates racial or ethnic (or, 
sometimes, alienage) groups, then, almost al· 
ways. the law will be invalid because the high­
est scrutiny is applied. If the basis is gender or 
illegitimacy, then medium scrutiny applies. 
Every other classification gets low level scruti­
ny, including unfortunately, economic status, in 
other words, a region of poverty is given little 
protection from government abuse. 

However, it has been argued (with high de­
gree of merit) that classifications based on 
wealth should get the highest level of scrutiny. 
One Harvard Law Review author writes, "If 
money is power, then a class deliberately de­
fined so as to include everyone who has less 
wealth or income than any person outside it 
may certainly be deemed to be especially sus­
ceptible to abuse by majoritarian process; and 
classifications of 'the poor' as such, may, like 
classification of racial minorities as such, be 
popularly understood as a badge of inferiority. · 
Especially is this so in light of the extreme dif­
ficulty of imagining proper governmental ob­
jectives which require for their achievement the 
explicit carving out, for relatively disadvanta­
geous treatment of a class defined by its rela­
tively lower income."

Most people consider price and 

what their child wants when select­
ing toys for Christmas, but safety is 
the most important factor when 
shopping for those special gifts. 

Mike Cavanah. with the 
Department for Public Health. says 
that while Kentucky product safety 
inspectors will be doing toy inspec­
tions again this year, parents and 

~ other adults who buy toys should be 
on the lookout for unsafe items. too. 

"Adults who buy toys for 
Christmas gifts should know how to 
check a toy for safety and who to 
contact if they find an item that is 
questionable," Cavanah said. "1\vo 
rules to remember are, choose toys 
that are suitable for the child's age, 
and ones that do not have safety 
hazards such as sharp edges and 
points or small pieces that can 
cause choking." 

Toy inspectors check for toys in 
retail stores that pose a choking 

hazard, sharp points or sharp edges 
hazards, either by design or due to 
poor construction. During past 
Christmas seasons, several different 
toy products were removed from 
sales because they were found to 
have small parts that may pose 
choking hazards, Cavanah said. 

Inspectors also make sure that 
none of the 17 toys and children's 
products on the federal Consumer 
Product Safety Commission's recall 
list are in stores. Kentucky stores 
will be checked between now and 
December 19. 

"Consumer injury and product 
hazard reporting can lead to the 
recall and removal of unsafe prod­
ucts from sales, so it's important to 
let us know if a toy item has caused 
an injury or is believed to be a 
potential hazard," he said. 

In 1996, the U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety Commission 
received reports of 13 toy-related 

'Holidays can be 
depressing period for 
some; help is available 

While the holiday season is 
usually a time for celebration and 
merrymaking, it an also be a time 
for depression and grief for some 
people. 

The loss of a family member, 
~ divorce, poor health or other prob­

lems can become more intense 
during the holidays, said Dr. Ed 
Maxwell, clinical director of the 
Department for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation Services. 
Families \\ho lost their homes and 
other personal items in the March 
floods may also face problems. 

Some signs of depression 
include: feelings of sadness or 
anxiety. an inability to concentrate, 
weight changes or decreased ener-

"1 gy or appetite. 
Maxwell, an associate profes­

sor of psychiatry at the University 
of Kentucky. said people who are 
feeling depressed during the holi­
days should seek help by talking to 
someone they trust. 

"Someone they feel comfort­
able sharing with, such as a pastor, 
sibling, physician or close friend." 

Maxwell said. This will help them 
decide if more help is needed, such 
as professional counseling. 

Professional counseling is 
available at the Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center in 
Prestonsburg. The phone number 
is 1-800-422-1060. 

Maxwell says that families 
should realize that some holiday 
traditions may need to be revised 
as children and parents grow older. 
Younger people may want to help 
with some of the responsibilities 
so older family members won't be 
overwhelmed, he said. 

For people who have recently 
lost a loved one, Maxwell suggests 
taking part in social activities and 
avoiding isolation. Volunteer work 
such as visiting people in nursing 
homes is one way to focus on the 
meaning of the holidays. 

Maxwell warns against taking 
alcohol or other drugs to solve 
problems. "A lot of people treat 
their blues with alcohol-but more 
alcohol just makes the depression 
worse," he said. 

., Disregarding notice could 
result in suspended license 

Drivers who receive a notice 
from the Transportation Cabinet 
that states that they have an unin­
sured vehicle must show proof of 
insurance or face losing their 
license should not disregard the 
notice, Insurance Commissioner 
George Nichols Ill said, even if 
the letter is in error. 

• Floyd County Court Clerk 
Carla Robinson Boyd says ''when 
people receive these notices, they 
are sent from Frankfon. Errors do 
happen. but Floyd County is fortu­
nate enough to have an office 
within the courthouse where any­
one can seek assistance with their 
driver's licenses and can rest 
assured that things are taken care 
of, as we are one of the few coun­
ties that can directly go into the 
computer and immediately rein­
state the license, after proof of 

:a insurance is given." 
~ The notices are being sent as a 

result of House Bill 439, legisla­
tion passed in the last general ses­
sion that requires insurance com­
panies to send notice to the state 
Transportation Cabinet when 
insurance on a vehicle is canceled. 
The Transportation Cabinet's 
Motor Vehicle Licensing Division 
then sends a notice to the driver of 
the uninsured vehicle requiring 
him to show proof of insurance, or 
have his license suspended. 

"Anyone who receives such a 
notice should not ignore it," 

IIIli Commissioner Nichols said. 
"Failure to comply with the law 
will result in a suspended license 
for the person holding the vehi­
cle's title, and a penalty for rein­
statement of driving privileges. 

And, a suspended license could 
affect what you would pay to 
insure your vehicle in the future." 

Ms. Boyd estimated the cost to 
reinstate the license after the sec­
ond notice that informs you of 
your suspension to be around forty 
dollars, when you come in and 
show your proof of insurance. 

Kentucky's uninsured motorist 
law, which became effective in 
August of this year, was designed 
to crack down on drivers who 
insure their vehicles prior to regis­
tration to obtain proof of insurance 
and then cancel the policy or fail 
to pay the premium. Since 1974, 
Kentucky has required liability 
insurance and basic reparation 
benefits to be carried on all vehi­
cles registered in the state. 

Carl Sumner, president of the 
Insurance Institute of Kentucky. 
estimates that 30 percent of 
Kentucky drivers are uninsured. 
This percentage translates to a 
higher premium for individuals 
who purchase additional coverage 
on their vehicle in case they are hit 
by an uninsured driver. "The 
impact of having uninsured 
motorists on the road is the 
increased cost to individuals who 
purchase uninsured motorist cov­
erage on their vehicles," Sumner 
said. 

The Floyd County field repre­
sentatives, along with a similar 
office in Hazard, can reinstate and 
clear up any errors for all residents 
of this area. There are some 
exemptions from this situation, 
and you can contact the county 
court clerk's office for further 
information.

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Should we prolong life with futile care?

"To every thing there is a sea­
son, and a time to every purpose 
under heaven: A time to he hom. a 
time to die; a time to plant. and a 
time to pluck up that which is 
planted; A time to kill. and a time 
to heal; a time to break down, and 
a time to build up; A time to weep, 
and a time to laugh; a time to 
mourn. and a time to dance"­
Ecclesiastes 3: 1-4. 

Dr. David Nash. chairman of 
the ethics committee at UK 
Medical Center, quoted from the 
Bible as he presented his thoughts 
on futile care for those who cannot 
be restored to a better. or equal. 
quality of life they led before their 
illnesses. 

In this season of good will 
towards men. Lexington's 
University Hospital. Hospice of 
the Big Sandy and the Floyd 
County Medical Society teamed 
their efforts to educate the public 

., on alternatives and the ethics of 
prolonging life "Beyond the 
Lord's Will." 

Raghu Sundaram. M.D., chair­
man of the Floyd County Medical 
Society. opened the evening's dis­
cussion with warm wishes for 
those present at the PCC's Pike 
Auditorium Tuesday night. ''Big 
things start in small ways," he said 
in reference to his desire to height­
en public awareness on this topic. 

He introduced Dr. Nash. and 
commented that area hospitals are 
increasingly facing the issues of 

~treating patients in the best ways 
medically, but they also realize 
that a vital area in everyone's life -
dignity - must he considered when 
deciding when enough is enough. 

Dr. Sundaram ga\·e the audi­
ence an example. "We had a 
patient. a 92-year-old ft!male, who 
had perhaps two months of life 
left, tops. She couldn't make deci­
sions for herself regarding her 
treatment, and the family insisted 
we do everything humanly possi­
ble to keep her alive for as long as 

t we could. They needed the conso­
lation that evt!rything that l:Otild be 
done was being done. hut at what 
cost? The lady ended up spending 
the end of her days with a hole in 
her throat for a respirator. and a 
hole in her stomach for nutritional 
purposes, and the quality of her 
life in those last two months was 
certainly poor. 

".My question i~. did we punish 
her with those invasive indigni­

.,~ies? She did not recover an~ liv­
mg processes. nor could she. 

Dr. Nash added that "we live 
life denying our death. although 
immortality is impossible. 
Everyone who has ever lived, has 
died.'' 

Nash paralleled life with a lamp 
running out of oil. "It s~arts out 
knowing it will run out. It begins 
to dim, flicker, then goes out. So it 
is with our bodies. An organic 
machine. it is designed only to 
work for so long before it must 

5)shut down.'' 
Dr. Nash acknowledges that the 

medical community encourages 
people to seek care to prolong our 
life spans, to focus on prevention, 
and that as the population teeters 
on the edge of another century, 
medical knowledge can do won­
ders in helping those who arc ~ick 
to recover. 

However. with welfare reform 
and insurance companies looking 
to cut costs any way they can, care 
for those with terminal illnesses or 
for those individuals who have 

~ived well into their twilight years 
and simply cannot get any better is 
now a health care issue which can 
be solved almost totally at home. 

Hospice suggests that you talk 
with your loved ones. or procure 
documents that can make your 
wishes known on this subject if 
and when your time is such that 
you are unable to decide your own 
fate. 

"Being alive, and being healthy. 
are not the same thing. If the goals 
you have set in life arc accom­
plished and your moral obligations 
are fulfilled. then many will tell 

~ou that you have now only to face 
and accept death as a part of your 
earthly journey," Nash quoted 
from the text of another physician 
who specializes in death and 
dying. "We fear suffering more 
than we do death." 

In 1982, a law was enacted that 
stipulates all hospit~ls must pro­
vide for death decision-making, 
such as with living wills (also 
referred to as an advanced direc­
tives) or durable power-of-attor­
ney situations. "A living will is 

_..good to have. but it can be right 
., there in the chart and be over­

looked by staff," Sundaram 
explained. 

• "An obvious end to this dilem-

rna would be to talk with your 
family. tell them what you would 
wnnt, and make sure it is legally 
documented if possible.'' Claire 
Arsenauld. RN and Hospice's 
executive director, said. "If not, 
nnd your illness is a sudden thing. 
then at least the ones you love who 
will hnve to make such a decision 
for you can do so more easily, 
without worrying if they arc doing 
the right thing. The burden to 
decide the fate of another is a hor­
ribly heavy one to bear. and mak· 
ing a decision of this magnitude 
without prior discussion may very 
well leave emotional scars that 
will never fade from the memories 
of those left behind,'' Arsennuld 
concluded. She says that they 
(Hospice) "are there. 24-hours a 
day, by managing pain and sup­
porting family members as their 
specialties. along \\ ith any otht!r 
help they might need." 

Ms. Arsenauld contends the 
main thing is' "getting into the 
home. preferably within the last 
three months or <>o before the 
patient's death. then we can really 
make a difference for people. 

"Our job doesn't stop when the 
person dies, either. Twelve or even 
fifteen months after the death, 
Hospice is still in touch with the 
family giving them the support 
they so desperately need." she 
said. 

Arsenauld explained that the 
criteria for Hospice assistance 
would be a diagnosis of six 
months or less left to live. and no 
referrals are necessary. Hospice is 
a non-profit organization that wel­
comes inquiries from anyone. 

"We helped one lady, who had. 
for as long as it had been in exis­
tence, went to Wal-Mart every 
week of her life. She hadn't been 

able to go for the past three 
months. Her only wish was to go 
tht!rt! just one more time. so there 
we wt•rc. oxygen and wheelchair­
laden, shopping through the store. 
She died two dnys later - happy.'' 
Ms. Arsenauld said.

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Pike pair is charged 
with attempted murder

It wa~ a harrowing 15 minutes. 
Two Pike County men were charged with 

attempted murder on Friday afternoon after 
they allegedly chased and rammed another 
pair's vehicle and fired a shot at them, 
authorities said. 

David Allen Thacker, 26, of Kimper, and 
Clarence David Doyle, 20, of Shelbiana, 
were arrested without incident after 
Kentucky State Police troopers intercepted 
their vehicle on U.S. 119 at Zchulon, suid 
KSP Det. Terry Thompson. 

"They just came out of the blue," :;aid 
Juanita Young, 31, of Zebulon, one of the 

victims. 
According to Young and police accounts, 

here is what happened: 
At approximately I :30 p.m., Young and 

Rocky Clay Hunt, 32, of Kimper, were trav­
eling on Ky. 194 from Kimper toward Meta 
when Thacker and Doyle got behind them. 

Thacker fired a shot from the window of 
the Toyota pickup he was riding in and 
Doyle. the driver, rammed the victim's 
Camaro while traveling approximately 60 
miles an hour. 

Young said she heard the bullet hit the 
passenger side of the car and that the truck 
rammed the Camaro almost immediately 
aftem·ard. 

The suspects then chased Young and 

Hunt about 14 miles. Young called police on 
her cellular phone and kept the KSP updated 
on locations until officers intercepted 
Thacker and Doyle at Zebulon. 

Young said the Camaro was rammed 
from behind two or three times during the 
high-speed chase and almost caused them to 
wreck. 

"!looked at the speedometer once and we 
were doing 75," she said. 

The suspects also threw beer bottles at the 
Camaro during the chase, Young said. 

Young said she didn't know either of the 
suspects but thought "one of the boys was a 
cousin of Hunt's ex-wife. She said she didn't 
know what prompted the suspects to chase 
her and Hunt.

Dentist's offer 
to share in 
fortune is scam

When Dr. AI Pclphre). a local pediatric 
dentist, received a letter (last week) from a 
man identifying himself as an official of a 
wealthy :"\igerian corporation. he was 
intrigued by the man's proposition that he 
could have a share of the company's for­
tunc. 

But, after Pelphrey read that he would 
have to open "a private foreign account" 
here in the U.S . so the company could sup­
posedly wire the $49.5 million here, he 
became suspicious. 

The fact that there was no return address 
on the letter or envelope post-marked 
Lagos, Nigeria, only added to Pelphrey's 
suspicion. 

The day after he receiYed the letter 
Pelphrey contacted the consumer protec­
tion division of the state attorney general's 
office. 

"My concem was that if it was a scam, 
there may be other people in the area who 
would get the letter," said Pelphrey. who 
ha!i since talked to another local business­
man who received a similar letter. 

The attorney general's office immedi­
ately confirmed Pelphrey's doubts. 

"Before I could get anything other than 
'Nigeria' out, she (the woman he spoke to 
at the attorney general's office) said, 'Oh, 
yes, it's a scam," Pelphrey said. 

Corey Bellamy, spokesperson for the 
attorney general's office. said the office is 
asking anyone who has received a letter 
from the supposed Nigerian National 
Petroleut)l Corporation to send the letter to 
the attorney general's office. 

"We're forwarding it (the information) 
to the federal authorities," Bellamy said of 
the scam letter.;. "It's my understanding 
that the secret Sl'rviL'c is looking into this."

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First-ever live video to be 
shot at Historic Sipp Theatre 

January 1. 1998, marks the beginning of a 
new year for us all, but January 3, marks the 
continuation of the "Bluegrass at the Sipp" 
concen series at the Historic Sipp Theatre in 
downtown Paintsville. 

Larry Sparks and the Lonesome Ramblers 
and Richard Bennett will be headlining the 
event. This show, however, marks another his­
toric first for the Sipp-a live video shoot. 

Many improvements have been made at the 
Sipp since Sparks' last performance on 
January 4 of this year, including new carpet, 
isle lighting, marquee lighting and all new 
seating in the balcony. 

When Sparks returns to the Sipp for his 
annual appearance this year, he will be joined 
by fellow Rebel recording artist Richard 
Bennett, who formerly was lead singer with 
J.D. Crowe and The New South, and is now 
establishing himself as a trendsetter in the 
field of bluegrass music. 

Rebel records has chosen this appearance 
by its two star performers for filming of music 
videos for both of them, and this year's crowd 
will be treated to the additional honor of being 
present for the live filming by both Sparks and 
Bennett. 

Anita Belhasen, music director of the non­
profit theatre, said that this will be the first 
live music video ever recorded anywhere in 
the Big Sandy Valley. Of course, many will 
remember the break-through video by Billy 
Ray Cyrus, which was recorded in Ashland's 
Paramount Theatre in the early '90s. "We are 
very excited about the live shoot that is going 
to be done on January 3. We are extremely 
honored that, of all the venues in the United 
States and the World, Rebel Recording 
Company chose the Historic Sipp 
Theatre for this landmark event." 

Larry Sparks continues to be 
one of the big stars in the 
field of Bluegrass music, 
touring hundreds of 
days per year 
throughout the 
United States 
and 
Canada. 
His 
style 
of 

singing and play­
ing distinguish him 

and his recordings 

continue to be among the best in the industry. 
Through Sparks has shunned the more com­

mercial side of the country music industry by 
refusing to adopt a more "commercial'' coun­
try sound, his work is admired and emulated 
by some of country's greatest performers, 
most notably Eastern Kentucky's own "Judd." 
The video will be a first for Sparks. 

The Judds covered Larry Sparks' legendary 
recording of John Deere Tractor, and turned it 
into a smash country hit, and both Wynonna 
and Naomi Judd have credited Sparks for hav­
ing a great influence on the development of 
their singing styles. 

Other legendary performers in the field of 
bluegrass music have honed their craft under 
the tutelage of Sparks, including Ricky Skaggs 
and Dave Evans. 

Richard Bennett is a relative newcomer to 
bluegrass stardom, getting his first break when 
the legendary J.D. Crowe called on him to 
handle the lead singing and lead guitar duties 
in his band, The New South. During his stay

Ricky Skaggs and many other legendary perform­
ers In the field of bluegrass music have honed their 
craft under the tutelage of Sparks.

"When one hears Richard Bennett play and 
sing it is very easy to forget that he is not 
Tony Rice, their styles are so similar" said 
Belhasen. 

Indeed, Richard Bennett does sound very 
similar to the one who many have dubbed the 
greatest singer and player ever in modern 
bluegrass music and, when Rice was suffering

- According to Chicago Sun-Times reports in June and November, 
the Illinois Department of Children and Family Services since 1995 has 
doled out $22.5 million in cash and gifts to the most dysfunctional 1,370 
families on their rolls, including almost $75,000 to one mother of six. 
DCFS's ''wraparound plans" are designed to simulate middle-class envi­
ronments so that children can be raised by a natural parent, but critics call 
the program a jackpot for precisely the worst parents in the city, in that 
many have been charged with abusing and neglecting their kids. Among 
the goods included in a typical wraparound plan are: electronic gear and 
"entertainment center," YMCA membership, and aikido, basketball and 
drama classes. 

- In September, murder defendant Hosie Grant, 72, seated on a bench 
in a courtroom in Little Rock, Ark., with other defendants at the daily 
arraignment hearing, fell into a sound sleep a!> he awaited his case to be 
announced. He was still asleep later when his two daughters and a public 
defender entered a not-guilty plea for him. but just then, a benchmate 
shook him awake. Aroused from his slumber but not yet aware of the pro­
ceedings. he impulsively arose and shouted, "I plead guilty." He is 
charged with stabbing a close friend to death, and the judge permitted the 
not-guilty plea to stand. 

- In October, Italy's highest appeal court, the Court of Cessation, 
ruled that the breakup of a marriage was not the wife's fault even though 
she abandoned the husband. The wife was able to demonstrate that after 
two years of battling, and a fistfight, she was no longer able to indulge 
her mother-in-law's presence in the home, and the judges agreed the con­
stant interference was intolerable. Rome's largest newspaper, La 
Rcpubblica, sympathized, calling the typical Italian mother-in-law 
"unstoppable as a panzer, omnipresent, overbearing, meddlesome and 
mischief-making." And in August, a Tokyo district court, citing changing 
times, rejected a $38,000 claim by a man who said his ex-wife, who 
worked full-time outside the home, nonetheless had an obligation to do 
all the housework.

Most mechanics 
and pit crew members are on 
salary, although sometimes a 
share of a particularly big vic­
tory. such as the Brickyard 400, 
is given to other members as a 
bonus for hard work.

MENU PLANNING 
• Make just u few dishes. but make each 

one memorable. (Distinctive + Robust = 

Memorable.) A finger food, salad and festi\'e 
entree should satisfy any guest's hunger. 

• Select recipes that you feel comfortable 
with. Mix dishes that can be fixed in advance 
with those that need to be prepared dunng 
the party. 

• A crusty baguette. served hot from your 
oven, will add dimension to almost anything 
it accompanies. At $2 a loaf. it's the ultimate 
affordable luxury. 

SETTING THE STAGE 
• There is no such thing as an inadequate 

space for a dinner party. Overcoming spatial 
shortcomings adds spontaneity and pleasure 
to the evening. If your dining room is too 
small. move the table into the living room. If 
you only have two chairs, seat your guest-. on 
the floor. 

• Be prepared, but if that doesn't work. be 
prepared to wing it. Don't let anything short 
of mass food poisoning dampen your spirits. 
Remember, your guests are feeding off your 
energy as well as your food. 

• Don't have enough plates and forks? 
Why worry? Anyone can buy a set of silver 
ware and dishes, but it takes real style to 
compile a table of mismatched place set­
tings. Get creative! 

• For instant ambiance, light the whole 
dining area with candles. 

WINE 
• Figure on at least one bottle of wine for 

every two guests. Then, buy a couple extra 
-it won't go bad! 

• Nothing adds a festive air to a party like 
the sound of corks popping! And. you don· t 

-------------~---- have to be Donald Trump to afford the 
good stuff. Roederer Estate makes an 
excellent California bubbly for about 
$15. 

• For a special gathering of friends, 
consider real French champagne. 
Nonvintage Bruts are just as good as 
the vintage bubblies, without a high 
price tag. For a special treat, pick up 
a bottle of Louis Roederer Brut 
Premier, or better yet, lure your 
guests into bringing one. 

• Arriving at a party with a bottle 
of fine wine is a bit like bringing a 
gift-wrapped present. The presenter 
secretly desires to see it opened. If 
you sense that a guest has gone out of 
his or her way to bring a special wine, 
acknowledge the gift in the kindest 
possible way - by sharing it. 

HAPPY ENDINGS 
• "Always invite a confidant to stay 

for a ·postmortem' once the remain­
ing guests have - left," says Blumer. 
"Even the worst culinary crises and 
social faux pas can be laughed at 
when viewed under the postmortem 
microscope."

3 tablespoons margarine, melted 
18 chocolate sandwich cookies 
Preheat oven to 350°F. 
Melt margarine in small glass 

mixing bowl in microwave. Fit 
SaladShooter Mixer Too with 
shredding cone.

Preheat oven to 450°F.

Spoon remaining toffee 
pieces over batter. Gently cut 
through batter with a knife several 
times. Bake for 10 minutes. Reduce 
heat to 275°F, and bake an addi­
tional 35 minutes. Remove from 
oven and loosen cheesecake from 
side of pun with a knife. Let coolm 
pan. Remove from pan and chill 
thoroughly. Cut remaining candy 
bars diagonally and place on top of 
cheesecake just before serving.
