Prestonsburg's City Council is
stepping up its efforts to build a re-
cycling program and a council
member plans to promote it on his
radio station.

Gormon Collins Jr., who is
chairman of the recycling commit-
tee, said Monday the group has
looked into expanding the recy-
cling program, but it had no recom-
mendations at this time. Collins
said he would promote the system
on his radio station,
WQHY/WDOC.

"The other part of the plan is
that we'll publicize this, basically
on the radio station, because we
know it's really cheaper when you

have a council member getting it,"
Collins said.

Collins did not say what the cost
for the promotions might be, and
council did not approve any expen-
diture of funds to advertise the pro-
gram.

A Floyd County grand jury re-
turned 14 indictments last week,
four of which were sealed pending
the arrests of those accused.

An apparent conflict between the
city of Allen and engineers for the
Allen sewer project may cost some
big bucks, and could lead to the
abandonment of the project.

According to a letter to Scott
Kimmich, director of the Division
of Community Programs, from
Elrod-Dunson Inc., the engineering
firm, the city has asked to change
engineers.

“I find it somewhat odd that the
request is coming through you
(Kimmich) rather than from the city
themselves,” the letter says. “My
response to you and to the city is
that if a client is not happy with our
services, I certainly don’t want to
work with someone that doesn’t
want to work with us.”

In the letter, the engineering firm
agreed to “step aside” and allow the
city to go forward with the project,
but the firm wants to be paid the
easement assistance money allotted
for the project and not be held liable
for work they have already per-
formed.

Billy Salisbury, a former city-
council member, asked about the
money already paid to Elrod-
Dunson Inc. if the city did decide to
get a different engineer.

“Yes, it will cost (the city) more
money,” city clerk Bill Parsons
said.

The letter indicates that Elrod-
Dunson Inc. should be held harm-
less for worked already done, “‘since
we will not be available to see that
necessary and routine field changes
will be made under our supervi-

sion.”

In a second letter, a February 28
final date has been set by Kimmich
for the city to take action to bring
the Allen sewer project to bid.

“It has been more than a year
since I first visited with city offi-
cials regarding the need for prompt
resolution of the Allen sewer pro-
ject,” according to the letter to
Mayor Sharon Woods. “Inasmuch
as no conclusive action has taken
place to bring this project to clo-
sure, I have no alternative but to
establish a final date by which
action must be taken.”

The letter requests that the city
submit a revised performance
schedule, cost summary, copies of
all documents regarding the satis-
factory resolution of the conflict
with Elrod-Dunson, and the con-
tract for administration of the grant.

Kimmich said he would recom-
mend abandoning the project and
redistributing the remaining funds
to other eligible projects if the city
fails to honor the deadline, the letter
indicates.

The letter also requests that the
city provide a full financial
accounting of the project.

The Allen City Council reviewed
both letters Monday during an exec-
utive session of the regular meeting.

The council took no action on
the sewer project and left the meet-
ing open until Mayor Woods and
city attorney Brett Davis meet with
the  Department of Local
Government on Tuesday, February
18 in Frankfort,

They are criminals who van-
dalize, terrorize and steal from
their neighbors and their com-
munities with total indifference,
indignation and impunity.

They aren’t stupid, either.

In fact they may be too smart
for their own good.

They know that if they are

caught, the penalties they’ll
| face, if they aren’t bailed out
first by friends and family,
aren’t all that severe.

They know that the juvenile
justice system protects their
identities and that their criminal
records won’t carry over past
their 18th birthdays.

They know they outnumber

the police, who are themselves
frustrated by the lack of deter-
rents and punishments doled out
by the courts.

They know that the courts are
themselves handcuffed by a
legal system that fails to recog-
nize the difference between
indiscretion and infamy.

It’s time they learned some-
thing new, and it is up to the
General Assembly to write the
lesson plan. ;

The legislature should first

allocate more funds to the state’s
court designated worker pro-
gram, which focuses much of its
efforts on juvenile crime.

The legislature should open
to the public the court records of
juveniles charged with crimes
that would ordinarily be consid-
ered felonies.

The legislature should estab-
lish hard labor work camps for
hardcore juvenile offenders.

Finally, the legislature should
hold parents accountable for the
violent or criminal actions of
their underage children.

The rest of us must realize
that youth and innocence are no
longer synonymous and that by
turning the other cheek, we’re
only providing young criminals
the opportunity to take a turn for
the worse.

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Tuition assistance program drawing
large number of Kentucky students

Only one year after its imple-
mentation, a program which offers
greatly reduced tuition rates to res-
idents of Eastern Kentucky is
attracting strong interest among
students.

Clinch Valley College, the only
branch of the University of
Virginia, began offering the
reduced tuition rates to Kentucky
residents after the Virginia General
Assembly changed the Code of
Virginia in February of 1996.
Clinch Valley is now authorized to
offer a Kentucky Tuition
Assistance Grant (K-TAG) to qual-
ified Kentuckians who reside in
Harlan, Leslie, Perry, Knott, Floyd,
Breathitt, Magoffin, Letcher, and
Pike counties.

Students qualify for the grants if
they are graduates of accredited
Kentucky high schools in one of
these counties, if they reside in one
of these counties and hold a GED,
or if they reside in one of these
counties and transfer from a com-
munity college located in one of
these counties.

Applicants must also be admit-
ted to Clinch Valley as full-time
students,

Since the college began imple-
menting the program in early 1996,
interest among area students has
been high.

The college has received twice
the number of freshman applica-
tions from Kentucky than i did in
1995. Transfer applicationys have
tripled. h

The total numbet of
Kentuckians enrolled at Clinch
Valley has more than quadrupled.

Jay Lemons, chancellor of
CVC, says the success of the K-
TAG program is that it allows stu-
dents from Eastern Kentucky to
attend a four-year, state-supported
college close to home.

“For years, we received calls
from highly-qualified students
who lived less than 50 miles from
our college, but on the other side of
the state line.

“We had to disappoint them
with the news that to attend Clinch
Valley, they had to pay steep out-

of-state tuition rates.

“Many of those students found
those costs prohibitive and had to
leave the region,” said Lemons.

The K-TAG program has helped
correct a geographic problem that
has hindered CVC and the region
for decades. Clinch Valley is locat-
ed in Wise, less than ten air miles
from the Kentucky border. Under
the old Virginia code, even stu-
dents from neighboring Kentucky
towns like Jenkins and Lynch had
to pay full out-of-state tuition
rates.

By the late 1980’s, these rates
were more than double in-state
rates.

The result was a decline in the
number of Kentuckians who
attended Clinch Valley. Eastern
Kentuckians who wanted to attend
a four-year state school near their
homes found few options. Eastern
Kentucky University, the closest
such school in Kentucky, is at least
a three hour drive on difficult
mountain roads for residents of far
Eastern Kentucky.

Since the K-TAG program was
approved, the decline in CVC’s
enrollment of Kentucky students
has reversed.

Four Kentuckians attended
CVC as transfer students in 1995,

but 16 enrolled in 1996. Only one |

freshman from Kentucky attended
the college in 1995, versus six in
1996. College officials expect this
trend to continue.

“What we’re hearing from our
Kentucky students is that, as word
of the K-TAG program spreads, we
can expect a steady rise in the
number of Kentuckians we enroll,”
said Courtney Kilgore, director of
enrollment management.

The Kentucky Tuition
Assistance  Program  reduces
tuition rates for residents of nine
Eastern Kentucky counties to lev-
els approaching the in-state rate
charged to residents of Virginia.

For Kentuckians who enter
Clinch Valley as juniors and
seniors, a K-TAG grant of $4,000
per year lowers annual tuition to
$1,891 per semester, only $262

NOTICES OF REVIEW SENT
TO CHILDREN ON SSI

A new law, the Personal
Responsibility and Work Oppor-
tunity Reconciliation Act of 1996,
changed the definition of disability
for children under the SSI pro-
gram.

If you receive Supplemental
Security Income (SSI) payments
for a child with a disability, the
Social Security Administration
will notify you about an upcoming
review of the child’s case accord-

ing to Jim Kelly, Social Security
district director for the Big Sandy
Area. The notice will explain the
recent law which established a new
definition of disability for chil-
dren.

Under the new definition, chil-
dren must have more serious phys-
ical and mental limitations to qual-
ify for SSI. The law also requires
that Social Security review the
cases of certain children who are
now eligible for SSI to see if they
are disabled under the new defini-
tion.

YOU MUST PROVE
CITIZENSHIP WHEN
APPLYING FOR SOCIAL
SECURITY

When you file a claim for Social
Security benefits you must prove
your United States citizenship or
lawful alien presence, according to

a new law.

If you were born in the U.S.,
your U.S. birth certificate, which
you must present as evidence of
your age, will serve as evidence of
citizenship. If you're a U.S. citizen
born outside the United States, you
can prove your citizenship by pre-
senting your Report of Birth
Abroad or U.S. passport. If you're
a naturalized U.S. citizen, you can
present either your Certificate of
Naturalization or a current U.S.
passport,

If, however, you are not a U.S.
citizen and filing a claim for Social
Security benefits, you must prove
that you are lawfully present in this
country, as determined by the
Immigration Naturalization
Service (INS). You can prove your
lawful presence by submitting the
appropriate unexpired document
issued by INS.

Illegal waste dumps in
Kentucky remain a problem in
many counties although all offer
waste collection services.

In 1994, counties spent $3.2
million from tax revenue to clean
up 1,747 open waste dumps,
according to Kim Henken, exten-
sion associate for environmental
and natural resource issues.

“Most open dumps have poten-
tial to pollute our water resources,”
Henken said.

“Those near streams can leach
materials into the water, increase
flood damage and leave behind
trails of trash.”

She said open dumps in sink-
holes can degrade groundwater,
the primary drinking water source
for nine out of ten rural
Kentuckians. In addition, if

Because open dumps violate
environmental laws, dumpers can
be fined up to $5,000 per day per
violation.

FROSTBITE

We have had an unusually mild
winter so far, but just wait, that may
change.

Frostbite occurs when skin and
tissue underneath freezes. Hands,
feet, nose and ears are the areas of

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the body most prone to frostbite,
The first warning signs are redness
and burning at the affected area.

The skin will turn whitish or
grayish yellow and become hard to
touch. Swelling and blisters can
occur with more severe frostbite.

If you develop any symptoms of
frostbite, get out of the cold as soon
as possible. Avoid trauma to the
affected area and do not rub the area
to “Warm it.” This friction can

cause further damage to the tissue.
Warm the area as quickly as possi-

ble by submerging the area in warm
water (104 degree), not hot water.

Thawing will usually occur after
thirty minutes, discontinue heat
after the area has thawed. Avoid
using dry heat, such as heat lamps
and heaters if possible.

Dry heat is harder to regulate
and can burn the area only compli-
cating the problem.

Numbness may linger for sever-
al months after minor frostbite. If
the area becomes dark or black, see
a doctor immediately. In severe

cases of frosbite, hospitalization
will be necessary.

So, bundle up the kids when they
go out to play and make sure they
come inside periodically to warm
up.

This gives you a chance to check
their hands and feet and find out
what protective clothing they have
discarded during the course of their
stay outdoors.

Today we
will discuss the spring breeding
season, particularly how it ef-
fects hunting strategies.

Throughout the winter wild
turkeys will remain in large
flocks. With the coming of
spring, generally around the
end of March, the flocks begin
to break up and toms will es-
tablish their teritories. The larg-
er toms will establish a pecking
order and do most of the breed-
ing. The smaller, sexually im-
mature jakes will often form
small flocks of their own, but
seldom will they take part in
the breeding.

Most states attempt to sched-

ule the spring turkey sea-
son to coincide with the
breeding season. The start of
the breeding season is con-
trolled by photoperiodism, in-
creasing exposure to daylight.
Unseasonably warm, wet or
cold weather may affect the
birds.

Prior to the actual breeding,
each mature tom will establish
an area in which to do his
breeding. These areas are re-
ferred to as strutting zones, as
the toms will often put on a dis-
play for the curious hens. Dur-
ing the breeding process, the
hens will travel to the tom’s
strutting zone. The tom will call
to the hens with a series of gob-
bles, and the hen responds with
her own calls. Strutting and
breeding usually takes place in
clearings or openings within the
tom’s home range.

The spring breeding season
of the wild turkey contains

three distinct stages. A hunter
must be able to identify the
stages of the breeding cycle,
and adjust his hunting
strategy to suit the various
stages. Due to the
many variables affect-
ing the birds, breed-
ing will experience
peak times, as well as
less active periods.
Toms and hens will
take on different
roles during the
early-season, mid-sea-
son, and late-season
stages of breeding.
Toms and hens are
very active during early-
season breeding. It is at
this stage in which toms
and hens are the most
vocal. Toms will often
put on displays to estab-
lish dominance and several
hens may gather around one
tom. This stage of the breeding

“The forecast is based on fish
population sampling, creel surveys
from the previous year and general
knowledge of a particular lake
gained from anglers and biolo-
gists,” says statewide fishery pro-
gram coordinator Benjy Kinman.
Waters that have attracted more
studies are described in more detail.

is when toms are the most vul-
nerable to hunters. The birds
are excited and anxious about
the start of the breeding season
and very susceptible to a
hunter’s calls. With sexually ac-
tive hens at their most abun-
dant, toms may be content to
wait for the hens to come to
them. Position yourself be-
tween the gobbling tom and the
clucking hens. They will gener-
ally meet in the
middle, and
hope-

. fully you
will be there for the reunion.
Calling will decrease sub-
stantially as the birds enter the
mid-season of the breeding
cycle. Most hens have located
an appropriate tom and early
moming calling will be kept to
a minimum, Hens that have
bred successfully will leave to
lay eggs in late-morning. It is at
this time toms may begin to
gobble more actively in search
of desiring hens. As the tom’s
search for hens becomes more
desperate during this time,
hunters should wait until the
gobbling begins, and then call
sparingly during late-morning.
This is the time when toms will

be more apt to go to the hens,
rather than wait for the hens to
come to them. Keep your call-
ing to a minimum and curiosity
will bring the tom to you,
Late-season hunting is prob-
ably the most difficult. Most
hens are finished breeding, and
toms are resting and recuperat-
ing. During the late-season
breeding, smaller toms and sex-
ually active jakes may attempt
to breed with the few hens that
have riot been bred or were un-
successful in their first attempt
and wish to try again. As active
hens are few and far between,
hunters should keep their call-
ing to a minimum and call

‘ only once an active gobbler

has been heard. Most likely

the toms or jakes you will
’ be attracting are immature
and anxious. Call only as
% necessary to get their at-
tention, and wait for
b,

.' them to find you.

Keep in mind that the
breeding season
of wild turkeys
ay not always
coincide with
your state’s
hunting season.
Pre-season

breeding cycle will help to
identify which stages of the
breeding cycle will be taking
place during hunting season.
Identifying the stages of the
breeding season and developing
hunting stategies to accomodate
the various aspects of activity is
essential for successful spring
turkey hunting. A successful
hunting strategy utilized on
opening morning may not be
productive two weeks into the
season.

Rubber-skirted jigs have an
unmatched big-bass allure—
particularly when pitched around
boat docks.

When fishing a jig around
docks, work the outer edges and
comers of a pier first (to avoid
spooking the wariest bass), before
moving into the interior.
Concentrate on any unusual feature
on the dock, such as a ladder,
brushpile or Styrofoam section.

Once I pitch the jig to the dock,
I let a little line out to allow the bait
to fall straight down. 1 let it settle and
allow the skirt to open up. It takes
about four seconds for the skirt to
open up completely and look
lifelike. And that's a long time when
you're just going for total reaction
strikes.

Grading UofL and UK's football recruit harvests: See-plus and See-minus

How did the state's major Div. I
football programs do recruiting-
wise this February? Nobody asked
me, but if I were handling out
grades, Louisville would merit a
See-plus and Kentucky a See-
minus.

See as in so-so and wait and
see...

If Louisville signee Braxton
Anderson (Franklin-Simpson)
becomes the star lineman he is pro-
jected to be. If quarterback Gary
Gumm (Doss) does likewise at his
position,

If Kentucky signee Derek
Homer (Mr. Football) has the Mark
Higgs(ness) to play in the SEC. If
the offensive line is on hand to
assure Homer survives. Nolan
DeVaughn and Derrick Johnson
could be part of that solution.

All things considered, football
fans in Kentucky would do well to
put the hand-wringing over UK's
poor recruiling campaign and
Louisville's triumphant one in a
proper perspective. That iS news
reports on both are unreliable and
amount to little more than a list of
names and numbers because the
jump from high school teenager to
college football behemoth might be
the most fearsome life change in all
of sports.

Meanwhile, dutiful analysis by
UofL's Ron Cooper and UK's Hal
Mumme is no more than post-elec-
tion spin doctoring. Ask yourself
for two good reasons why Mumme
or Cooper would give a detailed
and straight-forward analysis of
names on his list of new signees.
One plausible reason would be to
have a press conference in the mid-
dle of basketball season, put TV
lights on their programs. But after
that...

* For UK a theme for this year’s
recruiting had to be “...let’s get out
there and hope we get lucky.”

*» For Louisville: “...let’s heavy-
spin signing Braxton Anderson and
Gary Gumm, and nobody mention
Male's Tony Driver and Eastern’s
Jerrod Hayden leaving town for
Notre Dame and Tennessee.”

The good news is the state’s
major Div. I programs kept a mod-
est number of prospects at home in
a bad crop year. Of 23 signees by
the University of Louisville, five
are Kentuckians including arguably
the state’s finest college prospect,
Anderson, a 6-5, 270-pound hunk
of marble.

Kentucky mined four in-staters
including Mr. Football, Derek
Homer who, like UofL's Anderson,
could become an impact player.

The bad news is significant too
since Wisconsin, Notre Dame and
Tennessee drained off three of the
Commonwealth’s best in defensive
lineman Art | Steinmetz of
Covington Catholic goes to
Madison; running back Driver of
Male to South Bend, and Louisville
Eastern’s Hayden, a linebacker to
Knoxville.

Everything considered, for UK
this was a less important recruiting
season than next year’s will be.
What with six losing seasons in the
last seven, along with a coaching
staff transition, all wrapped in a
‘basketball school’ label by rival
recruiters, UK was left to sell
“...with us you can be playing in the
SEC.” A weak pitch.

UofL had to work its way past a
promising season that became
underachievement.

Next February's will be critical

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Big Sandy Community Action Program :

Established in 1965, the Big
Sandy Area Community Action
Program Inc. has been a major
weapon in the war on poverty initi-
ated nationally by former President
Lyndon B. Johnson.

In his State of the Union mes-
sage on January 8, 1964, President
Johnson declared “unconditional
war on poverty in America.”

“It will not be a short or easy
struggle, no single weapon or strat-
egy will suffice, but we shall not
rest until that war is won,” Johnson
said.

He proposed programs that
would aid economically-deprived
areas. One of the programs that
grew out of the nation’s focus on
poverty was the Community Action
Program, a private, non-profit orga-
nization set up to provide services
to low-income people. That agency
has not rested in its efforts to pro-
vide those services, Floyd County
Judge-Executive Ben Hale implied
last week. Hale was named chair-
man of the local Community Action
Program, Big Sandy Area
Community  Action Program
(BSCAP), in January.

The BSCAP has helped residents
of their five-county service area —
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin,
and Pike counties — for the past 31
years, according (o its executive
director, Mike Howell.

Howell, a former resident of Big
Mud, has been employed with
BSCAP for 16 years, He was named
executive director about six months
ago when the then-director, Clifford
Austin, retired.

“Programs (in each Community
Action Service area) are based on
community needs,” Howell said.

The Community Services Block
Grant the agency receives allows it
to offer programs at its satellite
offices. The Floyd County office is
located on Route 1428 at Allen
where Loretta Newsome is the
coordinator,

The main office is located in
Paintsville.

The BSCAP has many programs
available to Floyd County residents,
Howell said.

Weatherization

Area low-income residents can
have their homes insulated or
weatherized through this compo-
nent of the BSCAP. In some cases,
the program can repair or replace
heating systems, Howell said.

During November and Dec-
ember, 22 Floyd Countians utilized

the weatherization service,

The program is funded through
the Kentucky Department of Social
Insurance.

Low-Income Home Energy
Assistance Program (LIHEAP)

A total of 1,768 Floyd County
households were aided by the
LIHEAP, which ended for the year
on December 6.

LIHEAP helps area residents
pay for heating costs. The subsidy
component part of the program
makes a onetime payment toward
home heating costs. The crisis com-
ponent gives emergency assistance.
To be eligible, clients must have
less than a five-day supply of heat-
ing fuel or a disconnect notice from
the utility service they use for heat-
ing.

Wintercare

Assistance with fuel costs is also
available through Wintercare.
These “last resort” funds are used to
make energy payments within the
service of participating utility com-
panies, including American Electric
Power, Columbia Gas of Kentucky,
and Licking Valley RECC.

These participating utility com-
panies collect donations from their
chents and then turn the money
over to the Community Action
Agency, Howell said. The funds
collected in each county are
returned directly back to the county
of the donations, he added.

Senior Community Service

(SCSEP)

The SCSEP component of the
Community Action Program helps
senior citizens return to the work-
force. Through the program, eligi-
ble seniors can learn new skills or
upgrade their skills. The program
also helps the seniors find part-time
or permanent jobs.

For instance, some senior citi-
zens may discover that they haven’t
put enough work time into Social
Security, Howell said. “The pro-
gram helps them get back into the
workforce.”

Child Care Coalition

The coalition is a referral service
for parents who need help in obtain-
ing child care services, The coali-
tion also serves as a mediator for
individuals interested in becoming
child care providers.

Head Start

Although, its local day to day
operations are handled by the
boards of education across the state,
the Head Start program is a service
of the Community Action Program.
BSCAP contracts the service out
here to the Floyd County Board of
Education.

“We're ultimately responsible,”
Howell said.

The child development program
provides services such as educa-
tional, medical, dental, mental,
nutrition, social and parent involve-
ment.

There are about 242 students

enrollment in the early education
program in Floyd County, accord-
ing to Howell.

Job Training Partnership Act,

Title I1A and IIC

Services for this program are
contracted from the East Kentucky
Concentrated Employment, Howell
said.

The program provides work
experience, basic skills and life
skills training opportunities for
individuals aged 17 and over who
have no more than six months pre-
vious work experience in the last
two years and have been employed
no more than four weeks during the
most recent six month period.

The program pays some voca-
tional training and helps get indi-
viduals into the workforce.

Dislocated Workers Program,

Title III

Howell said that workers who
have been laid off or terminated
from their jobs don’t have to meet
previous low-income guidelines to
qualify for this program.

Family Preservation Program

Family Reunification
Demonstration Program

These programs are relatively
new and have been around for
about two years, Howell said.

The Family  Preservation
Program is crisis-in-home therapy

Lead paint on playground equipment
is not a major cause of lead poisoning

Lead poisoning of children is a
concern in Kentucky but the culprit
is most often lead dust in homes,
not lead paint on playground
equipment, says state health offi-
cials.

There have been no reports of
lead poisoning from playground
equipment in the United States
despite recent tests conducted by
the US. Product  Safety
Commission (CPSC). ,

“While we are always con-
cerned with any potential source of
lead exposure for children, there is
a low risk of exposure to lead from
old playground equipment accord-
ing to a recent study from Product
Safety. There is no risk of exposure
from old equipment that does not
have deteriorating paint on it. It is
much more likely that a child will
be injured from unsafe playground

" equipment than from the paint on
it,” said Department for Public

Health Commissioner Rice Leach,
M.D.

“The most common and serious
source of lead exposure for chil-
dren is deteriorated lead-based
paint and leaded dust in older hous-
ing. Another significant source of
exposure is from renovations or
repainting projects that disturb
lead-based paint and generate lead-
ed dust in older housing.”

The commissioner stressed that
children 1-2 years of age are at the
most risk for lead poisoning in
these circumstances because they
are more likely to put their hands in
their mouths and ingest the lead
from the paint dust.

In 1995, Kentucky health
departments screened more than
41,000 Kentucky children under
the age of six and found that 14
percent of the tests revealed unsafe
levels of lead that could cause
decreased intelligence, reduced

growth and learning disabilities.

Nearly 1 percent of those tested
had blood lead levels that were
high enough to cause severe and
adverse health problems such as
kidney and liver damage.

If old playground equipment is
deteriorating, it is a good idea to
have the paint tested for lead, even
though the risk is low, Leach said.

“It is still a good idea to protect
children from unnecessary and
avoidable lead-based paint hazards
because the effects are cumula-
tive.”

The U.S. Product Safety
Commission does not recommend
testing deteriorating playground
equipment with lead test Kkits.
Instead, the commission suggests
people use accredited laboratories.

Parents who are concerned
about whether or not their child has
lead poisoning should consult the
child’s medical provider.

* The BSCAP gives vouchers to
low-income families for seeds,
plants and fertilizers to help area
residents grow their own food.

The BSCAP often works with
the Christian Appalachian Project.
Although their goals and their pro-
grams are similar, the two agencies
are separate agencies that render
assistance to needy families,
Howell said.

Although the program has assist-
ed several Floyd County families, it
can help more, Hale said.

“People may not be receiving
food stamps and think they don’t
qualify, but they may qualify for
heat assistance, It all depends on
the guidelines,” he said.

“The program is set up to help
people and not be a bureaucratic
program. I think that’s what gov-
ernment is for — to help those peo-
ple in need to help themselves... It’s
frustrating for me. I'm used to
immediate problem solving, but
there’s a lot of red tape, a lot of pro-
cedures you have to follow to see if
you qualify,” he added.

“The more requests there are and
the more people who qualify, it
gives (BSCAP) a reason to ask for
additional funding,” Hale 'said.

He added that Howell and his
agency deserved a “pat on the
back” for the administration of
funds and services through BSCAP.

“This is tax dollars at work. The
general public doesn’t see where
their tax dollars are going,” Hale
said. “They work and they’re bene-
ficial to our area.”

Both Hale and Howell encour-
age local residents to call up the
BSCAP office in their communities
and find out if they are eligible for
services. The phone number for the
Floyd County office is 874-2965;

Tasks to put
CRP land
back into
production

Late winter into summer is a
busy time for Kentucky farmers as
they prepare fields, plant and tend
row crops, and harvest and sell these
crops. Farmers taking land out of the
Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) need to plan ahead because
these fields were idle for ten years.

(CRP is a federal program to take
highly-erodible land out of produc-
tion for ten years. Farmers who
enrolled land in CRP developed a
conservation plan and were paid not
to produce crops on this land. More
than 435,000 acres of Kentucky
farmland were enrolled in CRP.)

A free booklet, “Alternatives
After CRP” has information on
managing released CRP land with
results of comprehensive surveys to
determine soil nutrient status and
weed and insect pest populations on
50 fields in the CRP, data on various
uses of released land, and factors to
consider in cropland use decisions,
To obtain a copy of this free booklet,
contact the University of Kentucky
Research and Education Center in
Princeton, (502) 365-7541, ext.

: In meetings ['ve attended over
the past several months, emphasis
has been on “How can we do more

_for less?” Program directors and

Qboard members asks, “Of the ser-
yices our organization offers, which
ones do we eliminate so there will

be more money available for those
areas where we have the greatest
needs? Where can we serve the
most people?” Directors know
when it comes to the point when
they must eliminate some of their
services, assistance will be withheld
from deserving people with needs in
other areas. This is not an easy
dilemma to deal with and there are
no easy solutions. Yet program
directors can only do so much with
the reduced monies they have to
work with.

What can I do?

When programs are being
choked from lack of tax-generated
funding there is something every
senior citizen, disadvantaged person
and deserving poor person can do in
an effort to salvage programs
designed to help you. You can write
your Governor in Frankfort. You
can also write your district’s U.S.
Senators and your district’s U.S.
Congressman in Washington. They
want to know how" you are being
affected by their decisions and the
decisions of the Cabinet in
Frankfort.

Sometimes we perceive our gov-
ernment leaders as people who have
never known pain; who have never
experienced heartbreaks or discour-
agements; who are incapable of
comprehending any kind of human
suffering and of being inaccessible.
None of the above are true. Because
we perceive them in this way, we
oftentimes alienate ourselves from
using the powers of their offices to
promote our causes.

These leaders want to know our
concerns. As citizens adversely
affected by program cuts we have
the right, the privilege and the
obligation to “speak our mind” in a
i

respectable, humanitarian manner. I
strongly urge you to write our
Governor, our senators and our con-
gressman.

What should I say?

Speak from the heart. Let them
know in what areas your needs are
not being met and how lack of fund-
ing resources in those areas are
affecting your health and general
well-being. Let your public servants
know what services you need. Let
them know what services your
neighbors need. And why it is just
as important to have these services
today as it was in the past.

Since the beginning of the
Kentucky Benefits Counseling
Program for senior citizens, these
referrals are by far the best that have
been made in an effort to benefit the
greatest number of senior citizens.
But, you must do your part! If you
want things to change then, you
must contact those who have been
elected to make the necessary
changes.

Ask them to use the powers of
their offices to advance your cause.
Compliment them for the job they
are doing—it’s monumental—and
thank them for the personal consid-
eration they will have given to your
request.

Mary Ingles became one of the most admired peo-
ple in pioneer America because of the events of her
capture by Shawnee Indians in 1755 and eventual
escape and return (o the settlements which took six
weeks. She was an early American heroine, an inspira-
tion to other women of the day and to future genera-
tions of women.

Mary escaped in October of 1755 from a salt camp
at Big Bone Licks with an older Dutch woman who
was taken prisoner in Pennsylvania several years
before.

The journey by the two women, six weeks of tor-
turous travel through the wilds without food or sup-
plies, is one of the most amazing incidents in the
annals of history. They set out in hope of returning to
families and friends in the pioneer settlements on the
borderland of Virginia, not
knowing their way or how
long it would take. Mary
simply knew they need-
ed to follow the river
and eventually it would
lead them to their desti-
nation.

The hardships from
the untamed wilds and
the weather took its toll
on the two women.
Emaciated, they had to scrounge for roots, nuts and
other edibles. Mary fought periods of blindness while
the Dutch woman, whom we call Duchess, had peri-
ods when her sanity waned,

Wracked with hunger she attacked Mary in a fit,
threatening that she was going to stab and eat her.
Mary managed to escape and, after finding an Indian
canoe, continued her journey on the opposite side of
the river. From time to time she would see or hear
Duchess on the opposite bank.

Day after day, Mary continued her quest keeping in
her mind a picture of her husband, Will Ingle.

“If I die, I'll die trying to get home,"” she told her-
self. “I’ll not sit down...I’ll not give up and die.”

The nights became bitterly cold as the middle of
November arrived. Mary’s clothes were mere rags and
her moccasin-less feet were swollen with open sores.

Mary reached a point where she saw landmarks
that she had heard the folks in the settlement talk
about. She knew she would soon be “home” if she
could but continue. She reached a huge obstacle, a
giant cliff nearly three hundred feet high. Mary
attempted to wade the river but finding it too deep she
retreated to the water’s edge—cold, wet and exhaust-
ed. She retreated to the base of the mountain where
she scooped together a huge pile of leaves. She slith-
ered to near the bottom and then balled herself into “a
tight ball.” Soon she fell into a deep sleep.

Before awakening, Mary dreamed of being back in
the camp at Big Bone Licks. Animals had visited the
site for thousands of years, drawn by the salty offering

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from the earth. Several huge mammoths and some
smaller ones had entered the area many years before
and had become mired in mud. Their skeletons, still
intact and standing like sentries, gave a silent testimo-
nial of their existence.

Mary had seen the huge skeletons and on this night
dreamed that they were transformed back into the liv-
ing creatures they once were, and thundered toward
her and the others in the salt camp. She awoke in the
darkness beneath the leaves not knowing where she
was or that the early morning sun had signaled anoth-
er day.

Mary slowly pushed the leaves away and caught a
glimpse of the sun’s rays, disguising what she would
always say was the worst day of her life. Soon she
realized that she had a difficult mountain to climb.
Hungry, stiff and sore, she

dug a plant she saw near-

by that she had learned had
edible roots. Shivering, she
ate the strangely tasting
morsel before beginning
her ascension of the
mountain,

“Lord, there’s no way I
can git over this mountain
without you,” she said
aloud as her joints creaked
and ached. “T’ll do my part Lord and iffen you will
hep boost me up I'll be forever grateful. You’ve been
with me from the start, Lord, or I couldn’t get this far.
I guess we’re in it together. Help me to start, Lord.”

Mary started winding her way up the mountain,
slowly and deliberately. An hour passed then another.
She paid little attention to the mountaintop keeping
her eye on the task at hand. She climbed higher and
higher, mostly crawling and at other times carefully
picking her foothold and handholds. Cold, sore and
hungry, in mid-afternoon she finally reached the
mountain top.

“I must only be little more than a dozen miles from
Will and the others,” Mary thought. “If only they
knew I was here. I just don’t know how much further
I can go...how much more I can take.”

Mary began her climb down the opposite side, ever
careful not to fall which could kill or leave her broken
and unable to continue. Occasionally she would slip
and slide with the rocks hurting as they scraped
against her bony body. As daylight waned Mary
reached the bottom of the mountain. :

Struggling to stay afoot she dragged her wretched
body along the riverbank until she came to a rail
fence. Leaning against it she saw no evidence of a
building.

“Halloo,” she yelled as best she could. “Halloo.
Help. Haloo. Help. Hello.”

-business; lowest electricity rates

Two new reports in nationwide
economic development publications
rank Kentucky as one of the coun-
try’s best locations for business,
while featuring the country’s lowest
electricity rates.

The November/December issue
of Plants Sites & Parks magazine
ranks Kentucky as tenth among
readers nationally as a “hot spot”
for business. According to the arti-
cle, which was written before the
recent workers’ compensation spe-
cial session of the legislature, “Most

executives say Kentuckians possess
a strong work ethic and are eager to
learn new skills. Although the aver-
age manufacturing wage exceeds
$12 an hour, operating costs tend to
be lower with one exception.
Workers comp costs remain 20 per-
cent higher than the national aver-
age. But efforts are underway to
improve the situation. Kentucky
officials made a commitment long
ago to improve the state’s playing
field.”

A new “Resources for Economic
Development” report for Frankfort
has been issued by the Kentucky
Cabinet for Economic Develop-
ment.

Secretary of Economic
Development Gene Strong said the
report is a basic tool used in intro-
ducing and promoting the commu-
nity to industrial prospects.

“Local economic development
professionals and community lead-
ers, as well as Cabinet for
Economic Development staff mem-
bers, can use the report to provide
key data about the community to
those companies interested in
Frankfort as a potential business
location.” &

The *“Resources for Economic
Development” publication is one of
the ways the Cabinet for Economic
Development can assist a local
community in its economic devel-
opment preparedness. “A basic
need when working with industrial
prospects is to have available cur-
rent and concise information on the
community under consideration,”
Strong said. Included in the report
is data on such things as population,
utilities, labor supply, schools,
existing industries and industrial
sites.

Frankfort is one of some 200
communities for which economic
development reports are prepared
by the Cabinet’s Division of
Research. The data is gathered by
the Division of Research through
on-site visits to local city and coun-
ty offices, chambers of commerce,

industrial groups and other commu-
nity sources. The Division of
Research attempts to update the
reports every two years.

although Kentucky has been doing
well, some businesses may have
decided against locating in
Kentucky because of the cost of
workers’ compensation in the
state,” Governor Paul Patton said.
“We fully expect that reforming the
system in the state will pay divi-
dends in terms of new jobs and will
make Kentucky an even more
attractive option for businesses in
the future.”

In the other report, published in
the November/December issue of
Expansion Management magazine,
Kentucky is credited as having the
lowest average annual electric bills
for manufacturing and industrial
usage, and the second-lowest elec-
tricity costs for officers. The report
states, “For example, in Kentucky,
the annual electric bill for an indus-

trial company is $968,172. The
same company located in Rhode
Island pays $2,539,056, or about
three times that amount,”

In the manufacturing sector,
Kentucky’s average annual electric
bill is $179,868, the least expensive
in the country. In contrast, in
Hawaii, the most expensive state,
the average manufacturing electric
bill is $649,162. In the industrial
sector, Kentucky’s industrial elec-
tric average cost is again the least
expensive in the country at
$968,172, compared with Hawaii’s
$3,721,800. In the category of back
office electrical costs, Kentucky is
second only to Oregon. Kentucky’s
average electric bill is $6,444 com-
pared with Oregon’s $6,360.
Hawaii is the most expensive state
at $19,764 annually.
