Two shot, one stabbed in 
poker game altercation

What enraged a Martin man to 
the point of shooung two other peo­
ple early Saturday morning 1s un­
clear to olfictals. hut they say the 
altercation may have been caused 
by a poker game.

Post 9 media release, Wright oh· 
tained a .22 caliber sctni·automatic 
pistol from a gun case Jn the hvtng 
room. went into the ktt hen area 
where the others were playtng 
poker, and began shoottng. 

Newsome smJ that Wright was 
reportedly stabbed by Ronntc Knox 
with a pocket knife. 

Wright reportedly went to a hcd­
room and stayed for llhOut 30 or 40 
minutes, before the hooting and 
stabbing occurred, the detective 
said. 

Newsome said Tue day he was 
not sure if Wright became agitated 
hccausc he was lo mg or because 
someone had made him mad. 

'T m not sure of the motive or 
reason he was upset," Newsome 
said Tuesday. "But he dtd break the 
glass in a gun C'abinet and took the 
gun."

Cigarette shoplifting spree 
ends with two women in jail

• Twu Perry County women were 
arrested Monday after they alleged­
ly shoplifted more than 22 cartons 
of cigarettes and other merchandise 
valued at more than $800. 

Helleana Begley, 29, and Myrtle 
Begley, 34, both of Busy, were 
arrested Monday at the Prestonsburg 
Wal-Mart by officer Darrell Preston, 
of the Prestonsburg Police 
Department 

Preston said Tuesday that the two 
women had stolen more than $800 

~ worth of merchandise from various 

stores in P1ke and Floyd counties. 
Helleana Begley was charged 

with theft by unlawful taking and 
criminal trespassing, third degree. 

She pleaded guilty Tuesday in 
Floyd District Court to the charges 
and was sentenced to serve 30 days 
in jail and pay a $25 fine. 

Acc0rdmg to police records, 
Hellean:t Begley had been caught 
shoplifting in Wal-Mart before and 
instructed not lo return. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels said that Helleana Begley 
has had a htstory of shoplifting 
charges and is on probation in Perry 
County on similar charges. 

Myrtle Begley, who was charged 
with theft by unlawful taking and 
carrying a concealed weapon, also 
pleaded guilty to the charges. 

Myrtle Begley had a .22 caliber 
handgun in her purse when she was 
arrested, according to a police 
report. 

She was ordered to jail for 30 
days on the theft charge and ten 
addnional days on the gun charge. 

Twenty days of Myrtle Begley's 
sentence on the theft charge were 
probated on the conditiOn she stay 
away from Wai-Mart for one year. 
She was also ordered to forfeit the 
gun.

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Alice Lloyd College breaks new ground with tuition," 
room and board guarantee for low-income students 

While costs for most institutions 
of higher education are steadily ris­
ing, one four-year college in 
Eastern Kentucky is msuring that a 
quality, liberal arts educatiOn is 
within reach for hundreds of 
Central Appalachian students That 
school is Alice Lloyd College. 
located in one of the poorest 
regions in the nation. but a college 
rich with enthusiasm about the 
potential of the area's youth. 

The school's founder. Boston 
journalist Alice Lloyd, felt led to a 
particular mission to help educate 
the students of Appalachia. Her ral­
lying cry was "The leaders are here, 
waiting to be trained and given a 
chance." Unlike many social gospel 
activists at the turn of the century, 
Lloyd encouraged her students to 
return to their home regions in 
Appalachia, wisely observing that 
progress would likely come to the 
mountains only when a well-edu­
cated, but homegrown, cadre of 
new leaders emerged to move their 
people forward.

"Mrs. Lloyd was committed to 
seeing every student-regardless of 
their abilities or background­
reach their full potential," Siebert 
said.

A few years ago I traveled with 
a church group to New River in 
West Virginia to enjoy a day of 
whitewater rafting. Along the jour­
ney downriver our guide would 
warn and inform us of the 
approaching dangers that lay ahead 
and how we would need to work 
together to navigate through the 
raging rapids safely. 

The rapids were given names by 
the guides which told us of the 
"personality" of the rapid: 
"Surpri e," the fir t rapid, came 
upon us suddenly around a sharp 
bend m the river; "Zig-Zag" 
required careful navigation and a 
lot of hard paddling on our part to 
make it through. But the most 
memorable rapid that day was the 
one called 'Table Rock." 

Table Rock, as the name 
implies, is a large, flat rock that Jay 
in the center of a very fast moving 
rapid. Our guide had spent consid· 
erable time expla.mmg to us how 

,a many a raft, and rafter, had been 
stranded on Table Rock and had to 
be lifted out of the gorge by heli­
copter thereby putting a sudden end 
to their adventure. Over and over 
again we went through the proce­
dure for successfully shooting 
through the churning water and 
safely around Table Rock. We 
knew that we were going to have to 
follow the instructions and com­
mands of our experienced helms­
man immediately and accurately, 
even as they were shouted out 
about the roar and fury of the rag­
ing rapid. 

• But, as the stormy waters 
approached, and our apprehension 
and excitement grew, something 
terribly wrong happened. The votce 

of our guide was forgotten and we 
suddenly found ourselves slam­
ming headfirst into our foe. Within 
an instant we found ourselves on 
top of Table Rock. 

So many times we find our­
selves in this same situation in our 
walk with God, don't we? As we 
navigate through this life we come 
upon times where the waters arc 
calm and peaceful and we feel 
comfortable in our relationship 
with our Savior as we enjoy the 
ease of life. But in our Bible study, 
prayer time, and from the pulpits of 
our churches, our guide desires to 
warn and inform us of the coming 
dangers that lie ahead.

Kendrick awarded grant 
The Kentucky Foundation for 

Women, Inc. announced 40 new 
grants on January 8 totaling 
$151.300 to Kentucky writers, 
playwrights, feminist scholars and 
filmmakers, and an East Point 
woman is among the recipients. 

Leatha Kendrick of East Point 
was awarded $5,000 to work on a 
book of poetry. 

This year's grants went to a 
wide range of feminists in the arts 
across the state. In addition to 
Kendrick, those receiving grants 
were Nan Goheen of LaGrange. 
and Knstina McGrath of 
Louisville, in fiction; Alice 
Templeton of Bowling Green, in 
poetry; Nancy Elliott of 
Monticello, and Juanita White of 
Louisville, in play-writing; Kathi 
Kern of Lexington, and Joyce 
MacDonald of Louisville, in 
scholarship; and Karen Samples of 
Hazard, and Cass Irwin of 
Louisville, in non-fiction. 

The largest women's founda­
tion in the country, in terms of its 
endowment, the Kentucky 
Foundation for Women has given 
more than $5 million in grants dur­
ing 1ts 12-year history. 

Among the grants to organiza­
tions, the Women Writers 
Conference at U. of K. received a 
grant for its 1997 conference, and 
the Mary Anderson Center 1n 
Indiana received a grant for resi· 
dencies for Kentucky women writ­
ers.

For noncash 
prizes, you'll get a Form 1099 from 
Lhc prize giver showing you and 
IRS the value so that you can report 

it on your tax return. 
• UNTAX YOURSELF F'OR 

$49.95!!-This one's as old as 
snake oil, but people continue to fall 
for it. And it's on Lhe Internet now! 
The ads may say that paying taxes 
is "voluntary." Sounds appealing. 
but Lhe U.S. courts have continu­
ously rejected this and other Illegal 
tax protester arguments. 
Unfonunately, hundreds of people 
across the country have 'bought 
"untax packages" before finding out 
that following the advice contained 
in them can result in civil and/or 
criminal tax penalues being 
assessed. Numerous sellers of these 
packages have been convicted on 
criminal tax charges. 

• IRS AGENT COMES TO 
YOUR HOUSE TO COLLECT­
First, DO NOT Jet anyone into your 
home unless they identify them­
selves to your satisfaction. IRS spe­
CJal agents, field auditors, and col· 
lection officers carry picture IDs 

and wLII nonnally try to contact you 
before they visit. lf you think the 
person on your doorstep is an 
impostor, lock your door and call 
the local police! 

• "I CAN GET YOU A BIG 
REFUND ... FOR A FEE!"-Refund 
scheme operators may approach 
you wanting to "burrow·• your 
SocJal Security Number or give you 
a phony W-2 so It appears you quAl­
ify for a big refund. They promise 
to split the refund with you. but the 
IRS catches most of these bogus 
refund claims before they go out. 
And when one does go out, the par­
ticipant usually ends up paying 
back the refund along with stiff 
penalties and interest. 

And, sooner or later, the IRS 
almost always catches up with the 
scheme operators, who usually face 
crimina] charges and jail time. 1\vo 
lessons here: I) Anyone who 

promises you a bigger refund with· 
out even knowing your tax situation 
is probably not on the up and up, 
and 2) Never sign a tax return with­
out looking Jt over to make sure it is 
honest and correct. 

• BLACK PEOPLE GET A SPE­
CIAL IRS REFUND-Thousands 
of Afncan-Amencans have been 
misled to file tax claims on the basis 
of the post-Cavil War period when 
Congress voted to provide fonncr 
slaves with 40 acres and a mule as a 
fonn of redress for their years of 
slavery. The brll was vetoed by 
President Andrew Johnson. Some 
unscrupulous tax preparers have 
encouraged clients to let them pre­
pare a claim for this refund. But lhe 
only thing people who file these 
claims will receive is a deniaJ letter 
from the lRS, and those who file 
subsequent claims are subject to a

Never in my life have 1 
seen so many people, in such a 
hurry The posted speed limit was 
55 miles per hour, but if you tried 
to drive at that speed, you would 
have been run right off the road. 

The drivers were vicious. 
Darting from lane to lane without 
any sign of a turn signal and fol­
lowing distances of under three 
feet seemed to be the standard on 
the Louisville expressway. 

Foreigner . like me, from 
Paintsville, didn't stana a chance. 
I mean. how are you supposed to 
read a road sign doing 75 miles 
per hour in s1x lanes of traffic? 
Needless to say, I missed my turn 
and had to go to Tndiana to turn 
around.

One man's junk is another man's ... 
If you have tried to purchase a 

new firearm lately, you have un­
doubtedly encountered the high 
prices few can easily afford. Many 
collectors and gun enthusiasts elect 
to purchase used guns as an alter­
native to the more expenstve new 
firearms. Buyers must be careful 
when selecting a used firearm. 
Usei:l firearms are a lot like used 
cars. Some are in excellent condi­
tion, some are in relatively good 
condition, and some are just plain 
lemons. Unfortunately, there are 
no lemon Jaws to protect gun buy­
ers. 

Before attempting to purchase 
any firearm, you should familiarize 
yourself with the weapon. Deter­
mine the type of weapon you will 
be shopping for and learn as much 
as possible about it. Discuss the 
matter with a reputable gunsmith, 
visit your local library, and talk 
with friends or family who may 
have a similar firearm. Knowledge 
w11l be your greatest asset through· 
out the purchasmg process. 

The first step is to determine 
where you will purchase your 
firearm. Firearms should be pur­
cha ed only from licensed gun 
dealers. Only purchase or trade 
firearms with individuals when 
you arc certain they are trustwor­
thy. Flea markets and garage sales 
should be avmded at all coSlS, and 
be certain that any firearm pur­
chased is properly engraved with 
serial numbers. Firearms manufac­
tured before 1968 may not carry 
serial numbers, as they were not 
required before that time. 

Used firearms must be thor­
oughly inspected before purchase. 
There are several items to which 
buyers must pay close attention, 
and certain deceptive methods 
used by some sellers. 

When inspecting the firearm, 

buyers should always ask to see 
the weapon fired if possible. How­
ever. that is generally not an op­
tion. One method of testing the fir­
ing mechanism of a weapon is to 
take a couple of spent cartridges 
with you when searching for a 
firearm. Load the gun with the 
spent cartridges. and fire the 
weapon. Then remove the car­
tridges and inspect the primer for 
firing pin indentations. Be aware 
the cartridges will already have 
one indentation from 1ts original 
firing. Take note of the original fir­
ing pin marks to inspect the car­
tridge properly after test firing the 
weapon you wish to purchase. It 
may be necessary to try everal 
cartridges to assure yourself the 
firing mechanism is working to 
your satisfaction. 

I was recently introduced to an-

other method of inspecting the fir­
ing mechanism of a used firearm. 
Unfortunately, this method only 
works on handguns .38 calibre or 
larger. First cock the weapon. Then 
place a pencil with an unused eras­
er tn the bamel. eraser end against 
the firing pin. Point the muzzle up­
ward and tire the weapon. The fir­
ing pin should strike the eraser 
firmly enough to make the pencil 
jump. The pencil does not have to 
move more than an inch or so to 
ensure that the firing pin is func­
tioning properly. 

A common problem encoun­
tereJ with semi-automatic firearms 
is the jamming of shells. All semi­
automatic weapons are eqwpped 
with an ejector rod. The ejector 
rod is the small fingerlike projec­
tion which hooks the lip of the car­
tridge to pull it from the chamber 

after it has been fired. Inspect the 
ejector rod closely. Be certain that 
it IS not worn or broken. Again, 
firing the weapon is the best test, 
but if that is not possible, there are 
other ways to test the weapon. 
Load the firearm, or ask the seller 
to load it, and work the action 
rapidly several times. If cartridges 
become lodged in the gun, I would 
recommend looking for another 
firearm. You should also inspect 
the inner surfaces of the weapon 
for scars or scratches that may 
have been caused by lodged car­
tridges. 

Of course, buyers should al­
ways check the entire firearm for 
obv10us imperfectiOns. Rust, 
scratches, and bent or broken parts 
are sure signs that the previous 
owner did not care for the ftreann 
properly.

Once you have selected a 
firearm and determined it to be 
worthy of purchase, you should 
take care not to be overcharged. 
Research the value of the firearm 
you wish to purchase before you 
enter the store. Several companies 
offer listings and suggested retail 
pnces for nearly every gun on the 
market. You should also take into 
account the condition of the 
firearm being purchased. Deduct 
for scratches and wear to deter­
mine the price you would be will­
ing to pay. 

Don't look at the price tags. 
Some dealers will overprice their 
merchandise to give the impres­
sion of value. You can put an $800 
price tag on a can opener, but that 
doesn't make it an $800 price tag. 

Always ask the salesperson for 
a discount. It has been my experi­
ence that all gun dealers price their 
firearms well above their desired 
selling price. Make the salesperson 
an offer, lower than what you have 
determmed the value to be, and 
wait for a counter offer. I pur­
chased a used gun only two days 
ago. The gun was wearing a $700 
price tag, and I left the store with 
the gun and only $450 less than I 
carried into the store. 

Don't hesitate to travel in 
search of a good deal. I once drove 
from Paintsville to Lexington to 
purchase a pistol. That may seem a 
bit ridiculous, but I save nearly 
$200. Compare prices at several 
stores. Firearms can be purchased 
out of state, including handguns. 

There are good deals out there 
for the gun buyer willing to look. 
However, be wary of the deal that 
seems too good to be true. This is 
another time when your knowl­
edge will play an important role. 
By knowing the difference in the 
value of a firearm and the seller's 
asking price, you will be more 
likely to recogruze a good deal 
when you see one. While we're on 
the subject, be suspicious of deal­
ers who seem too anxious to sell a 
particular gun or too quick to 
lower their asking price. 

Never get in a hurry when buy­
ing a firearm. Take the time to in­
spect the gun properly, and haggle 
over the price. Generally, the party 
with the most patience comes out 
ahead in price negotiations. 

Firearms are a major investment 
and should not be taken likely. 
Take the time to research your pur­
chase thoroughly, and make your 
decision wisely. One man's junk 
may be another man's treasure, but 
it can also be another man's junk.

The voice at the other end of the 
telephone line was hestlant, half 
bashful and full ncrmus.

e~aget perhaps, Johnny Cox's 
words rolled across the miles and 
decades hkc eastern Kentuck~ 

dulcuncr music at an August p1c 
nic. Rcnective. forlorn, hut pleas­
ing. 

In a world cratered with too 
much Denms Rodman stupid and 
not enough Cal Ripken grace, here 
was Johnn} Cox of J;leming Neon 
and Hawrd. arguably the headwa­
ters of Kentucky basketball. Last 
week he was ah1llll to he drawn 
out of the blue haLed mountains 

~once more. called to Lcx1ngton 
the way he v. as more than 40 
years ago. 

"Did you hear? UK is going to 
rcttre Johnny's number, at the 
Florida game." someone said . 

For those who need introduc­
tions and perspective, Johnny Cox 
was to a University of Kentucky 
NCAA championship team in 
1958 what Ron Mercer 1s to the 
latest title team. Smooth. depend­
able and vital. Con istent produc­
er of points and rebounds. The 

uintessential fiddler on Adolph 
Rupp's Fiddlin ' Five. 

"Not many people know it. but 
Johnny was a consensu ·· All­
American in some tall cotton back 
then," Richard 'Big Dipper' 
Blount, voice of mountain basket· 
ball, said from Hazard. "He was 
on there with Vv1lt Chamberlain, 
Oscar Robert on, Bailey Howell 
and Jerry Wes Some pretl ty 
good pla>crs.'' the radio votcc of 
mountain hoops said. 

On the phone Johnny, now 60. 
aid he did not remember much 

about that. And the once raw­
boned and tough 6-4 forward said 
he had not had time to dt~est 
retirement ofhts No. 24 UK jersey 
either. 

"They just called me about two 
days ago. I been pretty busy trying 
to get tickets (for family mem­
bers) and all and just haven't 
thought about it.

Question: You and other UK 
players don't quite realize the 
impact you have on little kids. do 
you? 

"I think they realize it more 
nowadays,'' Cox said. "But when I 
played we didn't have televiswn. 
Just radio so we dtdn't get seen 
much." 

On the contrary. Through 
broadcaster Claude Sullivan· 
eyes and voice, Cox and others 
were seen and perhaps in a better 
light than today. We snw them 
without blemish or flaw and with 
desperate innocence.

JEFF GORDON WINS 39TH 
DAYTONA 500; HENDRICK'S 

TEAMS FINISHES l-2-3 
DAYTONA BEACH, Fla.- The 

39th Daytona 500 ended in one of 
the most remarkable finishes in the 
history of stock car racing. 
Crossing the finish line first was 
Jeff Gordon, who at age 25, 
became the youngest driver to ever 
win the 500. Behind him were 
teammates, Terry Labonte and 
Ricky Craven. 

Never m recorded history has a 
team swept the top-three spots in a 
maJOr race. 

Gordon, driver of car number 
24, wrestled the lead from Bill 
Elliott on lap 192, with drafting 
help from his two teammates, and 
took the checkered flag under yel­
low after another caution came out 
during lap 196 of the 200 lap event. 

As soon as he crossed the finish 
line, a crew man handed Gordon a 
cellular telephone so he could call 
his boss, Rick Hendrick, back in 
North Carolina, who is battling a 
life-threatening type of leukemia. 
. "This was for Rick,'' said 
Gordon. "l kind of got mired back 
in the pack and I wasn't sure if we 
were going to get to the front, so I 
prayed. And I asked God to give 
me some drafting partners if he 
wanted me to glorify him. And we 

did tt. Man, this is great It\ so 
awesome.'' 

Terry Labonte, the 1996 
Winston Cup champion who fin­
ished two-car-lengths behind 
Gordon, said. "It wa ·a great day. l 
couldn't be happier." 

"This is a great team," said 
third-place finisher. Rtcky Craven. 
"I think I might have redeemed 
myself. I was excited after having 
crushed the front end of the car 
Thursday, but after Rick talked to 
me, tl settled me down." 

In all sports for there to he a 
wmner, there must also be losers 
Dale Earnhardt lost agatn 1n hi· hit! 
to win the Daytona 500. He was 
running second behind Bell Elholt 
when Jeff Gordon hcgan to pass 
Earnhardt on the ins1de. As 
Gordon went by, the two cars 
almost touched. Earnhnrdt lost the 
draft, and his No. 3 Monte Carlo 
tapped the wall. Earnhardt 
checked up and was then hit in the 
left rear quarter-panel by Dale 
Jarrett. Earnhardt then sailed over 
Ernte Irvan's No. 28 Ford 
Thunderbird, sending parts flying 
into the grandstand, slightly injur­
ing several spectators. 

Earnhardt jumped out of the 
ambulance that was taking him to 
the infield medical center, and ran 
back to his car that was sitting on 

the grass. He fired 11 up, drove 
back to the ptts, and his team hasti­
ly taped on a fender hood, rear­
quarter panel, and spoiler 1n order 
for him to finish the race When 
asked why he wanted to continue 
with his car in such damaged con­
dition he replied, "The Daytona 1s 
a great race, but we're running an 
entire season. and there's points 
involved. We're running for the 
championship." 

Earnhardt wound up finishing 
31st. 

Bill Ell iou, driver of the No. 94 
McDonald's Ford showed the fans 
that his team is one to watch in 
1997. He Jed 29 laps. And even 
though he had a clutch go out, and 
the team had to push him after the 
last pit stop, he was very much in 
the race. 

'Th1s team is back," Elliott said. 
"It's a great team. We had our 
problems, but there at the end 
when Jeff and them hooked up. I 
was history.''

Sunday's action­
packed event had all the ingredients 
for the makings of an epic motion 
picture. Tragedy, drama, and cele­
bration can all be used as accurate 
descriptors when looking back at 
the 1997 edition of "The Great 
American Race". Here are a few 
final thoughts on the Daytona 500. 

For the stables of muln-car 
owner Rick Hendrick and its legion 
of fans, it was an emotional case 
triumph in the face of adversity and 
sheer jubilation. Amid the contro­
versy of Hendrick's financial scan­
dal and his life-threatening bout 
with leukemia, his cars placed 1-2-
3 in NASCAR's most prestigious 
event. 

Jeff Gordon, after nearly losing 
a lap during the race's middle 
stages, stormed to victory. Terry 
Labonte, while spending a majority 
of his day well back in the pack. 
aided his partner Gordon with some 
timely drafting help and finished 
second. While Hendrick newcom· 
er, Ricky Craven, after starting 
40th in a field of 42, scrapped and 
clawed his way up through a sea of 
sheet metal to claim the third place 
spot. 

Truly a remarkable and historic 
day. Whether you are a fan of the 
Hendrick stables or not, you must 
concede to the fact th1s group of 
talented drivers are filling up the 
books with thetr long list of out­
standing accomplishments. 

For Dale Earnhardt, Richard 
Childress and the entire GM 
Goodwrench Service posse (fans 
included), Sunday's Daytona 500 
was an emotional roller-coaster. 
Earnhardt burst out of the gate like 
a well-trained thoroughbred. 
Leading a majority of the race's 
first-half, it appeared as though he 
had the quickest machine on the 
track. Time after time, poor pit 
stops relegated him to the middle of 
the field. However, within a couple 
of laps, Earnhardt would return to 
the front of the pack. 

Then suddenly, in a flash that 
took us all back to that hot '96 sum­
mer day in Talladega, fans watched 
in disbelief as the black number 
three soared into the air. Flipping 
over and landing on its wheels, the 
Daytona dream was over and the 
same another year, another disap­
pointment for the seven-time 
champ. 

However, in typical Earnhardt 
fashion, he climbed back into the 
car and limped it home to a 31st 
place finish. We must wonder, 
though, how many "next years" 
docs this hard-charger have left? 

In watching a large portion of 
the Daytona 500, we were taken 
back to the mid I 980's. It was a 
time in which one man had the 
Winston Cup Series in the palm of 
his hand. His name-Bill Elliot. 
This driver, who many have been 
ready to give up on, showed bril· 
liant flashes characteristic of his 
"Awesome Bill from Dawsonville" 
days as he spent a good part of the 
race at the top spot. Had it not been 
for the three-car train of drafting 
Hendrick cars, Bill Elliot would 
have celebrated his third Daytona 

500 victory. But nonetheless, it 
was truly fantastic to see the 1 I­
time Most Popular Driver running 
at the front. 

More final thoughts. ... Give a 
hand to 'ol D.W his lOth place 
effort was a grand stan to what 
many are saying is his final year of 
racing... Thumbs up to Mike 
Skinner. His 12th place run inQi­
cates why he is a rookie to watch in 
1997 ... It was a hard day on Robert 
Yates' drivers, Dale Jarrett and 
Ernie Irvan. Both were caught up 
in the Earnhardt melee, but rest 
assured, they'll both sec victory 
lane in 1997 ... Rusty Wallace expe· 
rienced another restrictor-plate race 
headache with an engine gone sour. 
Perhaps for him and Earnhardt, it 
just ain't meant to be ... Finally, we 
can all be sure that this is one 
Daytona 500 that'll have folks talk­
ing for years to come!

Myrtle (Allen) 
came in at 8 every morning and 
made coffee. She did until about 
year before last:' 

"Vera Ford made chocolate 
cake. (The doctors) always looked 
forward to Vera's chocolate cake," 
she said. 

The Kiwaniannes have con­
tributed to the Red Cross smce the 
1950s. It has made annual dona­
tions to the rescue squad, Hospice, 
and to the Girl Scouts. Club mem­
bers have bought eyeglasses for 
those individuals who could not 
afford to buy them. They have also 
built a better community through 
beautification efforts and have 
planted flowers in town in the 
1970s. They have raised funds for 
the March of Dimes. They have 
brought local issues to the atten­
tion of Congress by writm_g their 
congressmen about the needs of 
Special Olympics, alcohol and 
drug awareness programs, and 
health and social services pro­
grams. 

They have contributed to the 
Living Memorial Fund established 
in memory of the children who 
died in a school bus accident in the 
1958 and they have helped feed the 
hungry. 

When the group voted to dis­
band, they also distributed their 
remaining funds to local charities: 
$37 went to the Living Memorial 
Fund; $37 went to the Floyd

Tired, cold and hungry. she fought 
periods of blindness as she sought her way back to the 
pioneer settlements of Virginia. 

Emaciated, her clothing tanered, her moccasins 
worn out and her feet with open sores. it took Mary a 
full day to cross a steep and dangerous mountain. She 
continued on before coming to a rail fence where she 
passed and yelled as best she could, "Halloo, Halloo." 

Mary had escaped with another lady who was few 
years older. Duchess, as we call her, was captured by 
Indians in Pennsylvania several years before. The 
hardships of the difficult travel caused Duchess to 
grumble. Eventually. at the brink of madness, she 
attacked Mary with a knife threatening to kill and eat 
her. 

Mary escaped and crossed the river in an Indian 
canoe which she found. She continued her quest for 
the settlements, alone, the following morning. 
• Occasionally she 
heard or saw Duchess 
on the opposite bank 
until one afternoon, 
when she was no 
longer there. Mary 
worried that she may 
be dead or maimed and 
thought to herself that 
she would send others 
for Duchess if only she 
could find her way 
back home. 

Actually Duchess 
fared better than Mary because she came upon a 
vacant hunter's cabin on her side of the river two days 
before Mary crossed the mountain. The hunters had 
prepared a meal of bear's meat and venison before 
leaving for further hunting. 

Duchess ate her fill and donned wann clothing 
which she found in the cabin. She remained there for 
two days, regaining some of her strength, before leav­
ing on an old horse left by the hunters. She continued 
along the river as Mary had told her to previously. 

lt was dusk when Adam Harman, Jr., was returning 
from an afternoon of hunting when he heard some­
thing that caused him to crouch and then take cover.

Mary Ingles hallooed again and on this occasion 
the young man could tell it was someone in distress.

The skinny, bare­
foot form in ragged clothing told him immediately 
that she needed help. 

"I'll get Daddy," he blurted as he took off across 

the field as quickly as his feet would move. "We'll be 
right back.'' 

The senior Adam Harman had just finished gather­
ing corn and was preparing to return to h1s cabin when 
h1s son ran through the field.

Consumers have learned a new 
vocabulary recently. Words 
unknown to them just ten years 
ago are now common. Words uch 
as Salmonella and E. Coli 
0157:H7 are now part of many 
people's vocabularies. 

While awareness of these foods 
pathogens i helpful. consumers 
mistakenly tend to associate these 
pathogens with spec1fic foods. E. 
coli 0157:H7, for example, is 
often associated w1th ground beef; 
Salmonella with chicken and 
Trichinella spiralis with pork. 

Although these pathogens are 
more prevalent in these food prod­
ucts, consumers need to under­
stand that any food can be a vehi­
cle for a variety of bacteria. Safe 
food handling practices arc 
always important. 

A good example is trichmosis 
from pork. Although it is now a 
very rare problem, some people 
assume that it is safe to serve pork 
rare. Wrong. Cooking to a safe 
mternal temperature ts necessary 
to destroy any pathogens that 
might be pre<;ent from trich inae to 
salmonellas to Toxiplasma gondil. 

Some illnesses associated with 
specific foodborne pathogens can 
be transmitted from person to per­
son. not just through food . 

And the consequences can be 
seriou . One of the four children 
who died as a result of the 1993 E. 
coli 0157:H7 outbreak never ate a 
contaminated hamburger, but con­
tracted the pathogen from another 
child. 

To prevent fecal or oral conta· 
mination, careful handwashing, 
safe diaper changing and good 
personal hygiene are essential. 

. 
Although it is true that thor­

ough cooking destroys many of 
the bacteria that cause illness, 
other factors can come into play to 
compromise the safety of cooked 
foods 

If cooked food is mishandled, 
such as bcmg left at room temper­
ature too long. dangerous toxins 
can form Some toxins arc 
extremely heat resistant and may 
not be destroyed no matter how 
much you reheat the food. Cooked 
foods also can be contaminated by 
expo ure to bacteria through poor 
personal hyg1ene. 

Many consumers believe that 
spoiled food causes foodhorne 
diseases. The organ1sms that 
cause a food to spot! aren't the . 
same organisms that cause food­
borne disease. On the other hand, 
dangerous bacteria that can make 
you sick might be in the foods that 
look un poiled. Any food, fresh or 
frozen, can contam dangerous 
bacteria if it has been mishandled. 

In an effort to en~ure the safety 
of your family's food. usc the fol­
lowing chart as a guide for prepar­
mg meats. The chart I ists most 
commonly prepared meat items, 
the internal temperature needed 
for safe cooking. and the visual 
checks for each meat 1tem listed in 
the chart In order to assure prop­
er internal temperature ALWAYS 
use a meat thermometer for cook­
ing and roasting meats. Thc1;e 
thermometers are available in the 
housewares/kitchen department of 
most department and discount 
stores. A general rule for -.afety in 
meat cookery is that the oven 
cooking temperature should not 
be below 325 degrees.

SADDLE PAIN 
Excrc1se bikes or road bikes 

can be an excellent form of exer­
Cise. However, when we spend 
time on a bike we can pay the 
price. Even tf you have the perfect 
bike, you can develop saddle sore­
ness, tenderness, chafing, bruis­
ing, or mflarnmation of the but­
tocks or crotch area. But this can 
be easily prevented. 

The following steps can help: 
Get the right seat. Hard narrow 

seats on racing bikes can be partic­
ularly painful. especially for 
women. Anatonucally designed 
saddles for women, wider and 
cushioned at the back, can be help­
ful So can gel-filled or sheepskin 
saddles or pads. 

Set the scat almost level, or 
angle it only slightly. 

Do not set the seat too htgh, 
since th1s encourages you to shift 
your we•ght from side to side 
while pedaling. causing pain and 
friction. 

AdjuSt the scat so that when 
your foot is on the lower pedal, 
there is a slight bend in the knee. 

Change postuons frequently. 
Lift your buttocks off the seat if 
the terram t · rough. Pedal standmg 
up somet1mes. 

Wear the right shorts. Sleek 
cycling shorts are not JUSt for 
looks: the Jess fabric there is to 
bunch up or wrinkle, the less 
chance of skm irritation. 

Apply petroleum jelly to areas 
prone to irritation, but not to areas 
already chafed. 

Dust your skin with baking 
soda or cornstarch before putting 
on your gear.
