The former board attorney 
has said that each board member 
was given a copy of the docu­
ment before the vote. 

An original copy of the con­
tr,act has been produced that 
includes the notarized signa­
tures of the former school super­
intendent and the sheriff. 

The sheriff has performed the 
service promised under the 
contract for less money than 
anticipated. 

Despite the published insinu­
ations, the sheriff is not under 
investigation ... at least a..c;; far a<; 
this issue is concerned.

Now. act II begins on cue as nC\\ per­
fanners come on the scene and old ones 
change their tunes. Are the coal operators 
getting nervous? Will the June::. n\enge the 
miners losses with colossal cash awards? 
Are the worker'!> comp lawyers, the best 
dam disabtlity laYiyer on the plnnet, waiting 
tn eager anticipation to fight their profitnblc 
fight? Will the Governor and the legislators 
seek out major changes to the major 
change:. made in the worker's comp .:;ystem. 
in the 1998 regular sess1on'? Can the mmer 
hreathe'! It is much too soon to tell. 

To he sure, Kentucky's worker's comp 
saga ts far from over. A group of mtner~ 
have filed the first lawsuit in Circuit court 
against an Eastern Kentucky coal company. 
'lbey believe their employer violated safety 
:.tandards which inevitably led to personal 
InJury. and the recent changes m the state's 
worker's comp sy tern has forced them to 
Circumvent thnt system and seek rctnbution 
from a more sympathetic source a JUry of 
the1r peers. 

Many have satd that Governor Patton 

was warned th.tt removing "due compensa­
tion" from the worker's compensation sys­
tem ~ould only result tn lawsuits and high 
JUry nwnrds. But he chose to call their 
bluffs, lea-.mg the mjured miner no altema­
me but to seek restttution through our legal 
ystem. 

Coal mmmg is one of only a handful of 
industries whtch are Inherently dangerous. 
Safety regulations, state and federal 
statutes, and even safety-minded coal oper­
ators \\til ne\er be successful at creating a 
safe work cnv1ronment im.ide of a hole m a 
mounuun. 

There w11l nlways bo! mjune!'. And there 

\\ill alwilys be a need to buy a mmer's 
labor, n~ well us hi health. And because 
health and hfe nrc priceless, there will 
always be grounds for a law uu. 

Tins country's worker's compensation 
system \\as de'leloped to protect the busi­
nesses and prov1de the inJured worker with 
a {relatnely} qutck and (relatively) easy • 
process for obtammg compensation. 

With the Jmplementation of thb system, 
lawsuits became unprofitable and inconve­
nient both to busmcss and the worker. But 
like all such systems, e'plollauon was 
inevit:tble ... and the S)stem was changed. 
Whnt \dll the changes bring?

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Federal legislation 
proposed to ban 
some hunting 

HR 1202 i" the name given 
to a bill seeking to ban "canned 
hunts." This bill is r~ferring to 
certain ranches at which a 
hunter may pay a ft!e to harvest 
the animal of hs choice. The 
animals are generally tame and 
enclosed within a fence. 
Gazelles, Corsican sheep and 
tigers are just a few of the 
choices available, and of 
course, the more exotic the 
prey. th~ higher the price. 

Supporters of the bill are 
seeking to implement federal 
legislation. ao; the~e exotic ani· 
mals are not regulated by state 
fish and game de-partments. 
The possible spread of disease 
to native wildlife is also an ar· 
gument used to support this 
legislation. Many sportsmen 
claim that these practices are 
unsporting and deface the repu­
tulion of all hunters. 

Several states, mcluding 
Califomia, Connecticut, Ne\\ 
Jersey, North Carolina, Wis­
consin and Wyoming, have al­
ready banned canned hunting. 
This legislation would only ban 
those nmches of I .000 acres ot 
less. targer ranches. where the 
animals would have some room 

to evade hunters, would be un­
affected. However, the majority 
of these canned hunts an~ ad­
vertised as "no kill. no pay." 

A survey of sportsmen in the 
Floyd County area has uncov­
ered three basic vtewpoints 
concerning I IR 1202 Some are 
in favor of the bill. Some op­
pose the bill, and some oppose 
canned hunts but obJect to the 
implementation of federal leg­
islation to ban the practice. 

The supporters of canned 
hunts were an overwhelming 
minority. However, the few that 
opposed HR 1202 provided 
some strong arguments on their 
behalf. They were qUick to 
point out that many disabled 
hunters were unable to partici­
pate in what would be consid· 
ered normal hunting. TI1ese 
canned hunts provided them 
with a means of hunting that 
suited their limited physical 
abilities. As for the question of 
hunting exotic animals such as 
tigers or cape buffalo, most 
were opposed. 

Supporters of federal legisla­
tion to ban canned hunts ar­
gued the same points as the 
sponsors of the bill. Unsports·

manlike, inhumane. and cruelty 
to animals were often repeated 
throughout their argument. The 
maJority of these supporters fOJ 
the bill were non·lmnters. 

TI1e majority of those sur­
veyed belong to this last cate· 
gory. The majority does not ap­
prove of canned hunts and 
would not participate in the"e 
practices, bur they are against 
the federal ban. Individuals list­
ed many practices that could be 
considered inhumane or cruel, 

choice. One individual may 
have summed it up best, when 
he said. ·'Yeah. outlaw it. 
That' ll work. We outlawed 
drugs and we don't have any 
problems with them anymore."

sure he will bring horne a fine 
dinner or an even finer excuse. 
Many times the excuses tum 
out to be more entertaining than 
stories of the hunt, and of 
course. the excuses are always 
true. 

Excuses r.tnge in topic and 
originally from equipment fail­
ure to poor weather conditions. 
If you enjoy the outdoors as 1 
do, and intend to pursue hunt­
ing or fishing ac; a hobby or a 
career, you will find it impera­
tive to develop your skills as an 
excuse maker. 

The first step to enhancing 
an excuse is to develop the un­
bclievability. The general pub­
lic will be more willing to be· 
lieve an excuse that is so far 
fetched you couldn't possibly 
have made it up. For example, 
there was the time I missed a 
record book whitetail deer be­
cause a squirrel climbed right 
in the middle of my line of fire. 
I wiJl also never forget the time 
my stringer broke and an entire 
mess of fish, including one 
seven pound largemouth bass, 
escaped back into the lake. 

The second element of a 
good excuse is originality. 
Keep a log if necessary, but 
never use the same excuse 
twice in a three·year period. 
You should also pay close at­
tention to the excuses given by 
your fellow sportsmen. You 
may hear an excuse you can 
modify to fit your situation 
some day, but never use anoth­
er sportsman's excuse word for 

word. Think of the repercus­
sions of repeating your fishing 
buddy's excuse to him only two 
weeks after he had used it him­
self. 

The third and final element 
of a good excuse is validity Go 
over your story very thoroughly 
to check for possibl~ incrimi· 
nating evidence. If your hunt­
ing story involves shooting and 
missing. then before leaving the 
woods, fire a round into the dirt 
so your buddies on the other 
side of the hill will be able to 
verify your story. Even the 
smallest overlooked detail 
could result in an embarassing 
cross examination. I once 
pointed out to a fellow hunter 
that his pager couldn't possibly 
have scared the deer away He 
wasn't wearing his pager. The 
sun can't get in your eyes on a 
cloudy day. Tree limbs can't 
deflect bullets in an open field, 
and busted equipment had bet­
ter be busted when you return 
home. Every detail of your ex­
cuse is sure to be thoroughly 
scrutinized. So, leave no stone 
untumed and no track uncov­
ered. 

If someone does d1scover a 
hole in our story, you must 
think quickly to close that hole. 
You must act without hesitation 
and cover these oversights with 
convincing confidence Be 
careful when plugging a hole in 
a story that the plug does not 
interfere with the rcsl of the 
story. 1l1ese are the types of 
skills that cannot be learned

Last year large potuons of Ken­
tucky acreage was destroyed due to 
forest fires. These simple precau­
tions can help prevent the unneces­
sary destrurtion of wildhfc habitat. 

from a book. Experience is the 
only teacher of this profession. 

As your skills improve, you 
must learn to stand behind your 
story and dispute its validity 
whole heartedly. Never try to 
change your story after it has 
been told, and always tell the 
same story to everyone. If you 
tell your wife your reel fell off 
the rod right in the middle of 
catching a whopper, you had 
better tell your neighbor the 
same story. I can assure you he 
will tell his wife, and then the 
wives will undoubtedly com· 
pare stories 

Even the most experienced 
story tellers are eventually 
caught in their own web, but a 
true sportsman will never admit 
defeat. and you can be sure to 
find them back on the firing 
line time after time. You must 
rely on grim determination for 
support while you develop your 
talem, and you may want to 
learn a few new recipes for 
crow. just in case. 

Great excuse makers are not 
born. They develop their skills 
through experience. determina· 
lion, and good old-fashioned 
trial and error. Practice your 
craft. Hone your skills to per­
fection, and eventually they 
will become second nature. 
Hash out excuse after excuse 
until you have mastered the 
craft, and if all else fails you 
could always tell the truth, but I

The plea bargam 
agreement. worked out wtlh prosc­
cmors Allen Trimble and John Earl 
Hunt. covers both cases, ttlthough 
Coleman has not yet appeared in 
Aoyd Circuit Court to enter her 
plea.

The Summit and the web s1te are 
two of the Culture Committee's 
recommendations as outlined 1n the 
1995 Communities of Hope publi­
cation. Eventually, !he Summit 
could serve as a focus to initiate 
long-range planning for fostering 
commun1ty cultural development, 
an essential part of enriching 
Appalach1an Kentucky. 

The committee also proposes 
holdmg an Eastern Kentucky 
Culturalund Art<> Summit. 

1be Culture Committee visual­
izes bringing together diverse par­
ties involvt>d in cultural and arts­
related activities. such as arts edu­
cators, sk11led artisans. writers, 
musicians, marketing experts and 
arts preservation and theater 
groups. 

Mike Mullins presented these 
two proposals nt the November I 9 
meeting of the Kentucky 
Appalachian Commission in 
Somerset.

Allen Central turns up

For a fleeung moment. a brief 
moment, i.he South Floyd Ludy 
Raiders believed they could pull off 
the btggcst upset in district tourna­
ment history by whipping the Allen 
Central Lady Rebels, thetr first 
round opponents m the 58th District 
basketball tournament at Betsy 
Layne Wednesday night.
