Floyd residents who are paying 
their garbage bills will no longer 
be paying for those who don't. 

Rumpkc Da\e Cooley an-
nounced Friday to the Floyd Fi cal 
C urt dunng 1ts regular monthly 
meeting that a new company will 
be providing the county's garbage 
service. 

''Rurnpke assigned its contract 
with the county to United Waste of 
Kentucky." Cooley srud Monday. 

Carl Town, division manager 
for United Waste of Kentucky, ad­
dressed the court Fnday for it.s 
"blessmg"' in taking over the con­
tract. 

"We do tlungs a little different 
than Rumpke," Town said Friday. 
"We have to be paid." 

Tov.n explained that Rumpke 
• had a difficult time in determining 

which re!>idents were paying their 
garbage bills. 

"We go by the sticker program," 
Town aid. 

The divi ion manager said he 
foresaw short-term problems with 
the transition in companies and the 
way each operates. 

"When they don't get picked up 
-- I'm sure they're going to call 
you (the fiscal court),'" he said. 

"Our business is to get paid for 
what we do," Town said. ··we pick 
up only who pays us." 

• Magistrate Jackie Owens said 
he was concerned about a potential 
litter problem in the county when 
everyone's garbage isn't picked 
up. 

"Companies go broke picking 
up when people don't pay," Town

Committee (ARC) ruled in favor of 
the parents and the board appealed 
that decision to the state appeals 
board. 

The unit was closed in July hy 
former supcnntendcnt Dr. John 
Balentine, :~s part of the district's 
deficit reduction plan. 

'fhe appeals board also ordered 
that the KDE' Diviswn of Excep­
tional Children Sen·ices conduct a 
full audit of the program of each 
student with disabilities in the 
Floyd County School System with· 
in 90 days of the order.

An Auxier man was arrested 
Saturday night after he allegedly 
kidnapped a Floyd County man, 
stole his car, and then robbed Pre­
stonsburg's Winn-Dixie at gun­
point. 

Ervin Printice Ginther, 34. was 
arrested Saturday and charged with 
theft by unlawful taking of an auto­
mobile: two counts of first-degree 
robbery; first-degree kidnappi.Jg, 
and pos:ession of a firearm by a 
convicted felon . 

According to a press release 
from the Prestonsburg Police De­
partment, the Prestonsburg Police 
and Fire dispatch rece1ved a call of 
an armed robbery at the Wino­
Dixie Grocery Store at 10:06 p.m. 

The store is located tn the Pre­
stonsburg Village shopping center. 

The caller reported that a male 
subject with a .25 caliber automat­
lC weapon entered the store wear­
ing a blue ski mask and a blue jack­
et. 

Wave of robberies and burglaries 
raise concerns, workload for cops

A recent wave of robberies and 
burglaries in Floyd and surrounding 
counties means the Kentucky State 
Police w111 be putting a lot of time 
into investigating the numerous 
cnmes. 

"Everybody is concerned about 
the robberies,'' KSP sergeant Low­
ell Ward . aid Monday. "and we cer­
tainly are too.'' 

In the past week. two Floyd 
County convemen~e stores have 
been robbed at gunpoint and sever­
al other busine ses have been bur­
glarized. 

Ward sa1d Tuesday that he was 

not sure why there has been a lot of 
criminal activity in the area recent­
ly. 

"Anytime there 1s thi. many of 
any type or crime - ll's not nor­
mal,'' Ward said "Sumetnncs you 
have a group that do it (commit the 
crimes)." 

The sergeant sa1d the numerous 
crimes may be a "copy cat prob­
lem.'" 

"If one gets by with It. others 
want to try," he said. "We don't 
know if it is the same group or copy 
cats.'' 

Aside from numerous on going 
mvestigations into other robberies 
in the Pikeville Post 9 area, the 
KSP opened another case early 

Sunday morning after three men 
robbed a Watergap store. 

The Country Store was robbed 
around 3:20 a.m. when three sub­
jects entered the store with a small 
caliber handgun and ned on foot 
with an undetermined amount of 
mone~. according to a KSP 
Pikeville Post 9 media release. 

That robbay is under investJga­
tJOn by KSP detective David May­
nard. 

Less than a week before Sun­
day'!> robbery, a Lancer store was 
al!.o robbed at gunpoint. 

According to another media re­
lease. one wh1te male entered the

The release says that the robber 
was also identified as havmg a 
black beard that could be seen 
under the mask. and was possibly 
headed to Super 8 Motel. 

Seven minutes later, Prestons­
burg patrolman Patrick T. Conley 
stopped a subject at the motel that 
fit the description of the robber, the 
release says. 

At the same time the officer wa..-; 
apprchendmg Ginther, a second 
call was rcce1ved at the dispatch 

office. John R. Garrett, of Allen. re­
ported that he had been robbed at 
gunpoint by a man that fit 
Ginther's description. 

"The man had forced Garrett to 
move to the passenger side of his 
vehicle and was then taken to the 
Wildcat Car Wash and put out of 
the vehicle,'' the release says. 

Ginther was also identified as 
Garrett's kidnapper.

Rosenberg is chosen 
for civil rights honor

A Prestonsburg attorney was 
recognized Monday night for his 
efforts to stop discnmmation. 

John M. Rosenberg, who head 
the legal serv1ces orgamlation for 
tht! Appalachian Research and De­
fense Fund, was award­
ed the Martin Luther 
King Jr. Civil Rights 
Award at Hazard High 
School.

He brought legal cases to stop dis­
criminatory practices and acts of 
intimidation by whites against 
blacks before the justice system. 

One of those cases mvolved the 
illegal acts by the KuKiux Klan 
against blacks in Louisiana. Rosen­
berg talked about that incident in a 
speech during a brotherhood rally 

in November. 

The award was pre­
sented for "his out$tand­
ing work and dedication 
in promoting and llVIng 
the philosophy of Mar· 
tin Luther King Jr.," 
Sandra L. Kaikumba, a John Rosenberg 

"The opinion in that 
case, directing the Klan 
to stop those actions and 
preventing future acts 
begins, 'this is an action 
by a nation against a 
Klan.' Ours today IS an 
action by our communi­
ty against the values of 
the Klan - hate, big­
otry. and white suprema­
cy. It appeals to the coordinator of the annu-

al King birthday celebration aid. 
Kaikumba :aid Roscnberg·s re­

sume and nomination form showed 
he had provtded the "greatest (ex­
ample) of living up to Dr. Martm 
Luther King':o; philosophy." 

"Rosenberg has fought segrega­
tion.

Rosenberg spent eight years 10 

the 1960s with the Civil Rights Di­
visiOn of the Department of Justice.

Sexual abuse and drug 
charges dismissed 
against two Floyd men

Separate charges of sexual abuse 
and drug trafficking filed against 
two Floyd County men were dis­
missed Tuesday prior to the defen­
dants going to trial. 

A first degree sodomy charge 
against Steven Slone, 44, was dis­
missed by Floyd Circuit Judge John 
David Caudill after the complaining 
witness in the case declined to pros­
ecute. Slone's address at the time of 
the offense was listed as David. 

Slone was indicted in 1991 and 
Commonwealth Attorney John Earl 
Hunt filed an aftidav1t with the 
court from the alleged vtcltm. who 
did nm want to pursue the prosecu­
tion . 

In a separate case Tul!sday, traf­
ficking in marijuana, within !.000 
yards of a school, and trafficking 1n 
cocaine charges against Ralph 
Banks, 43, of Wayland, were dis­
missed when part of the case file 
could not be found. 

Accordmg to documents filed in 
the case, the commonwealth could 
not produce a copy of an affidavit 
filed with a search warrant when 

Banks was arrested. 
Banks was charged with having 

15 bags of marijuana and s1x bags 
of cocaine on February 27, 1991, in 
Prestonsburg, with the intent to sell 
the drug . 

"It's my understanding in this 
case, the affidavtt for procuring the 
search warrant cannot be found." 
Judge Caudill said. "!vir. Banks, 
you're a lucky fellow. I fully expect 
to see you back because you have a 
drug problem.''

Someone in Prestonsburg signed 
this mineral deed as a witness. On a 
low point of a ridge over looking 
the Battle of Middle Creek sets an 
engraved tombstone w1th the mark­
ings of Johnathon Skeans, 14th Ky. 
Regiment. 

Many years have come to pass 
since the victory battles of the 
United Mine Workers were fought 
in Eastern Kentucky The victories 
won here were victories for the •I working class of people all over this 
great natwn. 

Now organized labor is in trou­
ble and so are the people of 
Kentucky. Their dependence on this 
government has failed them. Our 
poor folks depend on the bread 
crumbs left behind from the rich 
and powerful politic1ans. We have 
fought the good fight but we are 
slowly losing the battle. 

The powerful politicians and the 
rich are taxing our businesses, labor 
and everything we touch like they 

• have never done before. Good inde­
pendent busmess men, "what are 
left," rake and scrape to make ends 
meet.

Students' protest 
instructor's tiring

A great injustice is taking place 

at the Pikeville campus of 
Prestonsburg Community College. 
Dr Roger Horne is currently the 
history instructor at PCC. He is an 
extraordinarily intelligent man and 
the students who take his cl~ss fin­
ish the semester with a feeling of 
self pnde for the plethora of knowl­
edge that they have gained. 

Recently the student body of 
Pre:;tonsburg Community College 
was saddened and shocked when 
they were mformed that Dr. Home 
had been given a tenninal contract. 

Jmmediately, the students. and 

Dr. Horne himsclt, questioned tht~ 
reason why. fn response to their 
questions they were told that Dr. 
Horne did not meet their college 
criteria. 

When asked what criteria had 
not been met. he was given the non­
chalant reply that the local tenure 
board simply felt that he did nut 
meet it. Later, Dr. Horne dtd receive 
information that his student evalua­
tions indicated he was very knowl­
edgeable Within his subject area and 
his advising skills were acceptable 
and adequate. 

The weaknesses listed were an 
inability to hold attention. lack of 
participation, and presentations that 
were too fast. I personally had Dr. 
Horne's clas last semester and cur­
rently have one this semester. If you 
were a student in his class who 
sought infom1atton in history, the 
class very much held your attention. 

I was amazed at how little I 
knew about the beginning of our 
country and am very apprcciati-.c 
for the ltlformation I attamcd As far 
as lack of participation, our class 
managed to really get into some 
deep conversations that were inter­
esting and educational. 

Dr. Horne desires this participa­
tion, but th1s IS a two-way street. 
You must first have a class who 
wants to participate. Last, presenta­
tions that are too fast . Sometimes 
his presentations might have bt:en 
hurried, but he had an abundance of 
information to instruct in a short 
period of time. Yet, can this not be 
changed? 

Do we not . g1 ve someone an 
opportunity to strengthen a weak­
ness before we fire them? Many 
people would lose many jobs if this 
were so. 

Dr. Home was also told that h1s 
college-related community service 
was less than acceptable. Not that I 
personally see where this is impor­
tant in the education of his students, 
but he does belong to the Pike 
County Society for Historical and 
Geological Research, and is a mem­
ber of Phi Alpha Theta of The 
History Honor Society. 

Through this organization he 
won second place for an essay he 
wrote and this article was later pub­
lished. 

Dr. Horne is a ~aring instructor. 
·Throughout the year there were 
many times several of h1s students 
could not make it to class due to 
unavoidable circumstances in their 
home and family hves. 

Dr. Horne would go out of his 
way to ensure that they were updat­
ed on the work that they had 
missed. I find this an important 
attribute to his character more so 
than how many social events he 
anends. 

When Dr. Horne accepted the 
teaching po~•tion at PCC it was ver­
bally agreed that hi. past teaching 
experience would be credited 
toward carnmg his tenure. It seems 
now chat they might be hedging on 
their agreement. Has this agreement 
been forgotten? 

Kentuckians have always had a 
reputation for bemg honest people. 
Don't lead Dr. Horne to believe that 
we arc dishonest Give him h1s 
tenure and k~ep him at a college 
that he cares about. More impor­
tantly, a college that needs him.

Coal severance tax 
misused by county 
writer suggests

The Coal Severance Tax was 

campaigned for and passed in 1972 
with the idea of furnishing go\)d 
roads and water for the coal fields 
of Eastern Kentucky. We knew tak­
ing the coal from our mountams 
automatically took the water. Water 
that was so clear and clean you 
could drink out of a stream. Water is 
like food. you can't live without 11. 
The average person needs to drink 
eight, 8 ounce glasses of water a 
day, so the coal severance tax 
seemed to be a good idea. It IS truly 
amazing to find somebody who still 
has good natural water. 

The way the coal severance tax 
was supposed to work, was that for 
every $100 worth of coal severance 
tax that went to Frankfon. we were 
supposed to get back $50. Once the 
Bluegrass politicians got through 
with it all our government represen­
tatives e\·er brought back home was 

about S7 out of C\Cry $100. hnally 
many years later when \\c get mil­
lions of dollars of our coal ever­
nnee tax, our local governments

The local 
governments then decide how the 
money will he spent. The local gov­
ernments choo ·e whether the 
money is spent on a golf course for 
the rich and powerful or on water 
for everyone in the County. The 
Floyd County Fiscal Court mt~cts 
the th1rd Friday of every month at 
10:00 a.m. Come on. let's go to see 
them. All you have to do is come 
and be wuh us. we \\'111 speak for 
the people. Just thmk if we all share 
in the wealth of this region instead 
of the rich havmg a golf course. we 
could all have water very shonly. 

What little bit of the stare and 
federal money used to provide the 
county with water. the city uses to 
hold the people in the country 
hostage. 

The Prestonsburg City govern­
ment has control of our water and 
they arc using the water kind of like 
a tool to annex and tax the property 
owners in the country 

Because our streams are all 
about dried up, they can :,ell us dirty 
water for $25.00 a month, charge us 
more for the water than they charge 
the people in the city. and force us 
to submit to annexation of our 
home" for the •·privilege" of getting 
what should be ours anyway.

Jacobs was convicted in 
December in Warren County on 
murder. kidnapping and sex abuse 
charges in the death of Judy Ann 
Howard in 1986. Howard was a 
student at Alice Lloyd College. 
The jury recommended Jacobs be 
put to death. 

Jacobs' previous conviction in 
1987 was ovenurned by the state 
Supreme Court.

A Toler Creek man was arrested 
Mom.lay on an indictment wanant 
charging him with 10 counts of 
third-degree rape. 

• Gene E. Blackburn. 41 , was 
named in a sealed indictment last 
week and charged with allegedly 
having sex wtth a juvenile under 16 
years of age. 

Blackburn was arraigned on the 
charge Tuesday before Floyd 
Circuit Judge Danny P. Caudill. He 
pleaded not guilty and was placed 
under a $50,000 property or 10 per­
cent cash bond. He was released 
Tuesday afternoon from the Floyd 
County Detention Center. 
Blackburn is being represented by 
attorney Ned Pillersdorf. 

B laekburn 's name was not 
released when indictments were 
returned last week pending his 
arrest. 

A pre-trial conference has been 
set for April 23. 

Note: The Floyd County Times 
does not identify the victims of 
alleged sexual abase. An indict­
ment is not an indication of guilt, 
but a determination by a grand jury 
the case merits further judicial 
review. 

Defense attorneys Kelly 
Gleason and M1ke Williams argued 
a variety of reasons for a new trial, 
including the failure to allow testi­
mony regarding Jacobs' competen­
cy and Caudill's failure to disclose 
that his sister attended Alice Lloyd 
College. 

Judge Caudill ovenuled all the 
defense's motions. saying most of 
the issues have been decided previ­
ously, and he took exception to the 
claim he withheld information 
about ties to the college. 

'The fact that my sister, let me 
bleed from the heart here, graduat­
ed from Alice Lloyd College in 
1965 has absolutely nothing to do 
with this case," Caudill told 
defense attorneys "Yes, I take 
offense Ms. Gleason. I know what 
my duties are and what my obliga­
tions are. Quite frankly, I took 
great offense to that. Why didn't I 
hear about this before you didn't 
get the decision you wanted in this 
case?" 

The !\tate's Judic1al Retirement 
and Removal Committee has ruled 
Caudill diu nothing inappropriate 
by failing to mention his sister had 
attended the college. 

Gleason also asked that a recent 
deposition by Candice Walker, a 
psychologist who examined Jacobs 
prior to his first trial1 be made part 
of the record in the case. Walker's 
testtmony was cut short during the 
December trial when she men~ 
tioned Jacobs' first trial, something 
she was prohibited from doing. 

Caudill ordered the testimony in 
the deposition stricken because he 
said neither the court nor the com­
monwealth was made aware the 
deposition was to take place. 

"You do it properly and you will 
get (the information) in," Caudill 
said. "That was totally improper. 
That's not the way you do avow 
testimony, counsel.'' 

As for evidence regarding 
Jacobs ' mental status, Caudill 
ruled the defense had been given 
strict guidelines about how to pro­
ceed with the testimony during the 
penalty phase of the trial, but the 
attorneys apparently didn't ask the 
right questions to get the informa­
tion they wanted. 

Final sentencing has been set 
for February 27. 

Also Friday, a contempt hearing 
was held concerning why Jacobs' 
ex-wife, Geraldine Slone, did not 
appear to testify at Jacobs' second

Tackett that the 
game between 
the Prestonsburg 
and Allen 
Central girls, 
scheduled on 
Monday. 
January 13, did 
indeed result in 
a forfeit on the 
part of 
Prestonsburg. 

However, 
Stout left the 

door open, if both parties agree, for 
the game to be rescheduled. Allen 
Central princtpal Lorena Hall said 
that will not happen. "unless there 

is an outside force." Hall meant 
interim superintendent of schools 
Louie Martin. 

"We don't have the time to 
reschedule games," srud Hall. "This 
game will not be rescheduled." 

While the roads to Allen Central 
remained clear on January 13, 
Tackett felt the weather was too 
cold for basketball and remained a 
threat to the .safety of the players in 
transporting them to Allen Central. 

Stout, in his Jetter to Mr. Tackett, 
stated Bylaw 23, Sec. 2 which gov­
erns forfeits and bylaw 23, Sec. 3, 
which deals further with failure to 
follow terms of contract. 

Failure to follow terms of con­
tract requires the forfeiting school 
(Prestonsburg) to anty up $500. 
Failure to pay the forfeit fee 'Would 
result in Prestonsburg being sus-

pended from the Association and 
the suspension would remain in 
effect until it is removed by the 
Board of Control. 

In his message to Prestonsburg, 
Stout said. "Prestonsburg High 
School will be subject to the above 
Bylaw unless you and Allen 
Central High school can come to an 
understanding regarding this con­
test scheduled for January 13, and 
the forfeit fee is not paid to Allen 
Central High School as agreed to 
by Mr. Ron Hampton on April 8, 
1996." 

In his letter Stout stres ed that 
he preferred not to "involve. the 
KHSAA in affairs that should be 
handled by the schools." 

"However, when it appears the 
schools can not work out their 
problems relative to agreed con-

tracts, the KHSAA must remind the 
schools involved of the Bylaws," 
he went on to state. 

Stout satd he expected the mat­
ter to be taken care of prior to the 
beginning of the post season play 

ur do not want to see any mem­
ber school suspended from the post 
season tournaments due to regular 
season contract violations," he stat­
ed in his leuer to Mr. Tackett. 

The events of the day began 
with the game on, and later was 
cancelled because the team could 
not secure a bus for the trip to Allen 
Central. The transportatiOn dtrector 
agreed to furnish a bus for the team. 
but Tackett told me over the phone, 
that the reason for not sending his 
team was because of the cold 
weather and his concern for the 
players. 

Harold Tackett, Prestonsburg 
coach, said he stood behind the 
decision of tus principal and feels 
the game should be rescheduled.

The sports page was from the 
Williamson Daily News (WV) and 
it was dated Monday, August 17, 
1964 - three years prior to my 
birth. The story slle pointed out to 
me was headed with the followmg 
line: "Petty wins Mountaineer 500 
-sets new record." Boy, did 1 ever 
enjoy readmg the anicle. 

The race took place at the oJd 
West Virginia Motor Speedway 
near Huntington. Here are some 
bits and pieces from the story that 
you might find interesting Get this, 
Petty won a total of $2,650 for his 
efforts. B1g money, right? I guess it 
was a hefty sum back then. But. 
when you compare it to today's 
cash hauled in by the winners, it 
seems nothmg more than chicken 
feed. 

The top-five? Petty was first and 
Junior Johnson was second. Ned 
Jarrett placed third with Jim 
Paschal and Earl Balmer rounding 
out the top-five. Man, are those 
some legendary names or what? 

The most significant item in the 
story was the fact that this marked 
the ftrst time tn hi1itory that a cool­
suit was worn by a driver. Yep, 
Petty won the race in '"cool" fash­
ion. Not only was Petty a heck-uv­
a-dnver, but he was an innovator of 

. the sort at the time. [t was then 
called an "air conditioned suit" and 
was described in the article as being 
a suit thal pipes cool water through 
a heavy sweatshirt under his racing 
duster. A racing duster? My mind is 
still wondering about that one. A 
quote from Petty has him saying, 
'That suit I wore was plenty cooL' 

Here's one I liked: a total of 29 
cars started the race, but only 14 
cars finished. Sounds like a 
Saturday night at Bristol doesn't it? 
I was impressed with this stat: 
12,000 fans were in attendance. 
That's a pretty good attendance 
considering the popularity of the 
sport at the time. And by the way, it 
went on to say that Petty finished 
well over a lap ahead of the field. 
That was when Petty was in his 
prime. He went on to win nine 
events that year to claim his fust 
series championship. 

Of course, 1 had to let my eyes 
wander all over the well-aged 
sports page. I learned quite a bit 
from it. I never knew that Houston 
was a baseball franchise known as 
the "Colts." Another baseball note 
bad the New York Yankees excited 
about this rookie pitcher they had. 
His name? It was none other than 
Mel Stottlemyer. I know this tsn't a 
baseball article but to read the arti­
cles featuring names like Roger 
Maris, Brooks Robinson, Hannon 
Killebrew, and Sandy Koufax was 
really entertaining for me.

Black Bears Return 
to Eastern Kentucky 

The American black bear is 
making a comeback in many 
parts of Eastern Kentucky. 
Black bear populations once 
covered much of the North 
American continent, including a 
great portion of Kentucky. They 
were all but eliminated from the 
state by the 1900s. Immigrating 
bears from surrounding states, 
and suitable habitat provided by 
large scale regeneration of for­
est-land on old farm sites are 
attributed to the increasing 
number of black bears that 
make their homes in the forests 
of Eastern Kentucky. 

The black bear is one of the 

Black bears breed during the 
summer. Cubs are born in late 
January. Litters may range from 
one to five cubs, but two is the 
nonnal litter. Each cub weighs 
only eight to twelve ounces at 
birth, but ,will grow to between 
five and seven pounds before 
leaving the den in late March. 
The cubs will stay with their 
mother through the summer and 
den with her again the follow­
ing winter. The next summer, 
the cubs will leave their mother. 
and she is free to breed again.

It is 
important to use a different tac­
tic each time to ensure surprise. 

To assure yourself of the 
presence or absence of black 
bears in your area you should 
be aware of what to look for. 

One of the best signs is bear 
tracks in soft soil or mud. Bears 
usually walk on all fours, so 
look for tracks made by both 
front and hind paws. Front paw 
prints are four to five inches 
long and only slightly wider 
than they are long. Hind paw 
prints are longer than their 
width and generally six to eight 
inches long. Claw prints will 
usually show well in front of 
the ball of the foot. 

Bears usually follow the 
same route when 'foraging for 
food. Look for well-worn trails, 
especially near berry patches. 
Vines will be stripped of berries 
and leaves. Bushes and small 
fruit trees will be bent over and 
often broken by foraging bears. 
Black bears will al·o leave claw 
marks on larger fruit and nut 
trees as they climb for food. 

Den sites are usually located 
in or under large trees, at least 
24 inches in diameter. Look for 
other den sites in bru h piles, 
logs, and rock hou. es along 
cliffs. Dens will not be located 
in wet areas such as caves, 
mines, or any site with standing 
or running water. 

The amount of available 
habitat in Kentucky effectively 
limits the number of bears that 
can live in the state. Black 
bears reproduce slowly and live 
in only a limited area of the 
state. Black bears are ~trictly 
protected in Kentucky. The ille­
gal taking of one of these ani­
mals can be a major setback to 
the small population of bear 
that make their horne in Ken­
tucky. The American black bear 
is a valuable and important part 
of Kentucky's natural re­

sources, and given the opportu­
nity, free from human interfer­
ence, they can continue to 
flourish and regain their promi­
nent status a an outstanding in­
habitant of our Kentucky 
forests.

Hen feath ­
ers art' du!lcJ and are edged 
with brown.

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"After compromise, conference 
passes bylaws unanimously 

North-South All-Star game gets approval

~~ The Floyd County Grade School 
," onference committee met last 

riday in preparation of submitting 
the proposed bylaws to the board of 
education for consideration into 
becoming part of the school's dis­
trict bylaws. 

Also. drawmg for the grade 
school county basketball tourna­
ment was held. Duff Elementary 
will host the World Series of grade 
school basketball at Allen Central 
beginning January 29. 

Before the final bylaws were 
approved, some compromise was 
agreed to by the members to allow 
Adams Middle School to still par­
ticipate in the Middle School 
Conference that involves other sur­
rounding county teams. Martm, 
also a middle school, said they did 
not want to play in the middle 
school conference next year. 

Adams Middle School principal, 
Jamce Allen, felt that the county 
could develop better teams by play· 
ing against better competition, and 
the Middle School Conference 
offers her school that opportumty. 

"I admit I don't understand all 
there is about athletics," she said. 
"This committee is to be commend­
ed for what they are doing. I sup­
port most of the things the commit­
tee is wanting to do. But we need to 
ask ourselves what we want our 
kids to be when they leave our dis· 
trict." 

Allen thought that building a 
stronger feeder system for the high 
schools would eventually lead a 
team in Floyd County to the Sweet 
Sixteen. 

"The high schools are looking to 
us as elementary people," said 
Allen, "to send them good players. 
Kids who are playing at 
Prestonsburg now were in a good 
quality program. Adams is suffer­
ing right now. Martin may be okay 
for the next two or three years. We 
need to have our teams playing in 
good competitive situations." 

"I wonder 1f the competition 
here is good enough to raise the 
skill levels of our kids," said Allen. 

" Pete Grigsby Jr., the county 
grade school athletic director, said 
that schools in the county would 
have opportunities to play outside 
the county. But each team would 
only be allowed to play just the four 
games proposed. 

The committee, after much dis­
cussion, voted to allow all county 
teams to play as many games as 
they want, but each school had to 
abide with the conference schedule 
first. 

Ronnie Patton, Duff Elementary, 
suggested, as it has been suggested 

-.before, playing the grade school 
girls' schedule while grade school 
football is being played. 

"What we should do is divide 
the season and let the girls play a 
separate season from the boys," he 
said. 

Allen said that the surrounding 
counties have a separate season for 
girls' basketball at the grade school 
level, but Osborne principal Paul 
David Tackett said that it wasn't 
working well in the high school 
level. 

"A separate girls' season once 
.was approved, but the principals 
~voted it down," said Allen. 

"We need to look at what kind of 
program we are building, and we 
are not able to compete outside of 
the county," said Allen of her 
team's success in the middle school 
conference. "There's a problem 
here." 

Doug Derossett, Martin Middle 
School boys' coach, said the 
expense of buses to travel to places 
like Warfield, Louisa and Johnson 
County was ''getting expensive." 

Grigsby urged the committee to 
stay focused on what was in front of 
them but at the same time to con­

•centrate on a workable solution to 
the two middle school problems. 

The girls' middle school sched­
ule is played while grade school 
football is in progress, late August, 
September and October. That 
mvolved just Adams and Martin 
this past middle school season. But 
Martin plans to drop from the con­
ference. 

After the proposed amendment 
to allow each school to play an 
unlimited number of games, the 
committee approved the amend­
ment by a 9-0 vote (Allen. Harold 
and Melvin were not represented). 

Ms. Allen further stated, and it 
met with a chorus of approval, a 
program that will reach down into 
the lower grades such as fifth and 
sixth grades. 

"We can help with that," said 
Grigsby, who was pleased with 
what the committee had accom­
plished. "It is something we will 
take up at our next meeting." 

Karen Allen, principal at Betsy 
Layne Elementary, pointed out the 
situation in Floyd County is not the 
same as the surrounding counties. 

"Johnson County, Warfield and 
Harold-Whttaker draw from the 
whole county," she said. "I don't 
think we will ever be at the advan­
tage they are." 

Gene Davts, principal at Prater 
Creek Elementary, suggested that 
Adams be allowed to play as many 
games as they wanted to. 

The committee also ruled that a 
county team playing a middle 
school schedule had to play in an 
organized middle school confer-

• encc. 
Originally, each county team 

was to be limited to 20 games and 
four tournaments during the regular 
season. After the compromise, there 
was no limit set for number of 
games nor tournaments a team 
could play in. 

Coach Patton felt the committee 
was getting away from what was 
good for Floyd County. 

"We need to vote on the propos­
al before us," he said. 

Zemth Hall, Prater Creek coach, 
made the m6tion that the each 
school could play an unltmited 
number of games. Betsy Layne 
Elementary's coach, Dwight 
Newsome. seconded the motion 
which was pac;sed 9-0 

Thts year's county tournament 
will be hosted by Duff Elementary 
and played at Allen Central. The 
tournament dates were set for 
January 28, 29, 30, February 4, 5, 6. 

The tournament drawing was 
conducted with Brent Rose, 
McDowell coach. hosting the draw. 

• The winners of Section 3 will 
face the losers of Section I in the 
opening game. 

• Winners of Section 4 takes on 
losers of Section 2 in the second 
game of the upper bracket. 

• In the lower bracket, winners 
of Section 1 faces the losers of 
Section 3. 

• Winners of Section 2 will meet 

the losers of Section 4. 
The pairings were for both boys 

and girls. 
The host school will be able to 

pick their own officials for the sec­
tionals. However, in the county 
tournament Ancie Casey, assigning 
secretary in the 15th Region, will 
be presented a list of officials to be 
assigned to call the county tourna­
ment. 

The sectionals will be held this 
weekend. This will be the final year 
for the four sectional tournament as 
the 12 elementary teams will be 
divided in North and South.

Only drugs and medical devices 
themselves require pre-market 
approval-not their ads. 

The claims about a product are 
often what cause con ·umers to buy; 
but if consumers are unsure about 
the purchase usually the money back 
guarantee if not satisfied will give 
them a sense of security. 
Unfortunately. the companies ofTer­
ing this guarantee are often run by 
fly-by-night operators who do not 
respond to refund dema~ds. By the 
time refund requests come in, they 
have changed their address to avoid 
law enforcement officials. The Food 
and Drug Administration (FDA) 
responds to complaints rcgardmg 
fraudulent products. pracuces and 
treatments. But FDA has inadequate 
manpower to pollee the market­
places, so it's up to consumers to 
protect themselves. 

n1cre arc other loClpholes in regu­
lations and laws about health product 
advertisements. A typ1cal example IS 

nutritions supplements. Many manu­
facturers and d1str1butors of nutrition 
supplements make outrageous health 
claims in pamphlets for their prod­
ucts; however, they are careful not to 

falls under FDA regulations govern­
ing drugs. 

FDA defines a drug as a product 
intended for use in the diagnosis, 
cure, mitigation, treatment or pre· 
venti.on of di ease in man or other 
animals. A drug can be legally mar­
keted if it has been appro\'ed by the 
FDA or if it is generally recognized 
as safe and effective. If a drug does­
n't meet either of the above criteria, 
the FDA can seize 1t and also can 
seek criminal penalties. 

Not all ad\'ertisements for health 
products are false. The vast majority 
are not. So what is health fraud or 
quackery'? Quackery is the promo­
tion of a medical remedy that doesn't 
work or hasn't been proven to work. 
Quackery or health fraud results in 
unfulfilled wishes. wasted dollars 
and endangered health. 

In general, when looking over ads 
for medicines and medical devices, 
watch out for those that seem to 
promise too much too easily. AI\\ ays 
investigate the claim and the compa­
ny before you participate. 

Quackery has some well-defined 
characteristics. If you answer YES to 
any of the following questi• n~ about 
a product or treatment you arc con­
Sidering buying, quackery rna • prob-

or service good for 
many different illnesses, real or 
imagined? 

• Do the promised benefits seem 
too good to be true? 

• Is this or 1ts promoter supported 
by testimonial from people who 
have been cured through the use of 
the prod~t? 

What pan consumers do? If you 
suspect that a product you are inter­
ested m ·s fraudulent, you can do a 
number of things. 

•Ask for scientific evidence of all

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Mary Ingles, Early American Heroine 
Mary Ingles was awakened by the sound _of a horse 

in 0-:tober of 1755 as she and an older Dutch lady 
took flight from their Indian captives. 

They thought it was an Indian rider and worried 
that they would be recaptured. As they slipped into the 
brush they heard what sounded like the soft ringing of 
a bell. Upon investigation they found a riderless horse 
with a bell attached around his neck by a leather strap. 
Horses and other forms of livestock were belled and 
allowed to roam free in that era. Mary thought the 
horse was a godsend. 

"Duchess the horse will come in handy for us," 
Mary satd. ''He can carry the corn for us and if neces­
sarv we can ride him." 

The women were careful to make little noise as 
they took com from the field and put it into two grips 
fashioned from a blanket. They were tied together and 
put astnde the horse like addle bags. The bell was 
removed from the horse·s neck so the changing would 
not lead the Indians to them. 

As soon as possible the women continued up~tream 
along the south bank of the Ohio Rtver, ever careful to 
avoid being . een by the lndtans. After several hours 
they stopped to rest The women used their toma­
hawks to crack and pound the com into a coarse mix 
which they ate raw. They were fearful that smoke 
from a fire would give away their location. 

They found the Big Sandy Rtver too deep to wade 
and turned inland 
along the west bank 
to find a poml that 
they could ford Thts 
trek lasted the greater 
part of two days 
before they found a 
large logjam left from 
a recent flood . This 
was near the present 
site of Louisa, 
Kentucky, below the 
forks of the river. 

The horse was 
reluctant to follow the two women as they started 
across the large drift of logs. Mary tugged and prod­
ded and finally got the horse to start across. As they 
neared the center of the Big Sandy Rtver the horse 
slipped and fell, it's leg becoming entangled in the 
mass of logs and limbs, causing it to be suspended 
upside down. The horse was frantic and it concerned 
Mary that the commotion might be heard by Indians. 

Although there was nothing she could do to save 
the horse, Mary took a long deadwood limb and 
snared the makeshift saddlebags which were laden 
with corn As she tried to pull it free from horse and 
debris it broke apart with one of the sections falling 
into the Big Sandy River. Soon thereafter the horse 
also toppled into and became submerged in the dark 
water. 

The women put the rescued corn on their shoulders 
the following morning and continued their journey. 
Once they were across the Big Sandy they back­
tracked along the opposite bank until they reached the 
Ohio River and then continued following the river. It 
had taken four days along the Btg Sandy to simply get 
from one side to the other and they had lost their 

horse. Both women were very weary. 
It was a stressful penod for Mary and the older 

lady. Their feet were now bare with their moccasins 
totally worn out. Their clothing was ragged and their 
bodies were sore from scrapes and cuts which they 
suffered while traveling through the woods and cross­
ing streams of sharp rocks. 

Duchess was becoming increasingly dtsagreeable 
but Mary also had other problems of her own. She was 
becoming very dizzy at ttmes causing her to lose her 
balance. Her eyesight totally left her for nearly two 
hours on their last day along the Big Sandy. Duchess, 
m her pain and misery, reacted by speaking harshly 
and threatened to abandon Mary, leaving her livid 
with pain and fear. The night cooled down quickly and 
as Mary lay, rolled inside a blanket next to a log, she 
pondered her situation. 

"What can I do," she wondered before falling 
asleep. ''I've got to keep moving but I also need to 
rest. .need to eat. rm worried that I can't trust her any 
longer. She seems to be going mad. I've got to watch 
her." 

There was a marked change in the older woman 
following the night of rest. The two talked and decid­
ed they would have to take time to eat so they began 
foraging about the banks of the Big Sandy River. They 
found some butternuts and black walnuts right away 
and after looking further they found some paw-paws 

and grapes, although 
they were of poor qual­
ity. 

Duchess had been 
captured by Indians 
several years before in 
Pennsylvania and they 
taught her various 
plants with edible 
roots. After eating an 
assortment of items 
from the wild they 
continued their jour-
ney, but soon Mary 

found that what they had eaten, coupled with their 
vigorous travel, was making her ill. Duchess was also 
sick, though less so, and she searched for roots wh.ich 
calmed their stomachs after a long rest. 

Duchess was again becoming bitter. 
"Why I listened to you I'll never know, she fussed. 

''I'm nearly dead, my body's black and blue and near­
ly frozen. Winter's setting in and we don't even know 
where we are. I've got a mind to throw you in the 
river." 

"Now Duchess, I must say we've come many a 
mile and we're a Jot closer to our own people than we 
were,'' Mary answered soothingly. "Who knows? If 
we get back to the settlements someone will know 
something of your family ... your boy and girls and 
your mama. You'll thank the Lord a hundred times 
that you went through this. I know I can't live any 
longer without getting back to Will. And maybe they 
will find a way to get my boys back."

Getting into the college of your 
choice may be atop this year's list 
of resolutions, but finding the 
money to pay for it is probably not 
far behind. With this fall's college 
freshmen facing tuition and fees 
averaging close to $20,000 for pri­
vate colleges and about half as 
much for public uni versihes, 
financing higher education is near 
the top of everyone's to-do list. 

According to Sallie Mae, the 
nation's leading provider of educa­
tion financtng. January is a critical 
month to begin your search. The 
following six-month syllabus for 
student a1d shows you what you 
need to do to help keep those reso­
lutions. 

JANUARY 
If you haven't submitted a Free 

Application for Federal Student 
Aid (FAFSA), get one immediately 
from your high school guidance 
counselor or the U.S. Department 
of Education by calling I-800-
4FED-AID. Even if you have not 
decided which college to attend, 
you should get your FAFSA in now 
as student aid is often awarded on 
a first-come, first-served basis, and 
you don't want to miss out. Make 
sure to find out the financial aid 
deadlines at the colleges you are 
considering and submit your appli­
cati'ons before the earliest deadline. 

FEBRUARY 
About four weeks after submit­

tmg your FAFSA, you will be sent 
a Student Aid Report (SAR). That 
will tell you your Expected Family 
Contribution (the amount your 
family is expected to pay toward 
college), which will determine 
your eligibility for federal student 
aid programs. Make sure the SAR 
is accurate, and if not, make 
changes promptly and mail the cor­
rected report to the address provid­
ed. The colleges you list will 
receive your information electroni­
cally. 

MARCH 
While awaiting word on your 

financial aid "packages," look into 
alternative funding sources, such 
as scholarships. The reference sec­
tion of your library most likely has 
volumes listing thousands of 
scholarships based on academic 
merit or part1cular talents and 
interests. Civic and commumty 
groups, foundations and corpora­
tions also may offer scholarships. 
The Internet is becoming a rich 
source of information. Throughout 
your search, beware of compames 
that charge unnecessary fees or 
that guarantee scholarships. 

APRIUMAY 
Beginning in April, colleges 

where you have been accepted 
send out financial aid award let­
ters, which detail your aid pack­
age. The package may include 
grants, work-study, or federal stu­
dent loans You'll want to compare 

the packages from each of the col­
leges to which you've been accept­
ed to help you m your final selec­
tion. 

When you've decided which 
college is right for you, you will 
need to begin firming up how you 
plan to pay for costs not covered 
by your financial aid package. 
Your parents may consider a PLUS 
(Parent Loans for Undergraduate 
Students) loan, which currently has 
a 8.72 percent interest rate* with a 
repayment term of up to I 0 years. 
The most popular loan is the feder­
al Stafford loan, available to stu­
dents through private lenders at a 
rate of 8.25 percent*. [Note: stu­
dents attending colleges participat­
ing in the direct loan program 
receive their loans directly from 
the government.] 

Most anyone IS eligible for an 
unsubsidized Stafford loan; how­
ever, subsidized Stafford loans-in 
which the government pays the 
loan interest while the student is in 
school and during the subsequent 
six-month grace period-are avail­
able only to qualified students 
based on need. Because Stafford 
loans have stnct borrowing limits 
(up to $2,625 for most freshman, 
for example), you may also want to 
consider a private supplemental

Add the broth, 
milk, coconut extract, and white 
pepper. Bring mixture to a boil over 
medium-high heat, then reduce heat 
and simmer, uncovered, for 3 to 4 
minutes. 

Add the crabmeat and ham, and 
the hot pepper sauce, if using. Cook 
for 2 to 3 minutes, or until meat is 
warmed through. Serve warm.

2 cups all-purpose flour 

2 teaspoons baking powder 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
112 cup water 
2 tablespoons acceptable* veg-

etable oil 
2 teaspoons sugar 
Vegetable oil spray 
In a medium mixing bowl, com­

bine the flour, baking powder, and 
salt. In a small mixing bowl, com­
bine the water, vegetable oil, and 
sugar. Pour this mixture into the 
flour mixture and mix with a spoon 
until just combined. Add water, 
small amounts at a time as needed, 
if mixture is too dry. 

Roll out dough on a lightly 
floured cutting board or waxed 
paper to 1/4-inch thickness. (If 
using a small board, roll out half the 
dough at a time). Usmg a 2 1/2-inch 
biscuit or cookie cutter, cut dough 
into circles. Bring together scraps of 
dough, roll out again, and cut more 
circles. Do not overhandle the 
dough. Repeat until all dough is 
used. 

Lightly spray a nonstick griddle 
with vegetable oil spray and preheat 
over medium heat. Cook the bis­
cuits on one side for 3 minutes, or 
until golden brown, then cook on 
the other side for 3 minutes. 
Remove from griddle and serve 
wann. Bakes will keep in an airtight 
container in the refrigerator for up 
to 4 days and in the freezer for up to 
2 months. To recrisp the bakes, 
place them, uncovered, in a preheat­
ed 375°F oven for 5 to 10 minutes.
