Cody issues
‘warning to
Floyd board

The first warning shot from
Frankfort has been fired for Floyd
County school officials in the
form of a letter from Education
Commissioner Wilmer Cody,
which warns board members to
tread carefully regarding staffing.

In a letter dated July 7 to board

superintendent Gene Davis, Cody

- ment with the state school board to

eliminate a budget deficit,

"During the past two weeks
there have been numerous ques-
tions regarding the number of
staff, both certified and classified,
employed by the Floyd County
Board of Education," Cody said in
his letter. "There have been accu-
sations that the number of individ-
uals employed by the board of ed-
ucation exceeds the number of po-
sitions authorized by the plan to
eliminate the deficit, which has
been approved by the Kentucky
Board of Education.

"Superintendent (Gene) Davis
has verbally assured staff that the
number of current employees is
less than the number projected in
the plan to eliminate the deficit,"
Cody said.

A call to Davis and personnel
director Eugene Blackburn seek-
ing comment was not returned.

At a special meeting on June.
30, board members voted to create
seven new central office positions
without state approval, which vio-
lated state law, according to
Deputy Education Commissioner
Randy Kimbrough. Board mem-

ber Eddie Patton voted against
creating any of the positions and
board member Ray Brackett voted
against all but two of the new po-
sitions.

Kimbrough said last week that
under state law, a district operating
under an emergency declaration,
as is Floyd County, must have
prior state approval before creaf-
ing any new positions,

Cody warned in his letter that
board members should review the
laws regarding the emergency sit-
uation and pointed out statutes
which say board members could
be personally liable for any ex-
penses associated with unautho-
rized actions. He also noted that
violations of those laws could re-
sult in removal from office.

"I cannot overemphasize the
importance of obtaining prior ap-
proval for any employment con-
tract," Cody said. "The last sen-
tence of KRS. 160.550 (2) is clear

Jury returns guilty verdict on lessor
charge after two-day sex abuse trial

Note: Readers may find some
parts of this story offensive.

A Drift man has been convicted
by a Floyd County Jury of sexually
abusing two brothers.

Lawrence Bartleson, 48, of
Drift, was indicted last year on one
count of first degree sodomy and
two counts of first degree sexual

abuse. He was accused of sexually
molesting two young brothers over
a period of several years,

Jurors convicted Bartleson
Tuesday on lesser charges of first
degree sexual abuse, a felony, and
two counts of third degree sexual
abuse, misdemeanor offenses.

After a two-day trial, jurors de-
liberated for just over two hours be-
fore returning the verdict.

Jurors recommended a five-year
prison term on the felony charge,

and 90 days each and a total of
$500 in fines on the two third de-
gree sexual abuse charges. Formal
sentencing is set for August 22.

During the trial, prosecutor Brett
Davis argued that Bartleson had
sodomized the older brother some-
time between June and July 1995.
Davis said the younger brother,
who was less than 12 years old at
the time of the alleged incident,
was sexually molested by Bartleson
on several occasions.

Both victims testified that
Bartleson threatened to kill their
parents and any other person the
boys confided in if they told about
the abuse.

Defense attorney Kristi Gray ar-
gued the boys' mother had concoct-
ed the charges after Bartleson
caught the mother and the older son
having sex.

Gray also said that medical evi-

Property
sale raises
new 1ssue
for board

Floyd County school officials
have sold an half-acre piece of
property which was authorized for
sale at an April 28 special board
meeting that has been declared ille-
gal by the state Attorney General's
Office.

According to records in the
county court clerk's office, a deed
for the Spradlin Branch property,
located near Prestonsburg, was
recorded at 4:21 p.m. on June 30.

The deed, dated June 25, was to
Gary and Saundra Branham and
the price for the tract was listed at
$35,000.

Included in the deed, is a clause

" which calls for the Auxier Histori-

cal Society to remove the school
building on the property within six
months.

Board members have not voted
on how to dispose of the school
building on that site, and giving it
to the historical society could pose
a problem for board chairman
Ursal Ray Wilcox, Wilcox is re-
portedly president of the historical
society.

The deed for the property was
signed by superintendent Gene
Davis and Wilcox and recorded on
the last day of the school district's
fiscal year.

School board members and
Davis are trying to head-off a year-
end budget deficit, which could
lead to their ousters by Education
Commissioner Wilmer Cody.

The April 28 special meeting
has been declared illegal because
the board did not provide board
member Eddie Patton 24-hour
written notice of that meeting.

Patton has challenged the legal-

Patton has challenged the legali-
ty of three special meetings on that
point and an Attorney General's
decision issued last month said the
three meetings were illegal.

Paige and Fish also challenged
the legality of a May 5 meeting
because members of the media

and he expressed a concern that
local fire departments may not have
the capabilities to respond to prison
emergencies.

Dorworth answered that the fire-
fighting system at the prison would
be self-contained, with an inmate-
manned department, adding that the

COMBINED FINAL NOTIFICATION

The U.S. Department of Agriculture, Rural Development (RD) has
received an application for federal assistance from the City of
Prestonsburg Water District, SAI#961108-1187. The specific elements
of this proposed action consists of installing 3.8 miles of 4 inch, 6
inch, and 10 inch PVC waterline, two 200,000 gallons water storage
tanks and a 400 GPM booster pump station to serve 120 new cus-
tomers on various roads of Floyd County.

USDA/RD has assessed the potential environmental impacts of this
proposed action and determined that the location of the proposed
water system construction would impact the 100-year floodplain.

No effort at reform, whether it
be economic or educational, can
be successful in Eastern
Kentucky until we resolve to
address these weaknesses.

Students can’t go from high
school to college or to vocation-
al training with inadequate math
and science educations.

Reform is a wonderful con-
cept, but we can’t make our peo-
ple climb the ladder of opportu-
nity without a boost up to the
first rung.

Weriter expresses
fears of city

oppression

Editor:

I agree with your recent editorial
that annexation of the Jenny Wiley
lake property by the city of
Prestonsburg does not entail change
of ownership of the land.

A fourth class city such as
Prestonsburg or any other class city,
cannot condemn and acquire title to
state: or federal land. The political
ladder of sovereignty goes the other
way.

Yet, annexation of most of the
facilities and usable shore line of
the lake by the city raises very legit-
imate concerns for the citizens of
Floyd and surrounding counties.
Annexation gives the city economic
and political control over essential-
ly all of the recreational facilities of
the lake, including the usable shore
line and the single access road.

This is what concerns the people
of the surrounding area.

For the past half century, the lake
and its shoreline has been a “‘com-
mon” within the sense and intent of
English common law. Here, I mean
a “town common” of New England
form, land set aside for the free use
of all citizens in the political subdi-
vision.

Our people fish from the banks
of the lake, swim in its coves and
shallows; launch their boats free
from its half-dozen ramps. Pleasure
and fishing boats operate freely and
require only the normal, and univer-
sal state license.

The question is obviously how
much of this will change? How
much of this common will our peo-
ple lose? Will the city impose a $3
boat launch fee as did the city of
Grayson. Will they prohibit shore
line swimming to enhance revenues
at the swimming pool. Will the city
prohibit hunting on the lake, as they
do within the present city limits.
And, there is, of course, the ques-
tion of payroll taxes, a legitimate
question of a fourth class city
imposing a payroll tax on state
employees performing work on
state property.

Recent statements by city offi-
cials claim that actions taken by the
city are of concern only to the resi-
dents of Prestonsburg. This is not
true. When the city attempts to take
control of state and federal lands that
have served a whole region as “com-
mon land” for nearly half a century.
This is a legitimate concern for every
citizen of Eastern Kentucky.

God’s pantry
provides food
for the needy
and hungry

Editor:

Last week, a woman walked into
God’s Pantry and said she would
like to make a donation. She pulled
a tiny square from the corner of her
wallet and began unfolding it, to
eventually reveal a long-saved hun-
dred dollar bill. When she was
asked for her name and address so
that a thank-you could be sent, big
tears began to roll down her cheeks.
“No, don’t thank me,” she respond-
ed, “I'm thanking you. When I was

hungry, you fed me.” And with that,
she was gone. ¢

It is sometimes easy to get
caught up in the daily work of feed-
ing the hungry and forget what hap-
pens to the people we serve after
they leave us. It would be easy to
de-humanize our work and forget
the faces of hunger—if it weren't
for the frequent reminders that the
food we collect and distribute is for
real people, with real lives, real
worries, and usually, a real sense of
gratitude. These reminders come
just often enough to make sure we
keep a heart for our work. Let me
share a few of the most recent
reminders with you.

For the past three years, God’s
Pantry has been holding nutrition
and life skills education classes
through Super Pantry for low-
income women. The people reached
by Super Pantry are often lonely,
afraid, and unskilled. Our goal is to
empower them, help take away
their fear through education and
support and help them learn to
make the best possible use of their
available resources. This is exactly
what has happened.

Several weeks ago we received a
note from Susan, a past Super
Pantry participant. A woman with
only a seventh-grade education, she
had long been abused by her hus-
band. The letter had obviously been
difficult for her to write, but she had
poured her heart into it, struggling
to express what Super Pantry had
meant to her. “At Super Pantry, I
found my self esteem again,” she
began. “I realized how important I
am as a person to others as well as
to myself... I have a better attitude
about life.” Since that letter, she has
left her husband and begun attend-
ing GED classes.

Often, the people we serve
through our emergency pantries are
one-time recipients, people who
work hard, but occasionally find
themselves in a tight spot. An exam-
ple of this kind of person is Trudy, a
senior citizen on a fixed income
who has been caring for her ten-
year-old grandson, John, ever since
his mother died five years ago. Two
years ago, John was in an accident
and Trudy was faced with excep-
tional medical bills. Three times she
received emergency food from
God’s Pantry. We didn’t hear from
her again until the following hand-
written note came along with a bag
of groceries. “My grandson and I
would like to thank you for the food
you gave us when we needed it.
We'd like to share some food with
God’s Pantry so some other family
in need can be fed. God bless you.”

The people we see every day at
God’s Pantry are not the people that
you will hear about on the news.
The people we help are the ones
affected by the recent discontinua-
tion of GED programs and cuts in
food stamps. They are people quiet-
ly trying to make ends meet by
working at minimum wage jobs,
often part-time, or budgeting their
minimal social security check.

When they don’t succeed and have
nowhere else to turn, they come to
us.

Few people enjoy accepting
charity, and our clients are no
exception. That’s why we come to
work some mornings to find small
bags of groceries waiting on the
step.

That's why we receive checks
for $5 with a handwritten thank-you
note.

That’s why every so often a per-
son will walk in off the street and
ask to do some volunteer work in
our warehouse.

Earlier this year when Patrik
Baldauff, the executive producer at
Jenny Wiley Theatre was looking
for a quilt-maker to design a piece
exemplifying the excitement of the
theater's 1997 season, he turned to
a divine source. The nuns who
make up the staff at David
Appalachian Crafts in David, glad-
ly agreed to take on the assignment

_of making the quilt.

“The Hills are Alive” was to be
the theme of the quilt and Sisters
Ruth Ann Iwanski, Anna Hicks and
Madeline Cole were commis-
sioned to create the piece.

“We knew that we had to do
something with the mountains in
the design,” Sister Iwanski writers
in a short explanation of the inspi-
ration involved in the quilt’s cre-
ation. “We thought of representing
each of the plays, but we wanted to
do something a bit more subtle.”

That “something subtle” turned

#out to be an idea inspired by the
real-life drama that is the constant-
ly shifting but consistently beauti-
ful images of the mountains from
season (o season.

The queen-size quilt is a study
in design and color. It has an outer
border of deep crimson, and inner
borders of flowers and perlwmk]e

The quilt’s inner region is a repre-
sentation of the Appalachian
mountains and foliage in all their
splendor. From above, a blue sky
smiles down on mountain wild-
flowers and colorful butterflies in
flight. On the other side of the
quilt, a subtle pattern of white
musical notes can be found.

“Each season, every day, the
mountains show a different face,”
Sister Iwanski writes. “They cer-
tainly are “alive” and ever-chang-
ing. We wanted to capture each of
the seasons and some of the special
pieces of nature that the mountains
in Eastern Kentucky reveal.”

Sister Iwanski said that she and
the other sisters gained inspiration
from their surroundings and each
other. In her description of the
quilt’s inspiration, she writes:
“Spring shows pink with the red-
buds and creeping phlox. Next
comes the dogwood that bloom as
the redbuds are fading. The spring
flowers greet one at almost any
turn. And the butterflies are there
to start their work of pollinating.

Gradually the hills turn many
pastel shades as the trees flower
and change to greens—and it’s
summer. Summer greens gradually
transition into sublie hues of fa!l

Mrs. Daniels said state law
requires all teaching staff
members to be in place by
July 15 and that she is hopeful
that both Hall and Webb are at
South Floyd when school
begins.

“We are still waiting for the
final line from the school
board as to who will be here,”
said Daniels. “I know there
have been a whole lot of
rumors going around.”

[f Hall and Webb are not on
the list of returning teachers,
then replacements will be
found from the teachers that
will staff South Floyd High
School this coming school
year.

Rumored to replace Hall as
boys head coach is former
Prestonsburg girls coach
Harold  Tackett. Former
Martin Middle School girls
coach John Martin has been
said to be the new girls coach
at South Floyd. But Mrs.
Daniels says nothing has been
finalized on either position
and will not be until July 15.

Coach Hall said he had spo-
ken with school superinten-
dent Gene Davis and was told
that he (Davis) was trying to
place all tenured teachers first.

“If that is the case then I
have no gripes with that,” said
Coach Hall. “T want to be back
at South Floyd. Whoever gets
the job will have a strong team
for the next three years.”

Coach Martin confirmed
that he would be at South
Floyd this coming school year
as a teacher but could not con-
firm the rumored coaching
change.

Vince Yarborough looks to be next in UK's line of ‘a few good men’

A few good men. Make that sev-
eral good men, have left their marks
on University of Kentucky basket-
ball. And apparently another good
one is on his way to Lexington.

Vince Yarborough, a lithe 6-7,
194-pound guard-forward at Grant
Hill High School in Cleveland,
Tenn. may be ready to verbally
commit to attend college and play
basketball at the University of
Kentucky.

Yarborough, who won't be 17
years old until next March, report-
edly will choose UK over
Tennessee and North Carolina. He
will announce for UK before the
end of July then sign officially with
the Wildcats during October’s early
period, becoming Tubby Smith’s
first blue chip recruit.

Considered one of the top five
high school prospects in the class of
1998, Yarborough—an exceptional
student—averaged 19 points, 10
rebounds, seven blocked shots and
five assists as a junior at Grant Hill.

Numbers aside, the youngster's
qualities that promise to stir the
imaginations of Kentucky fans are
these: he is unselfish, has excellent
instincts, is extremely coachable,
and can play three positions.

“Presence-wise and team-wise,
he’s a Jack Givens type who enjoys
ball movement, being involved off
the ball, and making a good pass,”
one evaluator said. “If UK gets him,
Kentucky fans accustomed to
watching Ron Mercer and Derek
Anderson play team balil, are going
love him. Yarborough is a kid who
gives you what he’s got. And he can
play all day.”

Yarborough hinted last week he
might commit to UK early because
he wants to avoid the high-pressure
recruiting through the summer and
autumn,

Scuttlebutt is the youngster may
have made up his mind after an
unofficial visit to UK’s campus and
a visit with Tubby Smith last
month.

Footnote: Yarborough told USA
Today that his doctor said he is still
growing. “Doctors predict 7 feet."
he said. I hope I get there.”

Kentucky fans hope he gets to
Lexington.

REMEMBERING DAVEY!

Life is all too hard to understand
sometimes. Events happen, and
things take place which are far
beyond our capacities of compre-
hension. Such was the case in the
summer of 1993 when on July 13th,
Davey Allison took his last breath
upon the face of this earth. This
week will mark the anniversary of
one of NASCAR’s darkest days,
the day we said good-bye to Davey,

Davey Allison died as a result of
head injuries suffered in a heli-
copter crash which took place at the
Talladega Super Speedway on July
12, 1993, He and long-time Allison
friend, Red Farmer, were flying to
watch fellow Alabama Gang mem-
Neil Bonnett, practice his
Winston Cup ride.

What a privilege it was to watch
this hard charger exhibit his fine
array of driving skills. For six full
season on the Winston Cup tour,
Davey Allison thrilled fans and for-
ever etched his name into the books
as one of NASCAR's greatest dri-
Vers.

In 1985, he ran his first Winston
Cup race at Talladega and drove his
car home to a fine 10th place finish.
From that moment on, everyone
knew he was destined for greatness.
In 1987, he became the first rookie
to ever win two races in his first full
season of competition. These wins
helped him go on to easily become
NASCAR's Rookie of the Year.

In particular, Davey’s 1992 sea-
son stands out in the minds of

many. He won the Daytona 500 in
dominating style. He won The
Winston in a heart-pounding finish
as he crossed the line sideways
after coming in contact with Kyle
Petty's Mello Yello Pontiac. The
1992 season was particularly hard
on the Alabama native. Four times
he spent the day after a race in a
hospital bed. Remarkably, he would
g0 on to post five wins in 1992 and
finish third in the WC point stand-
ings.

Davey gave us plenty of memo-
ries which we as race fans can cher-
ish for years to come. Aside from
his dramatic finish in the 1992 run-
ning of the Winston, the young and
talented Allison contributed other
memorable moments to the world
of racing.

Let’s flash back to 1987 when he
passed by his father, Bobby Allison,
on the final lap of the Talladega
DieHard 500 for his first career vic-
tory. Davey was carrying an in-car
camera and as his Texaco Ford
passed his father’s ride, Bobby
waved to him as he sped on by. Can
we even begin to imagine how
proud Bobby Allison was at the
time?

Davey and his father had anoth-
er memorable finish that is worth
mentioning. It came in the form of
the 1988 Daytona 500. Bobby won
the race and Davey finished sec-
ond. It was not only a joy for
Allison fans, but for the entire
Allison family as well,

Davey’s brief career saw him
start 191 Winston Cup events.
During that span, he collected 19
wins, 93 top-tens, and 14 pole posi-

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.EIK to return to Kentucky

Elk will once again roam in
Kentucky beginning this winter. In
its regularly scheduled June meet-
ing, the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources
(KDFWR) Commission approved a
project to reintroduce free-ranging
elk to the state.

Prior to the meeting, department
officials: asked for public input
about the project. The public was
notified about the proposed reintro-
duction through news releases and
public presentations. Nearly 3,100
comments were received about the
project. Of those, 90 percent were
supportive of reintroducing elk to
Kentucky.

Archeological and historical
records show that Eastern elk once
existed across the state. However,
the native species went extinct in
the mid 1800s, primarily because of
unregulated shooting. Likely, the
genetic material carried by the
Eastern elk now resides in the
Rocky Mountain and Manitoban
subspecies.

# According to the reintroduction

plan, 200 elk will be released in
Southeastern Kentucky in the
1997-98 winter. The initial release
will take place on a 475,000 acre
block of land that adjoins reclaimed
strip-mine land owned by the
Cyprus-Amax Coal Company near
Hazard. Future elk releases will

also take place in Eastern
Kentucky.
The Rocky Mountain Elk

Foundation (RMEF) has committed
$50,000 from its North American

@ Habitat Fund to fund each of the

#

first three years of the project. The
organization also pledged to raise
an additional $750,000 to help
complete the project.

RMEEF volunteer Kentucky State
Chair Tom Baker commented,
“This is an exciting time for
Kentucky. We have the opportunity
to take a leadership role in restoring
elk to areas where they were histor-
ically abundant. We'll once again
be able to hear the bugle of a bull

elk echo through the mountains of

Eastern Kentucky.”
Baker also said that Kentuckians

owe Cyprus-Amax a debt of grati-
tude for helping make this wildlife
restoration opportunity possible,
and he hopes other corporations
will step forward and join this his-
toric effort.

The RMEEF is an international,
nonprofit conservation organiza-
tion whose mission 1s (o ensure the
future of elk, other wildlife and
their habitat. '

The commission also approved a
five-day, fall turkey shotgun season
for December 1998. The limit will
be one bird, and the 1998 season
will be open only in counties with
large turkey populations.

Tentative dates for migratory
bird and early waterfowl seasons
were approved and unchanged,
except for calendar shifts, pending
federal approval. Dove season will
be September 1-30, October 4-27,
from 11 am. to sunset, and
November 27-December 2, sunrise
to sunset. The daily limit will
remain 15 birds.

Other items approved by the
KDFWR Commission included a

tanse

ban on the importation of wild
canids (foxes) and raccoons from
states having documented rabies in
these species, The ban will expire
when a state has had no reports of
rabies in these species for 18
months. A regulatory change was
also filed to set limits on importing
and possessing exotic wildlife that
are dangerous to humans or poten-
tially harmful to native ecosystems.

Some fishing-related changes
were approved to take effect March
1, 1998. The minimum size limit on
largemouth bass for Carter Caves
lakes was reduced to 15 inches.
Also, at the start of the new license
year, fishing season on Peabody
Wildlife Management Area’s
Goose, South and Island lakes will
be March 16-October 14. Special
size and creel limits will also be
removed from the major tributaries
of Barren River Lake beginning a
their last bridge crossings befo:
the lake.

The next meeting of the
KDFWR Commission will be in

late August.

Each year, the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
1 Resources (KDFWR) receives calls
- from people who have picked up
what they thought were orphaned
wildlife and want to know what to
do, The best advice is “Look, but

don't touch!"
While attempts to “rescue”
i young wildlife are often made with

q‘, the best intentions, in most cases,

‘the efforts are detrimental to the
animals involved. Often the young
wildlife has not been orphaned at
all.

This is especially true of white-
tailed deer and other mammals.
Whitetail does typically leave their
fawns unattended for long periods
of time. But this doesn’t mean that
the young deer have been aban-
doned. The mother deer returns
later to tend to its young.

If you discover a young wild
mammal or bird, do not handle it.
' Keep children and pets from dis-
! turbing the area. Staying away from
! the site will prevent stress on the
: young creature and increase the
: chances that the adult will return to
E care for its young,

i Unfortunately, some people take
. young wildlife out of its natural
. environment to care for it. Taking
+care of any wild animal newborn is
cextremely difficult, and in many
Y cases, when a newborn animal is
; removed from the wild it dies.

‘i Humans are no substitute for natur-

ral  wildlife parents. Adopting
!wildlife as a pet is also illegal
{ unless a permit is acquired first.
. In the past, the KDFWR Game
‘Farm was a place wildlife “res-
- cuers” could unload their problems.
, When untamed pets became too
‘much to handle, the animals were
“donated” to the KDFWR. Most of
these orphans could not be returned
to the wild after human interven-
tion.

Now KDFWR administrators
emphasize wildlife education and

‘}consewation. Part of that effort

includes discouraging people from
removing wildlife from the wild
and teaching better methods of
interacting with young wildlife.

Therefore, the department no
longer accepts wildlife pets or
orphaned wildlife at its headquar-
ters. Likewise, releasing animals on
the Game Farm property is not per-
mitted.

So, what should you do if you
see a young or injured animal? The
best advice is “Look, but don’t
touch!” Nature has a way of taking
care of its own.

PEREGRINE PROJECT OFF
TO A FLYING START

On June 4, the first group of five
young peregrines arrived at the
Kentucky Utilities Company’s
Ghent Generating Station in Carroll
County on the Ohio River. Each
one was fitted with two identifica-
tion bands and a radio transmitter
and marked with nontoxic spray
paint.

A hack box is an artificial nest
box with removable bars. The birds
are kept in the boxes about 10 days
or until their flight feathers devel-
op.

During this time, food and water
are provided without direct human
contact. Biologists monitor the
birds’ activities and behavior with
the aid of video surveillance equip-
ment. After about 10 days, the bars
are removed from boxes and the
peregrines begin making their first
flights.

The male birds were ready to fly
after nine days in the hack boxes.
The bars were removed from the
box and they were free to start fly-
ing. The females were released
after 13 days.

These birds will remain in the
area for a few more weeks until
they perfect their flying skills and
learn how to hunt on their own.
Until that time, biologists will con-
tinue monitoring the birds and pro-
viding food and water.

The second group of five pere-
grines arrived on June 16 and took
up residence in the empty hack
boxes. They will remain there until
their flight feathers develop, then
they too will be released to the
wild.

Beginning in June 1993, the
KDFWR began releasing pere-
grines in the Bluegrass as part of a
national effort to restore these

FOR THE PROPERTY TAX
ASSESSMENT ROLE

The Floyd County real property tax roll will be opened for
inspection from July 14 through July 29, 1997. Under the
supervision of the property valuation administrator or one
of the deputies, any person may inspect the tax roll.

This is the January 1, 1997 assessment on which state,
county and school taxes for 1997 will be due about

The tax roll is in the office of the property valuation admin-
istrator in the county courthouse and may be inspected
between the hours 8 a.m. and 4 p.m.

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on
real property made by the PVA must first request a
conference with the PVA or a designated deputy. The
conference may be held prior to or during the inspec-

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real
property, after the conference with the PVA or designated
deputy, may appeal to the county board of assessment

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in per-
son or sending a letter or other written petition stating the
reasons for appeal, identifying the property and stating
the taxpayer's opinion of the fair cash value of the prop-

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk's office
no later than one work day following the conclusion

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of
assessment appeals, or failing to appear before the
board, either in person or by designated representa-
tive, will not be eligible to appeal to the Kentucky

Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be
made to the county board of assessment appeals.
Personal property taxpayers shall be served notice under
the provisions of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have the
protest and appeal rights granted under the provisions of

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer
does not agree with the assessment value of personal
property as determined by the office of property valuation

(1) He must list under protest (for certificaiton) what he
believes to be the fair cash value of his property.

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the
Department of Property Taxation within 30 days
from the date of the notice of assessment.

(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS

(4) The final decision of the Revenue Cabinet may be
appealed to the Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.

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Summer squash: An abundance of opportunity

Most first-time gardeners have
an amusing story to tell about how
many zucchini they harvested after
planting the entire package of zuc-
chini seeds. Easy to grow, a
healthy zucchini plant can produce
approximately eight pounds in a
season. Two or three plants should
yield enough to feed a family of
four and provide some to give
away as well.

Summer squash are easy 10 pre-
pare and possess a mild flavor that
makes them excellent additions to
everything from grilled kabobs to

 frozen yogurt. Since they are abun-
’ dant all season, be creative in your
uses. Basil, allspice, rosemary and
marjoram combine well to enhance
their flavor, :

Summer squash include a num-
ber of different warm-weather veg-
etables which include the most
popular zucchini, yellow crook-
necks and straightnecks and the
less-known patty pan, a pale-green
squash with a scalloped edge.
Zucchini can no longer be
described as smooth, long and dark
green as they can be pastel green,

%righi yellow or round. Delicate
round zucchini are rarely produced

commercially because their tender
pale-green skins bruise easily.
Ideal for stuffing, round zucchini
range from golf ball to orange size.
Sauté the petite round zucchini or
grill them on skewers.

Summer squash should be
refrigerated after harvest and
should be eaten within a few days
of harvest for optimum guality and
nutrition. Summer squash is a good
source of vitamin A, phosphorus,
calcium, potassium and niacin, A
half cup serving contains 45-65
calories depending on the prepara-
tion method used.

For a little variety, try the fol-
lowing recipe for Chocolate
Squash Cake.

CHOCOLATE SQUASH CAKE

Yield: 10 servings

6 large eggs, separated

/2 tsp. eream of tartar

3/4 cup sugar

1/2 cup unsalted butter, soft-
ened

I ¢. warm milk (110° to 115°)

3 Thsp. sugar

1 Thsp. salt

3 Thsp. shortening

4 to 4 1/2 c. all-purpose flour

Oil for deep-fat frying

Dissolve yeast in water. Add
milk, sugar, salt, shortening and two
cups flour; beat until smooth. Stir in
enough remaining flour to form a
soft dough. On a floured board,
knead until smooth and elastic, six
to eight minutes. Place in a greased
bowl: turn once to grease top.

Winning the ant war

Ants are one of the most fre-
quent and persistent pests encoun-
tered around the home. At least a
dozen species may be found
indoors, including pavements ants,
carpenter ants, odorous house ants,
acrobat ants and pharaoh ants.
Beside being a nuisance, they cont-
aminate food, build unsightly
mounds on our property, and cause
structural damage by hollowing out
wood for nesting.

Ant control can be very frustrat-
ing. Repeated attempts often are
required (o maintain ants at tolera-
ble levels. This column provides
ups on how to eliminated ants with
more success and less effort.

The mistake most people make
when attempting to control ants is
only spraying the ones they see.
This approach usually fails,
because the ants seen foraging over
exposed surfaces are only a small
portion of the colony. Typically,
there will be thousands of addition-
al ants, including one or more egg-
laying queens hidden somewhere in
a nest. The importance of eliminat-
ing queens and other colony mem-
bers within nests cannot be over-
stated and is the key to effective ant
control.

Ants build their nests in many
different locations, both inside and
outside buildings. Control of
indoor-nesting ants requires a
somewhat different approach than
ants nesting outdoors, because
indoor nests usually are hidden or
inaccessible.

Buildings contain many favor-
able nesting sites for ants. Preferred
sites include spaces behind walls,
cabinets, light switches and recep-
tacles, behind window and doors
frames, and beneath floors. Most of
these area are hidden, making il
extremely difficult to determine the
precise location of the ant colony.

When the location of the nest
cannot be determined, or the nest is
inaccessible, insecticidal baits are
the preferred solution for home-
owners. The advantage in using
baits is that foraging ants take the

insecticide back to their nest and
feed it to the queen(s) and other
members of the colony. Within a
short period of time (usually within
a week), the colony is destroyed.

Ant baits are convenient to use.
Two of the more effective con-
tainerized bait products which can
be purchased in most stores are
Combat ® SuperBait for ants and
Raid Ant Bait (Mettastop ®),
(Where trade names are used, no
endorsement is intended, nor criti-
cism implied of similar products
not named.) Place the baits next to
wherever ants are seen, preferably
beside ant “trails"—invisible odor
trails that worker ants follow
between food and the nest.

Do not spray other insecticides
or cleaning agents around the bait
stations, as this will keep ants from
feeding on the bait. At first you will
see an increased number of ants
around the station, Do not spray
them. This indicates that the ants
are feeding on the bait and trans-
porting the insecticide back to the
nest. Ant activity around the bait
station should subside in a few days
as the number of ants in the colony
declines,

Insecticidal baits will not nor-
mally control carpenter ants. If you
have carpenter ants call the exten-
sion office and ask for publication
ENT-57, Ant Control In and
Around Structures.

Ant entry into homes can be
reduced by caulking around doors
(especially along bottom outside
edge of thresholds), windews, and
openings where pipes and wire
enter the building.

Broadcast spaying or applying
conventional insecticide granules
to the yard (e.g. diazinon or
Dursban) seldom, if ever solves an
indoor ant problem. In Kentucky,
such applications are a waste of
money, effort, and a potential pol-
luter of streams, lakes and waster
water, They also eliminate benefi-
cial ants which may be important
allies in suppressing other pests on
your property.
