Be­
cause the files were sealed, those 
persons com 1cted of sex crimes 
were not entered into the circuit 
clerk'" computer network 

John Caudill sa1d those files 
were mistakenly sealed under a 
pnor order wh1ch prevented those 
names from being listed on the net­
work. Former Floyd County circuit 
judges sealed some of those 
records. 

Caudill said after the error was 
pointed out. the court order sealing 
files was changed and those cases 
are being added to the netwo{k. 

ltr The cnminal files sealed by the 
court were requested by grand ju­
ries through the commonwealth at­
torney in order to protect the vic­
tims of sexual abuse, Caudill said. 
But the name of the offender and 
the nature of the offense were re­
leased to the media when indict­
ments are returned. 

Caudill said he was unaware the 
orders prevent the offender's name 
from being placed on the computer 
network. The circuit clerk's office 
is responsible for putting that infor-

'1 mation in the computer network.

Stabbing, shooting, and 
assault cases waived to GJ

The case of a Floyd County man 
who allegedly stabbed anoth.er man 
with a steak knife in order to "shut 
him up" was waived to a grand jury 
Wednesday in Floyd District Court. 

Hobert Slone, no age available, 
of Blue River, was arrested on July 
11 for allegedly stabbing Melvin 
Shepherd, of David . Slone is 
charged with second degree as­
sault. 

KSP trooper John M. Slone tes­
tified Wednesday during a prelimi­
nary hearing that a caller notified 
the post that a man showed up on 
his door step and needed medical 
attention for a stabbing wound. 

Tpr. Slone said when he arrived 
at the caller's residence, it was ob­
vious Shepherd was intoxicated, 

"but be was able to tell me the de­
fendant , Hobert Slone, stabbed him 
with a steak knife." 

The trooper testified that he 
found Slone at Barb Bradley's res­
idence and she stated that an argu­
ment had been going on between 
Shepherd and Slone. 

"They (Slone and Shepherd) 
had been yelling at one another," 
Trooper Slone testified. "The de­
fendant stated he was going to go 
over there and shut him up." 

Bradley apparently told the 
trooper that Slone left her resi­
dence for approximately 30 min­
utes, and when he returned, the 
only statement he said to her was "I 
shut him up." 

Slone's attorney, Kristi Gray, 
asked Trooper Slone if Shepherd 
had related any information about 
the argument to him. 

The trooper said Shepherd re­
ported that Slone had come over to 
his house and they were sitting 
around drinking. 

"He (Shepherd) got up to get a 
beer and felt something stick in his 
back," the trooper said, recalling 
the victim's statement. 

Slone was originally charged 
with first degree assault, but after a 
motion from his attorney, Gray, the 
charge was amended to second de­
gree assault. 

Gray said it was apparent that 
the incident was not life threaten­
ing - which constitutes a first de­
gree offense - because the victim 
did not require surgery and the 
wound was not near any vital or­
gans. 

Gray also requested a bond re-

Mine superintendent 
indicted by federal 
grand jury in Ashland

The superintendent of a Floyd 
County mine, where a Honaker 
man was killed last year in a roof 
fall, was indicted by a federal grand 
jury for allegedly violating manda­
tory health and safety standards and 
falsifying mine records. 

Bill Jones, of Knott County, is 
charged with more than ten safety 
violations and with making false 
entries on mine records between 
May 15, 1996 and August 19, 1996 
at the M&D Coal Company Inc·. 
No. 3 Mine, located near Honaker. 

Tracy Bryant, 20, of Honaker, 
was killed on August 15 -his sec-

ond day working at the mine -
when a six foot by 11-foot section 
of the mine's unsupported roof fell 
on him. 

The accident was not reported to 
the Department of Minerals and 
Mines and the Mine Safety and 
Health Administration until 17 
hours later - the following morn­
ing. 

Muncie Meade, who was an op­
erator at the mine when the acci­
dent occurred, denied rumors last 
year that he or other workers were 
aware of the roof fall the day before 
the incident was reported.

Ruling on competency 
expected soon for Hall

A ruling is expected soon on 
whether a Floyd County man is 
competent to stand trial on charges 
he threatened two circuit judges 
and if he is able to participate in his 
defense. 

Special Floyd Ju4ge Stephen 
"Nick" Frazier held a competency 
hearing Friday for Price Hall, 54, of 
McDowell. 

Hall is charged with threatening 
Floyd Circuit Judges Danny P. 
Caudill and John David Caudill. 
Hall has been indicted on two 
charges of intimidating a judicial 
officer. 

At Friday's hearing, two medical 
doctors disagreed on Hall's mental 
state. 

Dr. Michael Pravtez testified 
that Hall showed signs of an anti­
social personality disorder and suf­
fered from paranoia. Pravtez said, 
in his opinion, Hall needed to be 
admitted to a psychiatric hospital. 

"If things don't go as he expects, 
he threatens violence," Pravtez tes­
tified. "He doesn't know right from 
wrong." 

Hall believes there is a conspira­
cy between the judges, his court­
appointed attorney and local law 
enforcement officials to have him 
locked up, Pravtez said. 

Victoria Yunker, a psychiatrist 
with the Kentucky Correctional 
Psychiatric Center (KCPC), dif­
fered in her opinion of Hall's men­
tal state, saying she felt he was 

competent to stand trial. 
She said that on arrival for his 

first visit to KCPC, Hall arrived 
with foil on his head, claiming he 
was hearing voices. 

Yunker said on Hall's second 
visit that he admitted he was acting 
strangely at his first visit on pur­
pose in order to try to get out of 
trouble. She said Hall had a bad 
temper and found it difficult to con-

Naming private attorneys to state 
Supreme Court creates problems 

The practice of appointing private attorneys as special justices on the 
Kentucky Supreme Court unnecessarily creates problems. There are at 
least two better ways of handling Supreme Court vacancies created 
when a justice must step aside in a particular case. 

There is good reason to question just how impartial Margaret Keane, 
president of the Louisville Bar Association, was when she filled in for 
a justice to hear a drunken driving case. After all, just two months prior 
to hearing that important case as a special justice, Keane had pleaded 
guilty to drunken driving. 

Louisville attorney Tim Conway also had a built-in conflict of inter­
est in participating in a high court decision allowing children to collect 
damages for the loss of a parent's companionship in wrongful-death 
suits. While we agree with the court's 4-3 ruling in the case, Conway 
had no business participating in it. As a plaintiffs' lawyer, he could ben­
efit financially from the increased rights given children. 

The Kentucky Supreme Court regularly makes decisions that direct­
ly impact lawyers. While attorneys may honestly think they can objec­
tively rule in cases that could affect their livelihood, their mere pres­
ence on the court raises serious questions of propriety. 

One way of avoiding this problem is to assign judges from lower 
courts to fill vacancies on the Supreme Court. Judges who did not hear 
the case before the Kentucky Court of Appeals or circuit courts judges 
could easily serve as special justices. 

However, a better way is to not fill the vacancy and decide the case 
with a fewer number of justices. That's what the U.S. Supreme Court 
does if there is a vacancy or if one of the justices cannot hear a case. 
Six justices should be just as capable as seven in arriving at a proper 
decision, and should they be deadlocked, the lower court ruling would 
stand. 

Kentucky is believed to be the only state to appoint private attorneys 
as special justices. There's a good reason for that. It's a bad practice.

The 'average cost of 
winning a US Senate race is close 
to five million dollars. Granted, 
much of that money comes from 
direct donations and soft money, 
but those donations primarily go to 
those who are already in a finan­
cial or political position to win a 
congressional race. So bumping 
congressional salaries to over 
$133,000 is not likely to attract a 
different breed of politician. Only ,_ 
sweeping reforms to the campaign 
finance system would attract the 
common man into national poli­
tics.

When publicly 
arguing for a pay 
increase, a legis­
lator has to be 
creative to avoid 
looking self-serv­
ing. The most 
common (and 
probably the most 
illogical) claim is 
the "millionaire 
argument" -only 
millionaires can 
afford to serve 
with the paltry 
salary legislators 
are paid. The millionaire argument holds 

a proposal offered by Senators 
Wellstone, (D-MN) and 
Brownback, (R-KS) to forgo the 
pay increase. Wellstone explained 
that in this period of struggle to 
reduce the deficit, "more than 90 
percent of the budget reductiOns in 
entitlement programs came from 
programs affecting low-income 

Sen. Stevens 
was creative in arguing for the pay 
increase, and he didn't leave out 
the millionaire argument, saying 
"What the Senate is doing, in my 
judgment, is setting the course to 
assure that the people serving in 
th1s body will either be multimil­
lionaires or they will be the people 
who are not capable of earning 
over $100,000 anyway ... The peo­
ple would either work for nothing, 
because they are so rich they can, 
or the people that could not make 
the money that they would make 
here would come for the pay. Now, 
Mr. President, we have to make up 
our mind what kind of a body we 
want in the Congress." 

Taking offense to Stevens' com­
ments, Senator Wellstone, who 
used to be a teacher, responded in 
outrage, "Let's not assume that 
because someone was a teacher or 
a wage earner, and didn't make 
$100,000 a year, that somehow 
they don't have that much value. 
What in the world does that com­
ment mean? .. . When I hear this 
argument that the only people that 
are going to come here are million­
aires or people who can't make 
$100,000 a year, there is an impli­
cation that these aren't the people 
you want to have come here. I 
think it would be good if we have 
lots of those people here. I sure 
didn't feel like I was not of value 

a little more water when used by 
state politicians seeking public 
approval of a pay raise. For one, it 
takes only a fraction of the money 
spent by a congressional candidate 
to win a seat in the General 
Assembly. Anyone who can afford 
to get by on General Assembly­
man's pay, while keeping their old • 
job, can throw their hat into the 
ring. So, an increase in a legisla­
tor's salary could, theoretically, 
provide a greater incentive for the 
common man to run for office. 

The fact is, however, 
Kentucky's legislators probably 
are underpaid considering the 
hours and travel they must appor­
tion away from their regular jobs. 

Yet, in spite of the low salary, 
the General Assembly is not over­
flowing with millionaires. The mil­
lionaire argument, again, falls e 
short as justification for a pay 
raise. 

The millionaire argument is a 
useful tool for legislators who han­
dle the "hot potato" of salary 
increases. But when a politician 
can honestly stand proud and say, 
"We have earned this salary 
increase and, for no reason, we 
should get it!" only then, do they 
truly deserve a pay raise. 

For, m the words of Senator 
Wellstone, "When I hear the (mil- • 
lionaire) argument. . .! frankly think 
it is not a credible argument."

Little served in the Kentucky 
General Assembly for 21 years, and 
during his term of office in 1990 
got a line item approved in the 
General Assembly's budget that 
allocated $4 million to a Shelby 
Valley vocational school The Pike 
County School Board gave 4.1 

t1 acres of land to the state for the 
school but, after bids for the facili­
ty came in too high, the project 
took a hiatus. 

Thls past Monday, Governor 
Paul Patton unveiled plans to build 
a $12 million Pike County 
Regional Technology Center. The 
school, which will have space 
available for Prestonsburg 
Community College classes, is 
scheduled to open in two years. The 
center will be built on the rivemll 
in Pikeville. * Little, who is a supervisor with 
the Pike County Board of 
Education, has called the press con­
ference for 6 p.m.

wr·ting portfolios may be worth more than students think 
Many recent Kentucky h1gh 

school graduates applying for col­
lege are findmg that their writing 
portfolios are more Important than 
they thought. 

The value of the 12th-grade 
writing portfolios has gone beyond 
the bounds of KIRIS. Kentucky 
colleges and universities are begin­
ning to use c;emor writmg portfolios 
to determine student placement in 
freshman composition courses and 
to grant credit hours for exceptional 
portfolios. 

The University of Louisville's 
"Portfolio Placement ProJect" is an 
example. TI1is pilot project, in its 
fourth year, is open to all Kentucky 
students. The KIRIS writing portfo­
lio is the sole criteria for placement. 

Brian Huot, project director, 
says that using portfolios to place 
students in entry-level Enghsh has 
several advantages over the more 
traditional ACT, SAT or CLEP 
exams. Huot asserts that because 
portfolios are developed over an 
extended period of time and contain 
a variety of types of writing. they 
are a better mdicator of a student's 
level of performance and achieve­
ment. He said the instructors who 
evaluate the portfolios find the 
reflective pieces of writing, such as 
the letter to the reviewer, panicular­
ly helpful. 

In the letter to the reviewer, stu­
dents frequently comment on their 
growth as writers and what they 
perceive to be their major strengths

and weaknesses. They also discuss 
factors that have influenced their 
writing and, in some instances, 
explain why they favor one piece 
over another and elaborate on bow 
it was developed. This "self-evalua­
tion" encourages students to look at 
their work objectively and often 
provides instructors with clues to 
the overall quality of the portfoho. 

Huot said the original scores 
assigned to the portfolios by the 
high school cluster scorers are not 
used for placing students. Instead, 
the course instructors review the 
portfolios in light of the standards 
that have been established by the U 
of L English Department for the 
particular level of course being 
taught. 

Although the student sampling 
for this pilot project is small, the 
statistics indicate a higher rate of 
success for portfolio-placed stu­
dents than for those placed by other 
means. 

Murray State University now 
·uses the portfolios for placement 
and gives college credit for excep­
tional portfolios. 

Other colleges, including 
Northern Kentucky University and 
Thomas More College, are consid­
ering other ways to use the writing 
portfolios. Thomas More College is 
considering giving students with 
"distinguished" portfolios six col­
lege credits for English 101 and 
102. Students with "proficient" 
portfolios could earn three credits. 

. "We feel pretty comfortable with 
what we've seen with the writing 
portfolios," says Ray Hebert, dean 
and vice president of academic 
affairs at the college. "If those port­
folios are to mean anything in grade 
12, colleges have to show they are 
important." 

Educators say that some seniors 
have questioned the need to achieve 
higher levels on their writing port­
folios because they feel it doesn't 
help them beyond high schooL 

As Kentucky colleges and uni­
versities began to place greater 
emphasis on writing portfolios, 
high school seniors have reason, 
besides assessment, to be attentive 
to the quality of writing that goes 
into them.

A man and his teen-age son were 
killed and another son critically 
injured Monday in a two-vehicle 
accident on Town Mountam Road.

911 service is in jeopardy

The fate of seven jobs at Martin 
County's 911 service are apparently 
in jeopardy as local officials debate 
on whether or not to relinquish con­
trol of the county's emergency ser· 
vice to the Kentucky State Police. 

The service, in its fourth year of 
operation and paid for, in part, by a 
"voluntary" $1 per month charge to 
Marun County residents' phone 
bills, is but the latest emergency 
service agency to fall prey to bud­
get cuts imposed by Martin County 
Fiscal Court. The cuts, according to 
Martin County Judge-Executive 
Kelly Callaham, were necessary to 
help pay off a $200,000 deficit. 

Though 911 has never been the 
direct target of budget cuts, its abil­
ity to provide 911 dispatching for 
county residents has been hampered 
by a political war between Martin 
County Sheriff Darriel Young and 
the Callaham administration -
brought on by the fiscal court's 
decision to eliminate some $50,000 
a year from the shenff's annual 
budget. 

Shortly after the cuts were 
adopted in the 1997-98 fiscal year 
budget, Young officially laid off all 
but one paid deputy on his staff. He 
also discontinued paying $13,600 
per year for a full-time dispatcher 
for the 911 service, saying that he 
could no longer afford the contribu­
tion. The sheriff's budget is esti­
mated at more than $229,000 per 
year. The effect, according to 911 
board members, has been a "domi­
no effect" which has put the service 
seriously in jeopardy. 

According to former 911 board 
member Carlos Cassady. who said 

he wanted to resign his position last 
week, the service, even with the 
help of Young's office and funding 
from Martm County Fiscal Court, 
would be operating close to finan­
cial ruin. 

"It could make Jt, but this is 
something that should have been 
addressed when the service began 
four years ago," he said. 

At present, the service generates 
some $4,800 per month by the one 
dollar charge to residents' monthly 
phone bills. But the basic charge for 
keeping the service open is nearly 
$4,100 per month. With the rest of 
the money, the service must provide 
for paying the salary of four 
employees. utilities and other costs. 
The service has about $100 m its 
bank account - and will probably 
run close to $12,000 in debt at the 
end of the year. 

Though the outlook IS bleak, 
Cassady said, the service has 
options available to it. He said the 

board could raise to $2 the monthly 
charge to residents' phone bills. He 
also said that Young has offered to 
use the sheriff's office for dispatch­
ing from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. each 
workday and the 911 service work­
ers could dispatch from 4:30p.m. to 
8 a.m. and on weekends. The board 
could also relinquish control of 911 
to the Kentucky State Police Post in 
Pikeville (as originally planned 
when 911 was mwated nearly five 
years ago.)

Sheriff says he won't pay

A forceful memorandum sent by 
Mayor Richard "Hank" Salyer to 
this town's volunteer fire depart­
ment is drawing staunch criticism 
from firemen, who threaten to dis­
band the department. 

At a special meeting of the 
Elkhorn City Council last Tuesday, 
firefighters said they are "tired of 

. • being pushed around by the city" 
and will leave the department if the 
alleged mistreatment is not stopped. 

"We've had a friction ever since 
you've been in." Fire Chief Jack 
Stalker told Salyer, who has held 
·office for more than seven years." 

"If you don't like the way we do 
things, we can always quit you 
know," Stalker said. 

In the memo, dated July II. 
Salyer srud the department should 
"enforce ... (its) own" policies more 
strictly. 

• In partrcular, he contends the 
department does not show enough 
restraint in deciding when to use its 
fire engines, mcluding a new truck 
that officials value at more than 

$135,000. 
The department routinely uses its 

trucks to respond to E-911 calls, 
Salyer said. 

'They need to use more practi­
cality and judgment," he said. "I 
don't think the taxpayers of this 
community want them to roll that 
big, red truck every time somebody 
has chest pains. 

''I don't want anybody out there 
to die because they can't get medical 
attention," Salyer said, " ... but do 
you give the (fire department) the 
whole budget and save two lives?" 

J. Todd Rowe, a battalion chief. 
said the department has signed an 
agreement to respond to E-911 calls. 
The department responds to about 
16 of those calls each month, he 
said. 

Rowe said the fire engines carry 
medical supplies that could be used 
untrl an ambulance arrives. 

The City has taken out a $40,000 
loan on the new truck, which is one 
of five used by the department. 

That investment is being jeopar­
dized because of the department's 
improper usage of the truck, Salyer 
said. 

"If an ambulance is on its way, 
then there's no sense in the (fire­
men) going - they're not para­
medics," he said. 

"And if we have a fire in town at 
the same time. what do we do then?" 

Salyer said the trucks should run 
only when authorized by the fire 
chief or other officials, and m cases 
of fire. 

"Having fire trucks run on med­
ical emergencies is not needed, •· be 
srud in the memo. 

Much of the debate centers 
around how much control the city 
has over the department, which is 
independent. 

The department was formed in 
1946 and has 37 volunteers, officials 
say. 

Both sides cite a lack of commu­
mcation, and say the relationship 
between the two IS "not real clear." 

At the council meeting, the 
debate over control sparked a heated 
exchange. 

After Salyer repeatedly insisted 
that the department not overuse the 
new fire engine, Rowe 
quipped, "Well, if your house catch­
es on ftre tonight, then we won't be 

there." 
Salyer quickly replied, 'That's 

all right. I've got real good insur­
ance." 

Salyer said if Elkhorn City's fire­
fighters quit, the city would tum to 
volunteer ftre departments in nearby 
commuruties like Ferrells Creek and 
Sycamore. 

He does not think the city will be 
forced to do that, however. 

"I don't see it to be a big threat," 
Salyer said of the firemen's warn­
ing. "They've done that before." 

But the firemen insist they will 
leave if the city takes further act1on 
against the department. 

"We came here with the attitude 
that we weren't going to take any­
more," Rowe said. 

"If they try to stop us, they won't 
have a fire department. They can run 
it themselves." 

Council member Steve Ruth dis­
couraged the firemen from forcing 
that alternative. 

"What you all are saying is 'If 1 
can't play with my toys the way I 
want to. then I'm going to go 
home," Ruth said. 

"Nobody wins like that."

Evans files suit against the

was ordered back to jail pending 
trial, and upon being led away spot­
ted his parents 10 the courtroom, 
whereupon he lashed out at them in 
a tirade for declining to put up their 
home as bail.

Love for horses inspires Webb's interest in racing

The sun hadn't been up very 
long on a typical morning at 
Thunder Ridge when Amanda 
Webb joined her father and mother, 
Roger and Kay Webb, at Stable B to 
begin the day caring for two horses 
they have stabled at the local har­
ness track. 

It was feed time for two of the 
horses, and it was also a time just to 
enjoy being close to the animals 
that the Webb family have enjoyed 
during the race season at Thunder 

Ridge. 
Roger's interest in harness rac­

ing stemmed from his love for hors­
es and has dripped over mto the 
whole family. 

"I just love horses,'' he said. 
"And really that is the way we got 
involved in harness racing. Amanda 
loves to groom them - watch them 
- it is more a hobby for both of 
us." 

Webb said it was a pleasure for 
his family to care for the two racers 
and, "put them in a buggy and 
watch them race." 

The horses are fed early in the 

morning from 7-8 a.m. by the Webb 
family and then again from 1 2 p.m. 
The final feeding comes at 7-8 p.m. 

"Jimmy Hicks is our groom and 
he stays with the horses during the 
day. Sometimes he feeds them, 
sometimes we will," said Webb. 
"We usually go to the track every 
day. There may be some days we 
don't make it. It's just a good hobby 
for the whole family to enjoy 
together." 

Yankee Ransom, a seven-year 
old, one of Webb's horses, has taken 
one of the seven races at Thunder 
Ridge this season. But Webb feels

there is another win coming. 
"He's not done all that well," he 

said. "We got a late start getting him 
trained. I look for him to win anoth­
er race this season. He's in good 
health." 

Webb explained that a good 
sound, healthy horse is a must when 
starting to train for harness racing. 
"That is the main thing," he said. 
"When they are yearlings, they are 
difficult to train." 

Webb does his own training, 
working as an apprentice under 
Russell Newman, a veteran trainer. 
He said a horse of 18 months is a 

good age to start the training 
process. 

"Then there are different races , 
they will run in for their age group," 
explained Webb. 

While most owners load up their 
horses and head for other sites when 
the racing season at Thunder Ridge 
ends, Webb enjoys taking his horse 
home and putting it out to pasture. 

"Those who do this for a living 
go to other tracks," he said. "Some 
will go to Ohio, some to East St. 
Louis, different places like Indiana. 
We just tum ours out and let him 
rest. We'll put him out to pasture 
and just enjoy his company. Next 
year we will bring him back in and 
get him trained up. Race him for 
two or three months." 

Of course, Amanda's part is to 
groom him, something she loves to 
do, according to Roger. 

The Webb family is just one of 
several local horse owners with 
horses at Thunder Ridge. Otis Akers 
from Harold has three horses; Jim 
Reffitt has one and Jimmy Goble 
owns several. Bill Webb, Von 
Delong and Jack Akers of Inez sta­
ble their horses there, as well. 

Webb says the interest in harness 
racing, on a local level, has gone up. 

"I have seen the interest in own­
ing a race horse grow locally," he 
said. ''I wish more fans would tum 
out and enjoy harness racing like 
they do the cars." 

Lack of pasture is one of the rea­
sons more local people do not own 
harness horses, according to Webb. 

'They don't have the room to 
tum them out to pasture," he said. 
"You can take a race car and just 
park it beside the house. I'm com­
paring horse racjng to car racing." 

Webb said the numbers of horses 
stabled at Thunder Ridge is still

Otis Akers: 

"I want to do my own driving"

Harness racing at Thunder Ridge 
has not caught on like officials had 
hoped it would when harness racing 
came to Eastern Kentucky four 
years ago. 

But if folks like Otis Akers of 
Harold have their way, it will only 
get better in the seasons ahead. 

Akers is a trainer as well as a 
horse owner at the local harness 
racing complex and he stays busy 
these days just taking care of his 
three horses and training horses for 
other owners. 

But Akers has a goal and that is 
to one day be able to mount up the 
harness buggy and do the driving 
during the actual race at Thunder 
Ridge. 

"As of right now I've got my QL 
(qualifying license) and G (general 
trainers) license. I can train any­
body's horses," said Akers. 

But he needs some time on the 
track to qualify for a hcense to 
drive his own buggy in a race. 

"I have to get 15 qualifyings in," 
he said. "Or 15 fairs, or a combina­
tion of both to get my license to 
race. That's my goal. That's what I 
want to do." 

Akers spends many hours at 
Barn A at Thunder Ridge tending to 

his three horses, feeding them, 
grooming them and just waiting for 
the day when he can be the driver 
of them as well. 

"I'm going to qualify Danny's 
Dancer this Thursday (last evening) 
and probably Chicago Style this 
coming Sunday," said Akers. "I've 
got a three-year-old colt that is 
almost broke but it will be next year 
before he is racing. He's coming 
along well. He is out of world 
champion Big Tanner." 

Akers is in partnership with son 
Eddie on the colt and Danny's 
Dancer. "But Chicago Style is all 
mine," he said. 

Akers enjoys the role of trainer 
but says not all horses are harness 
racers. 

"You can get one that will pace 
or you can get a trotter that will trot 
but after you train that horse and 
jog him, and train it down to where 
you think it should be ready to 
qualify, if it don't train down 
enough to qualify, you might as 
well give up on it," explained 
Akers. 

Akers related how a horse, that 
has been in races before, is no prob­
lem to train. 

"Be ready to gait when you hit 
the track," he said. "Like the colt I 
have, we worked with him about 
two weeks. He's pacing right now. 

He's young at it and it's new to him, 
like a kid in school." 

Akers said that most of the hors­
es brought to him are trainable. 

A trainer will spend an hour and 
a half per day in training a horse 
and the fee for a trainer goes around 
$500 to $650 per month depending 
on the trainer. 

"Usually it is around that range," 
said Akers. "But again it is accord­
ing to who the tramer i,s. When you 
take a horse in, you tell the owner 
you will train it for a certain 
amount." 

Akers said the trainer furnishes 
the feed for the horse he trains, but 
the owner is responsible for black­
smith and vet expenses. He also 
related how it would be best for 
local horse owners to "learn to do 
all that themselves." 

Akers says he limits himself to 
how many horses he will take on at 
one time. 

"I wouldn't take no more than 
four at a time," he said. "Of course, 
I've got a lot of help. Roger Webb 
and Russell Newman have helped 
me a lot. We help each other around 
here. That's the way the game 
goes." 

Akers had suffered from health 
problems earlier but is back at full

Hazard to offer Motorcycle 
Rider Education Course 

Courses in the Kentucky 
Motorcycle R1der Education 
Program will be offered soon in 
Hazard and at II other sites around 
the Commonwealth. 

The program, which was estab­
lished in 1994 by Eastern Kentucky 
University's Traffic Safety Institute 
to meet safely and educational 
needs statewide, includes courses 
for new riders wishing to learn the 
fundamentals of motorcycle opera­
tion and for licensed motorcyclists 
who would like to refresh and pol­
ish their skills. 

The basic course, offered on 
weekends, consists of classroom 
and on-cycle exercises that prepare 
a new rider for the street. 
Successful completion can result in 
a waiver of the hcense skill test 
and, in some cases, a break on 

insurance costs. Motorcycles and 
helmets are provided. 

The advanced course is an eight­
hour program of classroom and on­
cycle exercises. Participants use 
their own street-legal motorcycle to 
practice basic skills and street-rid­
ing maneuvers. Passengers are 
allowed to participate in the 
advanced class. Completion can 
result m an insurance discount. 

The Kentucky Motorcycle 
Program training courses follow 
nationally-established guidelines as 
recommended by the Motorcycle 
Safety Foundation. and instructors 
are trained and approved by the 
Kentucky Motorcycle Foundation

Webb said more tracks in the 
state of Kentucky are needed so 
local horse owners wouldn't have 
to travel as far for race dates. 

"I would bke to see more tracks 
m Kentucky," he said '"That way 
our harness racing people could 
stay nght here in the state instead of 
havmg to leave. lt would be won­
derful 'If they could get that one m 
Ashland gomg. Then harness racers 
\\Ould only have to go to the Red 
M1le (Lexington), here and 
Ashland.' ' 

Webb thinks that local folks JUSt 
don't understand the impact harness 
racing at Thunder Ridge has local­
ly. 

"It i!> a big boost to the local 
economy, what time the horses are 

here," Webb said. "People don't 
understand, you have 22 stables 
here (horse owners) and these peo­
ple all shop; they all rent, locally 
what time they are here. They 
spend their money here." 

The number of fans turnmg the 
turnstiles at Thunder Ridge for har­
ness racing hasn't been all that 
much, and Webb thinks there IS a 
problem in educating the area about 
the facility. 

"Public relations. That is the 
main thing," he said. "There 1s not 
that much advertisement. There \s 
not that much interest in horse rac­
ing." 

But Webb believes there is a 
solutiOn. 

"The big thing is to get our show 
horsemen, and local people who 
trade in horses, show horses, get 
them mtcrcsted in harness racmg. 
Put on a program here at Thunder 
Ridge and have people who have 
ridmg horses come here and put on 

a competition race during the day 
prior to the racmg. Let them race 
their horses against the buggy 
horse. Let them see what it is all 
about. More advert.Jsement for the 
public to come out and watch har­
ness racing is needed." 

Uncertamty also is a dark cloud 
that1s hanging over the local facili­
ty as well. 

"I thtnk the b1g hole around here 
is the future of the track.'' said 
Webb. "You can buy horses cheap, 
like my horse. We bought him for 
$1,200, ami we did not expect to 
make a fortune with him. We're JUSt 
domg thiS for a hobby. 

"If the local people could feel 
more comfortable knowmg the 
track was gomg to be here, contm­
ue to operate here, they would 
invest in horses and get more 
involved 10 it" 

Webb said there was money to 
be made m the harness racing busi­
ness. 

"Bud W1lhamson, over at Stone 
m Pike County, had a two-year old 
filly here when they held the 
Kentucky S1re States race here for 
fillies, mares and colts. That was a 
$30,000 race. His share of that was 
over $15,000 just for winning that 
one race. 

"You get good horses, train them 
well and take care of them, and they 
can make you a lot of money." 

Purse size has been a drawback 
at Thunder Ridge, but Webb feels 
that wouldn't matter to most horse 
owners if :he track had more race 
dates. 

"It is smaller here than it is in 
Lexington," he said. "Most horse 
owners like this area. They say they 
wouldn't mind the smaller purses if 
they have more race dates." 

When the day is complete, the 
two Webb horses are fed and put in 
their stalls awaiting tomorrow 
when the Webb family will visit 
again.
