Federal jury deliberates just
over an hour before acquitting
bank robbery suspects

A Knott County school teacher
and her brother were acquitted of
robbery charges Thursday after a
jury deliberated for only a little
more than an hour.

Nora Lee Mastin and her broth-
er, Charles Ray Moore, both of
Knott County, were accused of rob-
bing the Garrett
branch of the Bank #
Josephine at gun-
point on July 23, }
1996. :
Family members
and friends were
very emotional be-
fore and after the ’
jury rendered the :
acquittal. :

Mastin’s daugh-
ter, Melissa, cried $
as U.S. marshals :
led her mother and
uncle into the court-
room before the
verdict was read
and after they were
released from custody.

Moore and his wife, whom he
had married about one week before
his arrest, would not comment on
the jury's decision, but said they
were on their way out of town to
spend time with each other.

Mastin's attorney, Ned Pillers-
dorf, said the charges ‘“never
should have been brought™ against
his client.

Pillersdorf said the scientific ev- -

idence was so conclusive that
Mastin and Moore should have
never been charged with the rob-
bery.

“My client wants me to sue the
FBI crime lab,” Pillersdorf said,
“and I'm inclined to do that.”

Moore's attorney, Steve Owens,
said he was pleased with the ver-

dict and that his client has also in-
quired about suing the crime lab.

U.S. District Attorney Tom Self
referred to Mastin as a modern day,
female Jesse James at the begin-
ning of the trial. On Thursday dur-
ing closing arguments, Self spoke
of the defendants as Bonnie and

"Clyde.

“My argument is with (Mastin
and Moore)...and with friends and

family cohorts who

| tried to give them an
alibi when they were
robbing the bank,”
: Self told the jury
Thursday.

“There was suffi-
cient evidence of
eyewitnesses to link
(Mastin and Moore)
to the bank rob-
bery,” he said Thurs-
day after the acquit-
tal. “There was suf-
ficient evidence for
the case to be
brought and prose-
cuted by my office."”

Self said he ac-
cepts the jury’s verdict because
“that’s the way our legal system
works.”

The issue of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation (FBI) bungling the
investigation was a major topic
Thursday during closing argu-
ments.

Owens indicated in his closing
to the jury that the government
only looked at part of the evidence
in the case. )

Owens discussed evidence — a
receipt — that proved his client
was not in the area when the rob-
bery occurred.

Convicted sex abuser
gets six months in jail

Editor's Note: Some readers
may find parts of this story to be of-
fensive,

A Floyd County man, who had a
previous sexual abuse conviction,
was sentenced Wednesday to six
months in jail and ordered to get
counseling after pleading guilty to
cruelty to animals.

Robert Marvin Clay, 40, of Mid-
dle Creek, was arrested Monday by
Kentucky State Police sergeant Les
Stapleton after the officer found
Clay with a dog that had been re-
ported missing by its owner, Ken-
neth Cornett of Middle Creek.

The dog, a pit bull, had been
castrated and sexually assaulted,
assistant county attorney Lance
Daniels said he had been informed.

Daniels said the details of Clay's
previous sexual abuse conviction in
Kenton County, which involved ju-
venile boys, were similar to inci-
dent involving the dog.

The boys Clay was convicted of
abusing were tied to trees with
electrical wires, Daniels said the
officer told him, and then sexually
assaulted,

The dog was found tied with
electrical wire to a tree on a hillside

e

in Middle Creek. Clay also had a
tent at the site, Stapleton said.
Daniels said he was told Clay even-
tually admitted to Stapleton what
he had done. The dog is alive and
"doing just fine," Stapleton said.

Daniels said he recommended
the six-month sentence and coun-
seling because of the nature of the
crime and Clay's previous criminal
record. He said it was his under-
standing that the boys Clay abused
had been found "out in the woods"
Just like the dog. “Everybody is
concerned,” Daniels said in refer-
ence to a convicted sex offender
living in the county and that the
acts were very similar to the Ken-
ton County case. "That was my and
the officer's concern about this
case, and why I recommended the
fine and counseling. He used the
same miethdd (in Floyd County)."

Under the sentencing agree-
ment, Clay can have three months
of his sentence probated if he re-
ceives mental health counseling.

In September 1992, Clay was
convicted of first degree sexual
abuse in Kenton County Circuit
Court for acts involving juvenile
boys, according to court records.
He was sentenced to five years of
supervised probation and was re-

A teenage lad stood here recent-
ly at the funeral of a high school
friend who had been murdered dur-
ing a carjacking and shouted tear-
fully, “STOP THE KILLING!
PLEASE STOP THE KILLING!"

But in a Denver courtroom a
different cry is heard. “KILL HIM!
EXECUTE HIM!" is the demand
regarding Timothy McVeigh, the
convicted bomber of a federal
building in Oklahoma City in
which 168 people died and some
500 more were injured.

So shrill are the cries for the
execution of McVeigh, by the pros-
ecution and the survivors and rela-
tives of the victims of that bomb-
ing, that Judge Richard P. Matsch
has taken steps to prevent what he
calls a courtroom “lynching.”" He
wants the jury that will decide
McVeigh’s punishment to make “a
disciplined wmoral judgment”
instead of engaging in an emotion-
al act of vengeance.

The judge may ask too much of
a jury that operates within a soci-
ety that is hell-bent on vengeance,
with some two-thirds of Americans
calling for the taking of McVeigh's
life.

It is remarkable, in fact, that
some relatives of the bombing vic-
tims are raising the question,
“How do we ever stop the killing
by advocating killings — even
those sanctioned by the state?"

Any “disciplined moral judg-
ment” by a juror must involve
grappling with this question: If we
tell teenagers that they solve no
problems by killing someone who

has stolen their sneakers, which of
society’s problems does the jury
solve by ordering the execution of
McVeigh?

Will an execution deter future
terrorist acts by those who think
the federal government is now the
enemy of the people? The prepon-
derance of evidence is that killing
McVeigh will not stop other mad
dogs from perpetrating similar
crimes. In fact, just as McVeigh
supposedly was (rying to avenge
the deaths of cult members at
Waco, Texas, there is a danger that
some fanatics will try to avenge his
execution through other acts of ter-
rorism.

I have a certain sense that this is
what McVeigh hopes for. He has
sat through the goriest remem-

brances and portrayals of what he
did in Oklahoma City without
showing the slightest sign of
remorse. It's as though he regards
himself as some late-20th century
martyr. who tried to rescue “his
people” from some looming feder-
al tyranny. Execution by the feder-
al government would let him slip
into death feeling vindicated.

I hope the jury doesn't give
McVeigh the martyrdom of execu-
tion, He will find his own special
hell if he gets life without parole
— ever — in one of our maximum
security prisons. That way the jury
can make a contribution toward
stopping the killing without mini-
mizing McVeigh's suffering. The
jury could give him time to learn
the horrors of his crime.

Kidnapping and assault

A felony charge against a
Pinetop man, accused of kidnap-
ping and assaulting his pregnant
girlfriend, was referred to a grand
jury Wednesday in Floyd District
Court.

Kevin Whitaker, 22, is accused
of taking his girlfriend, Sheila
Patton, from the Lackey Midee-
Mart on June 8, assaulting her on a
stripmine road at Stone Coal and
trying to elude police.

At a preliminary hearing, state
police trooper Craig McGlone testi-
fied that Patton told him Whitaker
forced her into the car and said he
was taking her to the stripmine road
to kill her. The trooper testified that
Patton had blood around her nose
and mouth, and that her eye was
swollen.

The trooper said Patton told him
Whitaker was upset with her
because she is pregnant with his
child and had been out that night
drinking alcohol with her husband
and another friend. McGlone said
Patton was intoxicated the night of
the incident.

“He (Whitaker) found out she
went to Center Stage,” McGlone
said. “He went to Midee-Mart,
grabbed her by the arm and pushed
her in the truck. She said she asked
him to let her out, but he wouldn’t
stop.”

Patton had signed an affidavit
that she did not want to prosecute
Whitaker, but McGlone testified he
felt Patton did so because she is
“terrified” of Whitaker.

McGlone said a vehicle like
Whitaker's was reported driving
erratically earlier on June 8 and was
believed to be heading toward
Garrett traveling on Sizemore
Mountain.

Deputy shenff Brian Hall and
McGlone spotted the vehicle near
Garrett and pursued it for about a

mile before it was stopped, the
trooper said.

Floyd County Circuit Court Clerk’s
staff attends domestic violence training

Employees who work in Floyd
Circuit Court Clerk Frank DeRos-
sett’s office attended training on
domestic violence issues. Attending
the raining were deputy clerks
Priscilla Sammons and Linda Yates.

A variety of topics were dis-
cussed, including the dynamics of
domestic violence; the effects of
domestic violence on adult and
child victims; leathality and risk
issues; available community ser-
vices and victim services; reporting
requirements; and procedures for
the taking and entering of petitions.

The training, sponsored by the
Administrative Office of the Courts
(AOC), was conducted by telecon-
ference. The broadcast originated
from the studios of Kentucky
Educational Television (KET) in
Lexington. During the broadcast,
viewers phoned in questions to the
ipstructors in the studio. AOC staff

and local spouse abuse shelter staff
were available at each site to facili-
tate the training and assist with
answering questions.

The teleconference on June 5,
was delivered simuitaneously via
satellite television to nine different
training sites across the slate.
Teleconference training was repeal-
ed on June 10, at seven sites, allow-
ing court clerks to attend on either
day in order to provide uninterrupt-
ed office services. Funding for both
domestic violence teleconferences
was provided by a grant awarded by
the Office of Justice Programs
through the Kentucky Justice
Cabinet.

Between July 1, 1995, and June
30, 1996, domestic violence cases
filed in district courts across
Kentucky totaled 26,698. Domestic
violence cases filed in Floyd County
totaled 416 during fiscal year 1996.

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Jury returns indictment
in Simpkins murder

A bizarre missing persons case
that began in September 1994,
ended last week with the indict-

ment, arrest and arraignment of a

Magoffin County man on the
charge of murder.

William
Rockhouse Road in Salyersville,
has been charged with the murder
of Johnny Simpkins, 31,
Magoffin County.

Kennard was arraigned ‘in
Magoffin Circuit Court, Monday,

June 9. He entered a plea of not
guilty and bond was set at
$300,000.

According to the indictment,
Simpkins was struck with an object
in the face on or around September
24, 1994,

When the story first broke,
shortly after that date, it began as a
search for a missing person.
Kentucky State Police
Investigators conducted several
searches for the lost Simpkins.

Members of the Magoffin
County Rescue Squad, Magoffin
County Sheriff’s Department, and
family members dragged the

Licking River near the Junction of

Route 460 and Route 30, adjacent

to where the victim’s mobile home
was located,

After eight weeks of no word

. about their lost loved one, family

® members offered a $1,000 reward

for information leading to the

“J.R." Kennard, 35, of

also of

whereabouts of their loved one.
Reportedly, at one point, the family
contacted a psychic to aid in the
search.

Reports from the family docu-
mented the continuved efforts and
the decline in the health of the
missing - man’s mother, Eula
Simpkins.

Simpkins remained missing,
with no more information, discoy-
ered in the case until police discov-
ered the charred remains of a
human skeleton near the Magoffin-
Morgan county line.

The bones were found in
February 1995, following an
anonymous telephone call report-
ing that the remains of a missing
Magoffin County man were hidden
in an abandoned illegal garbage
dump near the White Oak area of
Morgan County.

A two-day search ensued until
the police found the burned
remains in a garbage dump around
the area mentioned in the tip.

Bone fragments were discov-
ered and sent to the state medical
examiner’'s office in Frankfort for
forensic testing. These tests con-
firmed that the skeletal remains
were human and gave law enforce-
ment hope that they would confirm
the identity of the victim. The den-
tal records of the missing Simpkins
were procured for comparison with
the remains.

Eula Simpkins died in June of
1995, without ever knowing the
whereabouts of her son.

Only a week before her death,
Kentucky State Police investiga-
tors obtained blood and hair sam-
ples in order to perform maternal
DNA testing to be used in deter-
mining whether the skeletal
remains were indeed her son.

The fact that the body had most
likely been bumed with tires and,
therefore, had burned most of the
remains beyond recognition, made
the forensic testing a difficult task.

Reportedly, authorities were
thwarted in their pursuit of an
indictment when contact was made
with grand jury members by a fam-
ily member. The Attorney General
advised that another indictment be
sought with a special grand jury.

Following the indictment by the
special grand jury, authorities in
Mount Sterling contacted the
Magoffin  County  Sheriff’s
Department with information that
Kennard had been seen recently
within their city limits. Kentucky
State Police troopers apprehended
Kennard, June 10, in Montgomery
County, where he was held until his
transfer and subsequent arraign-
ment.

Although it had been widely
rumored ip recent months that
more than one person would possi-
bly be charged in Simpkins' death,
there was no report of additional
pending arrests.

A pre-trial hearing has been
scheduled for July 17, 3:30 p.m. A
public defender has been appointed
to Kennard.

“There was no settlement or
financial agreements related to the
dismissal of this lawsuit,” says a
statement released by the city. “Ms.
Combs agreed to pay all outstand-
ing taxes owed to the city and the
city agreed to reinstate her business
license upon reapplication. This
was done with the understanding
that none of the activity or behavior

Lloyd College President Tim
Siebert. “Any full-time student
accepted from these 100 counties
will receive an automatic up front
tuition guarantee worth $6,360 per
year, Then, if they are eligible for a

federal Pell Grant of any size, they
can also receive the ALC
Opportunity Grant for room and
board costs, worth an additional
$2,680 per year.

Eligible students will only pay
$240 per semester, not including
books and personal expenses. Over
four years, this is potentially a
$36,100 grant package that allows
our students to receive a quality
four-year liberal arts education
without having enormous debt fol-
lowing graduation.”

In fact, Alice Lloyd College,
located at Pippa Passes, was listed
by U.S. News & World Report’s
Best Colleges Guide as the school
whose students graduvate with the
least amount of debt of any college
or university in America: an aver-

age of only $1,150 after four-years.

Siebert described the Board’s
recent move as a reinforcement of
Alice Lloyd College’s commitment
to serving the Central Appalachian
area. “This clearly establishes
Alice Lloyd College as the only
four-year liberal arts college exclu-
sively recruiting in Appalachia,”
said Siebert.

“From our school's beginning
in 1923, we have always sought to
serve the region by developing
good minds, leadership, and char-
acter for Appalachia.

U.S. 119 residents worried about
road project relocation plans

More than 3,500 Pike Countians
attended a public hearing last week
10 voice their concerns about a road
project that state and local officials
say will vastly improve transporta-
tion in this area.

The hearing focused on the relo-
cation of U.S. 119 between
Zebulon and Bent Mountain.

That nine-mile portion, slated
for initial construction in the year
2000, is part of a larger project that
will result in a four-lane highway
between U.S., 23 and South
Williamson.

Some residents of the area have
worries about the project. though.

The project’s first two sections
— which combined, will run from
Town Mountain Road to beyond
Winns Branch — will force the
relocation of 46 residences and/or
businesses, state officials said.

“I've been in this vicinity all my
life and 1 hate to have to leave
where 1 grew up,” said Aubrey
Taylor, a Bent Branch Road resi-
dent who will be forced to relocate.

“It’s pretty hard,” he said, “but
you can't stand in the way of

progress.”
Stephen C. Hoefler, a location
engineer with the Kentucky

Transportation Cabinet, said agents

will begin appraising properties
and settling right-of-way disputes
later this year.

Roy Blair of Lower Raccoon
Road will not have to relocate, but
is still concerned about the noise
level the project might create.

He said design plans now call
for the highway to be built “practi-
cally above™ him, and for a ramp to
be positioned behind his home.

“It's going to be awfully loud,”
Blair said after the public hearing.
"“With those big trucks going by at
60 or 70 miles per hour, it'll be just
like having a jet airport in the back
yard,”

Raccoon Creek resident Teresa
Scott said the new road will pro-
vide better access, but she worries
about the delays construction might
cause.

“Our biggest concern is whether
they're going to have (the road)
blocked so we can’t get in and out,”
she said.

Kevin Damron, a design engi-
neer with the Department of
Highways' Pikeville office, said the
Zebulon-to-Bent Mountain portion
of the project will be constructed in
four phases.

Pot field raided

Magoffin County Sheriff Chalmer Wireman and
four Kentucky State Police troopers confiscated and
destroyed over 4,000 marijuana plants during a two-
day search, June 5 and 6.

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Morris returns to asphalt track after wreck

For most stock car racers, it has
become a part of life and a part that
many would try to do without.
Wrecks, damaged cars, and losing
the close one fail to dishearten
them in their quest to be the best in
whatever class they run.

For Estill’s Patrick Morris, the
dirt track is no longer luring after
suffering a bad wreck at Thunder
Ridge two seasons ago. But Morris
has returned to the racing circuit,
this time on an asphalt track.

“Two years ago on Memorial
Day at Thunder Ridge, I was run-
ning in the Thunder and Lighting
class when I spun out and left the
track. It was the worst wreck of my
career,” said Morris. “I suffered a
minor concussion, bruised ribs,
heart and lungs.”

Morris said the wreck totaled his
car and when he came back to the
track he came back in the Road
Hog division.

“I raced the second week of this
season at Thunder Ridge and
haven’t raced there since,” he said.

Morris has been racing for 18
years but now has taken his act to
Ona, West Virginia® where he runs
his truck at the Ona Speedway. The
Floyd County Times is one of the
sponsors of the Morris truck that
has run in two features this season.
Morris placed fourth in his last race
but thinks he will improve and be

very competitive as the season goes
on.

“1 expect to be very competitive
in the Sportsman class,” he said.
“We just need to make some adjust-
ments and correct some things.”

Morris said he became interest-
ed in asphalt racing when he met
Gary Rager, a veteran of the asphalt
track.

“l was driving one day and saw
his car sitting in his driveway,”
explained Morris. “I stopped and
looked at his car and we gotl to
know each other.”

The relationship continued
when Rager built the Morris num-
ber 24X truck that he now drives
competitively. Morris rfiow runs
each Saturday night at the Ona
Speedway.

“I drove a little on the asphalt
track last year and got hooked on
it," he said. “T love driving in the
Sportsman class with my truck.”

While Morris has $18,000 in his
truck the payoff for a winner in his
division is only $400.

“You don't make your invest-
ment back,” he said. “You do it
because you love it.”

Morris said next year he hopes
to run his truck in the Lonesome
Pine International. His future plans
also includes building a second
truck.

“We plan to build another over
the winter months,” he said. In fact,
Morris is willing to build one for
anyone who is interested in getting

After 30 years,

No sport has captured the large
audiences like stock car racing has
today. With the popularity of the
NASCAR Winston Cup Series
world wide, it has only gone to
enhance the local tracks around

America.
Here at home and close to three
oval dirt tracks, Eastern

Kentuckians live and breath stock
car racing — dirt track style,

201 Speedway, Perry County
Speedway and Thunder Ridge are
the three spots that provide Friday
and Saturday night entertainment,
as drivers and fans alike chomp at
the bits to get at the pit area or find
a favorite spot in the grandstands.

For Martin’s Jimmy Branham,
stock car racing has been in his
blood for over 30 years and some of
that has spilled over into the entire
Branham family. Branham began
his racing career at the old Martin
Race Track, located behind the spot
where the old Sea Cafe once sat.

The track opened for dirt track
racing in the late *60s and was a hot
bed of entertainment for local fans.
Branham, along with Walt Combs
became legends in the Saturday
night series. Soon, the track went
beyond just local drivers and began
to attract drivers from Huntington,
W. Va,, Whitesburg and other points
of their state.

Branham drove number 14 on
the track and wife, Carol was his
“graphic person.”

Carol would take a paint roller
and paint the number on the car,

said Branham laughing. “Today
they have the hi-tech graphics but
we just painted our number on.”

Branham has long since left the
dirt ovals, but the tradition in the
Branham family goes in Jimmy
“Lil' Jim” Branham and older
brother Harry. Both drive in the
open-wheel modifieds with Lil’ Jim
showcasing the number his dad had,
number 14. Harry choose number
44 for his race car.

“We didn’t go out and have T-
shirts printed like they do today,”
said Branham. “We would put our
own number on shirts with tape.”

“Our two daughters used to go
every Saturday night and we would
tape Jimmy’s car number on our
shirts to wear that night,” explained
Carol,

While the 201 Speedway at
Sitka was not in operation, still
Branham would run at a track in the
Paintsville area,

“*We also raced at Salyersville
(since closed), and Carol and 1
would go to Isom (since closed),”
said Branham.

While purses today range from
$600 to $1,200 at tracks, Branham
raced for a meager $300, but that
was a big amount over 25 years
ago.
“We didn't race because of the
money,” said Branham, “We raced
then because we loved the sport, I
would work on my car and get it
ready for racing on Saturday's
because 1 had to work during the
week.

“Cars were different then from
what you see at the tracks today. I
built my car under a shade tree. I

in the racing game.

*Anyone who would like for us
to build them one, just needs to call
me,” he said. His home number is
358-2781.

In the Sportsman division, Rick
Watson dominates the class and
hasn't lost a race yet.

“He held the old track record
and he broke that last Saturday
(June 7) night,” said Morris. “He
hasn’t lost a race. He is just com-
pletely dominating the track.”

Morris said the biggest career
win for him came in a special Road
Hog feature when he won $1,000.

When he 1s not busy working on
his racer, he runs his own truck tire
service at Estill.

The sportsman trucks have their
restrictions like all other competi-
tive cars and trucks. The truck is
limited to 2,900 pounds and if they
run over 350 cubic inches, then the
weight is 3,000. The truck body is
fiberglass and has to go through
rigid safety inspections,

Morris said the asphalt track is
really slower but faster. He
explained. “You can't run into the
turns on asphalt like you would on
dirt tracks. You have to go into
them slower. You have to ease into
the turns and be slow on the throt-
tle coming out of a turn.

“Asphalt is harder on the tires
and if they go out on you then you
could slam into the wall. That has
been the hardest thing for me to
learn,” he said.

Morris comes from a racing
family where his brother James
started racing when Morris was
seven years old.

“T grew up around racing,” he
said. “When I was in junior high
school I ran my first race at the old
Isom track.”

Lee Turner is the crew chief for
Morris' truck and there is a strong
relationship between the two.

“I feel like have the best crew
chief in the business,” said Morris.
“We work good together and it
seems that everything we decided
together to do just clicks."”

Morris said his future plan is to
continue to do what he loves and
that is race.

“l want to continue to build cars
and stay with the asphalt tracks,”
he said. “The asphalt tracks are eas-
ier on the motors.”

Unlike today, when a driver can
open a catalog and purchase the
parts needed. to build a racer,
Branham just went out and bought
an old car and put it in racing order.
Branham said that has been the
biggest change he has seen in the
sport in the 30 years he has been in
it.

“It was an old yellow
Chevrolet,” he recalled. “I took
everything out and put the rolling
gear in it. I painted it black with a
red number 14. I won the first race

I ever entered that car in.”

Branham said as the ‘80s were
ushered in, so were changes in
stock cars.

“Then you could get you a cata-
log and order whatever part you
needed from the chassis on up and
build a car,” he said. “Back then
everybody around here enjoyed
stock car racing. We. didn’t have
any points system then and we ran
just for the fun of it." Branham said.

Harry and Lil° Jim followed in
the footsteps of their famous father
and the racing blood began to flow,
Harry entered the field first, but Lil’
Jim got his baptism in the sport at
the Perry County Speedway at a

Jimmy Branham began his trek aroung the racetracks at the old
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very young age.

“We were at Perry County. Carol
and I were sitting in the stands,”
explained Jim. ' “Carol said, ‘I
believe Harry is going to let Lil’ Jim
drive that car.’ I said, no, he isn't.
But he did."”

“I was only on the hot laps,” said
Harry. “He wanted to drive and I let
him." Lil" Jim was only 13 years
old.

“After that he wanted his own
car so we went out and got him
one,” said Branham. “We found one
in Flemingsburg. It was a bomber. I
encouraged them to get into it.”

“It was just three races after
Perry County that I started racing,”
said Lil" Jim.

“Racing has turned into a big
business,” said Jim. “When I got

body damage, I had to go out, find -

an old car and buy it for parts. Even
the Late Models were just ordinary
cars back then.”

Branham said he likes the pre-
sent day way of getting a car-build
it yourself.

“The old way was more eco-
nomical, but today the cars go
faster. The cars today are lighter
and faster. Back when I raced, it
was a sport for us. Even today, if
you are doing it for the money, you
had better not do it.”

Motors were the most costly 27
years ago, and still are today. Jim
reflected on his first motor.

*My first one was a 302
Chevrolet motor. When I bought the
second engine, I went to Ohio and
had a fellow build me an engine. 1
can still remember the cost of it
today, $1,800.25. That was com-

plete. That was heads, carburetor
the whole thing. I bought Lil' Jim
an engine this year and it cost us
$18,000.”

“It has a lot of the same stuff that
Dad used when he raced,” said Lil’
Jim. “Last year we had about seven
or eight engines."”

“Some of the engines cost
$13,000 or $8,000," said Branham.
“This year we wanted to get a dura-
bility engine. It is supposed to last
longer, but there is no guarantee on
anything,” said Jim.

Branham said one had to love
the sport of stock car racing,
because the prize money is nothing
compared to the cost of a car.

“Nobody gets out of it what they
put in it,” he said. “Everyone
around here races for the sport.
There is no money in it for us."

Branham feels the family’s two
racers are still in the learning stage.

“We need to learn a little more,”
he said. *“We need to do a lot better
than we have been, This year we
put a little different engine in our
car. We're trying to run a smaller
engine like a 350 where a lot of
people are running 421s, 430s, or
406s. We are trying to get a smaller
cubic inch motor to run with the
bigger ones,”

For wife and mother Carol,
trekking to the track became part of
life.

Rookie of the Year honor satisfying to Barber

Good things come to those who
work hard, and for Prestonsburg's
Megan Barber, good things finally
found their way to the Barber home
when Megan was named

Kentucky’s Rookie of the Year in
the Youth Division of the Kentucky

Quarter Horse Association recent-
ly.

Barber, who spent most of ‘96
touring the country and competing
in horse shows with her horse
Junior Strap, led most of the ‘96
season for National Rookie of the
Year in the American Quarter
Horse Association, but just missed
the title by a few points.

"My horse got colic last year in
the trailer half way through the
year and that hurt me, because 1
had to miss some shows,” said
Barber. “Then, Junior was kicked
at a show and went lame for a
while. That cost me a lot of points,
It took us back two months that 1
didn’t get to show. 1 feel T would
have won it if that hadn't hap-
pened.”

Megan said the years working
toward the Rookie of the Year
Award were worth the climb,

“It took me a few years to get at
the level I am right now,” she said,
“so Rookie of the Year in Kentucky
is very rewarding and pleasing to
me.”

The state Rookie of the Year
award is determined by points
accumulated at shows. Barber
totaled 405 points for the state title.

While Megan competes in the
western style shows, she is con-
templating moving to a new divi-
sion.

“I'm looking for a new horse
right now. I still want to keep
Junior. He has done so much for
me. I want to get a horse that spe-
cializes in the English events.”

Barber said the English horses
take longer strides and have a
whole different look.

“If 1 had an English horse, it
would be able to jump. English
horses are more able to do the plea-
sure driving with the carts,” she
said, “There are a lot of jumping
classes they can do.”

Barber said they had spotted a
couple of the horses, but other
things kept her from looking.

“When I get a new horse, it will
be strictly English and 1 want to
turn 1t into an all-around horse, just
as good as my other one,” said
Barber, “Hopefully, I can sell it for
a profit and get another one.”

With the national and state
Rookie of the Years honors behind
her, Megan has some goals set for
this year.

“My goal this year is to go to
Youth World and place in the top
three or five,” she said. “You have
to have so many points to qualify
for this show. Only the good ones
make it and the best place.”

Barber explained that Youth
World is where everyone comes
together in Fort Worth, Texas for
the big show.

“Owners from Austria, Great
Britain and from all over ship their
horses to Fort Worth for the show.”

Barber is not competing as
heavy as last year while just con-
centrating on getting ready for
Youth World, where last year she
placed eighth out of 96 partici-
pants.

While being Kentucky's Rookie
of the Year, Barber said she did not
get to compete that much in state
shows, but the shows she did make
were good for her.

“I did really well in them,” she
said. “In Louisville, I won both the
Western Riding and horsemanship
divisions and was in the top five in

We have already been told of
one change in the 1997 Bluegrass
State Games that will be happening
next month in the big city of
Lexington. But there are more
changes on the way for the popular
Olympic-style games.

This year we will witness the
breaking of the games in two
weekend dates. The reason for the
move, according to Game officials,
is to better accommodate fans and
athletes with motel rooms and
other conveniences.

While the first weekend will be
host to the men’s “D” softball,
women’s “C/D” softball, adult soc-
cer, adult 3-on-3 basketball and
diving, the opening ceremonies
and all other events will take place
the second weekend.

The first weekend of games is
scheduled for July 18-20 which
will include the above listed
events. July 25-27 will be the sec-
ond weekend,

Again, the move to two week-
ends is being done to create room
for growth in the Games.

The change would make it easi-
er for the Games committee and
staff to handle the increased partic-
ipation in some of the more popu-
lar sports such as softball and soc-
cer.

In-Line Hockey is one of the
fastest growing sports in America

and will be offered for the first time
this year. Also the 5K road race
will draw a large number of partic-
ipants.

The committee has expanded
golf from a one day, 18-hole event
to include two days and 36-holes
for teams of two.

What lies in the future for the
Bluegrass State Games? How
about regional sites and later in ‘98
the Winter Games. Sound exciting?

After 13 years of conducting
Summer Games, and on a success-
ful level, the Games program will
expand to an Olympic-style winter
sports festival in 1998. While the
dates are not final, those consid-
ered for the winter Olympics is
January 17-18 and February 14-15.

The Winter Games would
include from eight to ten sporting
events such as basketball, volley-
ball, ice hockey, figure skating,
bowling, racquetball, martial arts,
gymnastics, indoor soccer and
table tennis.

Regional youth basketball tour-
naments will become part of the
Winter Games as well. Youth teams
will compete on a local level for an
automatic berth in the state tourna-
ment to be held during the Winter
Games in Lexington.

And finally, there are plans to
start Regional Games in the sum-
mer of 1998. Regional Games
would make the Bluegrass State
Games accessible (o everyone,
regardless.
