Sex suit unsealed by judge

An apparent domestic dispute 
between a Floyd County man and 
woman took a bizarre turn Friday 
when the man filed an action in 
small claims court claiming the 
woman reneged on a sexual con­
tract. 

That suit was filed one day after 
Vicki Howell, of Aux.ter, obtained a 
domestic v10lence petition against 
Henry Woods Keesee, of Prestons­
burg. Howell alleged in her petition 

that Keesee, identtfied as her "ex­
friend," had harassed her at work 
and at home and had made threat­
emng phone calls. 

One day after Howell's petttion 
was filed, Keesee filed an unusual 
complaint in Floyd County's small 
claims court seeking retmburse­
ment of money Keesee said he patd 
Howell for sex promised under a 

contractual agreement. 
The suit was originally sealed 

by District Judge James Allen, but 
opened Tuesday afternoon. 

Keesee's allegations of 
promised sex for-money, "vehe­
ment!;," denied by Howel11n an an­
swer to his suit, raise cunous legal 
questions themselves. 

In his suit, Keesee apparently 

admits soliciting prostitution by 
claiming he paid Howell for sex. 

Howell's response to the suit 
contends the actiOn JS a continued 
effort at "harassment, extortion and 
retaliation" by Keesee "in an at­
tempt to force the defendant to con­
tinue a personal romantic relation­
shtp ... which the defendant has 
ended." 

Howell also indicated she may 
file a counterclaim against Keesee 
for libel or slander. 

No hearmg date has been set on 
Keesee's suit.

The special meeting notice 
"shall be calculated so that it shall 
be rece1ved at least twenty-four 
hours before the special meeting." 

Patton asked board chairman 
Ursa! Ray Wilcox to declare all ac­
tions taken at the meetings void and 
any actions taken mvalidated be­

Should Patton's complamt be 
upheld, all of those actions could be 
mvalidated, requiring new actions.

Board may have crossed legal 
line with promise to Burchell

Floyd County school technolo­
gy director Harold Burchell was 
assured by the board of education 
Saturday that he would be eligible 
to get his JOb back if the district's 
retlrement uJcentJv.e package is not 
approved by the state. 

During due process hearings 
Saturda}, board members voted, in 
apparent defiance of state law, to 
give Burchell their "personal com­
mitment" that he would be eligible 
for any new position in technology 
if the retirement incentive plan 
bemg offered ts rejected by the 
state. 

Under state Jaw and the board 
members' oaths of office. board 
members arc e"pressl) prohibited 
from attemptmg to influence the 
hinng and firing of individual 
school employees. 

The board voted last month to 
aboltsh the posttion of technology 
director, held by Burchell. Super­
intendent Gene Dav1s sa1d last 
month that positiOns being elimi­
nated would be combtned with 
other jobs into new postttons. 

Burchell's due process hearing 

was held last Monday, but the 
board tabled action on the issue 
until a special meeting Wednesda;, 
At Wednesday's meeting the issue 
was not addressed. 

During a break in hearings Sat­
urday, the board voted unanimous­
ly to concur with Davis recom­
mendation to abolish the pos1tlon. 
which the board had already done, 

and to assure Burchell he would be 
eligible for any new posttion 

Also Saturday. the board voted 
to go agamst its own dec1sion to 
eliminate the position of a special 
education consultant.

A Floyd County man was elcc­
tro.:uted and h1s Unisign co worker 
was seriously mjured Tuesday 
when a cable on one of the compa­
n) 's trucks came into contact with 
electric lines in Pike County. 

Stacy Dotson, 22, of lvel, was 
pronounced dead at Cabell 
Huntington Hospital, in West 
Y1rginia, around 5:'30 p.m. Tuesday 
evening, accordmg to hospital offi­
ci lis. 

Dotson and Joseph A Collins, 
28, of Ki1 gsville, were thrown from 

the vehicle when the incident 
occurred. 

The Pike..,ille E-911 recetved a 
call at 12;52 p.m. Tuesday advising 
that two men had come into contact 
with high voltage electrical wires at 
Fletcher and Hall's Automobile 
Dealership. 

"Upon arrival of emergency ser­
vices personnel, they found both 
victims laying on the pavement,'' 
according to a Pikeville Police 
Department media release. "One 
victim was not breathing and had no 
movement." 

The release also says that the 
boom truck's cable was still touch-

ing the overhead power lines, and 
the truck caught on fire. The vehicle 
f1re was extinguished by the 
Pikeville Fire Department. 

Amencan Electrical Power was 
dtspatched to the scene to discon­
necte the power hnes 

Dotson and Collins were trans­
ported to Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital, and later flown to Cabeli­
Huntington Hospital, where Collins 
was listed in critical condition 
·r uesday evening at the hospital's 
Intensive Care Burn Unit. 

Tuesday's mishap is under 
investigation by the Pikeville fire 
and pohce departments. 

Health department receives 
numerous reports of dogs bites

As the weather gets hotter, the 
fish may quit biting, but the dogs 
don't. Warmer weather brings 
more people to the outdoors and 
that's when animal bites become 
more prevalent, Floyd County 
Health Department environmental­
ist John L. Bailey said Monday. 

The health department has 
received numerous reports of ani­
mal bites within the last few 
weeks. 

"In the spring, we average two 
to three per week Sometimes (the 
case load) gets heavy," environ­
mentalist Russell Wallace said. "It 
seems like John's had a rash of 
them lately.'' 

Bailey received four reports of 
animal bites last Thursday One of 
those bites came from a ground 
squirrel, Bailey said. People have 
been bitten by dogs at Allen, 
Eastern, Prestonsburg, Mining 
Branch, Hi Hat, Wilson Creek, and 
Left Beaver. 

"Seventy percent of our reports 

are kids (receiving bites) from 
domestic animals," Wallace said. 

The latest report of an animal 
bite came Monday morning when 
Bailey and Wallace received word 
that a ten-year-old youth had been 
bitten by a Rottweiler at Dewey 
Dam recreation area on Saturday. 

Health officials spent the better 
part of their mornings trying to 
track down the Rottweiler's owner 
from the scant information they 
had received. Although Floyd 
County hasn't received a positive 
rabies report within the past five or 
six years, the Jaw requires that pre­
cautions be taken, and the 
Rottweiltr's owner must quaran­
tine the animal for ten days - or, 
in the case of strays. the person bit­
ten must quarantine the ammal 

The owner must report to the 
health department any notable 
changes that could indicate the ani­
mal has rabies. There are three 
stages of rabies, Bailey said. The 
first stage is non-salivating. In the 
second stage the animal exhibits 
weird behavior, and in the third 
stage, the animal is salivating. 

"He hiles anything that moves,'' 
Wallace said. 

The rabies virus is transmitted 
through the saliva, Bailey said, and 
that's when it can be passed to 
humans through the animal's bite. 

High carriers of rabies virus are 
skunks and raccoons, Wallace said. 
Bailey added that a recent report 
from state newspapers and some 
television stations erroneously said 
snakes carried rabies and the Floyd 
County Health Department had 
received several calls from local 
emergency rooms wanting to know 
if they needed to treat snake bite 
'ictims with rabies vaccines. 

"Snakes don't get rabies," 
Bailey said. "Warm blooded am­
mats do.'' 

Wallace said the animal bites 
he's had to deal with lately have 
been mainly from Chows or Chow­
mixed breeds. He also attributes 
the problem to the number of stray 
dogs roaming the county. 

"We need an animal control 
officer in thts county," Wallace 
said. "We don't have the means to 
(control the an1mals)."

district, testified her job was creat­
ed by the board in response to a 
scathing 1991 management audit 
by the Kentucky Department of 
Education. Howard said state offi­
cials mandated that two special 
education consultants be hired and 
recommended a total of four con­
sultants. 

Superintendent Gene Davis tes­
tified that Howard's job elimination 
was due to budgetary problems and 
a projected loss of enrollment for 
the coming year. 

Davis and the local board face 
possible ouster by Education 
Commissioner Wilmer Cody if the 
district ends the year with a budget 
deficit. 

Howard's attorney, Phil Damron, 
said the number of special cduca 
tion students has risen consistently 
over the past several years. 

Damron said Howard's termina­
tion letter said her job was being 
eliminated due to a loss of enroll­
ment and an overall reduction of 
management at each school. He 
said her duties were full-time and 
the district was required to have 
special education consultants. He 
said her salary could and should be 
paid out of state and federal fund­
ing for special education. 

"You have to do it (hire a con­
sultant) next year," Damron said. 
"If you eliminate her pos1tion, you 
don't know how you will replace 
her. In my opinion, you can't come 
back, call it a different name and 
give it tu someone else because a 
rose is a rose. You need this posi­
tion and you need her too." 

Board members recessed into 
private discussions for about two 
minutes before com1ng back and 
voting not to abolish the position. 
Board member Eddie Patton, who 
indicated he had made his mind up 
before any closed-door discuc;sion, 
did not participate in the board's 

deliberations. 
Since the board voted last month 

to abolish the positions of special 
education consultants, Howard's 
job will apparently have to be re­
created before the next school year. 

In another hearing Saturday, 
board members postponed a deci­
sion on the superintendent's demo­
tions of the central office Talented 
and G1fted Program's coordinator 
and two resource teachers. 

The board has previously voted 
to abolish those positions on Davts' 
recommendation and to put a 
Talented and Gifted Program 111 
each school. 

Attorney Mickey McGuire, rep­
resenting coordinator Tammy 
Francis, pointed out to the board 
that under a state grant, 75 percent 
of the grant funds are to be used to 
pay salaries for that program. 
McGuire said the district would not 
be eligible for those grant funds if 
there was no coordinator for the 
program. He sa1d the money could 
not be divided between the 19 
schools to fund school programs. 

Board member B.J Newsome 
asked if elimination of positions 
would occur through seniority in 
the school system or the gifted and 
talented program. 

McGuire said it was based upon 
the number of years in the position, 
which he maintained that his client 
had worked the longest. He also 
said those in the positions nad 
received special certification to 
teach in that area. 

Board members got into a long 
discussion about which employee, 
Francis or Mary Frazier, would be 
considered to have the most semor­
ity in the position. Pat Barnette is 
the other employee in that program. 

Superintendent Davis sa1 J 
Fr.tzier had taught the longest of the 
three and that any teacher certified 
before 1984 could he "grandfa 

thered" 10 for certification to teach 
that position. Dav1s said it was also 
his understanding that a coordinator 
would not ha\e to be located in the 
central office. 

Attorney Dan Rowland, who 
was advising the board on the 
Francis case because board attorney 
Jerry Patton had a conflict, said it 
was his understanding that seniori­
ty applies to the person who has 
taught longest 111 the system. 

McGu1re said the 1ssue did not 
apply to Prazier because she had 
not opposed the demotion. He 
added that the hoard would not save 
any money by eliminating Francis 
and Bar neue because grants funds 
would pay for most of the costs. 

Board member Patton said he 
felt the board was crossing the line 
on personnel issues. 

"A1e we getting on thin ice 
about personnel?" Patton asked. 
"There arc names being mentioned 
about v.ho's got more time. That's 
really wrong." 

Rowland adv1sed the board it 
was possible to go ahead and have 

· due process hearings and. "if you 
take personnel action, you ought to 
do it in private."

What has been the most pre­
dominant obstacle down 
through the years to consistent 
educational improvement? 

There's just one answer ... 
Politics. 
Right this minute in Floyd 

County our schools are being 
subjected to a whirlwind of 
activity designed to stave off an 
illegal year-end deficit. 

But are the decisions being 

made by the board being fueled 
by desires to create a lean and 
mean educational machine, or 
are they being implemented to 
save the jobs of elected board 
members and their chosen 
superintendent? 

Don't get us wrong. 
We aren't indicting the politi­

cians. They aren't all bad and 
they aren't all indifferent to our 
real needs. 

We live in a representative 
democracy where we elect peo­
ple to represent us and school 
boards are part of that process. 

That process has worked fair­
ly well for more than two cen­
turies in our system of govern­
ment, but it has been a dismal 
failure in its application to edu­
cation. 

When every decision on 
every issue affecting our chil­
drens' educations is balanced 
against political impact it's time 
to consider our alternatives. 

The system we employ now 
has too many chiefs, too many 
private agendas, too many inad­
equacies to supply the product 
we desire. 

There must be a better way. 
If only we could find it.

Mother's drug use 
affects unborn child

May 11-17 has been designated 

as Alcohol and Other Drug Related 
Birth Defects Awareness Week. 
Many people are unaware of the 
potential damage substance abuse 

• can have on a fetus. 
Fetal Alcohol Syndrome and 

Fetal Alcohol Effects are the lead­
ing known cause of mental retarda­
tion in children. Roughly 10 per­
cent of infants born to women who 
drink heavily may have fetal alco­
hol syndrome (FAS); another 20 to 
30 percent may show a partial 
expression of the syndrome, or fetal 
alcohol effects (FAE). 

Researchers do not know why 
some babies are affected by alcohol 
and others are not. Nor have they 

• been able to establish any safe level 
cK drinking during pregnancy. To be 
safe, women should avoid alcohol 
throughout pregnancy. 

Smoking during pregnancy 
increases the chance of low birth­
weight, miscarriage, stillbirth, pre­
maturity and sudden infant death 
syndrome. 

Cocaine (as well as in the form 
of crack) triggers miscarriages or 
premature deliveries because it rais­
es blood pressure and increases 
contractions of the womb. 

Any drug consumed by the 
mother is passed directly to the 

~ fetus. Heroin, methadone, ampheta­
mines, PCP, marijuana, sedatives 
and narcotics, and over-the-counter 
drugs enter the baby's body and 
have an effect Qn development. 

If you know of someone who is 
pregnant or planning to have a 
baby, you can help them give their 
baby the best chance for a healthy 
start in life by telling them the facts 
about the harmful effects of sub­
stance use. If the mother is using 
drugs, the sooner she stops, the 
sooner the baby quits using also.

E-911 funds cannot 
pay for street signs

Floyd County officials cannot 
use E-911 funds to buy street signs, 
the state's attorney general has 
ruled, but that opinion could be 
challenged. 

Over a year ago, Floyd officials 
asked the AG's office to decide if 
E-911 funds could be used for 
street signs, which will have to be 
installed throughout the county for 
proper identification of address 
locations. 

Judge-executive Ben Hale and 
deputy judge Chris Waugh said 
Tuesday they disagreed with the 
ruling. The two said they will meet 
with County Attorney Keith 
Bartley to see whether to challenge 
the opinion. 

Bartley said Tuesday afternoon 
he disagreed with the opinion and 
will look into the matter if asked to 
do so. 

"I know in other counties they 
have used 911 money for that pur­
pose," Bartley said. "Common 
sense absolutely necessitates hav 

ing appropnatc signs to operate the 
911 system. How the AG can say it 
can't be used, I don't understand." 

Hale and Waugh said if the opin­
ion is contested, the action will not 
delay any work on getting an E-911 
service operational in the county. 
Hale said the signs will have to be 
purchased regardless and the coun­
ty may try to recoup the monies if 
the issue is successfully chal­
lenged. 

The AG opinion, issued May 9, 
said that "in our view the answer is 
no. 'Street signs' are not within the 
scope of a '911 emergency tele­
phone service. . .Accordingly, 
street signs cannot be lawfully pur­
chased ... " 

The opinion. written by assistant 
attorney general Gerard Gerhard, 
said if funds are diverted from the 
purpose for which they were col­
lected, fiscal court members could 
be personally liable for the expen­
ditures. 

Opinions of the attorney general 
arc not law, except in the matters 
relating to open meetings and open 
records. 

Rate increase likely

The researchers who 
developed the program round that 
lan!!uagc-lcarning tlll[>atrcd chil­
dren were unable to process infor­
rnatton they hear at raptd rates. Fast 
ForWord uses a video game format 
to cxeretsc listening and language 
sktlls b) ··stretching speech" to 
match the students' current level of 
functioning and gradually increas­
Ing speed for improvement. Within 
stx to eight weeks, children record­
ed tmprovements which tradition­
ally took 18 months! 

After a break. Rockwell told the 
group about Auditor) lntcgra1ion 
Therapy, a treatment she initially 
disregarded as "snake oil.'' 
However, the improvements she 
saw in autistic clients intrigued her 
and Rockwell is now a spectalist tn 
tillS method of "hearing re-educa­
tion." This therapy is not just for 
autistic chtldren; Jt has been quite 
successful with chtldren who 
describe noises as "hurting" them 
and who do actually experience 
pain when hearing certain noises. 

Workshop organizer Cmder 
Connery testified about how much 
the therap} had accomplished for 
her daughter. 

After a lunch which participants 
rated a 5.0 on a scale of I to 5, 
Catherine Barnes told the group 
about frlen Syndrome. also known 
as Scotopic Sensitivit} 

lrlcn Syndrome is a perpetual 
dysfuncuon affecting reading, writ­
ing and depth perception. Persons 
with scotopic sensitivity may be 
sensitive to glare. sunlight, head­
lights, street lights and fluorescent 
lights. Print may seem to shift, 
shake, blur. move, double or disap­
pear. The treatment ts to usc col­
ored filters, worn as glasses to 
eliminate perception difficulties. 
Both Barnes and Rockwell testified 
about the difference Irlen lenses 
had made tn their children's school 
work. 

The semmar's closing presenta­
tion bcgm with a video on Timmg, 
Concentration, Coordination and 
Motor Skills Therapy, also called 
TCCMS. The therapy uses rhyth­
mic, pure tones and clapping or 
other movement to build b1llions of 
new connections in the brain to 
improve timing, concentration, 
coordmatwn and motor skills. 
Improved reading skills have also 
been noted. The therapy wi II soon 
be on the market for athletes and 

mJJsicians.

ing jigs or live minnows about four feet deep and move 
aeeper in one foot increments until you find. them. 

A little bird told me that the Big Sandy River is ch{)ck 
full of hungry catfish. I recommend cut baits fished shortly 
downstream of swift water from late afternoon until dusk. 

i , For bass, go deep during the heat of the day, or try shallow 
running spinnerbaits early morning. 

Now I'm not making any guarantees, but if you follow 
my recommendations and don't catch fish. you won't be 
alone.

Spring squirrel season opens 
Kentucky's spring squirrel sea­

son is JUSt around the corner. The 
1997 season runs June 1 through 14 
on all wildlife management areas 
(WMA's) owned or managed by 
the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR). 

Limits, legal hunting equipment 
and other laws governing squirrel 
hunting in Kentucky remain the 
same as those required for the fall 
season. 

The daily limit is six, possession 
limit is 12. 

Hunters may use muzzle-load-

ing or modern rifles or handguns of 
any caliber, shotguns no larger than 
I 0-gauge, archery or crossbow 
equipment, falcons or dogs to take 
squirrels. Shotguns must be 
plugged to hold a maximum of 
three shells (two in the magazine 
and one in the chamber). Squirrel 
hunters may not carry or use slugs 
or buckshot.

East Kentucky Anglers Tournament Trail 
begins its premiere year of fishing action 

Best spring bass lure? Consider plastic lizards 
~ This spring when professwnal 

tournament angler Guy Eaker 
reaches into his tackle box for a 
lure, the chances are he's go10g to 
get a plastic lizard . 

"A lot of heavy stnngers and big 
bass arc caught each spring on 
lizards," says Eaker, a member of 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff 
and a veteran tournament competi­
tor. "It's not a secret lure among the 
pros, but not very many v. ant to 
talk about how good ll really is." 

Eaker himself can tell about five 
• bass. 20 pound stnngers caught by 

flipping lizards into flooded timber. 
or eight pounders taken by lloatmg 
the lure over thick vegetation. 
Overall, he says, it's the one lure 
every angler should consider using 
this time of year. 

"I behcvc plastic lizards arc ef­
fective for several reasons," ht; 
says. "They certainly look like 
something alive and natural in the 
water, although I don't really think 
bass actually distinguish them from 

j crawfish or other bottom creatures. 
When you add rattles or beads and 
an attractive scent, the lure be­
comes almost irresiStible 

"There have been many umes 

when a lizard caught more bass 
than a plastic wonn or a crank bait 
I was casting into the same place." 

Eaker likes to fish plastic lizards 
three different ways, depending on 
the type of water he's in. When he's 
10 shallow water and fishing grass, 
he usually floats the lizard on the 
surface. When bass are in heavy, 
shallow cover, he usually flips the 
lure; and when bass are in deeper 
water he likes to use the lizard on a 
Carolina rig. 

"The floating lizard is really one 
of my favonte techniques," says 
the Evinrude pro, "because bass 
just case up under the lure and sip it 
10. I rig a six-inch lizard with a 1/0 
hook and use 10 pound test line 
with spinning tackle. All I do is 
twitch it and let it fall a few inches, 
then tw1tch it again. It really looks 
like it's swimming." 

When spring cold fronts push 
bass into think cover, Eaker ngs a 
linrd with a 114 ounce screw·in 
s10ker and flips it into the brush. 
Wilh the light weight the lizard 
sinks slowly, and once on the bot· 
tom Eaker just twitches it slightly 
before reeling in for another pre-
Mt!dJOfi 

"When bass are staging to move 
shallow in the spring, or after they 
have spawned and are moving back 
out, a Carolina rig lizard has been 
one of my best lures," he says. 
"You can cover a lot of deeper 
water in a hurry just by pulling the 
lizard across the bottom." 

For Carolina rigging, Eaker uses 
either a l/2 or 3/4 ounce sinker, two 
individual rattles, and a three foot 
leader. In deep grass he may use a 
longer four to five foot leader, 
while in dingy or murky water he 
changes to a shorter 18 inch leader 

"One of the keys to feeling the 
light strikes with a Carolina rig is to 
move the lure with a sideways pull 
of the rod," he adds. "Don't try to 
move the lure by raising your rod 
because the bass will feel you and 
let go. For some reason, if you pull 
your rod to one side, the bass hold 
on better and you'll feel them." 

Evinrude and Johnson outboard 
dealers offer the Pro-Team Bass 
Vest, a personal floatation adevice 
(PFD) designed for bass fishennen. 
The vest features four pockets, ad­
justable sides, and a D·ring for at­
taching an emergency ignition cut­
Off tether. 

East Kentucky Anglers has 
begun its first annual tournament 
trail.

Bit races are becoming more and 
more common on the larger tracks 
and superspeedways, and many 
think something should be done, 
but practically no one. including 
drivers. agree on what should be 
changed. 

The restnctor plate was institut­
ed m 1988 as a result of Bobby 
Allison's wreck in the catch fence 
at Talladega in 1987. His car went 
airborne and hit the fence above the 
wall. If his car had cleared the 
fence, what would have happened'? 
The objective of the plate was to 
slow cars down from Bill Elliott's 
record speed of 212 mph. Cars on 
the track have a tendency to 
become airborne after reaching a 
speed of 190 mph. because as air 
gets underneath the chassis. it liter­
ally lifts them up and causes them 
to sail through the air for several 
hundred feet. 

NASCAR now puts a restrictor 
plate on all carburetors on the 
superspeedways. This plate restricts 
the flow of fuel and air. thereby 
reducing the amount of horsepower 
an engine is able to produce. 

Drivers did not like it because it 
took away their ability on the super­
speedways to pull out of a draft and 
pass without a drafting partner due 
to a lack of horsepower.

There has also been talk about 
lowering the rear spoiler height, 
raising the front airdam, and even 
lowering the engine compression 
rat1o.

Orlando 'Tubby' Smith. Nice 
ring to it. Tubby Ball, then C.M. 
Newton dipped into Georgia for a 
second time thts year to restock the 
Umversity of Kentucky's most visi­
ble coaching positions. Thts time 
Tubby Smtth moves into offtces 
across campus from Hal Mumme. 

Tappmg Smtth to replace Rick 
Pitino is, in some ways, a no bram­
er. Tubby was a UK assistant from 
1989 to 1991, and so, unlike Eddie 
Sutton, arrives with a comprehen­
sion of the atmosphere here and 
should not be overwhelmed as 
much as energized at his good for­
tune. Methinks, for example, Smtth 
will not say "I would have crawled 
to Lexington to take this job." 

He came to UK as a recruiter and 
so, knows what caliber of student­
athlete and style are required to feed 
the insatiable appetites of the (Big 
Blue) monster. 

Tills man's credentials make up 
in career direction what they lack in 
numbers. A head coach for only 
half-dozen seasons, four at outpost 
Tulsa and two at upstart Georgia, 
UK fans can place the Up arrow 
next to Tubby's name. 

Winning. UK's spring ntual, the 
NCAA Tournaments? Tubby 
waltzed Tulsa into a pair of Big 
Dance appearances, and two more 
at Georgia. His student-athletes 
registered no rules violations while 
behaving and learning how to sue-

• ceed with no mischief or nonsense. 
On the sidelines Smith exhibited 

the same wide-eyed passion for 
winning and executing a game plan 
as Pitino did while entertaining fans 
and media for eight seasons.

TROLLING MOTORS OFfEN 
A FACTOR IN FISHING 

SUCCESS 
It took a televtston show to make 

champion bass fisherman Larry 
Nixon change from a hand-control 
to a foot-control trolling motor, but 
now, two years later, he says the 
switch was one of the best fishing 
decisions he's ever made. 

"When I began filming my own 
television show, I couldn't keep eye 
contact wtth the camera because I 
kept having to reach down and turn 
my trolling motor," the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff angler laughs. 
"So, reluctantly I changed to a 
model with a foot pedal." 

"Now I love it, and wonder how 
I fished so long without one." 

Nixon, a veteran of two decades 
of professional tournament fishmg 
and winner of more than $1 mtlhon 
in prize money, says improper 
trolling motor usage with either 
type is one of the biggest mistakes 
he sees young anglers make today. 

"The trolling motor is really one 
of the most important pieces of 
equipment on any fishing boat," he 
says, "but for it to be truly effective, 
it has to be used properly, because a 
noisy trolling motor can scare fish 
just as fast as an outboard does." 

"It is usually better to have your 
trolling motor on as little as possi­
ble when you're fishing shallow 
water, and if you're moving down a 
shoreline, I suggest turning it on 
only when you need to. An 'on-off, 
on-off' motor noise is better than a 
constant 'on' noise. The less your 
motor is on, the more bass you're 
going to catch." 

The Evinrude pro also keeps his 
motor on the slowest speed possible 
when he's trying to matntain posi­
tion. 

"The higher the speed you have 
your trolling motor on, the stronger 
the noise and vibrations tt sends 
out," reminds Nixon .. "Remember, 
you're in shallow water where that 
noise will be amplified even more; 
I have seen many times in competi­
tion where a notsy trolling motor 
spooked bass from out tn front of 
the boat." 

Nixon often sets up his fishing 
so the wind will let him drift 
through his fishing area. If I}! at isn't 
possible, he studies his fishing area 
carefully to pick the best way to 
maneuver through it. 

"Even a 20-foot bass boat is 
extremely maneuverable with a 
good trolling motor," he points out. 
"You can avoid hitting bushes and 
underwater stumps if you watch 
where you're going." 

"I think too many fishermen rush 
into an area and start racing down 
the shoreline without thinking very 
carefully about how they're fishing 
it." 

Nixon uses a 12/24 volt 
pulse-speed trolling motor that 
gradually accelerates rather than 
starts immediately in top speed. 

"That particular feature really 
saves a lot of wear and tear on the 
bracket holding the trolling motor," 
he says, "and also, it doesn't throw 
you out of the boat when you start. 
I have to think every trolling motor 
will probably be built that way in 
the future." 

BASS PROS COMPETE 
REGARDLESS OF THE 

WEATHER 
In four national tournaments this 

year, professional tournament 
angler Denny Brauer has faced 35 
mile per hour winds and four foot 
waves, an overnight temperature 
drop of more than 50 degrees, 
snow, torrential rain, and more 
wind. 

Through it all, Brauer, a member 
of the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff, never stopped casting. 

"The weather conditions are one 
thing none of us can control, so I 
don't spend much time worrying 
about them," he laughs, "and 

besides, everyone else has to com­
pete in the same conditions. What I 
really try to do ts take advantage of 
the weather any way I can because 
things like wind, falling tempera­
tures, or rain can cause fish to 
change locations or at least change 
how they're biting." 

Unfortunately, bad conditions 
can also force an angler off a cho· 
sen fishing area and away from his 
fish. 

"That's exactly what happened 
to me during the B.A.S.S. 
MegaBucks tournament on 
Richland Chambers Lake m Texas 
this past March," Brauer points out. 
"I had found an area holding a lot of 
fish but it was in fairly open water. 
As long as the wind blew from the 
south or southwest I was protected, 
but late m the tournament the wind 
switched very quickly to the north 
and I was literally blown off the 
area. 

"I had to go to a completely dif­
ferent part of the lake, but fortu­
nately. I had already caught enough 
fish so that I finished well." 

Several years ago, Brauer turned 
another weather change to his 
advantage when a calm day became 
blustery and turned the lake, 
Tennessee's Lake Chickamauga, to 
whitecaps. He made a daring 20-
mile run through the rough water to 
an underwater point he'd located 
earlier and caught enough bass 
there to win the tournament. 

"In that particular instance, the 
rough water pushed the bass up on 
top of the shallow point," explains 
the Evinrude pro. "Wind and waves 
push plankton and baitfish into 
places like that, or perhaps against 
bluff walls, and the bass soon fol­
low. If you can fish places like this 
in the bad weather, you'll frequent­
ly have some good catches." 

Brauer has spent more days fish­
ing in the rain than he cares to 
admit, but does say rain by itself 
does not bother him very much as 
long as he's wearing protective 
clothing. 

"It's the things that can come 
with a rainstorm, like lightning and 
even tornadoes, that are so danger­
ous," he says, "and when they're in 
the air, I get off the water. The 
graphite rods we use today attract 
lightning and I don't want to take 
any unnecessary chances." 

A sudden cold front generally 
moves bass very close to cover and 
makes them hesitant to chase lures, 
a condition Brauer doesn't really 
mind. 

"That means the bass are most 
susceptible to the technique of flip­
ping a jig, which is my fav.orite 
fishing technique," he smiles. 
"Believe it or not, there are tourna­
ments when I actually hope for a 
weather change like that." 

Evinrude and Johnson Outboard 
dealers offer the Pro-Team Bass 
Vest, a personal flotation device 
(PFD) designed for bass fishermen. 
The vest features four pockets, 
adjustable sides, and a D-ring for 
attaching an emergency ignition 
cut-off tether. 

FOLLOW THESE TIPS FOR 
BETTER PLASTIC WORM 

FISHING 
Of all the lures professional bass 

tournament fisherman Guy Eaker 
has in his tackle box, among his 
favorites are some more than 40 
years old. 

"Actually, the lures themselves 
aren't that old," laughs Eaker, a vet­
eran competitor and a member of 
the Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff, 
"but fishermen have been using 
them that long." 

"They were plastic worms, 
which were originally developed in 
the early 1950's. I doubt any other 
lure has caught as many bass as has 
the plastic worm." 

Eaker likes to fish plastic worms 
in shallow water, and when he does, 
he prefers to use a sinker that liter-

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ally screws toto the head of the 
worm. 

"Many anglers simply peg the 
shding sinker on the1r line with a 
toothpick," explains Eaker, "but 
that can damage the line. I use a 
stoker that has a small corkscrew on 
the base. After threading the sinker 
on your line, you screw it into the 
head of the worm and it will stay in 
place. 

"A swimming worm is a great 
topwater lure around heavy shore­
line brush as well as in open water 
where scattered vegetation is pre­
sent," says Eaker. 

"My favorite retrieves with

"This type of sinker makes your 
casting more accurate and it keeps 
the lure from snagging on brush or 
limbs, which often happens when 
the sinker slides freely on your 
line." 

"Having a screw-in sinker also 
improves the worm's action in veg­
etation like hydrilla and milfoil." 
adds the Evinrude pro. "because it 
allows the lure to fall straight down 
into tiny holes and openings instead 
of drifting from side to side where it 
frequently gets snagged." 

,,., c•a r:e ••• 
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"Another thing I like to do with 
my plastic worms is hop them 
rather than crawl them along the 
bottom," continues Eaker. "The 
majonty of strikes on both a plastic 
worm and a j1g come when the lure 
is falling, so I try to make the lure 
fall as many times as possible. The 
best way to do that is by raising 
your rod tip to jump the worm up, 
then lowering it so it falls again." 

If fishermen are not really confi­
dent fishing a plastic worm, the 
North Carolina angler recommends 
they rig a six inch purple or 
black/blue worm with a 20 hook 
and a 3116 ounce sinker. This is a 
famous color-weight-size combina­
tion that has caught bass under a 
wide variety of condiuons in lakes 
throughout the United States. 

Often during the warmer sum­
mer, Eaker fishes a 'swimming 
worm,' by leaving off the sinker. 
Instead of fishing the lure on the 
bottom, he swims it on the surface.

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swimming worms are either a slow, 
• steady sw1mming action that causes 

the worm to look more like a small 
snake, or a series of short jerks that 
make the worm dart erratically 
from side to side." 

What makes the swimming 
worm so effective, Eaker con­
cludes, is the fact it floats and can 
be kept in the strike zone for a long 
time. It is also weedless so it does­
n't get snagged. 

"All in all, the plastic worm is an 
extremely versatile lure," he says. 
"I'm not at all surprised that it 

~ remains so popular after all these 
years."

ROADBEDS 
On a lake system known for its 

vegetation, professional bass tour­
nament angler Ray Sedgwick often 
forsakes the greenery to fish sunken 

~ roadbeds. Five bass, 30-pound 
stringers can do that to you. 

"Underwater roadbeds are prob­
ably my favorite type of structure to 
fish," says Sedgwick, a member of 
the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
and a fishing camp owner on South 
Carolina's Santee-Cooper Lakes, 
known nationwide for their excel­
lent grassbed fishing. 

"I think they're productiye 
because they provide a definite 
change of texture and usually a 
change of elevation in the bottom." 

• Sedgwick studies maps to find 
the general locatiOns of sunken 
roadbeds, since most are noted on 
good lake maps. Once in the area, 
he determines from the shorelines 
where a road enters and leaves the 
water, and then he follows its 
course by studymg his depthfinder. 

"Roadbeds are easy to follow 
with a depthfinder," he explains, 
"because they show up as a general­
ly smooth, hard bottom. If I've 
never fished a particular roadbed 
before. I'll usually mark it with 
buoys as I follow it, especially 

W where I find depth changes " 
The Johnson pro considers depth 

changes along the roadbed among 
the best places to locate bass. This 
can be where the road rises or falls 
or along its edges, which may also 
create a depth change if the road 
had ditches on either side. 

"I also look for old bridges along 
the road because these have usually 
been blown out and create cover 
along a channel break," Sedgwick 
continues. "I've found a lot of big 
bass in places like th1s." 

Crankbaits and Carolina rigs 
~ with either plastic worms or lizards 

are Sedgwick's favorite roadbed 
lures. Both can be worked quickly 
to cover a lot of water. 

"For some reason, bass often 
gather in schools on roadbeds, so 
this is what you reatly hope to find," 
he notes. "At the same time, I 
believe both baitfish and bass travel 
along the roads just like people, so 
they're productive all year long." 

Sedgwick fishes roadbeds by 
retrieving right down the road itself 
as well as by retrieving across it. 

~ The technique used depends on 
how he finds the fish positioned. 

"Sometimes the fish want a lure 
coming one way and sometimes 
they want it another," he says. "I 
generally start by casting and 
retrieving stra1ght down the road 
and bringing my lure down any 
drops or dips. If that doesn't pro­
duce any action, I'll start fishing 
across the road. 

"One of the primary things to 
remember about fishing roadbeds is 
to look for something different, 

such as a rise or dip in the elevation. 
You may have a mile or more of 
roadbed to explore, but the bass will 
nearly always be more concentrated 
where something changes on the 
road itself." 

DIFFERENT RETRIEVES 
Professional bass tournament 

angler Mickey Bruce has boiled 
fish catching down to a simple sci­
ence: don't change places, change 
lures, and do something different 
with that lure. 

"To catch bass today, especially 
on lakes that receive heavy fishing 
pressure, you generally need to vary 
your retrieve so it doesn't look like 
everyone else's," says the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff angler. "In 
many instances, the bass have 
become accustomed to standard 
lure retrieves and just are not 
attracted anymore." 

As an example, Bruce describes 
his experience during the 1995 Bass 
Masters Classic* world champi­
onship in which he eventually fin­
ished third. He caught 16 bass dur­
ing a two-hour period the last day, 
but just didn't catch quite enough 
weight; he finished only three 
pounds, one ounce behind the win­
ner. 

"What was interesting about that 
day was that I was fishing behind 
several other anglers who weren't 
catching any fish," says Bruce. "I 
tied on a jig with a big plastic trail­
er, but I didn't crawl it along the 
bottom. Instead, I jerked the jig up 
like a spoon. Only two of the 16 
bass I caught were non-keepers." 

Bruce discovered this particular 
jig retrieve during a tournament 
years ago on Kentucky Lake. He 
had a strike on a jig as it fell. He 
missed that fish when he jerked but 
caught the one that hit as his lure 
imnediately fell again. He won the 
tournament continuing that unusual 
jerking retrieve, which is now com­
monly practiced all around 
Kentucky Lake. 

"Bass use breaklines, humps and 
other structure as their habitat " 
explains the Evinrude pro, "and this 
won't change, no matter how much 
fishing pressure they receive. 

"What does change is their atti­
tude toward lures. The bass have to 
be shown something different to 
generate a strike, and when you get 
one to bite, the rest will also bite." 

Bruce had his chance to win the 
1996 Bass Masters Classic, as well: 
but finished third for the second 
consecutive year. He didn't catch all 
his bass on a jig during the tourna­
ment on Alabama's Lay Lake, but 
he did catch all his fish with differ­
ent retrieves. 

"I caught a lot of bass on 
crankbaits, and I made certain each 
retrieve bounced into the bottom," 
says Bruce. "When it did, I'd stop so 

the lure floated up a few inches. 
Then I'd crank the lure right down 
to the bottom again, as if I was 
chopping something. 

"Whenever I'd run into a brush­
pile or rocks, I'd slow the crankbait 
down and very s)owly ease it 
around or through the cover. I gave 
the fish a lot of different speeds and 
actions to look at." 

"The important thing to realize is 
that using different lures isn't 
always that important," he con­
cludes. "Just usc the same lures dif­
ferently. and you'll catch bass. Little 
subtle differences are important." 

FISHNG IN AUTUMN 
"People don't realize it but bass 
fishing and whitetail deer hunting 
have a lot of similarities. Weather 
affects both fish and deer activity, 
and usually determines our tactics 
for pursumg them." 

That's the opinion of Randy Fite 
of Montgomery, Texas, who not 
only enJoys success as a profession­
al bass tournament angler and 
member of the Johnson Outboards 
Pro Staff, but also as one of the 
nation's best-known makers of cus­
tom hunting rifles. 

"In fishing, we try to project 
where the bass will be at a certain 
time," Fite continues, "and we do 
the same thing when hunting deer. 
Both deer and fish have definite 
feeding movements we try to take 
advantage of." 

The major problem with bass 
fishing this season of the year, says 
Fite, is that unpredictable autumn 
weather tends to interrupt those 
feeding movements. 

"Deep bass move shallow to 
feed," he explains, "and shallow 
fish move even more shaJlow to 
feed. The majority of bass anglers 
search primarily for those shallow 
fish which are the ones most often 
interrupted. That's why I prefer to 
look for deep water bass whenever I 
can because they are not as affected 
by weather changes." 

Even Fite runs into deep water 
bass problems, however. During 
early practice for the 1996 Bass 
Masters Classic* world champi­
onship in Alabama, he discovered 
the deep fish were hitting jigging 
spoons very aggressively. The lures 
easily produced better results than 
crankbaits, even when both lures 
were fished side by side. 

"During the summer months, 
weather tends to be more stable so 
bass feeding patterns are more pre­
dictable," says Fite, "and I believe 
that's what I experienced during 
that practice. 

"When the tournament started 
several weeks later, we not only had 
unstable weather, but unstable 
weather for a full week, and the 
bass changed."

DOES THE AGRICULTURE 

WATER QUALITY ACT APPLY 
TO YOUR LAND

Kentuckians who own I 0 or 
more continuous acres of land 
might be wondering if their proper­
ty falls under the Agriculture Water 
Quality Act (AWQA). 

The Kentucky General 
Assembly passed this act to protect 
surface water and groundwater 
from pollution resulting from agri­
cultural or silvicultural activities. 
(Silviculture involves growing and 
harvesting trees). Agriculture and 
silviculture is not being looked at as 
the only potential source of water 
pollution. Everyone (businesses, 
landowners of less than 10 acres) 
falls under the water quality stan­
dards set by the Kentucky Division 
of Water and the Environmental 
Protection Agency. 

Landowners who conduct or 
allow agricultural or silvicultural 
actinties to be conducted on their 
property must develop and carry out 
an agricultural water quality plan to 
identify practices that could 
adversely affect surface water or 
groundwater; then, start using best 
management practices (BMPs) to 
reduce or eliminate potential pollu­
tion 

'Illc 59 BMP's included in the 

statewide agriculture water quality 
plan address six areas-crops, live­
stock, pesticides and fertilizer, 
farmstead. silviculture, and streams 
and other waters. This plan is a 
guide for landowners to develop 
water quality plans geared to their 
specific operations. 

Most landowners have until 
October 23, 2001, to develop and 
start using their individual agricul­
ture water quality plans. The one 
exception is for activities along or 
in streams and other water bodies: 
specrfically minor road crossings, 
removing sand and gravel from 
streams, stabilizing banks, and fill­
ing and excavating streams and wet­
lands. (These are the same practices 
for which landowners previously 
need certification from the 
Kentucky Division of Water.) 
Landowners engaging 10 any of 
these four activities must initiate 
BMPs now; they do not have the 
option of waiting until 2001 to 
implement an agricultural water 
quality plan. 

Landowners are not required to 
file their water quality plan with any 
government agency. You will need 
to produce a copy of your plan 
should a water quality problem be 
identified and traceable to your 
operation. 

The Producer Workbook con­
tains a self-certification form that 
can be filed with the local conserva­
tion district. By signing this form. a 
landowner certifies that he/she 
understands the requirements of the 

For 

Agriculture Water Quality Act and 
has developed a water quality plan 
for their operation. Filing the cer- • 
tificates form with your local con­
servation distnct office will also 
enable you to receive any updates or 
amendments to the Act. 

Several state and federal agen­
cies can help landowners establish 
plans by providing educational 
resources and technical informa­
tion. 'l11ese include the Kentucky 
CooperatiVe Extension Service, 
Natural Resources Conservation 
Service. Furm Service Agency, 
Kentucky Division of Water, 
Consen·ation. Waste Management ~ 
and Forestry, and local conservatton 
districts and health departments.

Semor CitiZens, if I were to 
place a bet on when you arc read­
ing today's article, I \VOuld gamble 
on the possibility that you arc read 
ing it ahout midway hctwccn May 
11-17 Nation.1l Nursing Home 
Week. 

Many of us \\ere raised with a 
stigma about nursing homes. My 
father asked very little of his chil­
dren, in regard to what he w1shcd 
for himself, but one thmg he d1d 
ask v.as, "Prom1sc me that you' ll 
never put me in a nursing home.'' 
Neither my father nor m) mother 
had to be placed in a nursing home. 
Yet, I was reared thinking there 
\\as something terribly wrong with 
nursing homes, even though my 
parents never discussed the ' 'nitty­
gritty'' of why they didn't want to 
go to one, had they Jived into old 
age. 

Through the years I came to 
understand many of their unspoken 
fears. I also learned that many of 
the fears they entertained back then 
were justified in their day and in 
the days of their parents. However, 
today many of those fears are non­
existent. Today there are far more 
federal and state controls govern­
ing nursing homes than there used 
to be. For the most part these con­
trols have built-in safeguards to 
protect the residents. 

Today, residents of nursing 
homes have rights that did not exist 
during the lhes of my parents and 
grandparents. The modern nursmg 
home understands the necessity of 
addressing the needs of the entire 
person. There' s far more to nursmg 

home care today than seeing that a 
resident's body, bed. room and 
clothing are kept clean and their 
Immediate medical needs arc met. 

Today's nursing home must take 
tnto consideratton the daily living 
needs of evcf) res1dent. The techni­
cal term for th1s IS "Activities of 
Daily Living' or ADL. If there is a 
resident with a special need, it is 
the nurstng home's responsibility 
to do everything within its power to 
see that the isolated need of that 
patient is met The social, psycho­
logical, religious, and physical 
needs must be addressed, in today's 
nursing homes. as well as a per­
son's medical needs. 

Most of us have come to realize 
that today 's nursing homes arc 
staffed with an administrator and 
med1cal personnel. But have we 
really stopped to consider the 
divers1ty of the modern health-care 
team that staffs today's nursing 
homes'? I've often wondered if 
some of my parents fears would 
have subsided had they lived to see 
how nursing homes are operated 
today. This being National Nursing 
Home Week, 1t would be good for 
all of us to cons1der the broader 
spectrum of today's nursing homes. 
Some reading this week's Sunshine 
Lines article might be surprised at 
the many positive changes that are 
prevalent in nursing homes today. 

If there IS not a doctor "in­
house," there is a doctor on call 
twenty-four hours a day. Today's 
nursing homes have contracted 
w1th cardiologists, psychiatrists, 
orthopedic surgeons, audiologists, 
dentists, podiatrists and other med­
ical specialists on which they can 
call in an emergency, day or night. 

There is a regtstered nurse in 
charge of medical personnel. Some 
call this person the director of nurs­
ing personnel. This nurse usually 
works a regular shift but is on call 
twenty-four hours a day should a 
problem arise in the nursing depart­
ment. The nursing department con­
sists of trained certified nurse assis­
tants (CNA's); certified medical 
nurse assistants (CMNA's) who are 

specially trained to dispense most 
medications; licensed practical 
nurses (LPN's); and, registered 
nurses (RN's). Nursing homes 
today have physical therapists in­
house to insure one's mobility and 
usc of one's appendages to the 
degree possible. 

Today's nursing homes have a 
registered dietitian on staff to 
assure that the dietary needs of 
every patient is met-from the 
hearty cater to the person who must 
be tube-fed . 

There is a social worker or a 
social services designee on staff­
depending on the number of resi­
dents a facility 1s equipped to han­
dle- to care for the residents of 
soc1al needs and to work through 
problems the resident might be 
having from homesickness to the 
bereavement of a family member 
or a roommate. 

Modern nursing homes have an 
ac11vities director. This person's 
job is to assure all residents that 
there will be activities planned to 
capture their interest and insure 
mobility as much as physically 
possible. 

The social worker/designee and 
the activities director work very 
closely in providing stimulation for 
all residents including the bedfast 
who cannot talk. 

Religious serv1ces are planned 
every weekend. Priests, rabbis, and 
clergy of several faiths visit rou­
tinely and are on call twenty-four 
hours a day. 

Every nursing home has an 
Ombudsman to which the resident 
or the resident's family can turn if a 
problem cannot be worked out ami­
ably between the administrator and 
his or her staff. If the ombudsman 
cannot resolve the problem at the 
local level then it must be reported 
to the state and dealt with at the 
state level. Problems usually have a 
way of working themselves out 
before 1t becomes necessary to get 
the state involved, but it does hap­
pen-and it should, if a resident's 
rights or needs have been violated.

CABBAGE AND 
TOMATO SOUP 

1 Tbs. canola oil 
2 medium onions, chopped 
1 medium carrot, grated 
I medium ,leek, white part only, 

chopped 
1/3 small head cabbage, quar­

tered and sliced crosswise into 112-
inch strips, about 6 c. 

1-15 oz. can diced tomatoes, 
with liquid 

4 c. vegetable stock or canned 
broth · 

112 c. oatmeal, steel-cut or old-
fashioned 

1 tsp. dried thyme 
112 tsp. sugar 
1 bay leaf 
112 tsp. salt 
Freshly ground pepper 
Heat the oil in a large Dutch 

oven or saucepan over medium­
high heat. Add the onion, carrot and 
leek and stir to coat with the oil. 
Cover the pot tightly, reduce the 
heat to medium, and cook the veg­
etables for 10 minutes. Mix. in the 
cabbage, cover the pot, and cook 
for another I 0 minutes, until the 
cabbage is wilted. 

Stir in the tomatoes, stock, oat­
meal, thyme, sugar, bay leaf and 
salt. Season the soup to taste with 
pepper and simmer, uncovered, until 
the oatmeal is cooked and the cab­
bage is tender. This should take 
about 30 minutes if using steel-cut 
oats, and 20 minutes if using rolled 
oats. 

Serve, or cool and refrigerate 
overnight. When reheating, to regain 
a soup-like consistency, you may 
want to add some vegetable broth.

CHICKEN CURRY IN 
SQUASH 

2 medium acorn squash 
3 chicken breast halves, skin 

removed 
1 medium onion 
1 or 2 garlic cloves 
1 sweet red pepper 
1 112 Tsp. oil 
1 tsp. curry powder 
114 tsp. ground cinnamon 
Dash ground cloves 
112 cup applie cider (or use 

chicken broth or water) 
112 cup evaporated skim milk 
Freshly ground pepper to taste 
Preheat the oven to 350 degrees. 

Cut the acorn squash in half and 
scoop out the seeds and stringy por­
tions. Place cut-side down in a bak­
ing dish with 2 tablespoons of water 
and bake in the 350 degree oven for 
20 minutes. 

Meanwhile, remove the chicken 
from the bones and cut into stnps. 
Chop the onion coarsely and chop 
the garlic. Slice the red pepper into 
l/4 inch wide strips. 

Heat the oil in a large skillet or 
wok. When hot, add the onion and 
garlic and stir-fry for 1 minute. Add 
the chicken strips and stir-fry for 3 
minutes. Add the red pepper strips 
and cook I minute more. Add the 
curry powder, cinnamon and cloves 
and stir-fry for 1 minute. Now add 
the apple cider or other liquid, 
adjust the heat so mixture is just 
simmering, cover and cook for 20 
to 30 minutes. 

Tum the acorn squash cut-side 
up and continue baking for an addi­
tional 20 to 25 minutes. 

After cooking for 20 to 30 min­
utes, remove the chicken mixture 
from the heat. Add the evaporated 
milk and pepper to taste. Remove 
the cooked squash from the oven 
and fill the cavities with the chick­
en mixture to serve. 

This will yield 4 servings, each 
with 8 grams of fat and about 315 
calories. 

CREAMY PEANUT 
BUTTER FUDGE 

3 cups sugar 
314 cup butter or margarine 
213 cup evaporated milk 
1 (10-ounce) package peanut 

butter-flavored morsels 
1 (7-ounce) jar marshmallow 

creme 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
Combine first 3 ingredients in a 

large, heavy saucepan. Bring to a 
boil over medium-high heat, stir­
ring constantly. Cover and cook 3 
minutes without stirring; uncover 
and boil 5 minutes. (Do not stir). 

Remove from heat; add morsels, 
stirring until morsels melt. Stir in 
marshmallow creme and vanilla. 
Pour into a buttered 13- x 9- x 2-
inch pan. 

Place in freezer for 10 minutes, 
or let cool at room temperature. 
Yield: 3 pounds. 

SWEET PEPPERY SAUSAGE 
1 popund Italian sausage, sliced 

into 314-inch pieces 
Vegetable cooking spray 
1 medium onion, sliced into 114-

inch rings 
I tablespoon olive oil 
2 cloves garlic, minced 
1 sweet red pepper, cut into 1/4-

inch strips 
1 sweet yellow pepper, cut into 

114-inch strips 
1 cup sliced fresh mushrooms 
1 cup dry white vennouth 
1 teaspoon dried basil 
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County Kettle 
1 teaspoon dried oregano 
Cook sausage in a nonstick skil­

let sprayed with vegetable cooking 
spray; drain well, and set aside. 

Cook onions in olive oil for 2 
minutes; add garlic and next 3 
ingredients.

1 lb. red new potatoes, prefer­

ably 112-2 inches, scrubbed, with 
their skins 

1/2 c. lowjat milk , 
112 c. chopped scallions, green 

and white parts 
Salt and freshly ground pepper. 

to taste 
1 Tbs. unsalted sweet butter 
Cook the potatoes in a large pot 

with a steamer insert over two inch­
es of water. 

Place the potatoes in the steamer 
in a single layer, bring the water to 
a boil and cover the pot. Cook for 
20 minutes, or until tender when 
pierced with a knife. 

Meanwhile, combine the milk 
and scallions in a small saucepan 
and bring to a boil over medium 
heat. Remove the pan from the heat 
and set aside, or, for bright green 
champ, puree this mixture in a 
blender. 

When the potatoes are cooked, 
transfer them to a large bowl. Mash 

them coarsely with a fork. 
Gradually pour in the milk and scal­
lion mixture, continuing to mash 
until the potatoes are fluffy and the 
peel and scallions are well distrib­
uted. Season to taste with salt and 
pepper. 

Transfer the mashed potatoes 
immediately to a serving bowl that 
has been rinsed in hot water and 
dried thoroughly. Using the back of 
a spoon. make four indentations in 
the potatoes. Place a quarter of the 
butter in each of the wells and 
serve.

Place chicken bundles, seam 
side down, on a lightly greased bak­
ing sheet. 

Bake at 375° for 25 minutes. 
Remove and discard wooden picks; 
serve warm chicken bundles over 
remaining rice mix. Garnish. if 
desired. Yield: 6 servings.
