Birth certificate applications 
can be obtained on Internet 

Kentuckians who need birth cer­
tificates for passports or their 
child's summer activities or school 
pre-registration, can now access 
and print the application 
through the Cabtnet for Health 
Services home page-http://cfc­
chs.chr.state.ky.us/ on the Internet. 

Computers also are shortening 
the process of getting a birth cer­
tificate. 

The Department for Public 
Health has recently computerized 
birth certificates from 1967 to the 
present. Instead of having to find 
the information by hand. 

Vital Statistics employees can 
access it by computer, said Barbara 
White, the department's registrar. 

"This is the time of year that the 
demand for birth certificates 
increases because of travel, and 
pre-registration of children for 
school and summer activities such 
as athletic leagues. 

"But this year, the computerized 
data will make the process quicker. 
Instead of a three- to four-week 
wait, people can expect a two- to 
three-week wait for birth certificate 
requested by mail," White said. 

Birth certificates also can be 
ordered by telephone and in person. 

The registrar still encourages 
people not to wait until the last 
minute to order a birth certificate. 
White advises people to have a 
copy of their birth certificate on 

hand in case they need it. 
In addition to summer activities, 

birth certificates are required for 
getting a driving permit, a Social 
Security card, obtaining some types 

· of employment, preparing for 
retirement and enrolling in some 
pension plans. 

The Department for Public 
Health files birth certificates only 
for people born in Kentucky. 
People who live in Kentucky, but 
were born in another state, should 
contact the vital statistics registrar 
in that state for their birth certifi­
cate.

Hager coached just one year

Finally, Betsy Layne solves

Health Matters 
MENOPAUSE AND HOT 

FLASHES 
When most people hear the word 

menopause they think of hot flash­
es. While 85 percent of women get 
them, 1t is estimated that only ten 
to 15 percent of women have hot 
flashes severe enough to truly dis­
rupt their lives. 

A hot flash, which can occur 
from once an hour to once a month, 
is a transient feeling of warmth; 
however, some women become 
flushed, break out m perspiration, 
or have palpitations or dizziness. 
Experts are not sure what causes 
these episodes. One theory holds 
that the mechanism of the hot flash­
es involves the resetting of the ther­
mogulatory center in the central 
nervous system. 

Hot flashes become more 
intense as you approach menopause 
and peak during the three years fol­
lowing menopause. Surgical 
menopause (when the ovaries are 
removed) usually causes more 
severe flashes due to the sudden 
reduction m estrogen. The body's 
ability to find alternative supplies 
may explain why some women 
have more severe hot flashes than 
others. After menopause, the 
ovaries contmue to manufacture 
small amounts of androgen, a male 
hormone that the body can convert 

into estrogen. In some women, this 
process may result in fewer hot 
flashes and lower the risk for osteo­
porosis and heart disease. 

Doctors have a few pharmaco· 
logical methods to decrease hot 
flashes. They inc· ude hormone 
replacement therapy, clonidine (an 
antihypertensive medication that 
must be taken orally to be effec­
tive), and Vitamin E. Hormo ne 
replacement therapy is the most 
effective. If you are suffering from 
hot flashes, talk to your doctor 
about these and other possible 
options.

To cut hay or not to cut

It"s an exasperatmg question 
many Kentucky forage-livestock 
farmers face this time of year. The 
sky is overcast and rain threatens. 
Do you cut alfalfa hay and risk rain 
damage. or wait a while and hope 
weather conditions improve? 

One answer is to assess damage 
by asking yourself if possible rain 
damage is greater thai) the definite 
quality loss by waiting to harvest, 
according to Mike Collins, forage 
management specialist at the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Collins. When you cannot sell rain­
damaged hay and don't have Jive­
stock that can utilize it, then dam­
age assessment should be based on 
more than just nutrient content of 
the hay, he said. In this type of situ­
ation, absence of mold, color, tex­
ture and odor would become more 
important considerations. 

Unseasonably cool weather is 
another factor affecting the first 
cuttmg this year. Collins said. In a 
more typical year, the first cutting 
would have been ready around the 
first week of May, he said. 
However, cool weather slowed 
growth and delayed maturity. The 
crop is not as heavy or at the matu­
rity stage it normally would be now.

Our research shows that alfalfa 
hay has a greater nutritive value 
when it's cut at the correct maturity 
stage (mid-bud to first flower) and 
later receives rain damage, than hay 
that's baled later without rain dam­
age, he said. Harvesting at a later 
maturity would give higher yield, 
but as the expense of quality, 
because it declines rapidly as the 
plant grows. The quality of mature 
forage is not adequate to meet ani­
mal's nutritional requirements and 
supplemental energy or protein 
offer is needed to meet animals' 
feed needs.
