A McDowell teen was acciden­
tally shot last week when she gave 
her friend a gun and it discharged. 

Vemie Daniels, 18, was taken 
to McDowell Appalachian Re­
gional Hospital by some friends 
after she was shot in the side with 
a .22 caliber handgun around 8:45 
p.m. last Wednesday. 

"The gun was fired by her 17-
year-old friend," Floyd County 
deputy Steve Little said Thesday. 
"Some males were putting shaving 

tl cream on a car - she got the gun 
to scare them off." 

The officer would not release 
the name of the shooter because 
she is a juvenile. 

Deputy Little said Daniels, who 
is a senior at South Floyd High 
School, was about four feet away 
from the gun when it discharged 
and was hit with numerous bird 
shot pellets. 

"My friends and I were going to 
scare one of my friends," Daniels

Relative accuses man of 
sexual abuse 20 years later

A former Floyd County man has 
been charged with first degree sexu­
al abuse for allegedly molesting a 
female relative almost 23 years ago. 

Dickie Martin, 58, of Somerset, 
formerly of Garrett, was arrested by 
Kentucky State Police in Pulaski 
County after the female relative 
ftled the charge in Floyd District 
Court. 

At a preliminary hearing Tuesday 
in Floyd District Court, the woman 
testified that Martin had sexually 
molested her when she was 11-
years-old at Garrett. 

The woman said Martin 
promised to show her how to fish 
when he allegedly molested her. 

Special prosecutor Keith Hall 
asked the woman why she waited 
over 20 years to report the alleged 
abuse . 

The woman said she was afraid 
when she was younger and that she 
did not want to cause any disrup­
tions in the family. After telling her 
mother, her husband and her thera­
pist, she said the incident had affect­
ed her "everyday life" and she need­
ed to proceed with the charge. 

The woman said only one alleged 

incident had happened and she had 
never discussed it with Martin. 

Detective Johnson testified that 
he intended to present the case to a 
Floyd County Grand Jury. 

Martin did not appear at his pre­
liminary hearing and his attorney, 
Gerald DeRossett, waived his ap-

pearance. 
Floyd District Judge James Allen 

referred the case to a grand jury. 
Martin remains free on a $5,000 un­
secured bond.

Floyd school burglarized; 
car-theft suspect accused

A Wheelwright man was arrest­
ed last week after an investigation 
into a car theft led local authorities 
to the suspect who is also accused 
of burglarizing a Floyd County 
school earlier this month. 

Brian Lee Triplett, 18, was ar­
rested Thursday on a warrant taken 
out by Floyd County deputy Steve 
Little. 

Tnplett is charged with theft by 
unlawful taking, automobile; third 
degree burglary; and first and third 
degree criminal mischief. 

According to the arrest warrant, 
Triplett "broke into Osborne Ele­
mentary and stole a Toyota Cehca 

from behind the school." 
Deputy Little testified Wednes­

day during a preliminary hearing in 
Floyd District Court that Triplett 
admitted his and two other sub­
jects', whose names are being 
withheld because they were juve­
niles at the time of the incident, in­
volvement in the oar theft and bur­
glary. 

Little said computers and key­
boards were taken from the school 
during a May 8 burglary. 

"We have not been able to lo­
cate the computers," deputy Ltttle 
said. "That's the only thing

Davis' response and cites the state's 
Open Meeting Laws. Patton's letter 
also said that Davis' interpretation 
of board policy "is totally and com­
pletely fal~e ." 

"Policy 01.44 states, 'notice of a 
special met;~ing must be delivered 
personally, transmitted by fax, or 
mailed so that it is received at least 
twenty-four (24) hours prior to the 
time of such meeting as specified in 
the notice." 

Davis' response to Patton 
appears to be in conflict with board 
policy and state law. 

According to board policy relat­
mg to ~pecial meetings, "a special 
meeting may be called at any time 
by the chairperson or on request of 
three board members. The secretary 
shall provide written notice of the 
special meeting. The notice shall 
consist of the date. time and place 
of the special meeting and the 
agenda ... Notice of a special meet· 
ing must be delivered personally, 
transmitted by fax or mailed so that 
tt is received at least twenty-four 
(24) hours prior to the time of such 
meeting as specified in the notice. 
Notice shall be given to each board 
member .. " 

Under KRS 160.270, it does not 
pecify that 24-hour notice of a 

special meeting must be in writing 
to board members, but the manner 
of notice is detailed in the Open 
Meetings Law. 

KRS 61.823 (4) (a) says, "as 
soon as possible, written notice 
shall be delivered personally, trans-

mitted by facsimile machine, or 
mailed to every member of the pub­
lic agency ... The notice shall be 
calculated as that it shall be 
received at least twenty-four (24) 
hours before the special meeting." 
Also, written notice of special 
meetings shall be posted in a "con­
spicuous place" in the building 
where the meeting is to take place 
and in ''the headquarters of the 
agency." 

Patton is contesting all actions 
taken by the board during those 
special meetings 

Specific actions at those meet­
ings included the board voting to 
cut numerous jobs; to discontinue 
an all-day program at Floyd County 
Technical High School; and to 
reduce extended employment days 
for all administrators. 

Also at those meetings, the 
board authorized superintendent 
Davis and board attorney Jerry 
Patton to negotiate the sale of three 
tracts of surplus property at 
Spradlin Branch, Maytown and 
Middle Creek; voted to hire attor­
neys Tom Smith and Dan Rowland 
to preside over due process hear­
ings; voted to pay Lexington archi­
tect Paul Hoffman almost $60,000 
to settle a civil dispute for work at 
South Floyd High School; and 
voted to hold the remainder of the 
board meetings at Adams Middle 
School. 

Should Patton's complaint be 
upheld, all of those actions could be 
invalidated, requiring renewed 
board actions.

Sturgill also asked that 
Barnette's hearing be rescheduled 
and that proper notice be given to 
all parties. 

Board member Patton also asked 
to receive proper written notifica­
tion of any meetings. 

Hardin suggested that chairman 
W1Icox call a special board meeting 
to address the issues raised 
Tuesday. 

Davis was at the central office 
Tuesday, but he did not sit in on the 
proceeding. The superintendent left 
the building immediately after the 
hearing concluded. 

No new hearing dates were set 
Tuesday.

Reform special ed ... 
Members of Congress took a mod­

est step last week when they voted to 
modify this country's laws on educat­
ing disabled children. Last year, the 
House passed similar legislation, but 
it died in the Senate. 

The core of the bill involves disci­
plining disabled students who are dis­
ruptive in the classroom. Since it 
seems unfair to punish kids for 
behavior they cannot help, this has 
been a difficult subject. 

Part of the problem with the 
debate has been the vocabulary used. 
Members of Congress have been 
using words that miscast the issue. 

It sounds sensible, for example, 
when those who want to ease the 
process for disciplining or suspend­
ing disabled students say those stu­
dents ought to be "punished" for mis­
conduct that is not disability-related. 
But those who work with disabled 
children know how hard it is to dis­
tinguish between behaviors that are 
and are not disability related. 
Disabled students are full of frustra­
tions that put them at risk for miscon­
duct. 

One study showed that almost 80 
percent of all prison inmates were 
learning disabled, yet taking drugs 
and stealing certainly aren't direct 
and unavoidable consequences of 
that particular disability. Clearly, 
however, a relationship has devel­
oped largely because their needs have 
not been addressed. 

Often, the education of the learn­
ing disabled, as well as of the other 
disability grgups (kids who are easily 
distractible, or compulsive, or have 
emotional problems, for example) is 

-
best accomplished in small groups. 
Yet the vocabulary used in the debate 
is a barrier here as well. Federal law 
says that all disabled students are 
entitled to "a free, appropriate public 
education" and that it must be pro­
vided in "the least restrictive environ­
ment." Consequently, 75 percent of 
disabled students are now taught in 
mainstream classrooms. 

This has made a positive differ­
ence in many students' lives. There 
is no reason a child in a wheelchair, 
for example, should be segregated 
from those who can walk. In the 
past, they often were. 

But today our mainstream class­
rooms contain many children who · 
really need something else. When a 
frustrated child who makes frequent 
outbursts is thrown into a class with 
25 other students-and a teacher with 
very little training (and perhaps, very 
little interest) in his disability -who 
is served? Certainly not the student, 
nor his classmates. Perhaps the 
school district budget (mainstream­
ing definitely saves money). 

The bill Congress passed last week 
represents a good start. Disruptive 
students don't belong in mainstream 
classrooms, for their sake and every­
one else's. But that doesn't mean 
they should be isolated and forgotten, 
as they were 20 years ago, or sus­
pended or "punished," as some folks 
are suggesting today. 

Most need another kind of envi­
ronment, a different educational 
approach. That's not what they are 
getting. Congress needs to revisit 
this legislation. There are more revi­
sions to be made. 

... don't destroy it 
The most important tenet of spe­

cial education is this: The earlier the 
intervention, the better. That's one 
reason for having pre-school pro­
grams - to diagnose problems and 
start solving them before real school 
starts. 

And that's why last week's action 
by the Jefferson County School 
Board was so infuriating. Members 
voted to cut 23 special education 
positions in the districts pre-school 
program. 

The vote was close --:- 4 to 3 -
partially because even school board 
members have difficulty understand­
ing what is being said when adminis­
trators talk about combining, stream­
lining, and making programs more 
efficient. 

But despite all the assurance that 
this is nothing more than a chance to 
reorganize, there will still be 23 
fewer positions. Ten of them are for 
certified special ed teachers who 
work directly with pre-school stu­
dents. 

Deputy Superintendent Marty 
Bell assures us that "there is no 
intention to pull back ... and not pro­
vide the services." The children, he 
says will receivt" comparable help. 

But how can they when ten. of the 
cuts are teachers who move from 
classroom to classroom giving kids 
who need it special help, and when 
this increases the caseload of other 
specialists who already have a full 
load? 

Mr. Bell points out that there will 
be 129 fewer students in the program 
next year. And certainly that would 
account for a few cuts. 

But even that sounds like bad 
news. Why are there 129 fewer stu­
dents? There's certainly no popula­
tion dip in this three-year-old group. 
Truth is, because of budget cuts, the 
department didn't screen as many 
kids last year. No wonder they did­
n't find as many. 

As Supt. Stephen Daeschner 
knows, there is a high cost (and 
we're not just talking about money) 
when problems aren't caught early. 

That's why he has made early 
childhood education his cornerstone. 

This was a stupid way to balance 
the budget. By going along with the 
plan, school board members risk 
ruining a pre-school program for at­
risk children that has been one of the 
district's brightest spots. - The 
Courier Journal

Legislative action on the Governor's 

plan for reforming higher education has 
silenced critics of the move to separate 
the state's 14 community colleges from 
the total control of the University of 
Kentucky. 

Darned if we can follow some of their 
reasoning, though. 

One critic claimed the governor was 
attempting to turn the colleges into 
''trade schools," and he contended that 
poor students would find limited access 
to the schools. 

How do you figure that? 
There's nothing in the plan that calls 

for converting community colleges into 
anything, though there might be some 
m!3shing of curriculums with those 
offered by vo-tech schools to eliminate 
some unnecessary duplication. 

Access to post-secondary education 
will likely be enhanced under the plan, 
not restricted.

KET's Settlement Schools of Appalachia 
broadcast tells history of these special schools 

In an encore broadcast at 3 p.m. 
Saturday, June 7, KET's 
Settlement Schools of Appalachia 
chronicles the history of Eastern 
Kentucky's settlement schools 
from their modest beginnings in 
the early 1990s to the present. It is 
a story focusing on people, from 
the remarkable women who creat­
ed and ran many of the schools­
Katherine Pettit, May Stone, Ethel 
de Long, Alice Lloyd-to the stu­
dents whose lives they enriched. 

Although their primary purpose 
was to educate mountain children, 
Appalachia's settlement schools 
soon took on additional roles in 
order to serve the surrounding 
communities. 

Within a few decades, settle­
ment schools were involved in 
growing crops; establishing and 
running health clinics; making, 
promoting, and selling local arts 
and crafts; running cooperative 
stores; and collecting local music 
and stories. 

The story of these schools in 
Kentucky is told in Settlement 
Schools of Appalachia with 
archival photographs, journal 
entries by the originators of the 
schools and traditional mountain 
music. The program features narra­
tion by author George Ella Lyon 
and interviews with historians 
Thomas C. Clark and James

will ·remain available through the 
toll-free helpline," added State 
Coordinating Officer W. R. 
Padgett, executive director of the 
Kentucky Disaster and Emergency 
Services. 

The FEMA toll-free application 
number is 1-800-462-9029 or TTY 
1-800-462-7585 for those with 
hearing or speech impainnents. The 
lines are open 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. 
Monday through Saturday. The 
toll-free helpline number is for peo­
ple who already have applied and 
want to know the status of their 
applications or who have questions 
about the assistance programs. That 
number is 1-800-525-0321 or TTY 
1-800-660-8005 for those with 

hearing or speech impairments. 
At the request of the 

Commonwealth, FEMA extended 
the original filing deadline to June 
2. The deadline applies to residents 
and businesses for individual assis­
tance, and to governments and eli­
gible non-profit organizations for 
public aid. Applications for low­
interest Small Business 
Administration (SBA) loans also 
must be completed by that date. 

Since the March 4 disaster dec­
laration, 100 of the state's 120 
counties have been declared eligi­
ble for assistance. To date, approxi­
mately $180 million has been allo­
cated for federal and state disaster 
aid.

Holloway recently announced the 
release of the organization's 42nd 
annual wage and personnel survey. 
This comprehensive 35-page report 
covers every section of Kentucky, 
represented in eight regional stud­
ies, covering 116 typical job classi­
fications in Kentucky business and 
industry and about 100 questions 
on employee policies and practices. 
The survey, first accomplished 
statewide in 1956, compiled 
responses from 496 diversified ser­
vice and industrial companies 
throughout the state that may be 
thought of as major employers. 

Highlights of the Survey: 
• Questions on workforce avail­

ability suggest that about 80 per­
cent of all companies feel there are 
insufficient qualified candidates for 
skilled, technical, professional and 
engineering positions whenever 
they have vacancies. Only 44 per­
cent reported any shortages for 
entry level positions, but AIK says 
that even that figure suggests that 
current employment levels are "a 
bit tight." 

• Of the 418 companies report­
ing production workers, 147 or 35.2 
percent say they are operating 
today with three shifts. This sug­
gests that business conditions are 

remaining solid in Kentucky. 
• About 85 percent of the sur­

veyed Kentucky companies now 
have some fonn of "participative 
management" that involves 
employees in workplace decisions. 

• The most frequently used 
device to get workers involved in 
the systems, processes and proce­
dures of a company is that of 
Quality C1rcles. 

• More than 76 percent of the 
companies report having pension 
and retirement plans in place for 
their hourly paid production work· 
ers and 91 percent for office 
employees.

SOCIAL SECURITY 
OVERPAYMENT 

DEDUCTIBLE 
FROM REFUNDS 

Beneficianes who owe a past· 
due debt to Social Security because 
they received an overpayment of 
benefits should know the Internal 
Revenue Service is authorized to 
reduce or withhold their federal tax 
refund to collect the delinquent 
debt. They may find their tax 
refund held up or decrease as a 
result. 

Approximately 132,000 persons 
received notices last July and 
August stating that any federal tax 
refund they may expect to receive 
this year will be subject to be with· 
held for their delinquent debt. The 
notice was designed to give them 
an opportunity to repay the debt 
through other means. 

Social Security overpayments 
occur when beneficiaries fail to 
report a change in their circum· 
stances that affect their entitlement 
to benefits. Examples are a mother 
or father whose young chtld is no 
longer in his or her care; or a dis· 
abled worker who returns to work. 
!n both cases, they may continue to 
receive benefits to which they are 
no longer entitled, and may accrue 
an overpayment. 

If you receive a letter from 
Social Security about money you 
owe, you can review your records 
with a Soc1al Security representa· 
tive. You have 60 days to object to 
the collection of the overpayment 
or to repay the debt. If you don't 
owe the money, your record will be 
corrected. But, if you do owe 
money, you must repay. 

To avoid problems with future 
tax refunds, contact Soctal Security 
if you have an outstanding over· 
payment. You can contact your 
local office or call Social Security's 
toll-free number 1-800-772 1213. 
Because the lines are busiest early 
in the month, call later m the week 
and later in the month.

However, the sport has changed 
quite a b1t and the system desper­
ately needs to be altered. For 
instance, qualifying has become 
such an integral part of each race 
that I feel the pole winner should 
be awarded five bonus points. 

How many time have you seen 
the race's half way leader drive 
his guts out only to suffer mechan­
ICal failures or be involved in an 
accident in the race's last half? 
Let's give the half-way leader a 
five point bonus. That sure would 
liven up the race. 

And then there is the multiple­
race winner. Those guys who go 
out and win eight or I 0 races a 
year should be awarded for their 
superior efforts. Both Rusty 
Wallace and Jeff Gordon have had 
ten-win seasons recently, howev­
er, both came up on the short end 
of the stick in the championstup 
run. How about increasing their 
lap leader bonus by two points 
with each successive win? They 
are going to get the five points 
anyway. Make it seven with their 
second win, nine with their third, 
and so on. 

Other changes? Let's put aside 
all this changing of the aerody­
namic rules from week to week. 
Let the boys up in Detriot decide 
the aero package, make a set of 
templates for each car make at the 
beginning of the year and let's go 
racing. If the Ford is hurting, then 
so be it. If the Chevy is behind, let 
them fix it by making the neces­
sary alterations to their model. 

Changes also need to be 

addressed at tracks where there 
are pits on both the front and back 
stretch. Those drivers who must 
pit on the back are constantly at a 
serious disadvantage. Perhaps dif­
ferent pit speeds for the back­
stretch? 

A complete revamping of the 
schedule might not be a bad idea. 
In the early season, keep the races 
at tracks where the weather has a 
good chance of being suitable. 
Start out with Daytona, Texas, 
California, and Las Vegas (word 
has it they are getting a date next 
year). Then move northward as 
the weather heats up. 

A few other changes that were 
mentioned ... put lapped cars on the 
outside for green-flag restarts.

Eliminate restr1ctor plates (I think 
this will soon happen).

East Kentucky Anglers has 
begun its first annual tournament 
trail. What makes this tournament 

t rom the others? East 
Kentuck')' Anglers is the result of 
hard work and dedication of a 
group of eastern Kentuckians pro­
moting the excellent fishing oppor­
tunities in this area. 

The EKAIT began as a spinoff 
from the East Ky Bass Trail in an 
effort to meet the demands of many 
local anglers. Tournament official 
and organizer Henry Baker said, 
"We want the local weekend an­
glers to have a chance to win some 
big money." 

A low turnout at the first stop on 
the trail may have been disappoint­
ing but was expected. "I don't ex­
pect the tournament to boom 
overnight, but by the end of the 
year this will be a good tourna­
ment. We don't want pros. We just 
want the local anglers to have a 
chance at some good money and 
know that they are entering an hon­
est tournament. We will not tolerate 
cheating and anyone caught break­
ing the rules will be dealt with ac­
cordingly," Baker said. 

Top three finishers at each of the 
tournaments must be willing to 
submit to a polygraph test, and all 
boats wtll be inspected prior to 
their launch. 

The tournament trail, which 
began April 26, consists of seven 
events that visit five eastern Ken­
tucky lakes. 

Tournament officials plan to 
award a prize of $6,000 to the first 
place finisher. Second place will 
earn $1,000, $500 for third, $400 
for fourth and $200 to the fifth 
place anglers. 

There will also be an optional 
big fish pot for each of the tourna­
ment dates. Awards will be based 
on the number of entries. These 
awards are based on a 50 boat field. 

Due to the low turnout of the 
first tournament, only $1800 was 

awarded, but as popularity grows, 
so will the prize money. 

"I feel that by the time we reach 
Paintsville (the third stop on the 
trail June 21) we will have a full 
field and can give away some big 
money," stated Baker. 

The East Kentucky Anglers 
Tournament Trail is a buddy tour­
nament, consisting of two anglers 
per boat and a limit of six. fish per 
boat. Only live largemouth. small­
mouth and Kentucky bass will be 
weighed in, and wtll be returned to 
the lake immediately after being 
weighed. Entry fee is $200 per 
boat. 

Another twist that makes the 
EKAIT a httle more interesting is 
the fact that five of the remaining 
six dates are night fishing tourna­
ments, beginning at 7 p.m. and con­

National Fishing Week with Bluegill-a-thon 

The week of June 2-8 has been 
designated as National Fishing 
Week for 1997. In its 18th year, 
thts celebration of the sport has 
grown in popularity each year with 
special events and activities sched­
uled across the nation. 

This year's theme is a celebra­
tion in itself. "Hooked on Fishing -
Not on Drugs" ts an educational 
program tmtiated by the Future 
Fisherman Foundation. The pro­
gram is designed to promote the 
active participation of positive role 
models, while teaching life skills 
and educating youngsters in the 
areas of conservation and the joys 
of fishmg. Celebrating its 10 year 
anniversary, "Hooked on Fishing -
Not on Drugs" continues to grow, 
and the partnership with the Na­
tional Fishing Week Steering Com­
mittee promises to provide even 
more worthwhile activities and 
events. 

ln recognition of National Fish­
ing Week, many states are offering 
free fishing days. In Kentucky, 
June 7-8 will be free fishing days. 
During these days, no license is re­
quired of residents or nonresidents 
to fish any Kentucky waters. Of 
course, other regulations remain in 
effect, such as creel and size limits. 

The Paintsville Recreation De­
partment will be celebrating Na­
tional Fishing Week with a 
Bluegill-a-thon at Paintsville Lake 
June 7. This is the fourth year of

USING 
BUOYS AND 
FAN CASTING 
CAN HELP YOU 
CATCH MORE FISH 

Professional bass tournament 
angler Guy Eaker thinks one of the 
most overlooked tools m bass fish­
ing has to be one of its most simple 
items: the marker buoy. 

"I really don't see very many an­
glers ever use them,'' says Eaker, a 
20-year veteran of competitive fish­
ing and a member of the Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staft: "but I keep 
several under the console in my 
boat where I can grab them qUtckly 
when I want to mark something." 

Eaker uses buoys to mark two 
primary targets, underwater struc­
ture or cover, and actual fish. 

"The main reason for marking 
something is to provide a reference 
for casting," he explains. "On the 
surface, everything looks the same 
so if your boat drifts a few yards to 
one side or the other, you probably 
won't notice it, but your casts will 
be that much further off-target 

"In bass fishing, as most anglers 
, realize, missing your target by sev­

eral feet is rarely going to bring 
many strikes." 

After Eaker drops a floating 
buoy, he backs away and then be­
gtns casting, but not every cast is 
directed right at the marker. 

"I use a technique commonly 
known as fan castmg," says the 
Evinrude pro. Fan casting is simply 
making a series of casts in a broad 
arc around the buoy. If you drew 
them on paper, the casting pattern 
would look like the shape of a fan, 
which is how the technique was 
named. 

"For example, my first cast 
would be at the buoy. My second 
might be about five feet to the right, 
the next one maybe I 0 feet to the 
right, and so on. Then I'd do the 
same pattern to the left of the 
buoy." 

The reason fan casting like this 
is important is because the depth 
finder screen only shows a small 
portion of the bottom, and the deep­
er the bottom, the smaller the por­
tion shown. Rather than risk spook­
ing any bass present by contmually 

annual event which began as a pro­
gram to promote father/son or 
mother/daughter partnerships. 

Ronnie Wells and Michael Dip 
Stafford came up with the idea in 
1994. "We wanted to start a pro­
gram that parents and children 
could participate in together, not 
something just for the adults, or a 
program where the parents would 
sit and watch the kids participate," 
Wells said. 

Since its inception, the program 
has grown in popularity and partic­
ipation each year with nearly 70 
entrants expected this year. Al­
though it was the creators' initial 
agenda, the Bluegill-a-thon has 
grown to include more than just fa­
ther/son teams. "It started out that 
way, but now we usually have 
uncle/nephew, husband/wife, 
grandfather/grandson teams, or 
even adults and kids that aren't re­
lated," Wells explained. 

The Bluegill-a-thon is sched­
uled to begin at 9 am Saturday June 
7. Weigh-in will begin at 4 pm. To 
combat the obvious advantage 
boaters have over bank fishermen, 
the two classes will be awarded 
separately. Anglers competing in 
either the bank fishing division or 
the boaters division will vie for 
prizes being awarded to the team 
producing the best weight and the 
longest fish. 

A new addition to the Bluegill­
a-thon for 1997, fish weighed in 

criss-crossing the area with the boat 
to see all of the bottom, tournament 
anglers like Eaker use buoys and 
fan casting. . 

"In effect, we let our lures ex­
plore the bottom for us," Eaker ex­
plains. "This is a technique I espe­
cially like when I'm fishing broad, 
shallow points. I don't know where 
bass may be on the pomt but I sure 
don't want to inove my boat into 
shallow water and risk frightening 
the fish ifthat's where they are. 

"Instead, I'll keep my boat in 
deeper water and fan cast the shal­
low water. I won't even put out a 
buoy unless tt's to mark my posi­
tion with the boat. After I make my 
series of casts, I'll move the boat 
and start fan casting a different 
area." 

Eaker advises anglers who may 
decide to purchase buoys this 
spring to make certain the markers 
are brightly colored for easier visi­
bility on the water, and before using 
them, to check the string attaching 
each buoy to its lead weight. 

"Each of your buoys should 
have at least 50 feet of string so you 
can use them in deep water," he 
says.

ject-oriented," explains the Evin­
rude Outboards Pro Staff angler, 
"which means they tend to stay 
close to something. Although there 
are some bass that spend a lot of 
time in open water, I believe most 
fish live around cover, so that's 
where I want to put my lures." 

The distance bass will move 
from their hidmg spot to hit a lure is 
known as the strike zone, Eaker 
continues, and while this distance 
changes depending on the mood of 
the bass, be always assumes it is 
very short. Thus, another reason for 
putting his casts as close to a target 
as possible. 

"I believe bass are more easily 
spooked today than ever before, 
simply because lakes receive so 
much more fishing pressure," he 
adds. "The fish hear outboard mo­
tors, trolling motors, and lures 
going by them every day, and from 
what I've experienced the fish seem 
to pull tighter into their protective 
cover and they become less active. 

"So if you make two or three 
bad casts to a spot, I think you've 
put that fish on alert. If you make a 
good cast the first time, however, 
you may draw an instinctive strike 
because the bass simply reacts to 
the sudden presence of your lure in 
his strike zone." 

The Evinrude pro always tries to 
analyze potentially productive cast­
ing targets before moving his boat 
into position, another precaution 
against spooking bass. 

"You don't want to mess up an 
entire area just to fish one log," 
says Eaker, "although this tS a mis­
take I often see in tournament com­
petition. Before I start fishing a 
spot, I look it over carefully and 

plan how I'm going to fish the en­
tire area. 

"I look at the wind direction, 
too, and try to take advantage of it. 
If I can drift quietly through an 
area, I will." 

Retneving a Jure is also part of 
its presentation, and Eaker seldom 
makes the same retrieve twice in 
succession. With spinner baits he 
stops and starts reeling so the lure 
falls and climbs; with jigs he hops, 
swims, or shakes them to g1ve them 
a different appearance. 

"Remember," he cautions, "the 
bass have probably already seen 
plenty of spinner baits or jigs, espe­
cially this time of year in early 
spring. You can use these lures, too, 
but to be truly successful you 
should try to present them a differ­
ent way." 

Even after two decades of pro­
fessional tournament competition, 
Eaker still takes time to practice his 
casting accuracy in the lake behind 
his home and to try different re­
trieve actions. 

"I really enjoy doing it, too," the 
North Carolina pro admits, "be­
cause I know the practice is going 
to pay off in competition."

Spring squirrel season opens 
Kentucky's spring squirrel sea­

son is just around the corner. The 
1997 season runs June 1 through 14 
on all wildlife management areas 
(WMA's) owned or managed by 
the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources (KDFWR). 

Limits, legal hunting equipment 
and other laws governing squirrel 
hunting in Kentucky remain the 
same as those required for the fall 
season. The daily limit is six, pos­
session limit is 12. Hunters may 
use muzzle-loading or modem ri-

fles or handguns of any caliber, 
shotguns no larger than I 0-gauge, 
archery or crossbow equipment, 
falcons or dogs to take squirrels. 
Shotguns must be plugged to hold a 
maximum of three shells (two in 
the magazine and one in the cham­
ber). Squirrel hunters may not carry 
or use slugs or buckshot.

Anyway, as I said, it got me 
to wondering about the geo­
gt'ciphic nucleus of some of 
our local counties. 

My method of satisfying 
my curiosity is not really sci­
entific, but then again it may 
be as accurate as whatever 
method was used to determine 
Kentucky's three centers. 
Here's how !determined the 

~ exact geographic longitude 
and latitude center of Johnson 
County, for instance. 

What I did was take a map 
and draw a line from Point A 
jn the farthest northwest 
boundary (about half way 
between Martha Branch Road 
and Kelly Road on the 
Lawrence County line) to 
Poim B, a similar point in the 
farthest southeast section 
(located at Daniels Creek on 
the Floyd line). Then I drew 
another line from Point C, the 

hill about half 
a mile due north of Preston 
Estates. Ifyou'reever back 
theresquirrelhunting,you 
might want to drive a stake in 
the ground so other squirrel 
hunters who might stumble 
over it will know they're 
smack in the center of things. 

Placing similar dots and 
drawing lines on the map of 
Lawrence County. I've deter­
mined its center to be on 
Adams Fork Road, just south 
of Clevinger Knob lookout 
tower. 

The precise middle of 
Floyd County, detennined in 
like manner. is in the Hunter 
area. The center of Pike is 
near Ramey Fork and Grassy 
Branch, a little northeast of 
Raccoon. And the middle of 
Magoffin County is near 
Stringtown, just north of 
Salyersville. 

I guess if you live in or 
near any of the above-men~ 
tioned places you can brag to 
those who don't, that you do.

Although President Woodrow 
Wilson decreed Mother's Day a 
national holiday in 1914, it was not 
just until 1966 that Lyndon Johnson 
signed a presidential proclamation 
declaring the third Sunday of June, 
Father's Day.

Spring lawn care: 

Do s, don'ts and maybe s

The hint of spring weather 
brings a spurt of energy many 
Kentuckians spend on yardwork. 
Gardeners waste ume and money 
when this energy is spent on tasks 
that shouldn't be done in the spring­
time. 

Spring is not a good time to fer­
tilize lawns or treat for white grubs. 

Applying nitrogen in the spring 
forces more top growth and less 
root growth. This increases how 
often you need to mow the lawn 
and makes grass less tolerant to 
heat and drought stress. 

Spring fertilization also creates 
more problems with warm season 
weeds such as crabgrass, foxtail, 
nutsedge, Bermudagrass and nim­
blewill, because you are feeding 
weeds when they are breaking dor­
mancy or growing better than blue­
grass or fescue. 

As w1th most rules, there is an 
exceptioo. If the lawn wasn't fertil­
ized late last fall, an early spring 
nitrogen application will help jump 
start and green up a lawn. But you 
may be sorry if you have to mow 
the lawn every four or five days in 
April and May. 

A spring or summer insecticide 
application for white grub treat­
ment usually is a waste of time and 
money for several reasons. Most 

insecticides labeled for white grub 
treatment have a very short residual 
action in the soil-a couple of 
weeks at the most. White grub feed­
ing in the spring doesn't harm grass 
because it's actively growing and 
fights off the damage. 

Even if the insecticide kills 
grubs in the springtime, enough 
Japanese and masked-chaffer bee­
tles are around to produce white 
grubs later in the season when grass 
is growing less actively and grub 
feeding does more damage. 

Late August and September is 
the prime time to use an insecticide 
labeled for white grub treatment 
because young grubs are starting to 
feed and can kill grass. 

If you are trying to control 
broadleaf weeds like dandelion, 
chickweed, plantains, henbit, wild 
strawberry and ground ivy, use a 
post-emergence broadleaf weed 
herbicide. Apply the postemergence 
herbicide when broadleaf weeds are 
actively growing. 

Do not spray herbicides when 
the wind is blowing or when the 
temperature is 85 to 90 degrees 
because you can damage other 
plants. 

Spot treat with a ready-mix 
aerosol or foam product when the 
temperature is too hot for a more 
general application.
