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Mitchell pleads not guilty, ¢

A $500,000 cash bond was set
Tuesday morning for Billie Jo
Mitchell’s estranged husband, who
is accused of shooting her to death
last Sunday at her home.

Floyd Circuit Judge John David
Caudill agreed with assistant com-
monwealth attorney Brett Davis,
who made the bond request during
Andy Mitchell’s arraignment Tues-
day in Floyd Circuit Court.

Mitchell was indicted in a spe-
cial meeting of the Floyd County
Grand Jury last Thursday, four days

after Ms. Mitchell’s murder.

Aside from capital murder,
Mitchell is also charged with first
degree rape; burglary, first degree;
and three counts of first degree
stalking.

Prestonsburg attorney Dan Row-
land, who has represented Mitchell
in prior court proceedings relating
to domestic matters, appeared with
the defendant for the arraignment.

Rowland waived formal reading
of the indictment against Mitchell
and entered a not-guilty plea to
charges.

Judge Caudill noted the “bond is
not excessive” because of the nature

of the charges and the court was
aware there was a warrant for
Mitchell’s arrest.

“There is a danger that if re-
leased, due to the nature of the
charges, (Mitchell) would not ap-
pear for his next scheduled court
appearance,” Judge Caudill said.

Mitchell has been held at the
Floyd County Adult Detention Cen-
ter under no bond since he was re-
leased Monday from the Pikeville
Methodist Hospital, where he was
guarded by the state police while he
recovered from a single gunshot
wound to the chest.

The Mitchells had an extensive
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history of domestic violence over
the ten months preceding Ms.
Mitchell’s death and, on numerous
occasions, she sought protection
from her estranged husband through
the system.

In what may have been Ms.
Mitchell’s final attempt for protec-
tion, Floyd Circuit Judge John
David Caudill issued a forthwith
order of arrest for Mitchell on
Wednesday, the day after he was re-
leased from custody on a surety
bond for a disorderly conduct
charge — which was indirectly re-

Separate
trials are
sought 1n
murders

A Tennessee judge is expected
to determine next Tuesday whether
six Eastern Kentucky youths
charged with the April 6 slaying of
the Lillelid family will be tried to-
gether.

Attorneys for five of the defen-
dants presented arguments before
Greene County Criminal Court
Judge James E. Beckner last month
to have separate trials for the
youths.

Tennessee prosecutors are re-
questing that the defendants be
tried together.

The defendants — Natasha
Wallen Cornett, 18, of Pike-Floyd
Hollow; Joseph Lance Risner, 20,
of Paintsville; Crystal Renea
Sturgill, 18, of Betsy Layne; Ed-
ward Dean Mullins, 19, of Toler;
Jason Blake Bryant, 15, of Mar-
rowbone; and |7-year-old Karen
Renea Howell, of Toler — were ar-
rested the day after three members
of the Lillelid family were found
shot to death during a car-jacking
and robbery attempt near Bailey-
ton, Tenn.

Vidar and Delfina Lillelid, of
Powell, Tenn., were found dead on
April 6 along with their two seri-
ously wounded children, Tabitha,
6, and 2-year-old Peter.

Tabitha died at a Tennessee hos-
pital on the day the six youths were
arrested. Peter survived the ordeal
and is now living with relatives in
Sweden.

Cornett’s attorney, Stacy Street,
said that trying the six defendants
together would force him to defend
the other five, as well as his own
client, for all practical purposes.

Street said that he expects the
state to “skate around the real ar-

) gument” for trying all six together,
which he said is “that it would be
easier.”

He added that the state’s argu-
ment that it is trying to contain
costs would be moot if the case
were to get to an appeals court and
be overturned. He called this
“gambling with state money.”

Street said that when the case
gets to the point of discussion of
who did the actual shooting, prob-
lems will be created *that cannot
be cured.”

Street, as well as the other attor-
neys, tried to make much of an al-

Prosecutor’s
slip leads to
mistrial in

cocaine case

An alleged Floyd County drug
dealer will have to wait until next
year to have his day in court after
Floyd Circuit Judge John David
Caudill declared a mistrial Mon-
day.

While impaneling a jury Mon-
day for a trial in the case of Robert
Darrell Bryant, assistant common-
wealth attorney Brett Davis made
an improper statement by disclos-
ing that two of the prosecution’s
witnesses pleaded guilty to related
drug charges.

Bryant, 37, was arrested earlier
this year after he allegedly sold co-
caine to a confidential informant
on Janvary 31 during an undercov-
er sting conducted by the Floyd
County Sheriff's Department.

Bryant was indicted in March
by a grand jury. He was charged
with first degree trafficking in a
controlled substance, cocaine.

“The prosecutor told the jury
that two of their witnesses had
pleaded guilty to felonies,”
Bryant's attorney, Ned Pillersdorf,
said Monday after the mistrial was
declared. “That information is not
normally admissible.™

Pillersdorf added that if that in-
formation had been permitted, the
jury's decision would'have been re-

part, it's pretty much the same."

After voters decided last year to
change from a magistrate to com-
missioner form of government, it
was Hale's duty under the law to
redraw district boundaries into
three equal parts, instead of the
current four.

One of the most noticeable
changes is that portions of Left
Beaver are considered to be in
commissioner District Two.

Hale explained Friday that the
new boundaries do not go into ef-
fect until January 1999, when
county officers are sworn in.

The judge-executive also dis-
pelled rumors that there will be
layoffs in the road department due
to the change.

"We still have the same number
of miles of county roads to main-
tain and we will not be cutting
back on road personnel," Hale
said. "There will still be a crew to
take care of Left Beaver. Every
road department personnel works
the county as a whole and this re-
districting is just for the purpose of
a vote on the fiscal court as far as
being a commissioner. Nothing
changes. I tried in every way to
keep the Beavers together."

According 1o a population count
for voting precincts in the county,
Hale said the number of registered
voters can be greater than the num-
ber of people reported living in the
area.

"The population count is based
on the 1990 Census/* Hale said.
"There can be a'different number
of registered voters than the total
population of the county.”

Census. counts are taken in
blocks, Hale said, which may put
homes on different sides of a road
into different precincts.

One example of that may be a
Census listing that the population
of Arkansas Creek is only 55, but
the precinct reportedly has 426
registered voters.

Hale said he included the popu-
lation count of towns adjoining the
area [0 ensure a more even count
when redistricting.

Under state law, the judge-exec-
utive is to split the county accord-
ing to the latest Census.

Ms. Mitchell’s attempts to seek
relief from Mitchell’s violence
proved fruitless last Sunday when
the warrant, which identifies him
as being “armed and dangerous,”
remained unserved four days after
it was issued and she lay dead with
five wounds to her chest and back.

The same day the warrant was
issued, one of Ms. Mitchell's fam-
ily members contacted the
Kentucky State Police in Pikeville
and requested to speak with an
officer about Andy Mitchell’s
alleged harassment, according to a
KSP dispatch log entry on October
29.

According to the state police
logs, a caller advised that Ms,
Mitchell was found dead around
7:26 p.m. Sunday, November 2, at
her Ivel home.

One minute after that call was
received, 4 second caller reported
that a man had been shot and he

According to the Mitchell’s
indictment, he murdered Ms.
Mitchell by “intentionally shoot-
ing” her with a pistol at her home
on Sunday, November 2.

violated court orders to stay away
from Ms. Mitchell and he alleged-
ly entered her residence armed
“with intent to commit a crime,”
the indictment says.

orders and, armed with a gun,
allegedly raped her.

That incident occurred the same
day Mitchell was réleased from
custody on a surety bond within
five hours of his arrest for the dis-
orderly. conduct charge.

Mitchell was arrested when he
threatened to use a mattock to
“bust up” the belongings which
Ms. Mitchell, who was accompa-
nied by a Floyd County deputy,
had a court order to obtain.

Judge Caudill informed
Mitchell Tuesday that he qualified
for a public defender. but also
advised him that he could obtain
his own attorney if he wanted to do
S0,

leged “deal” between Mullins and
prosecutors.

“For argument’s sake, if the
court were able to decide the fair
and just thing would be to try all
defendants together, what would
you do about the statements made
before the alleged killings?”

Cornett’s attorney said the state-
ments made before the Kkillings
almost all relate to what he called
“the state’s Natasha theory,” and
said he believes they indicate that
“the state has a much weaker case
against her.”

Court documents filed by the
state last month indicate that
Cornett told several people shortly
before the murders that she wanted
to kill someone and flee to Mexico,
and asked people if they wanted to
go with her, or take her.

“The state’s case will show that
in early 1997, Natasha Cornett
began asking people to join in a
scheme 10 go across country to
Mexico robbing and killing peo-
ple,” according to court records.
“She asserted she knew where to
procure the necessary weapons and
wanted o go to Mexico because of
a belief that no extradition back to
the United States would be possible
for murder.”

The document also alleges that
Sturgill told a friend on April 5,

when all the defendants were
together except Bryant, that she and
the other youths would soon be
wanted by the police because “we
are going to get wild and go out and
kill someone.”

number of voters in a precinct, Hale
said that issue would have to be
addressed by the county's Election
Commission.

The commission is currently
working to redefine the precinct
boundaries.

At Friday's press conference at
the courthouse annex, which drew a
small crowd, Lloyd Goble thanked
Hale for releasing the plan prior to
December.

"I want to thank you for bringing
this out before December," Goble
said. "Now everybody knows how
it's going 1o be."

According to the new bound-
aries, District One's population is
14,088; District Two's is 14,252;
and District Three's is 15,268.

Goble questioned Hale about the
higher number in the third district.

The judge-executive explained
that since voling precincts could not
be split, the larger population was a
result of some precincts being shift-
ed. He said if he had taken a
precinct and placed it into a differ-
ent district, the same result would
oceur.

Registration records prove

On Friday, November 7, Floyd County
Judge/Executive Ben Hale called a press con-
ference, and released the new commissioner’s
redistricting plan. The plan seems an honest

During the week of Novem-
ber 10, this newspaper will
publish a list of the names of
hundreds of Kentuckians who
may be the owners of un-
claimed property worth over
$60 million. This unclaimed
property currently is in the
custody of the Kentucky
State Treasury in Frankfort.

Under state law, unclaimed property is de-
fined as any property belonging to Kentucky
citizens for which there has been no owner
contact for a prescribed period of time, in most
cases, even years. The most common forms of
unclaimed property are uncashed checks, bank
accounts, lost or forgotten stocks, bonds and
safety deposit box contents, such as jewelry,

- silver, .coin collections, etc. These are Ken-

tucky’s Hidden Treasures—they may belong
to you!

I have made unclaimed property a high pri-
ority in my administration. The Treasury staff
and I are committed to identifying, collecting,
and returning unclaimed property to the right-
ful owners, the citizens of Kentucky!

The Treasury has identified some 120,000
Kentuckians who can claim their rightful por-
tion of the $60 million in unclaimed property.

The annual published lists of unclaimed

incorrect population data used in creating the
districts.

But our interest here is on the Floyd Coun-
ty voting systems; which is only indirectly as-
sociated with Judge Hale's three commission-
ers distrcts.

When Judge Hale gave out the maps of the
three commissioner districts, he also issued a
listing of Floyd County voting precincts,
which showed the name of the precinct, the
precinct number and its 1995 population based
on census data. We compared this population
data by precinct with the number of registered
voters in each precinct. We obtained this data
from the State Board of Education, voter's
registration status report, dated November 7,
1995.

You would not believe the information
gained from this comparison. Our people, ac-
cording to these courthouse records, emerge as
perhaps the most civic-minded people on the
planet earth. Courthouse records show that 70
percent of the total population of Floyd Coun-
ty is registered to vote. In many precincts, 80
to 90 percent of the population is registered to

College’s ex-dean sues PCC president Floyd and UK

A Prestonsburg Community
College employee has filed a dis-
crimination claim against PCC
president Deborah Floyd and the
University of Kentucky.

Brenda C. Music filed a lawsuit
November 5 claiming that Floyd
failed to hire her as Dean of Student
of Affairs because she had a serious
medical condition,

Mark Francis, speaking on
behalf of PCC, said it is the policy
of the school not to comment on
personnel issues or pending litiga-
tion.

Music claims Floyd became hos-
tile toward her beginning in 1995,
when she missed a work retreat at
Cumberland Falls because she had
contracted a life-threatening illness.

“Dr. Floyd's attitude and con-
duct toward Music dramatically
changed in the fall of 1995 after
Music developed peritonitis.
.which caused Music to miss only
several days of work...,” the lawsuit
claims. “Peritonitis, a short-term
condition if properly treated, was
associated with Music's long-stand-
ing kidney ailment, . ."”

Music, who had served as acting
dean of students from July 1992
until the fall of 1995, claims Floyd
chastised her for missing the
retreat.

“Soon after Dr. Floyd returned
from the Cumberland Falls retreat,
she berated Music for missing the
retreat even though Dr. Floyd was
aware of Music's medical condition

Floyd then began criticizing
Music's job performance and began
harassing her, the lawsuit said.

“After this episode of peritonitis.

.Dr. Floyd engaged in a patter of
harassing and discriminatory con-
duct which included, but not exclu-
sively, criticizing Music's work
without reason or just cause; criti-

cizing Music openly in cabinet
meetings, often for inadequately
performing a task that Music had
never been assigned to do; ceased
communicating with Music except
when absolutely necessary; refus-
ing to appoint Music to committees
associated with Music’s normal and
customary duties..." making public
comments that Music was not a
committee because she was ‘never
there anyway’..; consistently
addressing Music in a very hostile,
belittling tone; and lowering
Music's evaluation rating. . ,,” the
suit alleges.

In 1996, Music learned that
Floyd had formed a search commit-
tee to fill the position of dean of
student affairs, the suit claims.
Floyd attempted to remove Music
from the position and make herself
acting dean, but Music was recom-
mended for the position by a col-
lege-wide community, the suit said.,

Floyd’s search for a dean of stu-
dents was “very secretive and in
contrast from other positions
searches,” the suit alleges. “For
example, Dr. Floyd hired a private
consulting firm to do a background
check on the three finalists selected
by the search committee, of which
Music was one, yet Dr. Floyd
destroyed the consulting firm's
report after reading (it). . .”

In a letter to Music from George
J. DeBin, records custodian for
U.K., DeBin said the consultant’s
report was destroyed. Music had
requested a copy of it under the
state’s Open Records Law, accord-
ing to DeBin’s letter.

In March 1997, Music suffered a
heart attack and was on medical
leave for approximately four
weeks, according to the suit, but she
did work from her office at home.

Music claims Floyd scheduled
her interview for the position in
April and during the interview
Floyd did not discuss the aspect of
the position and was only interested

“We were hoping to get the
results of the criminal investigation
before filing the suit,” Rowe said,
adding that the results of that
investigation were not available
and that he fully anticipates its
findings will agree with the com-
plaint.

Last week, Floyd County
Attorney Keith Bartley filed suit
against the motel on behalf of the
estate of Word.

Unlike the first suit, the second
one also names Impac Hotel Group
Inc., in Louisville, as a defendant
in the matter. The complaint states
that Super 8 Motel is partially or
wholly owned by Impac Hotel
Group Inc.

Both complaints allege the
motel’s management was aware of
frequent parties at which underage
drinkers were provided with or per-
mitted to drink alcohol at the Super
8 Motel,

Bartley said last week that the
parties would have continued had it
not been for the “horrific” accident
that claimed the lives of the teens.

“With full knowledge or aware-
ness of the extremely intoxicated
state of (Walters), the defen-
dants...ordered the (four victims) to
leave the Super 8 Motel premises,”
the complaint alleges.

“My clients believe that it is
outrageous (that) a large motel
chain does not have better policies
or management (raining to prevent
underage drinkers from attending
parties at the facility,” Rowe said.

Rowe added that his investiga-
tion into the matter has indicated
that the parties had gone on at least
for a couple of months prior to
February's fatal accident, and the
motel manager knew the parties
were being conducted because they
went on in a room where his son
was staying.

“It's a bad situation when a pub-
lic facility like Super 8 (Motel)
allows its guests, particularly those
who are under the age of 21, to
drink alcoholic beverages to that
point,” Rowe said, noting that

In a few super patriotic
precincts, registered voters outnum-
ber the precincts’ census population
by several hundred. As examples,
Allen/Dwale precinct has a popula-
tion of 442 and has 648 registered
voters. Gearheart precinct has a
census population of 219 and 378
registered voters.

Further analysis of the popula-
tion versus voler registration data
would surely get Floyd County a
presidential citation. Judge Hale
indicates that our county population
is 43,585 people of all ages. The
school system reports that we have
about 8,500 children of school age.
Some of the older students are no
doubt registered to vote. But we
also have children under the school
age. So we will hazard an estimate
of 11,000 children who are included
in the population but are not regis-
tered to vote because of age.
Subtract these 11,000 from our total
population of 43,585 and it leaves
us with 32,585 citizens eligible to
register and vote. Now, our court-
house records show that we have
29,621 registered voters in Floyd
County, This status cues us that 91
percent of Floyd County's eligible
population are registered to vote.

This makes me immensely proud
of our citizenship. I am so proud
that I am sending all this data to the
State Board of Elections and to the
Attorney General in Frankfort to
prove to them what good citizens
we are.

and return unclaimed property to
the rightful owners have come
under attack in a lawsuit filed by
two banks, along with the
Kentucky Bankers Association.
These two banks (of 272 banks
chartered to do business in
Kentucky); together with the
Kentucky Bankers Association
(KBA), obtained a temporary
injunction to stop Treasury
unclaimed property audits of KBA
member banks. Over the past year,
Treasury audits of many different
companies identified $2.7 million
in previously unreported unclaimed
property. This property rightfully
belongs to the people of Kentucky!
To date in 1997, the Treasury has
returned unclaimed property valued
at $1.8 million to its owners.

I will continue to do everything
in my power to return all
Kentucky's unclaimed property to
its rightful owners. It does not
belong to the entities holding it. It
does not belong to the Kentucky
Treasury—we simply are the custo-
dian until the rightful owners can
be found. There is no limit on filing
a claim.

a man who has repeatedly violated a
DVO to ‘plea bargain’ and
receive—(an actual example)—a
sentence of 15 days—to be served
on weekends. What message does
that send to a victim of domestic
violence? It shows her exactly how
worthless a DVO really is.

Maybe that’s the reason the
deputy didn’t consider the matter
serious enough to ask any other
officers to help him. It may be the
reason so many cases of abuse are
not reported. What's the use if it’s
going to be dismissed so
lightly?Also, most women are
embarrassed to let others know that
their husbands hit them. The
women are often treated as if it is
their fault. It's not. People say, “Just
leave.” Sounds simple. It's not.
Perhaps she believes him when he
swears it will never happen again.
Perhaps she has no car because he
took a hammer to it or hid it.
Perhaps she believes him when he
tells her he will kill her if she
leaves. Maybe she has small chil-
dren who have to be taken care of,
And please don’t say, “Take him to
court and get child support.”
Anyone who has been in divorce
court lately, knows how slow that
can be. If a man doesn’t want to pay
support, he can stall for months.
After all, that’s another weapon to
get-the wife to come home. A kid
can get pretty skinny in a month or
two without eating. Regardless of
why a woman took the abuse, when
she asks for a DVO, she is asking
for help. Violence is violence,
whether it is committed by a
stranger or the man who promised

to love and honor. But domestic
violence seems to be considered a
personal. problem. If a stranger
broke your door down, or cut your
car tires, or otherwise terrorized
you, a judge would have no trouble
sending that man to jail. But if that
same man is your husband, the
courts seem to be more lenient.
Why is it that domestic violence is
not treated as the serious and dan-
gerous crime that it is? Billie Jo
Mitchell's case was not an isolated
case.

I know the frustration Billie Jo
Mitchell must have felt every time
she stood in that courtroom and
watched as nothing was done. As he
was given time to “show cause™ as
to why he violated an order. It
should have been pretty clear why.
Or as it was postponed, or when he
didn’t bother to show up for court at
all and again, nothing was done. At
Ms. Mitchell’s last appearance in
court, a warrant was issued for her
husband. This was done by a differ-
ent judge than the one who usually
handled the domestic violence
cases.

Maybe if our public officials
worried as much about domestic
violence as they do about issues
like cold checks, there would be
less of it. Maybe they should take
all those billboards and put the pic-
tures of the men who commit

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domestic violence acts on them, At
least that would make people more
aware of how serious a problem
domestic violence really is. Who
knows, maybe then a man would
stop and think before he commits
another act of violence. Knowing
that everyone will know what he
did. Maybe it will make him
ashamed and embarrassed. Maybe
by putting it up where everyone can

Citizens can now turn to the
# Internet to see if they are among
120,000 Kentuckians who may
have rightful claim to $60 million
in unclaimed and abandoned prop-
erty now being held by the
Kentucky Department of Treasury.

The Kentucky Treasury’'s Web
site went on line today at the
address of: htp:t/www.kytrea-
sury.com

Under state law, the Kentucky

Treasury is custodian of unclaimed
or abandoned property that has
been left inactive over a set period
of time, in most cases seven years.
The most common types of
unclaimed property are savings or
checking accounts, stocks, divi-
dends, uncashed checks, certifi-
cates of deposit, matured or termi-
nated insurance policies, traveler’s
checks, safe deposit box contents,
utility deposits and wages.

The Treasury, official custodian
of unclaimed and abandoned prop-
erty, recently stepped up efforts to
refurn the property to rightful own-
ers.

Also under state law, holders of
such " unclaimed or abandoned
property, including financial insti-
tutions, insurance companies and
employers in general, are required
to annually report and turn such
property over to the custody of the

“This is property that belongs to
the people of Kentucky, and it is
my duty as State Treasurer 1o
return it to the rightful owner,”
said Kentucky State Treasurer
John Kennedy Hamilton,

“The new Treasury Web site is
another means of informing
Kentuckians about the Unclaimed
Property Program and how they
may proceed to reclaim what is
rightfully theirs."

The site includes a description
of the Kentucky Unclaimed
Property Program and the process
for reclaiming abandoned property
in custody of the Treasury.

Visitors to the site also can print
out necessary forms directly from
their home or office computer and
send them to Frankfort to claim
property that rightfully belongs to
them.

icon called “Kentucky's Hidden
Treasure.” When visitors to the site
click on the Treasure Chest icon on
the Home Page, the chest opens to
reveal a hidden treasure of
unclaimed property from the
Kentucky State Treasury vault in
Frankfort.

The hidden treasure will change
each month, giving visitors a rea-
son to return to the site to see if
they recognize the property or
have reason to prove the treasure is
rightfully theirs.

If so, they can click on another
hot link and print out the
proper form to file with the State
Treasury along with evidence of
ownership.

The first item in the Treasure
Chest is a gold watch, inscribed to
the late Dr. James K. Patterson,
one of the first presidents, of the
University of Kentucky and found
in a safety deposit box in
Lexington.

Future Hidden Treasure to be
featured on the site will include
pieces of jewelry, silver services,
knives, pistols, Civil War letters,

aging certificates of stocks and
bonds and an handwritten letter
dated 1940 from actor Ronald
Reagan.

In the past, the Kentucky
Unclaimed Property Program has
been virtually unnoticed and inac-
cessible to potential owners with
the exception of classified ads that
are published once a year in
Kentucky newspapers.

This year’s official ads are
scheduled to be published in news-
papers around the state in weekly
publications the Week of
November 10th and in daily publi-
cations on November 12th.

The ads only include names that
have been added to the massive
database of Unclaimed Property
owners over the past 12 months.
Eventually, citizens will be able to
check Wwia the Internet whether
their names are on the list of
120,000 names.

In the past, the only way a cili-
zen could find out if their name
was on the database was to write or

Prestonsburg
council will
hold special
meet next week

A special meeting of
Prestonsburg’s City Council has
been called for 11:30 a.m.

Wednesday to name the city's
1997-98 liability insurance carrier.

At Monday's regular meeting,
council tabled the issue, sending it
back to the Finance & Revenue
Committee because the committee
did not make a recommendation on
which insurance carrier offered the
best proposal.

Council called Wednesday's
meeting because the city's current
insurance policy expires Thursday.

Two companies submitted pro-
posals, Hatton Allen and Riverside
insurance companies.

City attorney Paul Burchett
explained that the policies were
pretty much equal except in three
areas—law enforcement liability,
auto and price—which Burchett
described as “being close.”

Under the policy submitted by
Hatton Allen, which lists Coregis as
the insurance carrier, there would
be no deductible for law enforce-
ment liability; all city vehicles
would have full coverage policies,
with no additional premiums for
additional vehicles added during
the year; and it would cost
$78.226.06.

Riverside's policy, which names
Gulf as the carrier, would require a
$2,500 deductible for law enforce-
ment claims; full coverage on the
city’s newer vehicles and liability
on older models, plus premiums
would be added for additional vehi-
cles; and the policy would cost
$75.905.

Burchett said the committee met
for three hours on Friday to discuss
the proposals, but could not reach a
consensus for a recommendation.

Councilman Hansel Cooley
asked if the bid advertisement set
forth what particular options for
coverage council was seeking.

Burchett responded, “we didn’t
do a very good job asking them
what we wanted them to bid.”

Councilman and committee
member Trent Nairn said the com-
mittee could not agree on a recom-
mendation.

Council voted 6-1 to send the
issue back to committee, with
councilman Ralph Davis voting no.

In other business Monday, coun-
cil:

» voted to close an alley at
Happy Hollow;

* passed a resolution accepting a
$350,000 grant from the
Appalachian Regional Commission
to extend water lines to Cow Creek;
and

» heard from Jim Daniels, who
asked about the status of a grant for
the old fire department building for
use as a historical society. Burchett
told Daniels the grant is pending
and council should hear something
about it by the end of the year.

Council member Estill Lee
Carter was absent from Monday’s
meeting.

October 28 against the City of
Prestonsburg. claiming the city
failed to “make conditions safe for
individuals in the zone of danger,”
during the renovation of the old
fire department building.

A construction crew contracted
by the city renovated the building
during the summer of 1995 to
house the Floyd County Historical
Society. At least 15 people were
treated that summer for histoplas-
mosis, which they reportedly
developed from the renovation.

Frank Blackburn, who contract-
ed with the city to clean out the
building, and his employees, John
Goble, John Goble 11, Mike Crase
and Doug Crase, Prestonsburg Fire
Chief Tom Blackburn, and Forrest
Bentley, a city employee who
hauled debris from the site, devel-
oped acute forms of histoplasmosis
and were hospitalized,

Histoplasmosis is a fungus that
affects the lungs. It is contracted
through spores of dried bird or bat
droppings. Individuals can get
histoplasmosis from chicken hous-

es, bat caves, or large construction
projects that raise clouds of dust
containing the fungus.

The old fire station building,
located on Highland Avenue in
Prestonsburg, had been abandoned
for years and, evidently, had
become a home to bats. Con-
struction workers reported that
more than 200 bats flew out of the
building when the roof was torn
off.

At least nine people filed law-
suits against the city after they
allegedly developed histoplasmo-
sis. John Goble, John Goble II and
Frank Blackburn filed lawsuits
after they were hospitalized.

Marlene Johnson, a former
employee of the Mt. Manor
Nursing Home, filed suit June 4,
1996. Bertha Stephens, a former
dispatcher for the Floyd County
Rescue Squad, filed suit June 12,
1996. Three more lawsuits were
filed that year by Rebial Reynolds,
family resource director at
Prestonsburg Elementary; Charles
E. Diskey Jr., a construction work-

er; and a 17-year-old woman who
worked at Prestonsburg Elemen-
tary during the summer,

Those cases were consolidated
last summer in Floyd Circuit
Court.

In the complaint filed October
28, Webb, who was employed with
the Floyd County Jail which is
located less than a block away
from the renovation work in 1995,
said she became ill that summer
and was thought to have lung can-
cer.

One of things the officials' handbook will tell
you is for an official not to be the center of attrac-
tion. In other words, don’t go out there to be seen
and to dominate the way the game goes.

One person, in speaking with me, told how, if a
referee has good mechanics in making a call, then
most coaches and game-educated fans will overlook
a bad call. But when you look bad in making a bad
call, you might as well get ready for the wrath to
follow.

Refereeing basketball games is hard. In this day
and age the kids are much bigger (even in grade
school) and a lot quicker. You had better be ready,
able and willing to get up and down the floor with
the other 10 players on the floor.
~ You cannot stand at mid-court and make a call on
a play that took place under the basket, when the
other official is standing right there. Neither can you
stand under the basket and make a call of a play that
takes place near mid-court. Hays Hamilton, coach at
John M. Stumbo and Ashland Gearheart, coach of
Allen were both ejected from their games because
of two technical fouls.
®  And I will tell you now, neither were worthy of
technical fouls but just a warning. 1 cannot believe
that Ashland Gearheart was ejected. Not mild-man-
nered Ashland. I don’t think anyone in the gym that
night expected Ashland have to pick up his coat and
leave the gym.

Hays is a fiery type of coach that does an excel-
lent job. However, he did not deserve the heave-ho

As she sat wrapped in her mother’s
love, ten-month-old Samara Stevens
looked like a bundle of pink happiness.
She smiled often as her mother talked,
and her smile spread that happiness
over the adults who saw her.

Samara is a happy baby, according
to her mother April Stevens of Toler

Creek, and that's one of the ups of

Samara’s Down’s. April and her friend,
Charlotte Shelton, whose nine-month-
old son Grant also has Down
Syndrome. want the public to focus on
the ups of Down Syndrome instead of
concentrating on the negative,

In an effort to provide that informa-
tion and to help other parents of chil-
dren with Down Syndrome, the two
have formed a support group called
“The Ups of Down's,” which held
its first meeting last weekend in
Pikeville.

“We want (o raise community
awareness, and we want the family and
friends of children with Down's to
have a place to meet and deal with
issues and talk about how they’ve dealt
with it,” Charlotte said in an interview
last week.

*“We want to share with parents and
families the wonderful things about
being parents of Down’s."”

“There’s so much negative about

Down's babies, but they (physicians
and the general public) don't see the
baby at home,"” April added.

Nodding her head in agreement,
Charlotte said: “They see all the work
and all the doctors. That's just a small
part of it.”

“I want people to see (Samara) as a
baby first. People see her the way I see
her,” April said, hugging her daughter.
“When she was first born, 1 dreaded
the remarks, the looks, but I haven’t
had to deal with that yet because peo-
ple see her the way I see her— but that
may come, | wonder when will it (the
love shown to an infant) stop. If you
accept them, then others will accept
them. She's your baby and love her.

Let the doctor deal with the health
problems, The mental and physical, we
can work with it.”

April, whose five-year-old son Brad
does not have Down's, said that taking
care of an infant with Down’'s is not
unlike taking care of any child.

“There's no difference in taking
care of (Samara) and my son. Whal
Brad learned on his own, | can teach
her.”

Although Grant is Charlotie’s only
child, she doesn’t see any difference
between other children and her son.

“l thank God for Grant. [ can’t
imagine him not having Down's.
That’s a part of who he is,” Charlotte
said. “He is bombarded with atten-
tion."

As with most children born with
Down’s Syndrome, Samara and Grant
were born with heart murmurs. Both

ond step in diagnosing Down'’s,
showed no signs of birth defects.
An ultrasound is done to determine
the exact number of weeks of preg-
nancy because the accuracy of the
Alpha-fetoprotein depends on the
accuracy of the age of the fetus.

April did not choose to have the
third test — amniocentesis — to
confirm Down’s. In amniocentesis,
a needle is passed through the
mother’s belly into the womb to
sample fetal cells in the amniotic
fluid. A chromosome analysis is
then done on the cells. There is a
slight risk of miscarriage with
amniocentesis.

“The doctor said everything
looked healthy and normal, but he
couldn’t give us any guarantees.
There wasn't a big chance for us (to
have a baby with Down
Syndrome). We blew it off,” April
said. “When you're pregnant, you
have an inner feeling. I knew some-
thing was different with this baby,
but I didn’t know it was Down’s.”

When her baby was born, the
delivering physician did not say
anything about Down’s Syndrome.
“*My husband (Donald) and 1 knew
as soon as we saw her,” April said.
“A pediatrician came after 12 hours
and said there was some concern
she had Down's Syndrome. They
did blood work to confirm it. I
can’t sit here and explain how I
felt. I just thought ‘she has Down’s
Syndrome.” It was hard to hear
from the doctor. I felt bad for her.
The family was trying to comfort
us but they didn’t know what to
say. A friend didn’t say anything,
and she later told me she didn't
know what to say. That's better
than blurting out anything. No one
knows what you're feeling until
you're in my position.”

Charlotte said she had a perfect
pregnancy. Her alpha-fetoprotein
test came back negative,

“The minute they laid him on
my chesty 1 knew,” Charlotte
recalled. “I thought, ‘could this
really be happening to me.”"

As in April’s case, Charlotte

received support from her family
and her husband’s.

“They were concerned for his
health. The fact that he has Down's
Syndrome did not matter. The first
thing my husband said was, ‘Grant
doesn’t care that he has Down’s
Syndrome, why should [7™

Her son’s birth changed
Charlotte’s mind about her career
as a working mother. As a nurse,
Charlotte knows that early inter-
vention can make 'a big difference
to a Down’s baby. She decided to
be a stay-at-home mom and devote
her energies to raising her son.

“As much therapy as you can
muster up — and more — can Stim-
ulate a baby with Down’s,” she
said,

April said the therapy sessions
are day-long events and are incor-
porated into the baby’s normal
activities, such as play-time.

When they first became
acquainted after the births of their
babies, April and Charlotte talked
about their babies’ activities and
how to nurture them to their full

potential. The discussions gave
them confidence in their abilities
and created a bond between them,
They wanted to reach out and help
other parents by publishing a
newsletter and sharing the “won-
derful ups of Down’s.” That idea’™
grew, though, and they made their
telephone numbers available at
physician’s offices and hospitals so
those parents could contact them,

They then decided to form a
support group and have it open to
anyone interested in learning more
about the positive aspects of
Down's.

*We want everyone to realize
there’s more positive than nega-
tive,” April said. “We want parents
(of Down’s babies) to know they're
not the only ones. You do feel Ihat‘-
way, but there are so many people
in this area who have babies that
have Down’s,”

Sunday’s meeting was held at
the Appalachian Electric Power
company in Pikeville. They've ten-
tatively scheduled the next meeting
for January.

minutes to write cheery notes and
mail to shut-ins you know, or make
brief calls to them just as you hope
caring people will make calls to
you. 4) In addition to one’s routine
housework, or caring for the cattle
or other animals, find a hobby or
two that interests you. A hobby is
therapeutic. A hobby helps to keep
your mind alert, and it makes you
feel productive during the long,
cold months. 5) Become interested
in reading or doing crossword puz-
zles; writing your family’s history;
organizing the stacks of photos
that you have been keeping
through the years; get involved in
a segment of educational TV that
interests you; and. exercise, in
some way at least a little bit every
day. Remember the old adage, “We
are never oo old to learn.” 6) Use
your imagination to come up with
ways you would like to use your
time, 7) Train a pet. It is a scientif-
ically proven fact that older people
with' pets are happier than those
who have no pet pals. Don't forget
parakeets can be trained to talk. It
takes time and patience, Most like-
ly you will have the time during
the cold, winter months, but maybe
the patience will have to be devel-

oped. Just one word of caution —
watch what you say. Billy Boy or
Pretty Girl is like the grandkids, he
or she has a tendency to pick up
and repeat the most colorful and
graphic words first.

Now let's look at some ways
family, friends and neighbors can
be helpful. 1) A telephone call is
always welcome when someone is
shut-in. Encourage those you
know and care about to give you a
call and you return the favor. 2)
allow people you know and trust to
drop in for wvisits. Share your
hobby with them, Dare to let your
bird repeat the latest word he or
she learned. 3) Let people do
something for you. If you are able
to go to the grocery store, that's
fine. But if you can’t, ask for help.
If, after going to the store. you
learn by mid-week that you are
running low on bread, milk, corn-
meal or lard ask someone to pick
up necessary items for you. If you
pay them when they bring the gro-
ceries to your home, few people
will feel that you are vsing them.
4) If you watch “soaps” — and
men do too, but they seldom admit
it — share what is happening with
someone who likes the same pro-

gram but must miss it because of
work. 5) Let others share with you.
If someone wants to bring a pot of
soup, a kettle of beans, spaghetti or
a meatloaf, do not discourage
them. Be grateful and let them
enjoy the sheer joy that comes with
giving. I like to make Angel Food
cakes and pop in on older people
and shut-ins at times. I enjoy bak-
ing these cakes; eating them; and
making these fluffy surprises for
others. (Just don’t tell Dr. Lowell
Martin I eat these because if he
finds out I'll be in for another lec-
ture and perhaps an increase in
diabeta.

If you find, that no matter what
you do, the “blahs” continue to
hang on, grow more severe and
simply will not go away, I strongly
urge you 1o see your family physi-
clans.

He or she will evaluate your
symptoms, determine whether or
not be or she would feel comfort-
able treating you for them, or
advise that you go to a mental
health agency, other mental health
professional, or a psychiatrist who
i1s especially trained in severe
depression and other serious men-
tal health problems.

Because you feel that you
should see a counselor or other
mental health professional you
should not feel ashamed.
Depression, or any form of mental
illness, whether temporary or long-
term, is just that — an illness.
Most people can be helped, just as
heart patients and diabetics are
helped with proper therapy and
medications adjusted to their indi-
vidual needs.

The Kentucky Association of
Realtors® is concerned that the
Kentucky Bar Association may
propose a recommendation which
would require attorneys to handle

® real estate closings,

This prompts major concern
over rising consumer costs. Studies
conducted in Virginia show that
consumers pay an average of $450
in closing costs with an attorney
compared with $275 without, If
Kentucky adopts this recommenda-
tion, it would join South Carolina
as the only two states requiring
attorneys to handle closings. Last
year, Virginia and New Jersey
rejected the idea, as did the
Kentucky Bar Association back in
1981.

# In a legislative advisory to
members, Kentucky Association of
Realtors® President Linzie Craig
stated, “It IS our interpretation,
along with the Kentucky Bankers
Association, that the attorney rep-
resenting lenders at a closing does
not represent the borrower. Should
the borrower question the proceed-
ings, the closing would screech to a
halt until the borrower’s attorney
was present. And, should the seller
question the proceedings, the clos-

g ing would stop until the seller’s

“ attorney was present. The worst
case scenario of this recommenda-
tion would allow for no one but
attorneys to handle, or even speak,
at a closing.™

In his final statement, Craig
said; “Remember, we're not just
talking closing costs for homes,
we're talking all real estate secured
loans. Tell this to the consumer
who wants to use his home to

Committee. In addition, he also
served in the LS. Marine Corps
Reserve from 1968 1o 1974,

to assist mine operators and diesel
equipment manufacturers in com-
plying with the new requirements.

“Diesel-powered equipment can
pose a number of potential hazards
in underground coal operations,”
said Davitt McAteer, assistant sec-
retary of labor for mine safety and
health. “The new regulations will
help safeguard miners from fires,
explosions, toxic exhaust gases and
other dangers that can be encoun-
tered when using diesel-powered
equipment underground.”

As internal combustion engines,
diesels present a possible explosion
risk in the underground coal mine
environment where potentially
explosive methane gas can occur.
High-temperature combustibles.
Diesel fuels that are included and
stored underground can create
additional fire dangers, and diesel
exhaust can be hazardous to min-
ers.

The just-released compliance
guide is part of an on-going effort
by MSHA to help the industry gain
compliance with the new regula-
tions, according to McAteer.

McAteer explained that as part
of the implementation of these new
regulations, MSHA held public

informational meetings across the
country, presented an overview of
the requirements of the new regula-
tions, and solicited questions from
the audience, The mining commu-
nity also was invited to submit
additional questions in writing to
MSHA. These questions have been
consolidated and answered in the
compliance guide.

The new regulations include the
following:

* All diesel machines used at the
working face of the underground
coal mine must be MSHA-
approved and require design fea-
tures to reduce fire and explosion
hazards.

*» Diesel equipment must be out-
fitted with brakes, lights, protective
cabs or canopies, fire suppression
systems and certain items must also
be equipped with protective cabs or
canopies and machine-mounted
methane monitors.

* Diesel equipment must be
maintained by adequately training
personnel.

* Fuel must be safely stored and
handled.

* Diesel engines must use low-
sulfur fuel and undergo emissions
testing.

* Proper ventilation will be
required to protect miners from
Loxic gaseous emissions.

* Carbon monoxide and nitrogen
dioxide levels must be monitored in
areas where diesel machinery Is
used,

There are nearly 3,000 diesel
units currently operating in under-
ground U.S. coal mines, compared
to roughly 150 in 1974. Diesel
machines most often used in under-
ground coal mines include person-
nel carriers, utility trucks and trac-
tors. Other diesel-powered under-
ground equipment includes genera-
tors, scoops, compressors, welders,
shuttle cars, road graders and roof-
bolting machines.

MSHA's new rule on the use of
diesel-powered equipment in
underground coal mines became
effective in November 1996, with a
number of requirements to be
phased in over the next two years.
