No jury may ever hear it, but a state-
ment discussed at Tuesday's motions
hearing in the Lillelid murder case
sheds light on one defendant’s version
of how the murders took place.

Suspects
get ‘lucky’
with plea
bargain

Floyd Circuit Judge John David
Caudill said Friday that a Lackey

_woman and bher daughter, both of

whom could have been facing seri-
ous penalties on drug and robbery-
related charges, were lucky.

Sherry Baker, 36, and her
daughter, Michelle Mullins, were
sentenced to serve 90 days of a
one-year sentence on drug charges
in exchange for their testimonies
against a robbery suspect and an
alleged drug trafficker.

Baker was jailed in January
after former Floyd detective James
Rederick charged her with posses-
sion of a controlled substance, co-
caine; and four counts of unlawful
transaction with minors.

Baker obtained cocaine for four
minor children, including her own
child.

Mullins, 19, of Lackey, was
later arrested and charged with
possession of cocaine.

The agreements included a stip-
ulation that neither of the defen-
dants would face additional
charges for the robbery of the
Lakeview Mart and Prestonsburg’s
Winn-Dixie if they testified against
Ervin Printice Ginther.

Ginther also entered a plea
agreement with the Common-
wealth on Nov, 20 in exchange for
a 20 year sentence on charges in-
cluding three counts of robbery,
kidnapping and numerous other
felony charges.

Although Baker and Mulling
will not have to testify in Ginther’s
trial, they still must testify in an-
other case involving an alleged
drug trafficker.

Floyd Circuit Judge John David Caudill
ruled Tuesday that two area mine operators’
willful violations of federal safety stan-
dards contributed to the 1989 death of
James Slone.

Slone, 47, of Inez, was a cutting ma-
chine operator at the Todco No. 1 Mine near
Augxier, where he was crushed on Noy. 9,
1989 during a roof fall.

Slone’s wife, Brenda McGee, of
Lawrence County, is seeking compensatory
and punitive damages for her husband’s
death.

Judge Caudill ruled that John Larry
Cline and Thomas Wayne Marcum could
not hide behind their.company in the
wrongful-death case after they attempted to
have the lawsuit dismissed on grounds that

uo the statute-of limitations had expired.

Defense attorneys argued Tuesday that

the company was released of any liability in
the matter after McGee signed a $100,000
settlement.

According to a preliminary report of the
fatal accident, the company operating the
mine did not have authorization to perform
pillar extraction, a method of remoyving
coal with a cutting machine.

Cline, the principal at Tomahawk Ele-
mentary School in Martin County, was
found guilty of conspiracy and federal min-
ing violations in December 1993, He was
fined $40,000 and sentenced to one month
in jail and five months of home incarcera-
tion,

The jury ruled that Cline didn't set tim-
bers 1o hold up the roof; failed to get ap-
proval for the mining plan; failed to leave
large enough pillars; and had employees
work under a roof that was not supported.

After the defendants had gotten
drinks from the rest area’s vending
machines, Sturgill allegedly told
Jones and Ellison, she and defen-
dant Dean Mullins got back into
the Chevrolet the Kentuckians had
driven to the rest area while defen-
dants Joseph Risner, Jason Blake
Bryant, Karen Howell and Natasha
Cornett talked with the Lillelid
family, one of whom gave Risner a
pamphlet.

Testimony Tuesday indicated
that “a religious pamphlet” was
among items found in the Lillelid
van when Tennessee authorities
searched it in Arizona while the
defendants were in custody there.

Ellison’s notes indicate that
Sturgill then said Risner, Bryant,
Howell and Cornett walked with
the Lillelids over to a grass knoll,
disappearing from her sight for a
time. When both groups returned,
all the defendants except Mullins
and Sturgill got into the van with
the doomed family.

According to the notes, Sturgill
said Joe Risner sat in the front pas-
senger seat while the man (Vidar
Lillelid) drove, and the other
defendants sat in back with
Delfina, Tabitha and Peter Lillelid.
Both vehicles then left the rest
area, with Sturgill and Mullins fol-

“Jason (Bryant) was screaming
‘The .22 won’t fire." Out of rounds
in 9mm,” the notes indicate
Sturgill said. “I know Jason did all
the shooting by himself,"” the notes
also quote Sturgill as saying.
“Karen (Howell) had the .22.
Jason had the 9mm. He emptied
the 9mm and ran back and got the
.22 from Karen and went back up
the road. I heard five or six more
shots. After we left, everybody
was freaking out.

Jason said, “Shut up, that makes
14 people I've killed.”

Sturgill's version of the shoot-
ings is in conflict with statements
allegedly made by Dean Mullins,
which claim Joseph Risner took
part in the shooting. And Arizona
jail guard Shawn Ferrell testified
at a hearing last week that Risner
spontaneously proclaimed “I'm a
killer” in a loud voice while in cus-
tody at the Cochise County
Detention Center.

ecution has been calling many of the
same witnesses it is likely to call dur-
ing the trial.

Defense Attorney Robert Cupp,
who represents defendant Natasha
Comnett, argued that allowing wit-
nesses to testify during the motions
hearing was “allowing the state to
bolster its case” by “conditioning the
witnesses for what’s to come at
trial.”

The defense attorneys indicated
that they would rather the court sim-
ply take the statements at issue and
rule on them — rather than hear
extensive testimony from witnesses.

CUSTOMS OFFICER CALLED

Testimony in the hearing Tuesday
began with Steve Phillips, a U.S.

Customs inspector from Douglas,
Ariz., who helped “pat down” Jason
Blake Bryant after the defendants
were detained at the U.S.-Mexican
border last April 8 while driving the
Lillelids® van,

While searching Bryant, Phillips
said, the then-14-year-old was “shak-
ing uncontrollably" and said *he had
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never been through anything like this
before,”

“I"ve never seen anyone shake so
badly,” Phillips said.

The customs inspector also said
he discovered that Bryant's hand was
injured and noticed “dried blood’ on
a bandanna with which the injury
was wrapped. In addition, Phillips
said, he noticed that one leg of
Bryant’s trousers was ripped and
asked how that happened. “He said
there was a fight on the van,” Phillips
said.

In a wallet taken from Bryant,
Phillips said, he found a library card
with Bryant's name on it. And the
customs agent said he also asked
Bryant what his date of birth was and
wrote the answer on the library card.
Only later, he said, did he learn that
Bryant had given a birth date that
indicated he was an adult when he
was really only 14 years old.

Under
Phillips testified that he did not real-
ize Bryant's leg was injured as well.

In response to a question from
defense attorney Stacy Street,
Phillips said he had been given a
copy of notes that District Attorney
General Berkeley Bell had made
when Bell interviewed him in
Arizona lo review before testifying
on Tuesday. Defense attorneys then
asked that those notes be made part

Cross-examination,
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of the record. Judge Beckner agreed.

JUVENILE OFFICER
TESTIFIES

Jesus Franco, a juvenile detention
center officer from Arizona, next
took the stand and testified about
information he received from an
inmate of the Cochise County
Juvenile Detention Center 1o the
effect that Jason Blake Bryant, then
housed there, wanted 10 stab another
inmate he suspected of having “‘rat-
ted him out" to the police.

Last week, Richard Arvizo, who
was in the juvenile facility with
Bryant, testified that Bryant made
statements to him about his involve-
ment in the Lillelid murders.

Franco also testified on Tuesday
that Bryant had asked him to avoid
putting Arvizo in the same cell with
him “because there would be fight-
ing all the time.”

Under cross-examination by
defense attorneys, Franco said he
had been given a copy of the incident
report he filed (and another one that
wasn’t his) to review béfore testify-
ing. As with Phillips, defense attor-
neys asked to have the incident
reports made part of the record.

McConnell’'s Republican colleagues
agreed, rejecting Lee and sending his name
back to the White House without voting on
his approval.

While the debate in the capitol is subsid-
ing, case decisions delivered by the Supreme

~ Court are building the scaffold that foreshad-

ows the approaching demise of affirmative
action programs in states subject to the man-
dates of the U.S. Constitution,

The court, with six Reagan-Bush appoint-
ed justices, has most recently upheld Califor-
nia’s Proposition 209, a voter-activated end to
racial preferences by the California govern-
ment.

Proposition 209 called for equal treatment

| of all California citizens regardless of race,
 effectively eliminating affirmative action in

that state, and opening the door for similar

.~ movements in other states.

The Supreme Court also upheld (by refus-

~ ing to hear) a 1996 lower court ruling that

said race can never be considered as a factor
in law school admissions, overturning a 1978
Supreme Court ruling which said race could
be considered.

And, it was just two years ago that the high
court, when determining what test an affirma-
tive action program must pass to be constitu-
tional, overruled a prior decision and decided
that all federal (as well as state) affirmative
action programs must be narrowly tailored to
achieve a compelling interest.

This is the court's highest level of scrutiny,
and government programs or laws which sur-
vive it are few and far between. It was also
firmly settled that past societal discrimination
is not a justification, or a “compelling inter-

est,” which will be accepted by the court and |

the constitution.
Only a compelling showing of specific in-

stances of past discrimination by a govern- |

" mental body could conceivably pass the

Supreme Court's rigid test.

So, two of our three branches of govern-
ment are displaying either open hostility or
reasoned disagreement with affirmative ac-
tion.

Civil rights groups which support race-
based preferences can see this beginning of
the end, and seek to prolong it in desperate
hopes that tides might turn,

Last weekend, a band of civil rights orga-
nizations paid over $300,000 to settle a
Supreme Court-bound lawsuit brought by a
school teacher who had lost her job because
of a type of affirmative action program.

Liberals and conservatives alike can think
what they will about affirmative action, but
neither should think it will be around in the
not-so-distant future...

® 'DETECTIVE CALLED

' Perhaps spending the most time
on the stand Tuesday was Detective
Sgt. John Huffine of the Greene
County Sheriff’s Department. He
testified about his trip to Arizona
during the investigation and the
return of the adult defendants to
Tennessee.

Huffine said he searched the
Lillelid van for the first time at about
8 a.m. last April 10, with Tennessee
Bureau of Investigation Agent Barry
Brakebill and Douglas, Ariz.,
DeleLuve Gene Trujillo. Inside, he
® said, they found a .25-caliber pistol
clip loaded with six rounds of ammu-
nition, a .25-caliber shell casing, a
pocketbook or wallet, a journal, a
disposable camera with exposed film
and a religious pamphlet.

MURDER WEAPONS HIDDEN
The Greene County officer later
detailed how he and Brakebill found
the alleged murder weapons hidden
inside a seat back in the van, noting
that the weapons were found after
defendant Dean Mullins drew offi-
& o a diagram indicating the posi-
tion of the weapons.

Testimony, both Tuesday and last
week, indicated that Mullins helped
the investigators in exchange for a
promise from District Attorney
General Bell not to seek the death
penalty against him if he told the
truth about the guns and proved not
to have done any shooting.

Huffine also testified that he had
received from a U.S. Marshal a pack-
et of letters allegedly written by
defendant Natasha Cornett to the
other defendants while they were in
custody in Arizopa. He said he

4 received the letters from the marshal
when local authorities picked up the
defendants at the Knoxville airport
on their return from Anzona.

Huffine was cross-examined
heavily by defense attorneys about
how the van search was conducted
and how the “deal” with Mullins was
achieved.

WAS VAN SECURE IN
ARIZONA?

Defense attorneys were particu-
®larly interested in how an Arizona
news crew was able to get pictures of
a photo album found in the van while
the vehicle was impounded by
Douglas police. Huffine testified that
the Arizona police told him the news
crew shot the video through the van’s

window, but did not gain entry to the
vehicle, which he said was sealed
with evidence tape when he arrived.

Asked if he knew what television
station aired the van video, Huffine
said he did not, and said he had not
received copies of video from
Arizona authorities who had
promised to furnish it.

Other defense attorneys ques-
tioned Huffine about why and how
authorities chose Mullins — rather
than other defendants — to approach
about the murder weapons.

Huffine replied that Mullins was
focused upon primarily because of
information that he had only recently
Jjoined the group of defendants and
had no prior criminal record.

Last week Assistant Arizona
Public Defender Yvonne Ayers testi-
fied that Mullins had been selected
because of his “psychological pro-
file.”

Concerning the trip with the sus-
pects from the Knoxville airport to
Greeneville, Huffine was asked*why
local authorities took Interstate 81’s
Exit 36, which is near the murder
scene, rather than a more direct
route. He testified that there had been
some discussion en route and that
Sheriff Terry Jones and Detective
Jim Ellison had decided to take
Crystal Sturgill by the rest area
where the Lillelids had been abduct-
ed,

Huffine said the three cars carry-
ing the other defendants waited in a
parking lot on Highway 172 (the
Baileyton highway) until the
Sheriff’s car arrived after going by
the rest area with Sturgill.

Huffine later testified on cross-
examination that he had not
reviewed or used notes of an inter-
view Jones and Ellison had conduct-
ed with Sturgill, when he testified
before the grand jury that indicted
the defendants.

TBI AGENT CALLED

Tennessee Bureau of
Investigation Agent Barry Brakebill,
who is recovering from injuries suf-
fered in a recent automobile acci-
dent, also took the witness stand on
Tuesday after some discussion about
whether he was in condition to testi-
fy, due to his injuries and the effects
of pain medication he was taking.

District Attormney General Bell
asked Brakebill no questions, turning
the witness over to defense attorneys
immediately,

Attorney Steve Owens elicited

testimony from Brakebill that he did-
n't believe defendant Mullins was a
“shooter” in the case and that
Brakebill thought Mullins had ful-
filled his part of the “deal” in con-
nection with location of the murder
weapons,

But Brakebill was emphatic that
Attorney General Bell had made the
agreement with Arizona public
defender Yvonne Ayers, who was
representing Mullins,

Asked about why the defendants
had not been read their rights by
Arizona authorities, Brakebill said he
had asked the Arizona authorities not
to question the defendants until he
arrived.

I didn't want an agent from out-
side Tennessee to be in the chain of
custody in a murder investigation,”
he said.

“Obviously, that didn’t work, !
defense attorney Mark Slagle coun-/
tered. Under
about why he told public defender
Yvonne Ayers that he believed she no
longer represented Dean Mullins
while trying to question Mullins in
Arizona, Brakebill said. “1 did not,
and still do not, believe she repre-
sented them (the four adult defen-
dants) as pertains to the murder
investigation.”

Last week Ayers testified that she
had been directed by her superior to
represent all four defendants at their
extradition hearing and felt she still
represented them until they left
Arizona.

Defense  attorneys Tuesday
pressed Huffine and Brakebill about
the propriety of Ayers™ having made
a deal to the benefit of one defendant
while apparently representing all
four.

Asked about how Mullins was
chosen to be offered the deal,
Brakebill said he and Huffine “made
a command decision” 1o approach

Mullins based on information that

Huffine and other investigators had
developed about Mullins while inter-
viewing witnesses in Kentucky
before coming to Arizona.
NO DNA RESULTS YET

Al the conclusion of the hearing,
defense attorney Robert Jessee asked
if any DNA test results had been
received by the state yet on clothing
and other evidence collected by
investigators. Bell said no results had
been received yet.

Defense attorney Mark Slagle
then told the court he had the names
of two test laboratories and would

wroad maintenance crews will clear
the roads with the highest traffic vol-
umes first before moving to the
smaller, less-traveled roadways,
according to the Kentucky
Transportation Cabinet.

The state Transportation Cabinet
has once again completed its yearly
evaluation and announced, this
week, the snow and ice removal pri-
ority routes for the upcoming winter
season.

Secretary of Transportation
James Codell says the priority road
system has always been a vital
aspect of the cabinet's responsibili-
ties. “Our snow and ice removal

activities have a big impact on the
safety of motorists. We'll do every-
thing feasible to keep roadways
clear, and to ensure the safest possi-
ble conditions. During a winter
weather event (snow, ice, efc.) citi-
zens should make every effort to use
the priority roads if they must be out
during inclement weather, *

Every year cabinet engineers
study traffic volumes and patterns in
each county to determine which
roads serve the most citizens, taking
into account geographic factors,
before making changes to the sys-
tem.

Priority A roadways in Floyd
County, which will be cleared first
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by Transportation Cabinet road
crews, include US-23, US-460), por-
tions of KY-3, KY-122, KY-680 and
KY-7, KY-80, KY-302, KY-114, a
portion of KY-979, and KY-1428.

This category includes inter-
states, parkways, urban expressways
and other state roads with exception-
ally large volumes of traffic.

The next roads to be cleared will
be Priority B and then C. Priority B
roads include state primary roads,
bypasses and roads with slightly less
traffic than Priority A roads. State
secondary roads, rural secondary
roads, and other routes with compa-
rable traffic volumes fall under the
Priority C category.

Everyone [ talk to has their own
opinions regarding which organiza-
tions or denominations should be
considered *‘cults.” As Christians,
we must be very careful to restrain
from judgments which can adverse-
ly affect other people. However, the
Bible warns us that false Messiah's
and false religious organizations
would become prominent in the last
days (see Matthew 24:4-5 and 1
Timothy 4:1-5).

Most cults are outrageous in
nature and pose little threat to the
majority populace. These are usual-
ly led by a single “charismatic”
individual with a small number of
socially problematic followers. The
only cure for these groups is sincere
Christian love, accurate Biblical
teaching, and patience. If you are a
Christian and have ever failed to
take the time to “lovingly” share
your faith with any of these people,
SHAME ON YOU!!

The real threats to orthodox
Christians are the cult organizations
which claim to be the true Christian
faith. These organizations contain
much Biblical truth mixed with
very subtle’héresy, and they some-
‘titfles grow to worldwide propor-
tions. How can we differentiate
between the true Church and a cult?

The biggest mistake most
Christians make in regard to cults is
irying to define them on the basis of
“doctrine.” In most cases. unortho-
dox scriptural interpretation has lit-
tle to do with the real “problem™
surrounding cults. (I am aware of
many Christian denominations with
some pretty unusual doctrine!) The
real danger of cult organizations is
“mind control."”

All cults utilize some form of
“psychological entrapment” (mind
control) to unify and maintain their
mass membership. The necessary
corollary for this is a “multi-class”
organizational structure. In other
words, all cults must have a single
individual or small group which, by
some divine means, is God’s single
channel of communication to the
earth. Therefore, from the perspec-
tive of the mass membership, there

individuals within the mass mem-
bership cannot trust their own con-
cepts or beliefs: they must strictly
believe what they are “told” to
believe by the individual leader or
small “elite” group.

In contrast, true Christianity has
always been a “single-class™ orga-
nization with gifted individuals
(within the same class) providing
their support to make the whole
Church body function properly as a
unit. The unification of the Church
body is maintained by the Holy
Spirit, not spiritual “dictators™ with

privileged information. This is
illustrated in | Corinthians 14:37,
wherein the apostle Paul states, “If
anybody thinks he is a prophet or

© spiritually gifted,
let him acknowl-
edge that what I
am writing to you
is the Lord's com-
mand.” In other
words, Paul was
depending upon
the Holy Spirit to
provide the
“insight" among
the members to
recognize the truth
of his writings.

The' greatest
enemy of any cult
is individualism.
Any person who
thinks and reasons
for himself cannot
be subject to mind
control. For this
reason, most culis disapprove of
their members reading or research-
ing any religious material outside
of their own organization.
However, Paul's teaching to the
true Church was, “Test everything.
Hold on' to the good” (I
Thessalonians 5:21).

Since cults cannot exist within
an environment of individualism,
they cannot allow much tolerance
in "areas of Christian conscience.
For this reason, cults put great
emphasis on strict legalism within
their membership; excommunica-

ts
and

tion can be the result of minor and
highly disputable issues. In chapter
14 of Romans, Paul’s encourage-
ment 1o the Church was in direct
conflict with this attitude. Paul
attributes the strictest legalism to
the brothers with the “weakest
faith.”

Some cult organizations have
gone as far as teaching that some
major aspect of the Church
covenant, or “grace” covenant,
changed from ils original institu-
tion. This teaching is usually based
on some allegorical interpretation
of Biblical prophecy or revelations
given to a founding prophet or
leader. Biblical precedent shows
this concept to be a fallacy. The first
major covenant God made with
mankind was the “Law covenant,”
mediated through Moses. Moses’
calling was proven authentic with
many miracles and a great deal of
resulting inspired scripture. The
law covenant was still in effect, IN
ITS ENTIRETY, until Jesus medi-
ated our present covenant. This
covenant was also accompanied
with many authenticating miracles
and resulied in the New Testament
cannon. Il the grace covenant has
changed in some major way over
the last few centuries, who was the
mediator? Was this mediator
proven from God with authenticat-
ing miracles? Were the teachings of
this new mediator proven accurate
with known historical, geographic,
and prophetic “facts,” as was the
case with Moses and Jesus?

Lack of paramedics
still a burning question

When residents of Paintsville call 911 in
a medical emergency, will the service they
get meet their needs?

That is a question which has been raised
concerning Paintsville Fire and Rescue,
which operates the city-owned ambulance
service.

Those on both sides of the issue agree on
a couple of points. They say the city’s basic
life support service, which is staffed entire-
ly by emergency medical technicians, can
handle most calls. They also agree that, in
more life-threatening circumstances, an
advanced life support service, which also
has paramedics on staff, is necessary.

That is where agreement ends and the
differences begin. But when all of the argu-
ments are laid out, the disagreement boils
down to one simple issue — time versus
training.

“EMTs took care of the sick and injured
of this city for a number of years with no
problems,” says Paintsville Fire and Rescue
Chief Bob Dixon.

Paramedic Bill Baker has worked for pri-
vately-owned ALS services First Response
and, most recently, Burchett’s Ambulance
Service. He says paramedics can provide a
greater degree of medical care than EMT's
and can often have patients on their way to

recovery before they reach the hospital.

“Anyone can drive like a bat out of hell,”
Baker says. “Bul most patients we treat are
in better shape by the time they get to the
hospital.”

LESS SERVICE FOR RESIDENTS?

When Paintsville established its BLS
ambulance service one year ago, the city
council gave it exclusive first-responder sta-
tus for all medical emergencies within city
limits...

But Baker says (that) is forcing residents
of the city to accept less seryice than their
counterparts in the county.

He says paramedics have more treatment
options when they are called upon. The dif-
ference, he says, comes from their training.

THE NEED FOR SPEED

Dixon says he agrees fully that ALS ser-
vice is needed in some circumstances, but
he says in other cases the ability to get to the
hospital more quickly outweighs the need to
call in paramedics.

Paramedics may be able to offer more
service, Dixon says, but doctors can offer
even more. Since his EMTs can have
patients at a hospital within a couple of min-
utes, he believes most patients in the city are
actually better off getting to a hospital
quickly rather than being treated by a para-
medic, who he says can take 15 to 30 min-
utes evaluating and treating a patient before
transporting him or her to the hospital.

— Daniel Lima filed a lawsuit in New
Britain, Conn., in May against the
Minnichaug Golf Course for at least $15,000
in damages after being hit in the nose by an
errant shot. The errant shot was by Lima,

— In December 1996, Phillip Johnson, then 32, of
Johnson Bottom, Ky., shot himself in the left shoulder
with his .22-caliber rifle, “to see how it felt,” he told
ambulance personnel. On Oct. 2, 1997, an ambulance
crew was again called to Johnson’s home, where Johnson
was bleeding from another left-shoulder shot fired by a
.22-caliber rifle. A source told the Inez Mountain Citizen
newspaper that Johnson said the December shooting
“felt so good,” he had to do it again.

— The government of Italy revealed in September
that it had recently asked a court in Rome to take juris-
diction of a lawsuit it plans to file against Youssef Al-
Magied Al-Molgi, who was convicted of the 1985

prison from a pass last year, he embarrassed the country,
and now it wants to sue him for the harm to its interna-
tional image and for betraying the trust of jail officials.

— At the Vatican’s request, Brazil's leading religious
artist, Claudio Pastro, is at work giving the image of
Jesus Christ a makeover designed to update it for the
third millennium, According to an October Knight-
Ridder news service report, the new image will be of a
werene and victorious Jesus (rather than a suffering one)

— Kalamazoo, Mich,, heart surgeon Charles Butler,
54, won a $3.96 million jury verdict in October in his
lawsuit against Wal-Mart for injuries he suffered in a
store parking lot. Butler tripped over a trailer hitch while
walking to his car, hurting his spine so badly that he now
suffers trembling hands, ending his career, Wal-Mart
pointed out unsuccessfully that the trailer itself was 18
feet long and 6 feet high and contained a large commer-
cial barbecue grill. and that a person so unobservant as to
not notice that must surely be facing a waning career as
a surgeon.

— Edward Caudill, 32, filed a lawsuit in September
in Greenup, Ky., against Our Lady of Bellefonte
Hospital, claiming its personnel hastened his father’s
death from an auto accident in 1996 by not giving him

Rediscovering a
part of history

On  December 7, “Buffalo
Soldiers,” a TNT Original Movie,
will be aired around the country and
for the first time. a film will reveal a
chapter of American history that has
been ignored for too long.

Danny Glover. the star (with Mel
Gibson) of the “Lethal Weapons”
films, as well as “The Color Purple,”

on the frontier in the 1860s.

According fo legend, the Plains
Indians thought the black soldiers’
hair, instead of being long and rela-
tively straight like their own, and
like the hair of the white soldiers,
resembled the curled hair on the buf-
falo. But then the name took on a
special meaning when the Indians
saw them fight.

Glover, who is also the film’s
executive producer, said. “The
Indians were impressed by their
toughness and their courage. They
recognized them as formidable ene-
mies, but among the Native
Americans, you could respect an
enemy if he had those qualities you
would respect in your own war-
riors.”

Glover said he got interested in
the project for several reasons.

“The first, of course, is that you
don't often get to see movies that
show how African Americans con-
tributed to the military history of the
country. It's only in the last few
years that films such as ‘Tuskegee
Airmen’ and a few others. made it to
the screen But I don’t know of a film
that shows how African Americans
helped shape the history of the fron-
tier: So, of course, [ wanted to do this
becanse 1 felt it was an important
story that people should know,”

Glover went on. T also wanted 1o
do the movie because it was a great
story. And the character of
Washington Wyatt is a great charac-
ter. Here you have a man who is at
the very top of his career. He can't
go any higher. But he feels he can
still achieve something that has, so
far, eluded him, and that's to achieve
a military victory, with his soldiers,
that no one else in the LS. Army has
done. He plans to capture the most
feared of the Indian leaders; a man

named Victorio, and he'll push his
men o the breaking point, if he has
to, to doit.”

But then, Wyatt begins to recog-
nize that he's been avoiding a deep-
er question. And it begins to gnaw at
him.

As Glover explains, “Wyatt and
his men have come out of a situation
not unlike the one their enemies —
or, I should say, their adversaries, the
Indians — are experiencing. Like
the Indians, the black soldiers know
what it is to have to fight for your
freedom and for your human dignity.
Many of them had been slaves, and
had fought in the Civil War. Now,
they were involved in a cause that
threatened the freedom ‘of ' andther
people.” bl

Although Wyatt, per se, is a fic-
tional character, Glover, who
researched the history of the Buffalo
Soldiers and found facts that con-
tributed to many of the dramatic
high points of the script, says, “What
is important is not whether he actu-
ally lived, but that men like him
were part of the Buffalo Soldiers at
the time and were faced with the
dilemma that many people of good
conscience have had to deal with,
especially in the military."

And that dilemma is...7

“What happens when you're pre-
pared to fulfill your obligations, as
you've sworn to do, and then you
realize that, perhaps, you've over-
looked the most important obliga-
tion. It's called humanity.”

As our interview time wound
down, I asked Danny Glover what
he would have done if he hadn’t
become an actor. The son of
NAACP members, and a student
activist in his own right (he helped
set up educational and housing pro-
grams in San Francisco) said, “I'd
do some sort of work for the com-
munity. Maybe teach.”

Finally, I asked if it's true there'll
be another “Lethal Weapon™ movie
with Mel Gibson.

“Yes, there will be. We're plan-
ning to start it in January.”

Was Danny surprised at the pop-
ularity of the films?

“No, not really. People like to see
good guys battle the bad guys, and
see the good guys win."”

And why did he think so many
women liked the movies?

Glover laughed. “Two words.
Mel Gibson.”

Dear NASCAR Race Fan,

As far as a complete rule book.
those are only provided to dues-
paying NASCAR members. As
for the Winston Cup point sys-
lem, it is not complicated at all.
The first-place driver receives
175 points in each race. Posi-
tions 1-5 fall off by five points:
175, 170, 165, 160, 155.
Positions 6-10 are separated by
four points: 150, 146, 142, 138,
134. The rest of the field is sepa-
rated by three points: 130, 127,
124 ... Five bonus points are
awarded to any driver who leads
one or more laps. Five bonus
points are awarded to the single
driver who leads the most laps.
So a driver who wins and leads
the most laps would receive
185 points.

Manufacturer points are even
stmpler. In each race, the highest
finishing make gets nine points,
the next make six and the third
make (there are presently only
three competing) four. For
instance, if a Ford finishes first
and second, that manufacturer
would get only nine. If a Pontiac
finishes third, in this case, the
manufacturer would get six.
Even if the highest-finishing
Chevrolet is, say, eighth,
Chevrolet still gets four points.

$7.99 and is on sale at news-
stands all across the country. It is
published by UMI Publications
Inc., PO.

When most adults look at Shawn
Cole. they see a young adult dressed in
baggy jeans and sloppy shirt riding a
skateboard. What they don't see is a
young adult who cares deeply about
keeping kids off the street and away
from drugs — and a young adult who
has a close personal relationship with
God.

At the age of 21, Shawn Cole says
he is the oldest and the longest-skating
skateboarder in Floyd County. Shawn
is putting those skating skills to use to
open his own business and to fulfill his
goal of keeping kids away from drugs.

On Monday, October 20, Shawn
opened the Christian Skate Center and
Board-or-line Skate Shop in Richmond
Plaza in downtown Prestonsburg. The
Skate Center offers ramps of various
sizes for skaters to sharpen their skills.
The center is open from 4 p.m. to 10
p.m., weekdays, and most of the day
Saturday.

One Wednesday afternoon in
October, on a stall and a wall ride.
eleven-year-old Tyler Burke plunged
from atop a high ramp against a wall
to roll onto a ramp in the center of the
floor, and go straight up 4 ramp
against the opposite wall where he hit

the wall with his skates before heading
down the ramp and back to the other
side. Cole explained the procedure as
he kept a close eye on the other
skaters, offering words of encourage-
ment or advice on techniques.

Once, when a young skater per-
formed a particularly difficult feat, he
immediately stopped his interview and
encouraged the
youth by yelling
out: “Wow, trick
master.” The
comment
brought a smile
to the skater’s
face.

Cole pointed
out Chad
Goodman, 21,
saying he was
“probably the
best skater in
town.”
Goodman
placed third in
the Jenny Wiley
Pioneer Festival
Skating contest
held in early
October.

Cole, who is

“I realized how important this area
is to me,” He also developed respect
for his elders and for people in author-
ity after he complained about a skate
ramp being removed from a city park-

ing lot.

After that incident, he saw how
much those people in authority wanted
to help teens in the city of
Prestonsburg. He began to realize his
goal of developing a skate center with
some help from those same authority
figures, who helped guide the young
entrepreneur.

Also assisting Cole was Sheridan
Martin, an attorney whose office is
located next door to the center, lent
time, money, and advice with legal
matters. John Burke, a parent of a
young skater, has also lent a help-
ing hand. Bill Sloane, electrician,
helped with installing power at the
center. Cole found things, such as
exit signs, at consignment shops.
Slowly, but surely, his center was
coming to life. As it developed,
Cole, who keeps his Bible close at
hand in his skate center, said he
was also guided by God.

that was going to happen. '

“I opened my Bible,” he said and
grabbed his Bible and thumbing
through the pages. “And it said, ‘Let
there be light." And there was that day.
It’§ like it’s so hand-in-hand with this
place. Maybe I'm doing something
right.”

Cole consults his Bible often dur-
ing the day for guidance. He said
he's just recently realized that God is
close by.

“It’s like it's “Hey, I've been here
all along." Since I've listened to him,
it's the best thing in my life,” Cole
said. I want to do something posi-
tive. It’s like God is wanting me to
do this.”

That attitude has also made Cole
| realize how much local teens need a
haven from drugs and a place to
have fun.

“Everyone (the students) thinks
it’s okay to do (drugs) because their
peers do it. It's in schools, in parking
lots. Pushers go up to 11-year-olds
and the kid thinks it makes him
cool,” he said. “If the kids can come
in here, it gets them away from the
parking lots where the drugs are.

“These are great kids. We
(skaters) get a
bad rep — the
baggy clothes,
the weird hair-
styles, and skat-
ing is a different
sport. Nobody
(skaters) drinks
or does drugs at
all. They can't go
out and drink all
night and then
skate the next
day.”

“going out and
getting high,”
that person will
be warned by him

personally about what harm drugs do
and that they won't be allowed into the
center if they're on drugs.

Instead of concentrating on getting &
high on drugs, he encourages local
youth to get high (in the air, that is) on
roller skating. He'll offer several skat-
ing events, such as the all-night skat-
ing party on Halloween, skating
shows. and fund-raising activities.

He also has on display for perusal
magazines that teach various skating
tricks and techniques. For those who
want to keep up with the latest skating
fashion, his skate shop has hats and .
sweatshirts for sale. He can also spe-
cial order skating equipment.

Cole hopes the community and the
skaters will support him and keep the
center open. That won’t happen unless
they participate in the fund-raising
event and also use the center. He
encourages parents to drop by and
watch the skating action so they’ll feel
more comfortable leaving their kids
there to skate. -

said “just come by and check it out. It
just takes time getting on this stuff and
doing it.

CITIZEN as a member of a
nation or political communi-
ty, one who owes allegiance
to, and may claim protection
from its government. Under
the Constitution, all persons
born or naturalized in the
United States, and subject to
the jurisdiction thereof, are
citizens of the United States
and of the State wherein they
reside. United States Con-
stitution, Fourteenth Amend-
ment.

Citizenship is the status of
being a citizen. In the United
States there is usually a dou-
ble citizenship, that is, citi-
zenship in the nation and cit-
izenship in the state in which
one resides.

Generally in the United
States one may acquire citi-
zenship by birth in the United
States or by naturalization
therein. A child of alien par-
ents born in the United States

is a citizen of the United
States. A foreign-born child
of citizens of the United
States, subject to certain
qualifications and limita-
tions, is a citizen of the
United States. A child born in
the United States of a diplo-
matic representative such as
an ambassador or minister,
takes the nationality of such
representative. The adoption
of an alien child by a citizen
of the United States does not
render the child a citizen
thereof. The term citizen may
include or apply to Indians.

For purposes of diversity
jurisdiction: a municipality
may be considered a citizen;
a corporation is deemed a cit-
izen of the state in which it
maintains its principal place
of business; counties are citi-
zens; the United States is not
a citizen, and states are not
citizens.

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Many people cannol believe that it is possible for
their child to receive a tuition-free private, college
preparatory education. Yet that is precisely the mission
of a unique Floyd County School called The Piarist
School.

It is the only Catholic college preparatory school in
Eastern Kentucky, a small, private, Catholic high
school that mixes rigorous academic standards with a
goodly number of extracurricular activities and a deep
commitment to Christian service,

The school is located on a hillside above the new
Ky. 80 near Martin. It was founded in 1990 by three
Catholic priests who came to Floyd County from
Pennsylvania two years earlier. The priests belong to a
religious community called The Piarist Fathers, whose
members all profess four religious vows: poverty,
chastity, obedience, and a special and unique fourth

Now in its esghth year, the school boasts that it has
grown from eight freshmen in August, 1990 to 19
freshmen and 36 upperclassmen in August, 1997.
"Every year, it gets bigger and bigger," said Rev. David
Powers, Sch.P., who now teaches math and science,
English and religion, as well as being the guidance
counselor at the school,

Carroll that there was a great
need for a college preparatory school in Eastern
Kentucky, and that one of the great difficulties was that
many of the brightest students would not be able to
afford the usually-costly education offered by a private
school. He had heard of the unique ministry of The
Piarist Fathers and was wondering whether it would be
possible to establish one of the schools in Floyd
County, The unique ministry of the Piarist Fathers is a
reflection of the charism of its founder.

St. Joseph Calasanz, the founder of the Piarist
Fathers, opened the world’s first free, public school for
poor children in Rome in 1597, 400 years ago. It was a
small, tuition-free school located in the buildings
belonging to St. Dorothy’s Church. Many members of
that first faculty joined the Spanish founder in estab-
. lishing a new religious community that would dedicate

themselves to the education of poor youth. Twenty-
four years later that congregation would be raised to
the rank of a religious order and would be called The
Order of the Pious Schools. There are now more than
1,500 Piarists teaching 200,000 students in 30 coun-
tries around the world.

Piarist schools have helped produce some of the
world's great composers, scientists, writers, and gener-
als, including Gregor Mendel, the father of modern
genetics, Haydn, Mozart, Shubert, Victor Hugo, and
Thaddeus Kosciusko, an American Revolutionary War
hero.

To be accepted to The Piarist School all students
must take and score in the 70th percentile or better on
a national, standard high school placement test. Some
students experience test anxiety, and do not score as
well as they should, and it is possible for those students
to take the test a second time. The students junior high
transeripts, and course selection is also taken into con-
sideration. The school begins giving its entrance test in
March and administers one entrance test a month for
the next four months. Students transferring to the
school from another high school must also take an
entrance exam,

There is a dress code at the school, with freshmen
wearing blue school uniforms, and upperclassmen
wearing white school shirts and black or navy blue
pants. The school shirt is a golf shirt with the name of
the school embroidered on it.

The school is accredited by The Commonwealth of
Kentucky Commission for Non-Public Schools, and it

One thing is certain, the tuition-free, college
prepardtory education offered to the students of Floyd,
Knott, Johnson, Pike, and Magoffin counties is good
news to those looking for a high quality education.
