Board· vows to fight charges

Proclaiming that litigation against the 
Kentucky Board of Education and Edu­
cation Commissioner Wilmer Cody is 
imminent, Floyd County School Board 
members adjourned into an apparent il­
legal closed session to discuss their 
strategy to fend off possible ouster by 
the state school board. 

Board attorney Jerry Patton advised 
board members not to discuss in public 
Cody's announcement Monday that he 

intends to seek the removal of the re­
maining four board members and super­
intendent Gene Da\ is. 

The board could wind up in Floyd 
Circuit Cou11 if the state issues "an ad­
verse ruling" in ouster hearings for 
board members, Patton said. 

A member of the media objected to a 
closed session to discuss Cody's com­
ments. saying the board said it would 
only pursue litigation if a ruling is made 
to oust the board. Official removal 
charges have not yet been filed against 
Floyd officials nor have ouster hearings

1\venty-five years ago Steve Shelton 
joined a rally of men in Washington D.C. 
to protest the Vietnam War. Last week­
end, he was once again at the nation's 

men on Capitol Mall for a rally of 
Promise Keepers, a Christ-centered min­
istry dedicated to uniting men to become 
godly influences in their communities. 

Promise Keepers is not an organiza­
tion, according to local Promise Keeper 
Jim Newman. Its rallies and conferences 

are open to attcn-Capitol to add his 
voice to a mas­
sive chorus of 
commitment. 

"1 don't think any man came back dance by members 
Sunday morning the same man," of all de nomina-

"There was a

Shelton was one of 32 men from this

been scheduled. 
Cody said Monday those charges are 

expected to be completed within ten 
days. 

Patton said he "respectfully dis­
agreed" with the media's objection and 
the board adjourned behind closed doors 
to discuss the issue.

Commissioner arrested 
in chop shop operation

"Street talk" in the Wheelwright area 
led to the arrests of three men believed 
to be involved in a chop shop operation 
which has caught the eye of federal offi­
cials. 

In preliminary hearings Wednesday, 
Flovd ro mty <;:heriff Paul Hunt Thomp­
scm testified that reports to him that 
"something was going on" at Luther 
Johnson Jr.'s home led to Johnson's, 
Burnette Little's and John Allen's arrests 
last week. 

At Johnson's home, Thompson found 
a 1996 Grand Am, reported stolen from 
Childers and Venters in Pikeville, in 
Johnson's garage. The vehicle had been 
"cut up," Thompson said. 

"I talked to him and Luther said basi-

cally that he'd messed up," Thompson 
said. 

Johnson bought the brand-new vehi­
cle from Allen for $500, the sheriff tes­
tified. The vehicle was valued at 
$12,500. The sheriff said Johnson paid 
the money to Allen and another man 
Johnson described as being "six-feet tall 
and red-headed." Thompson said Allen 
was taking orders for the car part~. 

Johnson and Little admntcd hclpmg 
to "cut up" the vehicle, Thompson said. 
Johnson and Little had given him writ­
ten statements regarding their involve-
ment in the chop shop operation. . 

Assistant County Attorney Lance 
Daniels asked Thompson if Johnson and 
Little admitted "helping cut the car up.'' 
"Yes," Thompson responded.

Who pays legal fees 
for ouster of board?

With Monday's announcement that 
state Education Commissioner Wilmer 
Cody intends to bring remo'val charges 
against Floyd County school board 
members and the district's superinten~ 
dent, questions are being raised as to 
who will pay for their legal defenses. 

Board members and superintendent 
Gene Davis have indicated they intend 
to fight any attempt by the state to oust 
them from office. 

Board member B.J. Newsome said it 
was his understanding that board mem­
bers are entitled to legal sen ices from 
the Kentucky School Boards Associa-

tion (KSBA). 
Since board members pay KSBA, es­

pecially for liability and errors and 
omtsstons insurance, with public 
monies, are taxpayers indirectly paying 
for the superintendent's and board's de­
fense? 

Department of Education attorney 
Kevin Noland said Wednesday that it 
would be improper for the board to re­
ceive legal services from KSBA if the 
fee for those services was paid with 
public money. 

Brad Hughes, spokesperson for the 
KSBA. disagrees, saying board mem­
bers are entitled to legal assistance

"Wao;n't that the idea?" Frank 
Heaberlin. a member of the First 
United Mcthodi-.t Church m 
Paint1>villc. n:,.ked. "Mose-. went 
before God and stood in the gap for 
the children of Israel. That's what 
we did. We st<ll)d in the gap for the 
nation." 

T his year's theme for the 
Washington rally was "Stand in the 
Gap: A Sacred A'>sembly of Men," 
and ih goal \\as to make men real­
i7e they havl' a God-giv·en respon­
sibility for the spiritual health of 
their famihes. Promise Keeper-.· 
founder Bill McCartney reportedly 
told the men. 

Promise Keepers have been 
under attack by the National 
Organization for Women (NOW). 
which says Pmmise Keepers put 
men solely in the role of decision 
makers and subjugate women. 

That's not so. according to the 
men gathered at the Method1-.t 
Church Monday. 

Tim Cooley said that young 
ladies with '!'..shirts d1splaying 
handmade lettering that said: "God 
bless the Promise Keepers" rode 
their bicycles on the outskirts of 
the crowd. 

"(McCartney's) purpose is not 
to build n big powerful organiza­
tion, but to empower men to work 
in their local churches," Ne\\ man 
said. 

Hansel Cooley summed up 
Promise Keepers' purpose by relat­
ing the words of one of the speak­
ers at the Washington rally: 

"ll)f you have a kid messed up. 
it's not long until you have a 
messed-up family, then a messed­
up neighborhood. a messed-up city, 
state and a messed-up nation." 
Cooley -;aid. 

''You ha~e to get them 
unmesscd hy starting at the top and 
going back to the bottom because it 
started at the bottom. Promise 
Keepers' message is that you must 
stand up for your family. not in an 
abusive way. but take the spiritual 
head of the household." 

"~ten are not filling the obliga 
tion (to) their families." Steve 
~helton added. "So many men 
tather children und don't sta).'' 

''By bcmg the spiritual head of 

the household, you have to one day 
answer for your actions,'' another 
Promise Keeper, Tim Cooley, said. 

As the men talked. thei r enthusi­
asm and spiritual awakening was 
evident All agreed that the experi­
ence had changed their lives, 
including their definition of 
Christianity. 

"I don't think any man came 
hack Sunday morning the same 
man." Hansel Cooley said. 

As he talked about his experi­
ence. he would often be overcome 
with emotion and pause m his dis­
course. 

"I found one important thing. 
I've hcen a Christian a long time. 
What !thought was a Christian was 
someone who was on time at 
church service. sat in church for 
one hour. went home to cat. have a 
nap. and go back to church. (Jesus) 
said you are not to be served. hutto 
serve. You have to become humble 
and hroken. God is not in a' box. 
You can't just take him out when 
you want to." 

Steve Shelton. who attended a 
conference earlier this year in 
preparation for the Promise 
Keepers' Washington rally. said he 
\\as hesitant about attending the 
conference. 

" I didn't want to be in a stad1um 
with just men. It was this macho 
thing. But once I got in there. we 
all had the same goal - worship­
ping in the presence of the Lord." 
Newman said. 

One of the things the Promise 
Keepers want to do away with i~ 
"isms." according to Clarence 
Risner. and the ministry points that 
one person can make a difference. 

"What gets things changed is 
one or two people. We dwell on 
racism ... All isms are out ... We 
know the cure. We. as Chnstians 
have sat here and got comfortable 
and let things happen." 

At the rally. they leamed one 
voice ra· sed in unison creates 
power by a simple lesson: the 2.6 
million men vvere asked to state 
thl!ir denomination at the same 
time. 

" It sounded like Babylon," one 
of the men said. "But when then we 
were asked to say ' Jesus C'hrist is 
Lord.· and it was once voice." 

"The spirit of God was all over 
the place " Risner said. 

''When I got there, I saw a big 
wa,•e (of arms) had started. I 
thought 'look at those nuts,"' 

Harry (Vince!) Cooley added. ''It 
was like the wind hlowing. They 
were yelling 1 love Jesus. yes I do; 
I love Jesus, yes I do.' It got by me 
two times. Then I started squalling, 
too.'' 

''It stripped down our macho­
man!} .pride. Society says men 
have got to be tough,'' Shelton said. 

"Everyone thinh (showing 
emotion and love) is a weakne~s. 
but it's one of the hest strengths 
you've got," Harry Cooley said. 

The men combined their 
strength in hours of' prayer. They 
prayed for their families and for 
their nation. 

"The (men) were lined up on 
Pennsylvania Avenue. along the 
gate in front of the White I louse. 
They were lined up from end to 
end praying. Guys were grouped 
together and kneeling together. 
praying for the President," Shelto n 
said. 

"And the President wasn' t even 
there," Tim Cooley added. explain­
ing that Clinton had been taken to a 
bunker for safety because security 
officials feared reprisals from other 
organizations to the Peace 
Keepers. 

The men plan to continue the 
commitment they made at the 
Peace Keepers' rally. After 36 
hours with very lit tle sleep and 
very little food. they returned home 
Sunday morning, took a quick 
shower and went to church where 
they testified and praised God so 
much that no sermon was needed. 
according to the church's pastor. 
Sam Knox. who al!-oo attended the 
rally. 

Knox said one of his goals is to 
get the men to reach out into the 
communit) with their Christianity 
and to come to the aid of people in 
need. He also hopes to see the bar­
riers built by congregations come 
down and Christians unit in a com­
mon goal of good. 

"We all have something in com­
mon - our eternal destination," 
Dr. Phillip Simpson added.

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Motion filed claims Bryant's extradition illegal

'f\ The Greeneville (Tenn.) Sun 

Se,cn motions were filed on 
Friday in Greene County Criminal 
Court on behalf of 15-ycar-old 
Jason Blake Bryant, one of the 
defendants in the Lillelid triple­
murder case. His lawyer, Rohert J. 
Jessee of Johnson City tiled the 
motiom. 

Bryant. who was 14 at the time 
of the alleged crimes. is the 
youngest of six Kentucky residents 
charged in connection with the 

" April 6 murders of Vi dar and 
Delfina Lillclid and their 6-year­
old daughter. Tabitha. and the 
wounding of the couple's 2-ycar 
old son. Peter. 

Of the six murder defendants. 
four are adults and two arc juve­
niles under 18 years old. the other 
juvenile is Karen Rena Howell. 

Motions filed on Bryant's hchalf 
include the following: 

• A motion to dismiss the indict­
ments against Bryant because "his 
transfer from Ju\'enile Court "as 
illegal and in vJOlauon of his 

e 1Constitutional right of equal pro­
tection and due process prO\ ided to 
him through the Constitutions of 
the United States and the State of 
Tennessee." 

The motion also argues that 
Bryant's transfer from Juvenile 
Court to Criminal Court "violated 
Rule 24 (b)( I) of the Rules of 
Juvenile Procedure. which requires 
that a 'judge shall conduct a trans­
fer hearing in all cases which trans­
fer to Criminal Court ... " 

According to the motion. 
Bryant's transfer hearing was "held 

t1 by Jerry L. Goodson, Juvenile 
Court referee. and approved by 
Judge James D Carter, Judge of the 
Juvenile Coun, who is a non­
lawyer who had previously recused 
himself from the adult preliminary 
hearing'' in the case. 

The motion also claims that 
Bryant was "unconstitutionally 
deprived" of his right to an acccp-

tance hearing in Criminal Court 
because he was transferred hy 
Goodson, who is a lawyer but not a 
judge. instead of Carter. who is a 
judge but not a lawyer. 

State law, the motion says, 
requires acceptance hearing when 
non-la\\yer judges transfer juvenile 
cases to Criminal Court. Had 
Carter conducted the transfer hl'ar­
ing, the motion argues, Bryant 
would have been entitled to an 
acceptance hearing in Criminal 
Court. 

Bryant Illegally Extradited'? 
• A second motion filed for 

Bryant argues that he was illegally 
extradited from Arizona to 
Tennessee "without authority under 
the Interstate Juvenile Compact, 
TCA 37-4-101 et seq., and based 
on an illegal warrant issued though 
the State knew he (Bryant) was I~ 
years old" at the time. 

The motion also asks that the 
record of the ArilOna hearing be 
made part of the trial record. And 
the motion argues that "the 
Interstate Compact on Juveniles, 
which would ha\e aUlhorilcd the 
cxtradition ... from Arizona, was not 
passed by the legislature and 
approved by the Governor until 
June 19, 1997, approximately one 
month after the illegal return of the 
defendant to Greene County." 

As a result, the motion says, the 
court should issue "a Writ of 
Habeas Corpus without applica­
tion." 

Evidence Said Not Provided 
• A third motion filed by 

Bryant's lawyer moves the court to 
dismiss the indictments against 
Bryant because of "the state's fail­
ure to provide exculpatory evi­
dence to the defendant prior to the 
transfer hearing (from Juvenile to 
Criminal Court)" The motion also 
argues that Judge Beckner upheld a 
Ju,·enile Court ruling limiting dis­
covery prior to the transfer hearing. 

The motion also argues that 
Rule 24 of the Tennessee Rules of 
Juvenile Procedure provides that 

"each court shall insure that the 
parties in delinquent and unruly 
proceeding:; in Ju\'enile Court have 
access to information which would 
he available in Criminal Court. 

And it alleges that evidence 
including statement of other defen­
dants, \\as not provided to Bryant's 
defense hy the state until Sept. 2, 
more than a month and a half after 
the transfer heanng. 

• A fourth motion for Bryant 
asks the court to declare Tennessee 
Code Annotated Section 37-1-134 
(c) and (c) unconstitutional 
"because the hody of the statue is 
hroader than its caption and is 
unconstitutionally void due to its 
vagueness." 

Alternatively. the motion asks 
the court to dismiss all indicted 
charges against Bryant that were 
not transferred by the Juvenile 
Court 

Request for Severance 
• A fifth motion asks the court to 

sever Bryant's trial from that of the 
other defendants "pursuant to Rule 
14 of the Tennessee Rules of Civil 
Procedure." 

In support of the severance. the 
motion argues that trying Bryant 
with the other defendants would 
"result 10 a compelling prejudice 
against which the trial court could 
not protect.. " 

The motion also argues for sev­
erance because: 

- a joint trial would deprive 
Bryant of the opportunity to intro­
duce prev1ous "bad acts of the co­
defendants which would negate his 
involvement in the charges against 
him": 

- that in a joint trial, "the Rules 
of Evidence would prevent Bryant 
from introducing evidence against 
the co-defendants that would 
directly negate his involvement in 
the crimes charged": 

- that Bryant would be prohibit­
ed, in a joint trial, from introducing 
"evidence of criminal conduct of a 
co-defendant or co-defendants 
which occurred after the crimes

More sunshine 
Kentucky Supreme Court lifts veil 
of secrecy for judges and lawyers 

Much to the dismay of 
many lawyers and some 
judges. the Kentucky 
Supreme Court has lifted 
1 he veil of secrecy over 
disciplinary hearings for 
judges and attorneys . 
While we would have pre­
ferred even more open­
ness regarding attorney 
heatings, the high court's 
move is a giant leap for­
ward for the public's right 
to know. 

Currently, disciplinary 
proceedings for judges 
and attorneys are kept 
secret until final action 
has been taken. If a judge 
or attorney is not disci­
plined. no record of the 
proceedings is made pub­
lic. Citizens who file 
charges against judges 
and attorneys often never 
know what action, if any, 
was taken on their com­
plaints. 

Under the new rules 
released by the state 
Supreme Court Monday, 
disciplinary proceedings 

1-f..JilVolving judges will 
become public once a 
complaint has been deter­
mined to have some merit 
and a formal charge has 
been filed. That's the way 
it should be. Judges in 
Kentucky are elected offi­
cials, and what takes place 
during a disciplinary hear­
ing could help voters 
determine whether or a 
judge merits re-election. 

For lawyers, the secre­
cy will be lifted only if 
there is a finding of guilt 
by a trial commissioner. 
But the court's directive 

The 

also adds some safeguards 
before then. A non-lawyer 
will be appointed to the 
bar's governing board and 
to the tribunal that con­
ducts the initial inquiry. 

While we would have 
preferred opening the pro­
ceedings for lawyers once 
it is determined a com­
plaint has some merit, the 
new rules will better 
inform the public and help 
dispel the perception that 
lawyers protect each 
other. 

With the new direc­
tives, which will not go 
into place until July, 
Kentucky joins 47 other 
states in disclosing disci-
plinary proceedings 
against judges and 
lawyers. Even though 
similar rules have existed 
in other states for many 
years, the Kentucky Bar 
Association vigorously 
opposed the changes. 

Chief Justice Robert 
Stephens deserves much 
of the credit for the 
changes. The state's high­
est ranking judge rightly 
recognized that the "veil 
of secrecy itself creates 
suspicion." 

It's time that the pub­
lic's doubts about legal 
discipline were removed, 
the chief justice said. 
"The perception that 
we're protecting lawyers 
and we're protecting 
judges will now disap­
pear," Stephens said.

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A Legislative 
Perspective 

with Rep. Gregory D. Stumbo, Majority Floor Leader 

A very serious situation exists in the 
Commonwealth. It is complex with no obvious 
answer. I am referring to health care insurance 
rates and the condition of the industry in 
Kentucky. Last week, the Governor called a 
special session of the General Assembly to con­
sider the circumstances that are jeopardizing 
the financial stability of many Kentuckians. It 
is an issue that is haunted with past failures of 
two other legislative efforts to reduce insurance 
costs. Yet it must be acknowledged that it was 
and is a complex issue that was an unknown 
entity to most legislators and we have learned 
from the failures. 

We have carefully researched other states· 
efforts and based our decisions on programs 
operating with some degree of success. And 
understanding what has not worked, we, as 
public officials, have the obligation to our con­
stituents to go forward and correct the problems 
that have emerged. 

I feel very good about the attitude of law­
makers as we begin this session. We have the 
good fortune to have some veteran legislators 
who have survived the reforms that are not 
working; we have new fresh faces that carry 
new ideas and new enthusiasm and we have a 
new Governor who bas indicated his willing­
ness to lead us through this complicated situa­
tion and make this session a success for the 
people of Kentucky. I believe most legislators 
have gained a degree of understanding for the 
health care process and can make decisions 
with more authority and overall comprehen­
sion. 

There are two primary bills filed for our 
consideration, one originating in the Senate and 
one in the House of Representatives. The two 
bills share varying forms of guaranteed issue. 
portability and guaranteed renewal. The bills 
do, however, vary in several aspects. The 
House bill establishes a "play or pay" system to 
guarantee insurance coverage for those with 
preexisting conditions. Insurers either would 
cover high nsk individuals or pay an assess­
ment to insurers who do. There would also be a 
"safety net" version that would be phased out

once competition returns to the market (approx­
imately forty-five insurance companies have 
currently left the state.) 

The Senate bill creates a "high risk" pool 
into which individuals with chronic illness can 
be placed. Fees for those in the pool without 
previous coverage rates can be as much as I 50 
percent higher than for individuals outside the 
pool. Any person having insurance for at least 
12 months prior to entering the pool cannot be 
charged more than 135 percent of the estab­
lished rates. 

Tht.. Senate bill designates that insurance 
companies determine who is high risk and the 
House Bill directs the Insurance Commissioner 
to establish the list of high cost •conditions 
based on diagnosis and severity. 

Provisions in the Senate bill appropriates 
money from the state's General Fund to cover 
additional costs of the sickest people. For the 
next three years, $5 million per year would be 
earmarked for this ·purpose. The House plan 
advocates assessing insurance companies an 
amount determined by their share of the overall 
market. 

Insurance companies can avoid rate hearings 
under the Senate plan if they pledge to spend at 
least 65 percent of an individual or small group 
premium on claims. If this doesn't happen and 
the insurer fails to meet the loss ratio, a refund 
to policyholders would be mandatory. 

The House proposal allows insurance com­
panies to raise their rates anytime and bill cus­
tomers immediately. However, the insurance 
commissioner and attorney general can call for 
a rate hearing if they consider the rates unreal­
istic. 

There is not a simple solution. And, health 
care insurance reform seems to mean different 
things to different people depending on their 
situations. As public officials, we must careful­
ly consider these two proposals and finally sup­
port the package that will obviously help the 
most Kentuckians. I value your opinion on this

Is our Senator 
McConnell right? 
A room full of veterans, angry veterans, on a 

hot August evening with one issue, flag burning, 
flaring their tempers and testing their patience. A 
politician walks into the room. Occupying his 
mind is his bid for reelection to the US Senate just 
months away. Although, a more immediate con 
cern, in·ational, but conceivable, is the protection 
of his limbs. The veterans want answers. The 
politician had opposed a law attempting to make 
flag burning a crime. 

On that day, and all though his career, Senator 
Mitch McConnell believed the First Amendment 
was not to be tampered with. and in spite of the 
votes he would surely lose, he made no apologies 
as he told the veterans why he had voted against 
the flag burning amendment. 

It may have been r'#"'JA 
that what was coursing ~ If, e 
through McConnell's • • 
head was the need to Polztical 
establish consistency 

in light of the First ' D ty ' 
Amendment stance he C ar 
had steadfastly taken 
in the 1996 debate over 
campaign finance 
reform, a debate which 
has peaked again over 
the last several weeks. 
In his mind he may 
have felt so secure he 
would defeat Steve 
Beshear, since he 
would outspend him 
more than 2-1, that 
sacrificing the votes of a few disgruntled veterans 
would be worth the effort. The media, after all, 
would treat his visit as an act of courage. 

But McConnell did not need to attend the vet­
eran's meeting, just as he does not need to fight so 
hard against the 1997 revival of the McCam­
Feingold (campaign reform) bill, placing himself 
on every news show he can find to criticize the 
proposal. While there is virtually nothing to be 
personally lost by opposing the reforms (he will 
be called nothing he basn 't already been called), 
there is equally nothing for him to gain. Against 
the strain it may place upon our preconceptions 
about politicians, it seems we are left to conclude 
that McConnell is acting out of genuine, deeply- j 
felt concern for the First Amendment protections 
which are alleged to be involved. 

Peel away the posturing, and the core issue of 
the McCain-Feingold bill is: The Supreme Court 
in Buckley, v. Valeo equated money with free 
speech. The court said Congress may limit "con­
tributions to" a candidate but may not limit inde­
pendent expenditures "on behalf of' a candidate. 
Both are protected under the First Amendment, 
but just as government may stop one from yelling, 
"Fire!" in a crowded building, government may 
also limit one's campaign contributions. 
Government has a compelling interest in the reg­
ulation. 

The limit on expenditures was offered more 
protection in Buckley, however, although the line 
between "contributions" and "expenditures" is 
paper thin. 

Dissenting (disagreeing) in Buckley, Justice 
White said, 'The act of giving money to political 
candidates ... may have illegal or other undesirable 
consequences: it may be used to secure the 
express or tacit understanding that the giver will 
enjoy political favor if the candidate is elected. 
Both Congress and this Court's cases have recog­
nized this as a mortal danger against which effec-
tive preventive and curative steps must be ~ 

taken .. .lt would make little sense to me, and 
apparently made none to Congress, to limit the 
amounts an individual may give to a candidate or 
spend with his approval, but fail to limit the 
amounts that could be spent on his behalf...For 
constitutional purposes it is difficult to see the dif­
ference between the two situations ... As with the 
campaign expenditure limits, Congress was enti-
tled to determine that personal wealth ought to 
play a less important role in political campaigns 
that it has in the past. Nothing in the First 
Amendment stands in the way of that determina­
tion." 

Justice White's dissenting opinion is now 
shared by all Democrats (and only four 
Republicans) in the Senate, mainly because the 
Republicans will be more adversely affected.

Hughes said a clause was added 
to the policy to allow for legal ser­
vices to be provided to board 
members or school officials facing 
ouster by the state. Hughes added 

• that the payment of legal fees may 
not be an issue. 

"The whole issue may be a 
moot point for this reac;on: Aoyd 
County's School System has had a 
very high loss ratio in terms of this 
insurance over the years," Hughes 
said. "Because of that, every insur­
ance policy that they have from us 
has a $20.000 deductible. At this 
pomt, we don't have anything that 
would lead us to believe that the 
expenses in defending (the board) 
at an ouster hearing before the 

jt State Board of Education would 
exceed $20,000. If it don't, then 
this issue wouldn't come into play 
at all. If it does ... I believe the cov­
erage is legal and i~ ito comes into 
play, we wtll honor it up to that 
maximum $25,000, which would 
be above the $20,000 . .. They're 
paying nothing extra for this." 

Hughes said the policy would 
not cover "willful" acts of miscon­
duct by board members. 

Lawmakers enacted laws to 
• allow school boards to purchase 

insurance to cover themselves in 
civil actions, Hughes sa1d 

"In 1978, the General Assembly 
specifically rewrote the law to 
allow school boards to buy insur­
ance to protect themselves in 
issues of liability where there's 
questions raised about their acts. . 
.," Hughes said. "The General 
Assembly did not specify in the 
law, nor have they in the following 
20 years changed anything in the 

If law, to address this one way or the 
other." 

A 1978 opinion from the state's 
Attorney General says that district 
monies cannot be used to defend "a 
suit brought. . .against a board 
member for an allegedly disquali­
fying act. .. " 

Noland said the opinion makes 
it clear that school funds cannot be 
used to defend board members in 
ouster proceedings. 

Hughes said it is "just an opin­
ion" and does not carry the weight 
of law. He added that the opinion 

dealt with two issues that do not 
relate to the situation in Floyd 
County. 

"The law is very clear; it says 
the school board may purchase 
insurance," Hughes said. "There's 
no question about that. The only 
question in Kevin Noland's mind is 
on the issue of an ouster proceed­
ing by the Department of 
Education. That's not what the law 
says. There's no court case and no 
attorney general's opinion on this 
particular issue that he's raised. 

"We would have a problem with 
Mr. Noland's position that a school 
board could use public money to 
purchase insurance that could 
defend them against everything 
under the sun but ouster by the 
state board," Hughes said. 

In July 1, 1996, KSBAadded to 
its errors and omissions policy to 
specifically allow for legal assis­
tance in ouster proceedings. 

"(A clause was added) that 
specifically says we will cover 
legal expenses up to $25,000 in a 
(removal) hearing before the State 
Board of Education. So we added 
that part as of July 1, last year." 

According to Floyd County 
school records, from July 1995 
through October 1997, the district 
has paid KSBA $683,592.45, 
which represents board member's 
annual dues, unemployment insur­
ance premiums, fees for conduct­
ing a superintendent search, policy 
and procedures updates and board 
member training. 

Of that amount, the district has 
paid $50,545.92 for errors and 
omissions (E & 0) insurance. The 
E & 0 premium for 1997-98 is 
$94,000; for 1996-97 was $63,000; 
and in 1995-96 it was $55,000. 

In I 993. former school board 
chairman Ray "Shag" Campbell 
was charged with misconduct by 
then Education Commissioner 
Thomas Boysen and Campbell 
sought to have his legal fees paid 
by the district. 

Boysen's attorney, Steve 
Wolnitzek, said at that time "why 
does everybody want the taxpayers 
to pay for everything they do 
wrong?" Wolnitzek said if the 
board, at that time, authorized such 
expenditures they themselves 
could face state charges.

era! Berkeley Bell, meanwhile, 
argued that the trial should be held 
in Greene County "even if it 
means bringing in a jury from 
another location ." 

In making his ruling. Beckner 
said it is his custom to rule from 
the bench, rather than take 
motions under advisement. "I 
have listened carefully and spent a 
great deal of time researching the 
Jaw," he said "I am now ready to 

~ do the right thing for the right rea­
son." 

The judge then said he is con­
vinced the trial could, and should, 
be held in Greene County. 

Commenting on concerns 
about the size of the courtroom 
raised by defense attorneys durtng 
oral arguments. he said the Greene 
County courtroom is "as large as 
others in which I hear cases," and 
"can be adjusted" to meet the 
needs of attorneys, defendants, 
spectators and media. 

The judge noted that holding 
~ the trial in Greene County, with a 

jury selected elsewhere, would 
probably be less costly than mov­
ing the entire trial to another loca-

tion. 
Concerning media coverage, 

Beckner said the Lillelid case is 
the highest profile case he has 
ever tried. But the judge did not 
criticize the media for coverage of 
the case, saying he had seen noth­
ing ''improper'' in the coverage. 

During defense arguments in 
the hearing, Robert E. Cupp, 
Natasha W. Cornett's attorney. 
had introduced copies of The 
Knoxville News-Sentinel articles 
about the case as well as the 
paper's circulation data in an 
attempt to show that all of east 
Tennessee had been exposed to 
coverage of the case. 

"The only east Tennessee 
county not covered is Johnson 
County," Cupp said. "I can go to 
Mountain City and people don't 
know about this case." 

Cornett's attorney also intro­
duced a copy of the Weekly World 
News tabloid that featured an arti­
cle about the case and criticized a 
July 12 The Greeneville Sun arti­
cle that included an interview with 
a minister who had visited with 
the defendants.

Schooling kids at hoine, 
Inore popular than ever 

Home schooling is no longer a 
thing of the past. when youngsters, 
living in remote log cabins, were 
taught their a-b-c's at home. As a 
matter of fact. home schooling is 
becoming an increasingly common 
alternative to public school educa­
tion in this country. And, it is per­
fectly legal in all 50 states. 

According to Cheryl Cozort of 
Hager Hill, who presented a talk on 
home schooling in PCC's Pike 
Auditorium on Friday, October 3, 
there are six laws which govern 
home schooling in Kentucky. They 
can be summarized as follows: 

Home schools are considered as 
private schools in this state. Hence, 
if parents decide to home school, 
they must first establish a bonafide 
school for their children. In other 
words, they have to have a name for 
their school...any name they wish to 
create. Then, each year, they are 
required to notify the superinten­
dent of schools in the district where 
they live, of their school's name, 
address, and the names, ages, and 
place of residence of each student, 
i.e., their children. 

Instruction must be offered in 
English and in the branches of 
study that are taught in the public 
schools, i.e., reading, writing, 
spelling, grammar, history, mathe­
matics, and civics. 

Homeschoolers must provide 
instruction for a term at least as 
long as the public school term in 
their district, i.e., 185 days, includ­
ing no less than the equivalent of 
175 six-hour instructional days, or 
1050 instructional hours. 

Homeschoolers must record and 
maintain scholarship reports of 
each student's progress at the same 
interval as the local schools. In 
most counties in Kentucky, this 
means creating a grade report every 
nine weeks on. all subjects taught. 

Accurate records of pupil atten­
dance must be kept. 

In Kentucky, private schools 
must be open to inspection by the 
director of pupil personnel and 
other education department offi­
cials. However, since their home is 

their school, homeschoolers have 
been given the option of arranging a 
suitable place outside their home to 
meet such officials so they can 
review the homeschooler's instruc­
tion records. 

"I am here to tell you about my 
life," said Cozort in her opening 
remarks, "because home schooling 
is a way of life. It's very time-con­
suming, requires a great deal of ini­
tiative on the part of the parents, 
and home schooling families must 
put their children's education above 
all ... even the housework! In short, 
if you're going to home school, you 
have to be totally committed to it, 
and you must have the support of 
your spouse in every way." 

One of the main reasons the 
Cozorts decided to home school 
their three young sons (Adam-14; 
Nathan-12, Aaron-10) was to pro­
tect them from learning negative 
behaviors which often accompany 
the daily close association with oth­
ers of their age, Cozort explained. 
She said that it doesn't mean they 
don't have the opportunity to inter­
act with children their own age, as 
they participate in many supervised 
social and sports activities in the 
community. 

"Probably the most common 
criticism of home schooling is that 
home schooled children will not 
develop the social skills they need 
to fare well in today's society," 
Cozort said. "That is absolutely 
uptrue." She went on to say that, by 
being home, learning with their sib­
lings, children develop tolerance, 
understanding, and how to be help- 1 

ful to others of different ages, as 
well as respectfully conversant with 
adults. 

At the end of Cozort's presenta­
tion, PCC's Dr. John Shiber, who 
sponsored the talk, invited mem­
bers of the audience to ask ques­
tions or give some of their opinions 
and insight. This was followed by 
refreshments, which were provided 
by PCC Division of Biological

Rogers announces $300,000 PRIDE 
grant; money will provide data on 
straight pipes, failing septic systems 

U.S. Rep. Harold "Hal" Rogers 
(KY-5) announced recently that the 
Economic Development Admini­
stration of the U.S. Department of 
Commerce has approved a 
$300,000 grant to compile a com­
prehensive inventory on the 
region's straight pipes and failing 
septic systems. 

The study is an important com­
ponent of Eastern Kentucky 
PRIDE-Personal Responsibility 
In a Desirable Environmentc --and 
will provide the 40-county PRIDE 
region with an extensive database 
about the specific wastewater prob­
lems that must be addressed. 

"We can't tackle our region's 
severe wastewater problems if we 
don't know what our needs are." 
Rogers said. "This inventory will 
give us specific details-county­
by-county and house-by-house-of 
the straight pipes, failing septic sys­
tems, wastewater treatment facili­
ties and wastewater collection lines 
in our communities. By clearly 
identifying where we need help, 
We"ll be better able to focus our 
resources on those needs." 

PRIDE represents the first com­
prehensive, region-wide, local­
state-federal cooperative effort 
designed to address the serious 
challenge of cleaning up the 
region's rivers and streams of 
sewage and garbage, ending illegal 
trash dumps, promoting environ 
ment awareness, and renewing 
pride in Eastern and Southern 
Kentucky. Rogers announced the 
PRIDE initiative in June, and as 
chairman of the House Subcom-

mittee that funds the Economic 
Development Administration 
(EDA) he has been working to help 
secure this EDA grant for the 
region-wide database. 

The grant is awarded to the 
Cumberland Valley Area 
Development District, but seven 
other Area Development Districts 
(ADDs) within the 40-county 
PRIDE region will be responsible 
for implementing the project within 
their respective counties. The seven 
ADDs are: Barren River, Lake 
Cumberland, Bluegrass, Kentucky 
River, Gateway, Big Sandy and 
FIVCO. The 40-county PRIDE 
region corresponds with the service 
area of The Center for Rural 
Development in Somerset. 

"PRIDE is critical to the future 
of our region," Rogers said. "We 
can't keep our people healthy and 
safe, or attract the tourism and JObs 
we need, if we don't work together 
to clean up our region."

Duke TIP program offers opportunities 
through annual talent search and motivation 

With the school year in full 
swing. parents and educators alike 
are searching for ways to challenge 
students and engage them in their 
studies. TIP, the Duke University 
Talent Identification Program. can 
help. TIP is a non-profit education­
al organization designed to identify 
and develop the academic talent of 
bright students. 

"The Talent Search provides an 
opportunity for highly able students 
to pursue an out-of-level testing 
experience which is diagnostic in 
nature," said Randy Green, TIP's 
assistant director for Identification 
and Support Services. "When com· 
pared to their grade peers, most of 
these students consistently rank in 
the highest percentile ranges. 
However. SAT and ACT testing 
provides a unique tool for measur­
ing aptitude and abilities which far 

exceed grade level expectations." 
TIP's 18th annual Talent Search 

IS currently underway. The Talent 
Search is intended for bright stu­
dents who want to learn more about 
their abilities and about programs 
and services available to students 
like themselves. Interested students 
apply to TIP's Talent Search, and 
TIP registers them for their choice 
of the Scholastic Assessment Talent 
(SAT) or the American College 
Testing Assessment (ACT). Talent 
Search participants take one of 
these tests along with high school 
students at selected sites nationwide 
in December, January. and 
February. About one-fourth of the 
Talent Search participants score as 
well or better than the average col­
lege- bound student on at least one 
of the scales of the tests. High scor­
ing students are invited to recogni-

TIP's pub­
lications help students find out 
more about academic opportunities 
and about the needs and interests of 
people like themselves. These pub­
lications include a guide to educa­
tional opportunities, newsletters, 
and a magazine on college choices 
mailed to TIP students in the tenth 
grade. TIP sponsors challenging 
educational opportunities for the 
students who qualify by their SAT 
or ACT score; summer residential 
programs which offer fast-paced 
courses across the liberal arts cur­
riculum and weekend educational 
programs throughout the academic 
year. 

For qualified 4th and 5th grade 
students in TIP's sixteen state 
region, TIP offers the Motivation 
for Academic Performance (MAP) 
program which provides younger 
students with informatiOn on educa­
tional resources. To qualify for 
MAP, students must achieve at or 
above the 95th percentile on a 
nationally normed achievement or 
aptitude test. MAP mformation will 
be mailed to schools in January 
with an early March registration 
deadhne.

"It's an awful strong accusation to 
make by an appointed person, 
instead of going out here and putting 
their name on the ballot and letting 
the public elect you and then letting 
the public take you out," Wilcox 
said. ":-;ot someone who is appoint· 
ed." 

Patton said that "unfonunatcly" a 
statute has been enacted by state leg­
islators which allow:s "appointed 
board members" to remove local 
board members from office. 

"I guess that's re.al interesting 
whether or not that will pass consti­
tutional muster." Patton :-aid. 
"Fortunately, if you so choose, this 
matter ultimately will end up in the 
court sy-;tem and you will no longer 
be subjected to the kind of what I 
perceive as authoritarian dictation . . 
.These issues will be litigated if you 
so desire." 

Teacher Bud Reynolds asked 
Patton who would be paying the 
legal fees for the board. 

Patton assured Reynolds that he 
would take no public money to 
defend the board against removal 
charges. 

"I worked on this this week for a 
good 15 to 20 hours that I don't have 
~) intention at all of billing the 
board for.'' Patton said. "That 
wouldn't be right to use public 
money. Let the expense come out of 
their pocket. It cenainly won't be 
coming from public funds. There's 
no way on earth that's going to hap­
pen." 

Patton did mention that the board 
does have an insurance policy in 
place, and the premium is paid for 
with public funds. 

As for moving Floyd County up 
on the state's agenda, Patton said he 
intends to ask that the state board 
meeting be declared null and void 
because it allegedly violated the 
state's Open Meetings Law. 

"Again, this a democracy," 
Patton said. "You need to stand up 
and take notice of what's happened. 

Davis said he was not informed 
that the discussion on Floyd County 
at the State Board Meeting was 
moved up a day until after he arrived 
at Kenlakc State Park Monday 
evening.

Also Thursda). board members 
discussed a projected $321.000· 
deficit with their auditor Don 
Wallen. 

Wallen said numerous account­
ing mistakes accounted for the vari­
ous deficit figures which have sur­
faced the last few months and that 
mainly funds which belonged in 
other accounts were credited to the 
general fund. 

One of the biggest expenditures 
credited to the general fund was over 
$200,000 to purchase mobile class­
rooms. Wallen said the expense was 
not allowed by state officials 
because a BG-1 was not submitted 
prior to the purchase of the class­
rooms. 

Wallen said the final audit rcpon 
would be finished prior to October 
31, in order to send it to state offi­
cials. 

Wilcox and other board members 
wanted to know if they would be 
allowed to see the document prior to 
its submission to the state. 

Wallen assured the board they 
would receive a copy. 

In other discussions Thursday, 
which at times were obviously tense, 
the board discussed the result<> of a 
scathing I 15-page management 
audit of the district. 

Mullins asked association educa­
tion commissioner Tom Willis to 
offer input on some of the problems 
areas described in the audit. 

Willis said there were many 
questions he probably couldn't 
answer because of Cody's 
announcement that he would seek 
the removal of board members. 

Most of the discussions seemed 
aimed at Davis. who was grilled on 
problem areas such as placing teach­
ers in positions out of their fields of 
certification; placing staff in school 
without prior approval of site-based 
councils; and the condition of per­
sonnel records in the central office. 

Davis said most of the teacher 
placements were related to making 
sure tenured teachers were not laid 
off. 

"I'm big on tenure," Davis said. 
Board members also asked about 

schools where teachers were need­
ed. 

Davis said he could place teach­
ers in those schools if the board lift­
ed its hiring freeze. 

Mullins asked Davis who wa<; 
now overseeing the personnel 
department. 

"No one's over it right now." 
Davis said. 

"Have you checked the audit 
report on personnel'?" Mullins 
asked. "I suggest we get someone in 
there." 

Davis said that former superin­
tendent John Balentine had ao;signed 
Eugene Blackburn to oversee that 
department, but board members 
were apparently not satisfied with 
his placement. 

Mullins replied he had "nothing 
to do with personnel." 
Davis gave Mullins a sly smile and 
said, "Yeah, I understand that." 

"I'm not for laying blame on any­
one," Mullins said. "I just want it 
cleaned up." 

Mullins suggested a corrective 
plan of action be developed by 
department heads and principals 
within 30 days to address the numer­
ous problems outlined in the audit. 

Board members agreed on the 
suggestion. but no formal action wa<; 
taken. 

Mine superintendent 
adlllits safety violations

The fonner superintendent of a 
Floyd County mine, where a 
Honaker man was killed last year in 
a roof fall, admitted Monday in 
Pikeville's U.S. District Court that 
he violating mandatory health and 
safety standards at the mine. 

Bill Jones, 32. of Dema, was 
originally charged with more than 
ten safety 'iolations and with mak­
ing fal se entries on mine records 
between May 15, 1996 and August 
19, 1996 at the M&D Coal 
Company Inc. No. 3 Mine, located 
near Honaker. 

Jones pleaded guilty Monday to 
allowing miners to go under an 
unsupported roof and failing to 
make them mark where the last row 
of roof bolts ended. He also admit­
ted to smoking in the underground 
mines - which could ignite coal 
dust and methane gas 

Tracy Bryant. 20, of Honaker, 
wa<; killed on August 15, 1996-
his second day working at the mine 
-when a six-foot by 11-foot sec­
tion of the mme's unsupported roof 
fell on him. 

The accident was not reported to 
the Depanment of Mincrnls and 
Mines and the Mine Safety and 
Health Administration until 17 

hours later - the following morn­
ing. 

Muncie Meade, who was an 
operator at the mine when the acci­
dent occurred, denied rumors last 
year that he or other workers were 
aware of the roof fall the day before 
the incident was reported. 

An autopsy report indicated that 
Bryant died about 3:30p.m. August 
15. The incident was not reported to 
the authorities until the following 
morning. 

M&D Coal Company 
Incorporated received 13 citations 
and orders by part and subpart con­
cerning alleged safety violations 
during the fiscal year 1996 - two 
of which were due to roof supports, 
according to a citation and order 
history summary from the US. 
Department of Labor, Coal Mine 
Safety and Health. 

Jones was indicted by a federal 
grand jury in July. and the 13-count 
indictment did not indicate if there 
was a connection between last 
year's fatal accident and the viola­
tions. 

Ten of the indictment charges 
were dismissed with Jones' guilty 
plea. 

Jones. who is reportedly a Knoll 
County mine superintendent, is 
scheduled to be sentenced January 
6, 1998 for the violations.

Four Big Sandy area counties 
continue to move forward in a joint 
attempt to have the Honey Branch 
site in Manin County selected as 
the location of a federal prison, 
which would provide between 350 
and 400 new jobs in the area. 

The Federal Bureau of Prisons 
issued a Final Environmental 
Impact Statement (FEIS) Thursday 
and named the Honey Branch site 
as the "preferred location'' for. the 
new prison, according to a press 
release from Fifth District 
Congressman Hal Rogers. 

The Honey Branch project is a 
joint effort of Floyd, Martin, 
Johnson and Pike counties to create 
new jobs and improve basic ser­
vices in the region. 

"(The FEIS) says we've selected 
the site and we're moving for­
ward,'' Rogers said. 

"I'm sure the four county judges 
and surrounding areas will be ecsta­
tic that the Honey Branch site was 
selected as the preferred location." 
Floyd Judge-Executive Ben Hale 
said Thursday. "We are still work­
ing and moving ahead and locking 
in on infrastructure. We just hope 
the site is selected as the final deci­
sion." 

The FEIS is a procedure that all 
federal projects must undergo. and 
a 30-day comment period and a 
review follows the FEIS report 
before the Federal Bureau of 
Prisons will announce its formal 
decision. 

The four counties teamed up to 
form the Honey Branch Industrial 
Development Authority, Inc. earlier 
this year and applied for financial 
assistance from the state's Local 
Government Economic 
Development Fund - Regional 
Industrial Park Program. 

That program was formed to 
assist underdeveloped areas of the 
state and to fund multi-county pro­
jects with coal severance taxes. 

The Honey Branch project, 
located near the Big Sandy

PRIDE is the first comprehen­
sive, region-wide, local-state-feder­
al cooperative elTon to target envi­
ronmental problems in eastern and 
southern Kentucky. 

The official "kick-otT' of the 
PRIDE initiative is scheduled for 
October 20, and Rogers said he b 
hopeful that President Bill Clinton 
will show his support by approving 
the funding. 

"I strongly urge President 
Clinton to show his commitment to 
the people of Floyd County and 
sign this funding into law," Rogers 
said.

for the Adventurers under Major 
Andrew Hood, and Solomon 
Stratton ." 

During the period from 1800 to 
f) his death tn 1835. John Graham 

was Floyd County's leading land 
agent. The 2.000-acrc tract which 
we are discussing here was just 
one of his many landholdings. 
Davidson points out that on March 
1st. 1815, Graham sold "most of 
the upper portion of the Town of 
Prestonsburg" to John Spurlock. 
the first man to establish a home 
on the site of the future town. 
According to family traditiOn, 
Spurlock brought his family from 
Montgomery County. Virginia in 
I 791 and erected a cabin on the 

• ground now occupied by the 
Frances. Kazee & Frances Law 
Office. Not much is known about 
John Spurlock. but we do know 
that he served as town jailer in 
1812. He and his wife Frances 
raised eight children, seven of 
whom married into the pioneer 
families of the valley. 

In 1819, Graham sold another 
portion of his 2,000-acre tract to 
Mason Williams, a Baptist minis­
ter living in Morgan County, 

• \Kentucky, and it is this tract which 
becomes the focus of Davidson's 
research during the last half of his 
abstract. On May 18th, 1819, 
according to Davidson, Reverend 
Williams bought a tract of land 
adjacent to the land purchased by 
John Spurlock in 1815. "An 
adjoining tract of 50 acres was 
later acquired," he says. by the 
same Mason Williams. as assignee 
of John Yost by a survey of May 
18th, 1819, under Land Office 

• Warrant No. 2131, as recorded in 
Floyd County Survey Book A, 
page 314." Williams' deed shows 
that the property line began "at a 
hickory on the Graveyard Branch 
in the line of John Preston's 2,000-
acre survey." 

At a later time Williams added 
an adjoining 98-acre tract to his 
original 50-acre tract, and in 1834 
he sold both of these to a man 
named William M. Smith. Smith 
subsequently sold them to a man 
named James M. Smith, and in 

f. 1865, this lalter man sold them to 
Jerome B. Burrows of Ashtabula, 
Ohio. The two tracts later became 
known as the Smith, Burrows, and 
Garfield tract, and on March 17th, 
1890, this tract was sold to Robert 
S. Friend of Prestonsburg, former­
ly the owner of the Washington 
and Jackson Hotel. Friend subse­
quently sold the tract to the 
Garfield Land and Improvement 
Company, reserving only a 50-foot 
square in the Smith Cemetery for 
his family's use. The consideration 
~}Vas $I 40,000, a princely sum in 

those days, paid for by 1,400 
shares of stock in the grantee's cor­
poration. 

The Garfield Land and 
Improvement Company was incor­
porated on March 24th, 1890. 
Listed as incorporators were P. 0. 
Harmison, Isaac Richmond, R. S. 
Friend, T. H. Baldridge, S. T. 
Nickels, Walter S. Harkins, John 
C. C. Mayo, and A. H. Stewart. It 
was capitalized at $280,000 in 
shares of $100 each . Its stated 
business was the buying and sell­
ing of land. 

11 Unfortunately, the company 
failed to sell enough property to 
pay its taxes, and several years 
later the shenff was ordered to sell 
the property. Sheriff M. T. Allen 
subsequently sold 90 acres to 
Beverly C. May, and after that the 
land passed through many other 
hands. May and his wife, Anna 
Laura May, sold the land to 
Andrew Jackson Davidson in 
1895. Davidson sued the Garf1eld 
Land and Improvement Company 
for possession of the land, and 
after litigation it was sold to satis-

• fy the tax lien. Attorney Frank A. 
O<: Hopkins bought the land at a 

Commissioner's Sale in 1899. 
After it was partitioned, it was 

owned b) a number of different 
parties, including Prestonsburg 
attorney Walter S. Harkins. 

For purposes of clarification, 
Marshall also traced the title of a 
20-acre tract located immediately 
east of the Mason Williams tract. 
On October 6th, 1815, John 
Graham sold this tract to Henry B. 
Mayo. later of Platte County, 
Missouri. In 1853, acting through 
his attorney. Edwin Trimble, Mayo 
sold this property to John M. 
Burns, one of the town's leading 
lawyers. Here again, the chrono­
logical chain of ownership men-

tions several of the town's promi­
nent men. Henry B. Mayo was a 
brother of William James Mayo, 
Clerk of the Floyd County Court 
during the early period and a 
prominent Methodist lay preacher. 
John M. Burns. who built the 
house which became the Garfield 
House, 1850s. the law firm of 
Burns & Elliott enjoyed the largest 
law practice in the Big Sandy 
Valley Edwin Trimble was one of 
the two Floyd Countians who were 
killed during the Battle of 
Saltville, which occurred on 
October 2nd, 1864. 

On January 3rd. 1870. John M. 
Burns and his wife Keziah sold 
this tract of land to Sarah B. 
Denton, wife of James Denton and 
grandmother of John C. C. Mayo, 
the Paintsville capitalist. 

After that, the tract was sold to 
Emma and Robert W. Weddington. 
Mrs. Denton paid $900 for the tract 
and sold it to the Weddingtons for 
$1 ,500. In 1890 the Weddingtons 
sold the land to Robert S. Friend 
for $7,000. 

Friend then sold a portion of the 
tract to S. T. Nickles of Big Stone 
Gap, Virginia, and in subsequent

years, the tract was broken up into 
smaller and smaller pieces. A part 
of the tract ultimately became, in 
1904, the R S. Friend & Co. 
Addition to ·the Town of 
Prestonsburg. 

Land makes history, they say, 
and the history contained in 
Attorney Davidson 's abstract 
sheds light on patterns of land 
ownership in 19th Century 
Prestonsburg. 

It shows, for example, that from 
the very beginning, the town's 
leading men placed a high value on 
the level bottom land along the Big 

Sandy River. This was to be 
expected, of course, in a county 
where most of the available land 
also shows that the favonte hobby 
of the town's lawyers and mer­
chants was land speculation, and 
that, with typical American opti­
mism. they looked forward to the 
day when the town's expanding 
population would require addition­
al living space in the form of resi­
dential lots.

Police bust drug, theft 
ring in Lawrence Co.

A bust of an alleged drug and theft ring 
in Lawrence County last week has resulted 
in the recovery of several items connected 
with several other crimes in the communi­
ty. 

Last week, local police along with 
cooperation from the Kentucky State 
Police, arrested three people and confis­
cated over $60,000 in stolen equipment as 
well as several marijuana plants and crack 
cocaine. 

The arrests began around 7:30 p.m. 
Thursday. when Patrick Calvin Blackburn, 
32, of Louisa and Shirley Hmkle Marcum, 
25, of Genoa, West Virginia. were arrested 
in a house on Third Street in Highbottom, 
just south of Louisa. 

Both were charged with receiving 
stolen property, possession of marijuana 
and possession of a controlled substance 
(crack cocaine). Among the property 
recovered there were televisions, VCRs, 
cable equipment, weapons and assorted 
tools. 

About ten minutes later, Helen Spence, 
32, of Torchlight, was arrested at her home 
five miles south of Louisa. She is charged 
with five counts of receiving stolen prop­
erty, two counts of obscuring the identity 
of a machine, cultivating marijuana and 
possession of drug paraphernalia. 

At the residence, police obtained two 
ATVs. a motorcycle, a riding lawn mower, 
assorted garden equipment, stolen auto­
mobile parts and 55 cultivated marijuana 
plants. All three are being held at the Big 
Sandy Regional Detention Center in 
Johnson County. 

The arrests came following a joint 
investigation between the Kentucky State 
Police. the Louisa Police Department and 
the Lawrence County Sheriff's 
Department. Police also say more arrests 
are coming. 

"At this time, we're still gathering 
information,'' Louisa Police Chief K.T. 
Adkins said. "We anticipate that there are 
at least five more people we'll be going 
after." 

Adkins said the theft ring was definite­
ly associated with the fire that burned 

down the city garage in Louisa last month. 
The garage housed a vehicle that had been 
stolen. 

"The vehicle that was burned in the city 
garage had been processed through chop 
shops," Adkins said. 

Adkins believes that people involved in 
the ring would obtain titles to junked cars, 
then steal a car of similar make and model 
and switch the vehicle identification num­
bers. They would then sell the stolen cars 
as rebuilt models. 

"We have no idea how many vehicles 
like this are floating around in the area," 
Adkins-said. 

Adkins said anyone who has recently 
received a good deal on a rebuilt car from 
someone. should check with police. A lot 
of the stolen vehicles came from the 
Columbus, Ohio, area, Adkins said. 

"I'm not saying that we've shut them 
down, but we've put a dent in their opera­
tion,'' Adkins said. 'T d say this group is 
responsible for about 85 to 90 percent of 
the crimes in the county over the past 
year." 

Adkins said they had information in 
several of the separate crimes, but credits 
officers Tim Ellis and Barry Bellomy with 
connecting the dots in the cases. 

At the Lawrence County Sheriff's 
Department, deputies are still sorting 
through files of cases that can be closed 
through the arrests. 

Deputy Scott Randall said anywhere 
from eight to 12 cases will be closed due 
to the recovered items. 

"This is a major operation that had been 
going on for a year, at least," Randall said. 

Among the crimes linked to the arrest 
for the sheriff's department is last 
Monday's burglary of the Lawrence 
County Cable office in which over 
$40.000 worth of equipment was taken. 
Randall said some of the equipment has 
already been recovered. 

The shenff's department is also expect­
ing more arrests to come from the investi­
gation, as well as more charges being filed 
against the three already arrested. 

"We've been spending a Jot of hours on 
this and this has been a long, lengthy 
investigation," Adkins said. "But by no 
means are we slowing down on this.'' 

Pike County may get 
second Wal-Mart store

The acquisition of land in South 
Williamson by Wa1-Mart Stores Inc. could 
mean that town will be the second in Pike 
County to boast a Wal-Mart Supcrcenter. 

But Beverly Rick, a spokeswoman for 
Wal-Mart Stores lnc., said nothing is defi­
nite and several details must be worked out 
before building plans can be finalized. 

"Right now about all I can tell you is we 
did acquire some land in the South 
Williamson area back in July, and that 
p·resently we are working with the state of 
Kentucky to get all the necessary permits 
needed to begin construction," Rick said. 
"But as of now, those permitting processes 
arc still to be completed." 

Rick said the Wai-Mart corporation has 
been interested in the South Williamson 
area for some time, but always knew con­
structing a store there would he n long, 
tedious process. 

"Many things are taken into considera­
tion before a new Wal-Mart store is built," 
Rick said. "First of all, we do a study on 
demographics, topography of the area in 
which a store might be built, and an area's 
overall job market. 

"If those preliminary criteria arc met, 
then we begin the process of finding a suit­
able place to build." 

Rick said although Wal-Mart believes 
some major hurdles, such as the acquisition 
of the land after South Williamson met 
Wal-Mart's criteria, are behind the corpora­
tion, she emphasized that plans to build 
could still fall through. 

''Obviously, we want very much to build 
a store in South Wil1iamson, and at this 
point we don't really expect any problems," 
Rick said. "But right now everything is still 
in the proposal stage. 

"There is no definite timetable for con­
struction to begin.'' 

Rick said she will release an official 
statement if building plans are finalit.cd.

Head Start student, 4, 
forced to clean urinal

A substitute Head Start teacher is still 
on the job despite complaints about inap­
propriate purlishment from the parent of a 
four-year-old boy who was reportedly 
forced to clean a bathroom urinal. 

Lea Smallwood, the Head Start teacher 
at Lookout Elementary. allegedly made 
four-year-old Jason Ratliff clean the uri­
nal after he stuffed toilet tissue in the uri­
nal. 

Rebecca Ratliff, Jason's mother, said 
the incident took place last Thursday and 
she witnessed the punishment when she 
went to pick up her son from school. 

"When I went into the Head Start 
building, 1 didn't see Jason or the teacher. 
and some of the other kids told me he was 
in the bathroom, cleaning the toilet," said 
Ratliff. "When J walked into the bath­
room. she (Smallwood) was holding him 
by the back of the shirt over the toilet and 
he had both his hands in the toilet. 
"I heard her say. 'You'd better hope this 
flushes, Jason Ratliff!' His sleeves were 
wet. Then she looked at me and asked if J 
was his mother. I was so mad and dis­
gusted, I couldn't even talk to her. I had 
to get out of there.'' Ratliff said she then 
went to the main building to speak with 
the head teacher. 'frula Bowling, about 
the incident But Bowling was at a meet­
ing. 

"Then.· was no one at the school to 
address the situation, so I left." she said. 

Ratliff said she met with the Head 
Start director, Nom Horne. Monday. and 
she (Horne) assured her the problem 
would be dealt with and that Smallwood 
would h~ dismissed that day. 

Despite repeated attempts to contact 
Horne, she did not return calls to the 
News-Express. 

When Ratliff took her son to school 
Tuesday, she said Smallwood was still 
teaching. Smallwood is a substitute 
teacher and has been at that school for 
about three weeks. 

"I was told on Tuesday that Mrs. 
Smallwood would keep her job and that 
the punishment was pretty standard pro­
cedure for that type of thing," said 
Ratliff. "They tell me that. a day after 
they reassure me the situation would be 
taken care of." 

"She was in no position to make him 
clean the toilet. Mrs. Bowling told me 
Tuesday that Jason had stuck about 75 
rubber gloves and a soap dispenser down 
the toilet. 1 don't care if he did, it was still 
wrong to do that to him. I want it to be 
known what she did. I want her posttion 
pulled so she will never have the oppor­
tunity to treat another child that way." 
Bowling said Tuesday that Ratliff lied to 
her abut the incident and that three teach­
ers witnessed it. However. Bowling 
refused to name the teachers. Bowling 
did say that Smallwood did not make the 
Ratliff boy clean the totlet, but she 
refused to comment on what did happen. 

"The News-l!.'.>..press is against the Pike 
County School System. All you people at 
The News-Expres.v try to do is down the 
school system. I will advise you that 
you· d better find out the truth before you 
print anything," Bel\\ ling said. 

Ratliff said sh~ isn't concerned about 
the fact that Smallwood punished her son, 
but with the form of the punishment ...

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Ricky Skaggs 

Ricky Skaggs to perform in CQncert 
The Mountain Arts Center is bringing a US 23 coun­

try music star to its stage to help it celebrate its ftrst 
anniversary. 

Ricky Skaggs will appear in a benefit concert at the 
MAC on October 18 to raise funds for the MAC's 
development of a Stars of Country Music Highway 
Exhibit. 

Skaggs hails from the Lawrence County area of the 
U.S. 23 Highway of Country Music Stars. Some could 
easily argue that Ricky Skaggs was a child prodigy. 
Skaggs was born July 18, 1954, in rural Eastern 
Kentucky. At age three, he was singing in church with 
his mother, Dorothy, and by age five his dad Hobert had 
given him his first mandolin. With virtually no instruc­
tion, it wasn't long before the young boy had figured 
out his way around the instrument. Soon he was singing 
and playing with his family at local churches, fairs, and 

town socials in his native Eastern Kentucky. 
It was about this time that Skaggs had a chance to 

play onstage with one of his mentor, Bill Monroe. At a 
personal appearance in Martha, the local audience 
requested that the Opry star let "Hobert and Dorothy's 
boy" play something. And play he did. Young Ricky 
perfomed "Ruby," a popular Osborne Brothers number, 
on Monroe's vintage Gibson mandolin. A scant two 
years later, Ricky perfonned the same song on Lester 
Flatt and Earl Scruggs' popular Martha White Mills­
sponsored television show. This was his first paid per­
fonnance. He received $52.50 for his efforts. 

Skagg's first major professional break came in 1970 
when he and fellow singer Keith Whitley joined Ralph 
Stanley's legendary bluegrass band, the Clinch 
Mountain Boys. As Ralph told the story some years 
ago. "We were late for a show. I think we had a flat tire

or somethmg. I walked in and these two boys were 
singing the Stanley Brothers music better than the 
Stanley Brothers." 

After honing his skills and learning the ways of the 
road for four years, Skaggs moved on to Washington, 
D.C., where he took a day job for the Virginia Electric 
and Power Company. By 1974 he signed on as the fid­
dler with the popular progressive bluegrass band, the 
Country Gentlemen. Following his stint with the 
Gentlemen he worked with banjoist J.D. Crowe before 
fonning his own band, Boone Creek, which also 
included dobroist Jerry Douglas. 

The move to the nation's capitol was to be an impor­
tant one for Skaggs. His work in that area Jed him to a 
stint in Emmylou Harris' Hot Band. While with Harris,

- Well-to-do Frederick, Md., plastic surgeon Lorin F. Busselberg, 54, 
slumped rapidly after a 1995 divorce ended his 20-year marriage. He has 
been jailed since May for failing to pay $25.000 in child support, and 
according to a July Washington Post story. he now denies ever being mar­
ried to the wife, and in fact constantly corrects officials that he is a differ­
ent man, "Lorin Fred Busselberg.'' His employees quietly shut down his 
office after he failed to contact them from jail. and he told a judge in July 
that he had sold the practice for a million yen to a Japanese man, but no 
record exists of the sale.

Skaggs's other musical talents 
• began to surface. He wrote the 

arrangements for Harris' highly 
revered bluegrass-roots album, 
"Roses In The Snow.'' In addition to 
the arranging chores, Skaggs also 
sang hannony and played a passel 
of instruments including mandolin 
and fiddle. And it was while work­
ing \\ th Harris that Skaggs met pro­
ducer Brian Ahem. 

Skaggs releases three critically 
acclaimed records for the indcpen-

• dent Sugar Hill Records including 
"Sweet Temptation" which provid­
ed him with his first chart single, 
'Til Take The Blame" and an album 
of brothers ducts with guitarist 
Tony Rice. "Skaggs and Rice" 
before moving to Nash vi lie in 1980. 

Once settled in Nashville, 
Skaggs soon signed with Epic 
Records, then headed by Rick 
Blackburn. Equally as important as 
the major deal. Blackburn, in a 
then-unheard-of show of faith, 
allowed Skuggs to produce his 

# debut album, "Waitin' For The Sun 
To Shine." It was a brillant move 
for all involved. The album pro­
duced four chart singles including 
two back-to-back number ones. 
Skaggs \\as fast on his way to 
becoming a maJOr country music 
star. 

From that point on. the 1980s 
belonged to Ricky Skaggs He 

joined the world-famous Grand Ole 
Opry in 1982 - at that time the 
youngest member to be included. 
And he racked up an impressive 18 
Top Ten singles with. 12 topping the 
charts. Skaggs managed to pick up 
dozens of industry awards in the 
ensuing years. including four 
Grammys and eight trophies from 
the Country Music Association. 
Skaggs' career progressed so fast 
that he won both the Horizon award 
and Male Vocalist award for 1982. 
Three years later he followed up 
that victory with the organization· s 
most coveted award, Entertainer of 
the Year. All the while, Ricky con­
tinued to hone his production skills, 
producing albums for the Whites 
and Dolly Parton's much-touted 
return to country project, "White 
Limozeen" in 1990. 

More importantly, Skaggs 
helped to bring country music back 
around to its roots and led the 
revival for a much-needed over­
haul. He helped to pull country 
music out of the slick pop sounding 
doldrums that had dominated the 
genre for too many years. He blend­
ed traditional elements such as 
bluegrass. gospeL hooky tonk, and 
western swing with contemporary 
songs and state-of-the-art produc­
tion techniques. He was a visionary 
in that he accomplished all of this 
with an eye toward the future while

It happened so fast-the first U.K. offensive play 
from the line of scrimmage against Louisville. Couch 
under center. takes the snap. and before you could com­
plete a sentence, he had already zipped the football to 
tight end Jimmy Haley for a short gain. So quickly­
executed. so well. 

Thus began the Hal Mumme era in competitive play 
at the University of Kentucky. 

Fans should tip their hats to C. M. Newton, too-this 
U.K. football team is really exciting! The big question 
now is whether this bunch of coaches and players can 
further defy the oddc; and win enough games to pull out 
a bowl bid. 

It is already evident that this new coaching staff can 
coach! And Tim Couch is a legitimate furure Heisman 
Trophy candidate-not this year perhaps but before he 
completes his career at Kentucky. 

The defense is porous. ll was expected to be. 
Louisville scored 24 points. Mississippi State 35, Indiana 
only 7. Aorida 55, and Alabama 34. 

But, oh, that offense! Isn't it fantastic fun for the fans? 
Whoever would have thought before the season began 
that Kenrucky would rack up well over 400 total yards 
against Aorida and then do it again the following week 
against Alabama? And in each of tho-.e contests U. K. 
had more than 100 yards rushing! 

Yet even Defensive Coordinator Mike Major is enti­
tled to some credit, too. It was his a~s~sment that 
brought about position changes that have helped. And, he 
and his assistant-; made adjustments after the Mississippi 
State game that held Indiana to on!) 47 yard:. on the 
ground. 

For the first time in quite some time. U.K.'s lineback­
ers, with the inclusion of pure freshmen Ryan Murphy 
out of Cincinnati's Moeller I ligh School. are either lead­
ing the team in tackles or are among the leaders. which 
is as it should be, but hasn't been at UK for some while.

FOLLOW THIS PRO'S TIPS 
FOR CATCHIN(; BASS 

Use large lures. fi!-oh deeper 
structure away from the shore, and 
work hard. 

Those are the keys to catching 
trophy-class largemouth hass. 
according to professional bass tour­
nament angler Charlie Reed. He 
should know, by his count he's 
caught more than 250 bass weigh­
ing seven pounds or heavier. 

"I believe the most common 
mistake anglers make is not fishing 
deep enough." says Reed. a mem­
ber of the Johnson Outhoards Pro 
Staff. "Big bass arc rarely caught in 
shallow water except during the 
spawning season. 

"The majority of my big fish 
have been caught in water between 
about 10 and 25 feet deep. depths a 
lot of fishermen never fish." 

When he's working these deeper 
depths. Reed prefers to fish specif­
ic underwater structure such as 
breaklines. ridges, humps. and 
channels. One of his largest bass. 
an II pound. 7 ounce giant, came 
from a dropofT where the depth 
changed abruptly from four to IS 
feet. 

"Another characteristic I've 
noticed about larger bass 1s that 
they prefer larger lures," continues 
Reed. ''Virtually every big fish I've 
ever caught has hit a big lure. I'm 
not sure if b1g bass are lazy and 
don't feel like chasing smaller 
lures, or if larger lures just create a 
more active strike response, but 1 
always use large lures when I'm 
looking for big bass.·· 

Two of the Johnson pro's 
favorite big fish lures are a Carolina 
rig lizard and a jug and pork trailer. 

"Both are large and somewhat 
bulky." he notes, "and when you 
retrieve them correctly each has a 
very lifelike appearance. The 
Carolina rig lizard has probably 
accounted for more big bass in 
recent years because more anglers 
arc using it. 

"The plastic lizard imitates a 
salamander which is a natural bass 
food. It's a great lure anytime of 
year.'' 

Another lure Reed enjoys using 
is a heavy, double' willow leaf spin 
nerbait, in either 5/8 or one ounce 
s1ze. He likes to slow-roll the lure 
over submerged grassbeds, through 
standing timber, or over d.ropoffs. 

0 
Reed advises anglers who may 

be trying for a big bass this year 
that perhaps the most important 
aspect of trophy fishing is persis­
tence. 

"You have to keep casting," he 
says. '"I can't tell you how many 
times I've been fishmg and not 
catching anything, then suddenly 
had a strike and landed a big bass. 
Sometimes I think big bass may 
actually drive smaller bass out of an 
area. 

"Catching big bass is not as dif­
ficult as many anglers believe" 
Reed concludes ''It takes time and 
effort. but if you usc the proper 
lures and fish in the right areas. 
sooner or later you 'II catch one." 

The service experts at OMC rec­
ommend that bass boaters and other j 
high performance enthusiasts 
install a water pressure gauge on 
their boat. Outboards can lose 
water pressure if the motor is 
trimmed or raised too high, or if the 
water intake is covered with v.·eeds 
and mud. Loss of water pressure 
can lead to overheating. A water 
pressure gauge gtves earlier warn­
ing of trouble than an engine tem­
perature gauge.

The good news 
is that antidepressants, 
like Wellbutrin SR, can 
relieve the symptoms by 
correcting the chemical 
imbalance. 

Studies have demon­
strated the effectivenes~ 
of the immediate-release 
(IR) formulation of 
bupropion. The sus­
tained-release formula­
tion of bupropion, 
Wellbutrin SR, is bioe­
quivalent to the immedi­
ate-release formulation. 
The most common 
adverse events reported 
during placebo-con­
trolled clinical trials wit~ 
Wellbutrin SR that 
occurred in ;::10 percent 
of patients rece1vmg 
treatment with either 
WelJbutrin SR 300 
mglday or 400 mglday, 
and at a rate of at least 
twice the placebo rate 
were: headache, dry 
mouth, nausea, insomnia, 
dizziness and sore throat. 
A physician considering~ 
Wellbutrin SR for the 
management of a 
patient's first episode of 
depression should be 
aware that the drug may 
cause generalized 
seizures in a dose-depen­
dent manner. At doses up 
to the usual recommend­
ed dose of 300 mglday. 
the incidence of seizure 
with Wellbutrin SR ~ 
approximately 0.1 per­
cent (l/1 ,000 patients). 
At the maximum recom­
mended dose of 400 
mg/day, the seizure inci­
dence of Wellbutnn SR 
increased to approxi-
mately 0.4 percent 
( 4/1.000 patients). 
Wellbutrin SR contains 
the same active ingredi­
ent as Zyban, an aid in 
smoking-cessation trea\i 
ment, and should not be 
used in combination with 
Zyban or any other medi­
cines that contain bupro­
pion. Wellbutrin SR 
should also not be taken 
by patients with a seizure 
disorder, patients who 
have had bulimia or 
anorexia nervosa, or 
patients who are taking a 
monoamine oxidase 
inhibitor. 

Experts agree the 
effectiveness of any treat._ 
ment reqUtres a coopera­
tive effort from the 
patient and the physician. 
Patients should work 
closely with their physi­
cian to determine appro­
priate therapy, including 
a discussion of dosing 
and potential side effects.
