Prestonsburg project construction 
manager Sam Martin initially down­
played the situation. saying he saw no 
danger posed because of the water. 

Kanl!y Goble, 43, of Prestonsburg. 
who has been a security guard for Pro­
fessional Colhn'> Security for 14 years, 
said he was told by his boss, Jess 
Collins, that school officials were un­
happy that he didn't follow procedures 
regarding the incident. 

Adams's said Goble's tiring was inex­
cusable and that he feared employees at 
the school would now be deterred from 
reporting hazardous conditions at the 
school. 

"There was no life threatening thing 
with that water there, other than a child 
that might slip and fall." Martin said. 
"As far as running over a switch gear or 
anything dangerous, I didn't see that." 

Adams explained that a large water 
leak from the roof over the cafeteria 
posed a potentially deadly problem '~ith 
water running through electrical outlets. 

Martin added that the area could have 
been cleaned up in about 15 minutes and 
that \\ ater could have been running 
through outlets that may not have been

Grigsby said it did as far as he could re-

One of the most crucial items on Thurs­

day's agenda was approval to pay the dis· 
trict's hills and claims for October. 

The board's regular meeting. which 
was set for October 21, had to be canceled 
when hoard member Ursal Ray Wilcox re­
signed and a quorum was not present.

Six teens 
jailed after 
high-speed

What started out as an attempted 
mugging of n Floyd County man by 
s1x Pennsylvama residents ended 
after a h;gh-speed pursuit through 
three counties involving seven po­
lice departments. 

The attempted robbery of 25-
year-old Scott R. Lambert, who re­
fused to give his money to tv.-o JU· 
veniles who were holding him at 
gunpoint at Pikeville's Sam n' 
Tonio's and Days Inn parking lots. 
preceded the chase. 

Lambert, of Harold, was struck 
in the face with a .45 caliber semi­
automatic pistol when he refused to 
give the juveniles his money. 

According to a press release 
from the Pikeville Police Depart­
ment, those two suspects were ar­
rested after the vehicle they were in 
was stopped by state Alcohol Bev­
erage Control (ABC) ofticer John­
ny Adkins and the Pikeville Police 
Department. 

Officer Adkins and Pikeville of­
ficer Gordon Curter apprehended 
the two juveniles, one of whom had 
a .45 caliber handgun. 

"While takmg these two into 
custody," the release says, "the ve­
hicle fled the scene with (an) adult 
and three other juveniles." 

Pikeville officers Kevin Belcher 
and Paul Maynard and Sgt. Randy 
Ferrell and the Kentucky State Po· 
lice began pursuing the vehicle 
nor1h on Route 23 at speeds in ex­
cess of II 0 miles per hour. the re­
lease says.

registration plates, tossed out two 
handguns, a rifle, several rounds of 
ammunition and a small amount of 
marijuana during the chase. 

Pennsylvania authorities report­
edly said they believed the weapons 
had been stolen in Chester County 
last week. 

Floyd deputies Tim Clark. Greg 
Clark and chief deputy Linzie Hunt 
joined the high-speed chase at the 
Allen traffic lights on Route 23. 

Floyd deputy Bryan Hall and the 
Prestonsburg Police Department 
also began pursuing the suspects 
after they eluded a road block near 
Prestonsburg's Holiday Inn.

collection system." 
The city of Martin received a 

letter dated October 16 from the 
state agency. The letter informed 
the city that the matter has been 
turned over to the agency's 
enforcement branch. 

"This letter (is) to inform you 
that the problems that have been 
encountered in your collection sys­

f' tern can no longer be allowed to 
" continue," the letter says. 

" ... [T]here has been little progress. 
if any, noticed by (the) inspector.'' 

During the city's regular meet­
ing Monday night, councilman 
Rick Caudill said the city is facing 
a $25,000 fine for every day that 
the problem is not addressed. 

"We're talking about a situation 
here the EPA has sent to (its) 
enforcement branch," Mayor Alan 
Whicker said. "I don't know how 
much longer before they actually 

• start fining us for it." 
Problems in the city's system 

which are mentioned in the letter 
consist of the Cummingsville area; 
the main trunk line at the Spur 
Bridge; the Railroad Street area; 
and the Roy Ratliff area off Main 
Street and Water Street. 

"I would put strong emphasis 
on the trunk line ... ," the mayor 
said. "It is a main line. That one 
there is right now something I 
would stress." 

Council member Thomasine 
~_Robinson asked the mayor if he 

had any suggestions about where 
the city could get the money to 
have the "problem areas" repaired. 

"I'm going to be honest with the 
council right now, I don't have any 
recommendation," Mayor Whicker 
said about finding funding for the 
project. "We don't have the money, 
that's just flat out." 

The mayor said the city's 
accountant suggested that the city 
look at local banks to borrow the 
money. 

"Borrowing the money ... again 
. that's money we have to pay back 

t and find some revenues to pay it 
back," the mayor said. "We're 
maxed out as far as borrowing any 
money from any other agenc•es ... " 

Mayor Whicker said the best 
option for the city would be to 
obtain a grant "with no strings 
attached." 

"There's grants out there ... and 
I've been stressing this to the other 
governmental agencies that it has 
to be with no strings attached 
because placing the burden upon 
the people of the city of Martin, I 

._ don't think we can do it. ... " 
Whicker said. 

Talks about borrowing the 
money from a bank apparently dis-

turbed a few city employees and 
residents attending the city's regu­
lar meeting. 

"How are you going to pa) it 
back?" a city employee asked 

"You don't have enough hardly 
now to operate on," another 
employee said. 

A suggestion offered by one of 
the city employees was that the 
city charge an additional $3 a 
month on water and sewer bills to 
collect the funding for the repairs 
of the sewage system. 

"I come from the old philoso­
phy show me something and I'll 
pay a little more if I'm getting 
something in return," Caudill said, 
"if that's the only alternative we 
would have and we can do that if 
we wanted to." 

City attorney Tim Parker agreed 
that the additional charge on the 
bills could be applied. 

"Whether you do that or 
whether you raise your rates. you 
can lower them any time you want 
to," Parker said. "You're going to 
have to find the money some­
where." 

The city council agreed to have 
the repairs on the city's system 
advertised for bid and to call a spe­
cial meeting when the city receives 
the bids. 

"I suspect if we made good­
faith efforts toward fixing the 
stuff, they probably wouldn't fine 
us," Parker said. "But, you're 
going to have to get it doqe." 

All members were present at 
Monday's regular meeting, and a 
date for the upcoming special 
meeting to review the bids will be 
announced later.

Henry was named an 
honorary "associate 
superintendent" of the 
Pike County School 
System by superinten­
dent Reo Johns, 
whose next move, we 
suspect, will be to re­
name the agency the 
REOA.

Many questions, few answers 
Editor: 
I'm still utterly amazed at the secrecy and 

swiftness with which the Town Branch Bridge 
was closed. According to the state workers 
who are paid to make sure that the bridges are 
safe, for the past ten years, the bridge has been 
rated zero on a scale that should have been 
100. 

We were also told that it was the second 
worse bridge in the state. Scary thought. isn't 
it? I wonder if the people who travel the worst 
bridge in the state, wherever that may be, have 
been kept in the dark as we were. 

Is the bridge as bad as the state officials 
say, or can it be repaired? Who are we to be­
lieve ... state workers who should have seen 
that the bridge was closed ten years ago (ac­
cording to their reports) or the independent 
contractor who checked the bridge and said 
that it could be repaired? 

Apparently state employees were paid to 
check the bridge on a regular basis. Why both­
er, if they intended to do nothing about it for 
ten years? We were told that although it had 
been at risk of falling down for the past ten 
years (did it just all of a sudden get to zero or 
had it been neglected for a lot longer than ten 
years), no one saw fit to close the bridge until 
a concerned citizen complained. 

I crossed the bridge several times a day 
and didn't notice anything different. Does this 
person who complained know more about 
bridges than the people who are paid to check 
them? This must be one powerful person ... to 
have a bridge closed forever with two days no­
tice. 

Apparently, before this person complained, 
the condition of the bridge was such a secret 

that the Prestonsburg mayor, county judge, 
state representative, nor state senator knew 
anyhing about it. Any or all of these people 
could have helped with requesting the funding 
needed to repair or replace the bridge. 

I'm certain that all of them would have 
helped as they are very concerned about the 
bridge closing. State Senator Bailey attended 
the first meeting and sa1d that this issue could 
have been brought up in past legislative ses­
sions if he'd known about it. 

The closing of the bridge is a nightmare. 
Now, instead of going about l/2 mile to reach 
the City of Prestonsburg, it is about eight 
miles. Big difference, isn't it? 

Part of that eight miles is on a crooked, 
dangerous one-lane road. All of the one-lane 
sections are not marked. Not only are there 
many families who travel this road, it was also 
used by hundreds of people daily as a short cut 
to town. 

I wonder if any of the people in charge of 
our bridges allow this lack of maintenance and 
closing to bridges that their loved ones have to 
cross daily? I wonder if they advise their fam­
ilies against traveling across these zero rated 
bridges? Or, are they kept in the dark with the 
rest of the public? 

I feel that the people in charge of this 
bridge are guilty of criminal negligence (if it's 
been as bad as they say it has for the past ten 
years). Who do they answer to? Are they ac­
countable to anyone? Do we spend our tax 
dollars paying for incompetency? Shouldn't 
these people be prosecuted for daily allowing 
hundreds of people crossing this bridge to play 
Russian Roulette? 

Then again, is the bridge really this bad? 
Surely those in charge would have had enough 
human decency to have notified those using 
the bridge that it was in immediate danger of 
falling down for the past ten years. It makes 
one wonder. 

And now, are we to be forgotten? We were 
told it would take at least five years t9 get 
money allocated and a bridge, built. 

We were also told that this bridge could be 
repaired. It would surely make life easier on 
those who crossed the bridge if the state would 
repair the bridge immediately. 

The people of this community and those 
others who used the bridge daily didn't rate 
high enough for a check to be made to see how 
many people the closing would inconve­
nience ... and maybe they just didn't care. If 
anyone has an) suggestions on how we can 
get the bridge repaired or replaced, write to me 
at P.O. Box 332, Prestonsburg, Ky.

Adams became somewhat irritat­
ed when rnfornlCd that Martin dis­
puted the severity of the incident. 

"I'm not getting paid anything by 
the board of education so I'm sitting 
here telling )OU as a fire marshal we 
had serious electrical and water 
problems at that school. .. I'm not 
gerting paid a penny by the board of 
education. I don't make my deci­
sions based on how much school 

• mone) we lose because we don't 
have school on a da). I don't have 
anyone to impress with our ability 
to get so much done in a certain 
time frame. I care about the people 
that occupy that building and that 
only." 

Floyd County's facilities director 
Greg Adams said he had com­
plained about Goble, but out of 
frustration because Goble had been 
warned to sta) outside. 

"I made a complaint, I sure did .. 
.not because he called the fire 
department. but because his respon­
sibility was to guard the construc­
tion equipment and the material of 
the contractors," Greg Adams said. 
"I requested that he be transferred, 
but that's not my authority to do 
that. Sammy (Martin) complained 
to me that they were supposed to be 
guarding the equipment and materi­
al." 

Goble, noticed the leaks at 4 
p.m. Sunday and tried to contact 
principal Thomas Tackett, as he said 
had been informed to do. Tackett 
was not available and. after three 
hours, Goble notified the fire 

• department. 
Adams arrived around 8 p.m. 

and also tried to call Tackett. 
· I tned to call other people about 

school arrangements because no 
one would be allowed in the build­
ing," Larry Adams said. 

Adams contacted other school 
officials .,.. ho eventually contacted 
superintendent Gene Davis. Davis 
made the decision to cancel classes, 
Adams said. and was concerned 
about the situation. 

_, "That may seem kind of typical 
for a situation that we've dealt with 
man), many times during the course 
of construction at the high school . . 
. but as a result of Mr. Goble con­
tacting the fire department as a last 

resort, for his efforts he lost his 
job." Larry Adams said. 

Principal Thomas Tackett said he 
hoped Goble could remain at the 
school 

"I hope the powers-that-be 
would be of a forgiving nature," 
Tackett said. "He's a good kid and I 
hope the problem is resolved for 
him." 

On Tuesda). Adams said com· 
ments were being made by school 
employees and contractors that peo­
ple could lose their jobs for report­
ing problems. 

Those remarks prompted Larry 
Adams to call for the fire depart· 
ment to make dail) checks at the 
school 

"It's bad enough to have the 
problems at the school, but to have 
teac:hers. cooks, janitors. contmc­
tors afraid to saying anything on a 
hazardous condition because (they) 
may lose (their) job if (they) arc 
brave enough to call the fire depart­
ment. .. You will not be in any dan­
ger if you call. as far as losing your 
joh, because we're not going to 
allow that to happen anymore," 
Larry Adams said. "From this point 
on. and throughout the phases of 
this construction at the Prestonsburg 
High SchooL the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department will patrol that school 
night and day. We will not put any­
body else in jeopardy of losing their 
jobs because they were concerned 
enough to notify us of a problem .. 
.We will take it on our ownselves to 
do this patrolling. 

"There was a complaint, from 
certain individuals, that Mr. Goble 
did not follow procedure," Larry 
Adams said. "The way we feel 
about it. he waited for three hours 
trying to follow procedures. The 
problem was not endangering any­
one's welfare other than Mr. Goble, 
who was the only occupant of the 
building at the time." 

Greg Adams said he did not dis­
agree with Goble's actions. 

"I don't have a problem with him 
lookmg at anything in the building," 
Greg Adams said. "What I was 
explained. by Sammy Martin. was 
that their primary goal. . .is to 
secure the construction equipment 
and the material. I encourage any­
one that sees anything that looks 
dangerous to call the proper people. 
That's what I told Larry Adams and 
Tom Blackburn before they had the 
press conference. I encourage them . 
lfthey see somethmg unsafe and it's 

going to endanger someone's life, I 
would be hopeful they would call 
the proper people to take care of the 
situation." 

PT.O president Jerome 
Greathouse supported Goble and 
said safety should be the primary 
concern of all involved. 

"My concern is has the construc­
tion situation been better because 
everyone's heing quiet now and Mr. 
Goble decided to make his phone 
call and Jm.es his job? We don't 
\Vant to send that kind of message. 
We've had thts before in the school 
system where when you work for 
the system you're afraid of saying 
anything for fear of repercussions. 
But, this has thrown our entire sys­
tem 50 years back because if you 
have to be afraid of losing your job 
for speaking up for somcone's gen­
eral safety .. .I have a big concern 
with what\ going on. I would like 
to pat Mr. Goble on tht.: back for 
making his call. . .I thank goodness 
that Mr. (Larry ) Adams found the 
problem and abated it. I'd rather 
have him down there checking it out 
than have an ambulance down there 
taking my child out. We don't feel 
like any person should lose his job 
for doing their job. He was actually 
doing his job when he lost his job." 

A man who answered the phone 
Tuesday at the security company, 
but who declined to give his name, 
said Goble was expected to be back 
on the job Tuesday evening. 

"I don't think he was really 
fired," the man said. "He was just 
taken off that job, I think at the pre­
sent time. I think as far as I know, 
that's been resolved and he's going 
back down there. 

"It will be up to (company offi­
cials) Jennifer or Jeannie Collins," 
the man said about putting Goble 
back to work. "It has been resolved 
and he is going back. There may 
have been a different chain of call­
ing people. You can take his word 
for it, I don't know. He's been 
around a long time. I le's been a 
good worker as far as I know and 
very honest. reliable. You could 
leave $5 million with him and it 
would be there when you got back. 
Whatever Kaney Goble told you, I 
guess that'o; how it went." 

The man said he did not know 
who made a complaint and referred 
other questions to Jennifer and 
Jeannie Collins. A message left for 
the two women was not returned. 

Who's Responsible. 

There's a question among school 
and construction officials about 
who is responsible for setting out 
procedures in the event of such an 
occurrence. 

Greg Adams says security falls 
under the purview of the construc­
tion aspect. 

Sam Martin said the secunty 
firm is hired by the board of educa­
tion. 

"I didn't e\en know he called the 
fire department." Greg Adams said. 
"I don't have the authority to fire 
anyone. This gentleman works for 
Collins Security and they work (on) 
the construction project. Indirectly, 
they ..., ork for the Hoyd County 
board ... They arc supposed to mon­
itor the construction, the building 
and the material. I'm sure they go in 
(the school), but I'm sure nobody 
really cares. 

"I don't want him to lose his job," 
Greg Adams said. "I didn't fire him 
and it's none of my business. I'm not 
those people's boss. They don't 
work for me. Everybody has 
blowed this all out of proportion. I 
don't know why. I have no idea." 

Martin said security is not his 
responsibility either. 

"I don't know anything about it 
other than he's supposed to be night 
watching and looking after the con­
structton stuff rather than looking 
inside the school," Martin said. "It's 
none of my business. They're hired 
by the school board." 

Martin said the guards are need­
ed so that contractors' insurance 
carriers can make good on any 
claims reported by them. 

"He was told last year he was not 
to be in that building," Martin said. 
"What I know, if there's anything 
unsafe, anybody would appreciate a 
call in on that. I don't think that has 
anything to do with Mr. Adams' 
concerns about security. If they 'rc 
inside, ho"" can they be monitoring 
outside? I was with (Greg Adams) 
and he did not ask for that man to 
lose his job or anything."

To keep children 
from tripping, or getting tangled up, 
don't allow a costume to drag on 
the ground. Be sure the entire cos­
tume is made of flame retardant 
materials and that children wear 

comfortable, safe shoes. 
* Stick to neighborhoods that 

you know. Since some households 
prefer not to take part in Halloween, 
avoid apartments or houses that 
have dark porches or windows. Use 
a flashlight to help light the way. 

* To assist Halloween visitors, 
tum on porch and outside lights for 
safety. 

* Adult supervision will prevent 
festivities from becoming mischie­
vous or an accident from occurring. 
It's essential for adults to accompa­
ny young goblins. Teach children 
that tricks should never be a part of 
the Halloween tradition. 

* Wait until returning home to 
eat treats. Let children help check 
each treat to be sure it hasn't been 
tampered with and is wrapped 
securely. If a treat is questionable, 
throw it away. In some communi­
ties, a local hospital will x-ray 
Halloween treats. 

* To keep children from overdo­
ing sweets, monitor how much 
candy they eat. Put some aside for 
future treats.

Double fatality one of worst ever

Police still searching for answers 
DANIEL BOONE PARKWAY 
Johnny Skeans, 59, had just left Cockrell's Fork Mining in Perry 

County with a load of coal headed for Middlesboro. 
Barry Freeman, 32, a lawyer from Corbin, had just passed the 

Manchester exit as he headed east on the Daniel Boone Parkway. 
Their two very different lives would meet and end, in what has been 

described as the most gruesome collision ever in Clay County. 
According to a Kentucky State Police report a black 1995 Nissan 

driven by Freeman crossed into the path of Skeans tractor-trailer about 
three miles east of Manchester Wednesday morning around 10 a.m. 

Both vehicles burst into flames upon impact. The fire and collision 
resulted in both deaths, county coroner Jim Trosper said. 

As ambulance medical technicians arrived at the scene, which more 
closely resembled a war zone than a crash site, they found both vehi­
cles totally engulfed in flames. 

"It was terrible. There was nothing we could do," Kenny Price of the 
Clay County Ambulance Service said. "It was the worst accident ever. 
I've never seen anything like this." 

According to witnesses who arrived at the scene shortly after the 
accident, Skeans, of Martin, apparently survived the initial collision, 
and freed himself from the burning truck. 

However, he could not escape the flames that engulfed his body as 
he collapsed, burning to his death some 10 yards away from his vehi­
cle. 

Freeman was killed instantly in the collision. Ambulance personnel 
speculated he died upon impact. Most at the scene were visibly shaken 
after viewing the severity of the crash. 

City police chief Dennis Rice, who was one of the first to respond, 
said it was the worst accident he had ever seen. "I couldn "t believe my 
eyes when I pulled up," Rice said. "Both vehicles were burning, there 
was nothing we could do." 

Apparently, Freeman's vehicle struck the loaded coal truck's fuel 
tank spraying diesel on both vehicles, rescue personnel say. 

After the collision, Freeman's vehicle hit the guardrail on the east­
bound shoulder coming to rest headed west in the eastbound Jane, 
according to state police reports. 

The coal truck overturned onto its right side and its load spilled onto 
the shoulder. The truck carne to rest headed toward Manchester. 

No estimated speed on the vehicles was released, but debris was 
scattered approximate! a quarter-of-a-mile. State road crews worked 
feverishly throughout the afternoon to clean the site. 

The severity of the accident left the busy parkway closed for six 
hours. State police are still searching for answers as to why Freeman's 
vehicle crossed lanes. "If anyone witnessed this crash they are urged to 
call us at 1-800-222-5555," KSP Lblic Affairs Officer Gilbert Acciardo 
said. 

Clay Sheriff Edd Jordan may have summed up the accident the best 
when talking out the numerous fatality accidents on the Daniel Boone 
Parkway. 

"It's a deathtrap and we have to pay to drive on it." 

My husband sac rifled his life trying to save Mr. Freeman's 
life. 

My children and I have been devastated by this horrible acci­
dent. This has been so hard for us to cope with. 

Johnny and I would have celebrated our 36th wedding 
anniversary on December 23, 1997. 

My heart does go out to Mr. Barry Freeman's family, they 
have suffered a great loss too.

Castle, Ortega too much 
for Shelby Valley Wildcats 
Ortega scores 4 TD s in 
54-14 win over Wildcats

It was senior night at Prestonsburg 
this past Friday night. hut neither John 
Ortega or Grant Castle are seniors. That 
spells bad news for Prestonsburg oppo­
nents next season. but good news for the 
Rlackcats. 

Prestonsburg completed their '97 dis­
tnct schedule with a 54-14 pasting of the 
Shelby Valley Wildcats. to improve to 7-
2 overall and 5- I in the district. 

Ortega scored four of the Blackcats' 
touchdowns, and Castle led the ground 
attack with I 66 yards.

Sophomore fullback Jeremy Caudill 
made an unexpected return after being 
out six weeks.

The real story for Prestonsburg was 
the play of the offensive line, led by 
Brooks Stumbo, Nathan Leslie and 
Adam Baile) . On the defensive end of 
the football. it was equally as good with 
Brian Thompson, Mark Branham and 
Bill Willis leading the charge. 

The defense for Prestonsburg stopped 

the Wildcats with only 206 yards rush­
ing.

College $ports should scrutinize their game officials 
Enriched college $ports in the 

1990s remain pocked with shady 
doings. From sugar daddy boosters 
(Michig<m), to alleged aiding an 
athlete's parent to find housing and 
employment (Louisville). to sum· 
mer camp equipment give-aways to 
teenage youngsters (Nikc. et al.). 10 

point-shaving allegations (late!)', 
Fresno State). to tax-supported uni­
versities allowing their athletic 
departments to sell 'rights' to athlet­
ic companies to create more profit. 
Like the '80s, college athletics is 
not always a pretty place. 

Perhaps the most blatantly 
ignored yet most vulnerable weak 
points for corruption involves offi­
cials hired to work college football 
and basketball games. Officials 
have, and will, miss ca\ls. The 
human factor makes that a given. 
But it also creates a screen and 
allows opportunity for game-alter­
ing calls, some of them phantoms 
and others of curious timing. It says 
here. questions should be raised 
about game officials. They should 
be more publically accountable. 

College officials' performances 
should be viewed more keenly, not 
only for game calls made, but for 
their timing in a contest. With so 
much money at stake each week. 
why do we assume game officials 
are any less tempted to 'do the 
unthinkable' than some fans, boost· 
crs, players and coaches? 

A starting point: College offi­
cials being required to submit a 
signed statement before each game 
to league officials. 1.) Have you 
ever or do you wager on sports 
events? 2.) Have you or do you 
read the point spread of a game you 
work? 3.) Do you agree to a back­
ground check to verify your 
responses?

The image of UK's basketball 
program has never gleamed 
brighter. Back-to-back 30-plus win 
seasons, and twin trips to the 
NCAA finals. A fistful of ex­

teevee network stop too. So. as the 
national letter signing day draws 
near, armed with five scholarships, 
why is UK not poised to have a 
recruiting harvest similar to Duke's 
bumper crop last year?

Quoia deer hunt set 
at Paintsville Lake 

Around this time every year, 
hunters become excited about bag­
ging a trophy buck during deer sea­
son. The Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife, in cooperation 
with the U.S. Army Corps of 
Engineers, has designated 
November 1 and 2 as quota hunt 
days, for antlered deer only, at 
Paintsville Lake. 

Quota hunts are held on 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Managed Areas to sustain 
wildlife populations for present and 
future use. Paintsville Lake offers 
approximate! y 12,000 acres in 
which to hunt Title 36, Code of 
Federal Regulations, which governs 
the use of governmental property at 
Paintsville Lake, applies to all 
hunters who are randomly drawn to 
hunt during the quota hunt. State 
conservaton laws also apply. 

If you are one of the lucky 
hunters to be drawn for this hunt, 
then here are some reminders that 
will make your hunt more enjoy­
able. 

• Alcohol and guns are a deadly 
mix. The possession and/or use of 
alcholoic beverages on Paintsville 
Lake property is stictly prohibited. 

• The cardinal rule of gun safety 
is to treat every gun as if it were 
loaded and with respect. Never 
point a gun toward anything you 
don't intend to kill. 

• The use of all terrain vehicles 
(ATV's) can damage forest vegeta-

tion and cause soil erosion and is 
strictly prohibited on Paintsville 
Lake property. 

• The cutting, damaging, or 
removal of trees and/or vegatation 
is strictly prohibited. 

• Litter left in the woods has also 
become a problem. Paintsville Lake 
has a carry-in, carry-out policy 
which means any. thing you can 
carry in to the woods, you carry 
back out. 

• Driving vehicles off public 
roadways is prohibited. 

• Camping on government prop­
erty is prohibited. 

• Fires are only permitted in fire 
grills. Open fires are not permitted 
on government property. 

These reminders are only a few 
of the federal regulations regarding 
the use of U.S. Government proper­
ty at Paintsville Lake. Hunters are 
urged to pick up a copy of Title 36 
at the Resource Manager's office at 
Paintsville Dam prior to the hunt, 
and should be familiar with all the 
regulations regarding the use of 
U.S. Government property at 
Paintsville Lake.

Randy Slone of Weeksbury 
became an author for publishing 
giant McGraw Hill on a fluke. 

"I fell into writing by acci­
dent," Slone said recently. "My 
secretary kept hounding me to 
send in the stuff I was writing for 
local schools. I was heavily 
involved in teaching in industries 
and general courses. I had to 
write a Jot of the courses because 
I couldn't find stuff for them. I 
finally told her, 'You send it in.' I 
thought it was a big joke. I was 
flabbergasted." 

The company, TAB (which 
later merged with McGraw Hill), 
was interested and published 
Slone's first book, "the 
Electronics Manual of Industrial 
Automation," in 1987. 

Slone, who had lived in Iowa 
and worked as a consulting engi­
neer, has 16 years experience in 
electrical engineering and about 3 
1/2 years experience in data pro­
cessing technology. 

When Randy Slone of 
Weeksbury mentions the fact that 
he is an author for McGraw Hill 
Publishing Company, he is met 
with disbelief. Yet he has had sev­
eral technology books published, 
and one of his books, "The TAB 
Electronics Guide to 

Understanding Electricity and 
Electronics, is the second best­
seller in the electronics category. 

The first "TAB Electronics 
Guide to Understanding 
Electricity and Electronics," was 
written by the late R.H. Waring. 
In the late 1980s. TAB publishing 
wanted to revise the book for a 
third printing, but the author was 
dead. The company asked Slone 
to do the work. 

"The book was written in 
1974 (about electricity). It was 
absolutely useless. (A lot of 
things had changed)," h~ said. "I 
told them I couldn't revise it. 
They said, 'rewrite but use the 
basic format. They wanted to 
market it as a third edition 
because it would sell better. They 
asked if it was okay to use R.H. 
Waring's name. I said 'No,' 
because 1 wrote it. I agreed to 
publish it as long as the editor's 
name (Slone's) was as big as the 
author's. That's how I became 
known as an editor plus an 
author." 

He worked on a consulting 
endeavor with the Professional 
Career Development Institute in 
Atlanta to develop a course using 
basics from his book. 

"I wa~ often on the phone for 
hours. We used my book as a ref­
erence." 

Slone. who is humble about his 

success in the publishing world, 
readily admits sales from his first 
book, "The Electronics Manual to 
Industrial Automation," were 
mediocre. 

He will laughingly tell how he 
obtained his one and only copy of 
his venture into publishing. 

"I only have one of each book 
(Why order your own stuff? I'd 
rather order something I can learn 
from somebody else)," Slone 
said. "I went for three years with­
out one. Then I found one in a 
trash can in a building 111) friend 
used to live in. When he moved. 
he threw it in the trash." 

Also an inventor, Slone has 
written numerous magazine arti­
cles on his projects. His work has 
been published in the Electronics 
Now magazine. His next article 
will be appear in the November 
or December issue of the publica­
tion. That article will describe his 
latest conception. an electrical 
circuit board that can be used 
with a standard board to personal­
ize sound systems. 

It's the versatility of it,'' Slone 
said. 

That concept has caught the 
attention of Prosonix Electronics 
company. which is now looking 
over the invention. 

He's also invented a game. His 
shuttle with three propellers 
moves in a six foot circle and 

brings computer games to life. 
"It's like a video game. but it's 

real." Slone said. "Kids arc used 
to looking at a computer screen. 
They're not used to looking at the 
real thing.·· 

He has established a company, 
SEAL Electronics, to handle 
requests for parts for his ideas 
named in his books and his arti­
cles. He sells his circuit board in 
either kit or test fonn. He is 
expecting a "huge number of 
orders" from a project he calls 
Astro-track. 

''I hope I can handle it one day 
at a time." he said. 

He's working on another book 
that is near completion. It's 
already in McGraw Hills' catalog 
that has been distributed world­
wide. Slone has received calls 
from Africa and from people 
aboard ship~.

Slone's projects aren't always 
technology-related. He plays the 
guitar and banjo in his spare time. 
He's also a teacher. He teaches a 
Bible study class and he writes an 
article.

for the Floyd County Times. 

He is married to Mary Ann 
Johnson Slone, city clerk at 
Wheelwright.

AG NEWS 
Cold weather brings unwanted guests

Witn cooler autumn temperatures 
home owners may begm to see some 
unwanted house guests. Mice. Asian 
lady beetles, cluster flies and box­
elder bugs are beginning to move 
toward overwintering sites. 

One of the best ways to limit 
unwanted intrusions by insects. 
rodent<; and other pests is to deny 
them entry-a procedure known as 
pest proofing. Many pests seek 
refuge in homes and other buildings 
in response to changes in weather, 
such as extended periods of rain or 
drought, or the onset of cooler tem­
peratures in autumn. Taking steps to 
block their entry before they end up 
inside can greatly reduce the 
chances of future problems. 

Install door sweeps or thresholds 
at the base of all exterior entry doors. 
Gaps of 1/16 inch or less will permit 
entry of insectc; and spiders, 1141 
inch-wide gaps (the diameter of a 
pencil) are large enough for entry of 
mice. 1/2 inch gaps are adequate for) 
rats. Pay particular attention to the~ 
bottom comers as this is often where 
rodents and insects enter. 

Apply caulk along bottom out­
side edge and sides of door thresh­
olds to exclude ants and other small 
insects. Garage doors should be fit­
ted with a bottom seal constructed of 
rubber (vinyl seals poorly in cold 
weather). Gaps under sliding glass 
doors can be sealed by lining the 
bottom track with .5 to 3/4"-wide 
foam weatherstripping. 

Seal utility openings where pipes 
and wires enter the foundation and 
siding. These are common entry 
points for such pests as rodents. ants, 
spiders and yel1owjackets. Holes can 
be plugged with caul, cement, ure­
thane expandable foam, steel wool, 
copper mesh or other suitable 
sealant. 

Caulk cracks around windows. 
doors and fascia boards with a good 
quality silicone or acrylic latex 
caulk. Caulks that dry clear are often 

easier to use than pigmented caulks 
since they don't show mistakes. 

Consider applying an exterior 
(barrier) treatment with insecticides. 
While sealing is the more permanent 
way to exclude pests originating 
from outdoors, comprehensive pest­
proofing is labor-intensive and 
sometimes impractical. 
Homeowners will get the most for 
their efforts by applying longer-last­
ing liquid formulations containing 
synthetic pyrethroids (e.g., 
Spectracide Bug Stop (R), Enforcer 
Overnight Pest Control Concentrate) 
or microencapsulated (slow-release) 
Dursban, stocked by some hard­
ware/lawn garden shops. 

Using a compressed air or hose 
and sprayer, treat at the base of all 
exterior doors, garage and crawl 
space entrances, around foundation 
vents and utility openings, and up 
underneath siding. It may also be 
useful to treat around the outside 
perimeter of the foundation in a 2 to 
6-foot-wide band along the ground, 
and 2-3 feet up the foundation well. 
Always carefully read and follow 
the directions on the label when 
using any pesticides. 

Homeowners may choose not to 
tackle these activities themselves 
and may wish to hire a professional 
pest control firm. Many firms are 
beginning to offer pest proofing as 
an adjunct to other services. When 
all else fails. a vacuum cleaner or 
broom is often the best response to 
the occasional bug that wanders in 
from outdoors.

Procedure revolutionizes 
breast cancer surgery 

A new technique offers women 
with breast cancer a less invasive and 
debilitating way to determine the 
probability that their cancer has 
spread. 

The procedure, known as sentinel 
lymph node biopsy, will eliminate the 
need to routinely remove the lymph 
nodes under the arm for women with 
invasive breast cancer, predict sur­
geons at the University of Louisville 
Division of Surgical Oncology. 

Currently, every woman with 
invasive breast cancer undergoes 
removal of most of the underarm 
lymph nodes to determine whether 
the cancer has spread to any of these 
lymph nodes. Traditional lymph node 
dissection can have significant side 
effects, including pain, numbness of 
the upper arm and swelling. 

Sentinel lymph node biopsy is a 
minimally invasive procedure in 
which fewer nodes are removed­
usually only one or two, rather than 
10 to 25-resulting in a shorter 
recovery time and fewer or no side 
effects. 

Michael J. Edwards, M.D. and 
Kelly M. McMasters, M.D .. Ph.D., 
surgical oncologists at the University 
of Louisville, arc participating in a 
national study of sentinel lymph node 
biopsy for breast cancer. 'There is a 
revolution moving toward image­
guided surgery as a more prec1se 
approach which minimizes the extent 
of the surgery," said Edwards, associ­
ate professor of surgery, University of 
Louisville Department of Surgery. 

This study is the result of a coop­
erative effort of the University of 
Louisville Division of Surgical 
Oncology, the Norton Hospital 
Center for Advanced Surgical 
Technologies (CAST) and the James 
Graham Brown Cancer Center. 

To date, five patients have under-

gone the procedure at Norton 
Hosp1tal or University of Louisville 
Hospital. For now, patients who have 
the sentinel lymph node biopsy pro­
cedure must still have the full auxil­
iary lymph nodes removed in order to 
determine if there are "false nega­
tives.'' According to the study, it may 
be possible to eliminate removal of 
many of the lymph nodes after sur­
geons at the University of Louisville 
determine the procedure is accurate in 
the first 30 patients. 

Tius work in breast cancer is an 
extension of the use of sentinel lymph 
node biopsy for melanoma, the most 
senous form of skin cancer Through 
the pioneering work of Hiram C. Polk 
Jr., M.D., Ben A. Reid Sr., professor 
and chairman of the Department of 
Surgery, surgeons at the University of 
Louisville have taken a nationally 
recognized leadership role in sentinel 
lymph node biopsy procedures. With 
Dr. Polk's support, Dr. McMasters 
and Dr. Edwards arc also directing a 
large national study of the use of sen­
tinel lymph node biopsy for 
melanoma involving 60 institutions 
around the country. 

CAST is a joint effort of Norton 
Hospital and the University of 
Louisville Department of Surgery to 
study and develop new technologies 
for optimal care of the surgical patient 
in the 21st century. "Physicians from 
the Department of Surgery have been 
developing new procedures for years. 
CAST is the first effort at coordinat­
ing all of these researcll programs and 
their resulting treatments into one 
cohesive unit," said Dr. Polk. CAST 
consists of a leadership group primar­
ily drawn from the full time faculty of 
the Dcprutment of Surgery, each with 
special expertise in areas such as 
advanced laparoscopy, endoscopy 
and surgical oncology.

has verified that this is just a rumor. 
In fact, Gerber is not part of any set­
tlement; no savings bonds are avail­
able as claimed: and mail to the 
address in at least one of the false 
messages is returned to sender. 

Parents who respond would not 
only be wasting time and money, 
but also would possibly release per­
sonal information to unknown par­
ties, who could use it for personal 
identity fraud. The bogus message 
says: 

"Gerber Baby Food lost a class 
action suit against them. Gerber had 
been marketing their baby food as 
an "all natural." when in fact it was 
found to contain preservatives. In 
the settlement, Gerber Food is now 
responsible for giving every chtld 
born between 1985 and 1997 (under 
12 years of age), a $500 savings 
bond. Gerber, however, is not 
responsible for contacting or adver­
tising this settlement in any way. To 
obtain the bond, send a copy of the 
child's birth certificate and social 
security card to ... " 

Just how the rumor began is 
unknown, but it has been spreading 
around the country for months. This 
BBB started receiving calls this 
week from curious parents. The 
rumor may have grown out of news 
about an actual settlement reached 
in several states with some manu­
facturers of infant formula (Gerber 
was not a part of that class action 
suit). Under that settlement. eligible 
parents could fi.le for shares of the 
settlement amount. with a deadline 
of January 31. 1997. and Central 
Kentuckians did call this Bureau at 
the first of the year to check on the

A: Studies 1n the United States 
and other countnes have shown 
that farmers have a higher risk for 
certain cancers, particularly can­
cers of the skin, blood, and 
immune system. such as non­
Hodgkin 's lymphoma. 

Scientists are looking at a vari­
ety of potentially harmful sub­
stances that farmers are exposed to 
during the1r workday, including 
the sun. pesticides, chemical sol­
vents, fuels and oils, and animal 
viruses. Some of these arc known 
or susp::cted causes of cancer. 

Lifetime exposure to ultraviolet 
(UV) radiation from the sun is the 
main cause of skin cancer. The 
nsk is greatest for people who 
have fair skin that freckles easi­
ly-often those with red or blond 
ha1r and blue or light-colored eyes. 
Most skin cancers appear after age 
50. 

In the 1980s, National Cancer 
Institute researchers began study­
mg pesticide usc among farmers 
with cancer and those without the 
disease. A study in Kansas showed 
that farmers who used herbic1dcs, 
especially 2,4 dichlorophenoxy-
