An attendance audit of the Floyd 
County school system sho.,.,s that local 
officials have failed to follow state 
laws and that some children are not re· 
ceiving the required number of hours 
of daily instruction. 

The audit, given to board memhers 
last week, was performed last month 
by ..,tate education officials in conjunc­
tion with n comprehensive manage­
ment audit of the district. 

State officials found that the district 
has not implemented a state student 
identification numbering system as re­
quired by state law. 

Also, oflicials could not lind any 

reports noting the names, ages and res­
idences of pupils attending 
private/parochial schools or home 
schools, as required under the Ia\'.. 

Pupil Personnel director Brent 
Allen is on sick leave, wh1ch began 
\Vednesday. and could not be reached 
to discuss the audit. 

In addition, officials found that 
records to identify students who were 
receiving home and hospital instruc · 
tion were not properly maintained. 

Corrective measures recommended 
by the state include implementing the 
statewide student identification system 
and mandatory reporting of student!> in 
private or home schools. 

The 21-page report focuses primar­
ily on issues at local schools, which in-

elude the failure to check attendance 
twice J:uly. which is required b) state 
officials: entry and exit logs at ..,chools 
.,., hich fa1l to <>how a student's grade, 
homeroom and guardian: and mstmc­
tional time does not match times IJ..,ted 
on the board-approved -,chool calen­
dar. 

At Prestonsburg High School. for 
example, ~tate officials found that in­
struction time during the day amount­
ed to only six hours, instead of the 
board approved six hours and two 
minutes for 157 school days. For 18 
school da) s i nstruct10nal time is to be 
five hours and 35 mmutes under the 
board's plan. hut students were recei\-

Hilltop blasting is damaging 
homes, Lancer residents say 

Horseback rider is 
jailed for third DUI

Luncer residents complamed to 
Prestonsburg's City Council Mon­
day that blasting by a coal compa­
ny on the site of a propo~cd moun­
tain top recreation project is dam­
aging theu homes. 

Joyce Allen and Joyce and John 
Everly asked council to talk v. ith 
Lodestar Encrg) officials to lessen 
the intensity of the blasting. 

"Something ha<> to give," Allen 
suit!. "It's tearing our houses all to 
pieces." 

Allen said $6,700 in damages 
had been done to her homl' by the 
blasting and that mining officials 
told her they were not liahle for 
the damage. 

"They made one offer of $200 
and one offer of $500," Allen said 
"But. they said they weren't li­
ahlc." 

Official with the state's Office 
of Surface Minmg installed a blast 
monitor at her home, Allen said, 
hut after she had repmred the Jam­
uge. 

John Everly. who said he works 
with explosives in the mining in-

dustry. told council the ~e,erit) of 
the blasts can be controlleJ hy ad­
justing the amount of dela) on the 
charge'>. 

Councilman Hansel Cooley 
asked if an aJjustmL·nt in the de­
lays would cause problems with 
costs or scheduling. 

Everly responded 11 \\Ould be 
"a nuisance factor," and would 
take a "httle more 111ne" than 
usual. 

Police ch1ef Darrell Conley, 
who abo lives at Lancer, said "it's

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like a small earthquake" when 
explosives are discharged, usually 
around 5 p.m. daily. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said he 
would talk with mining ollicials to 
see if the problem can be addressed. 

Councilman Estill Lee Carter 
said it appears to be "a good neigh­
bor" issue and that homeowners 
have an "obvious kgal recourse" if 
they feel their homes were damaged 
by the blasting. 

Allen said she "didn't want to go 
that way." 

Fannin said he would report back 
after talking with Lodestar otlicials. 

In other business Monday. coun­
cil adopted a resolution to accept a 
portion of E-911 radio equipment 
from the county in exchange for part 
of the money owed for customer ser­
vice fees collected by the county. 

Cit} ollicials have decided to 
operate their O\\ n E-911 service and 
have asked for the city's portion of 
the 89-cent monthly fee collected for 

the past several years. 
Fanmn said the city's decision to 

operate its own service will allow 
for each entity -the city and the 
county-to have a backup system in 
the event either one went off line. 

"If the state system goes down, 
we'll help our." Fannin said. "The 
county will help us if ours goes 
down." 

The monetary value of the 
exchange has not been determined 
because city officials do not know 
exactly what equipment will be 
obtained, city attorney Paul Burchett 
said. 

Councilman Billy Ray Collins 
abstained from voting. 

In a related issue, council voted 
to lease its E-911 equipment from 
BeliSouth. Fannin was authorized to 
negotiate with the telephone compa­
ny to secure a multi-year lease based 
on the $1,624.20 monthly charge. 

Under the lease, BeiiSouth will 

provide maintenance 24-hours. 
seven day~ a week on the system and 
it will automaticall) be upgraded as 
improYemcnts become available. 

The sy~tem could be purchased 
for approximately $50.000. but 
would have only a one year warran­
ty and maintenance agreement; 
upgrades to the system would have 
to be purchased by the owner; and 
the system would be virtually obso­
lete when paid for. 

In other action Monday: 
• Council approved a change for 

banking services for CableVision. 
City attorney Paul Burchett said that 
under the city's franchtse agreement 
with the cable company, council 
would have to approve a change of 
banking institutions. Councilman 
Robert Allen abstained from voting. 

• Council designated Kevin 
Shannon as Main Street manager to 
work on a voluntary basis. Shannon 
will not be compensated for his 

duties. Fannin said. because he 
expressed a desire to volunteer his 
services. The first project Shannon 
will work on i~ a country music/coal 
museum for the city. 

• Council approved a contract to 
assume control of the David Water 
District. 

• Councilman Gormon Collins Jr. 
reported that the city's recycling 
efforts have picked up with the addi 
tion of the Foodland store's card­
board waste. Coll ins also said a 
study is underway to take the city's 
recycling bin out into other areas of 
the city. Cruter suggested that the 
group meet with residents in the 
areas proposed to detenninc the best 
schedules and locations. 

• Mountain Arts Center director 
Bob Meyer reported that the center 
is essentially breaking even in rev­
enues and expenditures. Meyer 
added that some board members 
would like a "little more cushion" in 

~u~ors-------------------------------- ~ootin~~Ol~~ 
going around. And they arc just 
that. Charges will be forthcoming 
(against board members). We 
expect them to be made public in 
the next couple of weeks. We can't 
plan what's going to happen until 
we know what the state (school) 
board wants to do." 

Kimbrough said that if any par­
ents or teachers hear any outra­
geous rumors about state officials 
or alleged state actions, they shou\d 
call her or Willis for information. 

"They can call me or Tom 

Willis." she said. "I'll be glad to 
return their telephone calls. I don't 
want people to be worried about 
things that are absolutely not true. 
We want to involve people as we go 
along, but we really don't have any­
thing to inform them about at this 
time. We hope to have a process in 
place to involve the people of Floyd 
County." 

State officials are currently in 
the district as part of the emergency 
declaration the local board is oper­
ating under due to a budget deficit. 

State as&istance is being given in 
areas of finance. budgeting and per­
sonnel. 

"We arc trying to help bring 
some order to some processes in the 
central office," Kimbrough said. 
"The district has to function." 

The Kentucky Board of 
Education is to also schedule a 
hearing to determine if the Floyd 
district is to be designated as a 
state-managed school system. Cody 
said he wanted the district to be 
managed by the state education 

department for a minimum of three 
years. 

The state board will hear testi­
mony regarding the CUITCnt opera­
tion of the district which, in part, is 
outlined in a state management 
audit conducted in the district last 
month. The audit reported numer· 
ous violations of law and manage­
ment concerns in virtually all areas 
of the school system.

ing five hours and 20 minutes. 
Discrepancies in instructional 

time for students was also noted at 
Auxier and Stumbo clementaries. 

Under state Jaw. failure to com­
ply with minimum instructional day 
requirements leads to a reduction in 
state SEEK (Support Education 
Excellence in Kentucky) funds. 

State officials have recommend­
ed that those schools calculate the 
amount of instruction time missed 
and that those hours be made up. 

Also, errors in recording 
whether students were absent, tardy 
or attended a half-day of classes 
were reported incorrectly. 

Under state regulations, students 
who are absent from one to 34 per­
cent of the school day arc consid-

ered tardy. Students who miss 35-
84 percent of the school day are to 
be listed as attending a half-day of 
school. 

Some schools did not keep atten­
dance records at the schools for the 
required two-year period. the audit 
shows. and most of the schools' 
attendance reports were not signed 
b:> a certified staff member. 

Several schools must re\ iew and 
correct attendance records for the 
entire year prior to the submission 
of the superintendent's annual 
report, according to state corrective 
action recommendations. 

State education officials have 
requested that the district submit its 
own corrective action plan by 
November 7. 

Construction is underway for the 
new Pikeville Methodist Hospital!

The charter school 
movement 

"There is hereby established a Kentucky 
Board of Education, which shall consist of eleven 
(ll) members appointed by the Governor and con­
firmed by the Senate and the House of Represen­
tatives of the General Assembly ... (KRS 
156.029) ... The Kentucky Board of Education 
shall have the management and control of the 
common schools and all programs operated in 
these schools ... (KRS 156.070)" Hmmm. Well, 
that is of course one way of operating an educa­
tional system, but there are others. 

Take, for example, an excerpt from a Rhode Is­
land statute defining the purpose of their charter 
school system: "It is the intent of the (legislature) 
to provide opportunities for teachers, parents, 
pupils, and community members to establish and 
maintain public 
schools that operate 
independently but The

all basic areas of instruction for pupil petfor­
mance; (2) Increase learning opportunities for all 
pupils, with special emphasis on expanded learn­
ing experiences for pupils who are identified as 
educationally disadvantaged and at risk; (3) En­
courage the use of innovative teaching methods; 
(4) Create opportunities for teachers, including 
the opportunity to be responsible for the learning 
program at the school site; (5) Provide parents 
and pupils with expanded choices in the types of 
educational opportunities that are available with­
in the public school system; (6) Hold the schools 
established under this chapter accountable for 
meeting publicly promulgated, measurable, state 
and charter-based pupil academic results, and pro­
vide the schools with a method to implement per­
formance based and/or other student based ac­
countability systems; and (7) Encourage parental 
and community involvement with public schools. 
(Emphasis added)." 

Regarding the delivery of education, there IS 

quite a stark contrast between the manner and 
means which Kentucky has chosen, and the vision 
of Rhode Island and 27 other states which have 
passed legislation to enable the establishment of 
charter schools. 

In the true spirit of manifest destiny, Kentucky 
state government has worked throughout the 
1990's to torture the traditional concept of local 
autonomy from its school districts, while other 
states have recognized that a central authority 
composed of educational philosophers (with de­
grees from Harvard and such) wouldn't even qual­
ify to teach birds how to fly, since they are too far 
removed from the classroom to understand the 
specific needs and characteristics of the individ­
ual pupils. 

Charter schools are shaped differently in each 
state by the legislation which creates them. Ken­
tucky has no such legislation. The common 
ground shared by each charter school, however, is 
"entrepreneur" (group of parents, teachers, or 
other) and the government. 

In discussing how charter schools are created, 
the best place to start is at the beginning--grass­
roots lobbying of legislators (and the Governor) 
to express their legitimate interest in the develop-­
ment of charter schools. 

Once legislation has been passed, who actual­
ly starts the charter school? According to a study 
by the US. Department of Education, "For three~ 
quarters of the (sample study) sites, one or two 
leading individuals provided the impetus and 
drive to write the charter proposal, reach out to 
obtain official charter approval. A school princi­
pal or administrator started the school in half of 
these cases, and a few active parents or teachers 
founded most of the others." 

What about the money? State grants created by 
enabling legislation and pre-existing federal 
grants provide most of the start up costs, and 
some private money has been used in many cases. 

The next general step in charter formation is 
the development of a mission statement, proposed 
curriculum, and, more or less, the nuts and bolts 
of how the school will operate (Build a new 
school, or use an existing one? What certification, 
if any. of staff? Fund allocation? Transportation? 
Etc.?) eventually leading to the application for ac­
tual, legal creation of the school. An increasing 
wealth of information can be drawn from research 
of successful and unsuccessful elements of such 
schools in other states. 

With only five or six. years of substantial exis­
tence, the degree of success of the charter school 
is hard to measure. But in states where these 
schools exist, the unmeetable demand upon teach­
ing positions, enrollment, and available charters 
demonstrates the pub tic's eager acceptance of im­
provement (other than state sanctions). Congress 
and a majority of state legislatures have embraced 
the revolution. But resistance from the established 
(but unintended) beneficiaries of the current sys­
tem (high ranking bureaucrats) will act as an an­
chor for some states, holding back progress.

I personally went to the 
courthouse and searched the fiscal 
court records for the past 25 years 
and could find no reference to turn­
ing the bridge over to the state. This 
does not mean that the resolution 
giving the bridge away is not 
there-simply that if it is indexed in 
the table of contents-only God 
knows how it is described. This is 
an all too familiar tactic used in fis-

• cal court meeting minutes and 
records. 

I have found from previous 
efforts that if the Titanic had struck 
an iceberg on Bull Creek and sank, 
and the fiscal court paid to have it 
refloated, you could not find any 
mention of it in the minutes of the 
fiscal court. 

But if the fiscal court gave the 
bridge to the state 10 years ago, our 
first district magistrate, Mr. Gerald 
Derossett either voted for or against 
the issue.

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PHS student cleared 
in bomb threat case

A charge that an 18-year-old 
Prestonsburg High School student 
called in a bomb threat at that 
school was dismissed Monday, 
when the prosecutor said there was 
not enough evidence to pursue the 
case. 

Roy Thornsberry Jr.. 18, son of 
deputy jailer Roy Thornsberry, was 
charged with terroristic threatening 
last November for allegedly calling 
in the threat. 

Thornsberry's attorney, Gerald 
DeRossett, asked that the charge be 
dismissed because the original 
charge said the student called in the 
threat to a municipal building. The 
call was tape recorded. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels objected to DeRossett's 
grounds, but asked that the charge 
be dismissed without prejudice 
because "we do not think the 
Commonwealth can prove its case 
beyond a reasonable doubt." 

Daniels did say that the caller 
clearly said there was "a bomb in a 
Prestonsburg building."

A two-vehicle accident in 
Martin County Thursday morning 
claimed the lives of a nurse at 
Highlands Regional Medical 
Center and her two daughters.

Floyd Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson is encouraging area resi­
dents to contact the Kentucky State 
Police Pikeville Post 9 during 
November when emergencies arise 
at night because of a shortage of 
manpower. 

Sheriff Thompson announced 
Wednesday that three officers 
would be laid off around the first of 
November to prevent a budget 
deficit. 

"Every year, there has been a 
point in time between closing the 
tax books and collecting the new 
taxes that basically puts the sher­
iff's department out of funds," 
Sheriff Thompson said Thursday. 

"I have to stay within the salary 
limit of the budget and with the tax 
collection, I don't have access to 
the fees the department received 
until December," he said. 

The cut in personnel has 
occurred over the last several years, 
the sheriff said, and "the hard times 
will only last 30 days ... Hopefully, 
another night-shift officer will be 
called back in December." 

The sheriff said at least one of 
the deputies would return to duty 
around the first of December, and 
the other two would probably be 
back on the force by the first of the 
year. 

With the layoffs. one less deputy 
will be patrolling the county at 
night through the week and there 
will be two less deputies on duty on 
the weekends. 

"We're still going to work all the 
complaints," Sheriff Thompson 
said, "but it will take us longer to 
respond in some instances." 

The sheriff said the majority of 
callers who make complaints to the 
sheriff's office also contact the state 
police, and he would advise them to 
continue doing so. 

Former employee claims 
embarrassment in suit

A former employee of a local 
hotel filed a civil suit alleging he 
was humiliated by being forced to 
walk along Route 23 wearing a sign 
with the slogan "Rooms Available." 

The former employee, Keith 
White, and his wife, Katrena, filed 
the suit against Prestonsburg's 
Holiday Inn in Floyd Circuit Court 
on October 6. 

According to the suit, White was 
directed to wear the sign and walk 
along Route 23 for approximately 
30 minutes, and photographs of him 
were taken during the incident. 

White's attorney, Wolodymyr 
Cybriwsky, said his client was 
forced to wear the sign during last 
year's Apple Day weekend. 

The alleged incident "served no 

legitimate business purpose" and 
was a direct effort to "humiliate, 
embarrass and injure (White),'' the 
civil suit says. 

The suit alleges White "suffered 
depression, somatic and other psy­
chological problems" to the present 
day as a result of the incident. 

Katrena White alleges that her 
marriage with White has also suf­
fered from the incident. 

The Whites are seeking an 
unspecified amount of punitive 
damages. 

A court date on the matter has 
not been set, Cybriwsky said. 

Prestonsburg attorney Doug 
Adams, who represents Holiday Inn 
in the matter, would not return calls 
seeking his comments on the suit.

"Usually, the problem with 
money causes a layoff in September 
or October," Sheriff Thompson 
said. "Luckily, I was able to hold it 
off until November." 

The sheriff said community 
policing would not be affected by 
the layoffs. 

Community policing involves an 
officer being stationed in particular 
communities with a high school. 

"Community policing is a prob­
lem-solving tactic and a safety fac­
tor," he said. "We try to head off 
problems before they develop into a 
criminal act or residents are injured 
in an accident." 

Although the sheriff foresees a 
budget increase next year, he said 
the problem would probably not be 
remedied because the budget 
increase will be designated for 
court bailiffs and security at the 
new justice center. 

"During November, I will per­
sonally be answering more com­
plaints," Sheriff Thompson said. 
"And county residents should con­
tact both agencies, the sheriff's 
office and the state police. We will 
get there as fast as possible, but it 
could take some time."

She 
received her award graciously, hav­
ing to ride to the ceremony in a bus 
to hold all of the ''family" who 
tagged along ro watch her accept it. 

The criteria for selecting the 
award-winner were traits of leader­
ship, compassion, advocacy and 
Kentucky residency. 

She has been used as an example 
in the text "Rediscovering American 
Values." written by Amway presi­
dent Dick DeVos. In this book. he 
has put together an examination of 
ideals such as honest). fairness, 
humility. initiative, service. compas­
sion and leadership. Eula's back­
ground in community service fits 
into this mold exactly. 

Nominated secretly by Loretta 

Bentley, in an application-like for­
mat, Eula 's accomplishments far 
exceeded the space to which the 
form allotted. 

Bentley explained, "Eula operates 
a health clinic where low income 
people can come to see a doctor.

Her next challenge was that of 
medical care. which she began with 
nothing more than a trailer operated 
by volunteers. which was supplied 
monetarily by United Mine Workers' 
donations. It caught on fire, and 
burned to the ground. 

The next day, the clinic was locat­
ed under a willow tree, complete 
with doctor, patient list, pharmacy 
(albeit small) and a telephone 
installed onto the tree. 

Within months, the Mud Creek 
Clinic was operated by a full com­
plement of professionals, two doc­
tors, two pharmacists, four nurses, a 
lab technician, a physician's ass is 
tant, and clerical staff. These dedi 
cated individuals, along with Eula's 
ever-present volunteers, provide 
health care to those who would never 
be able to pay for it otherwise. 

Doctors donate their services. 
some for a month at a stretch. and in 
one year. have served over four thou­
sand patients. 

"The power of commitment,'' 
says Eula Hail, "is potent medicine.''

For your 
application to be effective in 
January 1998. you should file for 
benefits any time before January 
31, 1998. 

In 1997, beneficianes under 65 
. can earn up to $8,640 with no 
reduction in social security bene­
fits; and beneficiaries aged 65 69, 
can earn up to $13,500 with no 
reduction in social security bene­
fits. The amount a person can earn 
and still receive benefits increases 
each year with increases in average 
wages. Of course, if you are 70 or 
over. your benefits will not be 
reduced no matter how much you 
earn.

Morehead State University has 
received a $587,497 grant from 
AmeriCorps to fund its MSUCorps 
program for the coming year. 

The grant has allowed MSU to 
recruit 50 new members, according 
to Steve Swim, coordinator of 
MSUCorps. "Members receive a liv­
ing allowance of $8,340 for 10 
months of service," he said. "Upon 
completion of the serv1ce, members 
are presented a $4,725 voucher 
which they may use for educational 
purposes. such as tuition or to repay 
student loans." 

The program at MSU provides 
tutors and mentors for at-risk stu­
dents in II counties: Bath, Boyd, 
Carter, Elliott, Fleming, Lawrence, 
Lewis, Magoffin, Menifee, Morgan 
and Rowan. The members work 
closely with Family Resource 
Centers in the elementary schools 
and Youth Service Centers in the 
middle and high schools. The schools 
provide MSUCorps members with 
the names of those considered at-risk.

Murphy was driving north on U.S. 23 
when a southbound car driven by Saadt 
Ramadan attempted to tum onto Rt. 321, 
striking Murphy's vehicle and sending her 
car into another car driven by Linda Slone. 

Ramadan was taken to Paul B. Hall 
Regional Medical Center, where he was 
treated and released. Slone was not injured 
in the accident. 

Murphy was the daughter of Roger and 
Dareatha Caudill Murphy, of Van Lear. She 
was a student at Johnson Central High 

School. 
Adkins was driving his 1980 Chevette 

west along the Mountain Parkway near 
Campton around 6 p.m. Frida)' when a 
1990 Oldsmobile driven by Steafine 
Pelfrey, 34, of Campton. lost control in a 
curve, crossed the center line and struck 
Adkins' car.

Doctor accused of slapping 
two-year-old acquitted by jury 

The temporary physician accused of 
striking a two-year-old patient he was treat­
ing in the Pikeville Methodist Hospital 
emergency room in August was acquitted 
Monday in Pike District Court.

Mrs. Anthony Stu part of Ashcamp, 
from the witness stand. He had not previ­
ously apologized to the parents, the report 
said. 

Finley's trial was continued from last 

Thursday after his attorney, John Doug 
Hays - who will become chief assistant 
Pike County commonwealth's attorney 
November I - suffered chest pains and had 
to be taken to Pikeville Methodist Hospital. 

"It's scaring me," Hays told District 
Judge Larry Thompson after asking for a 
recess on Thursday. 

Finley left the witness stand to check on 
Hays, who was transported from the court­
house on a gurney. 

From his hospital bed, Hays said he had 
suffered an angina attack. 

From the first day in court Hays pointed 
out that Finley. who has practiced pediatric 
med1cine for 44 years had never been 
accused of any medical misconduct. 

The Stuparts, who filed fourth-degree 
assault charges against Finley with the 
county attorney's office in August, still have 
a civil suit pending against Finley.

Johnson County Humane Society presi­
dent Sue Shennan points to two causes for 
trouble at her group's Tutor Key dog pound. 

Bad publicity and Hobert Meade. 
Sherman says the Humane Society was 

well on its way to solving Johnson County's 
stray dog problem when the group was ham­
strung by an uncooperative fiscal court and 
blasted in the local media. 

The Humane Society formed in 1986 and 
within a few years was able to obtain two 
acres in Tutor Key for $20,000. Mayo State 
Vocational-Technical School helped out by 
constructing a buildmg to house the animal 
shcl ter at the site. 

simply stopped coming. She says Meade 
abruptly cut off funding for the shelter. 
Instead, Meade opted to hire Duell Salyer as 
county warden, even though the county has 
nowhere to keep any animals. 

The result was devastating, Sherman 
said.

cal court during Gail Gillem's first term as 
county judge-executive. 

Things appeared to be going well for the 
group when the dog pound opened for busi­
ness December I. 1992. Little did anyone 
know that all of that would change one year 
later. 

The tirst hints of trouble, Sherman said. 
came shortly after Meade took over the reins 
of county government in 1994. Sherman 
says shortly afterward, the county's attitude 
toward the shelter abruptly changed. 

Sherman says the court was always sup­
portive of the shelter during Gillem's 
administration, cont1ibuttng $24,000 a year 
to the pound. She said Gillem even brought 
the shelter's tirst three-month supply of dog 
food out of his own pocket. 

But with the change in administration, 
Sherman said, the checks from the county 

was forced to stop taking in new dogs. 
Still, the shelter found a way to survive. 

Sherman turned to her own pocketbook in 
order to fund the shelter, paying $1,000 a 
month for an employee at the pound and 
buying dog food herself...

The Kentucky Youth Academy has with· 
drawn its request to the Pike County Board 
of Education to act as its fiscal agent to pro­
vide educational services to the residents of 
the academy. 

The request had caused quite a contro­
versy with the school system. Rresidents in 
the community questioned the academy's 
CEO, Rocky Hall, about the safety and pro­
tection of the community and the legality of 
school system employees serving on the 
academy's board of directors. 

In a letter to Pike County Superintendent 
Reo Johns and the Pike County Board of 
Education, the only explanation llall gave 
for the withdrawal was recent events. 

"In lieu of recent events, we have chosen 
to seek aid elsewhere," said the letter. 

Hall informed the school system 
Monday he was withdrawing the request. 
He said he will seek a contract with anoth· 
er school district and plans to open the 
academy on November 15. 

"Mr. Johns did receive the letter from 

Mr. Hall." said Bruce Hopkins, director of 
communications for the school system. 
"The school system no longer has an mter­
est in the academy." 

The withdrawal comes on the heels of a 
meeting Friday night between academy 
officials and the board of education. 

During the board meeting Friday, some 
board members were outspoken about their 
opposition. and others were undecided 
about whether to enter the contract. 
However, all board members said they 
needed more information on the academy, 
its CEO, who owned the property, and other 
financial documents to make a decision. 

The former Sycamore Elementary 
School was sold at public auction earlier 
this year to a private individual, who in tum 
resold the property to a for-profit group 
called Youth Opportunity Unlimited, which 
is leasmg the facility to the Kentucky Youth 
Academy. 

A group of residents from the Sycamore 
area has also spoken out about the academy 
and addressed some of its concerns with the 
facility, mainly the way the property was 
acquired and the safety of the community. 

The residents are outraged the academy 

will not have a security fence or security 
doors and have asked what type of juveniles 
v.ill be housed at the academy. 

The academy had made a request to the 
school system to provide $170,000 for the 
provision of education services for the first 
year of operation. The school system would 
then be reimbursed for the expense at the 
end of the school year. 

One of the main issues surrounding the 
controversy is the academy's board of 
directors, which is comprised mainly of rel­
atives of Johns who are also employees of 
the Pike County School System. 

All the school board members said they 
felt it was a matter of legality, even if the 
academy's board of directors are not com­
pensated for their service, and it was a con­
tlict of interest. 

Hall apologized in his letter that an 
agreement could not be worked out and the 
board tell there was a conflict of interest. 

"I deeply regret any public misunder· 
standing regarding the role of my board 
member:- who also may happen to be 
employees of the Pike County School 
System." said the letter." 

This letter should resolve any issues 

relating to appearance of a conflict of inter­
est. 

"Our board members were asked to 
serve on the Kentucky Youth Academy's 
Board of Directors solely due to their 
demonstrated commitment to children in 
need - children who need a place to grow 
and experience love and support." 

Hopkins said that since the request was 
withdrawn and the school system would not 
be involved with the academy, then a con­
flict of interest wouldn't be a problem. 

"If there's no contractual relationship 
between the academy and lhe school sys­
tem, then there shouldn't be a conflict of 
interest for the school employees to serve 
on the academy's board of directors," said 
Hopkins. 

The school board asked its attorney, 
Neal Smith, at the Friday meeting to con­
duct an investigation into the academy, 
especially financial and property matters, 
and the board could make a decision at a 
later date. 

However, Hopkins said he did not know 
if that investigation would now take place 
since the academy and school system would 
not be involved in any type of contract.

plants and made 1,243 arrests of growers, he said. 

To folio\\ distributors, Troop said the task force 
would use a technique developed at the University of 
Mississippi that allows agents to determine where a 
plant was grown.

(MS) - Energy-conscious con­
sumers of the '90s have created a 
market for homes with extra insula­
tion against drafts and cold weather. 
Airtight construction, however, 
means home heating systems are 
often starved for oxygen, so fuels do 
not bum completely - increasing 
the risk of carbon-monoxide poison· 
ing, according to the Chimney 
Safety Institute of America (CSIA).
