tl cause the company does not em­
plo) Flo) d County residents. 

"Rejection of the bid on these 
tenns is clearly in violation of the 
law regarding bidding proce­
dures," the letter says. 

The issue of Wilson Equipment 
being a county-based company 
was discussed during Thursday's 
special meeting. but the fiscal 
court also discussed the availabili­
ty of parts for the backhoe. 

Both companies advised the 
court that they had a service truck 
located in the county, but a 

., spokesperson for Wilson Equip­
ment abo noted that his company 
has a complete service department 
in the count). 

"Please consider this a demand 
that Phelps Equipment be awarded 
the contract for the sale of the 
backhoe/loader." the letter says. "If 
you fail to recognize Phelps Equip­
ment and award it the contract for 
sale, I have been authorized to in­
stitute a lawsuit against you and 
the members of the Hoyd County 
fiscal Court." 

Hale said Tuesday that the fiscal

Floyd man among 
10 holiday deaths

• Thirteen lives were lost during 
the Labor Day weekend on Ken­
tucky roads, including that of a 
Floyd County man \\ ho was in­
volved in a head-on collision Sun­
day in Garrett. 

Henry Branham, 76, of Lackey, 
was killed Sunday when he appar­
ently drove his 1993 Chevy truck 
into the path of another truck on 
Route 550 in Garrett, according to 
a Kentucky State Pollee media re­
lease. 

Branham was pronounced dead 
#. at the scene at I: 19 p.m. by Floyd 

County Coroner Roger Nelson.

Comprehensive Tests of Basic Skills (CTBS) re­
sult:. rank Harold Elementary's sixth-grade class 
among the top 10 percent of elementary schools 
across the state, and Principal Ernie Tackett said the 
school's success was made possible because "all the 
clements" were in place. 

The 1996-97 test results, released last week by 
state education officials, showed that most Floyd 
County schools ranked below the national average 
in basic skills. 

Harold Elementary's sixth-grade class was 
ranked 73rd out of 787 other elementary schools 
throughout the state, and Tackett satd the students, 
teachers, and parents deserve all the credit for the 
school's ranking. 

The principal said the students' work ethics and 
efforts: parental support; and the teacher's insuuc­
tions were the elements that led to the school's suc­
cess.

City is copless 
as police chief 
awaits hearing

Suspended Wheelwright police 
chief Tommy Engle will have to 
wait at least another week for a due 
process hearing on citizen com­
plaints against him. 

Wheel\\ right City Commission 
ers met in a special meeting at noon 
Friday to postpone Engle's hearing, 
which was scheduled for 7 p.m. 
Friday (August 29). 

Commissioners Andy Akers and 
David Boyd were opposed to 
rescheduling the hearing. saying 
the town has been without a police 
chief long enough. Akers said 
Engle has been off the job for 40 
days. 

Boyd said four-wheeler riders 
have been zooming through the 
town and he's "tired of it."' 

"The four-wheelers are dri\ mg 
this town crazy," Boyd said. "It's 
ridiculous." 

City attorney Tim Parker rec­
ommended postponing the hearing 
because, he said, the city ha)o not 
complied w1th some legal require­
ments for holding the hearing. 

"We need to get some evidence 
from the state police and notify the 
complainants by certified letter of 
the hearing date." Parker said "We 
are still within our 60-da)' -;ched­
ule. I talked with Tommy Engle 
and he said he didn't care (if it was 
postponed)." Akers said he Y.as in 
favor of keeping the origmal hear­
ing date and that commtssioners 
needed to have a police ofticer on 
duty. He appeared displeased with 
the delay. 

"This should've been done be­
fore," Akers said referring to the 
notifications. "He's been off 40 
days now." 

Parker said he didn't like delay­
ing the hearing either. "I don't think 
we have any choice." 

Commissioner Jtmm) Little 
said he opposed Engle returning as 
chief. 

"Anybody (who) thinks I'm 
going to stand responsible for this 
man working under me is a pure 
idiot." Little said in reference to 
being a city commissioner. 

Commissioner Aker' made n 
motion to have the hearing as 
planned, but it failed on a 3 2 'ote, 
with Mayor Da~id 1ark S .. 
mons voting to break a 2-2 tie. 
Commissioners Little and I uthcr 
Johnson Jr. voted to reschedule it.

Two men arrested

Two Floyd County men were ar­
rested Saturday for alleged!) traf­
ficking cocuinc. and Floyd detec­
tive Tommy Shelton said "sources" 
have indicated that one of the men 
has brought large quantities of co­
caine into the 'county .. 

A month-long investigation led 
to the arrests of Lathe Hall , 52, and 
Jimmy Bro\\n, 37. both of Turkey 
Creek. 

The accused were arrested by 
detective Shelton and charged with 
first-offense trafticking in a con­
trolled substance. 

The detective said Monday that 
cocaine was confiscated trom Hall 
\l.hen he was arrested. and cocaine 
residue and drug paraphernalia 
were found at each of the defl'n­
dants' homes. 

Hall 1s bl!ing held at the Ho) d 
County Adult Detention Centl'r in 
lieu of a $10,000 cash bond. Bnm n 
was released from the jail Sunda) 
after he posted a S 1,000 cash bond 

Detective Shelton indkatcd that 
additional drug-related charges 
would be brought against Hall. 

"My sources have indicated that 
Hall has brought in large quantities

Detective Shelton· -;aid cocaine 
sells for $100 per gram on the 
streets, and there are 28 grams in 
an ounce. 

"'Dealers usually pay about 
$1, I 00 for an ounce of cocaine and 
then sell it on the streets for 
$2.800," the detective said. 

Judge James R. Allen entered 
not-guilty pleas for both defen­
dants during their arraignments 
Monday in Floyd District Court. 

Preliminary hearings arc sched­
uled for 2:30 p.m. September I 0 to 
detern1ine if there 1s probable cause 
to refer the cases to the grand jury.

Harold Elementary was also one 
of eight Floyd schools that exceed­
ed its goal on the KIRIS tests in 
October 1996, and shared in an 
estimated $27 million in rewards 
statewide. 

KIRIS testing was implemented 
in the 1992-93 school year and the 
tests are given every year in grades 
four, eight and eleven. 

Harold Elementary was one of 
only two Floyd County schools 
that has achieved reward status in 
t\\.0 consecutive KIRIS testing 
cycles

Man charged with two

The trooper's report ~ays Bolden 
wa~ drhing in an "'erratic manner." 
and he failed SC\ eral field sobriety 
tests. 

Bolden's blood-alcohol (BA) 
level was .123. Dri\'ers are consid-

ered lO be under the intluence wllh 
a .IOBA. 

Less than three hours later. 
Bolden was arrested again by the 
same trooper and was charged with 
Dul. second offense. He failed the 
field sobriety tests a second time 
and had a BA level of .90. 

Assistant county attorney Lance 
Daniels said Tuesday that under 
most circumstances, the DUJ 
charge against 21 year-old defen­
dants is usually amended to reck­
less driving when the BA level is 
below the .I 0 level. 

However, Daniels refused to rec­
ommend that Bolden's charge be 
amended to a lesser charge because 
of the circumstances.

Accused of sex crintes,

A Harold man turned himself in 
to local authorities over the week­
end after he discovered he was 
being sought for a number of 
alleged sex offenses against a Aoyd 
County high school student. 

James David Howell, 27, was 
taken into custody Saturday and 
charged with two counts of 
odomy; third degree rape, no 

force; and first and third degree 
charges of unlawful transactiOn 
with a minor. 

Floyd Sheriff's Lt. Ricky 
Thornsbury said Monday that at 
least two additional sodomy 
charges would also be brought 
against Howell . 

According to an arrest warrant, 
Howell allegedJy "engaged in devi­
ate sexual intercourse... (and) 
engaged in oral sex with the minor 
and made the minor perfonn oral 

-.tex on him." 
Lt. Thornsbury said the alleged 

incident occurred on August 19 
when Howell apparently picked up 
the alleged victim from an area 
high school. 

The lieutenant said he executed 
a search warrant at Howell's resi­
dence on August 27 and obtained 
"some materials" from his house, 
but Howell was out of town during 
the search. 

Aoyd District Judge James R. 
t;Allen entered not-guilty pleas to 
Howell's felony charges, and a pre­
liminary hearing is scheduled for 
2:30 p.m. September I 0. 

Howell is being held at the 

Floyd County Adult Detention 
Center under a $25,000 partially­
secured bond. 

Judge Allen stipulated that 
Howell was to have no contact with 
the alleged victim if he was 
released from the jail.

Project to transport 
patients from Floyd 
to Lexington denied 

The Cabinet for Health Services 
last week nixed a project that 
would transport patients from 
Aoyd County to Lexington. 

Central Baptist Hospital in 
Lexington had asked the health 
cabinet to approved its plan to 
expand ambulance services to 
Aoyd and Leslie counties. Part of 
the ambulance service's duties 
would be to transport patients from 
those counties to Lexington area 
hospitals. 

The Cabinet for Health Services 
reviewed 40 certificate of need pro­
jects last week, the Central Baptist 
proposal was the only project 
denied approval. Twenty-five cer­
tificate of need proposals were 
approved, and decisions on 14 pro­
jects were deferred. 

Among the projects deferred 
were proposals to establish rehabil­
itation agencies - a Pike County 
Physical Therapy Clinic in 
Pikeville and a Johnson County 
Physical Therapy Clinic in 
Paintsville. Each project was esti­
mated to cost $318,000.

A Tennessee grand jury was 
scheduled to consider Tuesday 
whether to indict six Eastern 
Kentucky youths on murder and 
attempted murder charges for the 
brutal attack on a Tennessee family 
earlier this ) ear. 

The Greene County Grand Jury 
met September 2 to consider three 
counts of first degree murder and a 
smgle count of attempted murder 
against each of the youths. 

Vidar Lillehd; his wife, Delfina; 
'and six-year-old daughter, Tabitha; 
were killed during an apparent car­
jacking and theft on April 6 while 
returning home from a Jehovah's 
Witness conference 

Two-year-old Peter Lillelid, who 
was shot through his right eye, sur­
vived the attack and is recovering 
\\ith relatives m Sweden. 

The accused - Joseph Risner, 
20, of Pamtsville; Jason Bryant, 15, 
of Marrowbone; Karen Howell, 17, 
and Edward Mullins. 19, both of 
Toler; and Natasha Wallen Cornett 

and Crystal Sturgill, both 18 and of 
Betsy Layne - were arrested in 
Arizona two days after the attack. 

They were m the Ltllelid's van 
and were apparently attempting to 
cross into Mexico. 

Prosecutor Berkeley Bell has 
srud he wants to seek the death 
penalty for the adult suspects. 
Although a Juvenile Court referee 
decided in July that the juveniles 
would be tried as adults, the stiffest 
penalty they could receive is life in 
prison without parole. 

Testimony during July hearings 
for the juvenile suspects provided 
strong evidence against the accused. 

For instance, in Howell's posses­
sion was the Social Security card of 
Peter Lillelid and a Jock from the 
diary of Tabitha. 

In addition, a supervisor at an 
Arizona juvenile detention center, 
where Howell and Byrant were 
detained for a short time, testified 
that Bryant named himself as one of 
the shooters.

their schools, then be there.

Father of accused tells 
other side of the story 

Editor: 
I am Roy Combs. the father of Jared Combs. On July 

25, 1997. the FBI and state police arrested Jared at the 
Prime Time Clinic of the Ha1ard ARH. 

He was charged with the burglary of the clinic some 
six months ago. They also made sure the local TV cam­
ems were there to \ideo the arrest of this "Big Time 
Drug Dealer.'' They took him to Ashland, and he was 
housed at the Boyd Count) Detention Center in solitary 
confinement until the foliO\\ ing Tuesda). 

This is their e\ idencc. At II p.m. on the night of the 
burglary. the security guard assigned to the phannacy 
saw Jared lea\e at 11:05. and Jared was seen driving 
away. During these minutes, Jared supposedly broke 
into the narcotics cabinet and took 14.000 pills, but at 
the same time. Jared. had a key to this cabinet. He sup­
posedly walked out where he knew a security guard 
would see him with the drugs. All of this was based on 
the fact there was no forced entry. and no alann was 
sounded. 

Shortly after the burglary they installed a surveil­
lance camera. and fm a period of some four months 
photographed Jared's every move while on duty. 

They supposedly showed Jared taking pills from an 
area for which he had no prescription. On one occasion 
he "appeared" to he "snorting" a pill up his nose at 2:00 I 
in the afternoon in full \ ie\\ of some five other phar­
macy employees. I don· t know how he fmished the 
shift. because the pill was a sleeping pill. I also need to 
point out that some II or more people employed at the 
hospital have ke) s and kno\\ the code. 

The phannacist \\.ho discovered the burglars was 
alone. She is the same phannacist who kept inventory 
on Jared indicating that on some days there was as 
many as one or t\\O pills missing \\.hieh had no street 
value. 

On one occasion Jared was shown drinking liquid 
from a bottle. It \\as determined this was Clariton. 
Jared had severe sinus and allergy problems. 

The problem that exists with the court system, is that 
the Grand Jury won't have this side of the story. They 
meet on August 20 and on paper they will probably 
believe what the authorities want them to believe. 

By the way. they searched his truck and found one 
bottle of Prosac whid1 is an anti depressant. They 
impounded the truck. they searched his horne, and 
found one bottle of the same. His wife had a prescrip­
tion for Prosac. 

Sometimes you need to know the "other" side of the 
story. 

A federal rnag1stn1te refused to detain him based on 
the evidence.

This week we will look at some 
rganizations you might want to 
ontact to see what kind of help they 
ffcr and \\hat thc1r guideline-. arc. 

L'nfortunatel), )'OU "ill not tinct 
much out there in the way of free 

services on a rourine basis. 
However. there are many programs 
that have guidelines based on a fam­
ily's income, and whether or not the 
person in need of care is co\ered by 
private insurance, Medicaid or 
~1cdicare, etc. If the person being 
cared for has a go' cmment spon­
sored insurance like ~1edicare. he 
-..ure to ask about the "Waiver" pro­
gram. 

Two of the most prominent pro­
grams arc Hospice and the Adult 
Day Care centers. Count) health 
dcpanmcnts have assisted care pro­
grams as well as do many area hos­
pitals. For more information on 
these, call the program in your area 
that best suits your needs. or call 
your county health department or 
your hospital of choice to check out 
what the) have to offer. 

Your local Community Action 
Program (CAP) might have funding 
a' ail able to assist in some !.itua­
tions. Whether or not they have this 
program available at the present 
depends on whether or not they 
recci' ed funding for it. and how 
much funding the) received to carT) 
it fonh. 

In most situations where funding 
has been made available. it has been 
drastically reduced in comparison to 
monies that were receiwd in the 
past for similar projects. A decrease 
in an organization's funding allot-

ment. decreases either the services 
they can render or the number of 
people they can serve. or both. 

If you were to look in the yellow 
pages of your local telephone direc­
tory the cham:cs arc great that you 
\\OUid lind sc\ era I private agencies 
whose business is to provide this 
sef\icc tor a fee. 

In some telephone directories 
one will lind homemaker services 
Ji-.tcd. You might want to check 
those out. These businesses usually 
specialitc in cleaning services but 1 
am confident that there arc some 
who would write a contract to 
include housecleaning and the over­
sight of your loved one at the same 
time. 

It is my understanding that there 
are churches in Eastern Kentucky 
and organized women's groups that 
sponsor programs to provide respite 
to those who need it. However. I 
ha\e not been able to establish 
names of churches or contact per­
~ons in \\ Omen's organiLations to 
call and inquire about the sef\·ices 
they have to offer. 

Some volunteers arc working on 
this to sec if they can come up with 
a list of contact people and tele­
phone numbers. When a list is pro­
vided I will share it with you in a 
later issue of the Floyd County 
Times. 

I know that there are many care-

takers who need a routine break, or 
this "respite" we have been dis­
cussing over the last three weeks. I 
encourage you to check vut all 
options that arc a'Yailable. as well as 
those discussed in pre' ious 
"Sunshine Lines" columns. 

It you arc 60 years of ngc or older 
or if you arc the primary caretaker 
for a senior citit.en feel free to con­
tact )OUr Benefits Coun ... cling 
Coordinator for the Big Sandy area, 
Charles Slone. at 886-3H76 01 toll­
free at l-800-556 3876. Discuss 
your needs with him. He would he 
happy to check out the known 
options that arc available and help 
you through the red tape. 

Please remember how very 
imponant it is to check references 
on people before they arc invited 
into your home to fill this role. 
Don't forget, I mentioned the wis­
dom of checking with a trusted 
attorney. your insurance company in 
regard to liability coverage. and 1f 
you hire someone talk with a CPA or 
tax consultant who can explain the 
withholdings and forms that need to 
be submitted. 

I trust that each and every one of 
you found respite over the past 
Labor Day weekend. Yet. for many 
around-the-clock caretakers I know 
this was not possible. The need for 
organized. volunteer respite services 
in Eastern Kentucky is tremendous!

Daniel Boone's Kentucky trail 
proves to be amazingly fresh, as two 
noted historians take to the woods to 
find traces of the most famous pio­
neer in American history. Thomas 
Clark and John Mack Faragher visit 
places where Boone lived. fought 
and hunted, and each site along the 
way conjures up memories-some 
of them rather scandalous--of a 
complicated and often contradictory 
man. Their search is documented in 
KET's A Walk with Boone, a new 
one-hour program airing on KET at 
8 p.m., Thursday. September 11. 

Producer Gale Worth and his 
crew followed Clark and Faragher 
with hand-held cameras as they ven­
tured from the Cumberland Gap to 
the Red Lick Valley. from the site of 
the Booncsborough fon to the last 
cabin Boone built in the state.

Last week before the Mountain 

Dew Southern 500, every article 
you read or inten iew that you saw 
had to be about Jeff Gordon· s quest 
for the Winston Million. I know 
what you read from my pen last 
week was also about Gordon's 
attempt for the million dollars. It 
may well be the story of the year in 
NASCAR, but crew chief Ray 
rvemharn had as much to do with 
the victory as Gordon. 

Nobody could ever find fault 
with the tremendous driving talent 
that Gordon possesses, but some­
times even he needs that little extra 
boost that can be found in the pits. 
Last Sunday may have been one of 
the greatest calls that was ever 
made from a crew chief. 

A late caution flag carne out as 
Dale Jarrett was leading the race 
and the threat of rain increasing. It 
seemed for sure that none of the 
leaders would pit and that they 
would all stay out on the track to 
maintain valuable track position. 
For sure Jarrett did as he followed 
the pace car out of tum four toward 
the start/fmish line until suddenly 
Gordon's Dupont Chevrolet 
ducked down on to pit road after 
being summoned by crew chief 
Ray Evemharn. It seemed that the 
rest of the leaders were following 
the lead of Gordon and pitting for 
tires and fuel. Jarrett quickly turned 
down onto pit road to follow the 
rest of the lead pack in, only to find 
himself losing the lead and having 
to be in the role of running down 
the leader once again. 

Evemharn used the pit stop to 
tighten up a very loose race car and 
put his driver in position to win not 
only the race but to claim the ever­
elusive Winston Million. Ray's call 
not only put his driver in position 
to go for the win, it essentially put 
Jarrett out of contention as he exit­
ed the pit without the lead. 

Evemharn has won more than 
one race for Gordon. In fact, it was 
in 1994 that he took a gamble with 
a two-tire-only call for the final pit 
top of the Coca-Cola 600 at 

Charlotte Motor Speedway, giving 
Gordon the track position neces­
sary to win his first Wmston Cup 
race. 

The Gordon-Evernham team 
got its beginnings in the Busch 
Series when Gordon began driving 
the Fords of Bill Davis and 
Evemharn was hired as his crew 
chief. From the beginning the two 
hit it off and it was apparent to 
everyone involved in the sport that 
his duo had a chemistry that would 
one day result in victories and 
championships. 

Rick Hendrick stole Gordon 
from Davis and Ford in 1992 and 
put him in his new Dupont team. 
Hendrick asked Gordon if he had 
any idea who he wanted for a crew 
chief, and the young driver imme­
diately askoo for Evemharn. 

If you have ever listened on a 
scanner at the race then you know 
that Evemham is more than just a 
crew chief to Gordon. Ray not only 
calls the pit stops, at times he moti­
vates and calms the excited emo­
tions of the young driver. 

Sunday's win was number nine 
for the team this year and put 
Gordon back into first place in the 
point standings. With Ray calling 
the shots with nine races to go it 
would seem that Mark Martin or 
any other driver would have to be 
at the top of their game to take the 
championship away from the 
Evemharn-Gordon combination.

Jeff Burton got alongside, but I 
blocked him, and before he could 
catch back up it was too late. He 
shouldn't get too mad at me. There 
was a million dollars on the line."

For it was 
Richmond-based Junie Donlavey 
who saw the potential in Schrader 
to make it in NASCAR racing 13 
years ago. 

Schrader was racing late model 
Fords when he decided to pursue a 
ride in the Winston Cup series. He 
met Michael Kranefuss and Lee 
Morse. both Ford Racing execu­
tives at the time, and kept in con­
tact with them. They introduced 
Schrader to Elmo Langley in 
1984. 

"I rented Elmo's Ford for five 
races in 1984," says Schrader. "We 
ran Atlanta, Charlotte, North 
Wilkesboro, Michigan, and 
Nashville. I ran out of money after 
three races, even with the financial 
help of some friends. Elmo let us 
run the last two races anyway.

September is Farm Safety Awareness Month

Farming accidents claimed the 
lives of 33 Kentuckians in 1996, 
while injuring hundreds more. 

September is Farm Safety 

Awareness Month, so I would like 
to remind all farmers of the impor­
tance of keeping themselves, their 
families and their employees safe. 

Because farming is as much a 
lifestyle as an occupation, the entire 
family, including children and 
"senior citizens," are exposed to the 
many hazards associated with the 
agricultural workplace. 

In addition to the recognized 
problems with traumatic injury and 
death in agricullure, there are seri­
ous issues relating to the health of 
those who work in farming. Health 
problems associated with agricul­
ture include hearing loss, arthritis, 
cancer, respiratory disease, infec­
tions, pesticide-related problems 
and emotional stress and depres-

sion. Noise, dust and exposures to 
toxins ranging from sunlight to 
agrichemicals account for many of 
the problems listed above. 

Unlike most other industries, the 
majority of our farms are exempt 
from the enforcement of many gov­
ernment safety and health regula­
tions. Farm families, therefore, 
must take on the responsibility of 
educating family members and 
workers about hazards, and imple­
menting safety practices that pre-

vent injuries and illness. 
During the month of September, 

the Extension Office will be hosting 
different activities to make people 
more aware of the importance of 
safety on the farm and at home. 

A Safety Field Day will be held 
on September 13. We have a lot of 
great activities planned like a fire­
man rodeo, safety demonstrations 
and displays set up by different 
agencies where you can pick up lots 
of useful information. 

The field day will be held in the 
back parking lot of the Prestonsburg 
Wal-Mart from I 0 a.m. to 3 p.m.

"She designed that chair her­
self. It increases the efficiency of 
how she performs her specific 
job," said Vaulty Tyree, manager 
of Continental Metal Specialties 
Inc. in Stanton. 

''Increasing efficiency" has 
become the watchword in Tyree's 
shop. which makes cartridges for 
laser printers built by Lexmark Inc. 
in Lexington. Continental Metal 
Specialties (CMS) have restruc­
tured its assembly system to identi­
fy and eliminate wasteful proce­
dures. 

CMS joined the ranks of more 
than I 00 manufacturing plants 
statewide that are pursuing "lean 
manufacturing," a philosophy 
designed to improve productivity. 
Among the companies are the phi­
losophy's founding firm, Toyota 
Motor Manufacturing Co., which 
employs some 6,000 workers at its 
Georgetown plant, to smaller com­
panies like R/S Truck Body Co. in 
Allen and Clark Material Handling 
Co. in Lexington. 

Lean manufacturing is a pro­
gram launched by Toyota and the 
University of Kentucky's Center 
for Robotics and Manufacturing 
Systems to help improve the com­
petitiveness of Kentucky firms. 
Manufacturing Systems to help 
improve the competitiveness of 
Kentucky firms. Manufacturing 
specialists from UK work with 
large and small companies to iden­
tify and restructure inefficient pro­
duction areas. 

According to Rod Heard, lean 
manufacturing program manager at 
UK, the program works with man­
ufacturing plants of any size. 
"Typically we work in plants with 
100, 150, even 300 people, but it 
works at small plants, too. 
Actually, even at large plants, what 
we usually concentrate on is a 
small area. Then we'll spread into 
other areas," Heard said. 

UK became involved back in 
the early 1990s, when Tom Lester,

dean of the UK College of 
Engineering, met a Toyota official 
at a Georgetown civic club meet­
ing. Just a few years earlier, Toyota 
had opened its Camry plant in 
Scott County, and the official invit­
ed Lester to spend a few days 
working on the assembly line. 

Lester and officials at the 
Toyota plant then began discussing 
the company's manufacturing phi­
losophy, which was geared to min­
imize waste, both in terms of how 
manpower was assigned to tasks 
and in how materials were used 
and discarded. 

The methods helped Toyota 
maintain a healthy level of prof­
itability. But company officials 
also realized that they relied on 
part suppliers who also could ben­
efit from using the lean manufac­
turing approach. And sharing the 
approach ultimately would benefit 
Toyota: By helping to increase 
efficiency in the suppliers' opera­
tions-and reducing the suppliers' 
own operating costs-Toyota 
would itself benefit from higher 
quality supplies. 

Working initially through 
Lexington Community College, 
UK set up its program to spread the 
word about lean manufacturing. 
"We established an eight-member 
core group of faculty and exten­
sion engineers," Heard said. 

In 1994, the Center for Robotics 
and Manufacturing Systems 
designed a day-long simulation 
program where company execu­
tives make a mock product using 
traditional manufacturing meth­
ods. Then they make the same 
product using the lean manufactur­
ing approach. The increase in effi­
ciency has amazed the 3,000 exec­
utives who have participated in the 

simulations, Heard said. 
Two years ago, Tyree and other 

CMS officials attended a simula­
tion. 

"We got excited by what we 
saw," Tyree said. 

The simulation helped Tyree 
and other CMS officials to realize 
their manufacturing process was 
inefficient. They had several work­
ers putting together various sec­
tions of the cartridges, and the 
workers were becoming bogged 
down by the time it took. 

"In the old way, we may have 
had six people doing the same 
thing. That meant each worker 
needed the same kind of work 
bench, the same tools, "Tyree said. 

Both Tyree and UK's Heard 
emphasized that plant workers 
must be brought into the decision­
making process. Patricia Hall's 
pneumatic chair was her contribu­
tion. 

CMS restructured its assembly 
approach to assign each worker to 
perform a specific task in making a 
cartridge. 

When the worker finishes his 
task, he passes the cartridge to a 
colleague, whose task builds on the 
previous worker's. The new sys­
tem also reduced the amount of 
tools and parts the company must . 
provide to its workers. 

"The new process greatly 
reduces the time it used to take to 
do the same job," he said. He esti­
mated a 6 to 7 percent increase in 
productivity. 

The increased efficiency of 
CMS's system has improved the 
company's relationship with 
Lexmark, he noted. "It's improved 
the quality of the finished prod­
uct," something Lexmark officials 
appreciate, Tyree said.

Have you ever seen a shooting star at night? 
If you have, then you've seen a meteor. A 
meteor is a speck of rock from outer space 
that falls into the Earth's atmosphere. VVhen 
the rock enters the atmosphere, it heats up. 
When the rock gets hot enough, it begins to 
glow, and the result is a meteor. When many 
meteors happen at the same (or nearly the 
same time), it is called a meteor shov.'er. 

Most meteors don't stay in the sky very 
long. The reason is that they are very small 
(about the size of a grain of sand) and they 
get so hot that they burn completely a\vay. 
Very few meteors are larger, and they don't 
burn up completely. When these meteors hit 
the ground, they are called meteorites. 

Most meteorites are made of rock or 
iron or both. Some just look like ordinary 
rocks, so it can be hard to tell that they are 
meteorites. You don't have to worry about 
being hit by a meteor, though. It's almost 
impossible for this to happen. 

At certain times of the year, meteor showers 
are common. One meteor shower will 
happen this year bet'\lveen August 9 and 
August 13. It's called the Perseid meteor 
shower because many meteors should 
appear in the sky near the constellation 
Perseus. You can read your newspaper to 
know at what time of night the meteor 
shower will occur, and where to look in the 
sky.
