An administrative law judge has
ordered R & S Truck Body of lvel
to reinstate more than 20 employees
who were apparently unlawfully
dismissed in the wake of a union
election in October of 1996.

Judge Steven Chamno, acting on
behalf of the National Labor
Relations Board, has also ordered
the company to re-examine the
election ballots. If the tally shows a
majority in favor of representation
by the National Conference of
Firemen and Oilers, the company
must negotiate, and if the union
vote was defeated, a new election

The mail is on the move to a new home

Neither rain, snow, sleet — or

moving day — will stop delivery of
the mail in Floyd County,

Saturday is moving day for
postal workers in the Prestonsburg
Post Office. The post office is mov-
ing to its new location in Franklin
Corner (named for Benjamin

system), across from the
Prestonsburg Village Shopping
Center on KY 114.

The Prestonsburg office will
remain open this week until 11 a.m.,
Saturday when the doors will be
locked. The Franklin Center office
will open Monday, April 26, at 8
am.

The new post office will add
some new technology to its ser-
vices. When a postal store opens
later this year, POS | equipment
will immediately send sales infor-
mation to postal headquarters in
Washington, D.C. when the local
register rings up a purchase, accord-
ing to Edith Risner, Prestonsburg
postmaster.

Postal patrons at the new office
must enter and exit through a
checkpoint security alarm system.
and cameras located in plastic bub-
bles in the ceiling allow Risner to
keep a tab on action throughout the
post office.

*I can sit in my office and watch
what's going on at all tmes,” she
said.

The post office has all new
equipment, according to Risner.
The new equipment includes post
office boxes — and that has created
some extra work for employees.

“We've had 187 changes in post
office boxes. Some have changed
from large to small box; some have

changed from small to large; some
numbers have disappeared; and we
have some new numbers,” she said.

Those changes have included
The Floyd County Times, which
has gone from a P.0. Box 391 to a
P.O. Box 390 address.

Customers who have large pack-
ages to pick up won't have to stand
in line to wait their turn at the
counter, Risner said. Parcel lockers
will be available for customer con-
venience. Parcels will be stored in

the lockers, and keys to the lockers
will be put into the customer’s reg-
ular mailboxes. Once the key is put
in the storage cabinet’s lock, the
key can't be removed except
through a master key inserted from

the back of the locker by postal
employees.

The new post office will also
have new hours on Saturday, from
9:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.

Although he will be ceremoni-
ously sworn into office this after-
noon at 4:30, Chris Waugh official-
ly took over as Floyd County Clerk
last Friday at 12:01 a.m.

That was a minute after Carla
Boyd made effective her resigna-
tion from the elected position she
had held for 16 years and from the
office she had worked in for 28
years.

Waugh was appointed by Floyd
County Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson, whom he had served as
deputy since January 1. He will
serve as an appointee until the elec-
tion in November, in which he said
he plans to run.

Waugh, 39, served as mayor of
the City of Allen in 1993 and 1994
when he left to become deputy
judge-executive. Last spring, he left
the service of then judge-executive
Ben Hale and worked for the City
of Prestonsburg until Thompson
took office.

His involvement in politics
began, he said, when hé worked as
an ombudsman for former County
Attorney Jim Hammonds in the
early 1990s.

He has also worked in retail
sales and co-owned a business.

The new clerk said he has two
major goals. “I want to make sure
that all money that comes into this
office is properly dispensed and
that we have records to show where
the money went,” he said.

He added that he wants 10 make
sure that everyone who uses the ser-
vices of the clerk’s office is treated
courteously. “I told my staff to treat
everybody the way you would want
to be treated,” he said.

The clerk is the basic record-
keeper for the county. Deeds, mar-
riage licenses, property tax records
and other real estate information,
professional licenses, voter regis-
trations, vehicle and boat licenses,
alcohol beverage licenses, hunting.

Move to ‘move’ Martin spurs optimism

The money hasn’t been appro-
priated yet, much planning still
needs to be done and many ques-
tions remain unanswered, but opti-
mism remains high as the Martin
Redevelopment Task Force looks to
a temative 2004 completion of a
$40-50 million project that would
move the residences and businesses
out of the flood plain in Martin.

The US Armmy Corps of
Engineers has retained Parson
Brinckerhoff Booker Associates
Inc. to prepare a development plan
for the preferred redevelopment
site, as well as a conceptual green-
way plan for the evacuated flood-
way in the existing downtown of
Martin,

David Hafley from PB Booker
Associates said other solutions to
the flooding problem, such as flood
walls and channel widening, were
eliminated because they would

require losing many of the houses
that the city is trying to save.

The plan calls for relocation of
both residential and commercial
property to the Ice Plant Road site
and would involve moving 66
homes, two churches and the com-
mercial buildings in the downtown
arca. The area would then be filled

in to get it out of the 100-year flood
plain,

The Corps of Engineers would
build a site using the community
planning principles plus informa-
tion taken from surveys filled out
by the citizens of Martin to accom-

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"W’wright raises commercial rates for gas

Commercial  customers of
Wheelwright's natural gas will be
paying a higher rate for fuel shortly.

The Wheelwright City
Commission approyed the second
reading of an ordinance 1o raise
commercial rates at its regular ses-
sion Thursday night.

#  The commission raised the price

of natural gas for businesses to
$7.50 per thousand cubic feet. This
rate is aboul the same rate the city
pays for the gas. It becomes effec-
tive after publication of the ordi-
nance. The measure passed 4-1,
with Don Hall voting against it

Discussion over the rates the city
charges for natural gas have taken
place in recent meetings. The city
reportedly charges less for the gas
than it has to pay.

The commission also had the
second reading of an ordinance that
establishes a city police department.

Danny Martin had a question
about the wording of the police
ordinance because he said a civilian
could not be head of the police
department. City attorney Tim
Parker told him Commissioner
Jerry Tackett would be actng as an
agent of the city.

The ordinance was a require-
ment for the city to qualify for state
and federal grants,

The commission was faced with
a $1,700 insurance bill for two vehi-
cles. Commissioners asked city
clerk Mary Ann Slone to see if the
rates could be lowered and instruct-
ed her to take a Chevy Blazer off
the Dist if the bill remained at that
rate. This action reduced the bill by
about one haif.

The commission opened bids for
purchase of two vehicles. Both bids
were rejected. One was for $2 and
the other was for $200. The com-
mission decided to use the vehicles
within other departments in the city.

The commission reviewed

Ordinance 295 which deals with
public nuisance or health hazards
on land within the city through the
accumulation of rubbish or the,
excessive growth of weeds or grass
or junk vehicles,

The members discussed exam-
ples that violated this ordinance and
directed city policeman Danny
Martin to serve notice on violators.
The fines can be from $10 to $100.
Each day's continued violation shall
constitute a separate offense,

The homeowner has five days to
abate the nuisance unless it is a
health danger which must be
removed within 24 hours.

The commission recommended
three people 1o sit on the ethics
board, They are Hubert Farmer,
Bruce Johnson and Bill Meade.
These people will let city clerk
Mary Ann Slone know if they can
serve. If they cannot serve, other
people will be recommended at the
next meeting.

The commission approved con-

tract labor for people who worked
during the spring cleanup. Mayor
Marlee Samons reminded people
that they should check with the city
clerk to apply for such jobs when
they come up.

The commission approved a
$20-a-month allowance to Danny
Martin for cleaning and polishing
supplies for the city cruiser. Martin
had been buying these items out of
his awn money.

Samons announced that the city
would be ready for work on the city
water supply. The city received a
$188.000 grant to make improve-
ments on the system,

Greg and Jennifer Little told the
commission that they were being
asked to pay more than other resi-
dents 1o have water installed. The
Littles said the going rate for other
residents was $250 for water and
$250 for sewage, but they were told
it could cost them as much as
$1,200. They asked the commission
to look into the problem promptly

Workers

would talk with The Times about
the matter, but yesterday the
spokesman said the company
would have no comment.

Three of the former employees,
contacted Monday, said that they
had received no offer from R & S.
Ray Knott of McDowell, who said
he was out of work for a year after
his layoff from R & S, said a union
representative told him of the
NLRB judgment, but he has not

been contacted by the company.
Knott is now working for Benson
Manufacturing.

Craig Hall of Teaberry said
when he was laid off by R & S, he
was told that the layoff was tem-
porary and that it was because of
“slow orders.” But he was never
called back, although he believes
the company has since hired other
workers.

and is now a temporary employee
with the state Division of Forestry.
Hall said he had not even been
contacted by the union regarding
the NLRB judgment.

Ronnie Castle of Hueysville
was also among the employees
who lost their jobs after the union
election. He said he suffered a
heart attack about a month after
the layoff and has not worked
since. He said he has had no word
from R & S.

* The company was also ordered
to expunge its files of any refer-
ences (o the “unlawful suspensions
and/or discharges” or “unlawful
layoffs"” of the men. It was also ta
notify the men in writing that the
references had been taken from
their files.

R & S officials were also
ordered to “cease and desist” from
any activity that might interfere
with union organization, according
to Judge Charno’s order.
Specifically, they were told not to
interrogate employees about union
activity and not to threaten
employees with such things as job
loss, layoff, reduced bonuses,
plant closure or relocation.

Officials also cannol promise
benefits for refraining from union
aclivity or imply that some
employees are being kept under
surveillance. Nor can they dismiss
or lay off employees for union
activity.

The activities leading to Judge
Charno's order occurred when the
company was owned by local resi-
dents Bill and Delores Smith. The
vote on October 11, 1996, resulted
in 56 votes against union represen-
tation and 55 in favor, with 19
votes reported 1o be in guestion at
that time,

The Smiths sold R & S to
Standard Auto, a New Jersey-

®, and fishing licenses — all these and

The circus is coming to Charleston. Ringling
Bros. and Barnum and Bailey's caravan will roll up
on April 22 and unload its collection of animals,
shackled and caged, like pieces of furniture from a
Mayflower van.

If you pay to see the show, you will get more than
hot popcorn and a few hours under the big top.
You’'ll walk away with the blood of animals on your
hands. Ringling Bros. is responsible for the deaths of
many animals and has violated the Animal Welfare
Act numerous times. Here are the latest:

January, 1998: Kenny, a baby Asian elephant,
died after he was forced to perform in three shows in
one day even though he was obviously ill. The U.S.
Department of Agriculture (USDA) agreed that Rin-
gling had broken animal protection laws and de-
manded that Ringling pay $20,000 to charities help-
ing elephants.

January, 1998: Trainer Graham Chipperfield shot
a Bengal tiger to death after the animal attacked
Chipperfield's brother Richard during a publicity

photo session. Chipperfield subdued the tiger and
put him in his cage, then took a shotgun and blasted
him five times, shouting profanities at the tiger as he
died. Chipperfield later resigned.

February, 1999: As Ringling workers unloaded
the animals in Norfolk, Virginia, a horse collapsed
and died on the street. An employee from People for
the Ethical Treatment of Animals (PETA) was video-
taping the unloading and caught the incident on tape.
Circus personnel cursed and shouted at the camera-
man in an effort Lo stop the documentation of one of
their animals dying.

Please don't give your money to Ringling Bros.
Take in a movie, read a book, go rollerblading. Or
take the kids (who are too young to understand that
animals are exploited for money) and go for a walk.
Enjoy vour freedom. If enough of us stay away, prof-
iteering animal abusers will fold vp their tents and
g0 home.

REPUBLICAN BUDGET INADEQUATE

Editor:

Our nation today faces a decision that we have
not faced in quite some time—how best to manage
our budget surplus. We are starting to learn that man-
aging a surplus may be more difficult than managing
a deficit, because 0. many people want a piece of the
pie. That's why we must maintain the same fiscal re-
sponsibility that has been the hallmark of the past six
years, while ensuring that those government services
that people rely on are not compromised.

The current budget proposal by the majority in
Congress is misguided on both counts. While heed-
ing the President’s call to reserve most of the surplus
to shore up Social Security, it puls some important
programs in the back seat and doesn't even allow
Medicare in the car. The proposed budgets cuts dis-
cretionary spending by 12 percent, which, if it is ap-
plied evenly across the board, would jeopardize
many USDA programs that touch the lives of every
American,

The budget threatens the safety of the nation’s
food supply by slowing down inspections through
layoffs and furloughs, delaying the modemization of

the safety of the food supply, that in turn will ad-
versely impact our farmers and ranchers.

This budget compromises our ability to help
farmers and ranchers protect and manage land and
water. USDA environmental technical assistance
would be available to 187,000 fewer farmers. We
would have to cut back on the amount of land we
treat for soil erosion.

The budger will force us to put fewer conserva-
tion systems in place and apply conservation tillage
to 1.7 million fewer acres. It threatens our ability to
continue and expand the Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram, the Wetland Reserve Program and the Farm-
land Protection Program.

Many of America’s farmers need USDA's ser-
vices now more than ever, but the majority’s plan
could reduce by 16 percent the local USDA staff
who help farmers get the loans they need to run their
businesses.

Research is given short shrift, even though it has
played a vital role in helping our farmers produce
more food on less land, with less water, fewer pesti-
cides, and at @ lower cost. We could be forced to

Unemployment rates fall in 61 counties

Unemployment rates fell in 61
Kentucky  counties  between
January and February, rose in 48
and stayed the same in 11, accord-
ing to the Department for
Employment Services, a Cabinet
for Workforce Development
agency.

From February 1998 1o
February 1999, jobless rates
dropped in 92 counties, went up in
25, and stayed the same in
Campbell, Lawrence and Spencer
counties. In February of this year,
12 counties had jobless rates at or
above 10 percent.

Woodford County’s 1.3 percent
jobless rate was the lowest in the
commonwealth. Other low rates

were recorded in Jessamine
County, 1.5 percent; Oldham
County, 1.7 percent; Fayette

County, 2 percent; Franklin and
Scott counties, 2.2 percent each;
Shelby and Washington counties,
2.5 percent each; and Anderson,
Mason and Trimble counties, 2.7
percent each.

Taylor County recorded the
state's highest unemployment rate -
19.4 percent. It was followed by
Russell County, 17.5 percent;
Lewis County, 16.9 percent; Elliott
and Green counties, 16,4 percent

There are four different kinds of
bare-root tree seedlings currently
available: spruce, birch, maple and
the tulip tree. All of these trees are of
premiumi. quality, average 10-24"
tall, and all are USDA certified. The
specific type of tree participants
receive depends upon their climate
zone. Each person gets five trees for
free: those living in recovering dis-
aster areas qualify for up to 25 trees
per household, Each group of trees
comes packaged with tree planting
instructions and a fertilizer sample.

Homeowners living near selected
distribution sites can come in person
to pick-up their tree seedlings; these
participants will be given distribu-
uon locations and other detailed
information. Those outside of the
distribution locations can have their
{ree trees boxed up, root pruned, and
mailed to them for the cost of ship-
ping and handling which is less than
five dollars. Orders placed electrom-
cally and by mail after the deadline
will be processed the next planting
season.

While the majority of people in
Pikeville on Friday were caught up
in Hillbilly Days, about 35 parents,
teachers and administrators from
eastern  Kentucky gathered at the
Landmark Inn to discuss and take a
portion of the Commonwealth
Accountability  Testing  System
®(CATS) test that students are taking
across the state of Kentucky the
next two weeks,

The purpose of the meeting was
0 give vpdated information about
the test and let participants get a feel
for what it is like to take the test.
These meetings were held across
the state. Even Gov. Paul Patton
took part in the session at Lexington
(and missed the math question).

One big change in the new ver-
sion of the test is a multiple-choice
section that will count. In the past

this part was given but was not used
in assigning scores. Now this por-
tion will count 33 percent of the
total score.

The new test also gives varying
degrees of credit for students scor-
ing in the novice and apprentice cat-
egories. Previously, schools
received no credit if they moved
students from a low novice 1o a high
novice. In reading, math, science,
and social studies only: 0 points for
non performance, 13 points for mid
novice, 26 for high novice, 40 for
low apprentice, 60 for mid appren-
tice, 80 for high apprentice, 100 for
proficient, and 140 for distin-
guished.

In writing, only one score is
siven for portfolio based on specif-
ic criteria. Portfolio scores are
assigned as novice, apprentice, pro-
ficient or distinguished.

Tests in arts and humanities,
practical living and vocational stud-
ies have fewer items and do not
intend to produce student score but
only a school store.

According to Bill Weinberg of
Hindman, member of the state
Board of Education, the test has

ability more acceptable to school
personnel and by the fact that the
test had input from teachers. Every
teacher in the state was sent a letter
that asked for input into the creation
of the test.

Joyce Watson, Floyd County sci-
ence and math supervisor., was part
of the team that constructed the test.
She said there was much more
sophistication in the analysis of test
items. She said each item was test-
ed before it appeared on the test,
and if an item were tested and 95
percent of the students missed the
question, it would be pulled as
being too difficult. The same thing
would happen to questions that
were [0o easy.

When parents asked about track-
ing the success of an individual stu-
dent, Watson suggested that parents
start with the scores on the CTBS
test that are given at the exit of pri-
mary, sixth and ninth grades. This
test gives parents some idea how
their child is doing compared to stu-
dents across the nation.

At the high school level, Watson
said parents could use SAT or ACT
scores as an indication of what their
students are learning,

Participants Friday took a sev-
enth grade test with four multiple
choice questions and one open
response.

Here is the multiple choice math
question:

QUESTION: A pennant in the
shape of a triangle is 16 on its
longest side. The next longest side

is 4 feet shorter, The shortest side i3
1/4 the sum of the other two sides,
What is the perimeter of the pen-
nant?

In many divorees, for instance,
one spouse doesn’t want the mar-
riage to end and may have labored
hard to salvage it

Such folks suffer tremendous
feelings of abandonment. They
grieve as if there's been a death in
the family.

Indeed, research strongly indi-
cates that many children of divorce
suffer enormously,

Adolescents tend to become
angry, rebellious and withdrawn
from their parents. Younger chil-
dren can blame themselves for the
divorce. Children routinely fall
into poverty after the family sphts
up.
A third of the children of
divorce become clinically
depressed, Barbara DaFoe
Whitehead contends in her book,
The Divorce Culture, as quoted in
Real Life.

For many kids, the pain and
uncertainty never really go away.

Even after they become adults,
they often find it difficult to estab-
lish meaningful marriages of their
own, They're still forced to argue

Prestonsburg High School students
help students throughout system

There 1s a sense of excitement on
the Prestonsburg High School cam-
pus as 20 students prepare to man a
Technology Help Desk (THD) that
will be beneficial 10 all public
schools in the county.

Principal Coy Samons. saw an
article about a similar program in
Pike County at Pike Central High
School and decided such a program

& Would fit the student body at PHS.

After coordination with Debbie

Dixon, Floyd County technology
director. and interim superintendent
Woodrow Amold Carter, Samons
got the go-ahead for the project.
Floyd and Pike are the only two
counties in the state with a program
of this type.

Instructor Tommy Poe will coor-
dinate the work of the 20 students
as they receive calls from the school
technology coordinators (STC) and
try to walk them thorough a solu-
tion to the problem.

If the problem involves work
that must be done at the repair shop,

the THD person will write up a
work order and fax a copy to the
calling school and one copy to
Inacomp, the vendor who has the
district’s maintenance contracl.
Using a computer program, the
students can see what servers are
working in the county. (A serveris a
lead computer that allows other net-
worked computers to operate.) If a
student is on another screen and a
server goes down, the student will
get a siren sound indicating that a
server has gone down. The student
can go to that seréen and see which

school is having trouble.

By performing these services,
THD students frée up teachers to do
more teaching and less trouble
shooting, as STC will be doing a
one-stop shop for computer prob-
lems.

The students (all are juniors and
seniors) who man this station had to
go through a rigorous process to be
chosen. All students are volunteers
and were chosen on grades, attitude,
and desire. Then the students were
interviewed by the principal, the
guidance counselor and Poe.
Students and their parents signed a
contract.

The students were given a stan-
dard business critena to follow: be
professional, courteous, positive
and prompt.

Dixon, Carter, Poc and others
who talked about the program
stressed the values gained by the
THD personnel. Some of those ben-
efits include business skills, people
skills. phone skills, oral communi-
cation skills, time management
skills, plus the knowledge learned
about computer architecture and
trouble-shooting techniques that
will be useful to them in the work
force.

Interim  superintendent/state
manager Amold Woodrow Carter
said he was excited by the project.
“You have kids doing $40,000
worth of work — for grades, and
the project contains buzz words
found in the Kentucky Education
Reform Act (KERA)."

“This will be most helpful to
STCs at every school,” said Terri
Hall from Prestonsburg Elementary.

Answers about new area code

Q. Why do we need a new area
code?

A. Because the 606 region is
experiencing number exhaustion,
out of prefixes
(606/765-4321). If we do not
implement a new area code, there

ﬂﬂ.avcmuaﬂy be no more num-

18 available to assign to new cus-
LOMETS.

Q. There are a lot of numbers,
why are we running out?

A, Increased growth, new ftech-
nology, and the current numbering
system all contribute to number
exhaustion. With the way numbers

- are currently assigned by NANPA

(the North American Numbering
Plan Administrator), each new
«company that enters the local tele-
phone market is assigned & block of
10.000 numbers. Because many
companies are entering the local
markel, (since the

Telecommunications Act of 1998
made it possible), the numbers are
being depleted in blocks of 10,000
al a time.

Q. What will the new area code
he?

A, We do not know yet, Once
the Public Service Commission for-
mally orders a new area code for
the 606 region, NANPA will assign
the new code for the area.

(. Will I have to change my tele-
phone number?

A. If the PSC implements a
split, there will be customers in the
new area that will have to change
their -area code, but not their tele-
phone number,

(. Is a split the only aption?

A. No. Another option is to
overlay the existing 606 region.
That would not require anyone to
change their area code, but would
require 10-digit dialing for all calls,
including local calls. When an
overlay was discussed in the 502
region, citizens in that part of the
state vehemently opposed 10-digit
dialing, saying it would be confus-
ing and even dangerous (o certain
demographic groups, particularly
children. The Commission Order
that resolves to split the 502 region
states, “The Commission believes
that the entire state of Kentucky
should utilize the same dialing pat-
iern (o reduce confusion.” Because

of the public opposition te ten-digit
dialing, and in order (0 preserve
consistency in dialing patterns
statewide, a split will most likely
be the preferred option for the 606
region.,

Q. Has the decision already
been made for the 606 region?

A, No. The PSC will not make a
decision until all the public meet-
ings have taken place and the pub-
lic has had an opportunity to voice
questions and concermns.

A. The public meetings will be
held to explain to the general pub-
lic why the 606 area code region
needs a new area code, and what
the options are for relief. After the
presentation by Commission staff,

for region

the public will have an opportunity
1o speak 1o the Commission.

Q. Will the "decision makers”
be there?

A. Yes. The Public Service
Commission 1s led by three
Commissioners; Chairman B, J.
Helton, Vice-Chairman Ed Holmes,
and Commissioner Gary Gillis. At
least one of the Commissioners will
be at each of the meetings.

If you were around last time,
you'll recall that the discussion was
begun about co-dependency in rela-
tionships, as it impuacts on addic-
tions. It Is most important for fami-
ly members of addicts to understand
their role in their family's dysfunc-
tioning and what they need to do to
contribute to positive change, The
“controller,” (most often the
addict), and the “enabler,” usually a
family member, must decide to
work together as a team o obtain
their common goal; i.e,, learning to
take responsibility for his/her
behaviors and allow others to do the

Jim Calhoun/Owner, Manager

same. A most important component

is for the enabler to be aware of

behaviors that tend to support the
dysfunctional situation

Several behaviors have been
identified as typical of enablers.
One is Rationalizing—the enabler
makes attempts to understand the
addict as unusual but normal, Some
“reason” is used to explain their use
of substance. Usually the enabler
will evaluate, diagnose, label, and
blame the situation away. Most
importantly, feelings are avoided.
“He doesn’t drink that much that
often, After all, his buddies were
drinking when he came in."”

A second behavior is Projecting;
the addict’s problems are ignored
and the stress is on the enabler’s

inadequacies. “If you wouldn't
push and nag me so much, I'd be all
right, You're enough to drive any-
one to drink.”

A third typical behavior of
enablers is Avoiding, such as when
the enabler stops all contact or feed-
back, represses feelings, and keeps
the addict’s problems secret. *"We'll
make sure that your mom and dad
don’t find out about this. What hap-
pens at our house is our business.”

A fourth major type of enabling
behavior is Controlling techniques
to decrease the likelihood of
addict abusing the substance
choice.

The enabler is prone to react, try
to manipulate social events, directly
control the substance’s availability,

such as pouring the liquor out, lec-
ture, problem-solve, question,
threaten, beg, and command.
Sometimes, the enabler gives up
and joins in the consumption of the

substance. Now (wo are using
instead of one.
Now, the guestion becomes,

“What to do?" Does the enabler
continue the situation as it is—
wishing and hoping that things will
“someday” change”

How many times does one swal-
low one’s feelings, turn the other
cheek, and look the other way in
order to stay in a very demeaning
sitnation of living with an addict?
Which choice is the best and how 1s
it made? Is it better to be lonely or
live in misery? What do you think?

[ know that spring is truly here
when 1 see the webbing of the first
eastern tent caterpillar nests.
Defoliation of trees, building of
unsightly nests in trees, and wan-
dering caterpillars crawling over
plants, walkways, and roads cause
this insect to be a pest in the late
spring and early summer.

These insects overwinter as eggs
in shiny, black egg masses wrapped
around pencil-size or smaller tree
branches. The caterpillars are usual-
ly seen on wild cherry, apple, and
crabapple trees, but may be found
on hawthorn, maple, birch, cherry,
peach, apple, pear and plum, as
well.

The caterpillars are social and
like to stay together after they
hatch, Caterpillars from one egg
mass (150-400 caterpillars) spin a
silken tent in the crotch of a tree.
Caterpillars from two or more egg
masses may unite to form one large
colony. During the heat of the day
or rainy weather, the caterpillars
remain within the tent. They emerge
to feed on leaves in the early mom-
ing, evening, or 4t night when it is
not too cold.

Tent caterpillars can nearly defo-
liate a tree when numerous; the tree
will usually recover and put out a
new crop of leaves. In the land-
scape, however, nests can become
an eyesore, particularly when
exposed by excessive defoliation.

The larvae are hairy caterpillars,
black with a white stripe down the
back, brown and yellow lines along
the sides, and a row of oval blue
spots on the side. As the larvae feed
on the foliage, they increase the size
of the web until it is a foot or more
in length. In four to six weeks the
caterpillars are full grown and 2 to
2 172 inches long. At this time, they
begin to wander away from the nest
in search of protected areas to spin
a4 cocoon.

Prevention and early control is
very important. Removal and
destruction of the egg masses from
omamentals and fruit trees during
winter greatly reduces the problem
next spring. In the early spring.
small tents can be removed and
destroyed by hand. Larger tents
may be pruned out and destroyed or
removed by winding the nést upon
the end of a stick. It is best to do this
around dusk or early in the morning
when the caterpillars are in the tent,
Burning the tents out with a torch is

heat can damage the tree,

For larger trees or trees that have
several nests, a spray may be need
ed. Young caterpillars can be killed
by applying an insecticide contain-
ing Bacillus thuringiensis var
kurslaki. Other insecticides include
carbaryl, methoxychlor, and
Malathion. Larvae within the tents
are protected beneath the webbing
and are more difficult to kill with an
insecticide,

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Governor announces plans for prisons in Elliot, Knott

1Gov. Paul Patton announced
recently plans (o construct two
medium-security prisons — one
each in Elliott and Knott counties.

“Building the prisons in Knott
and Elliott counties.” the governor
said, “allows the state to take
advantage of two areas that have a
readily available workforce to staff
the facilities. By locating these

was expanded to include growth
projections in Kentucky’s prison
population through 2014,

“Our study looked not only at the
cost of construction but the poten-
tial economic benefits to the state,”
Patton said. “We’ve concluded that
the best solution, even though the
costs are slightly more, is to build
two 895-bed expandable prisons,

one in each county.

“They'll open by the summerf of
2003 with available space to double
by 2007 o meet projected need.
This option gives the state the flex-
ibility it needs to address the pro-
jected growth of our prison popula-
tion without risking unused space
should that population change,” he
said.

The study found that the cost of
an expandable B895-bed prison
would be $95,281,257 in Knott

County and $88.548.426 in Elliot
County. The Knott County plan
costs more per bed because of the
additional site preparation needed
on an old strip mine where the
prison will be built,

The location in Elliott County is

land previously used for agriculture
and less expensive to develop,

All economic benefitls were
based on operating costs projected
by the Department of Corrections
— including salaries and operating
expenses, The primary benefit to
the state is in tax revenues received
from income and sales taxes.

The cost estimates were included

in preliminary budget figures pre-
sented to the Capital Planning
Advisory Board today for inclusion
in the state’s six-year capital plan.
Funds of $3.4 million for the design
of the prisons is in the state budget
for this biennium. Additional
money for construction will be
sought in the next biennial budget
for the two 895-bed facilities.

much-needed prisons in these par-
ticular counties we stand to make a
positive impact on each local econ-
omy,” Patton added.

A study, required by a provision
in the budget passed by the 1998
General Assembly, evalvated spe-
cific sites in both counties to deter-
mine the feasibility of building two
895-bed prisons in either or both
counties or a 1790-bed facility at
one site.
