.14-year-old dies of nteningitis

A young Beaver man died last 
week, the victim of a type of bac­
terial meningitis, which mimics 
the flu and is contagious. 

Clifford Dexter ''Cliff' Daniels, 
14, son of Cliff and Deedra 
Hamilton died Wednesday at the 
Appalachian Regional Hospital in 

WMcDowell. 
Preliminary autopsy results 

indicate that he died of mening­
goccal meningitis, Floyd County 
Coroner Roger Nelson said. The 
disease can be transported by close 
physical contact and by airborne 
droplets from the patients, Nelson 
said. 

Nelson and officials at the 
Floyd County Health Department 
stressed that the disease is spread 
by being "very near" the patient­
not casual contact. A person will 

• not get the disease simply by 
walking by the patient, Nelson 
said. 

Peggy Dixon of the state Health 
Department in Frankfort said the 
formal name of the disease is neis­
seria meningitidis. She said this 
was the most dreaded form of the 
disease, with a fatality rate 
between five and 15 percent. 

Jane Bond of the Floyd County 
Health Department said the source 
of the disease has not been found. 
Bond added that the long incuba­
tion period (seven days) makes the 

job of finding the source a difficult 
one. 

The disease that claimed 
Daniels is the most common bac­
terial infection form of meningitis 
in young people, according to Dr. 
Alice C. Thornton, infectious dis­
ease specialist at the University of 
Kentucky Med.cal Center. 
Thornton said medical personnel 
are unable to "culture" the disease 
in 30 to 50 percent of cases. 

Power-less 

Nelson said the key to treating 
the disease is early detection. 
Thornton added that a "classical 
rash'' on a person's extremities is a 
sign of the disease. "By that point, 
the person is pretty ill," the UK 
physician said. "The rash should 
signal to get immediate medical 
attention." 

Coroner Nelson said the dis­
ease causes the same symptoms as 
other illnesses that run their course 

and then disappear. The symptoms 
include fever, nausea, vomiting 
and Joss of appetite. 

Thornton said " a headache that 
will not go away," combined with 
other symptoms such as shaking 
chills, muscle aches or confusion 
are possible signs of bacterial 
meningitis. Most cases that are left 
untreated, she said, will result in

Paul Patton called for the 
study June 18 after he expressed 
interest in determining how much 
revenue the commonwealth loses to 
Kentucky border states that have 
casinos, video poker and other forms 
of gaming.

The final report is to be presented 
to the governor by December I. The 
study will cost $233,650, and PWCs 
National Gaming Consulting Office, 
based in Philadelphia, will begin its 
work immediately. 

The final phase will assess the 
social impact and social costs that 
gaming could have on the citizens of 
the commonwealth. Social costs will 
be examined for each of the three 
scenarios and will consider such 
issues as compulsive gambling, pos­
sible increased costs for law enforce­
ment, and personal bankruptcies as 
well as other social impacts.

HUD, Agriculture, Labor, 
Transportation and Appalachian 
Regional Commission representa­
tives will meet with the two gover­
nors and others to look for ways to ~ 
create jobs, spur economic devel­
opment, increase affordable hous­
ing, improve transportation, and 
stimulate investments in the 
Appalachian region of Kentucky 
and West Virginia. 

Gov. Patton said, "I view this as 
a watershed event that will mark a 
new phase of the development of 
Appalachia. We have all the ele­
ments necessary to have a varied 
economic activity that could be 
profitable for any company as well 
as the region. The time has now 
come to take advantage and get rid 
of the stereotypes." 

The governor said that President ~ 
Bill Clinton's visit to eastern 
Kentucky in July helped emphasize 
that the Appalachia of today is not 
the Appalachia of 40 years ago. "I 
look forward to this being remem­
bered as the time when our efforts 
to improve Appalachia have taken 
an additional step in a new direc­
tion." 

Patton said the region still needs 
a lot of developmental programs 
provided by the ARC, the federal 
government and the state. "We 
want to continue doing that, con­
currently with new business 
through entrepreneurship and 
through capital investment."

Editorial-

The main reason Washington projects a large budget 
~urplus over the next decade is the spending restraint 
imposed by a 1997 law Uesigned to wipe out long-running 
deficits. 

tJnder the measure, Congress is not supposed to exceed 
spccilied spending limits, which allow for only modest 
budget cxpan~ion . The aim was to "grow" out of the deficit 
by keeping increases in spending below increases in rev­
enues. If lawmakers adhere to the caps, and if the economy 
continues to expand steadily for another 10 years- two 
huge ifs- a theoretical surplus of $2.9 trillion will mate­
rialize. 

Only problem is. Republican leaders on Capitol Hill are 
pressing ahead with wholesale violations of the spending 
ceilings. even as they prepare to enact a 10-year tax cut of 
nearly $800 billion. Unless something is done to restore a 
modicum of fiscal discipline. much of the predicted surplus 
will be squandered before it even surfaces. 

As matters now stand. lawmakers are set to go on a 
multibillion-dollar spending spree. engaging in creative 
budget gimmickry of all stripes to circumvent the spending 
limits. 

A fa,·ored back-door tactic is to declare large chunks of 
outlays as "emergency" appropriations. That means they 
are not counted against the caps. 

GOP leaders recently won two procedural battles to 
declare $4.5 billion in spending on the 2000 census an 
"emergency." Never mind that, for more than two cen­
turies. the Constitution has required a census every 10 
years. House Speaker Dennis Hastert, R-Ill., claimed with 
a straight face that the census met the budget law's defini­
tion of an emergency an "unforeseen, unpredictable and 
unanticipated" need. 

Other routine expenditures labeled as emergency spend­
ing include $3 billion for veterans hospitals and $9 billion 
for a variety of agricultural programs. Altogether, Congress 
has approved $35 billion in dubious emergency expendi­
tures in the last year. 

Breaching the spending caps has become so common 
that most Democrats and Republicans alike have quietly 
accepted their de facto demise. This raises the disturbing 
possibility that lawmakers will repeal the 1997 ceilings, or 
simply ignore them altogether, and return to the kind of 
deficit spending that characterized business as usual in 
Washington for three decades. 

Although there may be room for some adjustment of the 
caps. lifting them entirely would throw away a rare oppor­
tunity to repair Social Security and Medicare. as well as 
provide tax relief for hard-working Americans. The decep­
tive tricks used by lawmakers to evade the limits are even 
worse. because they create the illusion of fiscal discipline 
and perpetuate the myth of large budget surpluses. 

The truth is that there will be no surpluses if Congress 
continues to exploit loopholes in the budget law, throwing 
fiscal restraint to the wind. The sad irony is that 
Republican lawmakers in the House and Senate who once 
were champions of fiscal discipline are now avid propo­
nents of wasteful spending on pet projects, and it is 
Democratic leaders who arc crying foul.

Domestic violence is everyone's business

In the five years since the OJ. Simpson trial put 
the issue of domestic violence on America's radar 
and TV screens, much progress has been made. The 
Violence Against Women Act, passed just after that 
trial. prov1ded enhanced legal protections for victims 
of domestic violence, funding for training law 
enforcement personnel and judges, and new federal 
criminal penalties for r:ertain acts of domestic vio­
lence. 

Many police departments developed training pro­
grams. and some now have special domestic 'io­
lence response units and have adopted a "zero toler­
ance" approach to prosecuting domestic violence 
crimes. 

Protection orders arc now enforceable nation­
wide, the penalties for violating civil protection 
orders arc more severe. and judges are regularly 
imposing sanctions. 

Misconceptions that domestic violence affects 

only poor. uneducated, minority women have been 
replaced by an understanding that domestic violence 
occurs in all socio economic and ethnic groups. 

The destructive effects of domestic violence on 
children are also now widely recognized, with many 
states requiring courts to consider domestic violence 
when making child custody decisions. Some even 
require courts to presume that it is not in the best 
interests of the children to grant custody to a spousal 
abuser. 

Despite such advances. the statistics are still chill­
ing. Nearly one in three women is physically assault­
ed b)' an intimate partner during adulthood. 
Conservatively. bet\\Ccn one million and four mil­
lion women arc battered each year b) their current or 
ex-partner. Thirt) percent of all \Vomen murdered 
are killed b) a current or former boyfriend or hus­
band. Domestic violence is costing U.S. companies 
an estimated four to five billion dollars per year 
through absentel!ism. l!mployee turnover, higher 
health insurance prl!miums. and the like.

• of Washington, D.C., in May. They 
are the Mt. Airy, Maryland, wife of 
a scientific editor for the National 
Cancer Institute. her murdered 
body left in a car trunk at an airport. 
They are the woman behind you in 
line at the grocery, with makeup 
badly hiding a fresh black eye. 

Yes, progress has been made. 
But it is not enough. Everyone 
needs to get involved. 

Journalists should exercise cau­
tion when reporting on domestic 
violence cases. Rather than portray­
ing the killer as a doting father and 
husband who took his wife's life 
when she left him because he 
"loved her too much,'' the press 
should educate their readers that 
domestic violence is a crime. 

Corporate America should 
refuse to accept the crime of 
domestic violence being perpetrat-

ed against their most important 
asset-their employees-just as 
they refuse to tolerate theft or other 
crimes being committed against the 
company. 

And the rest of us-you and I­
must also take a stand. We must 
report abuse when we see it. We 
must offer support and comfort to 
those we suspect are being abused. 
And we must let it be known that 
we recognize domestic violence to 
be a crime and we expect those who 
commit the violence to be treated as 
criminals. The next time a col­
league says he shoved his wife or 
girlfriend during a "lovers' quar­
rel," let's have the guts to tell him 
"there is no excuse for domestic 
violence."

TO THE CITIZENS OF FLOYD COUNTY: 
On July 16th, 1999, I was sworn in as the first Family Court Judge for Floyd 

County. I will stand for election on November 2nd. Since my swearing in I have 
been setting up the Family Court, handling matters that come before the 
Family Court and in the evenings and on weekends, visiting with as many of 
you as possible. 

I am married to Martin "Marty" Osborne, a Prestonsburg attorney. We have 
two children, Jackson, 8, c;tnd Clara, 6. We live on Mill Branch on Middle Creek. 
I have practiced law in Floyd County since January, 1987. Many of you already 
know me. If you do not know me, please ask anyone who does about my char­
acter and qualifications. This job is important to me, and it is also impor­
tant to Floyd County. 

As the Family Court is new to Floyd County, please let me explain what it 
is, how it benefits Floyd Countians, and why I am the right person for this job. 

WHAT IS FAMILY COURT? 
Family Court is a new court presided over by a circuit judge (Family Court 

Judge). It was created by the Legislature and became effective on July 1, 1999. 
Its purpose is to have all non-criminal legal matters affecting families, children and juveniles handled in one court 
and by one judge. Floyd Countians are indeed fortunate to have this court available to them. Some of the mat­
ters which this court handles are divorce, custody, child support, adoption, abuse-neglect-dependency, emer­
gency protective orders, and juvenile status offenders.

This court requires someone with experience; someone who knows the law; someone who is tough 

when necessary but fair, and someone who is compassionate; and it requires someone who is truly interested 
in the problems families, and children in particular, face in sometimes desperate situations. I AM THAT PER­
SON. 

Experience is the foundation of this judgeship. I have previously served as Assistant Floyd County Attorney 
from 1987 to 1990. I also served as Assistant Commonwealth Attorney for Knott and Magoffin Counties. Prior 
to becoming an attorney, I worked with Social Services which is the front line in discovering and eliminating sit­
uations which endanger children's safety and lives. These jobs provide me with invaluable practical experience 
in dealing with families and children in bad situations. In my legal career, I have prosecuted criminal cases, rep­
resented plaintiffs and defendants in civil actions, represented husbands and wives in domestic matters, and 
tried cases in both the Qistrict and circuit courts.

''Too much wrutmg throughout 
the ARH Regional Medical Center" 
was the top issue that resulted from 
the year-long community initiated 
decision making project sponsored 

• by KRADD and endorsed b) the 
ARH Regional Medical Center. 

The project involved interaction 
and discussions with many individu­
als and groups throughout Perry, 
Leslie, Knott, Breathitt, Letcher and 
Floyd counties. This assessment was 
the responsibility of the CIDM coor­
dinator, the Community Health . 

Council, and a market survey. 
The result was an enormous col­

lection of concerns, suggestions, and 
positive comments regarding the 
quality of care and services provided 
by the medical center and other 
health care providers in the area. 

The Community Health Council 
identified four major issues that 
should be addressed by the medical 
center. Each issue includes areas of 
major concern: 

Too much waiting was the num­
ber one issue. The areas of concem 

H you like being frightened-it's 
okay, says new poll of people's fears 

If you like being "a little fright­
ened" every now and then- and 
somehow enjoy feeling that small 
thrill of unease at the back of your 
neck when there's a sudden sound 
in the night - just join the rest of 
us, according to a new national poll 
of people's fears. 

With Friday, the 13th, casting a 
warnmg shadow on this year's 
August calendar, a new Dateline 
News Service survey of what peo­
ple are afraid of - and why -
found that nearly 80 percent of 
Americans polled say they "don't 
mind being frightened every once 

' in a while'' and really look forward 
to it happening when they go to see 
"scary movies" - "The Mummy'' 
was cited as an example - or read 
books master-crafted to inspire fear. 
dread or terror - Stephen King's 
"Bag of Bones," L. Ron Hubbard's 
"Fear," and Thomas Harris' 
"Hannibal" among them. 

As to why Americans like being 
frightened, close to 90 percent of 
the I ,300 respondents polled by 
Dateline News Service, including 
several writers skilled at rousing 
fear of dark places and empty 
rooms. said it was "pure escape" or 

C' "a way of getting out of yourself" 
or a "sudden, bigh-adrenaltne 
release from other concems." 

Principal fears cited in the new 
poll representing 25 percent of 
those surveyed- ranged from high 
places, narrow spaces and insects 
and bugs to elevators, escalators 
and flying. 

and does "scare the daylights out of 
you with a hat. or a stairway." 

As for fear of Friday the 13th, 
the Dateline News Service poll dis­
covered just about everyone has 
experienced some sense of disquiet 
about the date. No one surveyed 
kne\\ exactly why the combination 
of Friday and 13 is considered par­
ticularly menacing - but a little 
more than five percent of those 
polled said they're seriously think­
ing of staying home that day.

Contemporary 
Christian musicians: 

Artists or 
Evangels? 

"I think CCM (Contemporary 
Christian Music) presents us with a 
microcosm of the tensions between 
religion and wider society. We can 
certainly learn that evangelical 
Christianity is not as monolithic as 
it is often presented to be," says 
sociologist Jay Howard, co-author 
of the newly published book 
"Apostles of Rock: The Splintered 
World of Contemporary Christian 
Music." 

In the last decade, 
Contemporary Christian Music has 
become a staple in popular music, 
outselling both jazz and classical in 
stores nationwide. The industry's 
earnings arc nearly $750 million 
prer year, showing that CCM is not 
just a few bands on the church cir­
cuit anymore. 

"Apostles of Rock" looks at 
three distinct views of the role of 
CCM artists. Howard and John M. 
Streck label the first category "sep­
arational," defining the CCM 
artists who see themselves as min­
isters first and foremost and do not 
condone crossing over into main­
stream music such as Amy Grant 
and Michael W. Smith have. 

One writer, criticizing Amy 
Grant's move to mainstream 
remarked, "Has Amy Grant traded 
in hallelujah for hubba hubba?" 
Moralist cntic Jeff Godwin wrote, 
"Michael W. Smith is a product of 
an industry ... he chose to stay in, 
and Satan has marked him for it." 

Howard and Streck consider two 
other types of CCM, which they 
call "integrational" and "transfor­
mational." Artists in these camps 
consider crossing over to main­
stream and artistic value ver) 
important. 

The authors argue that from 
these differences within the indus­
try comes conflict. "I do think the 
tension is actually beneficial for 
CCM. Such tensions drive change 
and improvement," says Howard. 

Howard and Streck found that 
through CCM, young people find a 
way to show their faith and still be 
individuals. "CCM does provide an 
outlet for Christian youth to 
express their world views and 
adopt the role of youth as rebel 
without contradicting their faith. 
It's an interesting paradox," 
Howard points out.

Ford 
claimed eight spots in the final top 
ten with the highest finishing 
Chevrolet belonging to fourth 
place finisher. Jeff Gordon. The 
only other Monte Carlo driver to 
crack the top-ten was Dale 
Earnhardt in lOth place. 

It wasn' t as much the fact that 
Jarrett was able to get his Taurus 
into victory lane a~ it was the way 
he had the field covered for much 
of the race. Jarrett was able to lead 
117 of the 160 laps, and even with 
~ two-tire pit stop late in the race 

was able to drive away from the 
field with case. 

Only five other drivers were 
able to gain the five bonus points 
for leading a lap. The only 
Chevrolet drivers were able to gain 
the five bonus points for leading a 
lap. The only Chevrolet drivers to 
take the point were Jeff Gordon 
and Dave Marcis. Gordon led 24 
laps early after starting from the 

pole and the veteran Marcis was 
able to lead one lap while the front 
runners pitted. 

GM's other entry in the Winston 
Cup \\ars, the Pontiac Grand Prix, 
has shown that it has the muscle to 
run up front with the Fords and the 
results from Indy once again 
proved it. While Chevrolet has 
long been GM's premier entry in 
NA.SCAR. this year the Pontiac 
has proved to be every bit as com­
petitive a team in the series. 

The roots of Ford's dominance 
can be traced back to last season 
with the introduction of the Taurus 
to replace the old reliable 
Thunderbirds. Not only did the 
blue oval boys get a new race car 
last season. they proved that they 
were up to the task of figuring out 
the new "five and five" rule that 
limited the size of the spoiler and 
the height of the front air cam. 

If it wasn't for the incredible 
year that Gordon's Dupont team 
put together last season, Ford 
would have won the prestigious 
Manufacturer's Championship. Six 
Ford drivers combined to win 15 

races in '98. but Gordon almost 
matched that total with 13 victories 
to go along with wins by Chevy 
drivers Dale Earnhardt. Bobby 
Hamilton and Terry Labonte. 

Still the championship battle 
went to the final race of the season 
in Atlanta as Ford was on the edge 
of capturing its second straight 
title. Chevrolet led the champi­
onship chase by two points. and 
with points awarded on a 9-6-4 
basis. a Ford victory would ensure 
the Ford Teams of bringing the tro­
phy to Ford's Dearborn headquar­
ters. 

If Pontiac won the Atlanta race, 
with a Ford finishing next highest, 
the point total would have been 
deadlocked between Chevy and 
Ford. The tie breaker that would 
have been used was the highest 
number of second-place finishes 
during the season. Ford would 
have easily been the victor if it 
came to that as they had posted 20 
runner-up finishes compared to 
only 80 by Chevrolet. 

Of course, that didn't matter as 
Gordon, with the bow tie boys 

holding on to his shirt tails, came 
across the finish line first. 

So what we 'aw at Indy was JUSt 
a continuation of the trend that 
actually started last year with the 
introduction of the Taurus. Next 
season all three makes of cars have 
announced that they will be intro­
ducing a new car in hopes of 
claiming the top spot in the series. 

GM will he using a radically 
new designed Monte Carlo and 
will be outfitting the Pontiacs with 
new front and rear chps. Ford, just 
this past week. unveiled their new 
Taurus that they will be using next 
season in hopes of continuing their 
place at the front of the pack. 

NASCAR doesn't really see 
that much difference in the makes 
that now compete in the series. 
After several sessions of wind and 
dyno testing. NASCAR felt that 
the difference in the three makes 
were just too close to warrant any 
changes. Maybe this time next year 
the same can't be said. Of course, 
that depends on just who does their 
homework over the winter as they 
prepare for the 2000 season.

I guess that's a strange questlon 
when taken out of context, but when 
considered from the point of view for 
those of us involved in athletics, it 
takes on an even greater meaning. 

It used to be that when school 
ended. so did the athletic seasons. Oh 
sure. there's Little League and the like. 
but a-; for school-affiliated sports. sum­
mer was break time. Not any more. 

Whereas in the past the only activi­
ty in the summer was a week-long ba<;­
ketball camp. business has picked up 
in recent years. Now, instead of using 
that single week of camp to raise 
money for a vacation, the camp is just 
another work week for the basketball 
coach. 

Now summer means there are 
camps going on all over the place. 
Everyone hao; them, and they come in 
all shapes and sizes. The individual 
camp is basically open to everybody. 
You don't need a group for this; simply 
show up and go through the drills. 

The team camp is a little different. 
but maybe even more popular than the 
individual camp as we look to the turn 
of the century. Schools either bring 

their team or split their team into two 
squad-; - it doubles the playing time 
for the athletes - and often enter a 
junior varsity team as well. Don't kid 
yourself here. These can be fairly prof­
itable for the hosts. 

The all-star camp is becoming 
more and more popular In theory. 
these are often invitation-only camps. 
but often it's restricted only by a play­
er's willingness to pay to play. 

It's so busy the KHSAA has insti­
tuted a "dead" period. during which 
teams are forbidden from meeting. 

It's also such a busy time that local 
baseball organizations suffer from lack 
of athletes. 

Camps and their not-so-distant 
cousin, the AAU programs, keep bas­
ketball season going year-round, 
which limits the time an athlete has for 
other sports. 

And baseball pays the price. Even 
in Pikeville, which has had a tremen­
dous amount of success on the h1gh 
school diamonds, youth baseball often 
plays second fiddle to basketball and 
the like. Hard to believe the school will 
be able to maintain its baseball success 
- it boasts of five of the 10 regional 
titles in the 1990s - with players 

missing games constantly for basket­
ball practice. 

About the only thing that cuts into 
basketball season is football, which has 
also swung into action. Two-a-days, 
the most dreaded of hyphenations for 
football players, are occupying the 
time of youngsters across the state. 

Football teams, theoretically, aren't 
supposed to begin practice until 30 
days before the season begins. We're 
definitely inside that window now, as 
at least one school was having a grid­
o-rama this weekend. 

And while the coaches and players 
are taxed during the summer, the group 
whose time is most in demand is the 
parents. 

These are the people who are shuf­
fling their children to weightlifting for 
football, then to bac;ketball practice and 
on to ~ Senior League game in the 
evening, all while trying to work, cook 
and clean house. 

Some parents use these basketball 
camps as babysitters. Actually, that's 
not the worst idea ever, because most 
of the time it's much cheaper than day­
care and the kids could learn some­
thing and stay in shape at the same 
time.

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Because children begin to see 
self defense as something you do 
in class, not on the street, they're 
less likely to hurt someone on the 
playground or get into fights, 
says Beasley. The sense of 
respect they gain for their elders 
and peers carries over outside 
class. 

Beasley's personal choice of • 
martial art for young children is 
judo, an art that emphasizes grap­
pling, holding, throwing and trip­
ping. Equally appealing are strik­
ing arts such as karate or tae 
kwon do. 

"When it comes to martial arts 
programs for children, there 
seems to be somethmg for every­
one," he says. 

When shopping for the best 
school or instructor, he suggests. 
ask the question "What arc the 
important things here?" If the • 
instructor talks about character 
development. goal setting and 
scholastic achievement, enroll 
your child in a short term course 
to try it out. 

On the other hand. says 
Beasley. "if the instructor 
answers 'We pretty much win all 
our tournaments, and none of our 
kids get beat up on the play­
ground,' I'd say 'thank you very 
much' and move along." 

On the other end of the spec- • ' 
trum, Tai Chi. a Chinese form of 
internal exercise. appeals to the 
elderly or to people who aren't 
interested in "hard core" exercise 
like jogging or aerobics. says 
Beasley. 

Tai Chi emphasizes slow 
stretching and breathing and 
operates on the Chinese philoso­
phy that strength h built from 
inside. "You may see a Chinese 
man who is quite small in appear­
ance, even frail looking," says 
Beasley. "but he may live to a ~ 
very old age because his internal 
organs are strong." Tai Chi also 
depreciates stress and increases 
muscle tone. 

Many adults aren't interested 
in the deferred gratification of 
traditional martial arts, says 
Beasley. "They want to see inch­
es come off and muscles get 
large. They want 'the bum .... 

In that case, Tae Bo or aerobic 
kickboxing may be just the thing. 

Aerobic kickhoxing. says ~ 
Beasley, develops both the upper 
and lower body, right and left 
side. hands and feet. Benefits are 
both aerobic (the cardiovascular 
system is strengthened) and 
anaerobic (muscles develop when 
punching a bag or pad). 

Tae Bo is a new form of exer­
cise invented by national point 
karate champion Billy Blancks, 
who combined kickboxing with 
elements of dance and put it to 
music. Tae is Korean for "kick," 
and "Bo" is simply short for 
"boxing." 

"People are always looking for 
something new," says Beasley, 
and Tae Bo puts a new twist on 
aerobic dance. which has been 
popular for year ..... It's good for 
aerobic fitness. and the pretend 
fighting - punching and IJcking 
in the air - relieves stress and 
builds confidence. 

Aerobic kickboxing may be 
closer than Tae Bo to being a 
martial art because there is little 
or no dance involved. Rather than 
calling out dance steps, the 
instructor may be warning you of . . .. 

•• 

an 1mag1nary opponent or settmg I', 
up focus pad drills. 

For all their benefits, however, 
neither Tae Bo nor aerobic kick­
boxing should be seen as self 
defense training. says Beasley. 

Although they build strength 
and confidence that could help in 
an attack, both arc limited to 
dramatization - what Bruce Lee 
called "learning to swim on dry 
land." 

" In order to be efficient in self 
defense" says Beasley, ·•you have 
to move from dramatization to 
simulated experience. then to 
hands-on experience, in which ~ 
someone attack:- you. You ha'e to 
be able to use your skills in a 
spontaneous and unrehearsed sit­
uation.'' 

What you do gain from these 
exercise options is a good work­
out and a better outlook on life. 
"That's what physical education 
is all about," says Beasley -
"fee ling better about yourself. 
What it boils down to is learning 
an activity that helps you become 
a better person."

Side by side, the two sat on the piano bench. 
Two healthy hands - one with long, graceful 
black fingers, the other with short. plump white 
ones - moved rhythmicaJly across the ebony 

and ivory keys. Since that day, they have sat 
together over the keyboard hundreds of times -
Margaret's helpless right hand around Ruth's 
back, Ruth's helpless hand on Margaret's knee, 
while Ruth's good hand plays the melody and 
Margaret's good hand plays the accompani­
ment. 

Their music has pleased audiences on televi­
sion, at churches and schools. and at rehabilita­
tion and senior-citizen centers. And on the 
piano bench, more than music has been shared 
by these two. For it was there, beginning with 
Chopin and Bach and Beethoven. that they 
learned they had more in common than they 
ever dreamed - both were great-grandmothers 
and widows (Margaret's husband died in 1985). 
both had lost sons, both had much to give, but 
neither could give without the other. 

Sharing that piano bench, Ruth heard 
Margaret say, "My music was taken away, but 
God gave me Ruth." And evidently some of 
Margaret's faith has rubbed off on Ruth as 
they've sat side by side these past five years. 
because Ruth is now saying, "It was God's mir­
acle that brought us together." 

And that is our story of Margaret and Ruth, 
who now call themselves Ebony and Ivory.

Listening to older folks 
reminisce about things that 
happened, and especially 
about the people those things 
happened to, has made me 
believe that those who grew 
up in Eastern Kentucky coal 
camps in the forties and fifties 
seemed to have developed a 
camaraderie that is conceiv­
ably unprecedented. It's 
almost as if the people of . 
whom they speak were a bit 
larger than life; kind of like 
the way I felt about Roy and 
Gene and The Durango Kid. 

Perhaps this closeness 
stemmed from the fact that 
while every family dealt in its 
own way with the ever-pre­
sent, but seldom spoken of, 
danger that accompanied the 
chief occupation, when disas­
ter did occur, which was far 
too often, the community 
came together as one. Even 
families that were feuding, 
usually because their kids 
were feuding, dropped their 
differences and joined the 
effort to console grieving 
neighbors. 

Now, half a century or so 
later, interest in those times 
when a dime (if you could get 
it) would pay your way into 
the show (a double feature, no 
less) or buy a Spur cola and a 
Jumbo pie (which was a brand 
name for the familiar "moon 
pie" and had a picture of an 
elephant on the wrapper), has 
obviously led to more frequent 
planned gatherings. Although 
one can still hear complaints 
that the only time families get 
together is when someone 
dies, it appears that more and 
more reunions arc being held. 

Of course. reunions of all 
sorts have always been 
around, but it seems that they 
are becoming even more 
prevalent, especially commu­
nity reunions, like those held 
every year at Muddy Branch 
and Van Lear. 

Whatever is causmg this 
retrogression. whatever it is 
that causes the spark of excite­
ment to ignite in the eyes of 
the fifty and older crowd as 
they discuss canning beans';) 
pie suppers and loading coaL 
needs to be bottled and sold. 
It's like when these folks 
speak of such things, there is 
something in their faces akin 
to ecstasy. There seems to be 
something magical about 
those times that I've heard my 
dad and mom refer to as being 
"so hard." 

Of course, I wouldn't be 
surprised if what made those 
days seem so good had some­
thing to do with the fact that 
we had our youth then: when 
we considered anyone over 40 
to be absolutely ancient. 

It makes me wonder as we 
slip into Y2K. whether or not

State law requires all students to have certain records 
on file at school. 

ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS: 
Pre-School and Kindergarten (3-year-old special needs, 4-year-old 
special needs, and income eligible) 

1. Children attending kindergarten must be 5 years old by October 1, 1999. 
2. Must have an official birth certificate. (Must be full-size.) 
3. Valid Kentucky immunization certificate. 
4. Medical examination (KDE approved form 1671-41 0). 
5. All Kindergarten enrollees and 4-year-old children attending pre-school must 

have a second dose of MMR (Measles, Mumps and Rubella) immunization 
before entering school. 

NEW REQUIREMENT: 6. YOUR CHILD CANNOT ENROLL INTO PRIMARY 
SCHOOL (KINDERGARTEN) FOR THE 99-00 SCHOOL YEAR UNLESS 
THEY HAVE MET THESE REQUIREMENTS. 
*Children born October 1 , 1992, or later, will be required to have 3 doses of 
Hepatitis B at Kindergarten entry or to have begun the series of 3 doses of 
Hepatitis B immunizations which will be completed within 6 months of entry 
into Kindergarten. 

These items must be completed and the proper certificate for each 
item submitted to the school principal on the opening day of school. 

6th Grade 
1. A second dose of MMR (Measles, Mumps and Rubella) immunization. 

(Immunization certificate must list all shot dates.) 
2. A physical examination on KDE approved form. 

High School 
TD (tetanus and diphtheria) vaccination needed in high school when immuniza­
tion certificate has expired. ALL SHOTS must be listed on the immunization cer­
tification to be valid. 

The Floyd County Health Department will take walk-ins for immuniza­
tions. Tuesday, August 1Oth only. 8 a.m.-4 p.m. for school children only.

Students who fail to meet these requirements cannot be 
allowed to enroll in school or begin classes.

bruised or discolored portions. To 
prevent juice from separating, 
quickly cut about one pound of 
fruit into quarters and put directly 
in saucepan. Heat immediately to 
boiling while crushing. Continue 
to slowly add and crush freshly cut 
tomato quarters. Make sure the 
mixture boils constantly and vig­
orously while you add the remain­
ing tomatoes. Simmer five minutes 
after you have added all the toma­
to pieces. 

If you are not concerned about 
juice separation, simply slice or 
quarter tomatoes into large 
saucepan. Crush, heat and simmer 
for five minutes before juicing. 

Press both types of heated juice 
through a sieve or food mill to 
remove skins and seeds. Add two 
tablespoons of bottled lemon juice 
per quart to the jar, following acid­
ification directions on page 4. Heat 
juice again to boiling. Add one tea­
spoon of salt per quart to the jar, if 
desired. Fill jars with hot tomato 
juice, leaving l/2 inch headspace. 
Adjust lids and process. 

Processing time: Boiling water 
canner-Hot pack: process pints 
for 40 minutes; quarts, 45 minutes. 
Dial-gauge Pressure Canner;­
Hot Pack: process pints or quarts 
for 15 minutes at 12 pounds of 
pressure. Weighted-gauge 
Pressure Canner: Hot Pack­
process pints or quarts for 15 min­
utes at 15 pounds of pressure. 

TOMATOES, whole or halved 
(packed in water)-Quantity: An 
average of 21 pounds of tomatoes 
is needed per canner load of seven 
quarts; an average of 13 pounds is 
needed per canner load of nine 
plants. A bushel weighs 53 pounds 
and yields 15-21 quarts-an aver­
age of 3 lbs. per quart. 

Procedure: Wash tomatoes. Dip 
in boiling water for 30 to 60 sec­
onds or until skins split; dip in cold 
water. Slip off skins and remove 
cores. Leave whole or halve. Add 
two tablespoons of bottled lemon 
juice per quart to the jar.

Hot Pack: Put tomatoes in large 
saucepan. Add water to cover. Boil 
gently for five minutes. Fill jars 
with hot tomatoes; cover with the 
hot cooking liquid,· leaving 1/2 
inch head space. 

Raw Pack: Fill jars with raw, 
peeled tomatoes. Add hot water to 
cover, leaving 1/2 inch head space. 
Adjust lids and process. 

Processing Time: Boiling Water

quarts for 50 minutes. Dial Gauge 
Pressure Canner; Hot or raw pack:

Parents asked 
to get child's 
immunizations, 
physicals early 

Kentucky parents are being 
urged by public health officials to 
prepare early for the next school 
year by getting immunizations and 
physical examinations for their 
children now. 

Up-to-date immunizations and 
physical exams are required for 
entry into kindergarten as well as 
sixth grade. (Kentucky's 
Immunization Certificate and phys­
ical exam form must be used.) A 
second dose of measles. mumps 
and rubella (MMR) is required for 
sixth grade entry for those children 
who have not already received it. 

The yearly last-minute rush to 
get this done before school incon­
veniences children, parents. physi­
cians, health departments and 
schools. 

"It can be avoided if parents will 
make appointments now to have 
children seen by their doctor or 
health department before school 
starts," said Dr. Rice Leach, com­
missioner of the Department for 
Public Health. 

"With all that parents have to do, 
I know it is difficult for them to

~arketbasketsurvey 
With more milk flowing from 

America's farms. consumers are 
seeing the most significant reduc­
tion in the price of dairy products 
in two years. 

Kentucky Farm Bureau's quar­
terly survey of food prices in the 
state shows the average total price 
for seven popular dairy products 
dropping by 4.3 percent from April 
to July. The average for a gallon of 
whole and 2 percent milk fell by 
seven and six cents respectively, 
with a 24-slice package of 
American cheese dropping by 31 
cents: a pound of Cheddar cheese 
falling by 18 cents; and a gallon of 
ice cream dipping by 11 cents, 
according to the July survey. 

The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture attributes this pricing 
trend to a more than seven percent 
increase in milk production in 
recent months. The price of dairy 
products had been virtually 
unchanged over the tirst half of 
1999, following dramatic increas­
es over the last half of 1998. Milk 
and ice cream still are more expen­
sive than in July of 1998 But but­
ter and margarine are cheaper than 
a year ago, and cheese prices are 
about the same. 

The last time dairy prices in 
Kentucky fell more than 4 percent 
over a three-month period was 
from July to October of 1997, 
according to the Fann Bureau sur­
vey. 

Lower productiOn coupled with 
increased consumption made 1998 
a banner year for dairy farmers. 
Farm milk prices reached record 
levels in late 1998 and early 1999 
before tailing off. The strong mar­
ket sparked a rise in production 
that has put supply more in line 
with usage. That's why dairy farm­
ers are now earning less and con­
sumers are getting better buys. 

Retail prices arc expected to 
decline slightly or hold steady dur­
ing the remainder of the year,

schedule these medical visits dur­
ing the summer but at the same 
time I know making these appoint­
ments early will minimize misun­
derstanding and inconvenience 
later on," Leach added. 

Before entering school. children 
must be immunized against the fol-
lowing diseases: Diphtheria, 
tetanus. pertussis (whooping 
cough), polio, measles, mumps, 
rubella, hepatitis B and Hib (if 
under 5 years of age). 

Other vaccines your child may 
receive are: varicella (chicken pox) 
and rotavirus. 

according to a recent report from 
the Southeast United Dairy 
Industry Association. 

The dairy case showed the most 
eye catching change among the 
food groups in the survey. Overall, 
the total average price for the 40 
items was up by only 1.3 percent 
from April, with only dairy and 
pork products showing changes 
exceeding two percent. Beef, poul­
try and grain-based foods were 
down just slightly, and fruits and 
vegetables were virtually 
unchanged. 

Twenty-eight of the items were 
cheaper in July than in April, led 
by a pound of ground beef (down 
22 cents). A dozen extra large eggs 
(down 24 cents); cucumbers 

(down 31 cents); and a 16-ounce 
can of tomatoes (down 18 cents). 

On the up side, a pound of sir­
loin steak rose 22 cents; a two­
pound package of sausage was up 
26 cents; a pound of chicken 
breasts climbed 20 cents; a 10-
pound bag of Idaho Potatoes rose 
59 cents; and a loaf of white bread 
was 23 cents higher.

What this means is 
that lenders will generally allow 
you to spend up to 28 percent of 
your gross monthly income on 
housing expenses-principal, inter­
est, homeowner's insurance, and 
taxes. If the downpayment that you 
scrape together amounts to less than 
20 percent of the purchase price, 
your 28-percent allowance also 
needs to include the cost of pur­
chasing private mo1tgage insurance 
(PMI), which protects the lender in 
case you default. 

In terms of the second part of the 
equation, 36 percent of your gross 
monthly income is the amount 
lenders will allow you for a mort­
gage plus monthly recurring debt, 
such as your car loans and credit 
card bills. Normally, only debts will 
take more than 10 months to pay off 
will matter. 

Identify your 
comfort level 

The 28/36 qualification ratio 
establishes the maximum amount 
you are eligible to be loaned, and 
lenders will happily lock you into as 
high a level of debt as you want, 
using these criteria.

Make sure you're 
credit healthy 

In order to qualify for a mort­
gage, you must have a clean credit 
record for at least two to three 
years. Even if you think your bor­
rowing history is without blemish, 
take advantage of federal law and 
ask to inspect your credit reports; 
they could contain discrepancies. 
And remember, though you are 
entitled to request corrections, this 
process can be time consuming. To 
be safe, contact the credit agencies 
at least six months before you plan 
to apply for a mortgage, to save 
yourself the headache of possible 
closing delays. 

Get yourself 
preapproved 

Preapproval means the lender 
has checked your credit and verified 
your income and other financial ref­
erences. You'll get a document that 
says the lender wiJl give you a

If you are self-employed, you 
will need all business records and 
tax returns for the past three years. 
Also, if you're going to be receiv­
ing money as a gift for the down 
payment from a friend or relative, 
have that person prepare a "gift let­
ter" for you, confirming that the 
money is a gift, not a loan.

Food industry greets Y2K with a smile " 
by John R. Block 

You're probably not sure what to 
believe anymore-is the country 
prepared 1 00 percent for the year 
2000 and the possible glitches that 
could disrupt daily life, or should 
we be hoarding food and supplies as 
if the world is coming to an end? 
The answer is somewhere in 
between, at least from the food 
industry's point of view. While 
some industries are farther ahead 
than others in updating computers, 
replacing or revising equipment and 
systems, the overall outlook for pre­
paredness is optimistic. 

One concern shared by all 
Americans is food, and whether it 
will be available. I'm pleased to 
report the food industry scores high 
on the Y2K readiness scale. 
Surveys by the Food Distributors 
International (FDI) indicate grocery 
wholesale companies and foodser­
vice distribution firms "are 
extremely confident that January 1, 
2000, and the days and weeks there­
after, will be normal from a busi­
ness standpoint." 

Grocery wholesales primarily 
serve independent supermarkets, 
companies that represent about a 37 
percent share of total retail grocery 
sales. Other supermarket finns, 
generally the larger chains, operate 
their own warehouses, and all 
supermarkets also obtain products 
directly from the manufacturers. 
Foodservice distributors supply 
restaurants and institutions, such as 
hospitals, schools and prisons, with 
the products they need to serve their 
customers. 

In both cases computer technolo­
gy is a critical part of business oper­
ations. Any oversight regarding 
Y2K issues could result in a severe 
disruption of business that could be 
costly and provide competitors with 
a potentially long-term advantage. 

To ensure an uninterrupted sup­
ply of food and food products, 
foodservice distributors and gro­
cery wholesalers have been work­
ing diligently to avoid disruptions. 
FDI's survey of a large portion of 
its members shows that companies 
are either very confident or confi 
dent with just a few reservations, 
that product shipping, receiving and 
invoice orders will proceed without 
disruption. They believe their cus­
tomers-the grocery stores, restau­
rants and institutions-are ready as 
well. 

Food distributors also have 
backup plans in case something 
goes wrong. For example, they 
know how to handle manual trans· 
actions, to track inventory by hand, 
to manage warehouses without the 
assistance of hand-held scanners 
and other devices. In other words, 
business should go on as usual. 

The industry's preparedness was 
recently reinforced by the head of 
the President's Council on the Year 
2000 Conversion (Y2K Council), 
who acknowledged grocery whole­
sale and foodservice distribution 
companies are "well prepared" to 
cope with so-called Y2K problems. 
but that they are concerned that 
consumer pamc and hoarding could 
cause unnecessary complications. 

Unfortunately, media reports and 
those trying to capitalize on con­
sumers' fears are causing needless 
anxiety. A recent edition of "60 

Minutes" raised consumer concerns 
that some municipalities. including 
the District of Columbia, are not 
prepared for Y2K and encouraged 
viewers to stock up on food. 

FDJ and other key food ind\lstry 
associations responded to CBS. 
Here is an excerpt: "The food 
industry. from farm to fork. has 
been working hard to make sure 
that January 1, 2000. will be like 
any other shopping day. From the 
farm, to the processing plants and 
manufacturing firms, to food dis­
tributors and retail stores, compa­
nies have invested millions of dol­
lars and years of hard work to pre­
vent disruptions caused by Y2K." 

The food associations advised 
consumers to shop like they would 
for any long holiday weekend. The 
worst scenario would be for con­
sumers to panic and begin to hoard 
excess amounts of groceries. More 
than anything, that's what could 
cause shortages and inconveniences 
to occur. 

So sit back, trust your supermar­
ket and their suppliers, and prepare 
for that long holiday weekend in the • · 
middle of winter.
