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_Problems, tempers heat up schools

Bus routes, security measures

. and dress codes are making many

parents hot under the collar, as

Floyd County Schools wind down
their first full week of classes.

The school system is receiving
criticism from both bus drivers
and parents over changes that have
been enacted for the school year.

Some parents are concerned
that students are spending more
time on buses and waiting for
classes to begin.

Driver Daryl Greer said she
starts her runs at 6: 15 a. m. and she
makes the last run of the morning
at 8 a. m. She starts her afternoon
run at 3 p.m. and drops off the last
students at 4:50,

She said that if parents do not
meet her to pick up some students,

10 minutes are added to the time.
She said some students spent ds
muchas an hour and 15 minutes at
the gym at McDowell waiting for
classes to begin.

In some sections of the county,
the parents are blaming the bus
drivers for the long waits.

Brandon Burchett got a tatoo
on the way home from school
Tuesday, without anesthetic and
with unwanted symbolism.

The 13-year-old Adams
Middle School student said a
high school student pinned him
against a school bus window and
etched a swastika in his forehead
with a metal lead pencil.

Yesterday. the image of the
Nuazi symbol was still plainly
visible in Burchett's skin, and his

State manager Woody Carter
said the system has "a 95-98 per-
¢ent solution” to the problem. He
said system officials know they
have to get the wait time down to
between 50-35 minutes to comply
with a state Taw.

He said the transportation
department will continue to work
on the problem and, if necessary,
an extra run will be added.

Security issues

Last year during the
Columbine, Colorado, tragedy,
many parents asked why security
was not tighter. Duff Elementary
initiated a system whereby the
school would have better control
of people who enter the building,
including parents.

But, many kindergarten parents
want to be able to take their chil-
dren directly to their rooms and
not have the students escorted by
someone else. Thursday morning,
several of them protested outside
the school and planned a more for-
mal protest for this morning.

Parent Norma Samons said par-
ents were told they have to drive
around and release the students to
teachers.

Danette Conley said her two
boys were “taken from my arms.”
She added that the children who
resisted being escorted by some-
one other than'their parents were
counted tardy because they were
late going into the building.

parents said a physician told
them the youngster may have to
have plastic surgery to remove it,

The eighth grader, who is
about 110 pounds and 5’5", esti-
mated his alleged attacker (o be
about 180 pounds and 5'8" or
5'9”. The middle school student
said some other students were
“egging on” the activity, and he
was afraid the high school stu-
dent would hurt him more seri-
ously.

The older student, Brandon
said, told him he “would have
made a better sign if he'd had his
razor.”

The middle school student
also said the boy told him as he
carved the symbol that it was a
*n - hate sign.”

Brandon's parents, Bradis and
Gracie Burchett of David, spent
much of yesterday trying to find
someone who would address the
problem with them. They claim
they received “the run-around”
at the central office of the Floyd
County School System.

“We were under the impres-
sion that high school kids
weren't going to ride the same
bus as the younger ones.” said
Bradis Burchett.

Gracie Burchett

said that

when Brandon came home from
school Tuesday, she saw that his
forehead had been scratched. “It
was so sore he didn’t want any-
one to touch it,” she said, She
did not, however, notice what the
scratch was.

The father said that when he.

came home. he recognized the
sign  immediately.  Gracie

Burchett said she told him, “It
can't be,”

Both parents said people on
the street have stopped Brandon
when they recognized the
imprint and that the young man
was embarrassed to go to school
and have other students see his
forehead.

The Burchetts also have an

11-year-old son, who is a sev-
enth grader at AMS, They said
he is also “jittery™ about riding
the bus now.

Bradis Burchett said the high
school student who allegedly
defaced his son was taken to the
Floyd County Detention Center
and had a hearing in juvenile
court yesterday.

Officials of the Attorney
General Ben Chandler's office
played a dirty trick on senior citi-
zens from around the Big Sandy
region Wednesday, but it was for
their own good.

As' almost 60 older-but-wiser
citizens filed into the Mountain
Arts Center in Prestonsburg to
take part in the AG’s Seniors
Crime College, they were asked to
fill out a form to be eligible to win
4 prize.

Two hours later when Jeff

Lagrew was winding down his
presentation, he announced the
prize drawing, but he eliminated
27 of the entrants because they
wrote down their Social Security
number as they were asked to do
on the form.

“Don’t give your Social
Security number to anybody.” the
attorney raved, waving the invalid
forms in the air, “even if they're as
good looking as me.”

Lagrew warned seniors not to
put the number on checks, rather
insist on using some other form of
identification.

(Twenty-eight persons did not

put their Social Security number
on the prize entry form and the
winner — Roberta Luxmore of
McDowell — was given a small
shoulder bag which is considered
the safest size purse for women to
carry.)

“The only people who need
your Social Security number are
your doctor and your bank or
stockbroker,” Lagrew advised.

What he was trying to impress
on the participants was the danger
of what he called “identity theft,”
which he called the fastest grow-
ing crime in the country.

It's a crime in which thieves

steal a person’s identifiers and
credit card numbers, apply for
gredit under the victim's name,
and run up sometimes huge debts.
Although victims generally don't
have to repay the debts, they often
have to spend months or even
years correcting and clearing their
credit records.

The crime is so serious that
Lagrew advised the senior citizens
to spend around $30 to buy-a paper
shredder and use it to destroy “any
papers that have your identity on
them"” -— from credit car receipls

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callers scaring victims over the

Y2K issue, preying on fears that
computer-reliant companies will
not be prepared when the year 2000
begins. Erroneously, callers are
telling listeners that their bank is
not in compliance and they need to
transfer their funds to an account
suggested by the caller.

She also warned of “phone slam-
ming” scams in which telemar-
keters tell phone customers that
their company is taking over
AT&T’s accounts, and the cus-
tomers unwittingly agree to the
switchover. She said the AG's
office had received a call from a
Floyd County resident on this scam.

“Look at your phone bill and
make sure you're with the carrier
you want to be with,” she said.

She advised, too, to look for
added charges on phone bills that
were not ordered. This is referred to
as “cramming,” she said.

Regarding requests for charita-
ble donations, Farris said seniors
should ask solicitors, “How much
of my dollar gets to the cause?” If
the agency is legitimate, it is oblig-

Farris led the workshop partici-
pants in a script for responding to
unsolicited telemarketing calls:
“No, thank you, I'm not interested.
Please add my name to your ‘Do
not call" list, and do not call me
again.”

Lagrew had advice concerning
safety in the home. Among his tips:

« Have double key dead bolts on
all doors.

« Don't leave keys in the locks.

= Install a fisheye peephole in the
front deor.

« Put locks on all first floor win-
dows.

*+ Don’l
sirangers.

» Have good lighting, preferably
motion detector lights.

» Put timers on indoor lights.

Alarms with loud sounds and
dogs that bark when someone
comes near the house are also effec-
tive, he said. “Burglars don’t want
the attention that noise creates.”

He also advised using landscap-
ing to advantage. “Trim bushes so
people can’t hide in them,” he said.

Homeowners who want plants
under windows and near doors
should use prickly ones, such as
holly or rose bushes.

Lagrew admitted that if a burglar
wants to get into a house, he proba-
bly can. The homeowner, then,
must make the entry as difficult as
possible, “If it takes them more than
a minute to get into your house,

they’ll probably go next door,” he #

said. Unfortunately, in 65 percent of
robberies, the thief walks in the
door, he added.

He also advised making sure
house numbers can easily be seen
by fire, ambulance and police per-
sonnel; writing down serial num-
bers for all high theft items, such as
TVs, VCRs, computers, etc.; and
having someone you trust take in
your mail and newspaper if you're
gone.

PROPERTY TAX ASSESSMENT ROLL

value of the property.

The 1999 Floyd County real property tax roll will be opened for inspection from August 23 through
September 8, 1999. Under the supervision of the Property Valuation Administrator or one of the deputies,
any person may inspect the tax roll.

This is the January 1, 1999, assessment on which state, county and school taxes for 1999 will be due
about September 15, 1999.

The tax roll is in the office of the Property Valuation Administrator in the county courthouse and may be
inspected between the hours of 8 a.m. and 4 p.m.

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assessment on real property made by the PVA must first request a
conference with the PVA or a designated deputy. The conference may be held prior or during the inspection

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assessment on real property, after the conference with the PVA or des-
ignated deputy, may appeal to the county board of assessment appeals.
The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person or sending a letter or other written petition
stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the property and stating the taxpayer’s opinion of the fair cash

The appeal must be filed with the county clerk’s office no later than one work day following the con-
clusion of the inspection period.
Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the county board of assessment appeals, or failing to appear before the
board, either in person or by designated representative, will not be eligible to appeal directly to the
Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.
Appeals of personal property assessments shall not be made to the county board of assessment appeals.
Personal property taxpayers shall be served notice under the provisions of KRS 132.450 (4) and shall have
the protest and appeal rights granted under the provision of KRS 131.110.
The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with the assessed value of person-
al property as determined by the office of Property Valuation Administrator.
(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be fair cash value of his property.
(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Property Valuation within 30 days from
the date of the notice of assessment.
(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS 131.110.
(4) The final decision of the Revenue Cabinet may be appealed to the Kentucky Board of Tax appeals.

forests that are in danger of burn-
ing have been this area’s salvation
from possibly worse conditions.
The trees, he said, are drawing
moisture from deeper down in the
earth and are adding some to the
air around us. In areas without the
dense tree cover, conditions are.
much worse, he said.
Nevertheless, the drought here
is “officially bad and getting
worse,” the meteorologist said.

Chuck has a deep love for dra-
matics and was highly involved in
the drama program at ALC.

their help and inspiration.™

His background in teaching
gives Chuck the edge he needs to
work with young people in the areas
of citizenship, communications,
parliamentary procedure, and char-
building. The training he
received at ALC in working with
adults made it easier for him to
reach the families of his kids and
encourage them to be productive
citizens. His position as County
Extension Agent also puts him in a
working environment with legisla-
tors and other government agents.

A TigHT BUpGeT

Has the revenue gravy train come to a halt
in Kentucky?

Although the new fiscal year has just begun,
Goy. Paul Patton already is warning that the
2000 General Assembly will have to put
together an extremely tight budget.

And in so doing, the governor may be
attempting to derail any talk of legislators
approving a major tax cut in 2000.

A year ago, with the state economy boom-
ing, so many tax dollars were flowing into the
coffers in Frankfort that the 1998 General
Assembly approved a wish list of projects to
be funded from an anticipated surplus in the
1997-98 budget. The surplus was large enough
that virtually all those projects were funded.

Legislators should expect no similar surplus
from the budget for the fiscal year that began
July 1. Just the opposite, in fact.

The panel of economists who make
Kentucky’s official revenue forecast said
Wednesday that current figures indicate rev-
enue receipts for this fiscal year will be $53
million less than estimated. If that proves true,
there will not be enough money to pay for
everything, leaving an unbalanced budget,
which the constitution does not allow.
Howeyver, if necessary, there are plenty of
ways to cut state spending between now and
June 30 to balance the budget.

Kentucky voters last November approved an
amendment in the Kentucky Constitution that
clears the way for the elimination or reduction
of the unpopular property tax on motor vehi-
cles. Opponents of the tax are expected to
make its demise a major goal during the 2000
session,

If the tax is eliminated, legislators either are
going to have to replace it with another source
of revenue or make significant spending cuts.
That essentially is what the governor is warn-
ing with his rather dire financial predictions.

The governor is right. Elimination of the
motor vehicle tax not only would have a nega-
tive impact on state revenue, but it would
reduce county, city and school tax revenue,
further hamstringing local governments.

We’re not opposed to eliminating the tax —
as long as it is done responsibly. That means
providing means for compensating for the lost
revenue.

If 1 had any say-so in how the world is
ruil — or even how our local governments
are run — I know what I'd do with people
who dump their dogs and cats along our
roadsides.

You can almost tell if they were put out
in the last day or so. They’ll stay close by
where the car or truck let them out, good
dogs waiting for the master they depended
on to come back for them.

If they've been out longer, they take on
a despairing look, lrying to puzzle out
what's happening, They range a litle far-
ther in search of food. They check out the
wealth of garbage that lines the road ditch-
es. A french fried potatoslice and the leav-
ings of a hamburger here, some chicken
bones and half a biscuit there.

If they're really, really. really, really
lucky (about one percent of all abandoned
animals), they will be picked up by or
wander onto the property of a tender-
hearted soul who will take them in or find
them a secure home.

If they’re pretty lucky (maybe 10 per-

* Teachers and school officials:
Make your school parent-friendly.
Reach out to families and remove
the obstacles that sometimes make
them reluctant to get involved in
school activities.

= Students; Challenge yourselyes!
Take the tough courses in middle
and high school that will put you on
the road to college and careers. Take
algebra in 8th grade, geometry in 9th
grade, and physics. chemistry, and
trigonometry in high school. Take
four years of a foreign language, and
an Advanced Placement art, music,
English, or history course. Explore
tech prep and other career courses.
Studies show that students who take
academically challenging high
school courses are more likely to
attend and complete college and earn
more in the work world, regardless
of their family’s financial status,
race, or gender.

Smith 111, 55, who
grew up and lived for many years in the
Bloomington section of Magoffin County, and
Jimalee Arnett, a Salyersville native, were found shot
to death at Arnett’'s Union Township home.

Police discovered the couple’s bodies just after 1:30
p.m. About six hours later, Anthony Larry Rudolph, 42,
said to be a friend of both the victims, surrendered to
police. He was charged with two counts of aggravated
murder and one count of aggravated robbery and was
taken to the Butler County jail where he was placed
under a $1.5 million bond. — The Salyersville

BOE approves raise for classified employees

Gas-fired power plant to locate in Lawrence

Officials with Dynegy Inc., a Houston-based energy
company. has announced it plans to build a $100 million
natural gas-fired electricity generating station in
Lawrence County.

The 500 megawatt plant will be located on an 18-acre
site just a few miles north of AEP’s Big Sandy Plant,
along US 23, and will work with AEP by selling elec-
tricity to them and other power companies,

The new power plant, which will adopt the
name Riverside Generating Company, is what is
known as a peaking plant. This means it will
tap mto AEP's power grid at the Baker
Substation. allowing the plant to sell electric-
ity to other plants across the eastern US during peak
tumes.

Since the state earmarks
about $4,000 per student, 133 fewer students would
mean $532,000 less in funding.

NASCAR star Terry Labonte at the Museum

Two-time NASCAR Winston
Cup Series champion Terry
Labonte will be on-hand at the
National  Corvette  Museum
Wednesday, August 25, with festiv-
ities beginning at 4 p.m. CDT.
Driver of the Chevrolet Monte
Carlo Kellogg's Comn Flakes No. 5
car, Labonte is a member of the
Hendrick Motorsports Team, the
reigning three-time Winston Cup
champion owner.

A native of Corpus Christi,
Texas, Terry Labonte is a familiar
fixture on the NASCAR circuit.
The 22-year NASCAR veteran
known as the “Ice Man" was the
1984 and 1996 Winston Cup Series
Champion, and has 2] victories,
172 Top Five's, and 330 Top 10 fin-
ishes to his credit. Labonte is near-
ing the $20 million mark in career
winnings, with $19.912,030 in the
bag. including $1,330,731 in 1999
through July 25.

“Texas Terry.” along with broth-
er Bobby, is a part of the only
brother duo to win championships
in two major NASCAR series.
Terry is currently 8th in the 1999
Winston Cup standings, 766 points
behind series points leader Dale
Jarrett. Along with crew chief Andy
Graves, Labonte is a teammate of

reigning back-to-back Winston Cup
Series champion Jeff Gordon and
Wally Dallenbach.

Labonte’s racing roots can be
traced back to 1964, when as a
seven-year-old he began a 14-year
apprenticeship racing quarter-
midgets in his native Texas under
the tutelege of his father, Bob. He
made his NASCAR Winston Cup
Series debut in the 1978 Southern
500, finishing 4th, and his first vic-
tory, ironically, was his 59th start,
the 1980 Southern 500 at
Darlington. His first pole was cap-
tured a year later at the Coca-Cola
at Atlanta,

Beginning in September, 1978,
Labonte drove 12 seasons for car
owner Billy Hagan. In his first sea-
son with Hendrick Motorsports in
: 1994, Terry set personal single-sea-
‘son bests for wins with three and
winnings with $1,125,921.

In April of 1996, Labonte
equalled and then surpassed
Richard Petty’s all-time NASCAR
record for consecutive starts when
he made his 513th straight start on
April 14 at North Wilkesbore and
his 514th straight start on April 21
at Martinsville. The “Iron Man of
NASCAR,” Labonte has mnot
missed a race since the start of his

full rookie season in 1979 and joins
Dale Earnhardt as the only drivers
to start in every race in the 1980s
and 1990s. Terry finished the 1996
season as Winston Cup Series
champion, a year in which he
earned more than $4 million in
winnings. The 42-year-old Labonte
resides in Thomasville, North
Carolina, with his wife, Kim, and
children Justin and Kristen.

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Kentucky Afield: Squirrel season opens soon

It's almost time for one of
Kentucky's traditional fall pastimes
— squirrel hunting. The 1999
statewide squirrel season opens
August 21 and runs through
January 31. Squirrel hunting is
closed during a county’s modern
gun deer season,

Squirrels are plentiful across the
state and the hunting forecast looks
good. “We had a moderate mast
crop which means the squirrel pop-
ulatien will be equivalent to last
year's," said Chris Garland, Upland
Game Biologist with the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (KDFWR).

He added, “Mast production was
slightly higher in eastern and cen-
tral Kentucky.” This means squirre]
populations will be a little larger
than last year in those portions of
the state.

Shooting hours for squirrel hunt-
ing are one-half hour before sunnse
until one-half hour after sunset. The
daily limit is six; possession, 12.

Don’t forget that wearing hunter
orange is required during deer
firearms

seasons,

Hunters are encouraged o par-
ticipate in a squirrel hunting survey,
available from the department of
fish and wildlife.

Data collected by these surveys
are used to monitor the squirrel
population. The number of hunters
participating in the survey impacts
the quality of data gathered.

Each participant receives a
diary-type hunting log in which he
or she records dates hunted, num-
ber of hunters, number of hours
hunted and number of squirrels har-
vested. At the end of the season, the

hunter sends the information to the
KDFWR for analysis. Each partici-
pant’s diary will be returned to the
hunter with a summary of the col-
lected data and a small gift of
appreciation for their participation,

Not just
Sfor the birds

It's estimated that cats kill mil-
lions of birds and billions of other
small animals each year. In addi-
tion, hundreds of millions of cats
are killed each year by automo-
biles, dogs, human cruelty, poison,
traps, wild animals, disease and
parasites. All this suffering is
unnecessary and can be stopped.

The American Bird
Conservancy (ABC) has initiated
Cats Indoors! The Campaign for
Safer Birds and Cats to end the
unnecessary suffering and death of
wildlife and cats,

Cats Indoors! promotes grass-
roots efforts to educate cat owners,
decision-makers and the general
public that free-roaming cats pose a
significant risk to birds and other
wildlife, suffer themselves and
pose a threat to human health,

Cats Indoors! also advocates
laws, regulations and policies to
protect cats and birds, inciuding the
humane removal of free-roaming

cats from areas
wildlife.

The campaign’s goal and mes-
sage is: End predation of birds and
other wildlife by cats. Cats,
whether owned, stray or feral
should not roam free,

Cats cannot be blamed for
killing wildlife — it's part of their
nature. Cat owners, however, are
responsible for ensuring that their
cats are safely indoors.

As a descendant of the wild cat
of Africa and southwestern Asia,
the domestic cat instinctively hunts
and captures prey. Even well-fed
cats kill wildlife, The cat’s urge Lo
hunt is controlled by a different
portion of its brain than its urge to
eat.

Contrary to what some may
believe, strapping a bell on a cat
doesn't prevent the cat from hunt-
ing. A cat can learn to stalk prey
silently even when wearing a bell.
Besides, wild animals do not neces-
sarily associate the ringing of a bell
with danger.

Free-roaming cats often experi-
ence short lives filled with pain,
suffering and deprivation. While an
indoor cat may survive for 17 or
more years, outdoor cats only live
an average of two to five years,

Outdoor cats are constantly in
danger. Millions of cats are run
over by automobiles each year.
They are often injured and even
killed in attacks by dogs, other cats,
coyotes, raccoons and foxes.
Outdoors cats are also often sub-
jected to human cruelty ranging
from shooting, stabbing, drowning
and burning to using the animals
for research and to using cats as
bait to train fighting dogs. Cats

allowed to roam outdoors risk
exposure to fatal diseases and
debilitating parasites.

Thousands of cats are also killed
by pesticides, rodenticides and
antifreeze poisons each year. Cats
are also maimed and killed in traps.

The logical solution is to keep
cats indoors, Keeping cats indoors
protects both wild animals and cats.
Kittens that are kept indoors usual-
ly show no desire to venture out-
side as they mature. With knowl-
edge; patience and time, you can
change most outdoors cats into
happy indoor pets. These tips will
help:

* Provide a safe, outside enclo-
sure, such as a screened porch.

* Provide window shelves to let
cats monitor the outdoors while
safely indoors.

» Play with you cat each day.
Provide toys to keep them.occupied
while you are away.

= Plant kitty grass (available
from pet supply stores) in indoor
pots S0 your cat can graze.

= Clean litter boxes regularly.

Wallace not pleased with performance so far

WATKINS GLEN, N.Y. — By
the standards of most drivers on
the Wiriston Cup circuit, Rusty
Wallace is having a solid year.

Wallace, who tumed 43 on
Saturday, won a 500-lapper at Bristol
earlier in the season. In 21 starts, he
has 11 top-10 finishes and five top
fives. The pole he won at Watkins
Glen was his second, and he ranks
eighth in the season standings.

These numbers do not, however,
please the relentlessly ambitious
Wallace.

“Nah, we gotta do better than
this,” said Wallace, “This race team

is interested in winning races and
championships. It’s not for lack of
effort — I'll guarantee you that —
but we’re not satisfied with the top
10, either in races or in points.”

He was, however, sixth ear-
lier this season at Sears Point, pref-
acing the solid finish at the sea-
son's latter road race.

“I think that each year we go to
Watkins Glen, I've been able to
learn more about what it takes to run
well (here),” said Jarrett. *“The team
wants to win a championship, and in
order to fulfill that goal, we not only
have to be competitive on the ovals
but the road courses as well.

“One of the most important
things to learn on a road course is
where the gains outweigh the risks.
By that I mean, you’ve got to know
where you can pass and make up
time without hurting yourself posi-

tion-wise or running off the course.”
