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Water is on its way to Honey Branch

Inmates at the federal prison 
scheduled for construction at 
Honey Branch. just across the 
Martin County line. can be assured 
of a steady suppl) of water. 

Monday, Tom Fern, state direc­
tor of the US Department of 
Agriculture Rural Development, 
brought a symbolic check for 

• $796,000 to town for the 
Prestonsburg City's Utilities 
Commission (PCUC). 

Matched with a loan of 
$795.200 from the Kentucky 
Infrastructure Authorit). the city 
water company will extend water 
lines to the new prison site and to 
Honey Branch Industrial Site in 
the same proximity. near where 
Floyd, Johnson and Martin coun· 
ties meet. 

The infusion of money will 
allow the construction of a 

(~I 200,000-gallon water storage tank 
and about eight miles of \Vater 
lines to the prison and industrial 
sites. 

to Seldon Home, PCUC superin­
tendent. is expected to begin in 
August and to be completed next 
spring. Home said the construc­
tion is "about ready to go to bids." 

Roger Recktenwald, director of 

the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, said the project is the 
result of cooperation among the 
governments involved. "We are 
taking water to Martin County, 
from Floyd County and going 

through Johnson County," he said, 
during the grant announcement 
ceremony at the Mountain Arts 
Center. 

Recktenwald said the region is 
often characterized as a place 

where cooperation does not take 
place. "This is a prime example 
that puts to rout that stream of 
thinking," he said. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
Paul Hunt Thompson pointed out 
that the federal prison will mean 
400 new jobs in the region, as well 
as "numerous supporting jobs." 

Thompson added that, beyond 
the creation of jobs, one of the 
goals of his administration is to 
provide water to every citizen of 
Floyd County. 

"Honey Branch is simply a link 
in a line to get water throughout 
eastern Kentucky," said Sandy 
Runyon of US Congressman Hal 
Rogers' staff. 

Standing in for Rogers, Runyon 
joked that her boss told her not to 
say he would rather be in 
Prestonsburg than where he was 
- the Congressman has been in 
Greece on his honeymoon.

to lighten road woes

"Trying to play the mediator," 
Mike Jarrell thinks he may have 
found a workable solution to 

.. Bays Branch road problems. 
The Aoyd County road super­

visor plans to close the road in the 
Dickie Town community to haul­
ing traffic on Thursday and 
Friday and repair the road, which 
is almost impassable in spots. 

Residents of the riverbank 
community have seen their quiet 
community disrupted and their 
road heaved up as dump trucks 
transport fill d1rt from a privately· 
owned site to Prestonsburg's 
Mountaintop Project 

The heavy, sand-based dirt is 
being used to make a smooth 

.. base for an I 8-hole golf course, 
the first pha~ of the city's recre­
ational, residential and industrial 
complex, located at the edge of 
the city on a series of hilltops that 
have been stripped of coal. 

• 

Jarrell said he plans to have 
his work crew dig up about four 
sections of the road that have sus­
tained the most damage. He 
expects to dig to a depth of three 
to four feet and then fill in the 
holes with large pieces of stone. 

Then. workers will fill in with 
smaller gravel. "We might put in 

six inches of blacktop to see if it 
will hold." he said. 

"This is my last resort," said 
Jarrell, who has had equipment 
on hand to smooth out the road 
and add stone to holes for the last 
couple of weeks. Previous efforts 

have served only as stop-gap 
measures, since the weight of the 
trucks, especially with high tem­
peratures, has left the road diffi­
cult to navigate by car. 

Bays Branch is the only access 
to Dickie Town. which is north of 
Prestonsburg, off KY 3, less than 
a mile from Highlands Regional 

Medical Center. 
Jarrell said the county used a 

similar method for temporary 
repairs on Pike-Floyd Hollow at 
Betsy Layne when coal trucks 
mangled that road. 

"If this doesn't work, I don't 
know what to do," Jarrell said. 

On Thursday and Friday, 
while county crews are at work, 
Bays Branch will be open only to 
light traffic, Jarrell said. 

Brown's Construction Co. will 
put a hold on its hauling on those 
days. Mike Brown, president of 
the company, said Monday that 
he had met with Jarrell and 
Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson and agreed to stop the 
hauling until the road is repaired. 

The situation has created ten­
sion between the residents and 
the truck drivers, with both 
groups accusing the other of 
blocking the highway and of 
making rude gestures. 

Jarrell said that, in addition, to 
supervising the road work, he 
was also "trying my best to ease 
tensions." 

He acknowledged that the 
new golf course will mean more 
jobs for people in the area and 
more money into the local econo­
my, but he said he also sympa­
thizes with the Dickie Town resi­
dents.

Marijuana plants 
discovered at Printer

Monday was a productive day 
for Floyd County Sheriff John K. 
Blackburn and his deputies. 

In the early afternoon, they 
found 12 marijuana plants grow­
ing behind a house, just off the 
patio, at Printer. The plants have 
an estimated value of $15,000, 
Blackburn said. 

Later, Thomas David Foley, 
45, of KY 2030, was arrested on 
charges of cultivating marijuana 
and taken to the Floyd County 
Detention Center. He posted bond 
Monday evening and was 
released, according to jail 

records. 
No arrests had been made yes­

terday afternoon relating to the 
discovery of 44 marijuana plants 
on Branham's Creek. The plants 
were "pretty good size," the sher­
iff said, and would be valued at 
about $1 ,000 apiece. 

Sheriff's deputies were 
expecting to make an arrest last 
night or today relating to the 
Branham's Creek find. 

Blackburn requests that any­
one knowing of the cultivation of 
marijuana or the sale of other 
controlled substances call the 
sheriff's office at 606/886-6171. 
He said the identity of the caller 
will be kept confidential.

Jury acquits woman accused in robbery at Allen

Anna Brown, 36. of Drift was acquitted yesterday. 

Tuesday in Floyd Circuit Court, on charges of robbery 
and unlawful imprisonment. · 

Brown had been accused of being the leader in a 
robbery at Allen in 1997. Dawn Morrison, who earlier 
confessed to mvolvement in the robbery, said that 
Brown had hecn in charge of the operation. 

Assistant Commonwealth Attomey Jim Webb, in 
arguing the case, said that on the night of June 14, 

-. 1997, two persons, one of them Morrison, cut the 
phone lines, and broke a basement window allowing 
Morrison to enter. ln her confession, Morrison said 

she went to the kitchen, opened the door and allowed 
Brown to walk into the home of Lola Hamilton in 
Allen, Webb said . 

Morrison and Brown taped Hamilton's mouth to 
stop her screaming, escorted her upstairs, bound her 
with duct tape around the ankles, legs, and arms, and 
then preceded to ransack and rob her home of thou­
sands of dollars worth of merchandise, Webb told the 
jury. 

Webb used the testimony of Morrison to try to 
prove that she and Anna Brown had acted together in 
the crime. 

Witnesses testified that the two were together that 
evening at Center Stage, but that Brown had left alone 
about I 0:30-11 :00 that night. 

When she testified, Morrison said that Brown had 
placed the stolen goods throughout her home. In her 
final argument. defense attorney Krist Gray contended 
that none of the stolen items had been seen in Brown's 
home. Gray said that Kentucky State Police Detective 
Lee Weddington had visited the Brown's home at least 
twice and had not seen any of the stolen goods out in 
the open. 

"Dawn Morrison was bluffed," Gray said, implying 
that Morrison had been talked into a confession and 
that's when she told the police that Brown had helped 
her. 

Morrison was not arrested immediately after her 
confession but officers went to Brown's house instead. 
arrested Brown and searched the house, Gray said. 

That's when the police conducted an official search of 
the house and none of the stolen items were found, 
according to Gray. 

The victim, Lola Hamilton, stated that of the two 
people who robbed her, one was a woman. The woman 
was larger than the other person, both in height and 
weight. she testified. Morrison is 5' 2". Brown is 5'3" 
and admitted during her testimony to being about 40 
pounds heavier at that time. 

Both the defense attorney and the prosecuting attor­
ney said that Morrison and Brown had fallen out many 
times over the years and that the first time was only 
two months after the crime. Brown testified she was

the Warren County Water District. 
He said the president's initiative 

is targeting areas where the greatest 
water needs are. "That's the reason 
you're getting these funds," he said. 

According to Fern, 180,000 
households in Kentucky have "water 
problems," and 24,000 have no safe 
water supply. The goal for the state 
is for every household to have water 
by 2020.

Fern cited several reasons for the 
emphasis on water in rural areas. 
Access to safe, clean water improves 
the quality of life for residents, he 
said. It also protects the public 
health, since well water is easily 

contaminated and children and the 
elderly are particularly at risk. 

Plus, access to good water helps 
promote economic development. 

Fern was presented a plaque from 
Prestonsburg City's Utilities for 
"furthering our goal of providing 
safe, reliable drinking water to east­
ern Kentuckians."

NOT FAR APART 
Matt Hale asks us to separate his and his organization's 

explos1ve \\ ords of hatred. words welcoming a "racial holy 
war," words calling Jews "the white man's mortal enemy," 
words urging whites to "crowd" other races "off the plan­
et," from the recent explosion. 

On that. he has no further credibility, and the rest of us 
have no more claim to ignorance of his potent brand of 
racbm. 

Hale. who leads a hate-spewing white supremacist 
group that masquerades as a church, has spent the last cou­
ple of days scrambling to distance himself from the racial­
ly motivated shooting spree that turned an all-American 
weekend inglorious. 

"The World Church of the Creator does not promote vio­
lence or illegal activities. not does Rev. Matt Hale," the 
East Peorian ~aid repeatedly. 

He cannot be responsible for Benjamin Nathaniel 
Smith's apparent decision to wage a race war with bullets 
rather than words alone. He regrets Smith's "untimely" sui­
cide. 

Significantly. Hale expressed no similar words of regret 
fqr the deaths of forn1er Northwestern University basketball 
Coach Ricky Byrdsong. killed while jogging near his 
Skokie. lllinol';, home with his kids. or Won Joon Yoon, a 
Korean graduate student shot at his Bloomington. Indiana. 
church. 

And why should he? Their murders bring Hale and his 
colkagues two people nearer to their perfect world. one 
\~hich would be made up of "only white people, white 
racial comrades." 

Hale's credibility problem is that one cannot welcome 
the day the Earth i~ purged of the "mud races" and issue a 
disclaimer when a follower picks up a gun to begin the ta~k. 

Legal responsibility notwithstanding, there exists such 4 
thing as moral responsibility. Words have enormous power. 
And anybody who uses them as skillfully as Hale knows 
that well. 

Under Hale. the World Church of the Creator has been 
reorganized, renamed and revitalized. It now has 46 chap­
ters; the Southern Poverty Law Center says it is the nation\ 
fastest-growing white supremacist group and lists Hale in 
its White Supremacist Who's Who. 

Members of the church or its predecessor organization 
have been linked to a number of bombings and bombing 
ploh and. in 1991, to the murder of a black war veteran. 

When Hale and a couple of followers began posting 
racist literature on the Bradley University campus earlier 
this decade. it was reasonable to regard them as misguided 
kids who, alternately ignored and ridiculed, eventually 
would tire and retire. 

Unfortunately. the opposite has happened. A side effect 
of the growth of Hale's power and reputation is the attrac­
tion of others like Smith. 

It 1s appropriate to wonder what might have happened 
had the young man, who'd recently rented an apartment in

HELP PROMISED TO FARMERS 

Editor: 
During the last few week~. us we face uncertain 

prospect; for meaningful recovery in the farm econ­
omy. I ordered three more step~ to help farmers and 
ranchers get through these tough times. 

First, the Department of Agriculture is providing 
an additional $300 million in guaranteed farm oper­
ating loans and $33 million in emergency loans. The 
current demand for farm credit is staggering and 
unprecedented. In barely a month, we exhausted 
much of the money included in the supplemental 
appropriations bill. 

So, with the cooperation of the Congress, we have 
shifted funds between our programs to finance the 
$333 million in emergency and guaranteed operating 
loans. 

Second, USDA released the $70 million in live­
stock assistance that was also in the supplemental 
appropriations bill. These pa) ments help livestock 
producers recover from droughts and other natural 
disasters suffered last year. 

The emergency relief bill passed last fall included 
$200 million for livestock assistance, but that didn't 
even cover a quarter of an indi\ idual producer's lo~-,­
es. With this additional money. we will be able to

The recent bloodshed also sheds 
new and clearer light on the Illinois 
Bar Association's denial of Hale's 
law license because of his "gross 
deficiency in moral character." 

' Recently, Hale was clever to 
suggest that the rejection of his 
appeal would only persuade appli­
cants to lie about their politics, but 

that is a dubious claim. 
Hale's views on race, and the 

manner in which he promotes them, 
bear no resemblance to the racism 
many of us struggle with. The right 
to think differently is not the funda­
mental issue here, but rather how 
far one can go in exercising that 
right before one forfeits the right to 
work as an officer of the court. 

With that in mind. denying a law 
license to someone who heads an 
organization devoted to the idea of 
a racial holy war may not be so 
much a strike against personal free­
dom as a victory for sanity, justice 
and responsibility. The nation could 
use one.

Does professional boxing need scrutinized? 
by Denis Harrington 

In a civilized society reason 
dictates that any sporting endeav­
or which has as its ultimate pur­
pose to maim and render sense­
less one of the participants ought 
to be banned for both legal and 
humanitarian considerations. 

But somehow professional 
boxing has managed to withstand 

• the weight of pointed condemna­
tion through the ages and yet 
thrives despite the rather blatant 
stench of rot and corruption to 
which it frequently gives rise. 

Early this spring Madison 
Square Garden in New York had 
to be thoroughly fumigated fol­
lowing a so-called heavyweight 
championship unification bout 
between Lennox Lewis, propri­
etor of the International Boxing 
Federation (IBF) and World 
Boxing Association (WBA) 
titles. and Evander Holyfield, the 

t world Boxing Council (WBC) 
monarch. 

For the balance of the hostili­
ties Lewis pummeled Holyfield 
with the efficiency and precision 
of a master carpenter hammering 
nails. This he did before a packed 
house and millions of viewers 
looking on via pay-for-view tele­
vision. 

So it was howls o~ indignation 
rose in a deafening chorus when 
a panel of three judges called the 
match a draw. 

These cries of derision echoed 
throughout the media worldwide 
and prompted former heavy­
weight king Muhammad Ali to 
label the proceedings "the worst 
fix in the history of boxing." 

As a result of this hullabaloo 
the heads of the IBF. WBA, and 
WBC quickly determined that the 
only feasible solution to the 
problem lies in putting Lewis and 
Holyfield together again in a ring 
and let them trade punches once 
more. 

Could it be the first ''fishwrap­
per" performance was merely 
part and parcel of a plot to extort 
more money from the gullible 
masses? Perish the thought, you 
say? Then can you spell S-U-C­
KE-R? 

Dubious decisions have been a 
staple of boxing since the bare 
knuckle days. 

In 1915, Jack Johnson was 
pictured shielding his eyes from a 
merciless Havana sun while tak­
ing the count against Jess 
Willard. He later claimed to have 
"thrown" the fight and his heavy­
weight laurels. 

A couple of decades later

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SPORTS IN KENTUCKY 
UofL's Redman is fan favorite, but will it translate to Reisman Trophy? 

Presidential and Senatorial 
races are not the only campaigns 
heating up during July in 
Kentucky. 

A sampling Qf opmion con­
ducted by The Sporting News 
recently shows Chris Redman is 
the fans' favorite for the 1999 
Heisman Trophy. A nice surprise 
for those of us stationed in a key­
stone state. 

With the season barely two 
months away, Redman's chief 
competition is: Wisconsin run- _ 
ningback Ron Dayne; Purdue 
~quarterback Drew Brees 
~Redman's top competition for 
most preseason QB rankings); 
Florida State wide receiver Peter 
WaiTick. Texas Tech runningback 
Ricky Williams; Tennessee quar­
terback Tee Martin; and Alabama 
runningback Shaun Alexander. 

Two from Big Ten and four 
from the deep south and Redman 
in the middle. Each can be expect­
ed to be well tubed by the major 
television networks and ESPN 
before November's Heisman vote 
deadline. 

Question is. will the fans. 
choice via TSN polling translate 
to more attention for Redman 
since UofL's schedule will be hard 
pressed to attract even a regional 
audience on Saturdays when tail­
gate parties at Penn State. Florida 
State, Nebraska and America's 
other heavies, draw national atten­
tion and thus, better ratings. 

On-field number!. support 
Redman's spot among the 
Heisman hopefuls. The Cards' 
.quarterback holds five UofL 
offensive records in a season and 
eight single game high marks. 
including 4.042 yards and 29 
touchdowns last season alone. 

This season: Redman is 341 
attempts and 245 completions 
from breaking Ty Detmer's 
NCAA 1-A all-time records and is 
2,532 yards shy of second place 
all-time behind Detmer in that cat­
egory. At Brigham Young. Detmer 
threw for 15,031 yards in four 
seasons, 6, 13 7 yards ahead of 
Redman. 

Numbers aside, Redman's 
other qualifications arc just as 
impressive as that 'other' 
Kentuckian to be anointed for 
Heisman consideration. Well-spo­
ken, a good student and a solid cit­
izen, UofL's QB is a big-eyed 
gamer, raw-hide tough and, 
according to NFL analysts, 
already in line to be a high pick in 
the pro league's draft next spring. 

So, Redman is popular with 
fans and NFL scouts. Barring 
injury and a less than splendid 
season, the question to be 
answered: Will his popularity 
draw attention first, from those 
who make television decisions? 
And second, will his popularity 
turn heads among those who 
count, Heisman Trophy voters? 

Let the campaigning begin.

July's heavy Kentucky after­
noons are here again.

UK's quest for 
a floor director post-Saul comes in 
a year when the talent pool is deep 
and exciting. Two names seem to 
bob up above the rest on Tubby 
Smith's list. 

• Chris Duhon of Slidell, La. is 
still the most sought after, but the 
6-2 standout is adamant he will 
take his college campus visits in 
the fall and pick a school in the 
spring, maybe Duke over UK, 
unless incoming Blue Devil Jason 
Williams has a big freshman sea­
son. LSU is in the picture as well. 

Duhon says he is not con­
cerned that UK may not wait until 
spring to sign a point guard. "I 
feel like if a school really wants 
me, they'll wait until I'm ready," 
he said last week. 

• Andre Barren, point guard 
from Rice High in New York is 
rising on UK's list. The 5-9, !50-
pounder drew raves at the ABCD 
camp in Teaneck, NJ last week 
and might be Tubby's best bet. 

Blessed with exquisite court 
vision and a Jason Kidd-knack for 
giving it up, Barrett is a so-called 
master of the no-look pass. In one 
outing he had 13 points and 13 
assists. His four college favorites: 
Michigan, Connecticut, UCLA 
and Kentucky. Barrett is also 
interested in UMass. Georgia, 
Syracuse, Villanbva, Tennessee 
and Vanderbilt. Big men? Abdou 
Diame 6-9, 195 from Senegal is 
the new name on UK's list, but 
prime competition for Diame 
comes from Billy Donovan at 
Aorida. Tubby would must like to 
score a major coup by landing 6-
10 Jared Jeffries from 
Bloomington, Ind., or 6-11 
Rolando Howell from Columbia. 
South Carolina. Both are expected 
to stay home and play for Bob 
Knight and Eddie Fogler, respec­
tively. 

Then there's 6-8 Eddie Griffin, 
a cat-quick runner from 
Philadelphia who says he is defi­
nitely going to college instead of 
testing the NBA draft. "(And) I 
really like (UK's) style of play, the 
way they move the ball. Mostly, I 
like their coach. Tubby Smith is a 
great coach and a really good per­
son." 

Summer showtime gives way 
to an early signing period in 
November.

Two Shocless Joe Jacksons inhab­

it the far-distant bleachers of base 
ball. One ts a trattor to his sport. The 
other is a wronged man Now is a-; 
good a time as an} to dectde whether 
the sport should right an mjustice or 
finally rid itself of a legendary bum. 

Ted Williams, the famed hitter 
whose lifetime slugging average is 
second only to Babe Ruth's, has ded­
icated h1mself to restonng Shoeless 
Joe's good name and hts standing in 
ba~cball. Jackson deserves a place in 
the Baseball Hall of Fame Ill 

Cooperstown. New York. Williams 
contends. 

Others who agree w1th Williams 
arc retired catcher Yogi Bena, retired 
pitcher Bob Feller, and retired man­
ager Tom Lasorda. and U.S. Senator 
Tom Harkin, D-Iowa. ,.,ho became 
interested in the Shocless Joe story 
after the movie ·'Field of Dreams" 
was filmed near Dyersville in the 
Hawkeye State. 

The two divergent ~tories about 
Joe and h1s involvement tn the 1919 
Black Sox scandal are a fascinating 
contra<;t. 

The first story is about Shoeless 
Joe the wronged man, a v1ctim of Cir­
cumstance, an illiterate, naive 
superathlete. He batted .375 in the 
1919 World Series, hardly a perfor­
mance by someone who wanted his 
Chu:ago White Sox to lose to the 

Cincinnati Reds. 
He said he had been approached 

by gamblers and rejected two offers 
to join a conspiracy of his teammates 
to throw the senes. He reported the 
conspiracy and asked to be benched 
during the series but was ignored. 

When teammate Lefty Williams 
handed Shoeless Joe a sack contain­
mg $5,000 after the Senes. he want­
ed no part of tt. He had quesuonable 
legal counsel during the investtgation 
and trial. Joe, the wronged man, was 
railroaded, pure and simple, probably 
by a baseball commissioner 
(Kennesaw Mountain Landis), who 
wanted to restore the integnty of the 
sport as fast and as cleanly as possi­
ble. 

In the second story. Joe the bum 
clearly was not railroaded. He con­
fessed to hts part in the consp1racy 
under a prom1sc of immunity, though 
his supporters have since said he was 
more afraid of the gamblers who 
mstigated the fix than of the baseball 
commissioner who barred h1m from 
the game. 

Ths Joe was illiterate, but he was 
not stupid. His detractors suggested 
that he demanded $20,000, and when 
he received only $5,000, he com­
plained bitterly. 

They claim tha{ Jackson was so 
tom up about the conspiracy that he 
almost became ill before Game 1, 

leadtng to his destre to be benched. In 
Game 5. after he received the $5,000, 
he did let a fly ball drop that many 
observers swore he normally would 
have caught. 

His acquittal was meaningless 
because all eight of the players were 
acqUitted. That means nothing was 
proved against any of them, though 
the swindle clearly was pulled. 

Baseball writer Dan Gutman sug­
gested in a 1992 book, "Baseball 
Babylon," that it was the players and 
not the gamblers who initiated the 
plot. 

Williams, Feller and the others are 
campa1gning to have Jackson rein­
stated to maJor league baseball so 
that he can be considered for the 
Baseball Hall of Fame. His career 
.356 batting average, the third best of 
all time. would seem to justify 
instalhng his name wtth the greats. 

It is no romantic with "Field of 
Dreams" in his eyes who will dec1de 
Jackson's fate. Baseball 
Comm1ssioner Bud Sehg is review­
ing the records. He will dec1de 
whether the sport will embrace 
Shoeless Joe the wronged, or sweep 
Shoeless Joe the vtlhan off home­
plate forever. 

So, IS he safe? Or is he out?

Revered 
pastor returns 

for visit

A monument stands, commem­
orating the tragic bus accident that 
occurred in February 1958, in 
which 27 people died. It's been 
nearly five years since the 
Children's Memorial dedication at 
Jenny Wiley State Resort Park. 

That was the last time Ira 
McMillen was in town. He was 
pastor of the Irene Cole Memorial 
Baptist Church when the accident 
occurred and was asked to come 
back and dedicate the monument. 
He described it as ··something I 
will never forget.·· 

Sunday, June 27, Pastor 
McMillen made another appear­
ance. Coming back to preach at 
the church he headed for nearly 
13 years, his sermon was "The 
Church that Jesus built." 

During his years with Irene 
Cole, McMillen helped pioneer II

Vacation Bible Schools, which 
enrolled more than 700 students. 
That was in 1955. A year later, the 
number increased to 13 schools. 

After leaving Irene Cole in 
August 1962, McMillen went on 
to become pastor of three more 
churches. 

He moved to Ashland and 
began his service at Unity Baptist 
Church. While there, the church 
was expanded and a mission was 
started. 

The next move was to 
Northside Baptist in Lebanon, 
Ohio. After he became its pastor, 
the church was named one of the 
fastest-growing churches in the 
nation. 

Finally, McMillen moved to 
Florence, where he pastored 
Greenview Baptist Church. 

Today. McMillen still keeps 
busy. Since h1s retirement in

When window 
fans were few 
Thank goodness we're 

finally experiencing what my 
father would have called a "bit 
of a cold snap." But I' ve never 
heard so much complaining 
about the weather as I've 
heard over the past month or 
so. And. I must admit much of 
that complaining has come 
from me. 

''Boy, wonder how folks 
without air-conditioning can 
make it when it gets like this?'' 
we ask. "Wonder how our 
grandparents made it when 
they cooked three meals a day 
over a coal sto\'e?" 

As I've mentioned before in 
this column. my grandfather 
Liss Baldridge, who lived 
down on Hammond. was one 
of the coolest (literafly) people 
I've ever met in my life, and 
he wore long underwear 12 
months a year. On those long, 
hot dog day afternoons he'd sit 
in the shade on his front porch 
smoking his pipe, which 
always smelled better than any 
tobacco product I ever tried as 
an adult.

But wallowing away in the 
cooling waters of the pond was 
heaven. and many's the time 
we'd stay in so long that our 
fingers would shrivel up like a 
prune.

I've heard him say many 
times that one reason he liked 
mining so much was. summer 
or winter. the temperature in 
there was always the same. 

But all that was then, and 
this is now. I guess I' ll contin­
ue to enjoy this "cool snap" 
for as long as it lasts, then, like 
everybody else I know.

"An Old Dog 
Learns New 

Tricks" 
A" you may rec·11l, the topic last 

time was "gcriatnc depression," the 
complicated relationship between 
depression, illness, and death. Also, 
the stats were that at least 15 per­
cent or more of elderly citizens 
experience depression which often 
tends to be more chronic than that 
experienced by younger folks. 

Expectedly, depression is a com­
mon complication of serious med­
ical condiuons wtth a 25 to 50 per­
cent frequency. In additiOn, depres­
Sion m older people tends to further 
magnify the effects of a disability. 
especially when chronic pain is pre­
sent. Even though there is such a 
high rate of depressed seniors, 
latclife depressiOn is not a normal 
pan of aging. It 1s not normal to be 
old and sad. 

Much effort - research and edu­
cation - has further added to posi­
tive anticipation about the future; 
depression that complicates med­
ical disorders in older adults 
responds well to treatmenrand drug 
treatment therapies which have 
never been better. 

Although senior citi1ens do not 
make up a major portion of the pop-

ulation experiencing emotional 
concerns in this area. more have 
come for services than expected. 

One retired couple especially 
comes to mind J1m, the husband, 
had an extended, successful mili­
tary career and had been a "sober'' 
alcoholic for sever.tl years. Sue, the 
wife. had been a well-known and 
respected school teacher locally. 

They finally sought psychologi­
cal services after Sue, with the 
encouragement of their four adult 
children, insisted that everyone 
could no longer tolerate Jim's 
severe moodiness, explosive out­
bursts, and wanting to stay at home 
and do nothing. He had changed so 
much over the past few years. He 
had trouble slcepmg and his 
appetite was down. J1m no longer 
enjoyed the grandchildren. 

Jim generally had good health 
over time and had not had a com­
plete medical examination in years. 
So this was the first thing on his list 
to follow up on, since his symp· 
toms could have been caused by 
physical problems, such as high 
blooq.pressure. In addition, his wife 
described the distress that his 
decreasing memory was creating 
for everyone. 

Since Jim had older relatives 
who had a history of Alzheimer's, 
he had an evaluation at the Memory 
Clinic where he and his wife were 
mformed that he du.l not have any 
tnd1cators of definite Alzheimer's 
at the time, but were told what they 
could do and watch for in the 

future. 
The client wa~ a veteran, so he 

was able to go to the VA Medical 
Center at Huntington for a psychi­
atnc evaluation for medication. 
This did not mean that he was "far 
gone" or ''crazy;" it .JUSt meant that 
he would see a specialist who was 
experienced in prescribing antide­
pressant medications for older 
folks. 

Hopefully, everyone knows that 
antidepressants. such as Zoloft, 
Serozone, Celexia, Paxil, Prozac, 
and Wellbrutin, arc not addictive. 
Usually the medication is given for 
six<: rtionths after the first depressive 
episode and at least 12 months after 
repeated depressions. Most often 
antidepressants are started at a low 
dosage and graduall) increased All 
drugs need to be known by the fam­
ily phys1cian and/or a pharmacist. 

Research has shown, from many 
sources, that both drug and 
non-drug therapies arc effective for 
depression in older citizens. The 
Nauonal Institute of Mental Health 
reports that psychotherapy, individ­
ual and family therapy and support 
groups, is helpful in coping with 
emotional problems and 
problem-solving. The retired cou­
ple, Jim and Sue, came for weekly 
sessions at first. 

Several topics were the center of 
attentton: their losses, such as a 
job/career: better communication 
skills; a regular exercise program; 
their life as individuals and as a 
couple; and coping more effective-

ly with life changes created by their 
retirement and age. Basically, each 
was encouraged to take responsibil­
ity for his/her feelings and behav­
iors and allow the other to do the 
same. 

Due to their interest and motiva­
tion in making changes, Jim and 
Sue gradually did very well. They 
learned new activities and to do 
things separately and together. It 
was pleasant to hear their "war sto­
ries" and successes and see their 
abilities to have a healthy lifestyle 

as older people. They realized the 
fact that they did not need to be 
depressed. 

Become able to look at yourself 
and become more of aware of how 
others are behaving and possibly 
feeling. We must Identify, and iden­
tify early. those people who are at 
risk for depression, and get them 
help. Helping the depressed elderly 
is a partnership between patients: 
physicians. and caregivers, who are 
better informed about the complex­
ities of geliatric depression.

Interviewers collect information 
from about 48,000 households once 
a month. 

By law, the Census Bureau keeps 
all identifying information about 
survey respondents and their house­
holds strictly confidential. Local 
households selected for the nation­
wide sample receive a letter from 
Census Bureau Director Kenneth 
Prewitt, informing them of the sur­
vey. Some households will be inter-

viewed by telephone, others in per­
son by field representatives who 
carry an official identification card 
bearing their photograph and signa­
ture.

Bureau's continuing effort to mea· 
sure current and emerging trends a 
the national and state levels.

To wann in a microwave, wait until 
last minutes of cooking veal, then 
heat orange slices about one minute 

on high power.

Cover with the yogurt mixture, 
then roll it in the cracker crumbs. 
Place the coated chicken on the pre­
pared rack. Leave at least I inch 
between the pieces of chicken. 
Spray the coated chicken with 
cooking spray. 

Bake the chicken for 45 min­
utes, or until it is golden and the 
juices run clear when a breast is 
pierced with a fork. This chicken is 
crunchy when served within one 
hour. It keeps, wrapped in foil or 

plastic, in the refrigerator for 2 
days.

-1 fi'eslt peaches, hal1•ed and pit 

ted, or 20-ounce bag jiw.en 
unsweetened sliced peaches 

1 rsp. vanilla 
I pint fresh raspberries or 12-

ounce bag frozen unsweetened 
raspberries 

I pint low-fat vanilla ice cream 
In a deep saucepan, combine I 

cup of the sugar with 2 cups water. 
Bnng to a boil, reduce the heat, and 
s1mmer 3-5 minutes to thicken the 
syrup slightly. Add the peaches, cut 
side down. When the peaches arc 
sllll finn. about 3 minutes, remove 
the pot from the heat. Add the 
vanilla. 

Cool the fruit in the syrup. If 
using fresh peaches, lift the skins 
from the fruit. The peaches can sit 
in the syrup for up to 2 days. refrig­
erated in a closed contamer. 

Puree the berries m a food 
processor. Strain the puree through 
a sieve; there should be about I 
cup. Mix in 114 cup of the peach 

·syrup. Add up to 114 cup of the 
remammg sugar, according to taste. 

To serve, with a slotted spoon, 
lift a peach half from the syrup. 
Place it, cut side up, in an individ­
ual dessert dish or shallow bowl. 
Top w1th a scoop of the ice cream. 
Place a second peach half, cut side 
down, on top of the ice cream. Pour 
over a quarter cup of the raspberry 
sauce. If using sliced peaches, start 
with the scoop of ice cream. 
Arrange a quarter of the peaches 
over and around the ice cream in 
each bowl and top with the raspber­
ry sauce. Repeat to make four serv­
ings. Serve immediately. 

(Note: Save the syrup to pour 
over strawberries and other fresh 
fruit and to sweeten iced tea.)

CARROT SALAD 

112 pound daikon radish. about 
7 inches x f. 112 inches, peeled, or 1 
bunch icicle or red radishes 

2 small carrots

1 Kirby or pickling cucumber 
I scallion, green part onlr 
Cut the radish or radishes into 

the thinnest possible slices, using a 
vegetable slicer or very sharp knife. 
Place them in a plastic container 
with a lid, or in a self-sealing plas­
tic bag. 

Cut the carrots diagonally into 
the thinnest possible slices. Add 
them to the radish. 

Add the rice vinegar, sugar and 
salt to the vegetables. Pour in 1/4 
cup water. Seal the container and 
shake until the sugar is dissolved. 
Refrigerate 2-4 hours.· 

Peel the cucumber. Halve it 
lengthwise and seed it. Cut the 
cucumber lengthwise into the 
thinnest possible slices. Cut these 
crosswise, making 1-1/2 inch 
strips. Add to the pickled radish 
mixture. Shake with the dressing. 

Drain off the dressing. Arrange 
the salad in a serving dish. Cut the 
scallion into 1-1/2 inch-long pieces. 
Cut these lengthwise into fine 
strips. Sprinkle the scallion over the 
salad. Serve chilled or at room tem­
perature. This salad should be 
served the day it is made.

Remove the tough outer leaves 
of the cabbage Usc 3-4 of the least 
blemished ones, torn into pieces, to It 
line the bottom of a small Dutch 
oven. With a sharp knife. core the 
cabbage. Place it, core s.de up, m 
the pot of b01l111g water. Turn otT 
the heat. Using tongs <~nd a fork. 
remove the softened leaves f'rom 
the cabbage. one by one. Blot the 
leaves dry. 

Cut off the cupped bottom of 
each leaf, slicing across it I mch 
above the tip. Trim the back ,.;pine 
off leaves measuring up to 5 inches 
across, so each leaf is supple. Halve 
larger leaves vertically. cutting to • 
one s1de of the center spine. Cut 
away the thick pa!1 or the spine. 

Place I tablespoon of the filling 
in the center, I inch up from the 
bottom of a leaf. Fold up the bot­
tom to cover the filling. Fold in the 
curved side of the leaf. Roll thc. leaf 
up. Place it in the Dutch oven. 
Repeat, arranging the rolled leave!' 
in 2 tightly packed layers. 

Sprinkle the dry broth over the 
cabbage or crumble the bouillon 
cubes over them. Pour in 3/4 cup ~. 
water. Cover the pot· with alu- 7 
minum foil. Place the pot cover 
over the foil. Bring the pot to a boil 
over medium-high heat. Reduce the 
heat and simmer gently 20 minutes. 
Remove the foil. Continue cooking, 
uncovered, until the cabbage is ten-
der and most of the liquid has evap· 
orated, 20-30 minutes. Let sit 30 
mmutes before serving. or cool and 
serve at room temperature.
