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Mullins found 
not guilty

A Floyd County jury Monday 
found Timothy Mullins, 23, not 
guilty in the death of Cybil 
Coleman Thacker of Abbott Creek 
in Prestonsburg on October 26, 
1998. 

Mu11ins was charged with sec­
ond degree manslaughter when he 
drove his truck through the traffic 
light at the junction of US 23 and 
Rt. 1428, striking Thacker's vehi­
cle. Thacker was killed in the acci­
dent. 

Mullins' attorneys. Ned 
Pillersdorf and Gordon Long, 
opened the trial stating that 
Mu11ins, after passing Tiger Mart 
at the top of the hill on US 23, pro-

ceeded down the hill, traveling no 
faster than posted speed limits of 
55 MPH. 

As Mullins traveled down the 
hill, he switched into the left lane 
to avoid a car, the attorneys said. 
The car in front of Mullins moved 
to the left, and Mullins then pulled 
into the right lane, according to the 
attorneys. 

The defense attorneys said the 
driver of the car also moved into 
the right lane. Mullins was aware 
of the flashing yellow lights at the 
intersection, but he was concen­
trating on the car just in front of 
him, attorneys said in their open­
ing remarks. 

The driver of the car braked in

front of Mullins, who swerved to 
the right to avoid the car, applied 
his breaks, blew his hom and col­
lided with Cybil Thacker, who had 
entered US 23 heading south from 
Rt. 1428, according to defense 
attorneys. 

Prosecuting attorney Jeff 
Damron argued that a car had 
stopped in the left lane at the traf­
fic light and that Mullins drove 
through the flashing yellow lights 
at full speed, passing the stopped 
car in the left lane, and then went 
through the traffic light. 

Testifying at the trial, Shawn 
Spradlin of Prestonsburg, who was 
sitting behind Thacker at the light, 
said both vehicles had stopped and 
were waiting for the light to 
change. 

"When the light turned green, 
the car in front of me started to go. 
Then it stopped. I was thinking to 
myself, 'Well, go on, the light's 
green.' 

"Then I heard a hom blow ... I 
looked and I saw a coal truck com­
ing ... I thought, 'Don't go' ... 
Then it started to go on ... The coal 
truck, it swerved ... and it (the car) 
kept on going ... The coal truck, it 
swerved to miss her in that lane ... " 

Spradlin said he didn't notice 
any other cars in the intersection 
because he was watching the car in 
front of him, and he didn't see the 
truck until he heard the hom blow. 
He also said that the car had 
paused "a couple of seconds ... 
five or six seconds." 

Patricia Cantrell of 
Staffordsville testified she was 
waiting to turn on to US 23 in the 
direction of Paintsville when the 
light turned green. 

"She pulled out .. . The coal 
truck was blowing his horn. I 
looked back and pulled over to the 
side ... To be honest, ... I had my 
music blasting, but I still heard the 
coal truck hom ... I think that he 
did make an honest effort to avoid 
hitting her," Cantrell said. 

The eyewitness said she 
thought the driver of the car hesi­
tated, but did not stop. 

Sue Robinson of East Point was 
in the stopped car that Mullins 
swerved to miss. Robinson testi­
fied that she saw warning lights 
blinking, moved to the left lane to 
get out of the truck's way, and 
stopped at the red light. She also 
confirmed hearing the truck's 
hom, but added he blew it twice. 

"The car hesitated probably a 
few seconds ... She (the driver) 
was part way in the intersection ... 
He swerved to miss her. He was 
probably trying to avoid the acci­
dent," Robinson said, but added 
that she did not remember hearing 
the sound of the coal truck's 
brakes being applied. 

Sergeant Mike Ormerod, with 
the Prestonsburg Police 
Department and an accident recon­
structionist, said there was no evi­
dence of the truck's brakes being 
applied before the point of impact. 

The truck, according to his cal­
culations, was doing a minimum 
of 57 miles per hour when it hit 
Thacker's car. 

After being questioned by 
defense attorney Pillersdorf, Sgt. 
Ormerod said that skid marks for a 
coal truck would be delayed 
because of the building of air pres­
sure in a truck's brake system after

"A man jumped out and said his 
partner may be having a heart 
attack," Newsome said. 

When the paramedics went to 
the passenger side of the truck, the 
"found the man holding his chest 
and sweating," the deputy said.

College student revives amphitheater 
It took a 19-year-old college student with a love of theater, 

an unshakable determination and a vision for the future to suc­
ceed where others have failed. 

Thanks to the efforts of Paul G. Blazer High School gradu­
ate Tressa Preston, now a student at Marshall University, the 
long-neglected and almost forgotten John C.C. Mayo 
Amphitheater soon will host its first public event in 19 years 
and only its second program since it was constructed almost 20 
years ago. 

Preston and fellow Marshall student Jonathon Joy are the 
driving forces behind Free Spirit Productions, a new theater 
company that is producing William Shakespeare's "Much Ado 
About Nothing" at the amphitheater on July 30, July 31, Aug. 
I, Aug. 6, Aug. 7 and Aug. 8. Performances are at 8 p.m. 

The amphitheater, which is located off Bob McCullough 
Drive, was built in 1980 as part of the nearby Jean Thomas 
Museum and Gatherin' Place. In addition to concerts, plays and 
other attractions, developers envisioned that the amphitheater 
would become the home of a revived Appalachian Folk Song 
Festival, the annual production that once attracted thousands to 
Ashland, and made Thomas-the Traipsin' Woman-national­
ly known. 

But that vision was never realized. Instead the amphitheater, 
which is part of Boyd County's Annco Park, hosted just one 
concert, a poorly attended performance by the band Exile in the 
summer of 1980. 

Since that one concert. the Jean Thomas Museum has 
become the central offices for the Boyd County School District 
and the Gatherin' Place has become the Boyd County Early 
Childhood Development Center. And the amphitheater has 
become overgrown with weeds and unnoticed by hundreds who 
drive near it daily. 

In 1991, the Backstage Players tried to get approval to use 
the amphitheater as a summer home, but it backed off when the 
Boyd County Kiwanis Club agreed to accept the amphitheater 
as a project. The club leased the site from the county for $1 a 
year, made some minor improvements to it, but never used the 
amphitheater. 

When Preston and Joy first stumbled on the neglected 
amphitheater, it was so overgrown with weeds that they could 
not even get down to the stage. But instead of seeing a hopeless 
entanglement of underbrush and an aging structure, they saw a 
future home for a summer theatrical group. And with the help 
of a Jot of others-the Boyd County Fiscal Court, the Ashland 
Area Convention and Visitor's Bureau, American Electric 
Power, Wolohan Lumber, and inmates from the Boyd County 
Detention Center-they are turning that dream into a reality. 
With a cast of 14 talented young actors, they are bringing 
Shakespeare to Boyd County. 

Preston envisions the amphitheatre someday becoming the 
home of summer productions that are as popular as the annual 
shows at Jenny Wiley State Resort Park. That's mighty ambi­
tious for an amphitheater that has been neglected for two 
decades, but every success story begins with a dream. The road 
toward realizing that dream begins with the success of its first 
show. 

We commend Preston, Joy and the others for their commit­
,ment to doing something positive for this community.

One big shame, is, if I am correct, water lines stop 
at the top of the hill on Route 2030 coming into 
Printer, of which these people have been denied 
good, clean, safe, water after being so close to the 
main water line.

just for the asking, or if not, I feel that the county 
court could work in its budget somehow, even if it 
means trimming some pet projects, in order for these 
people to obtain this necessity of everyday life. 

These folks did not ask for the mines to ruin their 
water, and they are victims of the coal industry 
which has not been made to correct the bad after 
effects they have caused. 

The companies have raided the water supply, 
without doing what is ethically right, and that is pro­
viding these people with good, clean, and safe water. 
But since the powers that be, in all their wisdom, 
failed to legislate such responsibilities to these par­
ties, I am therefore asking our county government to 
step in and come to the aid of these citizens who live 
several miles from the county seat of Prestonsburg. 

I take pride in being a part of Floyd County. I love 
its people God has blessed this county, and in that 
note, I ask the county officials to bless this little 
community in Spurlock, Printer area.

We all to need take it easy and 
watch out for each other during this 
spell of hot weather. 

Children, the elderly and sick 
people arc especially vulnerable to 
the heat and need special attention. 
''But. under the right conditions. 
anyone, even an athlete in great 
condition. can suffer a heat stroke or 
heat exhaustion," said Kentucky 
Department for Public Health 
Commissioner Rice C. Leach, M.D. 

Those most at risk during weath­
er extremes arc elderly people who 
live alone and cannot cool their 
homes, people with heart or lung 
problems and those who work or 
otherwise exert themselves outside. 

·'Everyone needs to be careful. 
Take it easy outside. particularly 
during the hottest part of the day. 
and listen to your body," Leach said. 

He advises people who are elder­
ly or have chronic heart or lung 
problems to stay inside an air-condi­
tioned building. Those who cannot 
cool their homes can go to senior 
citizen centers. shopping malls. 
local heat respite centers or other 
air-conditioned places. 

During hot spells. neighbors and 
family members should check on 
people who may be susceptible to 
heat-related problems. Those who 
cool their homes with electric fans 
should heed an additional warn­
ing-if temperatures reach the 100-
degree mark, use wet washclothes 
or towels to moisten the skin and 
cause evaporation. 

"When temperatures get real 
high. fans just circulate hot air. and 
that speeds up the body's dehydra­
tion process," Leach said. "Without 
the application of moisture. fans can 
aggravate the heat's effects." 

People who must work outside 
should wear loose, cool clothing. as 
far as individual jobs allow; take 
frequent breaks in a cool place: 
drink plenty of liquids. not includ­
ing alcoholic beverages

Check on children 
Children should take the same 

precautions as adults as far as out­
door clothing, frequent breaks and 
plenty of liquids. Children should 
be checked regularly by adults 
when they are playing outside. 

Parents and other caretakers 
should also make sure children 
don't have access to car keys and 
aren't allowed to play in and around 
cars. Last summer in the U.S., I I 
children died when they were 
trapped in the trunks of unattended 
vehicles. If a caretaker has to go on 
a shopping trip, the children should 
either be left home with a responsi­
ble adult, or they should be taken in 
the store. 

"I cannot stress enough that chil­
dren should never be left in an auto­
mobile, even for a short period of 
time with the windows down," 

,Leach said. 
Symptoms of heat exhaustion 

include moist, clammy skin; nausea; 
headache; dizziness or confusion. 
People with these symptoms should 
be moved to a place out of the sun to 

'Water, Water 
everywhere' isn't 
so this summer 

As a result of the drought this 
summer, many municipalities have 
initiated either voluntary or 
mandatory water conservation 
programs that will limit water use. 
This situation makes it even more 
vital to conserve water. 

Citizens can do several things 
to help preserve their community's 
water supply. Here are a few sug­
gestions. 

Mulch trees. shrubs and gar­
dens to help maintain soil mois­
ture. This will reduce the need to 
water as frequently. because the 
mulch will slow water that evapo­
rates from the soil surface between 
nature's rainfalls and your water­
ings. 

Mulching helps control weeds 
as well. 

It is important to control weeds, 
so plants and trees don't have to 
compete with the weeds for mois­
ture. 

To prevent water loss through 
evaporation, water lawns and gar­
dens early in the morning or in the 
early evening. During sporadic 
showers, you also can collect rain­
water for use later to water plants. 

For outdoor activities that 
require water, have children play 
in a small pool rather than using 
the hose or sprinkler. 

When water in the pool needs 
to be changed, involve the chil­
dren in using the old water for 
watering plants in the landscape or 
for other outdoor uses. 

Check all spigots and watering 
devices for leaks. By ensuring that 
sprinklers, hoses and faucets are 
running properly you will reduce 
water loss while getting the most 
out of your watering efforts. 

"Water is a precious element 
that is too valuable to waste. Be 
sure to do your part in conserving 
water wherever you can," Durham 
said. 

rest and given liquids with small 
amounts of salt. If a heat exhaustion 
victim loses consciousness, vomits 
repeatedly or can't drink liquids, 
medical assistance should be called. 

In heat stroke, a serious ailment 
that can be fatal. the victim's skin 
usually is hot and dry to the touch 
and may appear flushed at first and 
then tum gray. The person may 
seem confused or even delirious 
before losing consciousness. 

Heat stroke victims need imme­
diate emergency medical care. In 

the meantime, bystanders can help 
lower the person's body tempera­
ture by bathing the victim in cool 
liquids, or wrapping the person in 
wet sheets and fanning the victim. 

Leach also recommends that 
people on regular medication con­
sult with their physician to see if 
their prescriptions should be modi­
fied during hot weather. Some med-. 
ications can increase the Joss of · 
body fluids, increasing the possibil­
ity of dehydration.

Effective crankbait fishing 
requires a delicate touch 

• Many bass fishermen think of 
crankbaits only 1n terms of casting 
and winding, but to truly use these 
lures effectively an angler must 
develop a sense of touch as delicate 
as a surgeon. 

That's the opinion of veteran 
bass tournament angler Guy Eaker, 
who used the diving lures for many 
years and won several national 
tournaments with them. 

"You have to learn to :feel' a 
crankbait just like you do a plastic 
worm or a jug," says Eaker. 

"it's hard to believe, but a bass 
can totally inhale a crankbait and 
then spit it out without the fisher­
~an ever feeling anything. This has 

been documented on file. 
"By feel, I mean being able to 

detect the slightest change in the 
vibration of the lure, such as when 
it has been hit by a fish, so you can 
set the hook. This isn't something 
you can learn overnight, e1ther, but 
it is something every serious bass 
angler needs to learn." 

Several factors are involved in 
learning how to feel crankbaits, 
continues the North Carolina 
angler. These include using the 
prujJ~ r rocl as well as a line with 
very low stretch. 

"I use a strong but small diame­
ter line for crankbaits," says Eaker. 

-.;;because it is more sensitive. A 
small diameter line allows the lure 
to vibrate more freely, and this is 

what you have to feel. 
"The best crankbait rods are usu­

ally medium or medium/heavy with 
a general parabolic action so the 
entire rod bends when a bass hits, 
not just the tip. This also means 
increased sensitivity and better 
feels for you." 

Eaker suggests anglers spend a 
lot of time on the water fishing 
crankbaits with different rods until 
they find a model they really like 
and feel comfortable using. After 
that, it's practice, practice, practice. 

"Different crankbaits have dif­
ferent vibrations according to their 
design and the speed at which you 
use them," says Eaker. "These are 
excellent year-round lures, but they 
have to be fished properly to realize 
their full potential." 

The coming weeks should pro­
vide some of the best crankbait 
action of the year, adds Eaker, as 
bass will be feeding heavily in 
preparation for winter. It's an excel­
lent opportunity to try different 
lures and develop that sense of 
touch. 

"A friend of mine once caught 
14 bass weighing 57 pounds during 
a two-day bass tournament," he 
says, "'and all came on crankbaits. 
His two partners caught a total of 
three bass at the same time, and 
they also used crankba1ts. 

"That's what developing a sense 
of touch is all about."
