What was expected to be a fast-
paced, warm and friendly city
council meeting Monday, soon
slowed to a crawling heated
debate, The well being of the

School board prepares for new year

In Tuesday night's regularly-
scheduled meeting of the Floyd
County Board of Education at
Allen Central High School. board
members got an update on athletic
complexes, set a pay schedule for
extra curricular salary, increased
the coverage of liability insurance
and passed several items in pn,pa~
ration for the coming school year.

The plans for the athletic com-
plexes are moying along, although
not as quickly as some would

hope. Architect Joe Jones from
Johnson Romanowitz Architects
showed the board an update on
work that had been done at both
sites.

Jones said there were some
minor  problems  at  the
Prestonsburg site, such as a under-
ground storage tank. He added
this and other minor problems
could be dealt with. He told the
board the tentative price for the
site would be $1.6 million. He
said the boundaries of the field
were tight but will work. Jones
and board chairman Terry Dotson

reiterated the often-repeated dis-
claimer: “These plans are concep-
tual and subject to change.”

Jones also presented a new con-
cepl drawing for the South Floyd
site. This site uses part of both the
Newsome and Johnson property
and will take advantage of work
scheduled on KY 122 by the
Kentucky Department of
Transportation. The plans calls for
basically the same things as the
Brackett site field but calls for up
to 500 parking spaces.

One man in the audience
suggested that the land be used for
raising hogs. Martin said the
problems associated with this
industry outweighs the benefits of
jobs which she says are so low
paying that workers have to sup-
plement their income with wel-
fare,

Martin said eastern
Kentuckians and people all over
the state had little choice in health
care. She said this was caused by
the lack of competition and could
be done by removing the state
mandates in the legislature,

Martin said that as she traveled
the campaign trail, she heard peo-
ple talk about discipline in the
middle and high schools. Martin
suggests “boot camps” for stu-
dents who cannot adjust to the

Prestonsburg Housmg Ailthorlty
board adopts new guidelines

The Prestonsburg Housing
Authority Board of Directors met
Wednesday night to approve a new
rule handed down by the

Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) known at the
“deconcentration rule.”

The objective of the deconcen-
tration rule, which is effective

immediately, is to bring higher-
income tenants into lower-income
developments and lower-income
tenants into higher-income devel-
opments to prevent a concentra-
tion of poverty families and/or a
concentration of higher-income
families in one development.

The housing authority has a
four-priority step in filling vacan-
cies within the housing projects.

» First priority: Resident of the

Stk #M1143.
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city of Prestonsburg, not currently
receiving federal housing assis-
tance. (An applicant who is work-
ing or has been hired to work in
the city of Prestonsburg will be
considered a resident).

» Second priority: Residents
outside Prestonsburg city limits in
Floyd County, not receiving feder-
al housing assistance. (An appli-
cant who is working or has been
hired to work in Floyd County will
be considered a resident).

» Third priority: All other appli-
cants not currently receiving fed-
eral housing assistance.

e Fourth Priority: All other
applicants who are receiving fed-
eral housing assistance.

Brenda Harris, director of
Prestonsburg Housing Authority,
said the deconcentration rule has
to be met before these priorities
would be applicable.

Harris also said the rules apply
only to new tenants and would not
affect those residents presently in
the three sites: Dixie, Green Acres
and Indian Hills.

Other changes in rules include:

* The authority must immedi-
ately and permanently terminate
tenancy in public housing to per-
sons convicted of manufacturing
of methamphetamine (speed) on
the premises of the assisted site.

*» Tenants who are subject to the
minimum rent requirements may
request a hardship exemption. The
authority will consider whether
the request meets the statutory
definition of hardship and if it is of
a lemporary Oor permanent nature
and take the appropriate action.

= The authority must not reduce
the family's rent if welfare bene-
fits are lowered due to the family's
failure to comply with program
requirements,

*» The authority must not reduce
the family's rent if the family’s
benefits are reduced to the expira-
tion of lifetime limit.

* No individual shall be consid-
ered a person with disabilities for
purposes of eligibility for low-
income housing under this title
solely on the basis of any drug or
alcohol dependence.

+ Elimination of the previous
preference for the admissions of
elderly, disabled and displaced
persons before other single per-
sons.
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why their budget was cut by over
$50,000, and why the city refuses to
hire three more policemen to add to
the six full-time and two part-time

They said the city has received a
grant from the state, providing
money for the purpose of extra offi-
cers, but whether the city will accept
it has yet to be determined.

One officer informed the council
that he had “made four felony arrests

% just yesterday and arrested two ille-
gal aliens. The city needs more pro-
tection. The people want more pro-
tection. They only pay 25 percent of
our salaries, and now we have the
grant. So, why won't they do it?"

The council said that the mayor
had to decide the police matter, and
no conclusion was reached.

At their last meeting, the city
council agreed to cut the police
force. City Aunorney Tim Parker,
though, informed the council at that
meeting that only the mayor had that
authority but the council could
change the budget to reflect the
change they wanted to make. The
council wanted 1o cut the police
department by the $50.000 through
an amendment to the budget, but
Parker warmed them that could only
be done through a first and second

2ading and the budget needed to be
passed.

At Monday night's meeting, the
budget was also debated by council
members when Dr. Mahendra Varia,
a member of the council, asked why
some amounts were higher than ones
in last year's budget. He was told
that the amounts were estimated,
based on rate changes in the years
before, and filled in accordingly.

@  Vana then asked why it wasn't
balanced, and stated, *You have to
balance the budget.”

The motion was rescinded while
discussion’ tontinued: and the topic

The con-
tract is written for a year. While I'm
not wanting to give up the right to
decisions concerning the MAC’s
future, we need to move on...to show
support for Keith. We are willing to
negotiate; we want to heal, to pro-
mote, help, push, to get it going.
Let’s let it work and see if he works
the problems out. We have a misun-
derstanding here and a war over
there. All of us want the MAC to do
well, We have the right to approve or
disapprove, not to set a time.”

p  Collins held his ground as the
motion to ratify Greg Crum’s con-
tract was again put on the floor and
passed by a 3-2 vote.

Present at the meeting were
Robert Allen, Estill Carter, Bill R,
Collins, Gorman Collins, and Ralph
Davis, with Gorman Collins and
Ralph Davis voting against.

Also at the meeting, the proposed
budget for 1999-2000 was presented
for a second reading. Incorrect cal-
culations in restaurant and motel
taxes were refigured to reveal a
higher projection, allowing for more

#® money to be distributed to the MAC,
Archer Park, and the Prestonsburg
Tourism office.

Other changes noted were a high-
er budget set forth by tourism and a
lower budget was presented by
Archer Park for the coming fiscal
year.

The council also voted to pur-
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In reply, the clerk said. “You tell
me how to balance it and I will.”

Tim Parker suggested having
work sessions to help prepare it
Then, Joe Howard made the motion
that the council pass the budget as is
(which did not include the $50,000
reduction in the police force budget)
and amend it at a later date. Hazel
Robinson seconded this and all were
in agreement, except Varia, who
said, “Because of no other choice, |
say yes.”

Another focus of the meeting
regarded the city's public sewage
system. Council members agreed
that the city would pay $5.,000 per
month, or what they could afford, on
the public sewage system.

After that, Orlean Flannery, a cit-
izen of Martin, asked to speak. She
addressed the council, asking, “What
1s going to be done about the water in
my yard? Sometimes, it comes up to
the door.”

Apparently, the city has done
some type of work near her property,
which causes rain water to become
entrapped on her lawn. The council
looked toward Rick McCoy, waste
and water manager, for an answer.

He stated that nothing could be
done about it without the state
department’s approval, but promised
to call the problem into them the next
day and ask for permission to begin
repairs. He estimated the drain need-
ed to correct the problem will cost
between $5,000 and $6,000.

Another item was brought up
about the sewage lines when it was
mentioned that all drain tiles must be
unhooked from the sewer system.
Some residents have yet to comply
with this, and the council ruled that
there would be no time limit set at
this time.

Medical research and public attitudes have come a

long way. From the days when “‘crazy people™ were
locked away in asylums or given “treatments” of
guestionable usefulness, the nation has progressed to
modern mental
health facilities,

Researchers

year. Startling
from obsessive-compulsive disorder or anxiety
attacks or many of the other conditions that trouble
the mind. Drugs can help people with serious mental
disorders—schizophrenics, people with bipolar disor-
der, which is sometimes called manic depression, and
others—Ilead nearly normal lives.

It is an amazing and exciting time for mental
health professionals, who can use new therapeutic
techniques or medications to help more people than
people won't admit they are afflicted.

In addition, many others aren’t properly diag-
nosed. Some mentally ill people are among the
homeless. Some are criminals.

Many are substance abusers whose alcoholism or
drug addiction is the result of attempting self-med-
ication to try to quell their mental symptoms.

Gore, who disclosed recently that she had been
treated for serious depression 10 years ago, led a
case the stories of people with such problems. The
goal was to dispel myths and spread facts, she said.

Some of the facts: Only half the Americans with
severe depression are treated. Of the two million
schizophrenics in this country, more than half get
sustandard care.

1 couldn’t think of anything to
write this week so [ am going to let
Colby Hayes, who was a third grader
at Stumbo Elementary this past year,
tell you about his Popaw. I think you
will enjoy.

Walker Tackett is my great-grand-
father and he is now 73 years old. I
wanted to interview and write about
him for my Young Authors” Project
because he was a coal miner for
many, many years.

From doing this project, I learned
many things about coal and the life
of a coal miner. For those of you that
take time to read my book, you will
learn about a worker’s life as well.

My “Popaw Tackett” (that is what
all of us kids call him) began work-
ing in a coal mine in the year 1946.

I asked him why he started working
in the mine and he said, "It was the
only good job around here to do that
paid pretty good money.”

He told me that back in those days
jobs were hard to find, especially
jobs that would give good pay. There
were not many cars and trucks in the
area so it was difficult for anyone to
go to another city or state looking for
work.

My Popaw Tackett told me that
working in the mine when we was
younger was much different than
mining today. Popaw Tackett worked
inside a mountain getting the coal
and sending it to the outside.

He said that he wore a carbide
light so he could see in the dark
cave. A carbide light burns with a
powder called carbide when it is lit
with a match. My Popaw still has his
at home and he demonstrated for me
how it works.

The workers would use hand drills
and augers to make holes inside of
the coal seam. Then they would put
powder and explosives inside the
hole and cause it to blast. When this
happened, the coal would either fall
from the hill or it would become
loose and the workers would use a
pick to get the coal to fall.

After the coal had fallen, the
workers would shovel it up and put it
in a buggy, and ponies would pull
the buggy to the outside,

Popaw said that the miners had to
wear safety hats and hard-toe shoes
to keep them safe. He also told me
that the miners back then wore long-
sleeved shirts and jeans to work in.
He said that in the winter he wore
long-john pajamas under his clothes
to keep warm because it would get
extremely cold in the mine.

In 1948 my Popaw married Mearl
Frasure, a school teacher at a little
one-room school called Antioch.
Together they had four children:
Hershell. Glen, Rosella and Paul
David. Rosella is my grandmother.

In 1964 my Popaw decided to buy
his own coal mine. He bought a
mine located up in Dry Branch at
Teaberry, Kentucky. He decided to

name the mine, “Paul D.
Tackett Coal Company,”
his youngest child.

My Popaw said that by this
time. things were becoming
much different in the mines.
Battery lights replaced the old
carbide lights to be used inside
of the mines to help miners see.

A big machine called a
“scoop” was being used to gath-
er up-the coal instead of having

%o shovel it. Scoops also hauled
the coal outside, so that
changed having to use ponies.

A cutting machine was also
invented so that the miners
would not have to use a pick to
loosen the coal. These changes
made working underground
safer and easier for coal miners.

Popaw Tackett would sell his
coal that was mined to Turner-
Elkhorn Mining Company at
Drift, Kentucky. They would
then sell it to other companies.
Popaw told me that in the 1970s
a big coal “boom" hit. This
means that many people wanted

"o use coal for making electrici-
ty and other sorts of uses and
the price of coal went way up.
My Popaw made a lot of money
during this boom.

My Popaw’s company
employed 15 men at the mine.

after

He also had four men that drove
coal trucks and hauled the coal.
One important man that worked
for my Popaw was Paul Patton.
He is now the governor of
Kentucky. That makes me
proud to know that my Popaw
was once his boss.

Even though my Popaw said
that he made money working in
the coal business, he said there
was a lot of danger. He told me
that once a scoop ran over and
broke his leg. A battery blew up
once and burned him on the
chest very badly. He still has a
scar from that today.

In 1985 my Popaw retired
from the mining business
because of health problems. My
Popaw now has black lung and
very bad back problems that all
resulted from working in the
underground mine.

My Popaw and Momaw
Tackett now have a large fami-
ly. They have four children that
are all married. 12 grandchil-
dren and 10 great-grandchil-
dren.

My Popaw Tackett is 73
years old and has a lot of health
problems. He still gets around
pretty good, though. He goes to
church every Sunday and still
takes my Momaw grocery shop-

Perhaps
there are people who manage to
fake it. But the onus of fakery
shouldn’t be attached to mental
illnesses alone.

Fooling a
psychiatrist or experienced ther-
apist, moreover, isn’'t easy.

Every year, Americans learn
more about mental illnesses,
more people are treated and
more people grow aware of the
physical origins of such diffi-
culties. It seems reasonable that
employers would want their
benefits packages to be compet-
itive and that insurers would
offer the coverage that is
demanded by a public increas-
ingly knowledgeable about the
causes and treatments of mental
ailments. It may be only a mat-
ter of time.

Until that day, people such as
Tipper Gore and others who
have fought for more under-
standing for the mentally ill,
and more treatiment options,
have a worthy cause to push
forward.

areas they needed to learn more
deeply, so the academy was
designed around their ideas.

Their instructors - Ron Fiel and
Robert Boram from Morehead State
University, Greg Wiseman from
Foley Middle School in Berea, and
Susan Nichols from Russell Middle
School in Greenup County - have
worked hard to develop lessons and
activities to expand on the knowl-
edge the teachers already have.

Checks issued by the
state get a facelift

Anyone who receives a check
from the Commonwealth of
v Kentucky for any reasom, can
expect a new look beginning July 1.
The State Treasurer's Office has
announced that their antiquated sys-
tem for printing checks is being
replaced with new state-of-the-art
equipment giving all checks distrib-
uted by the state a new look.

The changes are more than cos-
metic, according to Treasurer John
Kennedy Hamilton. “The new
process allows us to be more effi-
cient in handling taxpayers’ dol-
lars.”

#®  As an example, the current sys-
tem requires that the treasurer keep
track of 18 different kinds of
checks. By switching to a laser
printing process with more flexibil-
ity in printing options, that number
is being reduced to three.

The Treasurer’s office prints
over 600,000 checks each month
for employees, vendors, family ser-
vices and child support, to name but
a few.

“People don’t realize what it
takes to process that many checks,”
Hamilton said. “We are moving

@ away from what has been a very
labor intensive and time consuming
process. By simply reducing the

steps in the process, we not only
increase the productivity of our
staff, but also reduce the opportuni-
ty for errors.”

Starting July 1, the blank check
paper goes into a printer and, when
checks exit, they are sealed and
ready for mailing, The check will
appear either in the middle or on the
bottom of a folded 8 1/2” by 117
sheet of paper.

More detailed information can
be included on check stubs because
the new laser printers can print on
both sides of the paper. This tech-
nology gives the state the option to
combine payments to a vendor from
more than one state agency into a
single check, saving printing,
postage and handling costs.

The changes in Treasury began
as an outgrowith of Gov. Paul
Patton’s Empower Kentucky
Initiative, which began about three
years ago and conlinues Lo improye
and modernize administrative ser-
vices throughout state government.

An entirely new financial man-
agement system (MARS). will
begin full implementation on July
I. The new check printing process
is one of the final steps to stream-
lining the state’s administrative ser-
vices.

Board of Directors Meeting

June 3, 1999
7 p.m.

Ladies and Gentlemen of the PCC Board of Directors:

Exactly eight years ago the administration of the University of Kentucky Community College
System offered me the position as the second president of Prestonsburg Community College. At
that time, | was asked to make a commitment to stay long enough to “make a difference,” and 1
accepted and honored the challenge. Many of you on this board have helped me lead this college
and, together, we have “made a difference.” Thank you for your guidance and for your unwaver-
ing confidence in my leadership.

Effective July 1, 1999, the new Kentucky Community and Technical College System (“KCTCS")
will officially assume all management responsibilities of 13 Kentucky community colleges,
including Prestonsburg Community College. Over the past years we have experienced many chal-
lenges of change; thus, I hope PCC will be well equipped to adjust to the dynamics of changes
of the KCTCS system.

As a token of PCC’s appreciation for your service to Prestonsburg Community College of the
University of Kentucky Community College System, 1 hope you will please accept and cherish
this crystal star paperweight engraved with the UK/PCC logo. Effective July 1, 1999, PCC will
no longer officially use the UK logo and will adopt the new KCTCS logo—so ladies and gentle-
men, these PCC/UK stars will likely become collector items.

What is most important about the star, however, is that it symbolizes our ambitious STAR cam-
paign and dreams for PCC. Over six years ago, we launched a campaign to *'shoot for the stars,”
to “dream” and 1o “plan our work and work our plan,” The result has been a tremendous success
in terms of funding of three new buildings on the Prestonsburg Campus (two of which are shared)
and one shared facility in Pikeville. New programs such as law enforcement, dental hygiene and
human services have been implemented and more new programs are ready, pending funding. And,
our college’s faculty and staff have led unique initiatives such as the restoration of the historic
May House, the funding and construction of the Environmental Nature Trail, and the affordable
senior citizens health programs. While statistically it may be difficult to prove, most will agree
that the overall pride in PCC and self-confidence of our students has improved dramatically.

Please note that I applied to Harvard University early last winter and. was
accepted several months ago, My sabbatical request was approved by KCTCS a couple of weeks
ago and 1 have waited until this meeting with you today to announce my plans.

Moving forward with the next chapter of my life will be filled with fond memories of the
Appalachian Mountains and the wondertful people I have learned to love in this Big Sandy Valley.
As the college moves forward, T ask you to continue your support of PCC and to lend your sup-
port to KCTCS, in whatever ways you deem appropriate. Your service 5, needed to-help lead this
college through the future changes facing PCC as a part of the new KCTCS.

Most of all, ladies and gentlemen, 1 ask that the college faculty, staff, administration, and board
strengthen the commitment to student success, Students are the heart of our business!

God bless each of you, PCC, and our students.

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The foremost commandment is the most daunting

Matthew’s gospel tells about a
group of Pharisees who decided to
put Jesus to a theological test.

One of them, a lawyer — who
else would have had the moxie to
cross examine the Son of God? —
asked: “Teacher, what’s the great-
est commandment in the Law?"

“You must love the Lord your
God with all your heart, and with
all your soul and with all your
mind,” Jesus replied. *This is the
greatest commandment.”

He added that there was a sec-
ond rule that ranked just behind
the first: “You must love your
neighbor as yourself."

Over the years, I"ve heard many
sermons on the second command-
ment. I've heard surprisingly few
about the first.

I suspect that's because hardly
any Christians, including minis-
ters, really love God with their
whole hearts, their whele souls
and their whole minds.

What an intimidating rule!

Yet Jesus must have meant

hat he said — because He said it
s0 many other times.

He told His disciples elsewhere
that if they weren’t willing to take
up their crosses and die for Him,
they couldn’t be His followers,

He said that believers who did-
n't hate their own families in com-
parison with their love for Him
weren't worthy of Him.

Tough stuff.

In Jesus' eyes, apparently, it
wasn't enough to respect God, It
wasn't even enough to love God as
much as you loved your own chil-
dren or parents.

You had to love Him absolutely,
to the exclusion of every compet-
ing thing, no matter how good that
thing might be.

By comparison, our modern
understanding of what it takes to
be a good Christian is shallow
indeed.

Ask churchgoers and they
mainly seem lo focus on external
matters: quit lying. go to churech,
don’t get drunk, be faithful to your
husband or wife,

All these acts are beneficial,
but in a sense — if we believe
Jesus, anyway — they ‘re not at the

'top of God’s list,

Even people who don't know

God can attend church or quit
drinking.

Clearly, God wants more from
his disciples. His desire is to pos-
sess us entirely,

He wants us to love Him so
much that we respond to Him gen-
uinely. humbly and joyously in
any situation, no matter how
absurd,

For example, I've been reading
lately about Noah.

Noah lived in a desert, yet God
somehow spoke to Him and told
Him to build a huge boat.

That must have seemed crazy to
Noah and his neighbors.

But Noah knew God well and
loved Him so much that he spent
the next century constructing an
ark — in a land where they'd
never seen rain.

Here's the clincher. Once Noah
had obeyed God, the ark then
saved him, his family and thou-
sands of animals from drowning,

Noah wasn’t perfect. When he
finally got off that smelly ship he
went out and got dog drunk, which
led to all kinds of family prob-
lems.

But God still considered Noah

righteous, because Noah loved
God absolutely. .

How do we reach Noah's level
of friendship with the Almighty?

I think the greatest command-
ment must require a process of
growth. It takes time. To love God,
you have to know God intimately.

So to love God completely. we
must first determine ourselves to
seek God and obey Him,

As we obey, initially in small
matters, we gradually learn
through experience that He's only
out to dous good.

We come to trust Him.

As our love and trust increase,
as we do things God's way instead
of our own way, we find our hearts
and souls and minds restoréd.

After all, to love God with your
whole heart, your heart must first
be made whole. '

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That's God's gift to us as we W

draw nearer to Him — wholeness.
He heals our wounded hearts.
He illuminates our darkened souls,
He tapes together the scattered
pieces of our minds."
Once He's made us whole, then
we're able to love Him wholly.

First Kentucky-
Bred Elk Born

|

The first Kentucky-bred elk"
calves in 150 years have been born
on the Cyprus-Amax Wildlife
Management Area near Hazard.

On June 14, biologists with the
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources (KDFWR)
caught and radio-collared a calf
produced by a bull and cow
released in 1997. Charlie Logsdon,
elk program biologist for the
KDFWR, stated that the calf
weighed 37.1 pounds, which is
above average, and was in excel-_
lent physical condition. ~

“This is the first instance of elk
reproduction in Kentucky in any of
our lifetimes, and mother and
daughter are doing fine.,” said
Logsdon,

KDFWR biologists have dis-
covered that at least two other
calves bred in Kentucky have been
born, but were unable to collar
those animals for continuing
research,

Persons who may encounter
newborn elk are strongly encour-
aged to leave these animals alone, Y
Elk calves are rarely abandoned or
need human assistance to have the
best chances of survival. In addi-
tion, elk cows are more aggressive
and protective than deer. For safe-
ty reasons, it is always best that
people stay away from elk calves.

Elk from Utah that were
released earlier this year in the
Bell/Harlan county area are also
giving birth. Wildlife biologists
will continue to track these ani-
mals, as well, to determine birth
and survival rates of those off-
spring. \Q\

Survival of elk brought from
Utah this year remains very high at
97 percent.

Elk restoration and research in
Kentucky is a cooperative effort
between the KDFWR, Rocky
Mountain Elk Foundation, and the
University of Kentucky.

ALEXANDER WINS TOLEDO
ARCA RACE

After 52 career ARCA
Bondo/Mar-Hyde Series starts
that included 14 top-five's and
five runner-ups, Blaise Alexander
finally rolled his Perkins
Restaurants-Sunoco Lubricants-
Lisa Express Chevrolet into vic-
tory lane Friday night at Toledo
Speedway in the Jasper Engines
and Transmission 150. With a
capacity crowd standing by, the
former ARCA rookie of the year
crossed the final stripe nearly
three seconds ahead of point
leader Bill Baird to claim the
$12,270 top prize. In a season
that has produced seven different
winners after eight events,
Alexander became the firth first
time winner in 1999,

Alexander was one of a hand-
ful of front-runners who ran the
entire 75 mile race with no pit
stops. “I have to hand it to my
crew chief, Dave Liner,” said the
Montoursville, Pennsylvania dri-
ver in victory lane. “It was his
call to stay out and not pit. We
Jjust didn't need too. The Hoosier
tires just kept on sticking and the
car was set up perfect. We were
good on gas and with everything
going our way, we decided that
we weren't going to give up the
track position. It’s hard to make it
up here at Toledo. It's great to
finally get my first win. I wish my
dad was here to see it."”

Bob Schacht raced his
Engineered Components Ford
from 15th to third in the final run-
ning order in front of Andy
Belmont’s America Online Ford
with Mark Gibson's JaniKing
Ford charging from 17th to fifth
to complete the top five.

THE EARLY DAYS AT
DAYTONA

Nobody can say for certain
when or where the first automo-
bile race took place, but accord-
ing to some racing historians, the
first planned event occurred near
Dayton, Ohio in 1894. But the
first organized race was a 77-
mile event between Paris and
Rouen's, France, July 22, 1894,
Over 100 cars showed up, and the
winner's averaged speed was 11
miles per hour.

Racers began to set world land
speed records immediately after
that first race. Barney Oldfield,
driving a car called the Winston
Bullet, became the first American
to race a-mile-a-minute, He did it
on the old Empire City horse rac-
ing track in New York.

Near the end of 1904, Henry
Ford Sr. drove his 999 race to a
speed of 91.370 mph across
Michigan's Lake St. Clair in the
dead of winter.

But Ford's record only stood
for 10 days before it was broken
at Daytona Beach, Florida. In

1905, an official “Speed Contest”
was announced. A Boston driver,
named H.L. Bowden became the
first driver to reach the magic 100
as he was officially clocked at
109.75 mph.

That same day, racing also reg-
istered its first fatality, A New
Yorker, named Frank Cocker and
his mechanic were nearing 100
mph on the beach course when
they had to swerve into the surf to
avoid hitting a bicychist. Both
died in the crash.

Racing continued on the beach
at Daytona, and it wasn't long
before it was known as the World
Capital of Speed. But it wasn't
until 1936, when a young driver

mechanic, named Bill France
moved 1o the area from
Washington, D.C. that races

became planned events.

The first big stock car race was
held in 1936 on a 3.2 -mile beach
course. France drove a 1935 Ford.
The race was called after 200 laps
because the tide was coming in.
Milt Marion in a Permatex-spon-
sored Ford won the event.

The City of Daytona lost
$22,000 on the race and wanted
out. The following year, France
talked the Elks Club into sponsor-
ing the race and allowing him to
promote if,

The 1937 race was much more
of a success. France and his group
added clay to the corners so cars
wouldn't get stuck in the sand.

Smoky Purser, a local, took home
$45.36 as his share of the purse.

The following year, Bill
France not only became the sole
promoter, but he won the race. He
had raised the admission from
twenty-five cents to fifty cents
and the crowd was twice as large.
The purse was larger, too, He
took home $100.

The rest is history. Bill France,
went from these wild beach races,
to eventually build NASCAR into
one of the strongest racing orga-
nizations in the world.

bill of his cap with a stony gaze.

Then he whirls about and gestures
toward the dugout in animated
fashion, Boos and jeers cascade
down from the stands.

Nobody loves umpires.

"*You have to know how far to
let a manager go. How far to let
players go.”

The words of Dick Butler, one
time superyisor of umpires in the
American League.

“Sound judgment is the key," he
said. “A good umpire knows when
to listen and when not to listen. You
have to be smart enough to discemn
when the line has been grossed. It's
hard for a manager or a player not
to use profanity in the heat of bat-
tle. But there are certain words or
terms of reference which simply
can't be tolerated. If they are used.
then ejection must follow.”

When asked for a rule of thumb
in such matters Butler thought a
moment then shrugged.

“Quite frankly, there’s no clear
policy,” he said. “A good umpire
handles different situations based
upon his experience. The ultimate
fest is you have to get out of trou-
ble with a minimum of trouble.”

No one took more precaution in
this regard than the late American
League arbitrator Ron Luciano.

"I was scheduled to work a
game in Baltimore and had come
up to the field to look around dur-
ing batting practice,” he said. “Earl
Weaver (Orioles manager) came
over and got in my face about a lit-
tle dispute we had engaged in a few
days earlier, [ told him the slate
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how it would be the rest of the
night so I threw him out right there.
And they hadn’t even played the
national anthem.”

Butler emphasized that. all
things being equal, an umpire
should run the manager and not the
player.

“People pay to see the players
perform.” he said. “So. if possible,
run the manager. If an argument
breaks out with a player, then the
umpire should hold back until the
manager gets there. Times have
changed. Professional baseball is
an enterfainment thing, It’s show
biz. And umpires have to be aware
of this fact.”

Not infrequently managers bait
an umpire intentionally to get
themselves thrown out of a game.

“When a team is in a slump or
playing poorly, Butler said, “man-
agers will sometimes use the

kicking dirt. He'd work himself
into a real temper tantrum and get
tossed. This made his players mad
and they usually played harder.”
Added Luciano, “Weaver yelled
at everybody about everything. If
the team was doing poorly, and he
knew everybody was sick of hear-
ing his yelling, he'd pick a close
play and get thrown out of the
game, He figured getling ejected
would, one, pump up his club, and
two, make everybody happy that
they didn't have to hear him any-
more that they would automatically
play better.”
So who wants to be an umpire?
“There’s never a shortage of
applicants,” Butler said. “It seems
kind of glamorous until you have to
do it. Then it gets old fast.”
Would-be umpires are required
to attend a certified training pro-
gram.

A youngster’s first ride in a
boat. just like teaching them to
fish, can' make a valuable impres-
sion for more fun and treasured
memories in the outdoors

It doesn’t take extra time or
expense to make sure the family
boat is safe and comfortable for
younger passengers. Some chil-
dren like the thrill of going fast and
feeling the wind rushing past their
faces. Others may be frightened by
high speed and rapid acceleration
runs. Even adults who aren’t expe-
rienced boaters may be uneasy on
choppy waters.

The Mercury Outboards boating

experts recommend these follow-
ing tips:

» Be patient and make it fun.
Once a youngster is seriously
frightened by a reckless boat oper-
ator or an unsympathetic parent, it
may take a lot of effort to make
things right.

* Everyone should wear a U.S.
Coast Guard approved personal
flotation device. Most all the states
require it for youngsters. Rather
than the old-fashioned bulky ones,
spend a few dollars more for the
top-quality comfortable PFD’s.
There are even life vests decorated
with cartoon characters children

will be eager to wear.

*» Don't take more children than
you can safely supervise, a good
rule is one child to one adult.

* Assign each child duties, like
reminding dad to hook up his
emergency kill switch whenever
the boat is running or that his PFD
is completely buckled. An order
¢hild might be in charge of making
sure the drain plug is in place
before launching, or that all the
electronics ‘are turned off back at
the dock.

These efforts can help train
future boaters fto be safe and
responsible operators.

Marcis still does it his own way

In his 32nd year of competing in
Winston Cup. Cave Marcis still does
it the only way he ever knew how. He
is the last of the “old-time" indepen-
dents who began driving when
NASCAR was still a southem sport
with very little national attention.

Everything about the driver of the
Realtree Monte Carlo is a throwback
1o the time when the sport lacked the
big dollar sponsor and the national
exposure that TV brought. When the
money started coming into the Sport,
Marcis opted to hang on to his own
operation and go about business the
only way he knew how.

I got my first glimpse of how
Marcis goes about his business about
SIX years ago at the spring race in
Atlanta, While every other driver was
either granting interviews or signing
autographs, Dave was working on his
car. His crew that weekend was made
up of five people, including himself.

I can still recall the sight of seeing
him only from the waist down under-
neath his car with his signature wing
tip shoes a dead give away of who it
wits. Never did I see him in a shirt or
hat that had his sponsor on it. Instead,
it was his usual plaid shirt and his
Goodyear hat that goes everywhere
that he goes,

He will be quick to tell you that he
will always wear that Goodyear hat
because when he was going through
some pretty rough times just trying to
make it to the track that Goodyear
wenl the distance for him 10 make

sure that he had tires once he got to the
track.

Some may think that Marcis was
always just a bit player in the sport,
but the truth is that during the early
years of his career that he was a fix-
ture in the final top ten in the point
standings, He finished second to
Richard Petty in 1975 in the point
standings. For his career he has visit-
ed victory lane on five different occa-
sions with his last win coming at the
spring Richmond race in 1982,

Racing was different when Marcis
was tasting success and as the sport
began to evolve in what we know
today, he elected to continue doing
business the way he always had, The
sport became fueled by an influx of
money that saw the path to victory
lane become paved with more than
just hard work. The dollars just didn't
come his way and he was forced to
continue to make do with the limited
resources that was at his disposal.

As multi-teams began to emerge
and the money on research and devel-
opment increasing at a level unheard
in the sport. Marcis was forced to
compete on & playing field that was
being tilted further and further out of
his reach.

Now just making a race is a big
victory for Dave as qualifying 1s as
hard as winning ‘a race when you are
an independent driver with a very
limited budget. He started just 13
events last year which was the fewest
since he competed in 10 events in his

first season of NASCAR racing in
1968. His qualifying efforts became
so difficult that he managed to qualify
for consecutive events just three
times. One highlight of those qualify-
ing efforts was making the field for
the Daytona 500 which made his 31st

consecutive year of starting in the j)

biggest race of the season.

This year the trend of Marcis hay-
ing 1o load his car back on his hauler
and leave after failing to qualify has

¢

become a regular sight. After finishing -

45th in the points last vear he doesn't
have the luxury of using provisionals
to make it into the field. He has to
make it on speed and on several occa-
sions this year he has had the speed to
qualify. but has been bumped from the
field by provisional starters who post-
ed speeds slower than what he put up.

At Pocono last week, Dave made

the field but was involved in a scriuus&

wreck that left the 357-year-old
Wisconsin native groggy and suffer-
ing from several other injuries, The
sight of his car going airborne made
you stop and think just how long we
will be treated to this link of the
sport’s glory years.

The day is close when he will no
longer face up those wing tps on race
day and when that day comes the
sport will loose a little more of the
roots that has made it what it is today.

Operating watercraft on Ohio

The Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources
reminds boaters that all recreation-
al/fishing watercraft not locking
through a dam on the Ohio River are

Jamhibilcd from entering approach
¢hannels to the locks within the lim-
its of the arrival points.

These linuts are marked by signs
at each site, Arrival points are also
indicated in the current issue of the
Ohio River Navigation Charts;
Cairo, lllinois to Foster, Kentucky,
published by the U.S. Corps of
Engineers.

Several incidents involving small
watercraft and commercial tows
have occurred at Corps navigatuon
projects in recent years. Such occur-
rences could be avoided if boaters
follow proper procedure within lock

$approach channels.

A number of recreational and
fishing watercraft operators enter
the approach channels of the Ohio
River navigation locks without
requiring lockage. This practice 1s
extremely dangerous due to the
movement of large commercial lows
through these areas. _

Also, anglers and recreational
boaters have occasionally delayed
commercial vessels by mooring
their watercraft within the lock
approach channels. This is a viola-
tion of Code of Federal Regulations
33 CFR 207.300 (Blue Book) which
states that no vessel shall moor in
any reach of a navigation channel
and that commercial cargo tows
have precedence over recreational
craft at the locks.

3"—on April 20th.
Studebaker will present a new
car in the price field of
Chevrolet, Ford and
Plymouth.”

In the non-automotive cate-
gory, the magazine also said
that in 1939 yvou could buy X-
Ray thin—single and double
edged—razor blades, five for
ten cents; something called
*“The Bracer,” with accompa-
nying text reading, “Nearly
forty? Don't let “mid-section
sag' mitke you look older!™ It
sold for $2 ($2.75 in Canada);
and for a “sticker that really
sticks,” Carter’s Mucilage, for
only a dime.

Other products advertised
that have apparently long-
since faded into the sunset
included the Crosley
Shelvador refrigerator;
Horlicks, the original malted
milk, "Delicious energizing
drink,” Rutland patching plas-
ter, and Willard car batteries.
that “cost only a trifle more
than ordinary batteries.”

Then, of course, a few
items mentioned in the ads
still had a familiar ring:
Emerson’s Bromo Seltzer;
S.S8.S. Tonic; Simoniz;
Longines watches; Kelloggs
All-Bran: Woodbury soap:
and Pard dog food.

I guess you'd really be
showing your age, though. if
you admitted to remembering
Webster cigars, “First on the
social register;” Raybestos
brake service; Toastmaster
toasters, “Trade in your old
toaster for $2 on the toaster
you've always wanted;” and
Zonite antiseptic, “when you
buy a bottle of Zonite lor 47
cents; you get FREE a 50-cemt
size Barcelona shampoo.”

Incidentally, 1 paid $5 for
the magazine. Al the time it
was published it cost o dime
Compuring prices between
then and now, that sounds.
about right. And besides, at
the rate things are going, in
another 60 years I nught be
able to turn my 55 investment
info a neat little nest egg.

were there when they came into
that big hotel with Billard wearing
bib overalls and a blue checked
shirt. We were campaigning for a
Kentucky postmaster to be elected
national president of our associa-
tion, and he helped us achieve that
goal,

At one time, Billard's post
office was burglarized which sur-
prised him very much. Likely the
burglars were surprised, too, after

they'd pried a window open and
gone in when most of the commu-
nity was asleep.

Before closing his office the
afternoon before, Billard had a
customer who asked for six twen-
ty cent stamps, the going rate for
first class postage at the time. The
lady realized she'd gotten one too
many so Billard gave her change
back, but he neglected to put the
stamp back in the drawer. When
he went out the door, he noticed
the stamp still on the counter.

But what surprised the burglars
was that Billard carried a small
portable safe and had taken the
accountable items—cash, postage
and money orders—home with
him,

The pext day's business had to
be delayed until postal inspectors
could come to collect the evidence
and make a report of any losses,
That twenty-cent stamp was gone.

Maybe the burglars had
become disgusted and tossed their
find in the garbage, or maybe
someone’s letter got delivered
with a stolen stamp. At any rate, it
was the only thing missing and all
the inspectors could report in
what might be called the robbery
of the year.

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Old age
doesn’t = sadness

The topic was *‘geriatric
depression.” Many members pre-
sent reportedly found the informa-
tion interesting, SO a guess was that
other folks might also. First of all,
much that is believed about late life
depression is mythology: depres-
sion is not a normal part of aging. It
is not normal to be old and sad.
Geriatric depression refers to
the complicated relationship
between depression, illness, and
death. Supposedly, five percent of
“normal” people are depressed. In
comparison, the following inci-
dents of depression were reported

for the elderly population: 15 per-
cent or more, experience depres-
sion at some point, and their
depression tends to be more chron-
ic than for younger individuals: 25
percent have periods of persistent
sadness: for two weeks or longer:
20 percent reported persistent
thoughts of death and dying: and
20 percent of the elderly residents
in a nursing homes met the criteria
for depression.

As expected, depression is a
common complication of serious
medical conditions—cancer, heart
disease, stroke, arthritis, chronic
lung disease, diabetes, high blood
pressure, etc. Results have shown
that 50 percent of Alzheimer’s
patients and 35 percent of patients
with Parkinson's Disease are
depressed. Depression is prone 1o
add further to a disability, especial-
ly when combined with chronic
pain. The rate of depression with
diseases 18 25 to 50 percent; an
alarmingly higher rate than depres-
sion in otherwise healthy adults,
Although these figures are sober-
ing in themselves, the good news is
that depression complicating med-
ical disorders in older adults
responds well to treatment. There is
hope about the future, because
research and educational efforts are
providing answers—suceess rates
of drug treatment therapies have
never been better.

Of course, there is much that
older adults can do to help them-
selves in regards to depression:
acknowledge symptoms, be sensi-
tive to treatment side-effects, and
adopt positive lifestyle habits.
Another guess 1s that no matier
what age we are, we all want to live
life to the fullest and enjoy each
day. The signs and symptoms of
depression are like most things:
once you know what they are. you
can’t miss them. In addition, one
sign or symptom is not any more
important than the next one, except
for suicidal thoughts—No. 1. There
are mood changes with their ups
and downs; a lack of interest in
usual activities; changes in eating
habits where the person may eat all
the time or not at all; sleep prob-

lems with difficulties going to
sleep, staying asleep or waking up
early; a loss of energy with a feel-
ing of tiredness all the time, even
when getting out of bed; guilt feel-
ings: and difficulty concentrating,
focusing attention, or remember-
ing. In comparison, the young
depressed individuals are more
likely to be weepy, persistently sad,
and have only a dark, bleak future,
than the depressed elderly, who are
more prone 1o have more physical
complaints and be less likely to
mention thoughts of suicide.
Needless to say, depression may
be confused with other conditions.
It is normal for us 16 have changes

in appetite, sleep patterns, memeory,
and other behaviors. There may
also be physical changes for some
other reason—side effects of med-
ications for other conditions and
general medical problems: Another
illness that will appear similar (o
depression 1s dementia with its
changes in cognilive or thinking
ability and behaviors, along with
social withdrawal. Valuable tip-offs
to depression in the elderly who
have other conditions include:
socidl withdrawal, a sense of fail-
ure or being punished, a wish to
die, and thoughts of suicide.
Various medications can cause side
effects that mimic or aggravate

sympioms of depression, such as
Inderal taken for heart disease,
steroids, and Aldomet. Conditions
producing cognitive deterioration
often cause mental cloudiness and
confusion as one ages: fe,
Alzheimer's causes progressive
deterioration with a major empha-
sis.on memory loss.

Emotional reactions (o personal
losses also influence the occur-
rence of depression: job/retirement,
physical and mental vitality.
friends, and relatives. Some
800,000 elderly become widowed
each year and about 20 percent
(160.000) of those have symptoms
of major depression two months

after their loss. About 1/3 (50,000)
of the latter experience depression
that lasts for up to one year. Risk
factors for major depression after
the death of a spouse include: poor
general health, severe depressive
symptoms shortly after the loss,
and a personal or family history of
depression.

-
Well. now that we hopefully can-

identify elderly with depression,
next time, we will focus on treat-
ments available and their effective-
ness. In the meanwhile. look about
yourself and become more aware
of how others are behaving and
possibly feeling.

[oyola's plant n Georgetown
cenerated 6.9 million pounds of
waste in 1996—or 17.8 pounds of
wasle for every car pl‘{'\dut.‘t.‘d—

more than four times the pollution
generated from the average high-
ranking facility. The GM plant in
Bowling Green generated 381,000
pounds of toxic waste in 1996—or
31 pounds of waste for every car
produced—more than seven limes
the pollution generated per car by
the average high-ranking facility in
the US,

The auto assembly facility rank-
ings c¢an be found on the new EDF
Green Car website
(http://www.edf.org/greencar),
which provides a truckload of infor-
mation on reducing the environ-
mental impacts of manufacturing,
using, and disposing of motor vehi-
cles.
